Special Tax Advice
For Older Americans

If you're an older
American, be sure you're not
missing out on some impor-
tant tax benefils, says the
American Association of
retired persons (AARP).

For example, there's the
credit for the elderly or
disabled. This eredit could
reduce the taxes you pay if
you are age 65 or older, or i
you are disabled. The credit
is based on the taxpayer’s in-
come, filing status, age, and
spouse's age (If the taxpayer
is married).

and the Zebco 33
Changed

Fishing Forever

Thereis hardly a fisherman
alive today who doesn’t rec-
ognize the name “Zebco,” but
how many really know that
Zebco was like before it be-
came a household word?

Itcertainly wasn’tan over-
night success that took the
Zero Hour bombCompany—
amaker of explosives used in
oil production—to Zebco, the
world’s largest maker of fish-
ing reels. Nor was success
assured the day R. D. Hull
walked in and unveiled his
new invention. It took Hercu-
lean effort by many people to
mold the Zebco story. But
much of the early success of
Zebco reels was due to a man
named Bill Carter, an ener-
getic tackle salesman whose
enthusiasm is still vivid o0
newspaperman John Clift.

Carter, a tiny dynamo of a
man, showed up at the Deni-
son Herald office one day in
the early 1950's and informed
Clift that he faced a perplex-
ing problem. Carter’s father
had recently died, and Bill
and his brother, Frank, were
taking over thercins of W. L.
Carter and Sons, a well-
known tackle rep firm. Frank
wanted Lo continue to head
the Southeast office in At-
lanta, leaving Bill in charge
of the Southwest office in
Dallas.

“We are taking on a new
reel called Zebeo,” Carter
explained to Clift. “We both
are starting out together, and
I want to make my name
known in the tackle industry
so when [ walk in on a client,
they’ll know who I am.”

“I"d say you name is pretty
Clift
replied.

“That’s the problem,” Car-
ter said. “People are accus-
tomed to Dad calling on

. them—not me, | want you to
help me change that.”

Clift liked Carter and
wanted to see him succeed.
He agreed to help Carter and
his brother any way he could.

Over the next two years,
that task did not prove diffi-
cult. While Frank made the
rounds of sperts shows in the
Southeast (casting a Zebco
reel with golf clubs, tennis
racquets and slingshots to
prove how easy it was), Bill
launched his campaign to
conquer the Southwest. Rou-
tinely, Carter's promotional
stunts astounded Clift, who
soondiscovered thatalthough
Carter was short in stature, he
was long on fascinating ideas
for promoting the new Zebeo
reels.

First, Carteracquired anold
touring car and had the Zebco
logoemblazoned onthe front,
back and both sides. When
there was a parade anywhere
within driving range, Carter
and his “Zebcomobile” were
sure o be there.

One time, Carter went 10
newly impounded Lake
Texoma on the Texas-Okla-
homa border and—with char-
acteristic flair—dumped 21
tagged black bass into the
lake. It was tagged and Carter
dubbed it The Zebeo Kid. He
offered to pay $5,000 to the
person who caught it. As with
everything he touched, Car-
ter seemed to have fortune on
his side. All 20 of the hatch-
ery fish were caught within
ten days and the anglers
awarded aZebcoreel. Butthe
Zebeo Kid was never caught,
so Carter never had to pay out
the whopping grand prize.

Nursing

On another occasion, Car-
ter took a half-dozen of his
favorite outdoor writers 10
Canada on a fishing trip.
Another time, it was a fishing
trip using lures made before
1900. He demonstrated the
case of using a Zebco reel by
casting with boxing gloves
on. He even went so far as 1o
teach a chimpanzee how o
cast a Zebco. But regardless
of the gimmick Carter
dreamed up, the reel in use
was always a Zebco.

Gradually, Carter won
acceptance for the new reels,
but it was easier said than
done. There was a lot of skep-
ticism about the Zebco reels
in the beginning. Avid bass
fishermen of the day were
still loyal to their old bait-
casting reels—even if they
had 1o pick out a backlash
every fourth or fifth cast.

Atfirst, these anglerscalled
Zebeo “the reel for kids and
women.” Real men, they said,
would never use one.

Butitdidn't take long afier
sceing a fishing companion
fish a Zebco all day long
without a backlash for these
purists tochange their tune—
especially after the Zebco
users managed w0 hook and
land more than their share of
big fish.

Meanwhile, Clift was true
1o his word, regularly sub-
mitting photos of eight-pound
bass caught on Zebco reels 1o
fishing magazines all across
the country. Soon, the army
of converted Zebeo users was

growing atanastounding rate.
Finally, Carter was so be-
seiged with inquiries from
fisherman about the new reel,
he had to go to Clift's office
and ask him 10 tm off the
publicity machine.
“Everyone knows me
now,” Carter told Clift with a
smile. “Butlet’scome up with

one last stunt to go out in a
blaze of glory!” The two went
10 lunch at a local cafe w
discuss what they might try.
As they ate, they listened o
the conversation at other
tables. Dennison was near
lake Texoma, and there was
an abundance of talk about
fishing.

In the booth behind them,
Carterand Cliftoverheard one
fisherman bragging about
how many casts he had made
the day before. That bit of
conversation was the only
spark Carter needed.

“That’s it!” Carter said
excitedly. “We'll show how
many times in a day you can
cast a Zebco without getling
backlash!”

Quickly, the plan took
shape. The event was set up
for the Fourth of July, 1954 at
Island View Resort on the
shores of Lake Texoma. Clift
convinced the reigning Miss
Texomato be on hand o wipe
Carter’s brow and feed him
lunch and snacks during the
day. And Carter broughtalong
his minister from Dallas as a
scorckeeper

“To make surc we have an
honest count!” Carter said
with a twinkle in hus eye.

On the morning of the
Fourth, a blackboard was set
up by the Island View swim-
ming pool. With a flourish,
Carter began his stunt-to-end-
all-swnts.

Over the years, Carter had
lcarned to cast with cither

READ THE

hand. His ambidextrous cast-
ing ability—and the fact that
the Zebco worked equally
well with either hand—al-
lowed Carter to keep casting
without stopping to rest.

For over 14 hours, Carter
kept casting his Zebco. First
with his right hand. Then his
left. Hour after hour. Every
time Carter cast, the minister
would make a mark on the
blackboard. And at the end of

‘each hour, Clift would duti-

fulty go toa nearby telephone
and report Carter’s progress
to the Associated Press.

Finally, 14 hours and 14
minutes after Carter began,
the sun set on his career-
crowning publicity stunt. As
Carter basked in the attention
of Miss Texoma, the minister
verified up the final total.
Even Carter was astounded
by the results. During his
casting marathon, Carter cast
anew Zebeo 33 an amazing
3453 umes—a world record
that stands to this day

Things have changed inthe
decades since the Carters
helped launch Zebeo on its
way 10 becoming the world’s
largest fishing tackle com-
pany. Fro its once humble
peginnings, Zebeo now sclls
oncof every three fishing recls
sold in America and has
spawned a host of imitators.

But it was Zebeo and the
inimitable Bill Carter that
blazcd the trail for the rest of
the fishing industry 1o fol-
low.
