the state is to reduce the 456
lives lost in water-related
accidents last year.

Capt. Dexter Harris, boat-
ing law administrator for the
Texas Parks and Wildlife
Dept., said people who would
not think of driving a car
without prior training and
knowledge of traffic laws
often operate powerful mo-
torboats with little knowledge
of boating regulations.

Inexperienced boaters
should enroll in a boater
education course, or at least
read the rules and regulations
contained in Texas Water
Safety Digest before operat-
ing a boat.

Harris noted that recent
changes inregulations include
incrcased penalties for oper-
ating a boat under the influ-
ence of alcohol, and addi-
tional rules for operation of
personal watercraft such as
jet skies and wet bikes.

Since most boating acci-
dents could have been pre-
vented by better awareness of
safc boating procedurcs Har-
risoffers the following check-
listof rules thatcan save lives.

One Coast Guard approved
life preserver, in good condi-
tion, must be readily acces-
sible on board the boat for
cach person. Additionally,
boats over 16 fect in length

approved life preservers and
are notacceptable. Harris said
all persons should wear a life
vest while boating,
Allmotorboats are required
to have navigation lights
operated between sunset and
sunrise. This consists of a
combined red and green light
in frontand a 360 degree white
light in the rear. Larger craft,
over 26 feet in dength, are
required to have other lights.
A rear-view mirror is re-
quircd while towing skiers.

,The mirror must be at least

fourinchesacross from left o
right and top to bottom, and
should be permancntly at-
tached. Recent legislation
allowsan obscrverin licuof a
mirror. The obscrver must be
somconc other than the boat
operator and must be at least
13 ycars of age. Both an ob-
scrver and a mirror would be
a good practice even though
only one is required, officials
said.

Fire extinguishers are re-
quircd on boats, if onc or more
of the following conditions
exists: closed compartments
where portable full tanks may
be stored; double bottoms not
scaled to the hull or which are
not completely filled with
flotational material; closed
living spaces; closed storage
compartments in which com-
bustible or flammable mate-

whistle that is audible up o0
one-half mile. Boats 26 feet
and longer must have both a
bell and a horn or whistle,
