REALLY SHARING THE WEALTH!

E very  radical attack on the 
A m erican economic system  is based 
on th e  old gag th a t, under capi­
talism , “the rich get richer an d  the 
poor get children.” And every ad­
vocate of communism or any other 
to ta lita rian  system  argues th a t  it 
offers the only road to a division 
of w ealth and a higher standard  
Of living fo r the masses of people.

One of the best answ ers to  th a t 
a ll-im portan t question was recently 
given by the Reverend Edw ard A. 
K eller, C.S.C., who is d irec to r of 
the B ureau of Economic Research 
Of the U niversity  of N otre Dame.

F a th e r  K eller's study is called, 
“The National Income and Its  Dis­
tr ib u tio n .” and is w ritten  in  lan­
guage any laym an can understand. 
H ere are some facts he has cor­
related:

F irs t  of all, the  rich a re  no t get­
tin g  richer. In 1917, A m ericans w ith 
a  personal annual income of $25,- 
900 o r  m ore got 7 per cen t of the 
nation 's  en tire  income a fte r taxes. 
By 1928 they w ere getting  11 per 
cen t. B u t in  the la test y ea r for 
"which the com plete figu res are 
available, 1944, they  got only 1 per 
cen t. Their dollar income w as a l­
m ost $9,000,000,000 in 1928, while 
i t  w as less than  $2,000,000,000 in 
1944.

If  th a t is true , w here is the  m on­
ey  going to? F a th e r  K eller an ­
sw ers th a t also. A m ericans m aking 
u n d er $5,000 a  year, the  group to 
w hich most families belong, have 
im m ensely im proved their position. 
They received 87 per cent of our 
to ta l  personal income in  1917, 77 
p e r  cent in 1929—and 90 per cent 
in  1944. The dollar figures a re  still 
m ore impressive. The under-$5,000 
A m ericans received a to ta l income 
Of $47,000,000,000 in  1917, and $140,-

000,000,000 in  1944—% gain of n ea r­
ly hundred billions in  one genera­
tion!

•

A nother catch-phrase is th a t the 
owners of industry—the stockhold­
ers—get an inordinate share of e a rn ­
ings, while the  w orkers don’t  get 
enough. H ere too the figures te ll a 
rem arkable story. In  the 17 years 
from  1929 to 1946 national income 
rose 93 per cent. But corporate 
dividends w ent down 14 p er cent! 
As F a th e r K eller pu ts  it, “Taking 
our economy as a  whole . . .  the m ain 
item of cost of production of all 
goods an d  services is labor cost 190 
per cent), while cost fo r the use 
of tools is a relatively m inor cost 
(6 per cen t).”

Battle For Gasoline Production

Capitalism  gives m ore people m ore 
j benefits than any other system. Cap- 
j italism is the only system which 
i m akes possible m axim um  economic 
I progress with th e  largest possible 
| degree of personal liberty  for all.
I Americans can well be proud  of 
J their capitalistic system. Most of 
i the ''ism s" seek to  live off it w hile 
r w orking to destroy it—then w hat 

would they  have to  divide? Nothing 
but the ir own poverty until new

Ten C om m andm ents as our s ta n d ­
ard  of life regard  the F ifth  as the 
easiest to  keep. O ur p rayerfu l In­
ventory  is taken  w ith only passing 
in te re s t in the divine law  “Thou 
shalt not k ill” because we are sure 
we could never be gu ilty  of this 
un th inkab le crime.

We a re  wrong. In th e ir  1948 book 
of stree t and  highw ay accident data,

In  each case, i t  k illed  w ith 
the sam e cold finality  of a  g u n  Or 
a knife.

“Here we do not fea r a secret po­
lice force. In th is country  the  c iti­
zen goes to the police fo r help. The 
police bring governm ent closer to 
the people than  any o th e r  service,” 
he said.

The outlook for production in  the 
U nited States is for som e Increase 
as a  resu lt of expansions in  both 
acreage and probable yield per ac ­
re, Dr. Cox said. The w orld ou t­
side of the U nited S tates will like­
wise increase acreage to  som e ex- 
tene.

If the  European Recovery P lan  is 
enacted  by Congress, w orld con­
sum ption of cotton m ay easily a p ­
proach 28 million bales du ring  1948- 
49. However, it is  very  unlikely 
th a t w orld cotton production  for the  
year 1948-49 can reach  th a t am ount, 
Dr. Cox added.

The prospective value of the dol­
la r  six or seven m onths from  now 
is of param ount im portance in the 
cotton  m arket situation, according 
to Dr. Cox. “The enactm en t of the  
European Recovery P rogram  and  
tax reduction w ill be strong  in ­
flationary  m edicine in  the United 
States. If substan tia l in fla tion  does 
come, then  co tton  has substantial 
advantages as a crop to  grow this 
y ea r because it has a n  in te rn a tio n ­
al m arket.

FBI Official 
Urges America 
Return To God

Sheriff J. C. B uchanan last week 
attended  the convention in  El P a s o , 
of th e  National S heriff’s Association i 
and w as so im pressed w ith  an  ad ­
dress given by Hugh H. Clegg, as- | 
sis tan t d irector of the F ederal Bu­
reau  of Investigation th a t he brought 
back a new spaper sum m ary  o f the 
speech. A t his suggestion, The Jo u r ­
nal is here republishing the  salient 
paragraphs of Mr. C legg’s address, 
copying from  The El Paso Times of 
A pril 6:

An im passioned plea to  “bring 
the world back to  God" w as issued 
by Hugh Clegg of W ashington, as­
s is tan t d irector o f th e  F ederal B u­
reau  of Investigation, speaking to

m em bers of th e  National S heriff’s 
Association in  convention a t a lu n ­
cheon in  Hotel Cortez M onday.

Clegg, representing  J. Edgar Hoo­
ver, d irector of FBI, urged strong 
leadership  in  the  hom e w ith  disci­
pline tem pered w ith  affection, ade­
quate salaries for teachers and law 
enforcem ent officers and leadership 
in religion.

“The b es t m eans of p reven ting  
crim e and foreign ‘isms’ is through 
religion” Clegg said.

He pointed o u t the crim e in  c it­
ies for 1947 showed about a five per 
cen t decrease under the  previous 
year b u t th a t the average fo r the 
p ast eight years reveals a general 
over-a ll increase.

In  ru ra l com m unities he sa id  all 
categories of crim e show ed an  in ­
crease. To com bat th is larm ing in ­
crease he called for adequate s ta ff­
ing of local sheriff’s offices, and a 
thorough police tra in in g  schedule.
