TEHRAN, Iran (AP) — Ayatollah
Ruhollah Khomeini whipped up
mammoth anti-American demonstra
tions across Iran today as part of his
campaign to pressure the US. gov
ernment into surrendering the de-
posed shah.

Hundreds of thousands chanted
“*Mar bar shah, mar bar Carter"” —
“Death to the shah, death to Carter"
~ as they marched in orderly, well
organized columns through the
streets of Iran's capital

The religious leader of the Iranian
revolution hardened his threat to.try
as spies the 49 Americans still held
hostage in the U.S. Embassy in
Tehran. The Carter administration
responded with its first veiled threat
of military action and ordered the
aircraft carrier Kitty Hawk and five
escorting warships to the Indian
Ocean. Another U.S. task force led by
the carrier Midway is already in the
area, about 600 miles south of the
Persian Gulf

In Pakistan, a mob of young Mos
lems today attacked the U.S. Embas
sy in Islamabad and another group
burned down the U.S. Information
Center in nearby Rawalpindi. No ca-
sualties were reported. The attacks
were in retaliation for the seizure
Tuesday of the Grand Mosque in
Mecca, Saudi Arabia, site of Islam’s
holiest shrine. Although the invaders
of the mosque were reported to be
members of a Moslem sect linked to
Khomeini's Shiite Moslems, the Paki
stani mobs blamed the United
States

Khomeini seized on the incident to
further his campaign against the
United States. In a broadcast state-
ment today he said it was “not far-
fetched to assume that this act has
been carried out by criminal Ameri
can imperialism...and international
Zionism."”

Saudi sources at the Arab summit
conference in Tunis said Saudi troops
today assaulted the Moslem fanatics
holding the mosque and recaptured
most of it. There were no immediate
reports of casualties.

the biggest since the jubilant celebra-
tions that greeted Khomeini on his
return from exile last February. Esti-
mates of the crowds in Tehran ranged
up to 2 million, or about haif the
normal population of the capital. The
huge festive crowds marched to the
occupied U.S. Embassy and were ex-
horted by religious leaders.

Along with their chants against the
shah and President Carter, the
marchers sang in praise of Khomeini,
shook their fists in the air and shouted
“Allah Akbar" “God is Great.”

Light planes dropped leaflets over
the marchers declaring that the
American hostages were sples.

A Tehran Radio report, monitored
in London, said the marchers had
adopted a 17-point resolution calling
for a continued struggle against
American and demlnglng that the
U.S. hostages be tried and punished in
Iran unless the United States sends
back the shah, who is being treated at
a New York hospital.

The march started early in the
morning and continued under bright
sunlight. Each column carried its own
Islamic banners, flags and placards
bearing Khomeini's portrait. Males
old and young were in the lead, fol-
lowed by women and children. The
women wore the traditional chador,
the black head-to-toe veil.

There were people of all ages and
all walks of life, from simple country
folk to smartly dressed young men.
Soldiers in camouflage uniforms
joined the march, but they carried no
arms

Khomeini in a radio-television ad-
dress Tuesday called on his millions
of followers to demonstrate against

" American “imperialism” today, the

first day of the Moslem holy month of
Moharram and the beginning of
Islam’s I5th century.

The national television service
added fuel to public indignation over
the U.S. government’s refusal to hand
over the ailing shah by broadcasting
films of troops and police firing on
rioting opponents of the monarchy
last year. After the broadcasts, thou-
sands in Tehran climbed to their roof-
tops, and the city rang with cries of
“Allah Akbar.”

Although the near-anarchy that

prevails in Iran admits to no or-
ganized government in the con-
ventional sense, the Iranians are,
nevertheless, skillfully orches.
trating their confrontation with

the United States over the fate of

U.S. hostages held captive in the
American Embassy. Such skill,
and the cynicism that we see ac-

companying it, bode ill indeed for

the future.

On the 16th day of this crisis
and amidst a growing world out-
cry, the Ayatollah Ruhollah Kho-
meini and hi§ Revolutionary
Council decided to show their “‘Is-
lamic mercy,"” as they expressed
it, by releasing black and women
hostages. First off, two Marine
sergeants of the embassy guard
and a secretary were paraded out
to parrot Iranian propaganda be-
fore a carefully contrived news
conference for 200 reporters and
cameramen representing the
world's media.

A few hours later, 10 more
hostages — four women and six
blacks — were brought before an-
other news conference prior to
being flown to a US. military
base in West Germany.

Even as the Iranians were de-
monstrating their mercy to
American blacks and women,
they indicated they would bring
their remaining American prison-
ers to trial on spy charges. And,
as though to give credence to this
ominous intention, the so-called
“student’’ mob holding the hos-
tages detained two women and
one black male along with the 46
white American males, Obvious-
ly, if the new spy scenario wereto
have credence, charges would
have to include a cross-section of
embassy personnel. Might not
questions be raised if only white
American males were accused?

The latest Iranian maneuvers
brought an appropriate no-non-
sense response from Washington,
including a statement that the
decision to free only blacks and
women would not “‘split the Unit-
ed States by sex and race.” A
welcome underscoring of this as-
sessment came from Vernon Jor-
dan, a U.S. black leader and presi-

dent of the National Urban
League, who predicted the cynical
Iranian attempt to lure American
blacks from loyalty to their coun-
try would fail.

The pro-Iranian statements by

" some of the released hostages,

particularly the two Marine Corps
sergeants, was discomfiting for
Americans — recalling the large
number of defections by U.S.
POWs during the Korean war. A
Marine is a Marine is a Marine
and his countrymen ought to be
able to expect him to demonstrate
his traditional manhood under
stress.

The unfortunate statements just
made by hostages may turn out to
be only curtain-raisers for what is
to follow should the remaining
captives are placed on trial. This
alarming prospect looms because
the so-called ‘“‘students’’ are be-
lieved by knowledgeable observ-
ers to be, in fact, members of a
radical, left-wing organization.

The American prisoners may
be subjected to the sophisticated
Marxist techniques of brain-
washing that, we know from his-
tory, can produce shocking, self-
destroying confessions. More-
over, we should be prepared for a
strange phenomenon of our time
wherein some terror victims,
especially hostages, tend to iden-
tify and become sympathetic with
their captors.

In other words, the threatened
trial of American hostages in
Tehran, in violation of centuries-
old traditions of diplomatic immu-
nity, could become a degrading,
humiliating spectacle altogether
intolerable for the United States
- a development where national
interests could possibly transcend
even the personal safety of the
hostages. To guard against such
an eventuality, Washington
should give meaning to the stron-
gest possible warning to Tehran
by such action as beefing up the
U.S. naval presence in the Indian
Ocean for a possible naval block-
ade of Iran.

WASHINGTON — Tribal witch doc-
tors use fright masks and mumbo-
jumbo incantations to intimidate
their superstitious patients. A grow-
ing number of U.S. pharmaceutical
firms are using the same deceptive
scare tactics to protect windfall prof-
its which would make even an oil
executive blush.

Greedy drug companies have
played a major role in sending the
cost of medical care skyrocketing out
of reach for millions of elderly and
disadvantaged Americans. Since
1975, the cost of prescription drugs
has soared by 30 percent, while those
who need them most survive on fixed
starvation-level incomes

The . industry’'s rake-off has been
threatened recently by an increasing
consumer awareness that generic
drugs, which are sold by chemical
name and are not protected by lucra-
tive trademark laws, can be obtained
at a fraction of the price of the heavily
advertised brand-name products of
big pharmaceutical operators.

We've reported how the big com-
panies resorted to clever ruses to
discourage smaller competitors from
using generic names, while charging
millions of dollars more for equal, but
more expensively labeled products.

Now we've discovered shamelessly
misleading promotional campaigns

designed to frighten doctors and
pharmacists from dispensing cheaper
generic drugs. Here are just a few of
the questionable tactics we've unco
vered: o

— McNeil Laboratories, manufae-
turers of a prescription brand-name
painkiller called Parafon Forte,
wrote pharmacists across the country
warning that substituting generic
equivalents of their product was
against the law. Outraged Food and
Drug Administration officials pro
tested the claim as untrue and de-
manded a retraction.

McNeil responded with a weak re

Joinder contending that white the gov:=—

ernment backed the generic substi-
tute as legal, the firm’s lawyers were
of a different opinion. The company's
legal beagles had implied veiled
threats of legal action against phar-
macists who might prescribe the less
expensive generic substitutes.

— Pfizer, a profiteering titan in the
drug industry, sent promotional ma-
terial to physicians on its anti-dizzi-
ness drug, Antivert, which has sever-
al generic equivalents. Pfizer
claimed their own tests showed 10 of
17 generic products failed to meet
potency standards.

But FDA investigators discovered
that 64 generic samples had been
tested by Pfizer, making the true
failure rate less than 15 percent.
Pfizer's propaganda was branded as

Press threatened in Caribbean, Latin American countries

‘““It is a rare privilege for any
newspaper to have the prime minister
and his cabinet lead a demonstration
against it outside its buildings,”
Oliver Clarke declared in the precise
way that would be expected of a
graduate of the London School of Eco-
nomics.

“And have them share the plat-
form with one of the leaders of the two
Communist parties in Jamaica,” he
added for emphasis.

Clarke, clearly, is concerned about
developments in his native Jamaica,
a former British crown colony, as well
as in the other countries in the Carib-
bean and in Latin America.

Although he just turned 35, Clarke
has been managing director of the
company that publishes The Gleaner,
the principal independent newspaper
in Jamaica, for three years now.

The island nation’s drift away from
the democratic camp troubles him.

Clarke said Jamaican Prime Min-
ister Michael Manley spelled out Ja-
maica’s foreign policy directions in
the speech he delivered to the summit
mee of the Organization of Non-
Al Nations that President Fidel
Castro hosted in Havana in Septem-
ber.

Manley spoke then of ‘‘the right of
the Puerto Rican people to self-deter-
mination and independence’” from
the United States. He said non-aligned
nations should ‘‘support those who
struggle for Puerto Rican indepen- -
dence, regardless of whether they are
in the minority at this time. ...”

Manley denounced the U.S. ‘‘block-
ade” against Cuba, and talked of
‘‘the recovery of Guantanamo Bay,”
where the United States has had a
naval base since before Cuba became
independent in 1903,

mediately, though, are the words and
deeds of the ruling People’s National
Party, of which Prime Minister Man-
ley is president, that affect his com-
pany's publications. The only other
national newspaper on the island, The
Daily News, is owned and operated by
the government, as are the radio and
television.

Hé told the recent meeting of the
Inter American Press Association in
Toronto, Canada, that events in Ja-
maica have been such they ‘“‘can only
be interpreted that there now exists a
concerted and well-organized pro-
gram designed to — even by the most
moderate interpretations — influence
the activities of the Gleaner Co. and
its publications.”

What Clarke said about the govern-
ment and ruling party in Jamaica,
which is widely reputed to be a ‘‘dem-
ocratic” country, was echoed by edi-
tors and publishers from other coun-
tries, too.

Luis Teofilo Nunez, editor of El
Universal, Caracas, Venezuela, for
example, noted that in his country,
which has enjoyed fame as a democ-
racy since the dictator Marcos Perez
Jimenez was overthrown in 1958, the
former minister of culture sought to
impose unacceptable regulations on
the communications media. The
newspapers protested vigorously, and
the minister was thereupon named
Venezuelan ambassador to the San-
dinista regime in Nicaragua. '

Other Latin American newsmen
also told of instances of governmental
attempts to limit freedom of the press
and information, but a thornier prob-
lem is that faced by editors in coun-
tries where terrorism is or has been
rampant,

In Argentina, for example, Riobo
Caputto, editor of El Litoral, Santa
Fe, was held under house arrest for
publishing a dispatch from Nicaragua

_in which an Argentine terrorist leader

outlined his plans for future guérrilla
activities in his homeland. The deten-
tion of Caputto and two other Argen-
tine newsmen was ordered under
terms of a security law that was
passed years ago.

Similar legislation, prohibiting
publication of what the government
considers subversive materials,
exists in other countries, too.

El Salvador was the case most
heatedly discussed during the IAPA
meeting.

Jose Dutriz, publisher of La Prensa
Grafica, and Enrique Altamirano,
publisher of Diario de Hoy, both of the
City of San Salvador, explained that
the laws in their country banned pub-
lication of such as the manifesto of the
Marxist terrorists who recently kid-
napped two U.S. businessmen.

The terrorists demanded as part of
the ransom that two full newspaper
pages be devoted to their statement
which included denunciations of the
Salvadoran government, of capital-
ism, of U.S. imperialists, and ap-
plause for the Sandinista revolution in
neighboring Nicaragua.

Although the statement was not
published in El Salvador, it was print-
ed in several U.S. and Latin Ameri-
can newspapers and, Dutriz reported,
reports from abroad on the kidnap-
rlngs and the manifesto were pub-
ished.

Dutriz complained that not all the
news coverage the Unitegd States has

held.

been getting from EI Salvador during
the recent outbreaks of violence, that
led to the overthrow of the govern-
ment of President Carlos H. Romero,
was “‘objective.”” He said that on
occasions of violent clashes between
demonstrators and authorities, for-
eign correspondents ‘‘are there with
their cameras before us. They know
what is going to take place. They are
tipped off by the leftist extremists to
the acts of violence .’

JEALOUS JUDGES: It has heen
almost impossible to discipline mis-
behaving black-robed federal judges,
no matter how outrageous their of-
fenses. Even powerful senators fidget
nervously at the slightest sign of a
judge’s displeasure

A little-noticed power struggle be-
tween the judicial and legislative
branches was fought recently when
the Senate passed legislation outlin-
ing disiplinary measures for federal
judges suspected of misconduct.

The senators laboriously worked
out a compromise; but the dissatis-
fied judges, who are a close-knit fra-
ternity, would have no outside inter-
ference. A number of them quietly
tried an end run by lobbying senators
personally against the judicial tenure
legislation.

The stubborn Elmo Hunter, chief of
the U.S. Judicial Conference, went a
step further. He dashed off a letter, on
federal stationery, to each senator,
blasting the judicial bill as ‘“‘not nec-
essary.”

Senate staffers expressed outrage
at the judge’s boldness, though none
were anxious to take on the powerful
Hunter. ““We were disappointed,”’ one
Senate insider confided, commenting
on 'the judges' inability to compro-
mise, °*

Sen. Dennis Deconcini, D-Ariz., has

statutes with his lobbying letter.

resistant to recession
than first believed, the
government says

However, government
economists said Tuesday
the much-anticipated re
cession still is on the
horizon

And they cited ble
mishes in the corporate
profit picture that could
portend reduced incen
tives for businesses to in
vest and for people to
buy stock

THE COMMERCE De
partment reported that
corporate after-tax prof
its in July, August and
September increased
from the second quarter
at an annual rate of 6.2
percent. They had de
clined ahout 2 percent in
the previous quarter

The department also
said the gross national
product, after being ad
justed for inflation, in
cteased at an annual
rate of 3.5 percent last
quarter, rather than 2.4
percent as originally es
limated

That easily offset a 2.3
percent decline in the
second quarter

nual rate of $1.434.4 bl
lion in the last quartor
compared with $1,422 3
billion in the second
quarter, the department
said.

“After taking these in
flation-ridden costs into
account,’’ he said, ‘‘com
panies had slightly less
profit remaining (than
they did in the second
quarter) for distribution
to stockholders and for
investment in expansion
projects.”
