Used to Reinforce
American Roads

NEWYORK, March 16.—Under
the tentative program outlined by
the Cotton Textile Institute, the eq-
uivalent in fabric of from eight to
ten bales of cotton per mile will be
required in the new plan to use this
product for reinforcing American
highways.

The department of Agriculture has
‘recently appropriated $1,300,000 for
‘a Nation-wide demonstration of the
practicability of reinforcing bitumin-
ous-surfaced roadways with cotton
fabric membrane. More than 2,500-
000 miles of rural or secondary high
ways in the United States are now
' adaptable to improvements through
‘cotton products.

Farm Program Plans
- Getting Under Way

PLOW REACHED PRESENT
STATE OF UTILITY LONG
AFTER PAINFUL PROGRESS

The plow, first among basic farm
implements, reached present utility
only after centuries of painful pro-
gress, says a statement from the
United States Department of Agri-
culture.

Research by the bureau of Agri-
cultural Engineering shows that the
first plows, fashioned from crooked

tree branches, were pulled by one or

more men, another forcing the crude
implement into the sol. The bar-
barous custom of hitching draft an-
imals to plows by their tails was
pract'ced as late as 1631.

The statement relates that when
effort was made to introduce cast-
iron plows in the United States
farmers declared they poisoned the
soil and prevented crops growing.
Sir Robert Peel, English stateman,
in 1860 gave his farmers “two iron
plows of the best construction.” On
his next visit they were us'ng wood-
en plows, believing iron plows made
weeks grow.

They also realize that possibly many
functions which the Government is per-
forming are of a nature which cannot
be handled by chartered institutions
under the principles of sound banking.

On the other hand, he said, “we
should survey all emergency lending
measures of the Government to judge
which of these activities can be prop-
erly and soundly taken over by banks
in their respective communities.”

The attending bankers devoted time
to considering the Banking Act of 1935

_and the many related regulations and
discretionary powers under the Federal
law. These were explained by O. How-
ard Wolfe of Philadelphia, who said he
had made a count of the various places
in the act where provision is made for
discretionary power to be exercised by
government officials through regula-
tions.

“Confining “he cou”.t only to the sec-
tions which affect practically all of us,
I found there are forty-eight places
where discretionary power is given,”
he said. “It is a problem of no mean
importance, therefore, to master bank-
ing law as it is today or may be to-
morrow.”

Bank Taxation and Solvency

- Bank taxation was discussed by
Charles H. Mylander of Columbus
Ohio, who declared that “the average
American is vitally interested in taxa-
tion of banks because solvency may de-
pend to a large degree upon the way
in which the taxing power is. exercised
upon them.”

To prove his point he cited earnings
figures which showed that, in the yea:
ended June 30, 1934, “for the United
States as a whole, national banks used
$14.89 out of each $100 of net operating
earnings, before taxes, in payment of
taxes; but in seven of the twelve Fed
eral Reserve Districts the percentage
of earnings used for taxes was above
the average. It was in practically these
same seven districts that the greatest
number of bank failures occurred in
those hectic years from 1920 to 1933.”

.As an example of how far taxation
ean go, he quoted official figures show-
ing that in 1934 a large number of small
state banks paid on the average $34.20
of every $100 of operating profits for
taxes. Mr. Mylander urged that there
ke “brought home to the ‘average
American the self-evident truth that
banks, dealing as they do only in in
tangible property, are not proper sub-
jects for property taxation; that the
true measure of a bank’s ability to pay
taxes is the earnings it can make.”

VvHEN BANK CROOKS
SHOW PREFERENCES

The American Bankers Association
reports that non-member banks suffer
twice the percentage of burglaries and
hold-up robberies as compared with
members. Member banks display a
sign showing that they receive the pro-
tection of the association’s detective
agents, who causé the arrest of from
150 to 400 bank crooks every year, the
organization, which is a non-profit body.
says.

“Professional criminals often boast
of having sense enough to dodge the
far-reaching system of man hunting
available to members, so long as there
are other banks without this protec-
tion,” it says. “They recognize that
once on the record of the Association’s
Protective Department, they must pay
for every crime with which they can
be identified. Detainer warrants have
followed them from place to place so
that penal servitude for one crime
would not expiate other oifenses.”

Gasoline Contains

During recent months America has
heard a growing volume of protest
against the so-called “painless taxes.”

That is the term used by politicians
to describe those taxes which are not
levied directly; but are hidden, instead,
in the cost of food, shelter and other
necessities. The theory is that what
the average citizen doesn’t know about
the costs of government won’t hurt him
—and that it won't hurt the officials
who fix those costs, either.

But unfortunately for the theory,
such taxes are beginning to attain a
high degree of visibility. For a while
they were disgernible only in the ris-
ing cost of living. Now they have come
more clearly into the light. A recently
published analysis of Federal income
sources tells the story much as follows:

In 1932, direct taxes (on income, cor-
porations, etc.) produced 531% per cent
of our Federal revenue, while indirect
taxes (baked into your bread and woven

, into your clothes) produced 411%% per

cent—approximately $782,900,000.

In 1933, direct taxes produced only
42 per cent of our revenue, while in-
direct taxes climbed to 58 per cent—
approximately $1,091,000,000.

In 1934, direct taxes produced 34 per
cent of our Federal income, while in-
direct taxes soared to 66 per cent—
approximately $1,974,100,000.

In 1935, the proportion of hidden

taxes dropped a bit. Direct taxes pro- I

duced 38%2 per cent, while indirect taxes
accounted for 611% per cent. But the
total of invisible taxes continued to
soar. It rose to approximately $2,234,-
860,000.

Who paid those taxes hidden in the
cost of living? The rich? To a minor
degree. But the overwhelming share
was paid by that huge majority of
average citizens who labor to buy food
and clothes and shelter for themselves
and their families. And the larger the
family, the higher the bill.

To whom, then, are hidden taxes
“painless”? To no one, it would seem.
And certainly not to the great body of
American workers and earners who
continue to pay them in the form of
rising prices for almost everything they
buy.
