LARGEST MIRRORED SURFACE

More than an inch of rain received 
here Thursday and Friday ended a 
precipitation during May that soak­
ed the entire Panhandle region and 
brightened prospects for a good row 
crop season.

One and four one hundredths in­
ches received during the two days 
brought the total for the month to 
more than three and one-half inches.

Of that amount, a total precipita­
tion of 3.35 inches was received in 
almost continuous rainfall over a per 
iod of thirteen days, beginning on| 
May 17. Slow soaking rains blani- 
keted the entire Panhandle and turn­
ed the famous “ dust bowl” into a 
veritable lake.

According to reports, rainfall in 
this immediate vicinity was lighter 
than in most other portions. Preci- 
t)itation in the region south of town 
has been variousliy estimated bet­
ween four and five inches. Rainfall 
immediately north of here was ap­
proximately the same as was receiv­
ed in Quitaque.

Total rainfall for May, according 
to Weather Bureau records, was 3.60 
inches here. That amount, records 
reveal, is more than two inches short 
of the 5.77 received during the same 
period last year.

The month’s rainfall brought the 
total for the year to four and one 
quarter ipefies. ,

The slow-falling character of re­
cent rains, however, have doubled 
their value to local farmers. Plant­
ing is well underway this week in 
most sections, farmers taking ad­
vantage of the moisture to rush 
through planting for fall crops.

Cotton Problems 
Confront Industry 

Says A . B. Cox
AUSTIN. June 2— There are three 

outstanding uncertainties confront­
ing the cotton industry at present, 
according to Dr. A. B. Cox, director 
of the Bureau of Business Research 
at the University of Texas.

i“The most pressing problem of 
merchants, and especially of spinn­
ing mills which have bought cotton 
On call,”  he said, “ relates to July 
futures: What will the Cotton Pro­
ducers’ Pooii do with its long 300,- 
000 bales of July futures contracts? 
It is undoubtedly in position to squ­
eeze the people who owe these con­
tracts. It is probable that a large 
share of these outstanding contracts 
represent cotton which merchants 
have sold to mills in this country on 
call based on July. To the extent 
that this is the case, mills will suf­
fer as fhe result of any squeeze op­
erations. The result will be the re­
duction of consumption to the min­
imum in the United States until af­
ter July s liquidated; that will tend 
to increase the carryover above 
what it would otherwise have been 
and thus injure the cotton growers.

“ There are no official figures ava­
ilable to indiicate the entent to which 
cotton growers are cooperating with 
the Government in its soil conserva­
tion program. The first official fig­
ure on acreage planted to cotton 
will be issued by the Crop Reporting 
Board on July 8. In the meantime, 
private reports indicate an increase 
in acreage over last year of between 
12 and 15 per cent.

In analyzing 
this report, Mf. Hobart said, “ Out 
of 80,488 motor vehicles involved in 
accidents, over 90 per cent were ap­
parently in gooid condition. The con­
dition of drivers in approximately 
40 per cent of the accidents was ap­
parently normal. From these facts 
the conclusiom may be drawn that ac­
cidents involve machines which have 
some mechanical imperfection, even 
thought they may appear to be in 
perfect condition.”
