Help Keep Quitaque Clean!

W ^ K I E  SAYS— " '

AUSTIN, Oct. 14,— A plea to 
Texas voters to adopt Amendment 
Ncmber Four on the November 3rd 
ballot, was) madie here this week by 
Governor James V. Allred.

This proposed Constitutional Am­
endment would remove pardc^ing 
power from the hands of the Gov­
ernor to those of a non political, non 
partisan Board. At the present time 
the Governor has absolute power ip 
clemency matters.

“ It is not fair to the convicts nor 
to the public,”  Gov. Allred said, 
“ and no governor has the time to 
give the proper attention to each 
case. It is a full time job and every 
convict’s case should be s(ubject to 
review without the necessity of 
bringing infiuence to bear. Prior to 
my election as Governor I adveoated 
this change in our basic law and 

'slince I have been in the office I am 
'more convinced than ever that it 
should be addpted.”

The Governor pointed out that 
during his administration criticism 
had greatly diminished but that the 
system inaugurated of havipg a boar“  
pass on meritorious cases could be 
better insured by adoption of Am- 
iendment No. Four on the ballot.

“ It is my opinion,”  the Governor 
continued, “ the case of each inmate 
in the penitentiary should be subject 
to review automatically at the proper 
time. This would be possible if this 
Amend(ment ife adopted. I appeal 
to the people of Texas to give this 
proposal their most earnest consiler- 
ation and vote for its adoption. Ip 
so doing, this State will take a long 
step forward'.”

Amendment will be found in anoth­
er part of this issue of the Post.

BOOK REVIEW AT

000 aged will get monthly checks', 
it has been estimated.

On this basis, a town the s’ze of 
Austin, with 70,000 .inhabitants, will 
have about 1,750 pensiopers in its 
city limits.

NEW ORLEANS, Oct. 13.— Good 

times in the land of cotton appear­
ed to hvae become a actuality.

A big cotton crop has been more 
than half picked, the first million 
bales have been exported, and the 
sitaple has gone on the market rang­
ing from 11.50 to 12.25 cents per 
pound.

Currently estimated by the gov­
ernment at 11,609,-000 bal^, this 
year’s cotton production is the lar­
gest afince 1933-34. But in that 
feea(so!n prices w e^  down between 
9 and 10 cents a pound', rather than 
12 cents, diiring the months  ̂ when 
the cotton 'was marketed.

If this crop is marketed at an 
average of 12 cents ai pound it will 
bring nearly $700,000,000.

While the drought sut into the 
total yield in the westerp part o f the 
belt, the weather partially squared 
things by giving Mississippi, Louis­
iana and the central cotton belt bum 
per crops.

From all sides in restent weeks 
have come optimistic reports on cot­
ton consumption, sales of cotton 
goods and world dtemand for Amer­
ican cotton, offered a sharp contrast 
to the pessimism that prevailed a 
few months ago.

VICTOR HERBERT

rr was not until Victor Herbert 
came to the United States and 
settled  ̂ in New York that his 

creative musical genius came to 
the fore. It was from our land, 
including the music of the Amer­
ican Indians, that he drew so 
much of his inspiration.

There is ample reason there­
fore for the fact that America 
claims Victor Herbert as one of 
its own, although he was born at 
Dublin, Ireland, in February 1854 
and began his musical career in 
Germany. He was a grandson of 
the celebrated Irish novelist, 
Samuel Lover. The boy showed 
no musical inclinations until a 
sch(<oImaster in Germany arbit­
rarily assigned a piccolo part 
to him in a school entertainment. 
From this inauspicious begin­
ning, rhe boy switched to the 
cello and soon developed musi­
cal talents.

He pleyed in many orchestras 
abroad until he was twenty-seven 
and then contracted to play in 
ttie Motroi>oHtan Opera orches­
tra in New York for one season.

But he remained in the United 
States for the rest of his life, be­
coming a thorough American in 
his spirit and interests. He took 
part in and conducted many 
American orchestras. From 1894 
to 1898 he was bandmaster of the 
Twenty-Second Regiment in New 
York. Then ho organized the 
Pittsburgh Symphony Orchestra 
and conducted it for six years.

Meanwhile he composed and 
published numerous operettas, 
many of them immensely suc­
cessful, the gay airs of which are 
familiar to us through stage, 
radio and screen renditions. 
Among the best-known of his 
works are “ Eileen”, “ Naughty 
Marietta,” “The Red Mill,” 
“Madeleine” and “ Natoma.”

His death occurredsuddenly.rm 
May 27, 1924, in New York City. 
His intimate friends still gather 
annually in a memorial service 
in which both the man and the 
musical genius in him are hon­
ored. His body is interred in r.h« 
marble mauso!-eum pictured 
above in a New York cemetery.

For a number of years, there has 
been a definite movement to give 
State Employees the benefit of Work 
men’s Compensation insurance. The 
State, by law, requiries other em­
ployers in all other industries to car­
ry sUch insurance on its employees 
while the Sate has not done so.

It will be possible for the State 
to insure its workers under the terms 
of the third propo bd Amendment to 
the Constitution, which will be sub­
mitted to Texas voters November 3, 
according to Secretary of State B. 
P. Matocha.

The amendment is permifssive and 
not compulsory. It gives, the Legis­
lature power to provide such insur­
ance. It does not compel them to do 
so.

It is pointed out that perhaps the 
men effected by this proposal are in 
the Highway Department where mos* 
of the hazardous work of the State 
is done.

Removal of the absolute power of 
pardpn and parole from the hands 
of the Governor and vesting it lar­
gely in those of nor. political board, 
is the effect of Amendment No. 4 on 
the November 3rd ballot. This Am­
endment known as S. J. R. No. 26, 
makes provision for the Governor to 
grant parole, pardon, commuation, 
etc., of sentences upon the recom- 
hnondatio;n of a Boarl.

In interpreting the Amendment 
Secretary of State B. P. Matocha 
said, “ The proposed Board of Par­
dons and Paroles would be compris­
ed o f three members^ one of whom 
would be appointed by the Govea;nor. 
one by the Chief Justice of the Sup 
reme Court and one by the Chief 
Justice of the Court of Criminal, Ap­
peals. They will serve for six years, 
one member’s term expiring every 
two years.
It would be impossible in this man­
ner for any one individual or official 
to ever have complete control of the 
Board.”

The Governor is given the power 
to grant one thirty day reprieve in a 
death case. This is his only initia 
tive, however. He has the veto pow 
er on all recommendations and he 
may revoke paroles and conditional 
pardons.

This amendment was given its im 
petus by Governor James V. Allred 
who is advocating its enactment. I* 
is believed that it  ̂ adoption may be 
a step toward ending abuses and 
Stopping mistakes made in the isau 
ance of various forms of clemency.

In cases o f treason, under the 
terms of the propo£tedi Amendment 
the Governor has the power to grant 
reprives, commutations of punish­
ment ajnd pardons with the advice 
and comlent of the Legislature.
