— Mrs. F. C. Benson 
3/4 cup butter 3 cups flour
11/3 cups sugar 1/2  cup sour milk

teaspoon soda 3 eggs
1 teaspoon baking powder 
1 cup mashed bananas 
1 cup ground pecans

Cream butter and sugar to- 
geth. Add eggs one at a time, beat­
ing after each addition. Add soda 
to the milk and baking powder to 
the flour, then add the two mix­
tures alternately to the butter and 
sugar mixture. Beginning and end­
ing with the flour. Add the mashed 
bananas and nuts. Bake in layers 
in a moderate oven (about 350 de- 

'grees). Use your favorite icing.

This area shared generously in 
the dust blizzard which blew in 
Saturday night in lieu of the ex­
pected cold weather, which failed 
to arrive.

NEW METHOD DEVELOPED 
FOR DISCOVERING OIL

A charge of dynamite, set off in 
the bleak region near the South 
Pole during the Bsnrd Expedition 
of the early ’30s, set off a train of 
events which today gave promise 
of making the search for oil in 
Briscoe County quicker and cheap­
er.

The explosion was set off during 
the Byrd Antarctic Expedition of 
1933-1935 by Dr. Thomas C. Poul- 
ter, second in command and 
scientific advisor of the expedition, 
as part of some seimic measure­
ment experiments.

Dr. Poulter, nationally known 
scientist who now is the associate 
director of Stanford Research In­
stitute, Palo Alto, Calif., last year 
presented his new method of seis­
mic exploration to the Institute of 
Inventive Research, San Antonio. 
Dr. Poulter then was on the staff 
of the Armour Research Institute, 
Chicago.

The Institute of Inventive Re­
search is a non-profit public ser­
vice organization endowed by Tom 
Slick, Texas oil producer and ran­
cher, to provide aid for inventors. 
The Institute agreed to underwrite 
further research on Dr. Poulter’s 
new development, provided he 
would conduct the experimenta­
tion.

On Thursday, Nov. 4, at Essar 
Ranch near San Antonio, the new

way of making seismic tests for oil 
was unveiled. Dr. Poulter and Dr. 
Harold Vagtborg, president of the 
Institute, held a press conference.

Then newspaper men were taken 
into the mesquite brush on the 
ranch for a demonstration. Light 
charges in the explosive pattern 
were set up on stakes above the 
ground, spread around the area to 
be tested, and all were exploded 
together.

The new method contrasts with 
the present system of firing a sin­
gle, large charge in a hole of con­
siderable depth. The Institute staff 
sees the principal advantages of 
the Poulter method over those cur­
rently in use as being the elimina­
tion of shot holes and their atten­
dant costs, and the greater speed 
with which areas may be mapped.

Seismic recording equipment 
identical with that now generally 
in use is employed by the pew 
method. Tests have shown. Dr. 
Vagtborg said, that the above-

Boothe, president of the founda­
tion.

Equipped to care for 110 crippled 
children, the Gonzales Warm 
Springs Foundation uses the water 
from warm natural springs and 
modern medical facilities and 
trained technicians to assist those 
who have been crippled to regain 
their health. It is supported largely 
by the contributions of Texas citi­
zens, saj's Boothe, and any child 
suffering from a crippling disease 
may obtain admission and treat­
ment, he declared.

A number of statewide organiza­
tions are cooperating in the state­
wide campaign for financial sup­
port, Boothe reported.

More than 500 persons have re­
ceived treatment at Gonzales 
Warm Springs Foundation since 
the institution started receiving 
patients in 1941.

INFANT MORTALITY RATES IN 
TEXAS LOWEST IN HISTORY

Infant and mortality rates in 
Texas are at their lowest level in 
the history of the state, according 
to figures released by the Bureau 
of Vital statistics of the State 
Health Department. Infant morta­
lity has reached a low of 41.2 
deaths for every 1000 live births.

Compared to the figures for 
1940, this represents a reduction of 
more than 39 per cent. In that year 
there were 197,023 live births and 
8,685 deaths. But despite these 
gains, Texas still has the sixth 
highest infant mortality rate in 
the United States, with forty-two 
states reporting lower rates.

Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State Health 
Officer, attributes the reduetioir to 
the increase in public response to 
the educational efforts of the Tex­
as State Department of Health.

“We have reason for pride in our 
reduced infant and maternal 
mortality when it is realized that 
the reduction, means in excess of 
5000 babies are being saved annu­
ally which have otherwise died, Dr. 
Cox said. In addition, the birth 
rate is higher than the 1940 figure 
by more than 71,000.”

The comparison between the live 
births figures for 1940 and 1947, 
shows white births up 22,707; Lat­
in American births up 7,186; and 
Negro births up 3,297.

The report also shows maternal 
mortality has been reduced over 
65 per cent. In 1940, the rate was 
4.6 for every 100 live births as com­
pared to 1.6 for 1947.

THE TABLES ARE TURNED 
STUDENTS ASK THE QUESTIONS

Students may be asking the pro­
fessors the questions if an experi­
ment under way at Texas Christ­
ian University catches on.

Dr. Newton Gaines has discover­
ed that physics students do just 
as much thinking, and disclose 
just about the same extent of their 
knowledge, in devising a first-class 
examination as in taking one.

“Most of my tests are coded 
multiple choice,” says Gaines.

NEW HIGHWAY SIGNS
Austin— Â new type of highway 

sign, an advisory speed sign de­
signed to aid in traffic safety, will 
soon make its appearance on Texas 
main highways.
