IS CRIPPLER F CHILDREN

Austin—Rheumatic heart dis-
ease, a crippler and killer of chil-
dren, is one of the leading causes
of death and disability among
children and young adults in the
age group 10 to 25 years.

No vaccine such as those prevent
typhoid, diphtheria, smallpox and
whooping cough has as yet been
developed for its prevention and
centrol, but we do know of the
danger signals and with a pbysi-
cian’s early diagsosis, some of the

may be prevented.

Quoting. Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State
Health Officer, “in general, the
early symptoms of rheumatic fever
| are pain and swelling in the joints
of the khees, ankles, elbows or
wrists. The pain is felt usually in
one of'these joints and spreads to
the others. Often a child gets ir-
| ritable and cross without any ap-

damaging results of this 'disease|

parents cause; he may cry easily
and develop habits indicating ner-
vousness. These symptoms may
mean the beginning of an attack
of rhuematic fever, and a physi-
cian should be consulted immedi-
ately 9

Predisposing causes to this dis-
ease, ‘which include frequent chil-
ling, damp or overcrowded living
quarters, poor diet, colds, as attack
of scarlet fever of other infections
caused - by certain streptococcus
germs, should be carefully avoided.

Protection against these predis-
posing causes may mean protection
against rheumatic heart disease,
and these safeguards should be ob-
served. Have children examined by
a physician at least once a year;
see that they have a well balanced
diet; make certain that they get
sufficient rest, and see to it that
they are dressed according to the |
temperature of the room or the
playgound.

WHAT’S AHEAD IN CROPS

What’s ahead in the crop situa-
tion for next year?

This question may be asked by a
great many Texas farmers, says C.
H. Bates, extension farm manage-
. ment specialist of Texas A. & M.
College. And here’s his answer.

There’s a caution sign out for the

~wheat and feed grain producers,

Prices of these crops will probably
drop about a third this winter and
early spring. So they will be about
a third lower next year than they
' were in 1948. Exports may still be as
large next year, but are being trim-

i med in. places by large demands

~ for. durable goods and armament. .
Figuring on average weather con-
~ ditions, cotton farmers should have
_*a good year. The agricultural eco-
‘nomists figure.twice as much cot-
" ton.will be, exported next year as
. last. At the same time, the nation
here at home won’t use quite as

much as in 1948. The support pri-
ces will hold at 90 percent of parity
which means the government loan
prices will be around 27 cents for
middling seven-eights inches in
Texas markets. Here again, says
Bates, an acreage boost next year
might bring production control
problems into the 1950 picture.
Peanut growers do not know yet
whether marketing quotas will be
in effect. Support prices announced
for 1949 will average about $210
per ton. So to get guaranteed pri-
ces, the goober growers may have
to comply with acreage controls au-
thorized by last year’s referendum
vote :
¢ And the way it looks now, the ac-
reage goal for peanuts next year is
likely to be .down 10 percent or
more: i
That’s about the slze of things as
they 100K now, says Bates. Two of
