farm trade abroad are lowered. 
The policy applies most directly 
to the protectionist barriers 
raised by the European Com­
mon Market. The negotiations 
may stretch out another year or 
eighteen months before agree­
ments are reached in this most 
complex area of international 
relations, but I hope our nego­
tiators maintain the position on 
agricultural trade.

This is the Kennedy Round 
of negotiations in the 17-year- 
old General Agreement on T ar­
iffs and Trade (G A T T ), 
which meets periodically to 
r e a c h  algreements furthering 
world trade. The meeting that 
began Monday is called the 
Kennedy Round because the late 
President promulgated th e  
Trade Expansion Act of 1962 
which permits the United States 
to seek reductions in trade bar­
riers abroad and to reduce our 
own. Its enactment insured the 
new round of talks. President 
Johnson outlined U. S. agricul­
tural trade policy in the G A TT 
meeting by stating: “The 
United States will enter into 
no ultimate agreement unless 
progress is registered toward 
trade liberalization on the pro­
ducts of our farms as well as 
factories." Last year, U. S. ex­
ports totaled $21.9 billion, an 
increase of $1.4 billion over 
1962. Of the increase, $560 
million was accounted for by 
the sale of agricultural products. 
With the U. S. able to supply 
much of this hungry world’s 
needs —  under proper trading 
agreements— it is very much in

The 
effect is a series of out door 
rooms— roofed, walled and de­
corated by a vast variety of 
plants, shrubs, trees, fountains 
and pools.

Just east of the city, on Hol­
land’s Lake, is a double log 
cabin, built ih 1855, which is 
now a memorial to Parker 
County pioneers.

One of the most unusual and 
unique places to visit is the 
Texas Railroad Museum at the 
old Santa Fe station, the only

Spacing is an important fac­
tor in growing sturdy, florifer- 
ous annual flowers. Sufficient 
room should he allowed when 
seedlings are thinned so each: 
plant can spread its widest.; 
Directions for spacing are ' on , 
the seed packet.

While it “hurts” some gar­
deners to thin seedlings, grow­
ing two rows of the same ffower 
side by side, one row of plants 
properly spaced and the other 
left unthinned, will prove tliat 
wide spacing pays.# *

One of the unusual annual 
vines that should be planted 
near every outdoor living room 
is the moonflower. This, as its 
name implies, blooms at night 
filling the air with delicious fra­
grance. Ordinarily, during the 
heat of summer, the flowers will 
close when the sun rises high 
'in the sky.

While this would • leave the 
vines without daylight bloom, it 
is possible to have flov/ers day 
and night by alternating the 
planting of moonflowers with 
Heavenly Blue morning glories. 
These will bloom all day and 
close at night,

After a row of vegetables or 

flowers has been planted, roll 
the wheel of a wheel cultivator 
over the newly, planted seeds. 
Or, walk down the row, placing. 
one foot in front of the other { 
with the heel of the front foot 
touching the toe of the one in I 
back.

By either of these simple acts 
the row is marked so you can 
find it easily when cultivating 
between rows and the seeds are 
firmed to the soil so' they can 
obtain moisture from it.

Pulling an outboard rig with the 
family automobile requires prac­
tice, not special knowledge, main­
tain the Mercury outboard boating 
experts. This is particularly true of 
backing your trailer. The prime 
rule to remember, is that you must 
turn the wheel of the car to the 
left to make the trailer turn to the 
right, and vice versa. To deVelop 
skill in moving in reverse, set up 
some empty cardboard cartons on 
a vacant parking lot and practice 
backing your trailer between them. 
When towing your rig out on the 
highway, allow more time for 
braking, accelerate more slowly 
and swing wider on corners. Figure 
that you need twice as much space 
to pass another vehicle when you 
are pulling a trailer.

Any boat operating between sun­
set and sunrise must show naviga­
tion lights. By color and arrange­
ment these lights identify you to 
other boats and show the direction 
of your course. In most waters 
minimum equipment is as follows: 
one bright white light, visible two 
miles in all directions, mounted as 
high as possible at the stern; one 
combination light, visible one mile, 
mounted near the bow, showing 
red to port and green to starboard. 
Each color must be visible from 
dead ahead to two points abaft the 
beam (the correct angle is built 
into the light). In mounting lights 
be sure that their visibility is not 
obstructed by other equipment, ad­
vise the Mercury outboard experts.
