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IN SEARCH OF ANSWERS
The farmer’s share of the 

food dollar has declined from 
47 cents in 1950 to 37 cents 
today. In the past 16 years, the 
prices received by farmers for 
their products have dropped 12 
percent while the prices paid 
by consumers have increased 29 
percent.

Why? Why has the retail 
price of bread increased from 
about 14 cents a loaf to about 
22 cents in the past 15 years? 
Why in this same period has 
the price paid to farmers for the 
wheat in the loaf of bread de­
clined slightly? The “market­
ing spread” affecting bread has 
increased about 80 percent. By 
the same token, why has the 
farm-retail price spread for beef 
increased in the past 15 years 
from about 22 cents a pound 
to about 36 centsi a pound?

In an effort to find the an­
swers to these and other ques­
tions involving the food in­
dustry, the Senate this week 
passed and the House will soon 
consider legislation establishing 
a “National Commission on 
Food Marketing.” This 15- 
member bipartisan panel (in­
cluding five Senators and five 
House members) would make a 
thorough study of the food in­
dustry from the farmer to the 
consumer. The inquiry would 
be aimed at these points: (1) 
What changes actually have oc­
curred in the size, concentration, 
and business relationship of 
food marketing firms? (2) 
What will the food industry be 
like in the future if present 
trendy continue? Will this food 
industry structure be consistent 
with the national longrun in­
terest? What will be the effect 
of this structure on the family 
farm— on the consumer? (4) 
What kind of food marketing 
system do we want?

The food industry involves 
expenditures of $70 billion an­
nually at retail. About 11 mil­
lion Americans are employed 
by it. All segments of the food 
processinfg industry —  farm or. 
ganizations, major food chains 
and grocer associations, and 
labor unions— support the pro­
posed Commission study. The 
President has recommended en­
actment of the legislation.

Panhandle whea,t farmers and 
cattlemen should be especially 
interested in the results of such 
a study. Today —  and for a 
number of months— no segment 
of American agriculture has been 
more adversely affected by eco­
nomic factors beyond its control 
than has the cattle industry. 
Senator Gale McGee of Wyom­
ing, in urging that the Com­
mission be established, told the | 
Senate this week, . . .  I would 
point out that the American 
cattj’̂ eman has lost more than 
$2 billion since his prices started 
to fall about two years ago. I 
believe that he is entitled to 
know why his prices have drop­
ped to the point where he can 
no longer make a living while 
at the same time the price the 
housewife is paying for her beer 
has not dropped at all. And 
beef is not the only area where 
there seems to be little relation­
ship between the price paid the 
producer and that paid by the 
consumer.”

Americans today enjoy the 
lowest food prices in the his­
tory of the world— l̂ess than 
19 percent of take-home pay. 
Yet the farmers’ accomplish­
ments in improved production 
have not brought to them the 
security and income that such 
an achievement should normally 
produce.

For some time there has been 
a trend in this country toward 
casting a blanket indictment 
against the American farmer. 
Farm programs generally have 
been referred to as “subsidy 
programs.” The word ‘subsidy’

has come to be associated with 
the American farmer, especially 
by those who have not under­
stood overall economic prob­
lems involved. The truth is that 
it would be impossible for me 
to list in one newsletter the dif­
ferent businesses that ,enjoy di­
rect and indirect subsidies far 
greater than any that ever went 
to the American farmer. I feel 
that a debt of gratitude is owed 
the American farmers by the 
American people generally. Our 
farmers are certainly entitled to 
fair treatment in the market­
place, whether they be grain 
producers, cattle producers, fiber 
producers, milk producers, or 
otherwise. And in keeping with 
this thought, one of the prime 
protections a f f o r d e d  them 
should be aginst excessive im­
ports.

A Six Flags Spee-lunker musician gets an inspection of its weird 
coiffure by glamorous Donna Douglas (better known as television’s 
Elly May Clampett) during a premier showing of the newest Six 
Flags ride. . .  the Spee-lunker Cave. The Spee-lunkers have already 
taken over the operation of the Park’s newest creation, which 
was coincident with Six Flags’ beginning of its daily operation 
on June 1.
THE SPEE-LUNKERS
CAVE READY FOR
SIX FLAGS SUMMER SEASON

Six Flags Over Texas newest 
project, “The Spee-lunkers Cave” 
will be open to visitors on June 1, 
the day the Park officially com­
mences its summer daily opera­
tion schedule.

Costing $300,000 the unique 
creation is the brainchild of Six 
Flags art director Randall Duell. 
Construction on the 600 foot man­
made cave has been underway for 
eight months and some 60 engi­
neers, artists, electricians and 
special effects technicians will 
wind up their efforts next week.

The Cave has been termed “a 
marvel of man’s imagination, 
engineering and animation” by 
newsmen who inspected the 
three-quarter finished project 
last week. Miss Donna Douglas, 
star of the Beverly Hillbillies TV 
show was also present for the 
tour and saw first hand the 
strange 30-inch high animated 
Spee-lunkers who inhabit the 
cave.

“Visitors will journey through 
the Cave,” explained Mr. Duell, 
“aboard round Indian Bull boats. 
Inside the Cave it’s completely 
dark save for the special fluores­
cent lights and paint v/hich bring 
about a fascinating display of the

secrets to be witnessed by the 
visiting ‘explorers.’ The boats are 
propelled ZVz feet per second by 
the force of the water through 
the use of two centrifugal pumps 
which are rated at 1,800 gallons 
per minute.

“A colony of 28 Spee-lunkers 
operate the Cave and being most 
talented little people, they are 
able to play instruments, do the 
‘Twist,’ make rock candy from 
cave crystals, play cards, engage 
'in turtle racing and absorb nour­
ishment from cave air by osmosis 
through their oversize eai’s.

“Also inhabiting the cave are 
huge lobsters, flying bats, trees 
that dance the ‘T w ist’ and a 
broken hull of a sunken ship 
whose crew still carries on some 
of the skylarking activities that 
most sailors engage in at one 
time or another.

“The ride culminates in a ter­
rific storm at sea in the cave 
where the wind hits 35 knots per 
hour and the water is turned into 
a froth. Lightning flashes across 
the Cave and visitors are sub­
jected to all of the feelings and 
anxieties of a storm at sea,”
