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DETAILS QF CHANGES IN 1965 
CQHQN LQAN PROGRAM
The Department of Agri­

culture on April 22, 1965, an­
nounced changes in the 1965 
Cotton Loan Program. The an­
nouncement covered broad areas 
of administration. There is set 
forth below information on 
how the 1964 program oper­
ated and additional information 
as to how the 1965 Cotton 
Loan Program will operate.

Operation of the 1964 Loan 
Program for Cotton:

A “Sample" was drawn from 
the bale of cotton and sent to a 
board of Cotton Examiners and 
classed. It usually took two or 
three days for the producer to 
receive the official classification. 
The loan note ( form CCC Cot­
ton A) could not be prepared 
until the official classification 
was received by the producer or 
his representative. It was requir­
ed that warehouse receipts show 

that warehouse receiving charges 
had been paid before cotton 
could be placed under CCC 
loan. In some instances this re­
quirement resulted in an ad­
ditional trip to the warehouse 
by the producer before his cot­
ton could be placed under loan. 
Lien holders were required to 
waive liens on the crop and 
could be designated on the note 
to be reimbursed from the loan 
proceeds. Clerk fees for prepar­
ing loan documents were autho­
rized. The loan note could then 
be signed and witnessed and the 
loan proceeds disbursed whether 
by an approved lending agency, 
by an Agricultural Stabilization 
and Conservation Service county 
office or by the New Orleans 
Commodity Office. If the loan 
was disbursed by an approved 
lending agency, such agency was 
financially responsible for an 
ineligible cotton tendered t o 
CCC after disbursement by a 
lending agency or county office, 
loan notes and warehouse re­
ceipts were sent to the New 
Orleans Commodity Office. To 
redeem cotton from the loan re­
quired the producer to have a 
release of warehouse receipts 
form validated by his ASCS 
county office. This form was 
then mailed to the New Orleans 
Commodity Office by the pro-

Operation of the 1965 Loan 
Program for Cotton:

The procedure for cotton 
sampling, classing and note pre­
paration will be the same as in 
1964. For 1965 crop cotton it 
it not required that warehouse 
receipts be stamped showing 
that warehouse receiving charges 
have been paid. If warehouse re­
ceipts are not so stamped the 
loan will be reduced by the 
amount of the receiving charge. 
The custom in the warehouse­
man the receiving charges and 
the accrued storage on 1965 
crop loan cotton acquired by 
CCC. In 1965 loan clerks will 
be approved at various places 
such as banks, warehouses, cot­
ton gins, etc. to be of maximum 
service to cotton producers. An 
advance to the producer may be 
made by any firm, individual 
or other entity and be reimbur­
sed from the loan proceeds. All 
disbursements on form A loans 
will be made by county offices. 
If the loan is to be disbursed by 
a county office other than the 
one where the farm records are 
maintained for the farm on 
which the cotton was produced, 
the loan clerk and his employer, 
if any, will be held financially 
responsible for any ineligible 
cotton tendered to CCC for 
loan. The loan documents can 
be sent to the most convenient 
ASCS county office for reim­
bursement, thus the firms ad­
vancing funds to producers will 
be reimbursed promptly.

It is expected that for the 
most part, producers of coton 
will utilize the services of their 
local ASCS county office or 
approved loan clerks at con­
venient locations in the county. 
As in prior years producers will 
not be required to go to the 
county office to get his loan 
disbursed. Clerk fees for pre­
paring loan notes are author-

ized as in 1964. Loan docu­
me n t s ,  including supporting 
warehouse receipts and class 
cerds, will be maintained in 
county offices. This will make 
it possible for cotton merchants 
to determine from documents 
at the couny office the identity 
of producers who have cotton 
under loan, as well as the quan­
tity and quality of such cotton. 
Under this arrangement produ­
cers and loan equity purchasers 
will be able to redeem loan cot­
ton quickly either at the county 
office or at a bank designated 
by the person redeeming the 
cotton. This should help many 
farmers to sell their equities at 
a profit and reduce the volume 
of cotton acquired by CCC. 
Loan redemptions will not re­
quire the producer or other per­
son redeeming the cotton to 
personally visit the county of­
fice. Forms necessary to redeem 
loan cotton will be available at 
the office of approved loan 
clerks, banks, warehouse, cot- 
ton gins as well as ASCS county 
offices.

It is believed that under the 
1965 Loan Program cotton 
producers will be served better 
than in 1964 and at reduced 
cost to CCC. Most county of­
fices will be able to handle the 
program with present personnel 
and, overall, fewer employees 
should be required to handle 
the 1965 Cotton Loan Pro­
gram. These changes will pro­
vide for effective program ad­
ministration and will afford 
greater convenience to cotton 
producers and the industry than 
is provided for most other com­
modities. The 1965 procedure 
will afford county offices full 
opportunity to audit the docu­
ments and determine whether 
the cotton meets the loan eligi­
bility requirements.
