TILT PIN ADJUSTMENT

The outboard motor is designed to
push a boat straight ahead with
minimum effort and resistance. In-
correct tiiting in ‘either direction
changes the angle of hull attack
with a resultant loss of efficiency.
Improper tilt angle can reduce boat
speed by as much as one-quarter to
one-half, say the Mercury outboard
experts When the tilt pin is set too
far back, the outboard motor’s
thrust tends to push the stern down
and the bow up Often the bow
will then interfere with the oper-
ator’s vision The stern digs into
the water, wasting your power, and
the windage drag on the hull is in-
creased enormously, which also
wastes power Because the anti-
cavitation plate is being dragged at
an angle through the water,” un-
necessary underwater drag and
wave action also result.

"IN BRISCOE COUNTY

The American Cancer Soci-
ety’s 1966 April Crusade has
officially ended in Briscoe
County with a total of $988.-
17 raised—one of the highest
totals ever.

Mrs. Joe Brannon, chairman
of the Crusade, said this is a
complete figure, all reports hav-
ing been received.

“We have made possible an
expanded attack on cancer in
Briscoe County, in the State
and in the Nation,” she said.

“People are becoming more
and more aware of the vastness
and complexity of the cancer
problem. They know there are
1,400,000 Americans who are
cured of cancer—because it was
diagnosed in time and properly
treated. They also know that it
will take much added effort to
solve the problem. They know
that cancer will kill millions

of people now living if present
rates are permitted to continue.

“In 1966 volunteers reached
more people than ever before,”

the chairman said. “More edu-
. . i
cational work was accomplish-

ed. Several thousand leaflets
were distributed here in Bris-
coe County, fixing more def-
initely in the public’s mind the
things a person can do to pro-
tect himself against death from
cancer — even prevent the de-
velopment of some cancers.”

“Support hose serve & wonderful
purpose,” the research scientist
stated, “They are excellent in con-
serving energy and in relieving
tired legs.

1. Elastic stockings should be put
on before getting out of bed in
the morning. Any delay, he’
emphasized, will contribute to
leg swelling and the gathering
of blood which injured valves
cannot handle—and to a feeling
of constriction when the stock-
ings are later put on.

9. Elastic stockings, contrary to
popular belief, do not give any
sensation of tightness. Properly
constructed and applied elastic
stockings are quite comfortable;
in fact, the wearer feels addi-
tional comfort as a result of
new-found lack of swelling.

3. Neither “stretch” nylon nor
heavy-woven nylon can offer the
support of elastic. Because true
elastic support has nothing to
do with weight or thickness,
attractive, soft and sheer elastic
stockings are now available
which can be worn without
overhose,

4, Elastic leg-bandages should
“never be worn in place of elastic
stockings, without a physician’s
approval,
