New Tratfic Laws
Effective Monday

DALLAS, Aug. 23 — A
new set of ground rules for the
state’s 5% million licensed dri-
vers will go into effect August
28 when a major portion of the
new traffic safety laws become
effective. After that date, con-
viction of driving while a dri-
vers license is suspended or e-
voked will carry with it a jail
sentence of 72 hours to 6
months plus a fine of $25 to
$500.00.

Motorists who do not bother
to get a driver’s license will be
faced with fines up to $500
plus the possibility of jail sen-
tences ranging from 72 houts
to 6 months for habitual vio-
lators.

“These are the teeth in the
driver license law that have
been needed for a long time,”’
Robert F. Miller, President,
Texans for Traffic Safety said
in commenting on the new
laws. He added: ‘“A person
who is unwilling to be licensed

or drives while his license ‘is

suspended deserves severe treat-
ment. The safety of all other
users of the streets and high-
ways demand it. Without ef-
fective licensing, how can we be
sure that motorists are capable
of opeating a motor vehicle?”

New minimum driver Ili-
censing ages " will become ef-
fective August 28. After Mon-
day, 18 years will be the mini-
mum age for a regular drivers
license unless an approved course
of driver education has been
passed by the applicant. With
driver education, operators li-
censes can be issued at 16.

There are twd exceptions to
this provision. A license may be
issued at 16 if an approved
course -of driver education is
not taught at the school regu-
larly attended by the applicant
This exception was put into the
law to give the schools an op-
portunity to offer driver edu-
cation to all Texas teens and
will remain in effect until June
1, 1969. A drivers license may
be issued at 15 when certain,
severe hardship conditions ex-
ist.

An instruction permit may be
issued by the Department of
Public Safety to persons 15
years of age who have satisfac-
torily completed the classroom
phase of an approved driver
education course and have pass-
ed all but the ‘behind the wheel’
part of the driver license ex-
amination. This provision is in
the law to permit the beginning
driver to legally get ‘‘behind
the wheel” driver training.
When a driver with an instruc-
tion permit is driving, a licensed
operator who is at least 21
years old must accompany and
sit beside him.

The new law makes changes
in other types of driver licenses.
Minimum age for a commer-
cial or chauffer’s license will be
18 unless the applicant has
complete] an aproved driver
education course and in that
case it will be 17.

Provisional drivers licenses
will be issued to all persons un-
der 21 vyears of age. These
licenses will be clearly desig-
nated as provisional permits to
drive.

The new law permits the
Department of Public Safety to
have re-examined any person
believed to be incapable of safe-
ly operating a motor vehicle.
A drivers license may be de-
nied to a person with a phy-
<ical or mental disability, or
disease, that prevents him from

If the parents do not have
a certified or photostatic copy
of their child’s birth record
Mr. Moseley said that a copy
probably could be obtained by
writing to the county seat
town where he child was born.
A baptisma] record will be ac-
ceptable when properly signed
by church officials, provided a
copy of the original birth record
cannot be obtained, he said.

If the parents have an orig-
inal birth certificate, they may
bring it to the school where a
copy will be made and the orig-
inal will be returned to the
parents. This record of birth
becomes a part of the school's
pupil accounting system and
must remain. on file in the
school’s records.

Increased sorghumage activ-
ity is now occruing in Briscoe
County. Based upon survey
records this is probably the 3rd
generation produced from the
sorghum.

It is very likely that most
grain sorghum which blooms
from now on will suffer some

view of the critical timing in-
volved in midge control and the

sult from midge infestations, I
suggest producers that have late
planted sorghum watch after
70 percent of their heads have
emerged: from the boot for pos-
sible infestations.

AUTO SAFETY LA
CHANGES NEARING

Texas motorists will find
higher standards will be requir-
ed in automotive safety inspec-
tions starting August 28.

Captain Alan Johnson, in
charge of the Texas Depart-
ment of Public Safety’s Motor
Vehicle Inspection Service in
the northwest Texas area, said
the vehicle inspection period
starting late this month will
continue through the wusual
deadline, April 15,

Quickest to catch the eye of
the Texas motorist will be the
new seat belt regulations. An-
other new provision is the in-
spection fee itself, raised to a
$1.75 from t he previous rate
of $1.00.

The state legislature has ruled
that front seat belts must be
installed in all vehicles in which
seat belt anchorages were a part
of the manufacturer’s original
equipment.

Captain Johnson points out
that seat belt, anchorages are
threaded holes in the vehicle
structure suitable for receiving

seat belt attachment fittings.
““And seat belt anchorages were
part of the manufacturer’s ori-
ginal equipment on all Ameri-
can-made_passenger cars begin-
ning with ‘62 models, the cap-
tain explained. Seat belts also
will be required on foreign-
made cars in which seat belt
anchorages were original equip-
ment. In addition, the new reg-
ulation requires that seat belts
must be in serviceable con-
dition, that attachment fittings
are not damaged or loose, and
that seat buckles are operative.
The new safety regulations
also take in two motre new areas
—-calling for mechanics to in-
spect steering, wheels and rims.
Safety inspection stickers
will not be issued to vehicles
with loose steering, in which
steering wheel can be moved
more than two .inches (meas-
ured on the outside rim) with-

cut movement of the front

wheels.

Also rejected will be those
vehicles in which the steering
wheel cannot be turned from
full right to full left without
jamming, and those in which
the power steering fluid is be-
low the recommended level.

In inspecting wheels and
rims, mechanics are forbidden
to issue safety stickers to ve-
hicles with defective or bent
rim flanges; or loose ot missing
bolts, nuts or lugs; or rims
with defects and cracks that
may impair the safe mounting
and proper retention of tires.

Captain Johnson urged mo-
torists of Briscoe County ob-
tain 1968 safety inspections as
soon as possible, since more
than 3,600 vehicles must be
checked at official inspection
stations by the April 15 dead-
line.

Proposed CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT

NUMBER TWO ON THE BALLOT

NOTICE

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE
LEGISLATURE OF THE
STATE OF TEXAS:

Section 1. That Article IX of
the Constitution of the State
of Texas be amended by add-
ing a new Section 13 thereto
to read as follows:

“Section 18. Notwithstanding
any other section of this ar=
ticle, the Legislature in pro-
viding for the creation, estab-
lishment, maintenance, and op-
eration of a hospital district,
shall not be required to pro-
vide that such district shall
assume full responsibility for
the establishment, mainte-
nance, support, or operation of
mental health services or men-
tal retardation services includ-
ing the operation of any com-
munity mental health centers,
community mental retardation
centers or community mental
health and mental retardation
centers which may exist or be
thereafter established within
the boundaries of such district,
nor shall the Legislature be
required to provide that such
district shall assume full re-
sponsibility of - public health
department units and -clinies
and related public health activ-
ities or services, and the Leg-
islature shall not be required
to restrict the power of any
municipality or political sub-
division to levy taxes or issue
bonds or other obligations or
to -expend public moneys for
the establishment, mai‘n'ge-
nance, support, or operation
of mental health services, men-
tal retardation services, public
health units or clinics or re-
lated public health activities or
services or the operation of
such community mental health
or mental retardation centers
within the boundaries of the
hospital districts; and unless a
statute creating a hospital dis-
trict shall expressly prohibit

other than the hospital district
in the establishment, mainte-
nance, or support of mental
health services, mental re-
tardation services, public
health units or clinics or related
public health activities within
or partly within the boundaries
of any hospital district, any
municipality or any other po-
litieal subdivision or state-sup-
ported entity within the hos-
pital district may participate
in the establishment, mainte-
nance, and support of mental
health services, mental rc-
tardation services, public health
units and clinics and rclated
public health activities and
may levy taxes, issue bonds or
other obligations, and expend
public moneys for such pur-
poses as provided by law.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing con-
stitutional amendment shall be
submitted to a vote of the
qualified electors of this state
at an election to be held on
November 11, 1967, at which
election all ballots shall have
printed thereon the following:

“FOR the constitutional
amendment to permit mu-
nicipalities, other political
subdivisions, and state-sup-

Pmpés‘ed CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT

NUMBER FIVE ON THE BALLOT

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE
LEGISLATURE OF THE
STATE OF TEXAS:

Section 1. That Article III of
the Constitution of Texas be
amended by adding a new sec-
tion thereto to be known as
Section 49-e, as: follows:

“Section 49-e. The Parks and
Wildlife Department, or its
successor vested with the
powers, duties, and authority
which deals with the opera-
tion, maintehance, and im-
provement of State Parks, shall
have the authority to provide
for, issue and sell general ob-
ligation bonds of the State of
Texas in an amount not to ex-
ceed Seventy-Five Million Dol-
lars ($75,000,000). The bonds
authorized herein shall be
called “Texas Park Develop-
ment Bonds,” shall be executed
in such form, denominations,
and upon such terms as may
be prescribed by law, provided,
however; that the bonds shall
bear a rate or rates of interest
as may be fixed by the Parks
and Wildlife Department or its
successor, but the weighted av-
erage annual interest rate, as
that phrase is commonly and
ordinarily used and understood
in the municipal bond market,
of all the bonds issued and sold
in any installment of any bonds,
shall not exceed four and one-
half percent (4%%) interest
per annum; they may be issued
in such installments as said
Parks and Wildlife Depart-
ment, or its said successor,
finds feasible and practical in
accomplishing the purpose set
forth herein,
~“All moneys received from
the sale of said bonds shall be
deposited in a fund hereby
created with the State Treas-
urer to be known as the Texas
Park Development Fund to be
administered (without further
appropriation) by the said
Parks and Wildlife Depart-
ment, or its said successor, in
such manner as prescribed by
law.

“Such fund shall be used by
said Parks and Wildlife De-

partment, or its said successor,
under such provisions as the
Legislature may prescribe by
general law, for the purposes
of acquiring lands from the
United States, or any govern-
mental agency thereof, from
any governmental agency of
the State of Texas, or from
any person, firm, or corpora-
tion, for State Park Sites and
for developing said sites as
State Parks.

“While any of the bonds
authorized by this provision, or
any interest on any such
bonds, is outstanding and un=
paid, there is hereby appro-
priated out of the first moneys
coming into the Treasury in
each fiscal year, not otherwise
appropriated by this Constitu-
tion, an amount which is suf-
ficient to pay the principal and
interest on such bonds that
mature or become due during
such fiscal year, less the
amount in the interest and

-sinking fund at the close of the

prior fiscal yeawr, which in-
cludes any receipts derived
during the prior fiscal year by
said Parks and Wildlife De-
partment, or its said successor,
from admission charges to
State Parks, as the Legislature
may prescribe by general law.

“The Legislature may pro-
vide for the investment of

moneys available in the Texas |

Park Development Fund and
the interest and sinking fund
established for the payment of
bonds issued by said Parks and
Wildlife Department, or its
said successor. Income from
such investment shall be used
for the purposes prescribed by
the Legislature.

“From the moneys received
by said Parks and Wildlife De-
partment, or its said successor,
from the sale of the bonds is-
sued hereunder, there shall be
deposited in the interest and
sinking fund for the bonds au-
thorized by this section suf-
ficient moneys to pay the in-
terest to become due during
the State fiscal year in which
the bonds were issued. After

all bonds have been fully paid
with interest, or after there
are on deposit in the interest
and sinking fund sufficient
moneys to pay allsfuture ma-
turities of principal and in-
terest, additional moneys re-
ceived from admission charges
to State Parks shall be de-
posited to the State Parks
Fund, or any successor fund
which may be established by
the Legislature as a depository
for Park revenue earned by
said Parks and Wildlife De-
partment, or its said succes-
sor.

“All bonds issued hereunder
shall after approval by the At-
torney General, registration by
the Comptroller of Public Ac-
counts of the State of Texas,
and delivery to the purchasers,
be incontestable and shall con-
stitute general obligations of
the State of Texas under the
Constitution of Texas.

“Should the Legislature en-
act enabling laws in anticipa-
tion of the adoption of this
amendment, such Acts shall
not be void by reason of their
anticipatory nature.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing amend-
ment to the Constitution shall
be submitted to a vote of ihe
qualified electors of this State
at an election to be held ca
November 11, 1967, at which
election each ballot shall have
printed thereon, the folewing
words:

“FOR the amendment to tha

Constitution of Texas add-

ing a new section to be

known as Section 49-e of

Article III, authorizing the

issuance and sale of Seventy-

Five Million Dollars ($75,

000,000) in bonds by the

State of Texas to create the

Texas Park Development
