Emergmy Loans Available From 
Farmers Honm Administration

Emergency loans for farmers, 
ranchers, or aquaculture opera­
tors are available through county 
offices of the Farmers Home Ad-

er loans, beyond actual losses, can 
be made for annual operating ex­
penses or to make major adjust­
ments in a farming (or ranching

ministration (FmHA), George H. or aquaculture) operation.
James, Jr., FmHA county super­
visor, said today.

Mr. James asked that those who 
need farm credit as a result of 
drought and hail to make their 
needs known at the Farmers 
Home Administration office at 219 
NW Second Street, TulJa, Texas.

Applications for assistance in 
the disaster stricken counties will 
be accepted by Farmers Home un­
til June 27, 1979 for physical los­
ses and October 1, 1979 for pro­
duction losses.

FmHA loans covering actual 
physical and production losses 
may be used to replace installa­
tions, equipment, or buildings, 
(including homes) lost through 
this disaster. Funds may be used 
to buy feed, seed, fertilizer, live­
stock, or to meet interest and de­
preciation payments on current 
real estate and chattel debts. 0th-

“Funds can be used for essen­
tial operating and living costs,” 
Mr. James said.

Loans covering actual losses are 
made at an interest rate of three 
and five percent and are schedul­
ed for repayment as rapidly as 
feasible consistent with the appli­
cant’s reasonable ability to pay. 
Loans beyond actual losses have 
various maturities, depending up­
on the purpose of the loan.

To be eligible for an emergency 
loan, an applicant must have suf­
fered losses from the disaster and 
be unable to get credit from other 
sources..

Emergency loans can be used to 
help the farmer restore damaged 
farm operations and additional 
loans based upon the emergency 
designation can be used to reor­
ganize the farm for greater effi­
ciency and better production.

P ER FEC T SCORE FOR 
BEAR H U N TER S

There was cause for celebration 
for six sportsmen after their suc­
cessful 'bear-hunting trip Jime 
2-11. All six men returned home 
from Northern Ontario with their 
quarry— b̂lack beat.

The national average for taking 
bear with a rifle is 27 percent, 
but these men scored 100 percent 
using bow and arrows.

Ron Aldridge of Oakville, hus­
band of the former Regina Cath­
ey, and his companions comprised 
the bow hunting team which tra­
veled to Canada earlier this year. 
All veteran bow hunters, the 
group has “about 65 years total 
experience in the field,” estimat­
ed Aldridge.

After arriving at the lodge, the 
men “scouted and set out baits 
the first couple of days,” reported 
Aldridge. Each man used a por­
table tree stand, putting him 6-10 
feet in the air on a seat mounted 
on and chained to the tree.

Tainted meat scraps were set 
out and covered with logs to keep 
the small animals from stealing it, 
they explained. From 3:30 until 
10:30 each evening, the hunters 
would be in their stands watching 
for their prey. “Prime time for 
hunting is in the evening,” Ald­
ridge said. “All of our bears were 
taken from 7-9 p.m.”

The hunters would use old log­
ging roads, high line clearings, or 
streams for their bait stations. 
“The bugs aren’t as bad in the 
clearings,” said Aldridge. The 
hunters wore headnets, long sleev­
ed shirts, gloves and tape on their 
cuffs to keep the heavy insects 
away, according to Aldridge.

A total of sixteen bears were 
sighted their week in Ontario, “a 
good concentration.”

“We were in the right area at 
the right time,” Aldridge said. 
They did take credit for “ scout­
ing good and putting the right 
bait out/’

“It is critical to get a perfect 
shot,” said Aldridge. “It’s impor­
tant to be a good archer.,’ By tak­
ing their time and setting up the 
bears, each hunter came through 
with a good hit, bringing down 
his- black bear.

By the next-to-last day, four 
hunters had gotten their bears, 
which they felt was a very suc­
cessful hunt. But on the last day 
the other two hunters got their 
bears to make it unanimous. The 
bears averaged 200 pounds, with 
the largest one weighing in at 425- 
450 pounds. “That’s a tremendous 
black bear for the spring,” said 
Aldridge. “ They will put on 150- 
200 pounds by fall,” The hunters 
are sure the large black bear 
will “make the bow hunting re­
cord book.”

All of the archers used com­
pound bows, a type of bow which 
they feel is “responsible for the 
big boom in archery the last five 
years.”  It reduces the pull, but

you still have the thrust,” said 
Aldridge. “It works like a block 
and tackle.” He used a 65 pound 
bow with a 30 percent reduction 
for hunting.

“They shoot fasten and flatter 
with a better propectory,” Ald­
ridge added.

After bagging their bears, the 
men skinned the animals and took 
the meat to a locker to freeze 
and store it. “It is good eating,” 
said Aldridge, but you have to 
treat it like pork.”

Aldridge said he had never 
been bear hunting before, but 
had been bow hunting for bobcat, 
wild boar, elk and deer in Colo­
rado, Texas, Arkansas, Oklahoma, 
Missouri, Canada and Iowa. All 
six hunters bagged their first bear 
in the Canada expedition.

Moisture conditions are excel­
lent now for inter-seeding rye or 
winter peas into your cotton if 
you have not already done so, ac­
cording to Charles Wade, Range 
Conservationist with the Soil Con­
servation Service in Memphis.

A good cover crop will help 
protect the land this winter and 
spring from wind erosion as weE 
as help build up the organic mat­
ter and humus in the soil. The 
more organic matter and humus 
the soil has, the better the aeria- 
tion, absorption and water hold­
ing capacity is, Wade said.

The Hall-Childress Soil and 
Water Conservation District is en­
couraging everyone to interseed 
a cover crop to help protect their 
land against wind erosion.
