Special Grazing Ami Hay Program 
Proposed For 1979 Crop l e a l

Secretary of Agriculture Bob 
Bergland has proposed to allow 
wheat farmers special grazing 
and hay privileges on their 1979 
crop. Comments on the proposal 
must be received by March 8, he 
said.

Under the proposal, farmers 
would be allowed to graze cat­
tle or cut hay on wheat acreage 
equal to a maximum of 40 per­
cent of their total intended 
planting of wheat, feed grain and 
upland cotton or 50 acres, which­
ever is larger. Wheat that was 
grazed or*cut for hay would qual­
ify for the same deficiency pay­
ment rate as wheat harvested as 
grain.

The deficiency payment rate 
for 1978 crop wheat was 52 cents 
per bushel. The 1979 deficiency 
payment rate will be computed 
in December.

The proposal does not provide 
for an advance payment or mini­
mum payment guarantee this

year as was provided to 1978 
special wheat grazing and hay 
program participants. The defi­
ciency payment rate is the dif­
ference between the established 
target price and the higher of 
either the national average mar­
ket price during the first five 
months of the marketing year 
or the national loan rate.

For 1979 the target price is 
$3.40 per bushel, the national 
loan rate is $2.35 per bushel and 
the first five months of the mar­
keting year are June through No­
vember.

Comments on the proposal 
should be sent to Acting Direc­
tor, Production Adjustment Di­
vision, Room 3630 South, USDA, 
ASCS P. O. Box 2415, Washing­
ton, D. C. 20013. The February 
wheat situation report issued for 
the Department predicted 1979 
wheat production would exceed 
last year’s 1.8 billion bushel har­
vest.
