Wheat yields throughout the
Rolling and High Plains of Tex-
as for 1979 were generally above
average. The wheat market help-
ed make some produce a little
money.

Again, the wolf appears to he
knocking on the door of the 1980
wheat crop. With' next year’s
crop, the Texas farmer has a new
set of problems. Now is the time
to begin to plan next year’s crop
and side-step some of these prob-
lems. Eyery step must be taken
to save energy. The diesel short-
age will probably reduce the pro-
fit picture for 1980.

According to County Extension
Agent Earnest Kiker, producers
should use the fertilizer rates

that would eliminate soil defici-
: encies, in lme with the producers
yield goal. Their wheat y1e1d

goal should be consistent with
the soil moisture situation, irri-
gation and management practi-
ces. While fertilizer costs may in-
crease for next year, they remain
a real bargain when applied at
optimum rate. Soil testing is still
the key to determining optlmum
application rates.:

Kiker says that nitrogen is the
most important plant nutrient in
the production of forage and
grains. Since nitrogen is requir-

‘ed in larger amounts, this nutri-

ent is commonly the most defi-
cient nutrient in your soil.
Wheat yields over 40 bushels per
acre have removed 80 lbs/acre
of nitrogen. If one intends to
produce a comparable yield level
in 1980, then some nitrogen
should be applied.

Nitrate nitrogen testing in the
Extension Soil Testing Labora-
tory in Lubbock has proven very
helpful over the past 10 years

for determining nitrogen needs -

for wheat.

“It is important th.a?; samples
be properly collected fo repre-
sent your soil fertility situation.

Information on soil sampling
can be obtained from my office,”
Kiker said.

FARM LEADER PREDICTS
WORSENING DIESEL, HOME
HEATING OIL SHORTAGES

An increasing shortfall below
minimum levels of middle distil-
late stocks will, by mid or late
autumn, likely create shortages
of both diesel fuel and heating
oil, according to data released by
the Texas Farmers Union.

During a press conference in
Panhandle cotton country, where
farmers who harvest in later
months will be hardest hit by
any conflict between agricultural
use of diesel and the demand for
home heating oil, TFU President
Jay Naman predicted that severe
shortages of diesel could occur
at the peak of cotton harvest if
more attention is not paid the

worsening problem.

“When Special Rule Number 9
was recently revoked and agri-
culture’s priority ended, we were
told that there were adequate
supplies and that the rule was
no longer needed. Projections ob-
tained by officials of the Farm-
ers Union from Department of
Energy offices now indicate oth-
erwise.

“Distillate stocks held at refin-
eries, in pipelines and at major
bulk terminals will be running
between 15% and 20% short of
1978 levels, and the gap will wid-
en as the winter continues. Users
of diesel fuel and consumers of
home heating oil will be in dir-
ect conflict of interest, and hoth
will likely experience shortages.”

The Farmers Union leader cal-
led on the Economic Regulatory
Administration of the DOE to
reimpose price controls on diesel
and end price gouging that is in-
creasingly prevalent in most ar-
eas of the state. Naman said he
had reports from farmers of die-
sel prices fluctuating as much as
50 cents a gallon, particularly in
areas where distributors are be-
ing forced onto spot markets to
obtain fuel.

The TFU president further cal-
led on. government officials to
be ready to re-issue Rule 9 dur-
ing harvest season and also be
prepared to divert diesel fuel
from military uses such as cross-
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country caravans during peak
demand periods on middle distil-
late fuels.

“After heavy winter consump-
tion of middle distillates for
home heating and farm and com-
mercial diesel fuel use, there
will- be an even worse problem
next spring,” said Naman, “If
projections are accurate, we
could begin 1980 with distillate
stocks more than 30% below
January 1979 levels. ' Shortages
experienced this spring could be
must worse and more widespread
next year.”

In closing, the farm leader re-
peated a long held position of
the Texas Farmers Union that
“the state is giving away its nat-
ural resources” by imposing low
severance taxes on oil and gas
and levying no severance tax :
all on coal and uranium.
