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Helicopter crash, ambush leave 37 dead

BAGHDAD, Iraq (A P) —  A  U.S. helicopter crashed 
in a desert sandstorm in the early morning darkness 
Wednesday, killing the 30 Marines and one Navy sailor 
aboard. S ix other troops died in insurgent ambushes in 
the deadliest day for Americans since the Iraq war began 
nearly two years ago.

Only days before Iraq’s crucial elections Sunday, 
militants set off at least eight car bombings that killed 13 
people and injured 40 others, including 11 Americans. 
The guerrillas also carried out a string of attacks nation­
wide against schools that will serve as polling centers.

In Washington, President Bush called on Iraqis to 
defy terrorism and go to the polls despite relentless

insurgent attacks. He said it was a “very discouraging” 
day when the U .S. death toll for the war rose above 
1,400.

The CH -53E Super Stallion was carrying 
personnel from the 1st Marine Division on a 
security mission in support of the election 
when it went down about 1 ;20 a.m. near 
the town of Rutbah, about 220 miles 
west of Baghdad, the military said.

The crash occurred during severe 
weather, but its cause still was under 
investigation, said Army Gen. John Abi- 
zaid, chief of U .S. Central Command. An 
Accuweather map showed sandstorms Wednesday in the 
western region of Iraq near the Jordanian border where

the crash took place.
A  search and rescue team was at the site. The 

victims were 30  Marines and one sailor, said Lt.
Gen. John Sattler, the top Marine 
com m ander in Iraq —  th e  m ost 
American service members to die in a 

single incident since the March 2003 inva- 
 ̂ sion of Iraq.

The deadliest previous incident for 
U .S. troops also was a helicopter crash: 

a Novem ber 2004  collision of two 
Black Hawk helicopters that killed 
17. Before Wednesday’s bloodshed, 

the most Americans killed in one day came 
on the invasion’s third day, March 23, 2003, when 28

troops were killed during the U .S. military’s drive to take 
Baghdad and topple Saddam Hussein.

The U .S. military has not seen such a high loss of 
life in one day in 15 years —  since an explosion ripped 
through a gun turret on the U SS  Iowa during a train­
ing exercise in the Caribbean in April 1989, killing 47 
sailors.

Iraqi security forces and civilians have borne the 
brunt of violence in Iraq, with bombings often killing 
scores of people at a time. More than 180 people were 
killed on March 2,2004 , during a string of suicide attacks 
at Shiite shrines in Karbala and Baghdad.

in  revenue has been  reported 
from two years ago. According to 
the transcript. Perry also said the 
budget has gone from $10 billion 
in the red to $6 billion above what 
was last budgeted.

Brian Gerber, an assistant pro­
fessor of political science, said he 
believes although the state budget 
deficit is an indicator of the actual 
condition of state revenue, it may 
not be the best gauge of the state 
of the economy.

“State economy budget deficits 
aren’t generally the best predic­
tors,” he said. “S ta te  revenues 
depend upon the current economic 
conditions.”

Gerber said he believes the address seemed to be relatively normal of 
an incumbent governor and contained standard political rhetoric.

Perry also said standard test scores are rising, college prepatory courses 
are being enacted in public schools, and with recent economic growth and 
continuing gains in education, Texas is once again improving.

According to the transcript. Perry said ensuring the quality of educa­
tion in schools is necesary, and he said he supported providing incentives 
to teachers to help economically disadvantaged schools progress.

Perry also emphasized the need for property tax relief, saying that 
with the vastly improved budgetary picture, new money can be put forth 
toward education without increasing the tax burden for Texans, accord­
ing to the transcript.

Jeffrey Edwards, an assistant professor of economics, said he believes 
the main driver of long-term economic growth is gained through educated 
individuals, but he is not sure giving large amounts of money to schools 
is necessarily the answer.

“Nationwide, (it is apparent) that throwing more money at schools 
isn’t necessarily the answer,” he said.

Motivating students is what ultimately will produce stronger workers at 
the tertiary level, Edwards said. He also said he believes lowering property

High School students are more college-ready 
than ever before, according to CNN.

A recent article on CNN.com states high 
school students are participating and excelling 
in Advanced Placement programs, 
making them more likely to be suc­
cessful in a college setting.

Kelly Bruton, a sophomore eco­
nomics major from Houston, said 
she did not take any AP tests before her college 
entrance.

“H ie only thing I really took was the Compass 
test, and I took that at home,” she said.
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Bruton said she attended Tomball High School 
and said she believes the curriculum there was not 
enough to get her ready for college.

“I transferred from Tomball College, so I was 
ready when I got here,” she said. “ But if I had come 
directly from Tomball High, I would not have been 

ready for this.”
She said she was a member of the 

Spanish National Honor Society, but 
she does not think that membership 
has benefited her in any way at Texas

Tech.
College Board, a non-profit organization, 

sponsored the first state-by-state report in history. 
The board found more than 13 percent of college

students showed mastery of at least one Advanced Place­
ment course, according to the Web site.

High school populations are at a record high, so 
the success rate of A P students is especially impressive, 
according to the site. Participation in AP programs has 
skyrocketed in the past five decades, according to CNN, 
from 1,000 students to more than 1.1 million in 2004.

Sam Villarreal, a junior biology major from Muleshoe 
said he graduated from Muleshoe High School, wherehe 
participated in AP programs.

“I feel I was ready for college work when I came from 
Muleshoe High School,” he said.

W A SH IN G TO N  (A P) —  Presi- 
dent Bush pleaded for A m ericans’ 
p atience W ednesday on what he 
conceded was “a very discouraging 
day” of death and violence for U .S . 
troops in Iraq. He urged Iraqis to 
defy terrorist threats and vote in 
Sunday’s elections.

Bush held a W hite House news 
conference hours after more than 
30  A m erican troops perished in a 
h elico p ter crash in w estern Iraq 
and insurgents killed five others in 
the deadliest day yet for U .S . forces. 
T h e  deaths pushed the A m erican 
toll above 1,400.

Unwavering in the course he has 
set. Bush pledged: “W e’ll have the 
troop levels necessary to com plete 
the mission. And that mission is to 
enable Iraq to defend herself from 
terrorists —  homegrown or terror­
ists that come in from outside of the 
country.” He made clear that Iraq 
is nowhere near ready to handle its 
own security, and he talked about 
U .S . involvem ent during the next 
year.

Four days before Iraq’s elections 
and a week before his own S ta te  
o f the U n io n  address, the presi­
dent grappled with pointed ques­
tions about the war’s heavy price 
and growing doubts that a stable, 
democratic Iraq will ever emerge. In 
money alone, Iraq is costing taxpay­
ers more than $1 b illion a week.

Democrats registered their un­
happiness with Bush’s handling of 
Iraq in the Sen ate’s 85-13 vote to 
confirm  Condoleezza R ice as sec­
retary of state. It was the strongest 
negative vote against a secretary of 
state at least since W orld W ar II.

Bush said A m erican s are not 
alone in th eir qualms. Iraqis are 
“losing a lot of people” in bomb­
ings and assassinations, he said, 
and “some are feeling intim idated” 
about threats against voters. M ore­
over, Bush said: “T h e Iraqi people 
are wondering whether or not this 
n atio n  has the will necessary to 
stand w ith them  as a dem ocracy 
evolves.

“T he enemy would like nothing 
more th an  the U n ited  S ta tes  to 
precipitously pull out and withdraw 
before the Iraqis are prepared to 
defend them selves.”

It was the 18th full-blown news 
conference o f Bush’s presidency and 
the first of his second term, covering 
issues ranging from Social Security 
to questions raised by his inaugural 
address. Bush made these points:

N o. 1 —  H e recognizes th at 
some people are worried about the 
political risks and financial costs of 
overhauling Social Security by cre­
ating private investm ent accounts 
—  a step that could cost $1 trillion 
to $2 trillio n  in transition costs. 
“W hat you’re hearing a little  bit

is w hether or not it is worth the 
political price. I th ink it is,” he 
said. H e pledged to lead a battle 
in Congress and travel across the 
country to convince Americans 
the system is in trouble.

No. 2 —  His inaugural ad­
dress promising to spread freedom 
and end tyran n y  around th e  
world was not intended as a state­
m ent of new policy, but rather 
as a reflection o f the strategy he 
pursued in his first term . Even 
some o f his supporters have been 
nervous th at it signaled plans 
for g lobal U .S . in te rv e n tio n . 
Bush said he has raised human 
r ig h ts  c o n c e rn s  w ith  C h in a  
and will be d irect with Russia’s 
Vladim ir Putin when they m eet 
next m onth in Slovakia. “I will 
remind him  that if he intends to 
continue to look west, we in the 
W est believe in western values,” 
Bush said.

N o . 3 —  T h e  E d u c a tio n  
D epartm ent was wrong to pay 
conservative com m entator Arm ­
strong W illia m s $ 2 4 0 ,0 0 0  to 
plug its policies. “ I exp ect my 
C abinet secretaries to make sure 
that that practice doesn’t go for­
ward,” the president said.

A M ARILLO  (A P) —  A  pre­
liminary autopsy report shows no 
visible signs of trauma in the death 
o f an A m arillo  woman whose 
body was found in a small lake last 
week.

Police continue to investigate 
the death of Kelly Katherine Wag­
ner as suspicious.

Wagner had been missing for 
more than three weeks when au­
thorities pulled the 28-year-old’s 
body from Lawrence Lake near In­
terstate 40 in Amarillo on Jan. 20.

The lake is only about 300 yards 
from where police found her car Jan. 
2. The passenger-side window of her 
blue 2000 Land Rover Discovery 
had been smashed in, but several 
items inside were not taken.

Police said there were no indica­
tions Wagner was shot, stabbed, hit 
with something or strangled. A  final 
autopsy report is pending.

GLENDALE, Calif. (A P) —  A 
commuter train smashed into an SU V  
left on the tracks by a suicidal man early 
Wednesday, sending the train careening 
off the rails in a wreck that killed 10 
people and injured about 200, authori­
ties said. Dozens of the injured were in 
critical condition.

After the Metrolink train hit the 
SUV, it derailed and crashed with an­
other train going in the opposite direc­
tion. Both trains landed on their sides, 
sending passengers tumbling down the 
aisles, authorities said.

The SU V  driver changed his mind 
about suicide and left the vehicle before 
it was hit. Police Chief Randy Adams 
said. The man will be charged with 
homicide, he said.

“This whole incident was started by 
a deranged individual that was suicidal,” 
Adams told a news conference at the 
scene of mangled railcars in the suburb 
north of downtown Los Angeles.

BAN DA ACEH, Indonesia (AP) 
—  One month after an epic tsunami 
ravaged southern Asia, children and 
teachers in Indonesia’s w orst-hit 
A ceh province on Wednesday made 
an emotional return to school, where 
thousands of desks of classmates and 
colleagues sat empty.

Alqausar, a 6-year-old boy with 
neatly parted hair, arrived at school 
with his mother and wondered where 
his best friend Andi was. But reality 
soon dawned on him.

“I don’t think he’s coming,” whis­
pered the boy, one of six in his class 
of 43 who showed up at a primary 
school. O f the school’s enrollment of 
600, only 260 came Wednesday. The 
others are presumed dead.

T h e  suit was filed in June 2003 
under the C iv il Rights A ct o f 1964 
by th re e  c iv i l  rig h ts  l it ig a t io n  
organizations and 16 individual 
plaintiffs who were refused sales 
jobs or term inated because o f their 
race or ethnicity. A  settlem ent was 
reached in N ovem ber 2004.

“Several A sian-A m erican  stu­
dents at the U niversity o f C alifor­
nia at Irvine were zeroed out and 
term in ated  b ecau se they  d id n ’t 
have th e  A b ercro m b ie  &  F itc h  
look ,” said Shaheena A hm ad S i­
mons, staff attorney at the M exican 
A m erican Legal Defense and Edu­
cational Fund. “T h e  A bercrom bie 
look was waspy, preppy and c o l­
legiate in a very white way, not in 
a way that reflects the diversity of 
college students in A m erica today. 
T hey were replaced with a number 
o f w hite male em ployees.”

A fter the lawsuit was filed, ad­
d itional p lain tiffs cam e forward, 
said case attorney Kimberly W est- 
Faulcon, western regional d irector 
o f the N ational A ssociation for the 
A dvancem ent o f C olored People 
Legal Defense Fund.

“T h e re  were rep eating  situ a­
tions in C alifornia and throughout 
the country ,” W est-Faulcon  said. 
“It was part of the corporate culture 
o f A bercrom bie.”

A bercrom bie &  F itch  was un­
available for com m ent, but M ike 
Jeffries, chairm an and C E O , said 
in a w ritten statem ent, “W e have, 
and always have had, no tolerance 
for discrim ination. W e decided to

settle  this suit because we felt 
that a long, drawn-out dispute 
would hav e b een  harm ful to 
the com pany and distracting to 
m anagem ent.”

Meat processing plant scrutinized

He sits in his executive 
suite, dreaming of ways to swindle 
people out of their money. “I’ve got 
it! W e’ll sell patriotism!”

No, it didn’t really happen like 
this. It’s called an allegory. But with 
their niche marketing, demograph­
ics and pact w ith the devil, big 
business has made a fortune on 
patriotism.

Som ething sim ilar happened 
a couple years back. Our country 
suffered a terrible tragedy, and to 
soothe fear and ease pain, people 
went flag crazy.

These car ribbons do more harm 
than good, and 1 would argue they 
are what is wrong with our country, 
not what is right.

These decorations do not directly 
support the troops.

1 b e liev e  in supporting our 
troops, but the public has no need 
to know who sends care packages, 
donates to funds, brings casseroles 
to the families left behind or visits 
veterans.

Pharmacies have no place in denying patients contraceptives

w hether to make em ergency 
co n tracep tio n  available over 
the counter (th e  way it is in 
that ungodly country, France), 
I ’m rem ind ed  o f how  m any 
obstacles women still have to 
trip over to get basic h ea lth  
services.

N ot so long ago a pharmacist 
in M enom onie, W is., N eil N o- 
esen, refused to fill a student’s 
prescription for b irth  con tro l 
pills because he said he would 
suffer spiritually. He was a c ­
cused of being unprofessional, 
and the case went to court.

A  pharm acist’s job is to fill 
p rescrip tio n s and to answ er 
questions, not to moralize about 
customer decisions.

W h a t if  a g irl w anted to 
buy a sexy bra, and the sales 
clerk said no because she felt 
it was inappropriate or too pro­
vocative? O r a checkout clerk 
refused to sell beer from the 
liquor aisle because he didn’t 
believe in drinking? O r a librar­
ian refused to let you check out 
the New Testam ent because she 
was Jewish?

I’m a vegetarian, but when 
1 waited tables, 1 delivered any 
meal a customer ordered, steak 
or tofu . I f  you c a n ’t han d le  
filling prescriptions you don’t

agree w ith, don’t becom e a phar­
macist.

T h e  only  tim e p harm acists 
should intervene is when 
they notice a patient’s 
prescription clashes 
w ith another m edi­
cation, perhaps one 
prescribed by a dif­
ferent physician.

Pharm acists never 
should second-guess 
a d octor unless they 
spot a harm ful co m ­
b in a t io n  o f  d ru g s; 
the lines betw een the 
roles of physicians and 
pharmacists shouldn’t 
blur.

P h a rm a c is ts  a lso  
h av e  no b u siness 
ask in g  p erso n a l 
q u e stio n s  (su ch  
as w hether a girl 
is using b irth  co n tro l pills for 
co n tra c e p tio n ). T h ey  may not 
ap p ro v e  o f  ev ery  
drug on the market, 
but their personal 
o b je c t io n s ,  r e l i ­
gious or otherwise, 
shouldn’t prevent 
a patient from hav­
ing a p rescription 
filled.

W hether she is 
on the pill because 
of cramps or because she’s having 
sex, a girl’s doctor prescribed her 
b irth  co n tro l pills. Presumably 
there was a patient-doctor discus­

sion about her individual needs.
W hen men get Viagra, pharma­

cists never ask if they’re sleeping 
with their spouses, if they 

saved  th e m se lv e s  
for marriage or if 
they’re in monoga­
mous, heterosexual 
relationships.

U  scriptions for b irth  
control (and so who 
must be religiously

I f  a p h arm acist rea lly  isn ’t 
com fo rtab le  fillin g  a p rescrip ­
tio n , th e  pharm acy should  be 
responsible for calling in someone 
who is.

Sexual activity is nothing new, 
and at U niversity of W isconsin, 
you don’t have to witness bartime 
to know many students are sexu­
ally active. O f course not all of 
them  are. But personal decisions 
such as w hether to abstain before 
m arriag e  shou ld  be ju s t  th a t  
—  personal.

A t th e  end o f the day, if  a 
girl wants to go on birth control, 
and a doctor prescribes her pills, 
she should be able to get them  
w ithout fear of being grilled by a 
pharm acist whose religious views 
do not m atch her own.

C ollege students abusing A d- 
derail may make getting help more 
difficult for students with attention  
deficit hyperactivity disorder.

“ I f  you  l e g i t im a t e ly  h a v e  
A D H D , i t ’s so tre a ta b le ; i t ’s a 
shame if they don’t com e and get 
he lp ,” said Dr. Valerie Robinson, 
an assistan t professor o f n eu ro ­
psychiatry at Texas T ech  H ealth  
Scien ces C enter.

T h e  Federal Drug A dm inistra­
tion approved Adderall for A D H D , 
Robinson said.

M ore abuse o f A dderall prob­
ably occurs because it is legitim ate 
m edicine th at is easy to find, she 
said.

For college students to get the 
m edication is not difficult, R o b in ­
son said. Abusers o f the drug feel as 
if  they are taking speed, she said.

If a person is abusing A dderall

he will need more o f the drug each 
tim e he uses it to get th at same 
feeling, R obinson said.

If  a person takes enough A d- 
derall, they will have an increased 
heart rate, higher blood pressure, 
insom nia, irrita b ility  and mood 
swings, she said.

Som e abusers may becom e psy­
ch o tic  w ith heavy use, Robinson 
said.

M ost doctors are aware some 
people are drug seeking w hen they 
ask for A dderall, R obinson said.

M ost people w ith A D H D  have 
had a history o f symptoms in their 
ch ild hood , R o b in son  said. D o c­
tors need to get a history o f the 
s tu d en t’s b eh av iors  to  properly 
diagnose the person.

D iagnosis also depends on 
th e  d egree th e  stu d en ts are 
having problems. If the A D H D  
is not having a significant effect 
on p a tie n ts ’ lives, d octors may 
not prescribe anything further.

Robinson said.
For those who have been pre­

scribed A dderall, R o b in son  re c ­
ommends A dderall X R  because it 
has beads inside w ith a polym er 
coating.

T h is  prescription abuse d if­
f ic u lt  becau se crushing 
each  individual 
bead  is tim e  
consuming.

R o b in s o n  
said if a stu­
dent thinks 
he has

A D H D , his doctor can give that 
will analyze the student.

A D H D  can becom e more o f a 
problem  during co lleg e  because 
students have more resp onsibili­

ties, Robinson said. A lso, students 
have to be responsible w ith bills 
and other household chores they 
may n o t have had to  deal w ith  
before.

Erin Sm itherm an, a freshm an 
m e c h a n ic a l e n g in e e r in g  m a jo r 
from  C a n y o n , said  she know s 
people who use A dderall so they 
can get their work done.

“It makes their life a lot easier 
th a n  w hen th ey  d o n ’t take i t ,” 
she said.

Som etim es high school can  be 
m anageable for A D H D  sufferers. 
S tu d en ts  could  do assign m ents 
at the last m inute and still get a 
d ecent grade.

College tends to be difficult and
requires m ore c o n ce n tra tio n , 
Robinson said.

Stud ents have to be orga­
nized and effic ien t in  college 
classes to  keep  up w ith  th e  
work, she said.

S tu d e n ts  m ust be a b le  to

pay a tten tio n  for longer than  30  
minutes.

T h is  a t te n t io n  span poses a 
problem  for curren tly  untreated  
stud ents w ith  th e  disorder, she 
said.

“T h e  b ig g e s t  c o m p la in t  of 
A D H D  adults is tim e m a n a g e­
m en t,” Robinson said.

F o r a p e rso n  o n ly  to  h a v e  
A D H D  is unusual, she said. T h e  
disorder is usually accom p anied  
w ith a learning disability, depres­
sion, m anic depression, b i-p o lar 
disorder or drug and alcohol abuse, 
Robinson said.

A  p erso n  w ith  A D H D  w ho 
does not get treatm ent could have 
serious problem s in  th e  future, 
Robinson said.

Su ch  a student could possibly 
drop out o f school, she said. D e­
veloping drug and a lcohol abuse 
is more likely. Depression is com ­
mon among A D H D  sufferers, said 
R obinson.

Dallas to settle 
in drug scandal

DALLAS (A P) —  Plaintiffs in at 
least four of nine federal lawsuits stem­
ming from the police scandal that sent 
innocent immigrants to jail over faked 
drug evidence will receive settlements 
from the city, according to lawyers and 
court filings.

Two of the four settlements handled 
by a Dallas attorney were disclosed in 
federal court records. Plaintiff’s at­
torney Tony Wright told The Dallas 
Morning News on Tuesday that his 
clients in two of the other civil rights 
cases also had reached agreements 
with the city, but declined to disclose 
the dollar amounts because it could 
jeopardize settlements between the 
city and other plaintiffs.

“The city has made a significant 
offer, from their point of view,” said 
Wright, adding his clients were re­
luctant to take the offer but chose to 
avoid a lengthy legal fight. “The city 
did the right thing.”

The four cases involving Hispanic 
men falsely arrested in 2001 were 
scheduled for trials in the next several 
months. Monetary payouts were not 
disclosed Tuesday.

“W e’ve made significant progress,” 
said City Attorney Madeline Johnson, 
declining to com m ent specifically 
about the settlements. “I’m confident 
that we will bring closure to most of 
those cases in the near future.”

W right’s four settled cases were 
brought on behalf of George Sifuentez, 
Lorenzo Escamilla, Jacinto Jesus Mej ia 
and Israel Pineda. Informants in their 
arrests had planted bundles of a white 
powder, sometimes billiard chalk, and 
then led police to begin false felony 
prosecutions.

T he lawsuits were filed against 
the city, fired narcotics officers Mark 
Delapaz and Eddie Herrera and for­
mer C h ie f Terrell B o lto n . T h ree 
informants went to federal prison in 
the scheme.

Settlement talks continue in sev­
eral of the remaining lawsuits, court 
records show. T he city and former 
police officials involved in 2001 ar­
rests of more than two-dozen innocent 
people based on bogus drug evidence 
were accused of civil-rights violations 
or of creating an environment that 
allowed them.

Johnson said the cost of any settle­
ments related to the scandal would 
be made public once all the deals are 
finalized.

I t ’s not 
co n s is te n t w ith  th e  rest o f th e  
C D C ’s policy on H IV  and A ID S ,” 
he said.

H e noted th at the C D C ’s w eb­
site does n o t even  list condom s 
as a m ethod for A ID S  and H IV  
p revention.

T h e  C D C  is trea tin g  th e in ­
fectio n  w hen it should be trying 
to  p rev en t it in  th e  first p lace . 
C io è  said.

“My problem  is the C D C  is not 
even te lling  people to wear a co n ­
dom ,” he said. “T h e  drugs should 
not be a first lin e o f defense.”

G onzalez, assistan t professor 
o f m edicine at the N Y U  S ch o o l 
o f M edicine, is a m em ber o f the

N ew  York S ta te  A ID S  In stitu te  
m edical guidelines board, w hich 
pushed for the new policy.

Cheney meets with Ukraine’s new president
KRAKOW, Poland (AP) —  Vice President 

Dick Cheney voiced his support Wednesday for 
Ukraine’s new president, and his bright orange 
tie— symbolic of Viktor Yushchenko’s “Orange 
Revolution” —  drove home the message.

“The world has been inspired by the remark­
able images emanating from Ukraine in recent 
months,” Cheney said at a cultural center in 
Krakow, Poland, where the two met during a 
heavy snowstorm. “We have watched as Ukrai­
nians, by the hundreds of thousands, converged 
on Kiev’s Independent Square to preserve their 
freedom and safeguard their right to determine 
the destiny of their nation.”

He said the Ukrainian people have shown 
the world the “unstoppable power of the popular 
will.”

Yushchenko, who survived a nearly fatal poi­
soning to emerge victorious in a bitterly disputed 
election, faces a delicate juggling act, pushing 
for democratic reforms and aligning Ukraine 
with Europe while keeping fruitful relations with 
Russian President Vladimir Putin.

On Monday, Yushchenko smoothed rela­

tions with Putin in Moscow. On Wednesday, he 
stood side-by-side with Cheney at dual podiums 
to publicly express mutual support.

Yushchenko mentioned Russia along with the 
United States, the European Union and Poland 
as strategic partners, but he and Cheney refrained 
from saying anything that might have provoked 
Putin, who will meet with President Bush during 
his trip to Europe next month.

“We want to pursue the processes pf liberal­
ization and democratization in all aspects of life 
that are so badly needed in Ukraine and other 
Eastern European nations, shoulder-to-shoulder 
with our partners,” said Yushchenko, his chalky 
complexion scarred by the near-lethal dose of 
dioxin he ingested during the campaign.

“After the Orange Revolution, the country 
and the nation have changed,” Yushchenko 
said. “Not only do we have an independent 
country, we have a free country —  a country 
capable of pursing new, independent and re­
sponsible policy.”

Initially, the two leaders were scheduled 
to have a brief meeting and then eat dinner.

But their meeting lasted more than an hour, death camps, where between 1 million and 1.5 
more than twice as long as scheduled, and they million prisoners, most of them Jews, perished
skipped dinner.

Cheney is on a three- 
day trip to southern Poland 
to celebrate the 60th an­
niversary of the liberation 
of the Nazi death camps 
at nearby Auschwitz and 
Birkenau.

The vice president’s 
remarks with Yushchenko 
and, earlier, at a reception 
with Holocaust survivors 
echoed President Bush’s 
inauguration day call to 
overcome tyranny and to 
foster democratic reform 
across the world.

O n Jan. 27,1945, Soviet troops liberated the a staunch supporter of the war in Iraq.

However, Polish Defense Minister Jerzy 
Szmajdzinski has said he thinks Polish troops 
should stay in Iraq only until the end of this 
year.

Poland has taken command of a multina­
tional security force in central Iraq that currently 
includes approximately 6,000 troops —  among 
them more than 2,400 Polish soldiers.

Leaders previously hav.e said they hope to 
scale down the Polish presence significantly after 
elections in Iraq, scheduled for Sunday.

In neighboring Ukraine, Yushchenko has 
said he will not reverse outgoing President Leo­
nid Kuchma’s decision to withdraw Ukraine’s 
estimated 1,650 troops in Iraq by the end of 
June.

Yushchenko vowed in his campaign to with­
draw the Ukrainian forces from Iraq. But Janusz 
Bugajski, an expert on Eastern European affairs 
at the Washington-based Center for Strategic 
and International Studies, said he thinks there 
might be a way for Yushchenko to honor his 
commitment to his electorate as well as to the 
U.S.-led coalition in Iraq.

SBC reports lower expected profits, 7,000 job cuts this year
SAN  A N TO N IO  (A P) —  SBC  

Communications Inc., the nation’s 
second largest local phone service 
provider, said Wednesday its earnings 
fell 16.7 percent in the fourth quarter 
and that it plans to cut 7,000 jobs this 
year in a bid to cut costs.

TTie job cuts for 2005 will be made 
mostly through attrition and are part 
of plans announced last November 
to cut 10,000 or more jobs by the end 
of this year.

San Antonio-based S B C  said it 
earned $754 million, or 23 cents a

share, in the three months ended Dec. 
31, compared with $905 million, or 27 
cents per share, a year earlier.

Excluding special items, income 
in the latest quarter was 34 cents per 
share, compared to the consensus of 
33 cents among analysts surveyed by 
Thomson First Call.

S B C ’s sp ecial item s included 
nearly $400 million for costs related

to Cingular Wireless’s acquisition of 
A T & T  W ireless and $244  million 
for severance payments and changes 
to the company’s pension plan for 
management. SB C  holds a 60 percent 
stake in Atlanta-based Cingular.

Revenue in the fourth quarter was 
$10.3 billion, up from $10 billion a 
year earlier.

S B C  shares rose 13 cents to close

at $24.58 in Wednesday trading on 
the New York Stock Exchange. Its 
shares have traded in a range of $22.98 
to $27.29 over the past year.

The company had said in a filing 
with the Securities and Exchange 
Com m ission in Novem ber that it 
would cut 10,000 or more jobs by the 
end of 2005, representing about 6 
percent of its work force.

SB C  said Wednesday it plans to 
cut 7,000 positions in 2005, primarily 
through attrition.

The November filing came a day 
after a prominent analyst wrote that 
S B C  has more workers per phone 
line than its competitors and that the

company could save $1.2 billion a year 
by cutting up to 20,000 jobs.

A nne Vincent, an S B C  spokes­
woman, said Wednesday that the 
company eliminated 6,000 jobs in all 
of 2004, half of them in the fourth 
quarter.

S B C ’s total work force was 162,700 
at the end of 2004, Vincent said. That 
number is down more than 35,000 
positions since late 2001.

“S B C  has a disciplined, focused 
plan to compete and grow in an evolv­
ing industry, and we are executing 
that plan aggressively,” said chairman 
and chief executive Edward Whitacre 
Jr. “I am very positive about 2005.”
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Blair: U.S. must work with rest of world
D A VO S, Switzerland (A P ) —  British 

Prime Minister Tony Blair said Wednesday 
the United States must do more to address the 
concerns of the rest of the world if it expects 
support for its own policies, and he cited 
global warming as a prime example.

“If America wants the rest of the world 
to be part of the agenda it has set, it must be 
part of their agenda, too,” he told the annual 
meeting of the World Economic Forum, a 
gathering of 2,500 world political and busi­
ness leaders.

Blair and French President Jacques Chirac 
—  who appeared on a video link— both urged 
the world’s richest nations to provide billions 
of dollars to help developing countries combat 
A ID S, poverty and natural disasters.

Blair’s unusually sharp comments directed 
at the United States come at a time of grow­
ing public anger in Britain over his support 
for President Bush in Iraq and months before 
British general elections.

Alluding to one of the key issues dividing 
the United States from Europe and much of 
the world, Blair said: “I support the Kyoto 
Protocol. Others will n o t ... but business and 
the global economy need to know this isn’t 
an issue that is going away.”

Spacewalking astronauts install mini-robots, find goo on vents
CA PE CA N AVERAL, Fla. (A P) 

—  Leaving the international space 
s ta tio n  u n a tten d e d  w h ile  they  
stepped outside, the two crewmen 
hooked up a robotic arm W ednes­
day and found some kind of gunk 
on the spacecraft’s vents that might 
explain the frequent breakdowns in 
its air-supply equipment.

Spacewalkers Leroy C hiao and 
Salizhan Sharipov did not make 
all of the e lectrical connections on 
the experim ental m ini-arm  tight 
enough and had to redo part o f the 
job, but managed to get full power 
flowing with just minutes rem ain­
ing in their 5 1/2-hour outing.

“Everything’s perfect,” M ission 
C ontrol radioed.

“W ell, thank God, thank G od ,” 
came the reply. Before going back 
inside, they were advised: “Take a 
breather.”

D u rin g  th e ir  2 2 5 -m ile -h ig h  
excursion, the spacew alkers also 
inspected the s ta tio n ’s vents and 
found a large patch of dark, oily 
residue and a w hite, honeycombed 
substance.

W hat the substances were was 
not immediately known .

T h e  sp ace s ta t io n ’s R u ssian  
o x y g e n  g e n e r a to r  h as b ro k e n  
down repeatedly, and engineers 
have sp ecu lated  its v en t m ight 
be clogged or corroded. T h e  air­
c lean sin g  equip m ent also has a 
history of malfunctions.

T he spacewalk was the first in 
C hiao and Sharipov’s mission. T he 
A m erican and the Russian are 3 1/2 
months into their six-m onth stay.

“H ello, space, my old friend,” 
C hiao, a veteran spacewalker, said 
as he exited.

B ecau se o f th e  grounding o f 
N A S A ’s sh u ttle  f lee t, the space 
sta tio n  has been  lim ited  to two 
residents instead of the usual three. 
As a result, no one wasUeft inside 
during the spacewalk, but ground 
con tro llers  kept w atch over the 
spacecraft, an increasingly common 
practice in the wake of the Colum ­
bia disaster two years ago.

C ontrollers did not get to see 
the start o f the spacewalk because

th e  cold  in terfered  w ith  a dish 
antenna on the space station. But 
the antenna soon warmed up in the 
sunlight, and live T V  images filled 
M ission C on tro l’s screens, though 
only sporadically.

T h e  German-m ade $10  m illion 
arm —  a 2 0 -in ch  device featur­
ing two jo in ts , two cam eras and 
a fingerlike pin at the end —  is a 
sm aller, sim pler version o f what 
engineers hope will lead to satel­
lite-repair robots in perhaps a few 
years.

For now, the ob jective is simply 
to see w hether the arm can move 
along a 28 -in ch  curved track and 
survive for a year in the vacuum 
o f space.

T h e  arm arrived on Christmas 
Day aboard a Russian supply ship 
along with much-needed groceries 
for the spacemen, whose food and 
water had been running so low that 
they had to be put on a diet.

T h ey  had a m on th  o f hearty  
eatin g  to b ee f up for the space- 
walk, which involved hauling the 
robotic arm and its platform over 
100 feet.

B ecau se o f th e  spacew alk, it

was a 2 0 -h o u r w orkday for th e  
astronauts, a flight rule v iolation 
but a situation that N A S A  consid­
ers occasionally unavoidable with 
only two people on board. Flight 
surgeons vouched for the crew ’s 
strength.

O nce they were back inside, the 
spacewalkers said that they were 
weary and stressed because of glove 
problems and that they had scraped 
their fingertips.

The Bush administration recently has 
reinstated the AP programs nation­
wide with a 73 percent increase in 
funding, bringing the budget to more 
than $51 million, according to the 
CNN Web site.

T h e  im provem ent o f th e  cor­
rid or in v o lv es  d ev e lo p in g  a 
d eta iled  p lan , an acq u isitio n  
strategy, and a streetscape and 
parking con cep t.

LeR oy said this area is the 
top priority  because it is the 
area w here th e  m ost chang e 
can  occur.

Som e underperform ing reta il 
outlets w ill be replaced w ith more 
upscale housing com plexes, such 
as town hom es, LeR oy said. R eta il 
w ill be con cen tra ted  at the m ajor 
in tersection s along the corridor, 
he said.

“It has to ch an g e,” LeR oy said. 
“L e t’s d irect the reta il to  where it 
can do best, and th a t’s at those key 
in tersec tio n s.”

M ayor Pro Temp Tom  M artin  
said  th e  c ity  c o u n c il se t aside 
several m illio n  dollars a few years 
ago to rep lace  w ater and sew er 
lines along 3 4 th  S tre e t. H e said 
the water and sewer lines are more 
th an  5 0  years old.

“T h e y  need  a to ta l re p la c e ­
m en t,” he said.

Part o f replacing the w ater and 
sewer lines would involve digging 
up the street and th en  replacing 
it. T h is  rep lacem ent would allow  
for a widening o f the street and for 
o th er im provem ents to be made 
w ith o u t ad d itio n al costs to  the 
city, M artin  said.

“H opefully, it will be a n ice , 
improved esp lanade,” he said.

A n o th e r  p rio rity  is c re a tin g  
a com p reh en siv e  neigh b orh o o d

co a litio n  to aid the rev italization  
p ro ject, LeR oy said.

He had to leave everything: his 
family, his friends —  everything he 
had known to attend college in a new 
country, all while attempting to play 
a Division I sport.

T h e  experience would excite  
some, but the list of challenges to 
overcome goes on; a new language.

new customs and paperwork are 
only a few.

However, senior Jakob Paulsen of 
the men’s tennis team at Texas Tech 
is living proof that it can be done.

Three years ago Paulsen overcame 
all the obstacles when he decided to 
leave his hom etow n in Idestrup, 
Denmark, to pursue his tennis career 
in the United States.

“You can ’t get that 
anywhere else.”

Paulsen, an advertising and mar­

keting major, began his career in 
the United States three years ago 
at Lamar University, a small 
college in Beaumont.

“The first semester 
was very difficult,” he 
said. “It was a whole 
new culture, whole 
new surroundings, 
but I really liked 
th e  p eople. I ’ve 
only been in Tex­
as, and everyone’s 
been really nice 
about helping me 
out.”

Tech m en’s tennis coach  Tim 
Siegel agreed going to school in a 
new country can be a difficult transi­
tion and one to which his team has 
become accustomed.

“It’s definitely an adjustment,” 
he said. “Seven out of my 11 play­
ers are foreign, but we try to make 
it as smooth and easy on them as 
we can.”

Before coming to Tech, Paulsen 
was named the Southland Confer­
ence freshman of the year, as well as 
the conference player of the year his 
sophomore season.

After arriving in Lubbock keep­
ing the acclamations coming did not 
take him long.

He was named the Big 12 Con­

fe re n ce ’s new com er o f the year 
last season, his first year as a Red 

Raider . Paulsen also was only 
the second player in Tech 

men’s tennis history 
to reach the N CA A  

tournament and 
fin is h e d  th e  
year ranked 49'*' 

' in the nation. 
Paulsen and 

Siegel both agree, 
w i t h  e n o u g h  
dedication and 
hard work, play­

ing professionally 
after Paulsen completes his education 
at Tech could be an option.

“It took some time for me to real­

Siegel said. “I’ve pushed him and 
tried to show him the strengths and 
weaknesses of his game, and he’s just 
got to continue to come out and work 
hard every day in practice and carry 
that attitude onto the court.”

Prosecutors con ten d  th a t in 
August, four players gave vodka to 
a 17-year-old girl at an off-campus 
Provo apartment. They showed the 
girl a pornographic m ovie, then 
raped her after she passed out, the 
prosecutors allege.

Karland Bennett, 19, Ibrahim 
Rashada, 18, and B .J. M athis, 18, 
and W illiam  Turner Jr., who is 18 
now but was 17 at the tim e, were 
indicted on charges o f aggravated 
sexual assault, dealing harm ful 
m aterial to a m inor, furnishing 
alcohol to a minor and obstruct­
ing justice.

Turner provided inform ation  
to prosecutors in exchange for an 
agreem ent that he would be tried 
as a minor.

T h e  four were suspended by 
BY U  for one year after the girl

made the allegations.
Skinner was never accused of 

participating in the alleged rape. 
A nother player, Antw aun Harris, 
was charged with making a false 
statem ent.

A fte r  th e  charg es were a n ­
n o u n ced  D ec . 2, S k in n e r  and 
Harris were suspended from the 
team.

S k in n er plans to jo in  spring 
football practice at Sam Houston 
State, a Division I-A A  school, and 
play next fall. He redshirted last 
fall and has four years of eligibility 
remaining.

Marlins move to 
left, land Delgado

M IAM I (A P) —  Those fans 
in the distant right-field bleachers 
at the Florida Marlins’ ballpark 
finally may catch some souvenirs 
from the home team, courtesy of 
Carlos Delgado.

Florida added much-needed 
left-handed power to the lineup 
Tuesday when the free-agent slug­
ger agreed to a $52 million, four- 
year contract. T he deal, which 
includes an option year making 
it potentially worth $64 million 
over five seasons, is contingent 
on Delgado’s passing a physical 
Wednesday, the Marlins said.

“I feel Florida offers me a real 
opportunity to win a champion­
ship, which is what I’m looking for 
at this stage of my career,” Delgado 
told a Puerto Rican newspaper, El 
V ocero. “This is a very talented 
team, very aggresive at the plate. 
They have a good combination of 
speed and power.”

T h e  M arlin ’s spacious park 
has long been considered espe­
cially tough on left-handed hitters. 
Their top lefty power hitter last 
season, Hee Seop Choi, hit eight 
home runs at home before being 
traded in July.

Florida figures Delgado should 
do better.

“W e studied every one of his 
home runs he hit last year,” owner 
Jeffrey Loria said. “Every one 
would have been out at our place, 
with the exception of one.”

Delgado, 32, hit 32 homers with 
99 RBIs in 2004. He also drew atten­
tion for protesting the U.S.-Iraq war 
by refusing to stand when “God Bless 
A m erica” was played at ballparks 
across the majors.

He hit at least 30 homers each of 
the past eight seasons in Toronto.

“He’s got numbers that are quite 
spectacular,” Loria said. “It’s always 
3 0  to 40-som eth ing  hom e runs, 
always 100-plus RBIs, and it’s a pres­
ence and a kind of person we like to 
have on this ballclub.”

W ith the agreement, the Marlins 
become perhaps the team to beat in 
the NL East.

They won the World Series in 
1997 and 2003, but still are seeking 
their first division title.

TTiey also want to win support for 
a new ballpark.

“W e’re about trying to be a very 
competitive ballclub, and the stadium 
will take care of itself in due time,” 
Loria said. “But Carlos certainly is not 
going to hurt that effort.”

Landing the most formidable left- 
handed power hitter in the Marlins’ 
12-year history took their richest per- 
season deal. Florida outbid the New 
York Mets, Texas and Baltimore.

TTie Mets also made a $52 mil­
lion, four-year offer, o f which $2 
million was the buyout of a fifth-year 
option. Delgado’s side calculated that 
in present-day value. New York’s 
offer was worth $30,000 more than 
Florida’s.

O n  M onday, before hearing

up re-injuring the ankle.
Owens was told after surgery that 

he had only an outside chance of 
returning for the Super Bowl, which 
was 6 1/2 weeks away at the time. 
But he rehabbed vigorously, hoping 
to help Philadelphia win its first NFL 
championship since 1960.

But after a checkup Tuesday in 
Baltimore, Myerson said that while he’s 
pleased with Owens’ recuperation, the 
operation requires a recovery period 
of eight to 10 weeks. Myerson added 
that any attempt to accelerate the 
rehabilitation process poses the same 
risk for injury.

Burkholder said Owens worked 
out on a treadmill when he returned 
to Philadelphia on Tuesday.

“We will continue to see whether 
he can jog and see how he does day in 
and day out, see if he can change direc­
tion,” Burkholder said Wednesday.

“If he passes all those tests, then 
we’ll start talking about practice time. 
Right now, the game isn’t even in 
our vision right now. If he has any 
setbacks in his rehab, then the whole 
idea of playing in the Super Bowl is 
probably off.”

In his first season with the Eagles 
after eight years in San Francisco, Ow­
ens led Philadelphia with 77 catches 
for 1,200 yards and 14 TDs.

Quarterback Donovan McNabb 
and other Eagles have said they don’t 
need Owens to beat the defending 
champion Patriots, who are 7-point 
favorites.

“We can win it without T.O. But, 
if he is there, we can win it with him 
and we are definitely going to try to 
win it without him,” McNabb said 
Monday.

“I think he will be back,” he added. 
“But, if he can’t be back, we have to 
continue this ship home.”

H e ’ll be  good,  I sw ear. In  
the ev en t o f this kind o f actio n  
again, relieve him  from  playing 
in the N B A . I doubt h e ’ll make 
the same m istakes, even  though 
history does have a tend ency to 
repeat itself.
