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Houston crack house
killer set to die today

HUNTSVILLE (AP) — Robert Dale
Rowell already had a slaying under his belt,
a fatal stabbing committed while in prison
on a robbery conviction, when a Harris
County jury decided he deserved to die for
shooting three people at a Houston crack
house, killing two of them and leaving a
third paralyzed.

Rowell, 50, faces lethal injection this
evening for the 1993 shooting spree that
left Raymond Mata, 38, and Irvin Wright,
52, dead. Mata’s wife, Angie Perez, was
seriously wounded.

He would be the 18th Texas prisoner
executed this year and the first of two on
consecutive nights this week. Condemned
inmate Shannon Thomas was to follow him
to the death chamber Wednesday night for
a triple slaying in Baytown on Christmas
Eve in 1993.

Perez said she heard a thumping sound
and screams from Wright's room. Wright,
investigators determined, had been badly
beaten with a claw hammer and was led into
the couple’s room. All three were herded
into a bathroom where they were shot in a
bathtub. Rowell then took a shower.

911 call backfires when
caller busted for pot

PALM SPRINGS, Calif. (AP) —
Ronald Meyers called police when he
heard suspicious noises outside his home.
He ended up in jail after officers saw
something suspicious inside the home:
an eight-foot tall pot plant and nearly
$100,000 of marijuana. ‘

Meyers summoned officers to his home
in an upscale neighborhood Thursday
morning, claiming that someone was try-
ing to open his windows and that he could
hear voices outside.

Officers found no burglar but asked
if they could check inside, said police
spokesman Sgt. John Booth. When
Meyers, 59, let them in, officers found
more than $100,000 worth of marijuana,
he said.

The stash included an eight-foot pot
plant, more plants growing in the garage
and harvested marijuana — some packed
into large plastic bags — stuffed in large
storage bins in a bedroom, Booth said.

Officers also found syringes and other
drug paraphernalia, he said.

Crossing Jordan: Rice
visits to offer sympathy

RAMALLAH, West Bank (AP)
— Secretary of State Condoleezza Rice
rearranged her travel schedule at the last
minute Monday to try to win a deal on
Israeli-Palestinian border issues.

While negotiations continued in
Jerusalem, Rice made a quick side trip to
Jordan to offer condolences for the more
than 50 people killed in terrorist hotel
bombings last week. She set a large yellow
and white wreath beside a temporary wall
erected in place of blown out glass at the
Radisson SAS hotel, where many of the
victims had been attending a Palestinian
wedding celebration. .

Rice said the United States and
Jordan will stand together against ter-
Torism. .

“There is no justification for the
wanton killing of innocents,” Rice said
before going inside the hotel to survey
the damage.

TOKYO (AP) — A strong earthquake
shook northern Japan early Tuesday, trigger-
ing a small tsunami that struck coastal towns
about 200 miles from the epicenter. There
were no immediate reports of damage.

The quake, with a preliminary magni-
tude of 6.9, hit at 6:39 a.m. (3:39 p.m. CST
Monday) and was centered off the east coast
of Japan’s main island of Honshu, according
to the U.S. Geological Survey and Japan’s

Tsunami waves of 12 and 19 inches hit

the city of Ofunato, and 4- to 12-inch
waves generated by the quake struck at
least four other towns in the area, the
agency said. Tsunami waves are often
barely noticeable in the ocean but can rise
to greater heights once they reach shore.

Ross Stein, a geophysicist with the
USGS in Menlo Park, Calif., said the swell
amounted to “a surfable tsunami.”

The quake hit at a depth of about 15
miles and was centered off the coast of
Sanriku in northern Japan, 330 miles east
of Tokyo, the USGS said.

Japan is one of the world’s most earth-

quake-prone countries because it sits atop

four tectonic plates. A powerful 7.2-magni-
tude earthquake shook northeastern Japan
in August, injuring at least 59 people, trig-
gering landslides, damaging buildings and
causing widespread power outages.

There was no destructive Pacific Ocean-
wide tsunami threat following Tuesday’s
quake, based on historical data, according
to the Pacific Tsunami Warning Center in
Ewa Beach, Hawaii.

However, earthquakes as large as Tues-
day’s can general local tsunamis capable of
causing destruction along coastlines within
60 miles of the epicenter, according to the
center.

Accused parent

BELLEVILLE, Ind. (AP) — A Pennsylva-
nia teenager suspected of killing his girlfriend’s
parents in an argument over her curfew was
captured in Indiana on Monday with the girl
in his car after a police chase that ended in
a crash. The 14-year-old girl was not hurt,
authorities said.

David Ludwig, 18, and Kara Beth Borden
were taken into custody around midday after
he crashed his parents’ car head-on into a tree
in Belleville, some 600 miles from where the
killings took place. . ;

Police were questioning Ludwig but had
not spoken with Kara. Because of her age, In-
diana and Pennsylvania law requires a relative,
guardian or attorney to be present.

Investigators said it was not immediately
clear whether the girl was abducted or went

Just like the cold fronts that seem almost
absent from this year’s fall season, flu season
has yet to strike the South Plains.

However, this does not mean West Texans
are in the clear as far as contracting influenza
goes, said Dr. Kelly Bennett, Medical Direc-
tor for Texas Tech Student Health Services -
located in Thompson Hall.

To help ward off the impending wave of
the flu virus, which should hit mid-December
and span until mid-February, students should
consider getting a flu shot, Bennett said.

Car burglary a problem locally;
officials see no apparent trends

Many Tech students go out
to take their mind off school, but
they do not expect to have added
stress because their vehicles are
broken into.

Kyle Buzzard, a junior public
relations major from Southlake;

After coming back from his
class, he said he discovered
someone apparently threw a rock
through one of his windows.

He said the suspect took am-
plifiers, stereos, subwoofers and
other types of audio equipment
out of his suburban. The equip-
ment, he said, was too large to be
concealed in the vehicle.

The incident, Buzzard said,
prompted him to purchase an
automobile alarm. He said the
police have no leads on the
person who broke in to the four
vehicles, but have continued
their investigation.

He said his insurance would pay
for a new window for his Chevrolet
suburban and may pay for new
audio equipment.

In addition to locking their ve-
hicles, Buzzard said students need
an alarm system.

“Get a car alarm and pray that
it does something good and scares
off people away from your: car,”
he said.

He said the credit card
was traced to Roswell, N.M.,
but the suspect has not yet been
found.

The casesstill is under investiga-
tion, he said.

The Tech: campus is not: the
only place in town that mightneed
more security. Some people have
gone to parking lots at bars and
clubs to break into vehicles.

Brandon Dunaway, general
manager of Blue Light Live, said
more cars in Lubbock’s Depot
Entertainment District have been
broken into during the last few
months, but there is not a specific
reason for the increase.

“I don’t think there is really
a reason for it,” he said. “It’s just
happened.”

At least two or three vehicles
in nearby parking lots have been
broken into during the last three
or four months; Dunaway said. The
burglary problem could be associ-
ated with more people coming to
the clubs at night:

With the winter break ap-
proaching, Seacrist said' vehicles
would need more security.

“It’s getting close to Christmas,”
he said. “Car burglaries are to in-
crease. Don’t leave anything out.”

Along with: locking their: ve>
hicles, he also suggested people
keep their valuable objects con-
cealed.

have access to the amount of flu
vaccine they would like.

If Lubbock clinics run out of
the flu shot, Warner said physicians
probably will begin to prioritize
their patients. Those at the highest
risk of contracting influenza, such
as the elderly and patients with
pre-existing medical conditions
like asthma, will have access to the
flu vaccine before the rest of the
general population.

If one cannot be vaccinated
against the flu, other simple precau-

tions can be taken to ward off the
virus, Warner said.

Eating a well-balanced diet
rich in vitamins and minerals, get-
ting plenty of sleep, and staying
hydrated are important to keep a
strong resistance to disease, War-
ner said.

“Plenty of sleep is important
because we have all read various
articles about how stress lowers your
resistance,” she said.

Frequent hand washing with
soap and warm water also is impor-
tant, Warner said. Experts recom-
mend scrubbing with soap and water
for at least 30 seconds to ensure the

removal of bacteria and any viruses
picked up on everyday objects such
as pencils and doorknobs.

“We often contaminate our
hands when we sneeze or cough,”
he said. “The point of washing your
hands is to ..
the viruses.”

The bottom line, Warner said,
is that practicing common-sense
hygiene is the key to fighting viruses
like influenza.

. physically remove

“You certainly wouldn’t want to
share mugs and cups during influ-
enza season,” he said.

Anyone with the resources to
get a flu shot probably shouls be vac-

cinated, Warner said. Students
going home for the Thanksgiving
holiday who are traveling outside
of Lubbock, where there has been
little flu activity thus far, may
encounter pockets of influenza
in other parts of the state and
country, get sick, and bring the
virus back to the Hub City.

“Maybe it’s not going to be a
bad influenza year,” he said. “We
don’t know.”

she said. “[s that it is available to all
people who qualify for Medicare.”

Minimum coverage under the
new benefit, known as Medicare Part

" D, requires a monthly premium of
$32. The plan carries a deductible of
$250. After the insured person pays
$3,600, then he or she must pay 5
percent of the additional costs for the
prescription drugs each time.

“How many plans do you know of
that pay 95 percent of the bill,” John-
son said. “Most people in their later
years who need prescription drugs
pay well over $3,600 in a year.”

Juanece Vickery from Lubbock

said the numbers don’t make sense.

“I don’t understand why the
deductible is so high,” Vickery said.
“How did they arrive at that number?
Is it the same for every body?”

Johnson said there is extra help
for any person who needs it.

“People with low income and
resources pay no premium or deduct-
ible, and have small or no co-pay-
ments,” Johnson said.

A person qualifies for “special
needs,” Johnson said, if their income
is less than $1,200 a month. A
couple must make less than $1,600
combined to qualify for the “special
needs.”

Johnson said Medicare and Social
Security have worked together to pay
for the “special needs.”

Johnson said the new Medicare
plan will decrease drug spending by
50 percent annually.

“The average person will save
about $1,100 per year,” she said.
“But these numbers do not include
extra help for people with limited
incomes.”

Enrollment for the benefit begins
today and ends May 15. A person
who is not eligible for Medicare until
February has a seven-month period
to enroll.

“If someone enrolls after May 15
they must pay a 1 percent penalty for
every month they were not covered
on the plan,” Johnson said. “So we
encourage people to enroll as soon
as possible.”

Johnson said Medicare Part D

offers many options.

“People need to learn what
their many options are so they can
take full advantage of the plan,”
she said. “We have provided all
the resources for people with help
chosing the correct options.”

Johnson told the crowd any-
one who needs help choosing
a plan can read the “Medicare
and You 2006 Handbook,” go
towww.medicare.gov, or call 1-
800-Medicare.

“Don’t be afraid to ask for
help,” Johnson said. “There is
more than enough help available
to you. We have hired hundreds of
new specialists whose only job is
to help you figure out which plan
is best for you.”

Information about the car was
broadcast to police statewide, Bursten
said, and troopers spotted it around
midday in Belleville.

Ludwig led them on a five-mile
chase at speeds of 90 to 95 mph.

Kara’s 13-year-old sister, Katelyn,
told investigators her parents were
shot after they argued with Ludwig
for about an hour, according to court
papers.

Katelyn said she saw Ludwig shoot
her father, and then ran into the

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bathroom, where she heard a second
shot, presumably the one that killed
her mother, court papers said. Ludwig
then ran through the house calling for
Kara, she told investigators.

The couple’s 9-year-old son ran to
the neighbors, who called 911.

Police late Sunday issued an ar-
rest warrant for Ludwig on charges of
criminal homicide and kidnapping.
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Stephanie Mannon, 16, said
Ludwig and Kara had been seeing
each other secretly. “Their parents
didn’t approve of them being
together” because of the age dif-
ference, she said. “It wasn’t because
he was a shady character, because
he wasn’t.”

Both Ludwig and Kara maintain
Web sites. Hers refers to interests in
soccer, art and her Christian faith;
his says he enjoys “having soft air
gun wars” and claims expertise in

programs for university

Progress with scholarship funds,
the Texas Tech campus in Spain
and a new application process for
the residence halls are a few ongoing
internal projects aimed to benefit Tech
students.

Michael Shonrock, vice president
of Student Affairs, said Barnes &
Noble has decided to donate $150,000
to the Student Government Associa-
tion’s $5 million scholarship fund.

The SGA has taken the initiative
to raise $5 million to give to students
with the “Paving the Way to Student
Success” campaign.

Shonrock said Barnes & Noble’s
donation is a “return of investment.”

“Obviously, the more you use the
local Barnes and Noble, the more we
can return to students,” he said.

A press conference for the schol-
arship fund is scheduled for Friday.
Shonrock said Tech President Jon
Whitmore and Chancellor Dr. David

money to be raised for the scholarship
fund during the winter break.

SGA President Nathan Nash
said he has been pleased with the
campaign’s progress. !

The scholarships, Nash said,
will provide more assistance to
students in need while rewarding
more students for their academic
achievements.

“If we can be that successful, hope-

While the SGA is trying to make

college life less expensive for students,
the university is trying to make college
education a more global experience.

Shonrock said he had just re-
turned from the opening of a new
Tech Center in downtown Seville,
Spain.

He said he hopes students will
have a better learning experience at
the new center, with new classrooms
and computer labs.

Nash, Shonrock and Casey Har-
mon, SGA internal vice president, all
attended the center’s opening. Nash
said the Seville Center is within 5
miles of buildings constructed cen-
turies ago.

He said the center is located near a
cathedral built in the ninth century.

“Everything around has a lot of
history. It’s really neat to have a Tech
center located in the center of all of
it,” he said. “I think the opportunity
Tech has for students in downtown
Spain is something to be proud of.”

Shonrock said students in Europe
can sign up for an International
S.0.S. plan where they can travel to
other centers on the continent and
utilize their services as long as they
are registered for classes.

The plan, he said, helps students
in case they get in an emergency situ-
ation and allows them to return to the
United States if necessary. He said the
policy is in effect 24 hours a day and
365 days a week.

He said students in Lubbock would
be facing changes, as well. A new
policy will limit application deadlines
for students planning to live in the
residence halls.

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Fighting to win in the war on drugs

Step No. 1 in the new battle plan: Legalize marijuana, tax sales

ile Congress, the president,
Liberals, Conservatives, and
the media are arguing about the

War on Terror, they're neglecting another
war that has been raging since the Nixon
administration, America’s War on Drugs.

We're not losing the fight against drugs,
nor are we winning. Instead, we’re sitting
in a 21st century trench warfare in drug
policy. The drug war needs revitalization,
a strong commitment to success and new,
unconventional ideas to achieve a long
overdue victory. ‘

Starting off, America should legalize
marijuana. I know, I know. I'm a right
wing, gun-toting, anti-abortion, racist,
woman hatin’ ultra-conservative, what
am I doing endorsing the legalization of
an illicit drug?

Quite frankly, it makes perfect sense,
and you can’t win the War on Drugs with-
out first decriminalizing marijuana posses-
sion in America. Now, don’t get me wrong
— I don’t smoke marijuana, never have
and never will. I think it's wrong, but that
shouldn’t keep Joe somebody who sits next
to me in history from doing so, especially
when it’s so economically advantageous for
the United States.

According to the National Survey on
Drug Use and Health, an estimated 96.7
million Americans (40.2 percent) have
tried marijuana; an estimated 25.4 million
(10.6 percent of the population) smoked
marijuana last year alone. If there’s one area
of which the United States government is
an expert, it’s taxation. Let’s suppose that
all 25.4 million of those people smoked
an average of five grams of marijuana
throughout the year.

If we estimate each gram of marijuana

costs $20, of which the government en-
forced a 25 percent per gram tax, the U.S.
government would have received an addi-
tional $635 million in revenue last year.
Legalization would not only increase
the U.S. pocketbook, but save money as
well. Last year, there were 1.7 million drug-
related arrests in America. Of that 1.7 mil-
lion, 771,605 were marijuana-related and

684,319 of those were for possession.

It would take a decade or two, but
once you've inoculated a whole generation
against drug use, you really can begin to
stamp out drugs in America.

While you continue various programs
in America, work has to be done abroad
to curb the amount of drugs available in

the United States. Currently, cartel lead-
ers essentially control Central and South
American countries through money. They
pay off political leaders, the military and
even local citizens to ensure their autonomy
and safety.

You see, fighting drugs is much different
from fighting terrorism and radical Islam.

Radical fundamentalists appeal to a
shared ideology, drug cartels appeal to
people’s wallets. That's how we can ap-
peal to those citizens; If money can buy
their support, then it’s our place to out
bid them.

When we begin towin the hearts and
minds of those people, the well of suicide
bombers, weapons, and cash to finance
terror begins to dry up and only then can
some form of victory be achieved.

When we whisk our captured en-
emies off to a secret location, to inter-
rogate them secretly and to hold them
indefinitely, we lose that battle to un-
dermine terrorism.

If the CIA cannot get good intelli-
gence to fight the war on terror or cannot
successfully undermine the enemy, they
cannot “provide knowledge and action
to ensure the national security of the
United States” nor “preserve American
life and ideals.”

La résistance: French riots
about race, not religion

ris is burning. Why?

ou'll hear talk from both:sides.

From the left about how these riots

are a justified outpouring of justifiable

rage and frustration with bigotry, fight the
powet, etc.

From the right about how the children
and grandchildren of African and Middle
Eastern immigrants, mostly Muslim, are a
generation of vipers — terrorist cells of the
New Europe.

This isso much bunk. This isn’t religious
in nature. And rioting sure as hell is never
justified.

What you are seeing here is something
simpler:

French society is not an immigrant’s
society. Americans have gotten so good
at bringing new people in from the cold,
we've forgotten how hard it is for everyone
else. Especially if you are like France, which,
for being an enlightened Western country,
is really, really bad at making any kind of
real change.

Here, an American isan American ifhe/
she believes in American ideals. A French-
man ... is, well, French. Hence the problem.
And the French don’t only like their French-
ness—which is hard to reconcile with being
an immigrant, or Muslim - but they like the
institutions they have come to recognize as
being Frencl:, such as a hideously inefficient
and bloated welfare state.

It s instructive, perhaps, instead of ask-
ing what has happened, asking what hasn’t
happened. What hasn’t happened? France
hasn'thelped employment. Since the 1970s,
The Wall Street Joumal reports, the U.S. has
created 57 million new jobs. Europe, only
four million — most of those, in government.
France hasn’t cut government spending and
stagnation.

The outpourings of the Fifth Republic
are responsible for about half of the GDP,
contrasted with 36 percent in America.
Because let’s face it: It’s hard to get a job in

France (especially with a dusky skin tone), -
but easy to stay in it with a mandatory short

workweek and early retirement. Which
is why everybody is so reluctant to create
new jobs, and hesitant to do away with any
new ones.

Even if the French were predisposed to
hire someone of Algerian heritage overaguy
who looked just like them, there wouldn’t be
enough chairs to go around. France hasn’t
employed its people: The latest youth job-
less rate is 23 percent (Europe’s neat-worst).
The overall jobless rate is 10 percent. In the
“sensitive urban zones” where the majority of
the rioters are living and currently burning,
unemployment nears 40 percent.

France hasn’t mended her cities. The
festering suburbs of Paris are a kind of apart-
heid beyond the dreams of the American
inner-city. Look down on a map of the City
of Light, and what do you see? Where are
the hotbeds of violence? Clichy-sous-Bois.
Montfermeil. Torcy. Le Queue-en-Brie.
Noisy-le-Grand. All are on the outside of the
Paris. As if an invisible wall girded the city.

Why didn't the French try to pierce that
wall? They can’t. Because France doesn’t
encourage the kind of small business, the
kind of entrepreneurship that not only
creates the majority of an economy’s jobs,
but is essential to immigrant integration
into civil society.

So France needs a more conservative
economic policy. But she also needs a liberal
social policy; France has no real equivalent
to our affirmative action, which can be
decried today because it’s been so successful
in the past. Compared to the United States
or United Kingdom. foreign faces are rare in
not only in French government, but also in
the boardroom and national news media.

Our Supreme Court, the least demo-
cratic of our branches, is staffed with
Catholics, Jews, and Americans of the Irish,
Italian and African persuasion — all groups
that at one time or another large segments
of the populace wanted booted out of the
counry.

We attack any notion of hyphenated
Americanism, but we forget what an inspired
compromise that is.

Here, you are able to balance fear of
losing your ancestral ways with your pride
at being a part of this country, to keep the
old world with the new.

France has no equivalent linguistic
middle ground for the French-born descen-
dants of the “newcomers.” You're either
“French” or an “immigrant.” No hyphen.
An awkward valley, to be sure — especially
if, say, your population consists of 5 million
to 6 million people of North African origin,
or 10 percent of the Fifth Republic.

If the idea of an upward push for dark-
colored faces up the socioeconomic ladder
is a saber rattle in the face of proper Gallic
identity, I suggest it is time for their notions
to change, and soon.

America assumes France is to the left of
them on everything. Amnesia. In the States,
we recognize that our identity as a country is
continually up for grabs.

France has an old-fashioned view of
what being French is: the official culture is
very top-down, very homogenizing. Here, it
took blood-drenched decades of Haymarket
and Draft riots to help us decide what con-
stituted a citizen of this country. We fought
a Civil War about it.

As freedom spreads through the world,
societies, as a necessity, must become
more open. Open markets, open minds
— and of course, open gates. Immigra-
tion is necessary and highly beneficial
to every great nation that’s embraced
it; but, you can’t have it both ways.
You can’t bring in foreign workers to do
your dirty work and not give their offspring
a slice of what they made. You can’t have
generations of workers kept from jobs and
from recognition because your economy’s
too immobile; your self-identity’s too narrow.
Grow up.

What is happening to the Republic of
France is shocking and unnecessary, but it is,
I think, natural. The sooner they make their
peace with the Open World, the better. The

times, they are a changin’.

(AP) — Only four teams in the
preseason Top 25 played the first
week and went a combined 7-0, so
there were very few changes Monday
in The Associated Press’ poll.

Wait two weeks.

Fifteen ranked teams will com-
pete in four early-season tourna-
ments over the next 11 days, and that
should cause plenty of movement:

Duke was again the runaway
No. 1, receiving 62 first-place votes
— one more than in the preseason
poll — and 1,788 points. That was
127 more than Texas, which again
was No. 1 on six ballots.

Connecticut held third, followed
by Michigan State, which dropped

Pamela Grundy did not grow up
dreaming hoop dreams and fantasiz-
ing about the Final Four. But her role
in women'’s basketball has now been
inked, published and hit the shelves
in August.

Grundy, along with her free-
lance sports writing neighbor Susan
Shackelford, have penned a book.
“Shattering the Glass: The Remark-
able History of Women’s Basketball,”
chronicles the history of women’s
basketball from the 1890s to the
present.

“I think basketball is a wonder-
ful game because it is a democratic
game,” Grundy said. “Anyone can
play it.”

Grundy and Shackelford started
the book three years ago. They in-
terviewed more than 50 people for it,
including a few Olympic athletes.

“I think Title IX has done a lot for
the sport,” Grundy said. “The Lady
Raiders would not be here if it was
not for Title XI.”
