‘Speaking at the law school’s first Sandra Day
O’Connor Distinguished Lecture Series, Lubbock Mayor
David Miller declared it Sandra Day O’Connor Day
in Lubbock in honor of the U.S. Supreme Court’s first
female justice, who served on the court from her appoint-
ment in 1981 to her retirement in 2006.

“If I had known this was Sandra Day O’Connor Day
when [ got up today, there’s no telling what I might have
done,” O’Connor said.

In her approximately half- hour lecture to an audi-
ence largely composed of Tech law students and faculty
members, O’Connor discussed the global rolé of a judi-
ciary in democracy and law in the 21st century, citing
examples of Jim Crow laws and government internment
for Japanese Americans during World War II as examples
of how democratically elected govemments can repress
minorities.

“Nearly every democracy has faced the challenge of
unfair rules applied by majority groups to minorities,”

-she said. “That’s why a second component of the rule of
law — a fair, impartial and independent judiciary — is

Study first to show comprehensive college student health

A new study from the Univer-
sity of Minnesota claims to be the
first comprehensive survey of col-
lege-student health in the U.S.

The 2007 College Student
Health Survey Report took data
from 9,931 Minnesota college stu-
dents on topics including mental
health, physical health, financial
health and sexual health.

Although the data was col-
lected from participants within
Minnesota, the findings reflect
national health trends for college
students, said Dr. Ed Ehlinger,
director and chief health officer
of the University of Minnesota’s
Boynton Health Service, in a
press release from the university.

“The health survey that we did
with these 14 schools really looks
at all of the health behaviors
that affect college students on
campus and in the community,”
Ehlinger said. “We look at some
of the things that people may
not recognize as health issues,
like screen time with computers

and television or credit card debt -

or sleep.”

Of the students surveyed, 28.7
percent reported excessive use of
computers, TV and the Internet,
according to the press release,
and 41.8 percent of those said the
activity affected their academic
performances.

“With computers and TV,
video, all of the various handheld
devices, people are spending a
lot more time in there, and we’re
noticing that it affects their
physical health, but it also affects

their academic achievement and
it affects their mental health,”
Ehlinger said. “As we look at the
amount of screen time they have,
it really relates to how obese they
are. The more screen time you
have, the more obese you are.”

About 38.5 percent of the
respondents are considered to
be in the overweight, obese or
extremely obese categories.

“I don’t think it’s a big prob-
lem at (Texas) Tech,” said Will
McAdoo, president and peer
health educator for Impact Tech
and a senior political science
major from Midland. “You hear
about the ‘freshmen 15,” but most

students I've talked to have lost
weight their first semester. I'm not
sure about Tech, but I don’t think
it’s that high.”

Of the respondents, 70.5 per-
cent reported drinking alcohol
within 30 days prior to filling out
the survey, and 37.1 percent said
they had engaged in high-risk
drinking within two weeks prior
to the survey.

“Seventy percent seems kind
of high, but I would probably
agree (it is a similar percentage
at Tech),” said Kyle L. Martin,
public relations person and peer
health educator for Impact Tech
and a sophomore molecular bi-

you're participating in high-risk
drinking or you can’t control
yourself.” :

Of. the students, 6.8 percent
said they had used illicit drugs at
some time in their lives.

“That sounds about right,”
Martin said. “From what ['ve
experienced as a (community ad-
viser), it’s a pretty low number.”

About 27.1 percent said they
had been diagnosed with a men-
tal health illness within their
lifetimes, and 15.7 percent said
the diagnosis came within the
past year. Depression and anxiety

were the two mental-health diag-
noses most frequently .reported,
comprising 18.5 percent and
13.3 percent of the respondents,
respectively.

“Especially when exams come
up, that’s a pretty close number,”
McAdoo said. “Some students
don’t put two and two together.
They take care of their physi-
cal health but not their mental
health.” ‘

About 22.4 percent of female
respondents reported experi-
encing sexual assault, with 6.8
percent saying their assaults had
happened within the past year. Of
the male respondents, 4.9 percent
said they had been sexually as-

saulted, with 1.9 percent in the

past year.
“Usually sexual assault hap-
pens in a high-risk situation, with

_drinking or other activities,” Mar-

tin said, “and it’s usually someone
you know.” .

Approximately 77.6 percent
of students report being sexu-
ally active at some point in their
lifetimes, with 72.1 percent being
sexually active within the past
year. Of those, 78.5 percent said
they had either zero or one sexual
partner within the last month.

“A high percentage of stu-
dents who are sexually active do
practice monogamy,” Martin said.
“Promiscuity does happen, but
it’s far less (frequent) than some
people think. Most students are
monogamous.”

Approximately one-third of
the students reported having
some level of credit card debt
during the past month, and, for
57.8 percent of those, the debt

totals $1,000 or more.

About 9.4 percent of the
students said they lack health
insurance. Students between the
ages of 18 and 24 years old were
more likely to have insurance
than students who were 25 to 29
years old.

“When you’re 18 to 24, most
companies will still let you be on
your parents’ insurance,” McAdoo
said. “In that next age group, you
get dropped, and then you’re more
likely to be uninsured than to get
your own insurance.”

One-fourth of students re-
ported using either a smoked or
non-smoked tobacco product
within 30 days prior to filling out
the survey.

“We’re finding that tobacco
use rates have steadily declined
since the late 1990s when we

-put together a huge effort to re-

duce tobacco use among college
students,” Ehlinger said. “Daily
smoking rates have gone from
about 10 percent down to about
3 percent.”

Ehlinger said these findings are
important for universities to pay
attention to because the results
show a deeper link between the
students’ behaviors and their per-
formance in the classroom.

“A lot of these behaviors that
students engage in, a lot of the
stressors that they have, a lot of
the health problems that they
have interfere with their aca-
demic achievement,” he said. “It
affects their attendance in class,
it affects their success on exams,
and it does affect their grade point
average.”

U.S. military says Iraq violence down 55 percent

since U.S. surge, but Iran’s role remains unclear

BAGHDAD (AP) — Violence
is down 55 percent in Iraq since a
U.S.-Iraqi security operation began
this summer, U.S. officials said
Sunday, even as at least 15 Iragis
were reported killed in bombings
and shootings.

The dead included three chil-
dren who were killed as they gath-
ered around American troops who
were handing out toys and sports
equipment.

The officials cautioned it was
too early to credit Tehran with
the recent lull in overall violence,
despite recent optimism that Iran
was stemming its support for Shiite
militia fighters.

“It’s unclear to us what role the
[ranians might have had in these
developments, if any,” said Philip
Reeker, a spokesman for the U.S.
Embassy in Baghdad, at a news
conference in the U.S.-guarded
Green Zone.

“It’s difficult to read trends in
reductions,” he said. “To draw direct
lines from that data — to say that
there are fewer attacks and conclude
that there’s a particular reason for
it. Vis-a-vis Iran’s action, that is
something we’re not yet prepared
todo.”

Washington has accused Iran of
training, arming and funding Shiite
extremists inside Iraqg. But in recent
weeks, U.S. officials have said Teh-
ran appears to have halted the flow
of arms across its border into Iraq.

New attacks underscored the
continuing security threats facing
Iraqgis.

A parked car bomb exploded in

a predominantly Shiite area in cen-
tral Baghdad, killing at least seven
people, wounding 12 and damaging
several cars and stores, police said.

A deputy finance minister who
was the intended target of the attack
escaped injury, police said, but two
guards were wounded.

Nationwide, police reported at
least 15 people killed in attacks
including three children hit by a
roadside bomb that exploded as they
gathered around U.S. soldiers dis-
tributing toys and sports equipment
in a playground west of Bagouba.

Overall, attacks in Iraq have
fallen 55 percent since nearly 30,000
additional U.S. reinforcements ar-
rived in Iraq by June, said Rear Adm.
Gregory Smith, a U.S. military
spokesman. Some areas are at their
lowest levels of violence since the
summer of 2005, he said.

[raqi civilian casualties are down
60 percent across the country since

June, and the figure for Baghdad

was even better — 75 percent,
Smith said.

Nevertheless, the U.S. military
said several rocket and mortar
barrages hit U.S. bases in Baghdad
overnight.

“The fight we're up against has
not gone away. Today’s mortar and
rocket attacks demonstrate that the
enemy has the capacity to wage vio-
lence,” Smith said. “We’re working
our ‘way through those attacks and
the level of damage.”

He said Iranian interference
continued to be a problem for Iraq’s
stability.

“Make no doubt...Iran has been

the principle supplier of weapons,
arms, training and funding of many
militia groups,” Smith told report-
ers. “That has not changed.”

Smith said “a large number of
Iranian weapons still exist here
in Iraq” and how much Iran has
stopped “training, equipping, fi-
nancing and resourcing has yet to
be witnessed or determined on the
battlefield, but the trends are going
in the right direction.”

Meanwhile, the Iranian Foreign
Ministry on Sunday urged the Iraqi
government not to follow up on the
U.S. accusations.

“Since the beginning, the Unit-
ed States has raised baseless accu-
sations against Iran,” Mohammad
Ali Hosseini, a Foreign Ministry
spokesman, told reporters.

On Saturday, Iragi government
spokesman Ali al-Dabbagh said
Iran was now limiting its support to
fighters in Iraq, and urged Tehran
and the U.S. to take advantage
and hold a new round of talks on
improving the situation in the
country.

Since May, Iran, the U.S. and
Iraq have held three rounds of talks
in Baghdad.

Reeker said Sunday that he
expected another round of talks
soon, but no date had been set.
“That channel remains open,” he
told reporters.

Reeker said future talks would
address Washington’s “concerns
with Iranian activities that detract
from security in Iraq.”

Also Sunday, Iragi police said
bombs planted along Iraq’s roads

and in a parked car killed at least
four people in separate attacks.

Explosives hidden in a parked
car went off around 11 a.m. near
an Iraqi police patrol in Mosul,
killing three civilian bystanders and.
wounding at least 16 people, ac-
cording to police Brig. Mohammed
al-Wagga. Five of those wounded
were policemen, he said.

The blast caused damage to
retail shops in the Dawasa neigh-
borhood, and about 15 cars were
burned, al-Wagga*said. Mosul
lies about 225 miles northwest of
Baghdad.

Farther south in Tikrit, a mostly
Sunni Muslim town 80 miles north
of Baghdad, a bomb exploded inside
a police station, killing one police-
man and wounding two others,
according to police and doctors at
a nearby hospital.

The officers had discovered the
bomb on a downtown street and
thought they had defused it, police
said.  Afterward, they brought the
bomb to a station for further ex-

- amination, and it exploded.

In Baghdad, a roadside bomb ex-

ploded near a gas station as people

were lining up to buy fuel at the
start of the work week. Three civil-
ians were wounded, police said.

About half an hour earlier,
another roadside bomb struck
an American military patrol in a
northeastern section of the Iragi
capital, police said. The U.S. mili-
tary confirmed the attack, saying
an American vehicle was damaged
and that there were no reports of
casualties.

Despite international outcry, world’s

electronic waste still ends up in China
GUIYU, China (AP) — The

air smells acrid from the squat gas
burners that sit outside homes,
melting wires to recover copper and
cooking computer motherboards
to release gold. Migrant workers in
filthy clothes smash picture tubes by
hand to recover glass and electronic
parts, releasing as much as 6.5 pounds

where safety rules drive up the cost
of disposal, it’s as much as 10 times
cheaper to export the waste to de-
veloping countries. In China, poor
migrants from the countryside will-
ingly endure the health risks to earn a
few yuan, exploited by profit-hungry
entrepreneurs. :

International agreements and
European regulations have made a
dent in the export of old electron-
ics to China, but loopholes — and
sometimes bribes — allow many to
skirt the requirements. And only
a sliver of the electronics sold get
returned to manufacturers such as
Dell and Hewlett Packard for safe
recycling.

Upwards of 90 percent ends up
in dumps that observe no environ-
mental standards, where shredders,
open fires, acid baths and broilers
are used to recover gold, silver, cop-
per and other valuable metals while
spewing toxic fumes and runoff into
the nation’s skies and rivers.

Accurate figures about the shady
and unregulated trade are hard to
come by. However, experts agree that
it is overwhelmingly a problem of
the developing world. They estimate
about 70 percent of the 20-50 million
tons of electronic waste produced

~globally-each~year-is-dumped-in
China, with most of the rest going to
India and poor African nations.

For five years, environmentalists

the danger to Chinese workers
who dismantle much of the world’s
junked electronics. Yet a visit to this
southeastern Chinese town regarded
as the heartland of “e-waste” disposal
shows little has improved. In fact, the
problem is growing worse because of
China’s own contribution.

China now produces more than
1 million tons of e-waste each year,
said Jamie Choi, a toxics campaigner
with Greenpeace China in Beijing.
That adds up to roughly 5 million
television sets, 4 million fridges, 5
million washing machines, 10 mil-
lion mobile phones and 5 million
personal computers, according to
Choi.

“Most e-waste in China comes
from overseas, but the amount of
domestic e-waste is on the rise,”
he said. '

I appreciate his drawing our attention to this issue and to the
fact that, while we have many excellent centers and organizations
on campus, we must strive for them to have a positive impact and to
help develop our university into one that is better and stronger than
it is today.

We at the Vietnam Center are proud to be a part of the Tech family
and are trying to address the very issue Mr. Hanson raises.

At the request of Provost William Marcy and consistent with
Chancellor Kent Hance’s plans for our university, the Vietnam Center
has begun conducting recruiting seminars in Vietnam to help attract
Vietnamese students to our university. We conducted our first recruit-
ing seminars in June 2007 at five principal cities in that country and
it has already yielded a modest number of new Vietrlamese students
to OUT Campus.

We will continue to conduct these seminars each year with the
expectation that we will attract many more students from this beauti-
ful country.

In addition, the Vietnam Center is working closely with the govern-
ment of Vietnam and universities and colleges throughout Vietnam to
see if we can attract even more students to Tech through their various
study abroad scholarship programs. Vietnam wants to increase the
number of professional degree holders within its national borders by
20,000 master of arts and doctorate degrees by 2020 — almost exclu-
sively through education at universities overseas. Vietnam has set aside
nearly 200 million U.S. dollars to support this initiative and will be
sending ever-increasing numbers of students to the U.S., Europe and
elsewhere. It is our hope that by building on the long-standing rela-
tionships already established by the Vietnam Center and by providing
Vietnam’s students with modest financial incentives to help defray
expenses, Vietnamese students will choose Tech over other universities
in the U.S. and elsewhere. Perhaps this will contribute constructively
to more diversity on our campus — and maybe our students will bet-
ter understand that Vietnam is a nation and people with a rich and
wonderful culture and history — and not just a war.

Bible is true,-many people
don’t want it to be true because
they simply don’t like its content.
However, many of the objections
people have to the Bible are based
on misunderstandings and taking
verses out of context.

One misconception is that the
Bible degrades women. People
who use the Bible as a tool against
women take verses out of context
and use them for their own ma-
nipulative means. While I won't
deny that there are occurrences of
women being degraded in the Bible,
such occurrences are not presented
positively.

Throughout most of human
history, women wrongfully have
been considered inferior to men. In
contrast to this, the Old Testament
has stories about strong women who
did great things. Deborah was a
judge, the head leader of all of the
Jewish' people at one time. Ruth
and Esther were faithful to God
and have books of the Bible named
after them.

In the New Testament, Jesus
treated women in a way that went
against the culture of the time. He
spent time with women, revealed
great truths to them and included
them in his ministry team.

Paul, who wrote half the New
Testament, sometimes is consid-
ered a misogynist because of some
misunderstood verses. However,
he wrote this powerful message
of equality: “There is neither Jew
nor Greek, slave nor free, male nor
female, for you are all one in Christ
Jesus.” (Galatians 3:28) He meant
we shouldn't get stuck on labels
but focus on what was important,
a community working together
in love.

Another source of complaints
against the Bible is the Old Testa-
ment wars. Again, understanding
some of the context is helpful.
When the world was comprised of
small tribes and a few kingdoms,
war was a way of survival. Some-
times war kept the Jewish people
from merging with tribes that
followed other gods or committed
evil-like child sacrifices.

It is also helpful to remember
that in the Old Testament, many
of the stories are presented without
full explanation. The heroes didn’t
always make good choices. They fell
to sin, just like anyone else. Yet,
their desire to seek and grow in God
helped change their lives.

The Bible is clear that God is

the source of love and all good-

ness. “God wants all men to be
saved and to come to a knowledge

ible content

of the truth.” (1 Timothy 2:4) If we
read something that sounds like God
is not loving, it means that we don’t
understand it correctly and should
seek better understanding.

Another topic that frustrates mod-
ern readers is the way in which many
Old Testament laws seem strange or
unjust. Scholars divide these laws
into three types: Civil laws, which
work in the context of their time,
are governmental, like speed limits,
regulations, crime and punishment.
Ceremonial laws are traditions, special
ways of doing things or holidays to
celebrate. Then there are moral laws,
like the Ten Commandments, which
stand forever, defining the truth of the
difference between good and evil.

Jesus said, “The most important
commandment is this: Love the
Lord with all your heart and with all
your soul and with all your mind and
with all your strength, and love your
neighbor as yourself.” (Matthew 12:
29-31a)

There is one issue in the Bible
that certainly does not support today's
tolerant views. Sin never will be
acceptable. The root cause of sin is
usually selfishness. The Bible calls
everyone to step up from our self-
centered ways, care more about others,
seek deep — rather than temporary
— happiness. The Bible is not just a
list of rules about how to be good. It
teaches a transformation from old to
new, given by the sacrifice and forgive-
ness in Jesus’ death.

Because the Bible has been around
for many years, it has been questioned
and critiqued over and over. If you
have a question about it, you can be
sure someone has asked it before and
many people have tried to answer it.

These defenses are only a brief
synopsis. To fully explore objections
and gain a better understanding re-
quires research and patience. My aim
is to raise doubt and questions against
assumptions people make about the
Bible. There is a wealth of resources
on the Bible by scholars, historians,
archeologists, lawyers, religious leaders
and many others.

Don’t read the Bible if you are not
willing to be offended. Read it if you
can handle being challenged. And
read it to change your life.

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NEW YORK (AP) — Six-year-
old Oscar Jimenez Jr. was beaten to
death in California, then buried
under fertilizer and cement. Two-
year-old Devon Shackleford was
drowned in an Arizona swimming
pool. Jayden Cangro, also 2, died
after being thrown across a room
in Utah.

In each case, as in many others
every year, the alleged or convicted
perpetrator had been the boyfriend
of the'child’s mother — men thrust
into father-like roles which they

Abuse higher as more children live without 2 parents

tragically failed to embrace.

Every case is different, every
family is different. Some single
mothers bring men into their lives
who lovingly help raise children
when the biological father is gone
for good.

Nonetheless, many scholars
and front-line caseworkers inter-
viewed by The Associated Press see
the abusive-boyfriend syndrome
as part of a broader trend that
deeply worries them. They note an
ever-increasing share of America’s

children grow up in homes without
both biological parents, and say
the risk of child abuse is markedly
higher in the nontraditional family
structures.

“This is the dark underbelly of
cohabitation,” said Brad Wilcox, a
sociology professor at the Univer-
sity of Virginia. “Cohabitation has
become quite common, and most
people think, ‘What's the harm?
The harm is we're increasing a
pattern of relationships that’s not
good for children.”

BAGHLANI-JADID, Afghani-
stan (AP) — Up to two-thirds of the
77 people killed and 100 wounded
in a suicide bombing last week were
hit by bullets from visiting lawmak-
ers’ panicked bodyguards, who fired
on a crowd of mostly schoolchildren
for up to five minutes, a preliminary
U.N. report says.

victims were hit by gunfire, but an
Afghan official in Baghlan province
told The Associated Press that
bodyguards were “raining bullets”
on the crowd.

The suicide bomb contained ball
bearings, the Interior Ministry said,
which may have caused wounds that
look like bullet holes.

An Afghan doctor who treated
patients after the Nov. 6 blast,

meanwhile, told the AP that a high-
ranking government official told
him not to publicly reveal the num-
ber of gunfire victims, suggesting a
possible government cover-up.

Separate teams of U.N. investi-
gators have uncovered conflicting
information about the number of
people hit by gunfire and are trying
to reconcile the differences, accord-
ing to two Western officials.

CHICAGO (AP) — Amid the
search for a former police officer’s
fourth wife, a renowned patholo-
gist said Saturday he has examined
a previous wife’s exhumed remains
and determined she was killed.

Former New York City chief
medical examiner Dr. Michael
Baden said he analyzed Kathleen
Savio’s remains at the request of

her relatives, who disagree with an
earlier ruling that her death was an
accident. He concluded she died
after a struggle, and her body was
placed in the bathtub where. she
was found.

“I'm convinced she was the
victim of a murder. ‘Who done it’ is
up to the police to resolve,” Baden
said in a telephone interview.

Results of a separate, official
autopsy will not be available for
several days, authorities said.

A coroner’s jury initially ruled
that Savio’s 2004 death was an
accidental drowning. But now,
with Drew Peterson’s fourth wife
missing for more than two weeks,
authorities are re-examining the
circumstances of Savio’s death.

McCain said Romney and Giu-
liani can run their own campaigns,
but he won't follow their example.
“If people think iddulging in
personal ‘attacks'and disparaging
people’s character is a way to get the
nomination and win an election, 'm
not their guy,” McCain said. “I'm
sure they can find somebody else.”

Earlier Saturday, McCain called
for the reimportation of prescription
drugs from Canada as a way to bring
health care costs under control.
Speaking to reporters about a mile
from the Canadian border in Ver-
mont, McCain said high drug prices
account for too much of the cost of
health care and drugs from Canada
could result in a 16 to 60 percent
discount. .

“Drug companies and the lobby-
ists they pay in Washington want to
keep your drug prices high. Obvi-
ously, [ want them to be affordable,”
McCain said, returning to his criti-
cism of how Washington works.

Until drugs are cheaper, the cost
of health care is going to skyrocket,
helping to bankrupt Medicare and
Medicaid, McCain said.

At a town hall-style meering at
Dartmouth College in Hanover,
McCain was challenged by a stu-
dent over some of his remarks about
Muslim beliefs.

“The world’s oil supply lies in
the hands of some very unpleasant
people: Mr. Chavez down in Venezu-
ela; Putin in Russia; the president of

While lightning fills the
hall, the grotesque Grendel ruth-
lessly murders dozens of men by
slamming them against walls and
tearing them in half. My jaw was
on the floor the entire time. It's the
most amazing animation sequence
I've ever seen.

It’s so fun watching how Zem-
eckis uses 3-D; it’s almost hard to
remember to pay attention to the
other aspects of the film. While
the story deviates from the poem,
this isn’t meant to be a stirring
dramatic feature, it’s meant to be
fun, and that's what it is.

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Women'’s X-country prepares for national meet

With winning comes responsibility, and
four-time national champion Sally Kipyego
has a lot of both.

“P'm really, really nervous compared to last
year,” she said of going to the NCAA Cross
Country Championship again. “I'm under
pressure a little bit because the fact [ won last
year, and [ want to go back this year and defend
that national title.”

Winning is nothing new for Kipyego,
who has won 11 consecutive cross country
races since enrolling at Texas Tech in 2006
as a sophomore transfer from South Plains
College.

Kipyego’s national titles came in the
2006-07 season in several categories: Cross
country, 3,000-meter run and 5,000-meter run
in indoor track, and the 10,000-meter run in
outdoor track.

She will try to defend her cross country title
when the No. 24 Texas Tech women’s cross
country team races in the NCAA Champion-
ships for the second consecutive year at 12:55

“I think we're in a great spot,” Tech coach
Jon Murray said. “We’re ranked 24th in the
nation right now, so those expectations are
not very high. We can go in there relaxed and
healthy and just run hard, and good things
will happen.”

Tech is among seven Big 12 Conference
teams to qualify for the meet. Despite Tech
placing fifth at the NCAA Mountain Regional
meet, the Division | Men’s and Women’s Track
and Field Committee selected Tech as one of
the 13 additional at-large teams after Tech put
together asolid resume during its regular season
races, in which Tech defeated teams outside of
its Mountain Region, earning the Red Raiders
points toward nationals.

“We accomplished what we wanted to do,”
Murray said of the team earning a national
championship berth. “It shows the strength of
our region, with us being fifth and still being
able to go to nationals with an at-large (bid).”

Kipyego said as she stood at the finish line
at the regional meet, the early results indicated
the Red Raiders had placed high enough for an
automatic bid.

A few seconds later, Kipyego noticed
what has been Tech’s weakness in several

races this season.

“When I finished and I saw the girls finish-
ing, I knew we were running good,” Kipyego
said. “I was almost positive we were going to be
second, but when I looked at the board, we were
going down to fifth, everyone was thinking,
‘What happened? I just think it was the gap
between No: 1 and (No.) 5; it was the biggest
gap between (No. 1) and (No. 5) all season.”

Tech’s first appearance at nationals in
school history came in 2006 when Kipyego
won the school’s first NCAA cross country
individual title, leading the Red Raiders to a
surprising sixth-place finish as the No. 13 team
in the nation. The win included knocking off
seven teams of higher rank.

Murray said the team persevered through a
lot during the regular season, and with Kipyego,
Irene Kimaiyo and Gladys Kipsang earning
All-Region honors, he believes this team could
surprise the nation once again.

“We can have some similar results that we
had last year,” he said. “We may not have the
same depth that we had last year, but they've
worked really hard. Our top three are as strong
asor stronger than they were last year, especially

Kipyego finished the 2006 national race in
20 minutes, 11.1 seconds, while Irene Kimaiyo
finished in 21:06.3, placing her ninth in the
national race, which Kimaiyo thought would
be her last.

“It’s my third time going to nationals,”
Kimaiyo said, “and the expectations this time
around are really high especially for me; I want
to do better than what I've been doing the
previous years, and it’s really exciting.”

The NCAA granted Kimaiyo an extra year
of eligibility during the offseason, which gave
her a chance to re-live the emotions heading
into nationals.

“I think its nervousness and excitement,”
she said. “You get to the starting line and you
think, ‘This is the best of the best you're com-
peting against.”

This is Kimaiyo's third consecutive year to
qualify for nationals; in 2005, she ran a time of
22:06.4 to place 200th.

“We surprised a lot of people last year, and
[ think we can do it again,” Kipyego said of her
team’s chances. [ just hope that we go there
and have fun and at the same time represent
the school.”

GET READY FOR

After a season of turbulence, the
Texas Tech defense was at an all-time
high after its performance against No.
3 Oklahoma.

The Tech defense had a grip on
one of Oklahoma’s focal offense
points: the running game. The Red
Raiders allowed 3.1 yards per carry
from the Sooners. This allowed the
Red Raider offense to grab a lead and
build on it, resulting in a 34-27 win.

“That’s probably the best defensive
performance ['ve seen from those
guys,” Tech quarterback Graham
Harrell said of his teammates. “They
played well this year, but you take the
first touchdown that the offense gave
them off the board, it’s really impres-
sive. They did unbelievable. They did
a great job. They played big all night.

No way we could ve won without
those guys, that’s for sure.”

Some of the Red Raiders’ blggest
plays of the game came from the de-
fense, as Tech forced two turnovers: an
interception and a fumble recovery.

After a sub-par performance
against Texas in which the Red
Raiders allowed 551 yards of total
offense to the Longhorns, Tech held
the Sooners to 176 yards through
three quarters.

Tech finished the game with nine
pass breakups as Oklahoma was unable
to produce a significant amount of of-
fense until the end of the game.

Other key players on the defense
included sophomore defensive tackle
Rajon Henley, who finished the game
with four tackles and a sack.

The Red Raider defensive line
compiled two sacks for 17 yards,
the other sack coming from Daniel
Howard.

“It was a real good win for us,”
Henley said: “This was the seniots’
last game, and we really wanted to

come out and win for them. (Interim
defensive coordinator Ruffim McNeill)
kept it down to three things: D-line at-
tack, Linebackers come downhill, DBs
just basically do your job. We went out
there and did it — and executed.”

The Red Raider defense’s season
has gone through many stages, includ-
ing a change of defensive coordinator
-------- from Lyle Setencich to McNeill.

Tech changed coordinators after a
performance against Oklahoma State
in which the Red Raiders allowed
three 100-yard rushers.

Since then, Tech has held every
team below its season average in yard-
age offensively, except Texas.

McNeill said he has no idea if
Tech'’s performance against Oklahoma
is the highest point in his tenure as
defensive coordinator because he.is
simply proud of his players.

“I don’t know; you have to ask
the boss man about that,” McNeill
said about his tenure: “1 was proud
of the boys. They worked hard. You
got a group of guys who are growing
together. You'll have ups and downs.
Every play was a plus. In football, it’s
pluses and minuses; 300 gets you in
the Baseball Hall of Fame, three out
of 10. We can’t afford that here. I was
proud of the kids; I was proud of the
effort this week.”

Although Tech coach Mike Leach
said the upset over No. 3 Oklahoma
was a team effort, the most influen-
tial factor in this game was on the
defensive end.

“T thought it was the ultimate
team effort,” he said. “There were
huge contributions by defense, huge
contributions by special teams and
huge contributions by offense. I think
it was a game won together. I thought
this day that the Tech defense was the
biggest factor in this game.”

recovered a fumble off OU's Allen
Patrick. Oklahoma quarterback
Sam Bradford suffered a concussion,
making the tackle.

Tech held the Sooners to those
seven points for much of the first
half, while Harrell and the offense
stretched their lead to 27-10 before
halftime.

Harrell finished the game and
the regular season with 5,298 yards
passing, becoming the second quar-
terback in Tech’s history, behind
B.J. Symons, to throw for more than
5,000 yards in a season.

The Red Raiders found a spark
from freshman receiver Michael
Crabtree, who ended the 2007
regular season similar to the way
he started it.

In his 10th game receiving for
more than 100 yards, Crabtree fin-
ished with 12 catches for 154 yards
and one touchdown.

With 5:25 remaining in the first
quarter, Crabtree caught a slant
across the middle and made several

Sooners miss tackles on his way
to a 60-yard catch and run. The
officials initially ruled the catch a
touchdown, but after a review of
the play, they determined he went

out of bounds at the 1-yard line.
Harrell then punched it in from one
yard out, giving Tech its first lead of
the game.

“I put my feet under,” Crabtree
said. “I should've dived. They
should've gave me that touchdown.
[ was kind of disappointed. (I'm
not) worried about it; Graham got
it in.”

After allowing 283 yards on the
ground to Texas, Tech kept OU to
106 rushing yards, 77 coming in the
first half.

Through three quarters, Tech
allowed 13 points from the Sconers,
opening the door for the offense to
take substantial leads throughout
the game.

Tech coach Mike Leach said
the defense has been through a
tough season, and his coaches have
done a good job holding everything
together.

“I think they played really well,”
he said. “It’s a lot like we've been
saying from the beginning, once
(Tech interim defensive coordina-
tor Ruffin McNeill} took over-the
defense, | can only think of one
bad outing. I think thoese defensive
coaches have done a tremendous job
rallying this group.”

After Bradford went down in
the first quarter, Joey Halzle came
in at quarterback for the rest of

the game.

The Sooner offense had trouble
finding the end zone until the fourth
quarter when Halzle connected with
receiver Manuel Johnson twice for
touchdowns to cut Tech’s lead to
34-27 with 31 seconds remaining
in the game.

OU then attempted an onside
kick, and Tech safety Darcel McBath
recovered the ball, effectively end-
ing the game.

Several Tech seniors played their
final game at Jones AT&T Stadium
Saturday.

Receiver Danny Amendola fin-
ished with nine catches for 81
yards.

Kicker Alex Trlicaset the NCAA
career record for extra points made
with his 227. He broke the previ-
ous record of 226 held by Bowling
Green’s Shaun Suisham. -

Cornerback Chris Parker finished
the game with the fourth intercep-
tion of his career, while safety Joe
Garcia finished the game with a
team-high eight tackles.

“The young guys played hard for
us,” Parker said. “Me being a senior,
you always want to go out on top,
and I think you can't go out any
better way than that.”

The Red Raiders now must
wait to find out where they will go
bowling as Leach will be taking the
Red Raiders to a bowl
eighth-straight season.

Leach said this win against No.
3 Oklahoma is big for the program.
The win over Oklahomais the high-
est since 2004 when Tech beat No. 4
California in Holiday Bowl and larg-
est in the regular season since 2002
when the Red Raiders topped No. 4
Texas at Jones AT&T Stadium.

“I think it’s huge, he said. “It
beats the hell out of losing.”

Despite lack of offense, Tech
beats Stephen E Austin 60-44

Against Stephen E Austin, Texas
Tech guard Alan Voskuil’s 3-point
shot to end the first half set the tone
for Tech, despite a Red Raider offense
not performing up to par.

Even with Tech’s offensive woes
continuing against SFA Saturday,
Voskuil’s 17 points aided the Red
Raiders in their 60-44 win over the
Lumberjacks.

“I think that people look for
(Voskuil),” Tech coach Bob Knight
said. “(His teammates) did a better job
looking for him than they diddown ac
(Sam Houston). We emphasized that
in practice. You ask the team, ‘Who's
the hest shooter? Everybody answers
Voskuil.” Well then goddammit, lets
get him the ball. Voskuil should be
shooting 15 times a game.”

Voskuil’s 17 points came on 6-0f-9
shooting, in which 15 of those points
came on 3-point shots.

In Tech’s loss to Sam Houston
State, Voskuil shot the ball three
times, but against SFA helped the
Red Raiders by making 3-point shots
in the second half to hold off the
Lumberjacks.

“Voskuil’s a great shooter and
seemed like he was on fire,” Tech
forward Michael Prince said. “When
we were looking to score very much

in the first half, we got down. [ think

he’s a big part for scoring.”

Voskuil’s influence may have had
the most effect in the second half,
when he and Tech guard Martin Zeno
combined for 22 of Tech’s 33 points.
Zeno finished with 23 points.

With Tech up 38-33 in the second
half, Voskuil created a turnover by
stealing the ball and scoring on a
fast break.

His 3-point shot with 1:40 left
in the game put the Red Raiders up
57-44 and put an end to any chance
for SFA to make a comeback.

Voskuil’s performance against
SFA earned him a season-high in
points.

Tech's defense seemed to take the

offense’s place at times, as the Red

Raiders shot 34.6 percent from the field
in the first half but managed to force
SFA to commit 23 tumovers by the end
of the game.

Knight said the Red Raiders' de-
fensive output has improved so much
it can help the struggles Tech is having
on offense.

“We're just a better defensive team,”
he said. “We’re harder to score against,
and I did not envision our having as
much difficulty scoring as we're having.
But we are. We're having problems
scoring. So defense has been essential
for us. My grandmother use to say, ‘If
wishes were horses, beggars would ride.’
With three or four more offensive plays;
we could’ve controlled the end of the

"game at Sam Houston because of our

defense.”

Oftensively SFA experienced trouble
capitalizing on Tech’s mistakes on of-
fense.

The Lumberjacks finished the game,
shooting 34.1 percent from the field
compated to Tech’s 44 percent.

SFA found a spark from its leading

scorer in Matt Kingsley, who finished
with 19 points.

At the end of the first half, the
Lumberjacks led the rebounding battle
ahead of Tech 20-15, but, by the end of
the game, the Red Raiders pushed the
battle in their favor, out-rebounding
SFA 30-28.

SFA coach Danny Kaspar said
the Red Raiders were ready to play
Saturday.

“T thought this was a bad tine for us
toplay them,” he said. “If they go on the
road and get beat, | imagine they had two
pretty intense practices. Their defense
was pretty good on us (Saturday). They
did have trouble scoring at times. |
thought offensive rebounds hurt us there
at the second half. They had three or
four key offerisive rebounds off the zone
defense that seemed to break our backs
and kind of took our spirit out of us.”

The Red Raiders next face Alaska-
Anchorage in The Great Alaska Shoot- -
out at 8 p.m. Nov. 22 in Anchorage,
Ala.
