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Sawed-off shotgun 
forced retreat, 
officers testify

Two Midland lawmen who testified 
that they entered the J.L. “ Jack” 
Nichols home on the afternoon of May 
27 with drawn pistols to serve a 
search warrant said they were com­
pelled to retreat after Nichols con­
fronted them with a 12-gauge sawed- 
off shotgun.

“ He told me to drop my weapon or 
he would shoot me," testified Midland 
police undercover narcotics officer 
Mike Mann, who said he was holding 
his pistol in his right hand and his 
police badge, identification, and the 
search warrant in his left hand.

Mann, under examination by prose 
cutor Jim Rex and cross-examination 
by defense attorney Jimmie D. Og­
lesby in a jury trial in the 238th State

District Court on Tuesday, said he 
declined to drop his weapon, which, 
he said, was held in a down position. 
"1 told him (Nichols) I didn’t want 
anyone to get hurt,’ ’ said the officer

“He told me again to drop my 
weapon,”  said Mann. “ 1 refused to do 
so I was in fear that I was about to 
be killed.

MANN SAID he felt there was a 
“ great possib ility”  that Nichols 
would kill him as well as Midland 
County Deputy C onstable Tom 
McGinnis, who had accompanied 
Mann to serve the search warrant 
Just outside the southern outskirts of 
the Midland city limits. Neither Mann 
nor McGinnis was in uniform

Again, Mann said, Nichols threa 
tened him and McGinnis.

“ Get out of my house, or I'll kill 
you,”  Mann said Nichols screamed.

Mann said he returned his pistol to 
his waist band and dropped the 
search warrant on the floor, as Ni­
chols had demanded; McGinnis said 
he re-holstered his sidearm And both 
backed out of the house, walked to 
Mann's white, unmarked car, but 
sped away, they said, after Nichols' 
wife, Beverly Ann, 32, came out of the 
house with a handgun and the 26- 
year old Nichols came out with the 
shotgun

Later that day, Mr. and Mrs Ni 
chols were arrested, ja iled  and 
charged with assaulting the two law 
men

Before they found themselves fac­
ing Nichols and the shotgun, Mann 
said he was trying to serve the war 
rant at the front door of the Nichols 
house and McGinnis said he was "se­
curing”  the back of the house

BOTH LAWMEN said that they 
identified themselves as law enforc^ 
ment offtcers. But Mann said Nichols 
“ slammed the door’ * on him, and 
McGinnis said Nichols did the same 
thing to him at back of the house.

Mann, who sports a beard and long 
hair, said he was dressed in his cus­
tomary casual work clothes — blue 
jeans and a sports. shirt — as an 
undercover officer. McGinnis said he 
was dressed in Western attire and 
was wearing his deputy constable s 
badge. McGinnis is clean shaven and 
wears a short, conservative, halr- 
style

The police narcotics officer admit­
ted that he “ did not look like a regular 
police officer on the street”  when he 
served the warrant.

“ You were trying to not look like a 
police officer?”  Oglesby asked.

"Yes, sir,”  Mann said. “ 1 have 
never seen a narcotics officer in uni­
form in the execution of a search 
warrant.”

Oglesby suggested that the wearing 
of a police uniform would tend to 
eliminate any misunderstanding or 
confusion about the officer being a 
bona fide lawman who was serving a 
search warrant.

"I haven’t done it (wear a uniform) 
in the past and will not do it in the 
future, unless I’m instructed to do 
so," Mann said

Mann and McGinnis were the only 
two witnesses called by District At­
torney Vem Martin and his assistant 
prosecutor, Jim Rex. Oglesby, who 
was assisted by Bill Ward, called 
none, and elected to not have the 
defendant testify Since his arrest, the 
slender 6 f̂oot-0 Nichols has shaved 
his beard but kept his moustache and 
has ceased shaving his head

MANN SAID that he had picked up 
a search warrant from Peace Justice 
John Biggs earlier on May 27 after he 
and Midland poUce Sgt Joe Carr had 
driven out to the Nichols residence, 
did not trespass, but did spot ‘ "six, 
eight, or 10”  plants of what ap 
peared to be marijuana growing in a 
flowerbed

Mann said the plants, which he 
supposed to be marijuana, would be a 
"very small ” amount and, if marljua 
na, would be tantamount to a "mlsde 
meansor bust ”  Once dried out, the 
leaves would weigh out to a ‘ half 
ounce ” or less of the contraband, 
Mann said under cross-examination 
by Oglesby

He said that he and Sgt. Carr had 
gone out to the Nichols place on the 
morning of May 27 after a "conflden 
tial Informer”  had said marijuana 
was growing out on the Nichols

GDANSK. Poland (AP) — The sUte 
radio said today government negotia­
tors and representatives of some of 
Poland's tens of thousands of striking 
workers had reached a “ common po­
sition" on strikers’ demands.

The Gdansk Radio report did not 
specify which of the demands were 
tentatively settled. It said 17 individu­
al strike committees were Involved In 
the talks, but It was unclear Just how 
many of the workers were represent­
ed.

The report said the negotiators 
agreement was passed on to higher 
levels of the communist government, 
and the government's decisions would 
be presented to the workers later 
today.

“ A common position was reached In 
demands concerning the work force in 
these enterprises," the Gdansk Radio 
report said.

An estimated 17$ enterprises em-

eloylng more than lOO.ObO workers 
ave been idled since last Thursday 

by the strikes.
The negotiations are apparently 

part of a “ dlvlde-and-conquer”  strat­
egy in which the government nego­
tiating commission asserted it would 
meet only with Individual strike com­
mittees, not with an umbrella com­
mittee that sought to represent all the 
striking workers

Jan Szydlak. chairman of the gov­
ernment-sponsored trade union orga- 
nlxatlon, whose abolition has been 
among the unified strike committee’ s 
central demands, was party to the 
talks, the radio said.

Meanwhile, the Polish atrllw was« 
rippled briefly across the coM try to 
the steel mills In die south, but wort- 
trs there were reported beck oa. the 
Job.

Serious-minded school administra­
tors were ready with evidence to de 
fend the district’s 633 million budget

and intent to raise school taxes by 18.2 
percent in the annual battle with the 
taxpayer.

Tuesday night’s school tax hearing 
could have been a knock-down, drag 
out affair since there have been 
grumblings of a taxpayer’s revolt

Howpvfr, as the door opened to the 
board room, trustees and school ad 
mlnistrators were not greeted by Iĉ  
¿ons, but only a smattering of 10 
vocal taxpayer representatives

ONE TAXPAYER complained the 
5:15 p.m. starting time did not allow 
MIdlanders enough time to assemble 
and do battle over the proposed tax

rate increase
It was 6 20 p m when he registered 

the complaint and empty chairs still 
outnumbered the taxpayers

Thus ended Midlanders’ chance to 
exercise their rights as taxpayers.

Next Tuesday, the school board will 
officially set the school tax rate at 89 
cents per 6100 assessed valuation.

However, those 10 taxpayers waged 
war as best they could

Most expressed concern regarding 
the practice of giving a blanket 15 
percent salary increase to all school 
employees.

“ WHEN YOU GIVE a blanket raise 
to people, you kill the incentive to be 
good,”  claimed a 12-year Midland 
resident who will be living on a fixed 
income in a few years.

He stated there should be a way to 
give deserving teachers the raise and 
refuse the raise to, undeserving In­
structors

George Ochsner noted the 15 per­
cent salary increase could be de­
moralizing to good Instructors be­
cause “ somebody who is incompen- 
tent is receiving the same salary they 
(competent instructors) are get-

AUSTIN (AP) — Rep. John B An 
derson’s name will appear on Texas’ 
November ballot as an Independent 
candidate for president, says Secre­
tary of State George Strake 

However, Texas Democrats contin­
ued to check today to see If there was 
a way to keep Anderson off the bal­
lot.

Anderson is expected to take away 
Texas votes from President Jimmy 
Carter, the Democratic nominee. If he 
appears as an independent.

Strake told a news conference 
Tuesday that a sample of the 80,(K)0 
.signatures submitted by Anderson’s 
supporters had been checked and 73 
percent of them proved to be legiti­
mate, which would give him the 40,719 
need^ to get on the ballot.

Strake also said similar checks of 
petitions gave the Libertarian Party a 
place on the ballot but denied a ballot 
spot to the Socialist Workers Party 
and the Citizens Party 

June Middlebrooks, deputy director 
of the Texas Democratic Party head­
quarters, said Auderson’s petitions 
were being run through the Demo­
crats' computer. If en ou ^  Democrat­
ic names show up to anect Strake’s 
declsloa, then the party may sue.

Strake said most of the names re­
moved from the Anderson petitons 
were either Illegible or were those of 
voters in May 3 Republican preslden 
tial primary “ We did not remove any 
names of those who voted in the Dem­
ocratic presidential primary,”  Strake 
said

Strake has contended that Republl 
can voters could not sign Anderson 
petitions but Democrato could, be 
cause the GOP primary was binding 
in selection of national convention 
delegates while the Democratic poll 
was a "beauty contest.”

Attorney (jieneral Mark White Is­
sued an opinion saying persons who 
voted in the Democratic primary also 
were prohibited from signing presi­
dential nominating petitions.

Strake said Anderson submitted al­
most M.OOO signatures on petitions. 
He said his sUff verified one percent 
of the signatures. Just as White, his 
predecessor, had done. The sample 
was tested In the M counties where 
the signsturs were collected. Strake 
said the NO signatures tested showed 
that 5B5, or about 72 percent, were
legal ^ ^

"We feel every optimistic about our 
current •edslap.”  said Strake.

When asked if he expected a law 
suit, he said " I f  I were them, I 
wouldn't do it. I think it would be an 
expensive losing ordeal."

Ms. Middlebrooks said the Demo­
crats will attempt to determine in 
comparing Anderson’ s signatures 
with their own computer flies of re­

gistered Democratic votora on May 2 
whether the petitions approved by 
Strake contain enough Democratic 
signatures to keep Andaraoo from 
being certified.

“ If we find enough Democratic 
names, we will file suit," Ms. Middle- 
brooks said.

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Corporate profits picture 
means spending cutbacks.
WASHINGTON (AP) The sharp drop in corporate proflU from April 

through June means thst companies will continue to cut back their spend­
ing and lay o ff morh workers in coming months, private economists 
say.

The squeeze on companies is tightened further by suddenly rising inter­
est rates that discourage borrowing for new plants and equipment, these 
economists esplain.

Moreover, a revival of rampant Inflation last month will add to the cost 
of new business investment and dampen any prospect of a rapid re­
surgence In consumer demand — a force that should exist if companies 
are going to risk heavy spending.

These trends — which would ensure a very sluggish recovery from the 
current recession -»w ere painted In interviews Tuesday with economists 
from three of the nation’s leading private forecasting firms.

The economists agreed that the decline in corporate profits — while not 
unexpected — virtually guarantees that companies will further cut back 
activity and lay off more workers.

“ This is a trigger for cutting employment,”  said Sandra Shaber, se­
nior economist o f Chase Econometrics Associates in Bala Cynwyd, Pa. 
“ This is Inescapable.”

Chase Econometrics, Data Resources Inc., and Evans Economics 
all predicted a sustained shrinkage of corporate profits through this year 
as the recession continues — although at an easing pace.

On Tuesday, the Commerce Department reported that corporate 
profits fell steeply from the first quarter to the second quarter. This oc­
curred while üüe nation’s entire economy plunged 9 percent from April 
through June as the full force of the recession took hold.

Pre-tax profits from April through June fell 19.8 percent from the first 
quarter, while after-tax profits declined 18.2 percent.

Corporate profits from current production — a measure that adjusts 
for depreciation and the replacement of Inventory — fell nearly II 
percent from first quarter to second quarter.

Companies did manage to retain more of their total earnings during 
the second quarter than in the first quarter. However, these retained, 
profits were 12 percent below levels set during the same three-month 
period in 1979, Commerce Department figures show.

“ If retained earnings are shrinking, and Interest rates are up, business 
investment will be choked off In coming months,”  said Ms. ShPber.

Otto Eckstein, head of Data Resources of Lexington, Mass., said the 
falloff In capital spending — once concentrated in the auto Industry — 
“ now is diffused throughout the entire economy.”

Ms. Shaber said that while Individual companies knew before Tuesday 
that their own profits were down, they were not aware of the total picture 
for all companies. “ Now, they will look at the aggregate trend and base 
plans on this,”  she cautioned. “ Profits are a psychological trigger.”

rhe nation’s unemployment rate shot up swiftly from 6.2 percent to 7.8 
percent between March and May. But since then. It has remained 
virtually stable.

Despite this stability, all three private forecasters expect joblessness 
to rise to about 8.5 percent by year's end, a prediction recently adopted by 
the Carter administration.

“ With profits declining, there is growing pressure to lay off workers,”  
agreed Eckstein.

Future business spending Is considered a crucial means to grea.se the 
recovery from recession, Ernst stressed. That's because consumers 
won't be in a position to spend heavily in coming months, he Mid

Wages and salaries fell in July as people were pummeled by the painful 
mix of high unemployment and double-digit Inflation.

Moreover, after easing for several months, wholesale prices rocketed 
by 1.7 percent in July. That represents an annual rate above 22 
percent.

“ With higher costs, people will have to cut back spending, particularly 
for conswmer durables like appliances,”  said Ms. Shaber.

“ This is not a very favorable sign; particularly If business is cutting 
back tao,”  she aald.

NEW YORK (AP) — Interest rates 
on business loans and home mort­
gages are climbing again, and ana­
lysts say further increases are likely 
in the next several weeks.

The upward spiral was underscored 
Tuesday when Chase Manhattan 
Bank raised its prime rate a quarter 
of a percent to 11.25 percent and two 
major California mortgage lenders 
boosted their rates to 13.5 percent.

Chase, the nation’ s third-largest 
commercial bank, said its action was 
in response to rising costs in lending. 
Wall Street analysts predicted other

banks would soon Join Chase and 
raise their rates from the prevailing 
11 percent level.

“ I wouldn’t be surprised to see the

Srime move up to 11.25 or 11.5 percent 
I the next couple of weeks,”  said 

Maria Piorini-Ramirez, an economist 
for Merrill Lynch.

If the rest of the banking industry 
follows Chase’s lead, it will mark the 
first general increase In the prime 
rate since April 2, when the rate 
peaked at 20 percent.

Tax cut bill includes
‘something for everyone’
WASHINGTON (AP) 

— The chairman of the 
Senate Finance Commit­
tee says tax legislation 
the panel is rushing to 
complete this week will 
contain something for 
everyone.

Just how much every­
one would get under the 
proposal should become 
more clear today as the 
committee considers a 
plan to accelerate tax 
write-offs for business 
and an income tax re­
duction.

There was no objection 
heard Tuesday as Sen. 
Lloyd Bentsen, D-Texas, 
described a proposal to 
simplify and accelerate 
the rate at which busin­
esses can write off the 
cost of buildings, equip­
ment and vehicles.

Bentsen said his pro- 
po.sal would drop every 
exisiting depreciation 
rate by at least 40 per­
cent. The com m ittee
staff estimated the cut 
would be about 111 billion 
In 1981.

The committee also is 
considering a combina­
tion of individual tax cuts

which would amount to 
about $21.2 billion in 
1981.

These cuts would be 
accomplished through a 
com bin ation  o f  m ea ­
sures, including a meth­
od to offset some of the 
Social Security tax in­
creases that will occur in 
January and give some 
tax re lief to low er-in ­
come taxpayers. The re­
mainder of the cut would 
be utilized to make an 
across-the-board income 
tax rate cut.

Committee members 
also have shown they 
want to include incen­
tives for savings and a 
change in the tax liabili­
ty for unearned income 
— capital gains.

The rate on 26-week Treasury 
bills rose from last week’s 8.891 per­
cent to 9.765 percent, the highest since 
last April.

The higher Treasury bill rates 
mean banks will be paying higher 
interest rates on the popular six- 
month money market certificates 
starting Thursday.

Bank officials say they expect inter­
est rates to continue rising in the next 
several weeks before tapering off in 
late October or early November.

The prime rate does not apply to 
consumer loans, but is considered a 
key barometer of trends in all kinds of 
interest rates, including those on auto 
and home loans.

Home mortgage rates in California 
have been rising steadily over the last 
four weeks. On Tuesday, Great West-

em Savings & Loan Aasociatioa  ̂
Beverly Hills, Calif., boosted its rat 
to 13.5 percent from 13 percent.

A short time later Home Savings i 
Loan Association of Los Angeles, th 
nation’ s largest, m atched Greaj 
Western, which ranks No.2 among th< 
country’s savings and loans.

A spokesman for Great Wester 
said the half-point increase was, 
prompted by strong loan demand and] 
a continued slowdown in savings de-| 
posits.

The lag in deposits has forced many 
savings and loans to compete with 
other financial institutions, including 
banks, for funds in the open market. 
Because those rates have been rising 
lately, some savings institutions have 
compensated by boosting their mort­
gage rates.

In a refated matter, the ceiling on 
single-family home mortgages in­
sured by the Federal Housing Admin­
istration or guaranteed by the Veter­
ans Administration rises today to 12 
percent from 11.5 percent. That rate 
applies to conventional fixed-rate 
mortgages.

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N ew  park plans cut to bones

Plans for two parks that are being con strw t^  u iS
funtls from community groups have been 
bones, but the blame for the cuU has gone to the contractors 
whose bids have been far above the estimatOs.

The Parks and Recreation Commission, mwttag in a 
session Tuesday, was told the contractor already 
on Tumbleweed Neighborhood Park, located 
Avenue and west of A Street, but the city ^ y  h ^ ^ ^ ^  to 
develop It. Basic ground work is being done ^  Kiwanls Part, but 
there aren’t enough funds to finish it according to the original

Junior League of Midland has donated money for TumWewe^ 
Park while the Klwanls have put out money for Klwanls parK on 
Haynes Avenue.

For $74,000, the city is managing to get the earth work dime and 
a sprinkler system Installed at Tumbleweed, according to ^ r g e  
Logan, parks superintendent. City crews will plant trws and grass 
and install playground equipment that has already been pur­
chased.

BUT WAYNE KOHOUT, director of parks and recreation, 
pointed out that some trees, nighttime iighting, sidewalks and 
fountains have been eiiminated from the original plans and 
will have to be put in later.

Of the $74,000, Kohout said $M.000 is going primarily 
work, which means moving the dirt, surveying and putting in 
iitilitv lines for lights and water fountains.

•’You mean we’re paying $54,000 just to move dirt around, said
an incredulous commission member.

“ The architect himself couldn’t figure out the high coste, 
Kohout said of the unusually high bids. As a result, the City 
Council took the park plan and accepted the lowest bids on a
piecemeal basis. , . „  .__.

“ What type of Astroturf is this you re putting in, quipped
commission member Mark Phllpy.

“ We’re putting in our own grass,*’ Kohout replied.
“ We’ re reaching the point we can’t afford to have parks, 

remarked another board member, Nada Baulch.

Kohout explained the high costs on bids are not limited only to
parks, but to all facets of the city.

‘ ‘Bids and estimates are having a tremendous spread, as niuch 
as 100 percent. It’ s dlfflcult to get a handle on it. Buiding costs here 
are alw^t the highest in the state. Their (contractor) attitude is if 

want to take the estimate, fine; if not. fine.’ he said.

The higher building costs might be lim lt^ to government^ 
entities, alluded board member Kent Sloan of Commercial Bank & 
Trust.

He explained that a customer was wanting to build a softball 
field and Sloan checked with contractors on a price.

“ I WAS TOLD by one firm that if it was for the city, the bid 
u/iMild be three times as high.”  Sloan recalled,

Heading the list of priorities is finishing Kiwanis and Tumble­
weed parks. Also on the list were lighted softball fields, 
w ^  on Hogan Park Golf Course, installation of sprinkler 
Tn some parks and Interior furnishings for the Senior Citizens
Center.

$200 up to $220.

Logan pointed out that parks crews have bwn Installing 
sprinkler systems in several city parks and haven t had time to 
mow the areas. With the recent rains, “ they are beginning to lo ^  
a little ratty,”  said Logan, but assured the commission the wort 
would be done soon.

We do not want our readers to 
have to go elsewhere for their 
new s.

Camp Waldorf agreement

NEW YORK — The story of how 
Teddy Kennedy agreed to appear on 
the podium with President Jimmy 
Carter last Thursday night is now 
leaking out in dribs and drabs.

It is a Uie of all-night negotiations, 
frayed tempers, pleas for unity and 
sometimes bitter recrimination.

The negotiators met soon after 
Teddy’s speech on Tuesday night, 
when the Carter people reallred that 
if Kennedy did not appear on Thurs­
day evening the Democratic Party 
would be tom asunder. Top aides 
from the Carter and Kennedy factions 
closeted themselves in a tent at Camp 
Waldorf on Park Avenue.

Teddy's people knew they were 
dealing from strength. His chief ne­
gotiator said. “ Our boy is going back 
to Cape Cod unless he geU his $12 
billion jobs program in the next bud­
get.”

Carter’s top aide said, "He’s got it. 
But he has to be in Madison Square 
Garden, out of sight, while the presi­
dent makes his acceptance speech.”  

“ No way,”  the Kennedy man said. 
"Teddy stays in his hotel suite until 
the speech is over.”

“ Okay, as long as he gets to the 
Garden before the applause for 
Carter starts. But we want Teddy 
when he arrives on the podium to 
embrace Carter just like Menachem 
Begin does all the time.”

“ Teddy never embraces anyone. 
We might let you have a handshake if

W ASHINGTON — P re s id e n t  
Carter’s national security adviser, 
Zbigniew Brzezinski, told visitors re­
cently that world leaders would be 
wrong to suppose the United States is 
reluctant to use its power. The United 
States, he .said, is merely “ playing 
possum.”

He did not mention that, even as he 
spoke, the president was rushing 
ahead with plans to invade Iran. My 
associate Dale Van Atta has spent 
three months piecing together the in­
vasion plan. To protect m ilitary 
methods, some of the top-secret de­
tails cannot be printed. But this much 
can be revealed: The primary Inva­
sion Urget is Kharg Island in the 
Persian Gulf and possibly some of the 
southern Iranian oil fields.

Kharg Island Is the site of the oil 
terminal through which 90 percent of 
Iran’s crude is pumped into tankers 
for export. Not long after the U.S. 
hostages were seized in Iran, contin­
gency plans were developed for an 
assault on Kharg Island

Various alternate plans were pre­
pared — ranging from a surgical 
strike on the pipeline that connecU 
the island with the oil fields, to a 
military occupation of the island 
complex. “ The plan was originally 
designed to compensate for not get­
ting the hostages, kind of a tit for tat,”  
explained a top source. “ They’d have 
the hostages; we’d have their key oil 
depot.”

Any military action should be taken 
swiftly, strategists urged, before the 
situation hardened. But Carter held 
back until his plunging political for­
tunes brought a change of heart. Then 
he decided to attempt rescuing the 
hostages in preference to invading 
Kharg Island.

Now the old contingency plans have 
been dusted off, and Carter is prepar­
ing for an October Invasion. Here are

some of the jigsaw pieces:
— Carter made a secret decision 

last February to shift a spy satellite to 
cover the area. It took four months to 
get the satellite Into position. Not 
until June did the satellite begin 
transmitting detailed photos, which 
are needed for the invasion prepara­
tions. These photos are still being 
analyzed.

— More recently, 500 Air Force per­
sonnel were quietly transferred to 
Egypt. They were follow ed by a 
squadron of F-4 aircraft which began 
“ training exercises”  with the Egyp­
tian air force. The same ploy was 
used last December to disguise air 
operations that later supported the 
hostage rescue attempt.

— Under top security, the United 
SUtes has been helping the Egyptians 
upgrade their air bases, which would 
be vital staging areas for an Iranian 
operation. Ultra-secret communica­
tions and miliUry equipment have 
also been shipped to Egypt.

— A special logistics force has been 
deployed at Diego Garcia, the only 
U .S. base in the Indian Ocean. At 
least six conUlner ships were secretly 
loaded at Wilmington, N.C., with 
equipment for ground forces. "This 
logistical force could sail to a desig­
nated Persian Gulf area port in about 
five days.”  sUtes a secret Memoran­

From this 
rendezvous point, they would draw 
their equipment and proceed to the 
objective area.”

— Finally, the plan calls for four of 
the Navy’ s 12 carrier task forces in 
the Indian Ocean. Two have already 
arrived; one is In the Mediterranean 
ready to move quickly through the 
Suez Canal; a fourth could reach the 
Persian Gulf in time for the opera­
tion.

The “ winds of 120 days,”  a period of 
violent wind and dust storms that 
began in May, would hamper military 
operations in Iran during the sum­
mer. The president can argue, there­
fore, that October is a good time for 
the invasion.

But planners believe the timing is 
intended to save Carter’s political 
skin. They suspect his real intent Is to 
create a national emergency that will 
keep him in the White House. Political 
studies show that a president can 
increase his support dramatically by 
whipping up patriotic fervor.

Footnote: As I’ve stressed In earlier 
columns, the invasion plan will not 
become operational until the presi­
dent gives the green light. He would 
need some pretext for the invasion, 
such as the trial or execution of a 
hostage, sources say. But one planner 
acknowledged that “ a justification 
could be easily publicized before­
hand ”  Meanwhile, Carter is continu­
ing his secret diplomatic efforts to 
secure the release of the hostages. He 
would prefer to bring them home 
before the election  by peaceful 
means. But sources close to the opera­
tion say that If the peaceful efforts 
fail, as expected, the president in­
tends to activate the invasion plan. 
The risk, of course, is war.

PIPELINE IN PERIL: The bu­

“ To injure or destroy any interstate 
pipeline facility is a crime against the 
United States and should be treated 
as such by the Department of Jus­
tice,”  he wrote privately to Attorney 
General Benjamin aviletti. Adding 
that DOT has “ no criminal enforce­
ment capability,”  Dingell called the 
FBI’ s jurisdictional buck-passing 
“ wholly without foundation.”

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Teens held in kidnapping 1 Labor d iv id ed  on en d o rs e m e n t
SCOTCH PLAINS, N.J. (AP) — Five boys and one girl, ranging In age 

from 12 to 17, have been charged with kidnapping In the abduction of a 
10-year-old boy who was held for $12,000 ransom, police say.

Lt. John Powers said authorities were surprised by the age of those 
involved in the apparent conspiracy. “ I’ve never seen anything like it in 
my career,”  Powers said.

The arrests came Tuesday after the parents of Thomas Beattie paid the 
ransom and were reunited with the boy, who was not harmed during his 
18-hour ordeal. The $12,000 was later recovered from a car by detectives 
armed with a search warrant.

The boy was abducted about 7:30 p.m. Monday while collecting money 
on his sister’s newspaper route, Union County Prosecutor John H. 
Stamler said Tuesday. Patricia Beattie, 17, was not with her brother at
the time. ,   ̂ ^

The prosecutor, who said the boy was pushed into a car after he refused 
a ride, was held in an apartment and a garage in Plainfield with his hands 
and feet bound and his face covered with a ski mask,

Beattie was found sitting on the steps of the Netherwood Train Station 
in Plainfield by police, where a 15-year-old female and a 17-year-old male 
were apprehended, said Stamler.

Another 17-year-old boy was arrested in Plainfield about an hour later, 
said Sgt. Richard Berman of the Plainfield Police Department. And three 
other boys, aged 12,13 and 17, were arrested later in the evening, officials
said. . ,  . .

The names of the youths were not released because of their ages.
The abductors contacted the Beatties on Monday night, telling them 

that their son would not be hurt if $12,000 in small bills was left beneath a 
mailbox iii Plainfield on Tuesday afternoon, said Scotch Plains Detective 
Capt. Robert Luce. „  , „  ^

When the boy’s father — a research chemist for Merck & Co. in Rah way 
— went to drop off the money as instructed, an FBI plane and helicopter 
hovered above. Police from Scotch Plains, Plainfield and North Plain- 
field and 15 FBI agents from Newark also were on the scene.

Stamler said the suspects also stole $12 the boy had collected from 
customers on the paper route for The Courier News of Bridgewater.

Authorities said the suspects probably did not know the youngster, and 
his father agreed. “ It’s clear to me that Tommy just happened to be in the 
wrong place at the wrong time,”  said Thomas Beattie.

CHICAGO (AP) — Leaders of the 
AFL-CIO are gathered here with the 
intention of endorsing President 
Carter for re-election, but a number 
of disgruntled unions are fighting to 
postpone a vote of support because of 
their displeasure with the president.

In what appeared to be a clear sign 
of organized labor’s less-than-enthu- 
siastic feelings about Carter, leaders 
of several unions planned to suggest 
at today’s executive council meeting 
that the AFL-CIO leadership body 
postpone recommending an endorse­
ment of Carter until either Thursday 
or perhaps until Sept. 4, when all the 
AFL-CIO presidents are to meet.

As the union leaders convened here 
Tuesday night, several indicated they 
want an endorsement postponed so 
that each union could try to negotiate 
concessions from the administration 
on issues of special concern to them.

“ We’re all going to eventually en­
dorse Carter,”  said one union official 
who favored postponing an endorse­
ment. “ The only question is when,”  
said the official, who did not want to 
be identified.

AFL-CIO president Lane Kirkland 
had planned to schedule a quick vote 
today with the 34-member council rec­
ommending an endorsement to its 
general board, which is composed of 
leaders of all 104 affiliated unions.

But the reluctant unions, number­
ing more than a half-dozen, said that 
enough of a groundswell might devel­
op for a postponement, which would

■■

represent at least a partial repudia­
tion of the president.

Among the unions whose presidents 
have expressed reluctance about an 
im m ediate endorsem ent are the 
American Federation of State, Coun­
ty and Municipal Employees. Ameri­
can Federation of Teachers, Airline 
Pilots Association, Brotherhood of 
Railway and Airline Clerks, and the 
American Federation of Government 
Employees. Many of those union lead­
ers had supported Sen. Edward M. 
Kennedy for the Democratic nomina­
tion.

In past elections, with the exception 
of 1972, the executive council has re­
commended endorsing the Democrat­
ic presidential candidate right after 
the convention, and the general board 
made it official several weeks later.

Although the AFL-CIO may delay 
the process this time, it apparently 
does not want another stand of neu­
trality similar to 1972, when it re­
mained neutral in the contest between 
Richard Nixon and George McGo­
vern.

William W. Winpisinger, president 
of the International Association of 
Machinists, is the only council mem­
ber who has stated flatly that he will 
not support Carter for re-election be­
cause of the president’s economic and 
energy policies.

A few other leaders of AFL-CIO 
unions that had backed Kennedy in 
the D em ocratic prim aries have 
threatened to stay neutral rather than

back Carter, but their colleagues ex­
pect them to endorse Carter eventual-

^The AFL-CIO also is concerned that 
a poor Carter showing could hurt the 
entire Democratic ticket, allowing 
Republicans to Uke control of the 
Senate for the first time In 25 years 
and score big gains in the House.

As in 1976, when organized labor 
lined up solidly behind Jimmy Carter 
despite deep misgivings about him, 
labor leaders are returning to a can­
didate who has irked them repeatedly 
over economic issues but who seems 
clearly preferable to the Republican 
candidate.

"The world doesn’t always give you 
the best choices,”  said one AFL-CiO 
o ffic ia l, who did not want to be 
named. But once the differences be­
tween Carter and Reagan become 
obvious, he said, “ I think support for 
Carter will build within the labor 
movement”  and union political orga­
nizations will work energetically for 
the president.

Whether support at the top can be 
translated into rank-and-file votes for 
Carter this fall is another matter, 
however.

In 1976, according to the AFL-CIO, 
union members voted 2-1 for Carter, 
helping him to a slim victory over 
former President Gerald R. Ford.

This year, labor leaders believe 
that if the election were held now, a 
majority of their members would vote 
for Reagan because of frustration

over Carter’s handling of ecoowiric 
problems and a perception ttot ^  
United States has fallen behind the 
Soviet Union in mlUUry strength.

Union leaders also have been ^  
happy with Carter’s policies — t o  
anti-inflation wage guidelines, hla 
drive to balance the federal budget 
with spending cuts In social i^o- 
grams, his support for lifting prtw 
controls from oil, his relucUnw to 
f i^ t  the recession with a multibll- 
llon-dollar Job-creation p ro m m  and 
his poslUons on foreign affairs.

BUI Clements 
took over for C^x at council brief­
ings.

The council was authorized by the 
Texas Disaster Act of 1975 and can be 
mobilized at any time by executive 
order of the governor.

A full time DES staff carries out the 
act’s alms of giving local emergency 
councils advice In disaster prepared­
ness, in providing emergency ser­
vices and assisting in disaster recov-

ery.
“ I am pleased with the operation 

and the cooperation of the people of 
Texas but I am not satlsned,”  0>x 
said following the busy days of Hurri­
cane Allen.

Another person influential in the 
state’s emergency services is pleased 
also, but also not satisfied.

“ All this planning that has gone into 
preparedness paid o ff,”  said Sen. 
A.R. Schwartz, D-Galveston, who 
sponsosred the first emergency coun­
cil statute in 1973 and was co-sponsor 
of the Texas Disaster Act in 1975.

“ We have come a long way. I can 
remember the day when highway pa­
trol troopers in their cars could not 
talk with Texas Parks and Wildlife 
workers in the rescue boats because 
they were on two different radio sys­

tems," Schwartz said.
“ We were not only not prepared but 

all we had was the National Guard to 
go in and patrol the roads and count 
the bodies.”

At the instigation of Schwartz, who 
is chairman of the Texas Coastal and 
Marine Council, there will be a con­
ference on emergency pi epa redness 
for hurricanes in Aransas Pass on 
Aug. 22.

A special disaster relief subcom­
mittee of the Senate Natural Re­
sources Committee will meet jointly 
Aug. 23 in Corpus Chrlstl or Browns­
ville with a similar House subcom­
mittee.

Although the current form of the 
emergency council was not created 
until 1973, a similar gathering of 
agency heads was called by then Gov.

Allan Shivers for the Raymondville 
floods in 1958.

Gov. John Connaliy expanded the 
idea in 1961, being called out at 3 a m. 
for Hurricane Beulah. Govs. Dolph 
Briscoe and Preston Smith both took 
turns sitting in on the council during 
hurricanes or similar natural disas­
ters.

But Clements has been much more 
active than previous governors.

“ He has been very supportive,”  Cox 
said, citing Clements’ appearances 
after the Wichita Falls tornado.

“ When the big boss is around it sure 
helps the morale of these boys who 
are pulling people out of creeks,”  said 
Cox.

Cox sees several needs for the fu­
ture. For one thing, the-DES needs 
more room, both for its staffers and

for the council when It meets during 
crisis situations.

“ Then we need a law for minimum 
building standards for hurricane and 
tornado prone areas,”  he said. We 
already have this to a certain extent 
for the flood plains along the coast.

Schwartz thinks better evacuation 
procedures are needed, such as 
marking highways as evacuation 
routes and assigning police to direct 
traffic at intersections.

On direction of the 1979 Legislature, 
Dr. Carlton Ruch of Texas AAM Uni­
versity is making an evacuation study 
and will report to the 1980 Legisla- 
ture.

“ It is frustrating for us have to 
spend 10 to 16 hours on the highway 
when it should only take four hours,”  
Schwartz said.

Sch<»l trustees voted Tuesday to 

^ ve  the outdoor learning center a 
four-month trial run before adopting 
It as part of the district’s science 
p r ^ a m .

Ilie  Mnter, named the Barton H. 
Waroock Nature Trail, could give stu­
dents a good learning tool provided it 
meets trustee satisfaction.

So far. the school district, city and 
Midland Soil and Water Con'si!?ati;S 
District have expressed an interest in 
the center’s operation.

Located near Hogan Park, students 
would ^  bused to the site with the 
school district paying the cost

Students would spend a half day 
traveling over a 2,800-foot trail with 
35 stops. Twenty of the stops would

include an extensive explanation of 
plants and animals in that area.

If adopted, the program would cost 
the school district about 134,100.

Trustees were told that the center 
did not have enough bathroom facili­
ties, drinking fountains or shelters to 
accommodate large numbers of stu­
dents.

Also, elementary school teachers 
would require in-service training to 
help them utilize the center as an 
efficient learning tool for their stu­
dents.

Dr. Joesph Baressi, assistant su­
perintendent of instruction, said the 
center’s programs should be well- 
planned if the center is to be effec­
tive.

During the first meeting in Jan­
uary, trustees will evaluate the cen-

ter’s first four months of operation In 
a report to be prepared by Byrant 
Saxon, director of program develop­
ment and research. Saxon and sever­
al science teachers will be monitoring 
the center’s operations.

Trustees reiterated that the pur­
pose of the center’s close evaluation Is 
based on the need to research and 
evaluate all current programs in the 
district with emphasis toward cost 
and learning effectiveness.

But, during the center’s report, 
trustees expressed C M ice m  that ele­
mentary students are not spending 
enough time in the classroom because 
of field trips to the Petroleum Muse­
um, the Planetarium, Community 
Theatre. Youth Symphony and Muse­
um of the Southwest.

Manuel Carrasco, director of ele-

menUry education, showed in a re­
port that 1,068 fourth grade students 
took a toUl of 90 trips to all five 
organizations during the year. And 
1,093 fifth graders visited four of 
the organizations. Third and sixth 
grade studenU conducted field trips 
to two of the organizaUons and kin­
dergarten through second grade stu­
dents visited the Planetarium.

A survey of elementary school prin­
cipals showed that field trips to the 
Petroleum Museum were ranked the 
highest with a more than medium 
educational value rating.

The lowest ranked field trip by the 
principals is the ballet with a low 
educational value rating.

Although no immediate action was 
taken by trustees regarding the re­
port’s findings, trustees were advised

to decide early since their decision 
will have an effect on those organi­
zations’ budgets.

The Planetarium, Petroleum Muse­
um, Museum of the Southwest, Com­
munity Theatre, and Youth Sympho­
ny are items in the district’s budget.

Dr. James Mailey, superintendent, 
said he felt confident that most of the 
schools’ repair and renovation work 
will be completed by the Aug. 27 
opening date. However, there will 
be som e work that will continue 
after the school session begins.

The superintendent expressed frus- 
traüon with the slow tile work in 
Midland High School’ s bathrooms. 
There should be three boys and three 
girls bathrooms in operation at MHS 
by Aug. 27.

Mailey was pleased to learn that the

seating in Midland Memorial Stadium 
will be completed by the first fdot- 
ball game in September.

Most of the windows at Midlaiid 
High School should be finished by 
next Friday. But, Maiiey reported 
there will be several plywood ^anks 
covering several windows at the high 
school.

In earlier action, trustees approved 
hiring S3 elementary teachers and 48 
secondary instructors and accepts^ 
30 resignations and one leave of ab­
sence.

School officials informed trustees 
that the district’s 32 percent above the 
state minimum salary schedule 
helped the recruiting process. But, 
there were other key factors which 
prevented the district from getting 
instructors to apply for employment.

Mance pushes bill in House
to stop taxes on savings

WASHINGTON — U.S. Rep. Kent 
Hance successfully pushed legislation 
through the House of Representatives 
late Tuesday which stops the federal 
government from withholding taxes 
from Interest on savings accounU and 
dividends.

The action came In the form of an 
amendment to the appropriations bill 
for the Department of Treasury 
which was being debated on the 
House floor. The amendment passed 
by a 401-4 margin.

“ At a time when we need to be 
encouraging people to save. It di^s 
not make good sense to require the 
withholding Uxes on Interest earned 
on savings accounts," Hance said 
during the floor debate of the amend

ment. Hance represents the 19th Con­
gressional District which Includes 
Midland.

The con gressm an  o ffe re d  his 
amendment as a response to a propos­
al made several months ago by the 
Treasury Department. The proposal. 
If enacted, would have required all 
financial Institutions to withhold 
taxes from Individual savings ac­
counts and dividends.

The Texas congressman’s amend 
ment. In effect, stops government of­
ficials from studying or Implement­
ing such a proposal.

Hance said his legislation didn’t 
affect current law which requires 
such withholdings for people who are 
nut citizens of the United .States or for 
people who request withholdings.

American public education Is not 
such a bad kid after all, according to 
Dr. Roger Farr, past president of the 
International Reading Association.

Despite the negative publicity it has 
received from the media, Farr claims 
America’ s educational system has 
educated a wider range of people than 
any other nation.

“ Children in the lower economic- 
range are achieving more than any 
other nation,’ ’ the reading specialist 
said. This is because Americans feel 
that everyone should be given a 
chance to progress as far as one 
wants to go.

Farr made these comments to a 
small but receptive audience Tues­
day night In the San Jacinto Junior 
High School auditorium.

Most people today claim that stu­
dents 30 vears ago scored better on 
the Scholastic Aptitude Tests than 
their modern counterparts, he report­
ed. However, Farr cited several stu­
dies that have proven the opposite 
because of some important differ­
ences.

The SAT is used by some educators 
as an indicator of success in public 
education.

During the late ’30s and early ’40s, 
only the better educated students 
were permitted to take the SAT, Farr 
explained. This class of people repre 
sented about the top 7 percent of 
America’s students.

If one com pares today ’ s 7 per­
cent of the best educated students, he 
said this student would beat out his 
1940 counterpart.

Black students during the early ’40s 
were not permitted to take the SAT, 
Farr said. But he pointed out that 
most black students are taking the 
test now and are definitely better 
educated

However, the amazing statistic re­
garding today’s student is that more 
students have obtained perfect scores 
on the SAT which Is an indication of 
success for America’s education sys­
tem.

In 1940, less than half of the popula­
tion completed high school whereas in 
1970 more than 95 percent of the stu­
dents have completed high school.

Another indicator Farr pointed to 
regarding the success of education In 
the U.S. Is the number of American 
Nobel prize winners. American-edu­
cated individuals have won more than 
twice as many awards than have all 
the nations put together, he said.

The prom inence o f the United 
States In the world is due to the work 
of U.S. schools, he stated.

In the area of reading. Farr gave 
the few parents in the auditorium

some suggestions which would make 
their child a better reader before he 
attends school.

"F irst, parents should talk with 
their children instead of talking to 
them,”  he said. This means that par­
ents ».c*ed to ask their children about 
their feelings and try to understand 
them. <

Another aid in teaching pre-school 
children to read is reading to them 
as soon as the child is able to speak. 
“ If dads or moms read a lot to their 
kids, the kids would begin to mim- 
mic their parents,”  he said.

Re-reading stories, knowing the 
story is in the book, reading to pets.

toys or objects and relating phonetic 
sounds to other words are Indicators 
that children are learning to read.

He stressed that reading compre­
hension Is m ore Im portant than 
learning the basic skills to read be­
cause reading without thinking Is use- 
less«

“ Reading Is one more avenue to a 
richer life,’ ’ he said.

WASHINGTON (AP) — In his first act as president on his first 
day in office, Jimmy Carter antagonized the powerful organiza­
tions which claim to speak for America's 31 million veterans. His 
relationship with veterans has been rocky ever since.

This week, the first post-convention week of the election 
campaign. Carter is trying to patch matters up with veterans’ 
groups; Ronald Reagan, his Republican rival, is capitalizing on 
their coolness toward the White House.

Reagan addressed the VFW convention Monday in Chicago and 
was to speak before the American Legion convention in Boston 
today. Carter flies to Boston to address the Legion on Thursday. 
Independent candidate John B. Anderson went before the Le­
gionnaires Tuesday.

In his prepared remarks to the Legion today, Reagan said the 
United States has slipped to second place in military strength. He 
accused Carter of making ‘untruthful" and “ largely phony"

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claims about Americas defenses. He repeated earlier promises to 
raise the pay of American servicemen but declined to say by how 
much or when.

Back on Jan. 21, 1977, the Veterans of Foreign Wars called 
Carter's inaugural day “ probably one of the saddest days in the 
history of our country”  because the new president, fulfilling a 
campaign promise, in his Art act pardoned almost all Vietnam 
draft evaders.

On Monday, the VFW, having since found additional griev­
ances with Carter, handed out its first political endorsement. In 
backing Reagan, the VFW ended an 80-year history of political 
neutrality.

Reagan, accepting the endorsement, went on the attack. He 
told the VFW, “ This anti-veteran administration has stacked the 
deck against you.”

Veterans Administrator Max Cleland, who lost both legs and 
his right forearm in Vietnam, replied; “ I am surprised and 
alarmed atwovemor Reagan’s distortion of the facts about our 
nation’s veterans. Once again his rhetoric has overtaken reali­
ty.”

Although veterans groups are unhappy with the administra­
tion’s record, privately some of their leaders concede that, given 
the temper and the budgets of the times, they probably would be 
unhappy with any administration.

“ We believe the Carter administration has demonstrated a

lack of sensitivity to the problems of veterans, particularly in 
comparison with the priorities the administration has put 
forward in regard to other interest groups. We feel veterans 
should be No. 1,”  says Robert Lyngh, director of veterans affairs 
for the 2.6 million-member Legion.

Cleland himself comes under criticism when officials of veter­
ans groups speak on a not-to-bequoted basis.

They say they cannot deny Cleland’s value as a symbol of the 
sacrifices of war. But they portray him as a weak manager who 
is unwilling to carry the veterans’ battle into the White House.

And, since much of the leadership of the traditional veterans’ 
groups remains in the hands of the World War II generation, 
there is resentment at Cleland’s efforts to replace old VA hands 
with a new generation of Vietnam veterans.

They say Cleland has rooted out the old guard so thoroughly as 
to leave VA posts inadequately managed.

Cleland is a former Georgia state senator and a Carter 
supporter from early on. He attested to his personal loyalty to 
Carter last week at the Democratic National Convention.

On the record, the Legion’s Lyngh will say only this: “ Max 
Cleland is an excellent symbol of the war disabled. He is 
well-intentioned. He demonstrates a lack of sensitivity to the 
problems of old veterans. His management effectiveness is 
questionable.”

Veterans’ groups still smart over the administration’s effort to 
remove or water down the automatic preference given veterans 
.seeking civil service Jobs.

Women’s rights groups fought to eliminate veterans’ prefer­
ence on the grounds that most veterans are male and the system 
gives them an unfair edge in competing for government jobs. The 
administration agreed with the women, but the the veterans won 
in Congress and veterans’ preferences remained in a bill reform­
ing civii service.

“ We went to the wall against them on that,”  says Lyngh. “ It 
was a classic case of a lack of sensitivity. We never did forgive 
them on that.”

But the chief grievance concerns money. Veterans groups 
charge that the administration has grudgingly gone along with 
increases in pensions, educational benefits and payments to 
disabled veterans.

They decry a cutback in the number of beds in the nation’s VA 
hospitals. In 1965, before mllions of Vietnam veterans had been 
discharged, there were 125,000 beds; now there are 84,000. 
Cleland replies that what the critics miss is a change inAmerican 
medicine atout 10 years ago when “ the medical profession began 
to realize that hospitalization and institutionalization quite often 
were unnecessary and even counterproductive to the healing 
process.”

Garwood can’t 
question Nixon

CAMP LEJEUNE, N.C. (AP) — Attorneys for 
Marine Pfc. Robert G arw e^ have been denied 
the opportunity to obtain a deposition from 
former President Nixon about his administra­
tion’s policies on returning Vietnam prisoners of 
war.

Col. R.E. Switzer, presiding over pretrial 
hearings for Garwood, denied the defense re­
quest Tuesday after Nixon’ s attorney, Fred 
Mortenson, said the former president had no rec­
ollection concerning amnesty for POWs.

Meanwhile, Switzer said hie would rule Thurs­
day on a defense motion to dismiss part of the 
charges against Garwood.

Garwood, who returned to the United States 
last year after 14 years in Vietnam, is charged 
with desertion and collaboration with the enemy. 
He is the first former Vietnam POW to face 
prosecution for allegedly aiding the enemy, and 
the defense has argued the Nixon administration 
had a general policy of not prosecuting re­
turning prisoners.

Switzer also denied defense requests for addi­
tional rewording of the charges against Garwood 
to make them more specific. One of Garwood’s 
lawyers had requested a formal listing of the 
names of people Garwood is alleged to have 
harmed.

“ If the government can't put my client on 
notice of the charges he should defend himself 
against, then the government should in funda­
mental faimness dismiss the charges,”  the at­
torney, Capt. Lewis Olshin, argued.

However, prosecutor Capt. Werner Hellmer 
said the government has been specific enough in 
charges, including supplying the defense with 
tapes from the Naval Investigative Service, 
debrieflng tapes of POWs who returned in 1973 
and the government’s witness list.

San Francisco voters scrap 
district election of supervisors

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) — All 11 
members of San Francisco’ s Board of 
Supervisors must stand for re-elec­
tion in November after voters opted to 
choose their supervisors citywide 
rather than by districts.

In a special election Tuesday, a 
proposition to scrap the four-year-old 
district system in favor of at-large 
voting barely won with 50.57 percent 
of the vote. With all precincts count­
ed, the totals showed 69,632 votes for 
Proposition A, and 68,036 against.

The election marked the fourth 
time since 1976 that voters have de­
cided the issue.

Less than 35 percent of the city’s 
404,000 registered voters cast ballots 
in one of the lightest turnouts in city 
history.

Board member Carol Ruth Silver 
called the special election a “ trick”  
played by proponents of the at-large 
system.

“ To put on a special election in the 
middle of the summer, in the middle 
of vacation season is a poor thing to 
do, and the city of San Francisco... 
has now had 35 percent of the elector­
ate decide to make a major change In 
the charter of the city,”  she said.

She was planning to try to put the 
district election issue before voters 
again in November.

But registrar of Voters Jay Patter­
son said it is probably too late for a 
signature campaign to qualify an ini­
tiative for the November ballot.

Tuesday’s election, held at a cost of 
3484,000 to the city, angered some city 
residents who said the issue could 
have been on the November ballot at 
no extra cost.

But proposition sponsors won a 
court fight to have the special election 
in August after arguing that if voters 
approved at-large supervisors they 
would have to elect a new board in 
November.

Supporters of Proposition A Includ 
ed the city's chamber of commerce, 
former at-large supervisors and con 
servative property owners. They 
claimed present supervisors are not 
accountable to the city as a whole 
because they are subject to pressure 
from small neighborhood groups.

Opponents of the proposition said 
the district system is better because it 
keeps supervisors from being unduly 
influencé by downtown business in 
terests that contribute heavily to 
campaigns.

Microwave ovens offer another 
cooking appliance option to supple­
ment conventional cooking appli­
ances. Fast cooking has been the 
main advantage. Cooking on older 
models is completely time-controlled. 
Features on newer models allow both 
time-and temperature-controlled 
cooking

Microwave ovens are available in 
counter top models, built-in models 
that may include dual ovens and 
range top, and the all-in-one combina­
tion oven that combines microwave 
and conventional heat in one oven.

Microwaves are high frequency 
waves of energy, much like radio and 
television waves. Microwaves are 
non-ionizing, a form of energy that 
causes a rise in temperature rather 
than a chemical change.

Microwaves are generated by a 
magnetron tube and sent to the oven 
cavity through a wave guide. A stir­
rer or similar device is used to distrib­
ute the waves evenly. Some ovens use 
a turntable to rotate food within the 
oven. As microwave energy is ab­
sorbed by food, moisture and fat mol­
ecules in the food begin to move rapid­
ly. This friction causes heat.

Because microwaves create heat 
within food, the controls regulate the 
length of time that microwaves are 
produced rather than the tempera­
ture of the oven cavity. Some controls 
are labeled with familiar cooking 
terms such as bake, simmer, roast, 
etc., or high, medium and low power. 
Each of these settings cycle the mag­
netron tube off and on for a certain 
number of seconds of each minute of 
cooking time or reduce the power 
output of the magnetron tube.

UMITATIONS OF 
MICROWAVE COOKING

Microwaves do not brown food. 
Foods such as meat that contain fat 
will brown some when heated by ml-

crowaves. Appliances such as a toast­
er or conventional oven may be used 
to brown foods. Some microwave 
models Include a browning element 
and others provide browning trays. 
These trays have a special finish on 
the bottom surface to absorb micro- 
waves and sear or brown food. Pas­
tries, pie shells and some meats may 
be given a brown appearance by 
brushing them with vanilla extract 
or brown seasoning sauces.

The microwave appliance will not 
produce crispy coatings on foods. 
Steam produced when the food is 
heated moistens the coating. A micro- 
wave appliance will not fry or broil. It 
can grill and toast If a browning tray 
or browning element is included.

Less tender cuts of meat are not 
cooked effectively by microwaves. 
Large cuts of meat may not be as 
tender as when cooked conventional­
ly

ENERGY CONSUMPTION

Microwave cooking usually saves 
energy because most foods can be 
cooked in about one-fourth of the time 
necessary to cook them by conven­
tional heat. Some portable appliances 
such as electric skillets and coffee 
makers prepare some foods more effi­
ciently than a mirowave appliance. 
Research on the energy efficiency of 
microwave cooking Indicated that 
foods containing large quantities 
(more than one quart) of liquid or 
vegetables can be cooked more effi­
ciently on a range surface unit than in 
a microwave oven. These foods in­
clude stews, soups and other foods 
that need to simmer.

MIROWAVE APPLIANCE SAFETY

Microwave appliances are pro­
duced with the safety of the consumer 
in mind. Regulations protect the user 
from unnecessary exposure to micro- 
wave energy. Microwave appliance 
must be equipped with at least two

Most of us who are raised by intimi­
dation and public humiliation have a 
difficult time relating to this new­
found trend.

Looking back, there wasn't a day 
that went by that I did not have 
sufficient grounds for dissolving the 
relationship. A stepfather certainly 
constituted “ alienation of affection." 
Whether or not they were going to let 
me sUy out all night at the prom was 
“ menUI anguish' beyond belief. Tell­
ing me to spend my owm money for a 
bicycle was definitely grounds for 
“ non-support,”  and switching my 
legs for lying was “ aggravated as­
sault.”  I wrote the book on "covet­
ing”  and not returning anything.

If my parents had been any differ­
ent, I would have had nothing to Ulk 
about to my friends. Our parents and

their inhumanity to us was all we ever 
talked about. . .  or bragged about.

They made us salute the flag, be­
lieve in God, say thank you, flush, eat 
everything on our plate, keep our feet 
on the floor and our knees together.

We couldn't swim after we ate, pick 
our noses, hang on the phone, put our 
elbows on the Ubie. go to bed with

dirty feet, drink milk out of a carton 
or smoke cigarettes.

They punished us for talking back 
to teachers, leaving the refrigerator 
door open, playing with our gum, 
losing our bicycle and stealing.

Babies have come a long way. I’m 
weak. I don’t want to be the one to tell 
my mother.

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operating safety interlocks that will 
automoatically turn off power to the 
matnetron tube when the oven door is 
opened.

Look for  the seal o f the Un­
derwriters' Laboratories. They test 
microwave appliances for leakage as 
well as for the effects of shipment 
damage.

Operating the microwave oven ac­
cording to the manufacturer's In­
structions is important. Proper use of 
the microwave appliance assures 
maximum safety to the user.

Follow these basic recommenda­
tions established by the Bureau of 
Radiological Health:

-Examine for evidence of shipplns 
damage.

-Never insert objects (for example, 
a wire) through the door grill or 
arouond door seal.

-Never tamper with or Inactivate 
the oven safety interlocks.

-Never operate oven when It is 
empty.

-Frequently clean cooking cavity, 
door, seals and filter with water and 
mild detergent. Do not use scouring 
pads, steel wool or other abrasives.

-Have appliance checked regularly 
by a qualified serviceman for signs of 
wear, damage or tampering. Every 
18 to 24 months is advisable.

-It is important to keep the door seal 
clean.

-Switch control to " o f f ”  before 
opening the door.

■Stay at least an arm’s length away 
from the front of the appliance while 
it is on.

-If you wear a pacemaker, consult a 
physician before purchasing a micro- 
wave appliance.

Even more 
importantly, since you 
aren ’ t likely to have 
looked at your summer 
clothing in a while, you 
might be buying some­
thing that you don’t real­
ly need.

Learn to shop around 
fur your clothing, just as 
you should do with any 
purcha.se. Many stores in 
your area will carry the 
same kind of merchan­
d ise , but u sua lly  for 
varying prices. Discount 
or wholesale stores can 
be real treasure chests in 
terms of clothing bar­
gains On the other hand, 
they are more likely to 
have defective merchan­
dise. This, in itself, is not 
bad, becau.se you can try 
to repair small defects 
yourself or have them 
fixed if the problem is 
small enough.

What kind of clothes 
ai;|e right for you? There 
are two basic options. 
One is to buy a lot of 
relatively Inexpensive 
clothes that will allow 
you a greater amount of 
choice. Or you can opt for 
expensive, finely tai­
lo re d  c lo th in g . The 
choice boils down to the 
question of how impor-
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tant clothing is to you 
and to the people who 
will see you.

If you buy inexpensive 
clothes, like most people 
y o u  w i l l  p r o b a b ly  
splurge once in a while 
on something expensive. 
But if you always buy 
expensive clothes even 
though you live on an av­
erage budget, then you 
will have to be very care­
ful in your selection.

Check what the cloth­
ing is made of (as most 
fabrics are required by 
law to be correctly iden­
tified). This check will 
also give you an indica­
tion of flammability, as 
well as quality. That 
may seem picky, but 
thousands of people die 
each year in fabric-relat­
ed fires. Wool, for exam­
ple, Is usually slow burn­
ing, while some acrylics 
are only m odera tely  
flammable even though 
they tend to cause severe 
injuries when involved In 
fires.

Other choices involve 
your particular lifestyle. 
Bachelors may want to 
buy more wash and wear 
fabrics, and the .same is 
certainly true of bache- 
lorettes too. Whatever 
your choice, you should 
c e r ta in ly  put m ore  
thought into it than grab­
bing something o f^ b e  
rack because you liMWie 
color.

It’ s an axiom  that 
"breath is life.”

The way you breathe 
a ffects  how you look, 
how you feel and even 
the c la r i t y  o f  y o u r  
thoughts. Yet, If you’re 
like most people, you are 
probably using only half 
of your breathing poten­
tial and therefore getting 
only half o f the bene­
fits.

Inadequate breathers 
often feel lethargic, hea­
dachy, depressed, some­
what anxious and jittery. 
In addition, many e x ­
perts believe that some 
of the diseases associat­
ed with old age, such as 
senility are the result 
of too little oxygen being 
available to the brain be­
cause of limited breath­
ing.

In a healthy life, full of 
physical exertion, nature 
makes sure you take in 
plenty of air. In fact, you 
may have noticed that 
most people who work 
outdoors in clean air 
have a glowing skin. 
That’s because 7 percent 
of the body’s oxygen sup­
ply Is used by the skin to 
elim inate wastes and 
carry out cell division. 
You might even say that 
every I4th breath you 
take is for the beauty of 
your skin.

Work that necessitates 
inactivity, sitting, stoop­
ing or bending is apt to 
produce apathy of the 
nerves and muscles that 
control breathing. The 
result? You take little 
breaths off the top of 
your lungs, leaving a 
large residue of carton 
dioxide behind. And this 
"used”  air, which should 
have been expelled, is 
sucked even more deeply

into the lungs on the next 
inhalation.

In add ition , good  
breathing is not just de­
pendent on how much air 
you take in, but whether 
or not you inhale through 
your nose. Nature in­
tended that the nose act 
as the medium o f air 
passage, yet a lot of peo­
p le  b re a th e  c h ie f ly  
through the mouth. Dur­
ing nose breathing, the 
air is regulated to the 
temperature which the 
lungs requ ire  and is 
freed  o f detrim en ta l 
germs. In mouth breath­
ing, air is neither filtered 
nor temperature regulat­
ed.

To test your breathing 
capacity, stand in front 
of a full-length mirror 
with your palms pressed 
flat against your lower 
rib cage (almost as low

as your waist line) and 
let the middle fingers of 
each hand barely touch 
at the tips. Now inhale 
deeply and notice if your 
fingertips are forced  
apart by the expanding 
action of the rib cage. If 
they don’t move at all, or 
if they separate only a 
little bit (under an inch), 
you should practice the 
following deep breathing 
exercise. It costs nothing 
but a slight effort, and 
can reap rewards more 
than the most expensive 
cosmetic cream or vita 
min tablet.

This can be done lying 
down or standing erect 
It should be done several 
times a day, but espe 
dally in the clean mom 
ing air.

Exhale normally and 
then in h a le  d e e p ly  
through the nose to a

WASHINGTON (AP) -  SclenUsU 
have discovered that a common air 
pollutant called oione inhibiU the 
growth of cancer celb , a finding that 
they say could point to future applica­
tions in cancer therapy.

Researchers at Washington Univer­
sity Medical School in St. Louis said 
Monday that continuous exposure to 
ozone of a variety of cancer ceUs 
slowed their growth much more than 
the gas affected normal cells.

Dr. Frederick Sweet, a biochemist 
who led the research effort, said It 
was too early to tell If the surprise 
finding eventually would have human 
therapeutic applications.

But as a first step In finding out, the 
researchers have begun exposing 
mice with lung cancer to air rich In 
ozone. Lung cancer Is the easiest to 
expose to ozone because the gas Is 
breathed in with normal air, he said.

If ozone proves to be of any value 
against cancer, it may be used In 
combination with more conventional 
therapies, such as radiation and 
drugs, the researcher said.

But more testing is necessary be­
fore any use of the potentially toxic 
gas can  be r e c o m m e n d e d , he 
stressed.

Sweet said In a telephone Interview 
that cancer experts at the university 
find the discovery interesting, but 
point out that ozone’s effectiveness as 
a therapy may depend upon how well

It penetrates layers of cells.
“ Its effects may not go too deeply, 

and that could limit its usefulness,”  
Sweet said. “ But that’s what we’ ll 
have to find out.

“ In any case, the work shows an­
other difference between normal and 
cancer cells.”  he continued, “ it shows 
another weakness in the defense 
mechanisms of cancer cells 
someone may be able to exploit.”

Salt should be kept to minimum in diet
NEW HYDE PARK, 

N.Y. (AP) — “ Beginning 
with a baby’ s first taste 
of solid food, salt should 
be kept to a minimum In 
the diet,”  advises Dr. 
Bernard Gauthier, phys- 
ician-in-charge of pediat­
ric nephrology at Long 
Island Jewish-Hillside 
Medical Center In New 
Hyde Park.

Children whose fami­

lies have a history of 
high blood pressure or 
heart or kidney disease 
are especially sensitive 
to the salt in their diet, 
according to the special­
ist in children’s kidney 
diseases and hyperten­
sion.

Hypertension, or high 
blood pressure, is now 
known to be much more

com m on among teen­
agers and even  very

a  children than pre- 
y believed, Gauth­

ier points out. Current 
estim ates are that 10 
percent of adolescents 
and 5 percent of children 
under 11 may suffer from 
this condition.

“ Junk fo o d s ’ ’ and 
•fast foods”  with their

high salt content can con­
tribute to hypertension in 
the young, in Gauthier’s 
opinion. He says salt is 
con sid ered  a cu lp r it 
since research shows 
that high blood pressure 
is rare in cou n tries  
where there Is a low salt 
intake.

Autuinn good time for redecorating

Autumn traditionally 
is the Important season 
for home redecorating 
p r o je c t s .  One hom e 
project that can be done 
at anytime Is redoing the 
porch.

W h eth er y ou r sun 
porch is indoors or out, 
chances are you will 
spend more time there 
during summer. And if 
that porch reflects the 
season with leafy plants, 
wicker furniture and de­
lightfully cool breezes, so 
much the better.

Decorators asked for 
advice on how to deco­
rate a sum m er porch 
came up with some prac­
tical suggestions. First 
of all, several agreed, 
furnishings depend on 
whether the room is for 
year-round use or is only 
a warm weather place.

However, if you have 
an unheated, uninsulated 
porch or even an outdoor 
porch and are in need of 
more space, you may be 
able to convert your one 
season room to a year- 
round room. Insulating 
and installing windows 
and a floor covering may 
be possible. Check with a 
building contractor or a 
home center If such a 
project seems possible, 
since summer Is a per­
fect time to work on such 
a conversion.

IF YOU HAVE an In­
door porch, sUrt with the 
w in d o w  c o v e r in g s .  
Choose coverings that 
offer flexibility In light 
and air circulation. It is 
usually necessary to pro­
vide some protection for 
rooms from the hot sum­
m er sun while at the 
same time allowing for 
air circulation so that 
co o lin g  b reezes  m ay
enter. .

C overin gs such as 
blinds, either vertical or 
horizontal, or inexpen­
sive Japanese m atch- 
stick or bamboo blinds 

lare excellent because 
they permit air to enter 
but can be adjusted to 
keep out the sun

Cotton print curtains of 
a loose weave are an­
other possible choice.

Floors can be left bare 
d u r in g  th e  w a rm  
months. Choose a sur­
face that will Uke spills 
in stride, such as a paint­
ed wood floor treated 
with polyurethane or an­
other hard surface floor­
ing. An easy-care rug 
that can go into a wash­
ing machine or rugs of 
natural fiber such as 
sisal also are excellent.

F U R N I T U R E  
SHOULD BE durable, 
comfortable and easy to 
care for. Choose furni­
ture covers that are not 
too susceptible to fading 
in the sun. Look also for 
sUin release treatmenU 
on the fa b r i c s .  The 
amount and type of fur­
niture obviously depends 
on the size of the porch 
and the activities that 
occur there.

But it is easy to see 
that by keeping the at­
mosphere informal and 
cheerful, you will make 
your porch a more wel­

coming place. A rustic, 
country style of furnish­
ing is particularly ap­
propriate to a porch.

Furniture that can be 
moved around as need 
arises is also useful. 
Wicker and ratUn furni­
ture with cheerful, print­
ed fabric cushions ful­
fill this need. Also highly 
use^l is molded plastic 
furniture as well as all 
sorts of outdoor furniture 
such as wrought iron and 
cast and wrought alumi­
num framed pieces with 
cushions or strap seats.

Furniture which has 
been found useful on a 
sun porch Includes com ­
fortable, cushioned seat­
ing, a combination game 
and dining table with 
chairs, side tables for 
lamps and accessories, 
and storage furniture in 
the form of an etagere or 
book shelves or built-in 
shelving and cabinets.

F o r  a y e a r -ro u n d  
porch that can change 
with the seasons without 
much trouble or expense, 
paint the walls and floor 
a neutral color. In warm

months, use a cotton fab­
ric with smooth textures 
and garden colors. Leave 
the floors bare and ac­
cessorize with plenty of 
potted plants.

When fall comes, add a 
textured rug and replace 
the cotton print with a 
nubbier sort of fabric. 
Use a d iffe ren t and 
warmer window treat­
ment. Remove some or 
all of the plants and 
bring in some wintry ac­
cessories. Candles and 
brass objects provide an 
air of warmth to a wintry 
room.

For economy, consider 
rev ers ib le  cu sh ion s, 
summer-like on one side 
and wintry on the other, 
or have slip covers for 
summer use.

“ If possible,”  Gauthier 
says, “ baby foods should 
be prepared at home 
with a food processor, 
blender or strainer. And 
don’t add salt. Let chil­
dren leam to enjoy natu­
ral flavors.

Decreasing the amount 
of salt used is a good idea 
for everyone.”

Because hypertension 
rarely shows symptoms 
until It becomes severe, 
the doctor recommends 
that every child have a 
blood-pressure test dur­
ing regu lar m ed ica l 
checkups. “ Of course, 
the young patient must 
be old enough to cooper­
ate during the test — 
usually after the age of 
3,”  he adds.

Even if the test proves 
normal, good food habits 
are particularly Impor- 
Unt for the child whose 
parent or even grandpar- j  
ent has had a stroke or 
any form o f coronary 
disease, Gauthier says.
If the physician discov­
e r s  e le v a t e d  b lo o d  
pressure in a young pa­
tient, further testing 
should be done to explore 
a p oss ib le  k idney or 
heart ailment.

White said he could not 
say exactly how Rodri­
guez sustained his in­
juries.

Rodriguez was in a 
coma when he was hospi­
talized after the distui^ 
bances, and he remained 
in that condition until his 
death, according to Dr. 
William Bush, the Dau­
phin County coroner.

“ He was practically 
dead on arrival, for all 
intents and purposes, 
Bush said. “ He never re­
gained consciousness. He 
was maintained artifi­
cially on a respirator.

"The situation is uncomfortable, 
but not dangerous,”  said Ric Wldmer, 
a Miami-based vice-president of mar­
keting for Norwelgan Caribbean 
Lines, the company that owns the 
ship. "The passengers are in good
spirits.”  , . , .

"We have been serving them cold 
meals, of course ... and soft drinks 
and beer,”  said cruise line spokeswo­
man Maggie Dukes. ,

The Norway, which at 1,0S5 feet is 
larger than the Queen Elizabeth II, 
was stranded about 150 miles north of 
Caicos Island in the southern Baha­
mas at 1 a.m.

Man seriously injured

DALLAS (AP) — An unemployed 
oil field worker who rescued a woman 
from a burning car remained in seri­
ous condition at a Dallas hospital 
early today while police searched for 
the hit-and-run driver that ran him 
down.

BOSTON (AP) — Accusing President Carter of "untruthful”  
and "largely phony”  claims about America’s defenses, Republi 
can presidential nominee Ronald Reagan said today the United 
States has slipped to second in military strength 

In remarks prepared for delivery to the American Legion 
annual convention, Reagan said the security of the United States 
has been “ placed in jeopardy" by the Carter administra­
tion.

Hitting repeatedly at what he described as "the deterioration 
of American military strength”  under Carter, Reagan repeated 
his own "peace through strength”  campaign slogan, but did not 
define exactly what he meant in either dollars or specific 
military programs.

Reagan recited a long list of military spending cuU imposed by 
President Carter, but again he did not say which cuts he might 
restore as president or which new military programs he might 
approve.

It was Reagan's second major speech this week attacking the 
Democratic president's military policies. Carter will get his 
chance to argue his case before the l..egion convention on 
Thuirday.

In an address before the Veterans of Foreign Wars convention 
Monday, Reagan accused Carter of "shabby”  treatment of 
veterans and of neglect of the nation’s defenses 

teagan sounded the tame theme before the American l.«glon 
and promised to boost military spending “ in the face of rapid and 
overwhelming growth In Soviet military capabilities.”

"Every single analysis of which I am aware directly contra­
dicts this administration’s smug assertion that the United States 
is and will remain militarily superior (to the Soviet Union) or at 
least ‘second to none.’ We are already second to one.”  Reagan 
said.

He described America’s defense situation as "grave but...not 
irretrievable. We must provide the defense spending and pro- 

correct immediate and short term vulnera­
bilities as well as long-term defense programs.

In apparent reference to Carter’s claim in his speech last week 
accepting the Democratic presidential nomination that he has 
^ n  rebuilding our military strength”  after years of relative 
decline under Republican presidents. Reagan questioned 
Carter’s truthfulness.

By such untruthful devices as manipulating inflation factors 
shifting the base from authority to outlays, changing base years 
and even ordering planned defense spending this year reduced so 
it would look as If he had met his prom ised percentage 
increase for next year, the Carter administration tries to manu 
facture increases that in fact are largely phony,”  Reagan said 

He said Carter had canceled, cut back or delayed the B 1 
bomber. Minuteman III, the MX missile and the Trident missile
programs.

"In slwri, the carefully balanced defense program which he 
inherited from the last Republican administration has been 
undercut and our security placed in jeopardy.”  Reagan said.

"Carter has slashed the Navy shipbuilding program in half and 
has provided for...a IH ocean Navy for a three-ocean global 
ri'quiremenl The situation is equally dismal in all the other 
areas of our miliUry strength.”  he said.

NEW YORK (AP) — Colleges. Col­
leges. There are more than 3,000 two- 
and four-year colleges, not to mention 
hundreds of vocational and technical 
schools.

Each fall millions of college-bound 
high school students and their parents 
turn their thoughts to college admis­
sion. Sometimes referred to as the 
great sorting process, college choice 
and college admission involves count­
less little and big decisions on the part 
of students and colleges, all aimed at 
making a good match between the 
student’s interests and abilities and a 
college’s educational programs and 
resources.

According to a major survey of 
college admissions officers conducted 
by the American Association of Colle­
giate Registrars and Admissions Offi­
cers and the College Board, college 
may be easier to get into than many 
people think.

The survey showed, for example, 
that public two-year colleges reported 
accepting as freshmen approximate­
ly 91 percent of those who applied. 
Even private four-year colleges, 
which most people think of as being 
very selective, accepted more than 77 
percent of applicants. Public four- 
year colleges and private two-year 
colleges accepted 79 percent and 86 
percent, respectively.

“ The public perception that most 
colleges accept only a small percent­
age of people who apply is simply not 
true,’ ’ says James Nelson, College 
Board vice president for student as-

much more. A companion book, “ The 
Index of Majors, 1980-81,*’ can help 
students locate colleges in each state 
that offer programs in 384 fields.

Students should keep their options 
open. When they take the Scholastic 
Aptitude I'est they should elect to 
participate in the Student Search Ser­
vice of the College Board so they can 
receive information from colleges 
they might not hear from otherwise.

And, they should consult high 
school counselors, alumni from the 
colleges they are considering, friends 
and parents; attend college nights 
and college fairs where they can talk 
to representatives of various col­
leges; and write for college catalogs.

"I  Just feel certain I would not have 
called anyone in the White House to 
ask about that,”  Ck>leman told the 
special Senate Judiciary subcommit­
tee

He also said he is sure the White' 
House did not brief him and Billy 
before their first trip to Liby a in 1978 
because Rilly was trying to keep the 
trip secret for fear the government 
would stop it.

But Sen. Birch Bayh, D Ind., chair­
man of the investigating subcommit­
tee. read (Aleman a statement by 
National Security Council aide Wil­
liam B. Quandt which contradicted 
Ck)leman’s testimony on both counts.

Quandt’s statement said; "I  was 
asked by someone in the White House 
— either Mr. Inderfurth (Carl F. In- 
derfurth, a former NSC official) or 
Mr. Wise, to the best of my recollec­
tion — to arrange a briefing on the 
status of the Libyan C-130s for Mr. 
Coleman.”

Quandt also says in the statement 
that he called Coleman two or three 
times, urging him and Billy Carter to 
delay their September 1978 trip to

Libya until after the Camp David 
summit talks because the Libyans 
might try to use him to embarrass 
summit leaders from Egypt and Isra-
el. „  ..

During one conversation, (juandt 
said, Billy Carter came on the line 
and said "something like . ‘I know 
more Libyans than all of you people at 
the State Department put together.

Coleman said he could not remem­
ber any of those calls. He said he 
could not swear they were not made 
but said he is sure they were not made 
before the Libyan trip because Billy 
thought he had succeeded in keeping 
the trip secret from the government.

In addition to (Quandt’s statement, 
the report President Carter sent to 
the Senate subcommittee Aug. 4 said 
Quandt had another NSC aide tele­
phone Billy Carter in January 1979 to 
brief him on the C-130s. But it said 
Coleman answered the telephone so 
Coleman was briefed.

Bayh told reporters Quandt will be 
called before the subcommittee to 
testify under oath in an effort to re­
solve the conflict.

"It ’s difficult for me to understand 
how somebody could not remember 
three conversations and a briefing,”  
Bayh said. “ That would go, of course, 
to the veracity of Mr. Coleman on that 
one particular point.”

Earlier, during a blistering ex­
change at the hearing, Bayh accused 
Coleman of overselling himself and 
Billy as country businessmen trying 
to draw trade with Libya with no 
interests in politics.

"I think we’re rather naive,”  Bayh 
said, for a president’s brother not to 
believe that dealing with “ a terrorist 
regime can cause serious embarrass­
ment not Just on the brother (Presi­
dent Carter) but on our whole coun­
try.
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Skid Row playground 
brings pleasure to kids

LOS ANGELES — Good news trav­
els fast in the ch ildren ’ s under­
ground

When the Catholic Workers opened 
Skid Row’s first playground next to 
the Hospitality Kitchen one recent 
morning, kids — boys and girls wear­
ing hopeful expressions and heart- 
shap<^ name tags — were sizing ujjS 
the swings, the slides and the sand- 
piles.

Only an hour later, their number 
had doubled. Nearly 40 4-to-O-year- 
olds were chasing each other)through 
the lot that six weeks ago housed 
empty wooden boxes, painting on 
butcher paper pinned to the cyclone 
fence, stringing beads of colored mac­
aroni pieces, and sitting down to a 
midmomlng snack of fresh. Juicy wa­
termelon slices. Against the asphalt 
and the dingy brick walls, the squeals 
of children at play mixed with the 
usual sounds of Skid Row.

“ IT’S KIND of obvious,”  said Moni­
ca Santos, one of the three Los An­
geles grammar school teachers who 
volunteered to sUff the playground 
for the summer, “ that the kids went 
home and got their brothers and their 
sisters and their cousins and their 
friends....”

It was also obvious that the logic 
behind this latest brainchild of the 
Catholic Workers was being proved 
with every smile and every shriek of 
youthful glee: Give these kids a play­
ground, and they’ ll play.

“ We noticed about three years ago 
that more and more families were 
beginning to move Into the Skid Row 
area,”  said Jeff Dietrich, manager of 
the HospiUlity Kitchen and a 10-year 
veteran of Catholic Workers’ projects 
in Skid Row. “ We sUrted working 
with them then, Uklng them on field 
trips, throwing Ice cream parties for 
them, stuff like that.”

WHAT THEY observed, working 
with children from Infants to teen­
agers, “ 100 percent Mexican and 
mostly undocumented,”  Dietrich 
said, was that “ these kids didn’t have 
any place to go. If they weren’t locked 
in their rooms or playing on their fire 
escapes, they were playing in the. 
streets. The older ones were doing 
things like setting fires and beaUng 
up the w inos.”  D ietrich sighed. 
“ These kids are like all kids. They’ve 
Just got all this energy — and no place 
to channel It.”

Dietrich elaborated: “ These kids 
were completely forgotten. Nobody 
thinks of families actually llvingon 
Skid Row. These people come up from 
Mexico, they work mostly in the gar­
ment Industry, they move into a little 
10-by-lO hotel room. They call it an 
aparUmiento. That means there’s a 
stove and a refrigerator in the room. 
They can pack a lot of people In 
there.”  The Catholic Workers esti­
mate, In fact, that at least 1,000 Mexi­
can families are living In this area.

"That’ s a lot of kids,”  Dietrich 
said

WITH THE closest children’s park, 
and the closest school, some two miles 
from the Skid Row area, Dietrich said 
the CathoUc Workers were painfully 
aware of the need for recreational 
facilities for the growing number of 
chUdren in that area. “ But remem­
ber,”  he said, “ these are not people 
who are eligible for any official ser­
vices. And it was clear to us that there 
were no agencies that were going to 
make the transition”  and do some­
thing.

The Catholic Workers themselves 
decided to do something when the lot 
adjacent to their Hospitality Kitchen 
and Free Clinic suddenly became 
available for rent.

So when the 50 by 150-foot space 
became available for $150 a month 
last November, Dietrich said, “ We 
snatched it up.”  While Dietrich set 
about soliciting funds for the play­
ground (mainly from local Catholic 
parishes), his Catholic Worker com­
rades sought a design for the park 
from the Southern California School 
of Architecture.

AND IT WAS Catholic Worker Greg 
Johnson, 24, who took over from  
there. “ 'There were a lot of volun­
teers,”  Dietrich said, “ but Greg has 
to take about 90 percent of the credit 
for building this thing.”  The entire 
project, Dietrich said, cost about $6,- 
000 — or one-tenth of an annual Cath­
olic Workers’ budget that Includes 
running the free kitchen, the free 
clinic, an at-cost foodstore, two work­
ers’ houses and putting out a newspa­
per, the Agitator.

Pushing a triple-tiered tire swing 
laden with laughing preschoolers, 
Johnson explain^ that “ our Intent 
was to make a place that would be 
fun, safe and virtually IndestrucU- 
ble.”  As for the fun part, Johnson 
said, “ well, they’ve been climbing 
over the fence for weeks now.”  The 
safety was built Into the design. 
“ Andas for being Indestructible, well, 
that remains to be seen.”

Johnson paused for a moment, and 
suddenly found himself serving as a 
$-foot-plus climbing structure. “ Kids 
were meant to get out and run 
around,”  he said. “ They need to de­
velop their muscles. 1 think a pl*ce 
like this can only do them good.”

Dear Ma. L.: "Greena" refera to 
green leavea and sterna of plants, 
such as spinach. They differ from 
salad plants, which generally are 
eaten raw. Although greens, too, can 
be eaten raw If they are very 
Usually, however, they are boiled 
first. Although greens lose some of 
their nutrients when cooked, they 
often are easier to digest than a raw 
salad.

In preparing greens, use as little 
water as poasible and cook only long 
enough to make them tender. The 
lluuid^at remains contains nutrients 
and can be used as part of a sauce for 
the cooked greens.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Right on schedule, the 
first symptoms of political recovery are showing on 
President Carter’s chart — but he’s not well yet.

Carter and his strategists had said all along that 
their poll ratings against Ronald Reagan would 
improve markedly once the Democratic National 
Convention renominated him.

Until then, it was a two-man show among Demo­
crats. while Reagan had the Republican billing all to 
himself. Now Carter heads the Democratic ticket 
and Sen. Edward M. Kennedy is supporting him, 
although it isn’t yet clear how active he’ll be In the 
campaign ahead.

The president has indeed narrowed the pollsters’ 
gap. Just as former President Gerald R. Ford did 
against Carter four years ago. Lopsided pre-conven­
tion margins for Carter In those polls proved illu­
sory; once Ford had defeated Reagan and gained the 
GOP nomination, the race was a tight one.

Clues still 
puzzling
By SANDRA BALMER

CHICAGO (AP) — Ex­
pensive racehorses that 
never earned their keep 
and some poorly forged 
checks are among the 
clues perplexing investi­
gators assigned to solve 
the $21 million puzzle of 
why heiress Helen Vor- 
hees Brach vanished.

Mrs. Brach’s attorney, 
John Menk, says the 
three-year-old trail is 
“ as cold as yesterday’s 
p a n c a k e s ,”  but her 
brother believes there’s 
still hope of finding out 
w hat h ap p en ed  and 
wants a Judge to hire a 
private investigator to 
look for her.

Unless the mystery is 
solved, her estate, esti­
mated at $21 million, will 
remain in limbo for four 
more years. Under state 
law. missing people are 
not declared legally dead 
until seven years after 
their disappearances 
and their estates cannot 
be distributed until then.

Mrs. Brach, who is 62 if 
she is still alive, was a 
Miami Beach club host­
ess when she married 
F ran k  B ra ch  o f  the 
Brach Candy Co. He died 
in 1970 at the age of 80, 
and she lived quietly af­
terward on a seven-acre 
estate in Glenview, north 
of Chicago.

On Feb. 17, 1977, Mrs. 
Brach left the Mayo Clin­
ic in Rochester, Minn., 
where she had a routine 
check-up and bought a 
few trifles at a specialty 
shop. A clerk at the store 
is the last person who 
remembers seeing her, 
other than her long-time 
houseman, John Mat- 
lick.

M a t l ic k  s a id  she 
caught a f li^ t  back to 
Chicago that day and he 
picked her up at the air­
port. He said she stayed 
at home for the next four 
days and then he drove 
her to the airport for a 
trip to Florida. He said 
that was the last time he 
saw her.

Police said Mrs. Brach 
had no reservation on a 
Florida-bound plane that 
day and never boarded 
one.

Matlick cashed seven 
checks worth $15,000 
written on Mrs. Brach’s 
account on Feb. 17 and 
18. He said they were 
compensation for house­
hold expenses. Police 
said the checks were 
forged and the signature 
didn ’ t even resem ble 
M r s . B r a c h ’ s . No 
charges were filed.

Matlick later cited his 
Fifth Amendment right 
not to incriminate him­
self in refusing to answer 
questions about the inci­
dent.

Police investigators 
said they also examined 
ties between Mrs. Brach 
and two horsemen, Ri­
chard Bailey and his 
brother, Paul Bailey. 
Mrs. Brach dated R i­
chard, and Paul sold her 
$$00,000 worth of race­
horses that lost about 
$120,000 in their first 
year of running.

Carter support immediately after the Democrats’ 
convention week in New York City. The attention and 
television time a national convention draws will 
almost invariably boost the ratings of Its candi­
dates.

The new poll, completed on Saturday, shows Rea­
gan the preferred candidate of 39 percent of likely 
voters questioned. Carter was chosen by 32 percent. 
Rep. John B. Anderson, the independent, by 13 
percent. The rest were undecided or favored minor 
party candidates.

Ten days earlier, before the Democratic show, it 
was Reagan 47 percent. Carter 22 percent, Anderson 
15 percent.

In both those surveys, the margin of error was 4 
percentage points, meaning the candidates’ actual 
support could be higher or lower by that margin.

Robert S. Strauss, Carter’s campaign chairman, 
had said the president surely would gain ground once 
his contest with Kennedy was settled.

“ I Just know that we’re picking up," Strauss said 
during the convention. “ I’m a pretty good Judge of 
this — I’m the complaint department, witii damn 
little authority to make refunds."

Strsuss, who spends much of his time with a 
telephone In his hand, said he was getting tlwse 
readings from Democrats around the country as he 
sought to orchestrate harmony behind the Carter 
ticket.

The national surveys set benchmarks of popular 
sentiment. Except in runaway campaigns, they tend 
to get closer at election day nears.

But a presidential election is not a single, nation­
wide contest. It is 51 contests, for the electoral votes 
of each state and the District of Columbia. Ute 
question Is not only how many votes, but where. A 
runaway in one state counts for no more than a 
narrow victory in another; vinner takes all the 
electoral votes.

And Democrats from states like Ohio, Pennsylva­
nia, Texas, even some Deep South states, left New 
York nervous, or pessimistic, about Carter’s stand­
ing with their voters. The president can’t afford to 
lose states like those.

He won them all last time to gain 397 electoral 
votes, and the White House, while Ford was sweep­
ing the West. Reagan looks solid in the West, too, and 
his people talk of carving into Carter’s Southern 
home base.

The national polls will become more solid bench­
marks of strength once the general election cam­
paign is under way In earnest, and the impact of the 
national conventions is forgotten. And the surveys 
that assess the chances of the candidates state-by­

state will be an even handler guide In tike weeks 
ahead.

Strauss says the polls will show a dead even r e ^  
weeks before the election. And Carter Insists he'V 
win the one that counts, on Nov. 4.

Labor Day, may spdl serious trouble for Andersodn’' 
The League of Women Voters bad said It will Invite, 
candidates who are gaining at least 1$ percent in tlkP 
national polls, and are competing for enough etectod*  ̂
al votes to win, to participate In the first of 
presidential campaign debates next month.

Anderson wants In, badly. He said it will be "a 
damaging blow" to his campaign if he cannot con­
front Carter and Reagan in debate. And the first of 
the three debates Is crucial to the Independent If 
he’s on the platform In Baltimore, the likelihood is 
that his poll ratings will exceed the 1$ percent level 
in later surveys, keeping him In the debate lineup.

The AP poll shows him 2 points short of the target. 
He doesn’t have a national convention to boost his 
standing. So his campaign Is launching a televlaion 
advertising campaign, and he’ ll be naming a vio9 
presidential running mate In the next week or so. '

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Chambers cut by Tampa Bay

Wally Chambers and Ken MacAfee 
were glad the burden had been lifted.
The same can’t be said for the Detroit 
Lions, Washington Redskins, Los An- 
geies Rams and New England Patri­
ots, who were forced to place their 
buràens somewhere else — the Na­
tional Football League’s reserve and 
special exemption lists.

Chambers and MacAfee were the 
most notable players to be cut as the 
NFL’s 28 franchises reduced their 
rosters to the mandatory — but not 
always accurate — 60-man lim it 
Tuesday.

You see, there are exceptions for 
some clubs. Or is that exemptions?
You know, the ones that NFL teams 
can count on, but don’t count.

THE NAMES are very impressive 
too. Defensive end Jack Youngblood, 
linebacker Jim Youngblood and de­
fensive tackle Larry Brooks — ail of 
the Rams — Redskins fullback John 
Riggins and Lions defensive tackle 
Bubba Baker, just to name a few.

MacAfee and Chambers are not in 
that category. They were among the 
countless players who were told they 
weren’t good enough to play for their 
respective teams. But they weren’t 
among the surprised ones.

Chambers, the wily defensive end 
who helped stabilize the line of 
Tampa Bay, was placed on waivers 
by the Bucs, who were upset over his 
tendency for missing practices.

“ I have no grudges,”  said Cham­
bers, who added he knew his days 
were numbered when he didn’t play in 
the Bucs two preseason games. ” I 
don’t feel bad. 1 leave good friend­
ships. Now I want an opportunity to 
play somewhere else.”

SO DOES MacAfee.
The All-Am erican from Notre 

Dame, the seventh player taken in the 
1178 NFL draft, was waived by the 
San Francisco 49ers.

"To be perfectly honest. I’m glad 
it’s this early,”  MacAfee said, adding 
he will return to dental school at the 
University of Pennsylvania if he is not 
claimed.

"They don’t have any interest in me 
anymore, so it’s kind of saddening,”  
the tight end added. "But that’s some­
thing I’ll live with. It’s not like I’m 
going to go back and work in a coal 
mine.”

A lot o f NFL veterans like the 
Youngbloods, Riggins, Baker etc., 
are not going to the coal mines either. 
But they are also sUying away from 
the NFL piU unless there’s more gold, 
or dollars down there.

And that’s something team owners 
have been avoiding, especially when 
it means renegotiating a contract.

That’s where the reserve and ex ­
emption llsU come in. It’s a way for 
teams to maintain their rights to star 
players who are sUying away from 
training camps over contract prob­
lems.

THE RAMS lead the league if  that 
category with four starters»— the 
Youngbloods, Brooks and guard 
Dennis Harrah, on the reserve-did not 
report list. Detroit is a close second 
with three key sUrters — Doug En­
glish, who Is sitting out the season 
because of business interests. Baker 
and kicker Benny Ricardo on the 
reserve list.

The Patriots have veteran tight end 
Al Chandler, who has not reported to 
camp, on the retired reserve list while 
the NFL office granted the Redskins a 
special exemption for Riggins, who 
left the Redskins camp in salary dls-
pute. „  ^

Once a player is taken off the re­
serve or exemption list, another must 
be cut from the team’s roster. But it 
does give teams more time to look at 
rookies and free agents while they 
settle contract disputes.

The job propecU of many rookies 
and veterans were settled Tuesday. 
And generally It meant unemploy­
ment.

THE KANSAS CITY Chiefs loped 14 
players off their roster and placed 
running back Alois Blackwell on the 
injured reserve list. The Patriots and 
Atlanta Falcons were also among the 
leading unemployers, cutting 13 play­
ers each. New England also placed 
veteran defensive back Jim m y 
Stewart on the injured reserve list 
while Atlanta put backup quarter­
back June Jones there, the result of a 
motorcycle accident that cracked 
three bones in his foot.

The Bears also utilized the injured 
reserve list, placing comerback Vir­
gil Livers and rookie safety Bill Per­
rin there. Chicago also waived six 
players including center Tom Ardiz- 
zone, and acquired linebacker Terry 
Tautolo from Philadelphia for an un­
disclosed draft pick. The Eagles, 
meanwhile, waived seven players, in­
cluding fifth-round draft pick Nate 
Rivers, a fullback from South Caro­
lina State.

Houston made news getting rid of 
seven players including rookie line- 
back Tim Campbell, brother of Oilers 
running back Earl Campbell.

Burrough out 
for 3 weeks

SAN ANGELO, Texas (AP) — The 
Houston Oilers are getting one wide 
receiver back just as another is going 
to the sidelines for three weeks.

Ken Burrough suffered stretched 
ligaments in Sunday’s 20-17 exhibition 
victory over New Orleans in a game 
that also Included a IS-yard touch­
down catch by Billy “ White Shoes”  
Johnson, returning for the second 
year from knee surgery.

Johnson will move into the starting 
lineup Saturday night when the Oilers 
play the Dallas Cowboys in Texas 
Stadium.

Quarterback Gifford Nielsen also 
will miss the Dallas game with a 
shoulder injury suffered in the pre­
season opener against Tampa Bay.

Rookie linebacker Tim Campbell, 
brother of Oiler running back Earl 
Campbell, was the most recognizable 
name among seven players cut Tues­
day as the Oilers got down to the 
National Football League Sb-player 
limit.

The race was stopped for about 40 
minutes after a spectacular, three- 
car piieup on the 74th lap sent three 
drivers to a local hospital, two of 
them just for observation.

Ail three were conscious and “ doing 
fine,”  officials said.

Bill Puterbaugh, of Speedway. Ind., 
had the most serious injuiies. Memo­
rial Medical Center officials were 
working Tuesday night to determine 
If he had suffered fractures in a hand 
and shoulder.

Robert Smith of Gibsonton, Fla., 
suffered a sprained shoulder, USAC

officials said. Mack McClellan was 
doused with ftiel when his car’s Unk 
burst, and was being held for obser­
vation.

All three cars were flipped upside 
down and heavily damaged in the 
crash. USAC observer Carl McCor­
mack said Peterbaugh ’ s car ap­
parently slowed, and the other two 
drivers plowed into him.

“ Man, those others hit him, and 
they all just sUrted flipping,”  said 
McCormack.

Olivero. the defending champion, 
took advantage of the red flag to 
change to softer tires to Increase his 
car’s traction and speed. He knew he

was gambling that they would last the 
final 36 laps In the muggy. M-degree 
heat.

“ The tires started blistering on the 
last lap. and that slowed me down, 
said OUvero. “ It wat a gamble on our 
part. It would have worked If the race 
had been two laps shorter.”

Carter had led only two laps before 
his finale Pole-sitter U rry  Rice of 
Brownsburg, Ind. led throi^h lap 
No.18 and blew an engine on the Mth 
lap.

NKW YORK (AP) — 
The North American Soc­
cer League is prepared 
to sit at the bargaining 
table and “ negotiate in 
good faith”  with the 
players union that critics 
say has been virtually ig­
nored.

T hat p ro m ise  was 
made Tuesday by the 
legal counsel for the 
league’s owners, who lost 
a court battle earlier in 
the day. A federal judge 
ruled that the league had 
violated its collective 
bargaining obligation to 
the NASL Players Asso- I 
dation, and would have * 
to come to terms with 
that group.

“ I think they’ll get se­
rious for the first time in 
three years,”  Ed Gar­
vey, executive director 
of the players associa­
tion, said in a statement 
from his Washington of­
fice. “ I think the owners 
will now realize that it 
makes much more sense 
to sit down and bargain 
than to fight the inevita­
ble.”

The league’s attorney, 
Robert Rolnick, issued a 
similar statement from 
his Washington office, in 
which he guaranteed the 
good-faith bargaining.

“ The NASL is current­
ly involved in active ne­
gotiations with the play­
ers association,”  Rolnick 
said. “ The league be­
lieves those negotiations 
will produce an agree­
ment ...”

I f  th ey  d o n 't  the 
league’s plan for a sec­
ond season of winter in­
door soccer could be 
scrapped. Part of the de­
cision by U.S. District 
Court Judge Constance 
Baker Motley relieved 
the players of the obliga­
tion to play such a sched­
ule.

The judge ruled that 
the league could not en­
force provisions of any 
contracts beyond those 
provisions which bind 
players to their teams 
because it had failed to 
negotiate collective bar­
gaining issues with the 
NASLPA. Her restrain­
ing order would force the 
league to bargain with 
the union over several 
changes made without 
its consultation or ap­
proval.

Rolnick’s words of op­
timism may be more 
than a signal that the 
league will seriously ne­
gotiate. It wants to save 
Üie indoor season.

Long-distance pigeon racing is ndtional sport in Belgium

'  Pigeon Amateurs Federation.

A pigeon race Is a contest against 
> tbe clock that explolU the uncanny
<> ' ability of carrier or homing pigeons to 
?fly hundreds of miles and find tbeir
way home.

At one recent race, 20,000 Belgian 
pigeons were released near Orleana in 
neighboring Prance and returned to 
their coops 2S0 miles to the north in a 
matter of hours. Tbe srlnning bird 
clocked an average speed of U.S 
miles per hour.

"That’s a pretty average speed for 
a race of this distance," said Vancop- 
penoUe, who owns 120 pigeons him­
self. "Some birds are known to have 
reached speeds of up to 120 kilometers 
(79 miles) per hour.”

The racing season runs from April 
to September. Pigeon racing is known 
in various European nations but In 
Belgium the sport is big enough for

the state radio network to run hourly 
newscasts every weekend — when 
most races are held — about weather 
conditions and release times at far­
away starting points.

Typically, the pigeons are loaded 
into special baskets on Thursdays or 
Fridays and transported away for 
weekend races that can start in 
southern France or even Spain.

Each bird has a special ^ g  on one 
of its legs bearing a numl«r. The 
rings are slipped into sealed timing 
boxes by the owners as soon as the 
pigeons arrive home. Race officials 
later open the boxes to check the time 
each bird punched in.

Owners may enter as many birds as 
they want.

“ In any given race I may fly as 
many as 50 pigeons," said Vancop- 
penoile in an interview.

Pigeons have a lifespan of about 20 
years but racers are retired when 
they reach 10 or so.

As in other sports, the history of 
pigeon racing has its success stories.

In 1977, for instance, one pigeon was 
sold for the equivalent of almost $27,- 
000 at a Brussels sale.

“ This was, of course, an exception­
al price,”  said Vancoppenolle, "and 
the bird is used for breeding only."

The more normal price for a good

breeding pigeon is $1,000 to $1,330.
Pigeon racing is a growing sport 

both here and abroad. “ In Belgium 
people are betting on the sport and it 
is not unusual to see a bet of, say, 
10,000 francs ($333) on a particular 
bird," Vancoppenolle said. Last year, 
more than 20,000 homing pigeons 
were exported  from  Belgium  for 
breeding purposes, including 565 to 
the United States.

Homing pigeons have a history few 
other birds can match.

Starting with the Romans, they 
were used as a reliable tool of commu­
nication during times of war.

Brutus used pigeons in 40 B.C. dur­

ing the siege of Madeira as did Wel­
lington in 1815 at W aterloo. U.S. 
forces used them to relay messages in 
both world wars and even decorated 
one of them for saving American 
lives.

In the center of Brussels stands a 
little-noticed statue of a semi-nude 
woman draped in classical Greek 
garb holding a pigeon in an out­
stretched hand. The monument is a 
sort of memorial to the Unknown 
Pigeon that commemorates the con­
tribution of carrier pigeons in the 
defense of Belgium during the two 
world wars.

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Government sees 
no need for bon 
on sodium nitrite

WASHINGTON (AP) — The gov­
ernment said today that based on “ an 
extensive review”  of scientific evi­
dence there iti no need to order a ban 
on sodium nitrite as a food additive on 
grounds it may cause cancer.

Nitrite, used as a preservative in 
bacon, ham and many other meat and 
poultry products, was cited in a 1978 
study by the Massachusetts Institute 
of Technology as a possible cause of 
cancer, based on tests among 2,000 
laboratory rats.

In a Joint statement, the Food and 
Drug Administration and the Agricul­
ture Department said the MIT study 
was reviewed by a group of indepen­
dent pathoiogists who found “ a much 
lower incidence" of lymph cancers 
among laboratory rats than was origi­
nally reported.

The statement was attributed to

Jere E. Goyan, FDA commftsioner, 
and Cand Tucker Foreman, an assis­
tant secretary o f agriculture who 
oversees food and consumer services 
in USDA.

Meat industry o ffic ia ls , farm  
groups and others have questioned 
methods used in the MIT study and 
have pressured the government not to 
ban nitrite until further evidence 
could be reviewed.

C. Maniy Molpus, president of the 
American Meat Institute, haiied the 
findings “ as no surprise”  among 
those who have critizied the 1978 MIT 
report, including the Council on Agri­
cultural Science and Technology, 
members of Congress, the General 
Accounting Office and the Library of 
Congress.

Moipus, whose organization is fin­
anced by the meat industry, said.

“ The American consumer is the roal 
beneficiary”  of the government’s an­
nouncement on nitrite.

The MIT study was conducted by 
Paul Newbeme, a leading expert in 
the field of nutrition-induced duease, 
under contract with the Pood and 
Drug Administration.

After Newbeme’s report was re­
le a s e d , FD A  and A g r ic u ltu r e  
“ reached the tentative conclusion 
that nitrite might cause cancer”  and 
considered steps that would lead to its 
ban as a food additive.

The agencies, under pressure from 
farm groups and others who were 
skeptical of the MIT study, also set up 
a review process to go over the scien­
tific information and come up with a 
determination.

Further, it said, a committee of 
scientists from federal agencies —

including FDA. AgricuHora, Natkaal 
Cancennstltute and the Natlenal In­
stitute of Environmental Health 8d- 
encea — ravlewad the pathotoglats’ 
flmUngs.

The com mittee “ concluded that in­
sufficient evidence exists to snpport a 
conclusloo that nitrite InFioed cancer 
in the rata, baaed on the lO T  atndy.”

However. It sidd federal agandea 
will continue efforta to elim inate 
“ preform ed  nltroaam lnea”  from  
fooda. Thoae are chemicala farmed 
when nitrite comUnea with aaturally- 
occu rrin g  subatancea known aa 
amines.

“ Nltroaaminea are known carcino­
gens.”  the statement said. “ B ffm ls to 
elim inate or reduce nitroaamlnea 
from  such disparate products aa 
bacon and beer have been highly suc­
cessful.”

The 
doctors and nurses in at­
tendance are helpless; 
additional drugs could 
mean death.

What can the medical 
staff do? What are the 
rights of the patient, the 
patient’s family?

The questions of drug 
t r e a t m e n t  f o r  th e  
seriously III were raised 
last week when three 

inurses were charged 
with murder In the death 
of a woman cancer pa­
tient at the Morton Hos 
pital in Taunton, Mass.

A Bristol County grand 
jury charged the three 
Intentionally Injected il- 
year-old Norma l.eanues 
with an overdose of mor­
phine sulphate, one of the 
most powerful weapons 
In m edicine’ s arsenal 
against pain.

THF n u r s e s  pleaded 
Innocent to the charges 
of murder and Illegally 
distributing and admin­
istering the drug.

A ccord in g  to tran ­
scripts of a hospital In­
vestigation published 
earlier by The Brockton 
Enterprise, unidentified 
nurses told Interviewers 
they were trying to end 
the woman’ s suffering, 
not kill her.

One o f the accused 
nurses, Ann L. Capute of 
Plympton, disputed the 
a ccu racy  o f the pub­
lished account, and den­
ied giving Mrs. Leanues 
an overdose. She said the 
woman received a nor­
mal morphine dose as 
prescribed by a physic­
ian

"She got what the doc­
tor ordered,”  said Mrs. 
Capute.

District Attorney Ron­
ald Pina, who will prose 
cute the case, said the 
trial could set precedents 
for the ways doctors and 
hospitals care for termi­
nal patients.

"The Issue of treating 
pain Is very complicated. 
It’s an area that partic­
ularly needs definition 
not only in law but in 
hospital p rocedu re ,’ ’ 
says Leonard Glantz, an 
attorney who teaches 
health law at Boston Unl- 
v e r s l t y ’ s m e d i c a l  
school.

"A t  the very least, 
d o c to r s  and n u rses 
should communicate bet­
ter,’ ’ he said. "There are 
questions of policy: who 
should make the decision 
on treatment, how should 
the doses be determined, 
what role should the pa­
tient play?

"If they were going to 
give you enough pain 
killer to make you coma­
tose or dead, shouldn’t 
you have a say?"

d r . PHALGUNI Muk
hopadhyay, a can cer 
specialist who works 
with the terminally 111 at 
Lemuel Shattuck Hospi­
tal In Boston, says doc­
tors begin pain treat­
ment with the weakest 
pain killer and Increase 
dosage until the pain is 
controlled.

"A  painless state is 
very Im p orta n t,”  he 
says. "It alters the anx­
iety of the patient. It 
gives them a feeling of 
euphoria."

There are other proce­
dures If drugs fall. Sur­
gery can sever nerves 
transmitting pain to the 
brain. But som etim es 
nothing helps.

‘ ‘ T h ere  a re  ca s e s  
where there is nothing 
you can do, so you be­
come helpless. You can 
knock out the patient en­
tirely," says Mukhopad 
hyay. "It Is then a re­
grettable choice between 
pain or enough drugs 
that will leave patients In 
a semiconscious state.

"Ultimately, In termi­
nal cases, the pain only 
ends with death."

Glantz says the ethical 
question of using drugs 
to quench pain is a par­
ticularly touchy problem 
in this country.

"The fact that there is 
a lim itation on drugs 
speaks to that." he says. 
"Heroin Is a very good 
drug, to kill pain, that Is

used In other countries, 
but not this one. One ar­
gument used against 
treating terminally 111 
patients with heroin Is 
you can addict them. 
That. If you think about 
It, is a really strange ar­
gument.”

WRAPPED UP In the
question of treating pain 
is what Glantz calls “ the 
principle of double ef­
fect”  — the Idea you can 
do something with bad 
effects as long as you 
have good motives.

"The intentional kill­
ing of a person is a crime 
even though your mo­
tives might be good,”  he 
says. “ People draw the 
distinction between a 
hired killer and a sympa­
thetic family member 
trying to end a loved 
one’s suffering.

“ Morphine Is a respi­

ratory depressant. In­
cre a s in g  d osa ge  d e ­
creases chances for sur­
vival, but people give 
mo r p h i n e  a n y w a y .  
You’ re giving It for the 
pain with the knowledge 
you’ re shortening their 
lives. This is a very diffi­
cult decision.”

Glantz says the ethical 
questions become more 
confused In non-terminal 
cases where there Is 
great pain. An autopsy of 
Mrs. Leanues Indicated 
she could have lived for 
several years, according 
to one physician called 
by the grand jury.

"It is possible to have 
somebody In very, very 
bad pain who Is not ter­
minally ill — who might 
live for a very long time. 
It’s awful for the patient 
and the family and for 
the people who are car­
ing for the patient.”

So he offered us an 
opportunity to do both.”  

Orkin and Berdis now 
are established as regu­
lar members of the cast 
on Conway’s CBS come­
dy-variety show, which 
was shortened from an 
hour to a half-hour for 
the fall season.

Dick and Bert — that’s 
how they are known pro­
fessionally — are no 
longer turning out radio 
spots for Tim e m aga­
zine, probably their most 
fam ous com m ercia ls. 
But they do have spots 
out for Agree Shampoo, 
K-Mart Stores, National 
Semi-Conductor digital 
watches, GMAC and Cat­
erpillar lift trucks, plus 
those for numerous local 
and regional sponsors.

Orkin said they had no 
difficulty changing their 
comedy writing from the 
spoken word of radio to 
the visual aspect of tele­
vision.

“ Bert came out of ad­
vertising and most of my 
experience was In the 
theater,”  he said. “ So 
we’d had a lot of visual 
experience. In fact, peo­
ple have told us one of 
the reasons our commer­
cials are so successful is

that we have a strong 
visual sense.”

They have one sketch 
for the fall in which they 
utter not a word. It’s a 
parody of the Miller Beer 
commercial and it was 
taped on location.

“ Ernie Anderson does 
the voice,”  said Orkin, 
“ and he says, ‘ You’ve 
just finished a tough 
day’s work.’ We’re paint­
ing lines on the highway. 
We’re trying to quit, but 
the announcer just keeps

talking away, and we 
have to keep painting 
lines. We end up with 
lines on everyone.”

'They said they enjoyed 
doing the parodies of 
commercials. Some of 
their own commercials 
have ventured Into paro­
dy, but Orkin and Berdis 
usually stay away from 
that form of humor. It’s 
difficult to do, and too 
easy for someone else to 
imitate.

“ I think we parody ad-

vetis in g  a g e n c ie s ,”  
Berdis said. “ Remember 
the dancing bean? The 
commercial was for bean 
soup. 1 played the adver­
tising director in it. Dick 
played a bean and was 
supposed to dive in the 
soup. But he wouldn’t be­
cause he was afraid of 
heights.”

O rk in  and B e rd is  
teamed up about eight 
years ago. "D ick  had 
been In radio and I was in 
advertising,”  Brdls re­

called. “ It seemed only 
natural that we should 
get together. So we did — 
we opened an upholstery 
shop.”

T h at " u p h o ls t e r y  
shop”  has won 18 Clio 
awards, five straight In­
ternational Broadcasting 
Awards, several Andys 
and num erous other 
awards.

Both men are natives 
of Pennsylvania, but 
their paths didn’t cross 
until they became part­
ners.

Orkln’ s early experi­
ence was in radio, but he 
studied the classics at 
Yale University’s Gradu­
ate School of Drama. He 
returned to radio and in 
Chicago he wrote, pro­
duced and starred in 
what was to become a 
radio classic, “ Chicken- 
man; Battler of Crime 
and-or Evil.”

Berdis took another 
route. He tried perform­
ing and then was a writer 
for J ack ie  G leason . 
When Gleason went to 
Miami and left him be­
hind, Berdis returned to 
college and got his mas­
ter’s degree. Afterward, 
he worked his way up the 
ladder in numerous ad­
vertising agencies until 
he and Orkin got togeth­
er.

The two have made 
other efforts to get into 
television. A few years 
ago, NBC asked them to 
write a treatment for a 
kind of “ 'That Was the 
Week that Was.”  'Then 
NBC changed iU mind.

More recently, they 
completed writing a pilot 
for CBS in which they 
would star.

“ We haven’t turned it 
over to them yet,”  said 
Berdis. “ They were the 
first people to give us our 
head. They told us to do 
som eth ing from  our 
viewpoint. ’They thought 
we had a fresh outlook.”

But most were for 
individual projects pro­
duced by independent 
companies and provide 
for the acceptance of 
w hatever term s are 
eventually worked out 
with the producers’ com­
mittee.

“ I’d recently made up 
wi th my  fa th e r  and 
brother when it was pro­
duced ,”  W eller said. 
“ 'The show really was an 
acknowledgement — to 
myself— that aside from 
the anti-war thing, I 
really didn't want to go 
(to Vietnam) because I 
didn’t want my butt shot 
off. 1

NEW  Y O R K  (AP) —  Executives of 
sm all com panies, fam ily  concerns 
and other closely-held business opera­
tions know that when times get tough 
and money gets tight, bankers look 
for reasons not to lend them money.

That list can be long. Inclusive and 
even inventive, because if a bank 
doesn’t want to lend it simply doesn’t.
It is hard to turn  down G en era l 
Motors; It Is quite easy to deny funds 
to Smith’s Machine Shop.

Still, says Sy Jones, it pays for a 
smaller company to know and avoid 
the red flags. And so he complied a 
list for clienU of his company, Ck»- 
pers & Lybrand, the big accounting 
firm.

— 1. Large groYvth in sales volume 
with little, if any, bottomline growth.

“ The typical entrepreneur is m ar­
ket oriented," says Jones, who heads 
the firm ’s Em erging Business Ser­
vices Group. "Only infrequently is he 
a financial person."

Because of the entrepreneur’s pe­
culiar mental set, said Jones, "he 
tends to seek bigger and bigger sales, 
hoping that the bottom line also will 
rise. He often gets caught In a liquidi­
ty squeeie."

-----2. Inventory expanding at a fas­
ter pace than sales.

Small businesses often are run by 
venturers who accept risks  that 
larger companies would avoid, says 
Jones. Some think the worst thing 
possible is to lose a sale because an 
Item wasn’t in stock.

The result: As business declines, 
inventories swell. Says Jones; “ In­
ventory Is the most difficult asset to 
manage, and among the most difficult 
to audit." Needlessly big inventories 
are flapping flags.

-----3. Accounting controls not con­
sidered vey important by manage­
ment; control that are in place ap­
pear to have a high potential for 
management override.

Too often, says Jones, smaller bu­
sinesses are run by people who rely on 
gut feelings. It’s dangerous, he says. 
They should have automatic, built-in 
warning systems. Lenders feel more 
confident with them.

— 4. Hanging on to an outdated 
Inventory with the forlorn hope of 
selling it some day.

-----5. Lack of inventory records.
"Without these records or a physi­

cal Inventory, the owner, at best, can 
only estimate what Is on hand and Its 
value," says Jones. "Som e don’t

know how they’re doing until the end :

The situation  is  com m on, says  
Jones, in companies that have grown 
very fast in e short time, without a i 
chance for developing and training 
middle managers.

-----6. Lack of management toola <
needed to analyse sales by customer, \ 
product, product line and plant proflt- 
abillty. Management style apt to be 
informal. ;

"When a company has reached a ; 
certain sise the owner is surprised 
that systems and procedures that { 
have been serving him adequately j 
have lost their effectiveness," says « 
Jones. It makes lenders wary. >

-----10. Managem ent not always ,
open In discussing maters with its , 
bank or In making the most effective ‘ 
use of Its auditors or other advisers.

A very bad sign, says Jones, who 
believes that a sound company "goes 
with its professkmals," meaning th at.

Greece has fewer tourists 
who are spending much less

ATHENS, Greece (AP) — Although 
Greece has enjoyed Its perennial fine 
summer weather, fewer tourists en 
Joyed soaking up the sun.

Industry spokesmen report bro^  
tncs were down even for the hign 
season, and said this year s visitors 
were more economy-minded than 
ever.

Official figures for the first fw r 
months of 1960, based on the numl^r 
of arrivals In Greece, showed an 11.2 
percent decrease, and hotel 
say the overall seasonal figure will 
show an even further drop.

A total of 8M.124 tourists «r r iv ^  
here In the Januar>-April period thb 
year against 954,233 In the same peri

Nondas Solaunlas, president of the 
(îreek Federation of Hotel Owners, 
estimated that the decrease In tour_ 
tots could reach 15 percent by the end 
c.f the year He added, however, that 
higher prices should keep the Indus­
try’s Income at around the same level 
us In 1979, when it earned $1.6 billion, 
Greece’s leading source of foreign 
exchange ^

Solaunlas attributed the drop In 
tourists to a general decline In world 
travel this year Americans for many 
years have headed the list of foreign 
tourists visiting this country, but their 
number also dropped considerably.

According to tour agencies dealing 
exclusively with the U.S. market, the 
number of Americans Is down this 
year by about 35 percent. One of the 
reason’s cited Is the unease generated 
by the events In Iran and Afghanis­
tan, which apparently has caused 
many to think twice about vacation­
ing abroad

Don Gilliland, a manager for the 
luxury American tour company Mau- 
pintours, said nearly half the firm’s 
tours In Greece had been canceled. 
“ But at least at this deluxe level of the 
Industry we are suffering much less 

‘ than other tour operators. I can’t 
complain; I’m working.”

Gilliland said tourists were also

spending noticeably less on extras 
such as side tours and souvenir buy­
ing. “ We find that people will still 
take a trip, but Instead of the more 
luxurious, relaxed, two-day tour, will 
try to cram everything Into one day,
he said. ,  ̂ ^

The figures for Greece’s tourist in­
come over the January-April period 
of 1960 show an Increase of 19 percent 
over the same period last year, from 
(249 million to $307 million However, 
with a year-to-year Inflation rate that 
reached almost 25 percent In April, 
the earnings are down on the real
level of the 1979 figures

Solounlas. also president of the Hj^ 
tellers Federation of Rhodes, said 
that despite the overall drop, that 
south Aegean island had chalked up a 
10 percent Increase In tourists In the 
first four months of the year In com ­
parison to the same period In 1979̂

He attributed this to the fact that 
Rhodes hotel owners did not Increase 
their prices to the maximum level 
permitted by the National Tourist Or- 
MnliaUon. thus being In a posltlcm to 
offer cheaper packages than other 
resorts.

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Brown warns of Soviet threat to missiles

the Russians either have, or are on 
Ihe verge of attaining, the capability 
to destroy U.S. land-based missiies in 
their underground iaunch bases.

Brown said this in warning that 
Soviet military advances in weapons 
power, numbers and technology could 
in the future “ threaten the survivabi­
lity of each component of our strate­
gic forces,”  including i.ooo Minute- 
man intercontinental ballistic mis­
s i le s ,  the b o m b e r  fo r c e s  and 
missile-firing submarines.
-  “ For our ICBMs. that potential has 
been realized, or close to it,”  Brown 
said in a speech prepared for the 
Naval War College at Newport, R.I. 
“ The Soviets are now deploying thou­
sands of ICBM warheads accurate 
enough to threaten our fixed Minute- 
man silos.

Brown stressed that the controver­
sial plan for 200 MX missiles, which 
would be shuttled among about 4,600 
shelters in remote western valleys, 
“ Is highly important for preserving 
the long-term strategic balance."

The defense secretary made these 
points in connection with a discussion

of the revised U.S. nuclear strategy, 
which places greater emphasis on an 
ability — and readiness — to strike at 
Soviet military and war-supporting 
industrial and command centers, 
while de-emphasizing attacks on the 
Soviet population.

This “ countervailing strategy”  has 
drawn heavy fire from the Russians 
and from some American critics, who 
claim it makes nuclear war more 
thinkable.

“ This evolution in our doctrine en­
hances deterrence and reduces the 
likelihood of nuclear war,”  Brown 
said.

He sought to emphasize that it car­
ries with it no intent to strike first 
with nuclear weapons, but that “ we 
are talking about what we could and 
would do in response to a Soviet at­
tack."

“ Deterrence remains, as it has 
been historically, our fundamental 
strategic objective,”  Brown said. 
“ But deterrence must restrain a far 
wider range of threats than just mas 
sive attacks on U.S. cities.”

“ It is our policy — and we have

increasingly the means and the de­
tailed plans to carry out this policy — 
to ensure that the Soviet leadership 
knows that if they chose some inter­
mediate level of aggression, we could, 
by selective, large ... nuclear attacks, 
exact an unacceptably high price in 
the things the Soviet leaders appear 
to value most,”  Brown said.

At another point, he said that “ we 
have always needed choices aside 
from massive retaliation in response 
to grave, but still limited, provoca­
tion.”  "

The increase in Soviet strategic 
weaponry over the past decade “ and 
our concern that the Soviets may not 
believe that nuclear war is unwinn- 
able, dictate a U.S. need for more and 
more-selective retaliatory options,”  
Brown said.

He said the measures the United 
States are taking “ make clear our 
understanding that the surest way to 
avoid a war is to ensure that the 
Soviet leadership can have no illu­
sions about what such a war would 
mean for Soviet state power and for 
.Soviet society.”

Soviets call for new disarmament talks
MOSCOW (AP) — The Soviet Union 

made a strong new call today for an 
all-European disarmament confer­
ence, saying a “ broad and flexible”  
outline for the session could be decid­
ed upon at the Helsinki review meet­
ings beginning next month in Ma­
drid.

Western diplomats said the refer­
ence to a flexible approach to the 
disarmament conference appeared to 
reflect urgent Soviet interest in get­
ting the meeting under way.

Plans to hold that meeting have 
long been delayed over differing ideas 
of the conference’s purpose among 
the Soviet Union, France, Finland, 
Sweden and other countries.

Diplomats said the latest Soviet 
formulation indicated Moscow is 
eager to start preparations for the 
meeting now, and settle details of its 
mandate later.

“ The task now consists of doing 
away with current disagreements in 
the positions of countries on the goals 
and contents of the conference’s work 
— its mandate,”  said the Soviet ap 
peal, published in an authoritative 
article in the Communist Party daily 
Pravda.

“ In the opinion of the states of the 
socialist fraternity, such a mandate 
should have a broad and flexible char­
acter, since in this case it will be 
relatively easier to reach agreement 
on calling the conference on military

detente and disarm am ent in Eu­
rope,”  Pravda said.

The Soviet-led Warsaw Pact coun­
tries have already proposed Warsaw 
as the site for the conference, and 
have offered the West a series of new 
military “ confidence-building”  mea 
sures. .Some Western officials have 
been skeptical of the offers, claiming 
they don’t go far enough.

The measures proposed include ex­
panding the numbiT of military land 
maneuvers that must be publicly an­
nounced beforehand, public an­
nouncement of naval maneuvers and 
a celling on the maximum size of 
military exercises.

Eventually, Pravda said, East and 
West could come to a virtual non-ag­

gression pact.
The Pravda article indicated that 

the isoviet Union still oppo.ses increas­
ing the geographical area covered by 
confidence-building measures. At 
present, Soviet maneuvers farther 
than 150 miles from the territory of 
any other signer to the 1975 Helsinki 
agreements do not have to be publicly 
announced.

France has expres.sed interest In 
expanding the scope of confidence­
building measures as far as the ural 
mountains — 1.500 miles inside the 
Soviet Union. France has also called 
for excluding nuclear weapons from 
the disarmament conference, while 
the .Soviet Union appears ready to 
include atomic arms.

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Israelis to continue raids on Lebanon
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TEL AVIV, Israel (AP) — Israel 
defied the United States and other 
foreign critics of its latest big raid 
Into southern Lebanon and said it 
would keep on hitting the Palestinian 
guerrillas there and would not wait 
for them to attack in Israel.

Lt. Gen. Raphael Eytan, the Israeli 
chief of staff, said his forces would 
continue to Uke the initiative and 
carry the fight to their foes north of 
the Israeli-Lebanese border.

•‘When we talk about the initiative, 
we’re talking abut hitting them at the 
appropriate time,”  he said. "I don’t 
mean only after they kill an Israeli 
child or attack an Israeli bus and all 
the world will say we’ re right.”

The U.S. Embassy in Beirut, the 
Lebanese capital, denounced the raid 
Monday night, saying it was “ con­
trary to Israeli public assurances 
and Israeli respect for Lebanon’s ter­
ritorial integrity and sovereignty.”

In Washington, the .State Depart­
ment was less specific, saying. "We 
are deeply concerned by rising ten 
sions and violence in that area. We 
call on all parties to act with re­
straint.”

The raid was the third attack on 
Palestinian positions in south Leba­
non in a week and the biggest Israeli 
operation across the border since 
the 90-day invasion in 1978.

Some 500 Israeli commandos, sup̂

ported by artillery, planes and Leba­
nese Christian militiamen, cros.sed 
five miles into southeast Lebanon 
to attack four Palestinian strong­
holds. Israel claimed to have killed 
about 60 guerrillas and to have lost 
three men; Yas.ser Arafat’s Pales­
tine Liberation Organization said 12 
guerrillas were killed, 14 were 
wounded and 30 Israelis were killed or 
woundt'd.

The raid was ordered to keep the 
PLO "busy with their defense instead 
of planning attacks against us,”  said 
Maj. Gen. Yehoshua Saguy, Isra- 
H’s director of military intelligence

Lebanese Premier Salim el Hoss 
called the raid ” a barbaric crime”

and said his government would pro­
test at the next U.N. Security Council 
session. Arafat vowed to escalate the 
PLO war against Israel. The Syrian 
government radio accused the Israe­
lis of “ preparing for a large-scale 
military aggression against Syria 
with U.S. help.”

F'gypt also deplored the attack as 
“ an obstacle to the Middle East peace 
process’ ’ and “ a violation of interna­
tional law and U.N. resolutions.”

The French Foreign Ministry eji- 
pressed "vigorous reprobation”  and 
said the raid "runs directly contrary 
to efforts being made. noUbly by the 
nine countries of the European Com­
munity, to restore peace to the Middle 
East ”
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HOUSTON (AP) — Government 
Brilab tapes revealed a plan to spend 
from 12 million to $4 million in “ seed”  
money to obtain lucrative union and 
state employee health insurance con­
tracts.

The tapes were played Tuesday for 
U.S. District Judge Robert O’Conor.

“ This Is bigger than anything we’ve 
ever done.”  labor leader L.G. Moore 
told Jack St. Clair, executive secre- 
Ury-treasurer of the Texas Building 
and Construction Trades Council, in 
the recording of an Oct. 18 meeting 
last year.

The tapes were secretly recorded 
by Joseph Hauser, an FBI informant.

and resulted in indictments June 12 
against Texas Hou.se .Speaker Billy 
Clayton, Moore and Austin lawyers 
Donald W Ray and Randall B Wood 
on charges of racketeering, extortion, 
fraud and conspiracy.

'The indictments claim the defen­
dants took money to swing a multi­
million dollar state employee insur­
ance contract to a fictitious firm 
operated by Hauser in the “ Bribery 
Labor”  sting.

Moore told St. Clair that Hauser 
could deliver any amount of money 
•’within 48 hours.”  and that by Jan. 1. 
1980, as much as $4 million dollars 
would be available for the campaign

to get state and union health plans.
“ You could get 8500,000,”  he told St 

Clair
Moore, .St. Clair and Hauser spent 

several htnirs in St Clair’s Austin 
office discussing the possibility of 
paying Clayton 825.000 for help ob 
taining a 870 million state employee 
insurance contract

Moore urged St Clair to use his 
power to have union health insurance 
contracts steered in Hauser’s direct­
ion.

“ If you start thinking.”  Moore told 
St Clair, “ you know ... you've got 
influence . . the guy that gets it is the 
guy that’s got a friend This guy

(Hauser) gives us every month ... 
cash.”

” He operates right out of L.A. (Los 
Angeles).”  Moore said of Hauser. 
“ He writes into the deal the amount of 
juice (payoff).”

“ We want to give Gayton 825,000,”  
Moore .said “ If he don’t talk right, he 
don’t get much ... if he talks nice, 
we'll be nice.”

Clayton said Moore and Hauser 
gave him 85,000 in a November meet­
ing, but that he gave it to an aide with 
the intention of returning It.

Federal prosecutors say Clayton 
was in line for 8600.000 if the firm 
Hauser allegedly represented was 
awarded the state contract.
