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Residents shout curses 
at officials proposing  
to release radioactivity

MIDDLETOWN, Fa (AF ) — Hundreds of area resi 
dents, angered and frightened at a proposal to release 
radioactive gases from the Three Mile Island nuclear 
plant, screamed curses at federal officials who came to 
tell them any exposure would be minuscule 

"We hate your guts! " one woman shouted "You re an 
animal!" another woman screamed at a biologist 

"Take the message home to Washington There shall b«' 
no peace in Middletown." .Steve Reed, a slate'legislator 
and Dauphin County commissioner, told officials of the 
Nuclear Regulatory Commission 

The NRC called the meeting Wednesday to explain a 
staff recommendation that some krypton gas b<- released 
into the atmosphere so cleanup op«*rations ( an proceed at 
the plant, site of the worst accident in commercial nu( lear 
iuslury. action on the recommendation could come 
early next month

Five hundred persons jammed the flra hall fur the
meeting, which NRC site operations chief John Collins 
said was by far the most hostile he had seen since the 
March 2k accident

I'm five months pregnant I resent having a handful 
of people making a decision that is going to affect 
thousands," Michelle lewert told the officials

"We will never forget or forgive what you have put us 
through You are no more worthy than a hunk of cow 
manure "

Meanwhile, in Harrisburg, a consultant hired by the 
slate Fublic I'tllity Commission said the damaged reactor 
at the plant would cost $1 billion to ( lean up if it is not

beyond repair Dr Rob«‘ rt Farenle said he doubU>d the 
plant would reopen because of protests and stress on area 
r»‘sidents

The plant's owner, (ieneral Fublic Utilities, expects to 
spend $40« million repair the crippled reactor GFU 
officials told the FUC there was no technical reason why 
repairs (ould not be completed and that the undamaged 
reactor should be returned to service

The NRt' staff has recommended that 57,000 curies of 
krypton be vented from the plant's reactor containment 
building Krypton cannot readily be filtered from air, and 
the NRC says alternatives to venting would take two years 
or more to put into operation

In addition, seals and equipment in the building nt*<»d to 
l>e si'rviced and officials want to avoid any failure But 
workers can't go in for long periods as long as the gas is 
present

Collins said the maximum dose from the venting would 
lx- a fifth of one mlllirem while a chest .X ray involves 
about 35 millirems NRC radiation biologist Reginald 
Gotchy said about 10 million curies of similar gases 
es( aped during last year's crisis

.About 3 1 million acres of land have been damagt'd in parts of the 10 state 
region so far this season, compared to fewer than I 2 million in the same 
period of a year ago, the department s .Soil Conservation Service said 
Wednesday

More than half of the damaged acreage was reported in twci states, 
■South Dakota and Texas

According to the experts, land Is considered damaged by wind if 
enough soil has been removed or deposited on it to subject the land to 
further erosion hazard, or to impair its pnxiuetive capacity "

The agency conducts regular surveys of the region during seven months when 
winderosion is most severe That season runs from Nov 1 through the following 
May 31

ngures released Wednesday were for damage through I'ebruary, the 
first four months of the 1979-80 season

Over the entire seven months of last .season, about 2 9 million ac res of land 
in the 10-state region were damaged by wind, one of the mildest seasons 
for wind erosion in some time In 1976 77, for example, wind damaged 
nearly 8 million acres

In the mid 1950s, when there was prolonged drought in the (ireat Flains. wind 
damage was even more severe, with the damage ranging up to 15 8 million 
acres in 1954 55

Norman A Berg, administrator of the .Soil Conservation Service, said 
last year's reduced summer and fall precipitation and the absence of ade 
quate snowcover this winter were major factors in this season's increased wind 
erosion

Damage In the first four months of this season, compared to the acreage 
damaged in the same period of 1978̂ 79, included;

Northern Great Plains — Montana, 406,125 acres and 210,730 a year ear 
lier; Nebraska, 34,135 and 15,467; North Dakota, 277,750 and 70,960, .South 
Dakota, 620,948 and 102,078; and Wyoming, 13,830 and 21,500

Southern Great Plains — Colorado. 10,185 and 19,670, Kansas, 442,140 and 
31,328; New Mexico. 148,900 and 145,800, Oklahoma, 180,4.50 and 32,825 
and Texas, 989,247 and 520,491

‘We do not foresee supply shortages curbing consumption In 1980 as 
they did during the spring of 1979 unless we have a major disruption In 
world crude oil supplies."

Jack Herring, senior vice president of Marathon Oil Co,, said higher oil 
prices should enable operators to halt the slide In domestic crude 
prcxiuction In 1980. He and others predicted crude oil imports would 
drop

Executive Vice President Robert Weeks of Mobil Oil Corp. said 
Americans "were lucky" last year In avoiding a severe energy short- 
age

“ We were spared the social and economic hardships of a shortage that 
could have shut down factories, eliminated Jobs and left homes without 
adequate heat That kind of shortage was a real possibility and still Is.”  
said Weeks.

John Morley, senior vice president of Exxon Co., U.S.A., said by the 
late 1980$ synthetic fuels “ may begin serving as a bridge, buying time by 
helping offset the oil and gas decline”  while industry attempts to switch 
to such energy sources as solar and nuclear fusion.

“ The resources needed to support a synthetic fuels industry are 
abundant,”  Mcrley said. “ U.S. oil shale and coal are capable of providing 
energy equivalent to almost a trillion barrels of oil. That’s enough to 
supply the current U.S. oil demand of about 18 million barrels per day for 
the next 150 years.”

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A d am s defends unm arked cars
D P S  h e a d  s a y s  goa l  is saving lives

“ We will not be using unmarked 
cars at night,”  Col. James Adams, 
Texas Department of Public Safety 
director, told participants from 26 
counties during a traffic safety se­
minar W^nesday at Midland Col­
lege

Hie use of unmarked cars to stop 
the “ professional”  speeder — one who 
uses radar detectors, CB radios and 
even police scanners to avoid detec­
tion — has come under fire from vari­
ous parties, including Lt. (k>v. Wil­
liam Hobby.

Receiving heavy criticism was the 
u.se of unmarked cars at night, and 
the penalty for drivers afraid to stop 
for those unmarked vehicles while on 
lonely stretches of highway.

“ He (Hobby) did come out with a 
comment of disapproval," Adams 
said before his luncheon speech. “ But 
Lt. (k>v. Hobby has been very sup­
portive of traffic safety in the state, 
and I think his disagreement over this 
technique is not indicative of a lack of 
support of general traffic safety.

" I  REALIZE IT  is a sensitive tech­
nique. But 1 consider It within my 
authority at director of the DPS to use

unmarked vehicles,”  Adams added. 
“ There’s no state pi^ibition about It. 
The last prohibition in existence was 
in 1971.

“ I consider that the goal of saving 
lives and gasoline are realistic and 
attainable."

Adams defended his policy by say­
ing that, although Mack and white 
units serve as some deterrent, there 
is only one patrol unit for every 120 
miles of highway to be covered.

“ 'That’s not saturation point. It’s 
Just ridiculous,”  Adams told his lis­
teners. “ It’s token coverage."

He also added that biack-and- 
whites wduld be used to make the

majority of the arrests. Mast of the 
time, unmarked vehicles would be 
used only to detect the speeder.

"However, I have authorized all of 
our regions to utilize unmarked vehi­
cles to make the stop where we have a 
flagrant violation pattern — paitku- 
larly heavy trucks.

“ Is it a sneaky technique? We do 
not consider it sneaky gz the violator 
has a posted sign styh igM  mph.

"And there are those who ate coa- 
cemed that it might encourage people 
to impersonate an Officer and perpe­

Only 43 f^rcent of the Army ’s first time recruits were high school 
ghaduates, down 19 percent from a year earlier The Navy repmrled that 
M ^rcent of its recruits this fiscal year hold high school diplomas, a 
dtcline of aiwut 6 perceht. while the Air Force listed 79 percent of its 
recruits as high-school graduates, a 2 percent drop 

The Marine Corps alone registered an increase in percentage of 
high school graduates,¡rising from 62 percent to 65 percent 

At the same time, the report did not provide any statistics that would 
indicate re-enlistment trends among people already in uniform 

This is important in asse.ssing the all-volunteer force as a whole

Midland Memorial Hospital trust­
ees heard Wednesday that the hospi 
tal had a sound financial picture for 
February.

The finance committee reported the 
hospital had an excess of $39,616 for 
the month of February.

However, a February Medicare re­
fund of $166,000 for services rendered 
to Medicare patients for the past fis­
cal year carried the boapital when 
about $109,000 in expenses above what 
had been biMgeted for February were 
recorded, the committee reported.

Most of the $109,000 in expenses 
were supplies allocated to various 
departments. Very few of those sup- 
pUm  wera kept in Invantoix whicb

normally would serve as an asset on 
the budget, the committee noted.

In another financial report, indi­
gent care and bad debt payments 
accounted for $71,759 in charge-offs 
for February, the finance committee 
said.

However, the commmittee reported 
the hospital won't ask for funds from 
the hospital district for March and 
will be returning $80,000 of the $100,- 
000 borrosred for February.

In ad4lition, the committee noted 
the hospital srtNild be placing $100,000 
in a short-term 15 percent certificate 
of depcMit and the money would be 
used to help pay for some of the future 
operating expenses.

KNO.XVILLE, Tenn (A P ) -  A 
woman who walked into a University 
of Tennessee hospital room offering to

The mother was nursing her first­
born child at about 1: 30 p.m. Wednes­
day when a woman walked in, started 
a conversation, offered to change the 
baby’s wet diaper and disappeared 
with her, said hospital spokesman 
Frank Limpus.

"She came into the room and said 
.something to the effect, ‘It’s time to 
change the diaper,"’ Limpus said. 
“The mother gave the baby to the 

woman and she left with it.
“ About 15 minutes later, the mother 

became nervous and called the 
nurse’s station," he said. "The nurse 
immediately treated it like a kidnap­
ping situation and notified the hospi­
tal’s security staff.”

Limpus said the family had re­
quested anonymity and he would not 
identify the parents or the baby, who 
weighed 7 pounds at birth and has 
black, curly hair. '

Detective (Teorge Hipshire said po­
lice have found no motive for the 
kidnapping.

Six Cubans seek Venezuelan asylum
CARACAS, Venezuela (A P ) — Six 

Cubans in a hijacked truck sped 
through police gunfire and smashed 
into the Venezuelan Emba.ssy com­
pound in Havana to .seek political 
a.sylum, the Venezuelan Foreign Min­
istry reported Wednesday.

This brought to 15 the number of 
Cubans inside the embassy seeking 
asylum in Venezuela. Thus jar the 
Cuban government has rehr<ed them 
safe conduct out of the country.

The ministry report about Tues­
day’s incident said the six comman­
deered a heavy, steel-reinforced elec­
tric utility truck.

“ There were rounds of machine- 
gun bullets fired by Cuban police 
when the vehicle was en route to the 
em bassy," it said. The gunfire 
stopped after the truck burst into the

embassy yard and a Venezuelan dip 
lomat .shouted to police to hold their 
fire, the communique said. It said 
there were no injuries.

The would-be refugees were not 
identified.

Nine other Cubans gained entry to 
the Venezuelan-m ission several 
months ago and are still there despite 
lengthy negotiations between the two 
governments to resolve their cases.

In January, both the Cuban ambas 
sador to Caracas and the Venezuelan 
ambassador to Havana were recalled 
by their governments for consulta­
tion. The Cuban envoy has remained 
in Havana.

.  Newspaper photos of some of the 
group showed them to be typical, 
normally hardworking country folk, 
almost certainly enticed to journey 
the 3(M miles from their homes to 
Mexico City by promise of a free ride 
and a bit of notoriety. Of course, the 
individual who organized the incident 
but who did not take part in tlw 
embassy invasions was a presumably 
well-educated man. At least he had 
been rector of the Stole University of 
Oaxaca. The invaders, it goes without 
saying, included a few children, a 
pregnant woman, and a number of 
eiderly people. Death or injury to any 
one of them would have provided hiei 
to fire the ire of all expectant human 
rights activists. Tbe trap was so obvi­
ous that not even the most ardent 
law-and-order, advoate would have 
fallen victim.

After a few days of the embassy 
occupations. Mexico City authorities 
sent their female police, unarmed, in 
to evacuate the embassies. And there 
was no bloodshed, at least in front of 
newspaper reporters or television 
cameramen, l iw  Oaxacan occupiers 
were “ returned to their places o f ori-

gin. ‘ according to newspaper ac­
counts.

In (iuatemala, the outcome, ear­
lier. w as quite different There, armed 
police seeking to recapture the Span­
ish F^mbassy, forced their way in and 
a firebomb, presumably carried .by 
one of the occupiers, was set off

The .Spanish ambassador managed 
to escap<> with his life, as did one of 
the guerrillas, w ho w as badly burned 
The guerrilla was subsequently kid-gj 
nappt>d from the hospital and his bul­
let-ridden body was found beside a 
mad the next day. The rest died Th«* 
government was blamed.

In El .Salvador, embassy and gov­
ernment office sit-ins have become 
rather routine Some ambassadors 
and other officials have experienced 
more than one. Up to the time of this 
writing, the U.S. Embassy in San 
Salvador had been target of .several 
attacks but no “ occupation." Howev-. 
er. .Salvadorean extremists have oc­
cupied the Panamanian and Spanish 
embassies Their demand has been 
release from detention of guerrillas 
jailed for bombings, or shootings, or 
kidnappings, or bank robberies, and 
the like, all of which the Marxi.st 
extremists term “ political crimes" 
when committed by Marxists.

That the revolutionary government 
in El Salvador has been reluctant to 
grant the terrorist guerrillas all they 
ask is understandable Acquiescence 
to terrorist demands seems only to 
whet their appetites.

The Salvadorean Embassy in Pan­
ama a ty  was taken over by Salva­
doreans who were protesting that the 
new government In their homeland 
was not moving fast enough to elimi­
nate the “ oligarchy”  and bring real 
benefits to the masses.

'The embassy seizure in Bogota, 
capital of Colombia, a country that 
has been run by relatively democratic 
dvUian governments since 1958. does 
not quite fit the pattern. The other 
target countries are mostly regarded 
as dictotorships. Colombia is widely 
considered to be a democracy.

If for no other reason, seizure of the

Dominican Embassy in Bogota would 
se«*m to be intended to show that the 
Colombian regime is incapable of 
governing the country. That the rela­
tively democratic, capitalist system 
followiMl there is outmoded. That so­
cialism is the answer, in_ the long 
run.

Latin American Marxists seem less 
interested in the immediate conquest 
of power than they are in continued 

' subversion oFgovemmenls.
Theirs is a war o f attrition , a 

protracted conflict, that they will win, 
as they did in Cuba and Nicaragua, 
unless the target government gets 
sopie encouragement from abroad.

CUTHBERT — Cuth­
bert is a ghost of things 
past.

It is a community of 
the dead even beyond the 
cemetery. This name 
piace was "bom ”  in 1880 
and began its demise 
after the "good roads”  
criss-crossed this north­
west comer of Mitchell 
County near Colorado 
City midway into the 20th 
century.

The old tin-roofed and 
tin-sided E.R. Uzzle Gro­
cery A Market Store is 
in shambles, (hough IT 
might hold treasures for 
a sensitive soul rummag­
ing through its skeietai 
remains both inside and 
outside.

Out back. In mating re­
pose, are two old gaso-
Itne pumps and assorted

lfk<antifacts and trash, and 
a well-weathered out­
house. Out fron t Is, 
among other debris, the 
"Draw Gro. A Mkt.”  logo 
on the ground.

The post office, which 
was discontinued late in 
the IS&Os, is long since 
gone, as are the black­
smith shop, the Bozeman 
and the Womack gener­
al store, cotton gin, bar­
bershop, church and liv­
ing quarters.

Across the road from 
the old U zzle ’ s Red A 
White store are walls of a 
red-tile, white stuccoed 
building.

Cuthbert was founded 
in 1880 by D.T. Bozeman, 
a schoolteacher who 
later became a m er­
chant, on a main wagon

road about 15 m iles 
northwest of Colorado 
City. A good water well 
attracted freighters to 
Cuthbert and to his gen 
eral store, and helped the 
community to prosper.

The United States was the largest 
contributor and Israel was the only one of the eight nations criticized in 
the assembly resolution last December that refused to make a contribu­
tion.

The money will go to aid blacks in South Africa and the South 
African-run territory of Namibia. Contributions were made in connection

Mrs. Gandhi refused to cooperate with the inquiry, 
headed by felTfed tIrteT Justice Jt€.-Shah, alleging ̂  
Its probe was part of a political vendetta by Desai’s 
government which succeeded hers after the 1977 
general election.

Desai was one of thousands of Gandhi critics Jailed 
without trial during the 19-month emergency.

Criminal cases based on the commission’s report 
were launched against Mrs. Gandhi, her son Sanjay 
and aides and officials who served under her regime.

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Women earn 
Jess than men

WASHINGTON (A P ) —  Women are 
making inroads in Job markets once 
dominated by men, but they’re sUll 
■not making a r nnich money,-a new 
report by the Census Bureau shows.

The statistical portrait of American 
women as o f 1978 says that for the 
first time ever more than half of all 
women over 16 years of age either 
have jobs or are actively looking for 
them.

The to ta l number o f w ork ing 
women increased 25 percent from 
1972. And while most were in clerical 
and service work, the report said, 
more women were moving into jobs 
traditionally held by men.

Representation among managers 
and administrators was up 67 per­
cent, craft workers up 84 percent and 
laborers up 81 percent.

ing women were in clerical jobs, 21 
percent In service work, 16 percent in 
professional and technical jobs and IP— 
percent were equipment operators..

But money remained the biggest 
exception to equality in the labor 
force.

The report .said the median Income 
of- wooMD iA'1977 -was $8,6t8 a yeaF, — 
just 59 percent of the men’s median 
earnings of $14,626. That represented 
little improvement from 10 years e y -  
ller, when the women’s median Ih- 
t'lmie uf $7,503 was 58 peri’ent of men’s—  
income of $13,021.

The Census Bureau said work expe­
rience, education and types of jobs 
accounted for part of the difference, 
and it noted that the income differ­
ence was smaller — 68 percent of 
men’s median earnings — for youn­
ger women aged 25 to 34.

Nevertheless, the report added, 
“ Discrimination in hiring, promo-

—Among the 15 leading causes of 
death in the United States, women 
had lower death rates for all diseases 
except diabetes.

—For crimes of violence there were 
about five women for every 10 men 
victimized in 1977; for crimes of theft 
the ratio was eight to 10. The rates of 
arrelt for women are increasing and 
they are being charged with a grow­
ing proportion of both violent and 
property crimes.

—Between 1976 and 1977 the num­
ber of women aged 25 to 34 who had 
never been married increased by 111 
percent, and the number divorced 
and not remarried was up 170 per­
cent.

—Of the 24.7 million persons below 
the poverty level, 58 percent were 
women. While women maintained 14 
percent of all families in 1977, they 
maintained 49 percent of the families 
below the poverty level.

DETROIT (A P ) — An attorney for 
one of two female Detroit police offi­
cers fired for cowardice said Wednes­
day his client, Glenda Rudolph, would 
appeal the action to an arbitrator.

The second policewoman dis­
missed, Katherine Perkins, decided 
Tuesday to appeal to Detroit’s quasi­
public Board of Police Commission­
ers, the only other choice available.

The women turned in their badges 
Monday, after a three-man police 
trial board upheld its January ruling 
that they were guilty of cowardice for 
failing to assist a male supervisor 
who was being attacked by a naked 
man.

Police COief William Hart refused 
to review the board’s ruling, which 
the trial board based on testimony 
from the women; the sergeant at­
tacked, Paul Janness; and several 
witnesses who gave conflicting ac­
counts of the Aug. 26 Incident.

Ms. Perkins and Ms. Rudolph con­
tended they were calming the man 
when Janness waved them aside. 
Both repeatedly have denied they are 
cowards.

" I  would never let anyone get 
beat,”  said Ms. Rudolph.

Janness declined to comment 
Wednesday about the incident.

The president of a 200-member or- 
ganizaUon, Women Police of Michi­
gan, was cautious in her reaction to 
the incident.

“ We’re primarily an educational 
association and we don’t usually enter 
into tha^ind of a thing, but we’re all 
aware o f it,”  said Fay Byrd, a Cal­
houn County Sheriffs deputy. “ I f  it 
was cowardice, they should have been 
fired, just like a man should have 
been fired. But all we hear are rumors 
flying all over the place.”

There are 591 women in the ranks of 
the 4,900-member Detroit Police De­
partment, according to the personnel 
(UvUion. Weight and height restric­
tions were dropped to attract women 
following a 1974 federal judge’s ruling 
that department discriminated 
against women. *

The school, one of eight model sites 
for the disabled in the United SUtes, 
began the company as an experiment, 
Rlckert said. At first, many students 
were wary when a plea was made for 
handicapped performers, he said.

“ But we let them know we didn’t 
want to just use them,”  he said. “ We 
wanted to do legitimate theater that 
was entertaining.”

So far, the troupe — the only theater 
group in the nation that R lckert 
knows of whose membership contains 
such a large percenUge of handi­
capped persons — has presented 
three plays. The actors have Included 
paraplegics, quadriplegics and others

That often proves to be an advan­

tage, Rlckert said.
“ The wheelchair provides a whole 

dlffeient rhythm of movement.”  he -  
said. “ Revolving and routing Is a 
imA^*» type of movement, compand 
with legs.

The National Garden Bureau, an educational 
service of the North American vegetable and flower 
seed Industry, has whimsically proclaimed 19«0 to be 
the Year of the Cucumber. Third In popularity 
amongst all the vegetables, following only tomatoes 
and beans, the cucumber, it is felt, deserves looking 
inlorAn examination of the cucumber’ s full potential 
Is definitely 4» order-

The garden seed industry estimates that two out of 
three home gardeners planted cucumbers In 1979 — 
more than 20 million packets of cucumber seed 
annually. Cherished for its cooling flavor, a cucum- 
bcr,.freshly picked, is so fresh and delicate that it 
reminds one of the early morning dew .

In fact, thinking back over my experiences with 
cucumber, the outstanding event that coomes to 
mind is the summer I spent on a Greek Island. The 
heat was so intense there was no escaping it. The 
only relief I can recall finding was to lay my hand on 
some cucumber», jLUiliDg long slices and sliding _ 
them over my face. This primitive cooling system 
provided instant refreshment.

Cucumbers originated in India and China and are 
apparently about 3,000 years old. They were intro­
duced to North America by Columbus. Today, of 
course, there are many varieties to choose from, 
depending on what you like to do with your cucum­
bers.

There are standard slicing varieties for fresh 
eating, some long and slender ones serving double 
purpose as excellent cucumbers for bread and butter 
pickles. My favorite for fresh eating and bread and 
butter pickles is Japanese Long Pickling, which is 
crisp and mild, and very digestible.

TTien there are special cucumbers for dill pickles, 
ones bred especially for the typical dill pickle shape, 
and uniform size.

You will notice in your catalogue that some 
cucumber varieties are described with the peculiar 
name gynoecious. This means that the plant will 
have mostly female flowers, which in turn means 
about double the crop per vine if all goes right. 
Included in the packet of gynoecious cucumber seeds 
will be a few seeds of a pollinator variety — these will 
produce the male blossoms to pollinate the female 
ones on the gynoecious plants.

Now that you know some details of the cucumber’s 
intimate life, let’s look at different ways to grow 
thfeTi. Patio or balcony gardeners can grow even the 
standard vining cucumbers in bushel basket, half 
barrels and seven-gallon tubs. These can support 
three to five plants if they are fed well.

Some newer, dwarf cucumbers can be planted in 
much smaller containers. Patio Pick is a fantastic 
yielder on a compact plant. Such dwarf varieties can 
also be planted in a large hanging basket. The basket 
should hold two to three gallons of lightweight 
planter mix. Two or three vines of dwarf cucumbers 
can be fitted into a large hanging basket.

'  Out in the vegetable garden, plant cucumber 
seeds two inches apart, thinning the seedlings later 
to six Inches. This way you can choose the strongest 
surviving plants.

For more uniform, clean fruits, most gardeners 
like to offer some support for their cucumber vines. 
Support can be provided by a simple wooden struc­
ture made of two by fours nailed horizontally to 
posts, with string or wire mesh attached. Up to six 
cucumber plants can be grown in an 19-inch diame­
ter cage with one side left open in the form of a 
semicircle. The convenient arrangement allows you 
to reach through the slot to pick cucumbers that 
form inside the cage.

Hints on gaining weight without struggle

Dear Shirley; I ’m 29 
years old, consider my­
se lf fa ir ly  a ttractive, 
have a wonderful boy­
friend, a good Job, I keep 
myself active by caring 
for my two horses, and 
but for the occasional 
times I feel run down, I 
have excellent health.

Why *m I, writing to 
you? BecauseT'm miser­
able. You see. I’m not 
fat. I ’m one of those min­
o r it ie s  which no one 
seems to care about. I ’m 
skinny.

My entire life has been 
a constant struggle to 
gain w eigh t. I go on 
weight gain diets that 
never last for more than 
a few days. 1 simply get 
disgusted and then lazy 
and go right back to my 
poor eating habits.

I ’ ve discussed my 
problem with my doctor, 
but he offered no help. 
He said my little finger is 
healthier than his whole 
body and that all I need 
to do is eat more. He 
made me feel like I was 
wasting his time and that 
I should come back when

I had a real problem.
Where do I go? Who 

can 1 talk to? 1 know I 
need a" routine orgood 
eating habits, but I need 
help In es tab lish ing  
them.— J.M.

Dear J.M.: I under­
stand your problem very 
well, and 1 know it Is 
Just as Important for you 
to gain weight as it is for 
people who are trying to 
lose. Strangely, the two 
opposite sides of the coin 
are quite similar, often 
beginning in early child­
hood. Tiiey both reflect 
damaging eating habits, 
and sometimes medical 
problems.

If you will follow these 
directions sincerely for 
the next 12 weeks, I think 
you w ill  ga in  som e 
weight.

1. Have a physical 
checkup to be sure that 
you are properly absorb­
ing the foods you eat. 
Some very thin people 
have m alabsorption  
problems and do not as­
similate nutrients nor­
mally. I f your doctor dis­
regards your problem, 
get another doctor.

2. Be sure to ea t 
breakfast every day. In­
clude such foods as fruit, 
especially higher-calorie

k in d s  — b a n a n a s , 
grapes, figs, dates, cher­
ries. Add cereal and-or 
whole grain breads, and 
a protein food such as 
cheese, eggs, meat, plus 
some milk. If you can’t 
eat a large amount, take 
smaller quantities, but 
eat SOME of everything 
and make It a DAILY 
habit. Relax and eat 
slowly. Try and enjoy the 
TASTE of focxis. Don’t 
stand up to eat, and don’t 
rush the meal.

S. Two-and-one-half to 
three hours after break­
fast, a fter lunch and 
after dinner, take a high- 
calorie snack such as yo­
gurt with fruit and-or 
any kind of nuts. Dried 
fruit is also a good snack. 
These foods are all better 
than high-calorie Junk 
food because they all 
have great nutrients.

4. Meat, fish, fow l, 
eggs and cheese on whole 
grain breads, with butter 
o r  m a r g a r in e  and 
mayonnaise are very  
good sandwiches fo r 
lunch. Add a high-calorie 
milk shake and any des­
sert you like. Eat as 
much of everything as 
you can, but don’t force 
it.

5. Dinner should in­

clude a meat, fish, fowl 
or cheese, poston, rice or 
potatoes, two or three 
vegetab les, bread or 
rolls, milk plus any des­
sert. Wine or cocktails 
may help your appetite 
and will give you needed 
extra calories.

6. Fatty foods, while
high In calories, tend to 
stay longer In your stom­
ach, slowing normal hun­
ger, so you may not feel 
like eating as much^ 
Avoid excessive fatty 
foods. -----

7. Never eat a sweet 
food Just before a meal. 
Sugar tends to satisfy 
your appetite too soon, 
preventing you from eat­
ing enough food at meal 
times.

9. Thiamin, part of the 
B-complex vitamins may 
help stimulate your ap­
petite, which is one of its 
functions.

9. Begin to think about 
food with anticipation 
and pleasure. Remind

yourseU each day that 
ea tin g  is fun. N eve r  
dwell on any negatives 
regard ing food. Look 
forward to each meal as 
an interesting part of the 
day, even as a social 
time.

10. Why don’t you get 
out in the sun by yourself 
for awhile, until you gain 
weight? Even a sun lamp 
will help. Good luck and 
God bless.

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MONAHANS — Converting the Monahans Permian Basin 
power plant Into using solar energy part of the time In generating 
electricity would be too costly In comparl.son to the amount of 
energy It would produce, according to C. Winston Barclay, 
manager of Texas Electric Service Co.

A report on the progress of a solar energy study at that plant 
waa released today by TE.SCO. The report marks the halfway 
point In the nine month study by Texas Electric, Rockwell 
International and other partlclpauts, Purpose of the study Is to 
see If it would be possible to generate electricity on a large scale 
with solar energy.

•‘The study will help us Identify the pros and cons of generating 
electricity with solar energy In West Texas," Barclay said

The process studied fur the conversion is called repowering, 
which means converting an existing generating unit at a power 
plant to use the sun's energy part of the time to produce 
electricity. This system Is capable o f using solar energy as well
as natural jgasj>r oil for fuel to run the generatln^planl.______
"However, ‘prinOffiilnaVy e.sllmalcs'TrTdTcafe Ufa I a scJTar energy' 
system of this kind would be well over $100 million and would not 
be as economical as the lignite coal and nuclear-fueled units we 
arc building." Barclay said "But part of thl.s study Is to Ond 
out what the costs would be”

Rcpowcrfng — I  system being developed by Rockwell — 
consists of a field of reflective mirrors called heltoslats, which 
would concentrate the sun's rays on th«* top of a larger tower 
In the middle of a field The reflected sunlight w«)uld heat liquid

sodium circulating through the top of the tower.
The heated sodium then would be used to heat water into 

steam, generating electricity In the unit’s conventional system. 
The design would include a holding tank for heated sodium to be 
used when sunlight is not available.

So far, the study has shown (hat about 5,000 heliostats would be 
required to produce 50 megawatts of electricity with solar. By 
comparison, the Permian Basin Unit generates 115 megawatts of 
eleclrlcily jising natural w s  or «¿J _______  ______________,___

Each hellostat would have to measure about 800 squareleet 
and the field of hellostats would be spread out over 250 acres of 
land adjacent to the plant.

At this point in the study, the most expensive item in the 
system would be the cost of the heliostats, estimated at (75 
million to be installed.

This $1 trillion is 
what is called the “ windfall.”

Consumers will pay-the $1 trillion 
increase regardless of whether there 
is a tax on the “ windfall,”  says the 
Carter administration and most back­
ers of the tax. The only question, they

will have to pass the “ windfall" tax 
on to consumers. Just as most other 
taxes are recouped in the normal 
course of doing business.

But Bellmon told the Senate the bill 
“ is going to cripple the domestic in- 
dust^’s ability to Increase produc­
tion and make the nation increasingly 
dependent on foreign sources.”

Long agreed with opponents that 
the oil industry probably could make 
better use of the revenues than could 
the government. But, he added, the 
tax is necessary to win acceptance of 
decontrol, which he described as the 
first step toward any sound energy 
oollcy.

The 10-month-long nightmare known 
as the Ixtoc 1 oil spill appears over, 
says the Coast Guard.

“ I think the emergency is largely 
over,”  Capt. Gerald Hinson said 
Wednesdayr^“ ! don’t  think we have a 
great deal to worry about.”

Hinson, on-scene coordinator of a 
team monitoring the spill, has or­
dered oil containment equipment re­
moved from the water at the southern 
tip of South Padre Island. The booms 
and skimmers were deployed after 
patches of oil were seen earlier drift­
ing south of Texas.

The oil slicks have not been sighted 
again.

Hinson also halted weekly surveil­
lance flights to the offshore Mexican 
well responsible for the spill that 
blackened South Texas beaches last 
summer.

Officials had feared a repeat last 
summer’s spill before but crews re­
duced the well’s flow to almost noth­
ing and made the chances of a second

oily onslaught very unlikely.
Hinson gave South Padre Island 

tou ris t o f fic ia ls  the good news 
Wednesday morning.

The resort community at the south­
ern tip of Texas suffered financially 
last August and September when run­
away Mexican crude drove away 
tourists and their money.

“ We’ve received nothing as positive 
as this news,”  said tourist bureau 
director Ralph Thompson.

Japan may help build 
new Panama Canal

TOKYO (A P ) — Japan will cooper­
ate with Panama in studying the fea­
sibility of building a second canal 
Unking the Atlantic^ and Pac ific  
oceans across the Ontral American 
nation, several Japanese newspapers 
reported today.

The newspapers, quoting Foreign 
Ministry sources, said possible Japa­
nese participation in the canal project 
would be the major topic when Pana­
manian President Aristides Royo ar­
rives in Tokyo Sunday for a six-day 
state visit.

The sources quoted Prime Minister 
Masayoshi Ohira as saying Wednes­
day that Japan “ will give full consid­
era tion  to p a rtic ip a tin g  in the 
project.”  (Jovernment officials, ob­
serving a national holiday today, 
were not available to comment on the 
newspaper reports.

The papers said Japan has drafted 
an outline for a 61-mile sea-level canal 
that would be located about nine 
miles west of the existing waterway.

Projected construction costs would 
total $8.3 billion dollars over a 10-year 
period, with Japan, the United States 
and Panama flnancing the proJecL

The concept calls for the new canal 
to handle vessels up to 300,000-tons 
and be navigable in five to six hours, 
compared to the 66-year-old canal 
which is limited to ships under 40,000 
tons and takes longer to transit be­
cause of its intricate lock-gate sys­
tem.

Japanese businessmen, led by 
Chamber Of Commerce and Industry 
President Shigeo Nagano, have 
shown keen interest in the idea of a 
new canal because it would sharply 
reduce the time and cost of shipping 
oil to Japan from the Gulf of Mexico 
and Venezuela, grains from the Unit­
ed States, and iron ore from Brazil.

The United States would benefit by 
being able to move its warships more 
quickly from ocean to ocean as well as 
transporting Alaskan oil to East 
Coast refineries.

WASHINGTON (A P ) — The Soviet 
Union is refusing to discuss formal 
procedures for implementing the 
SALT II treaty with the United States 
as long as it is stalled in the Senate, 
sources say.

The exact effect of the Soviet posi­
tion was unclear, but the sources, who 
asked not to be identified, said it did 
not appear to indicate refusal to honor 
the arms limitation agreement and 
was not viewed as a move to undercut 
the treaty.

President Carter said last week 
that although the treaty has not been 
ratinpvl by the Senate, he considers it 
binding bcKause it has been signed by 
him and Soviet President Leonid 
Brezhnev.

The U.S. position was scorned by ■ 
the official Soviet news agency, Tass, 
which said earlier this month that the 
pact can become effective only after 
it is ratified.

Carter asked the Senate to delay 
consideration of the SALT II treaty, 
which is designed to limit U.S. and 
Soviet long-range bombers and inter­

continental ballistic missiles through 
1985.

At his news conference Friday, the 
president said, “ Because of the Soviet 
invasion of Afghanistan, it is obvious 
that we would not be successful in 
ratifying the SALT II treaty at this 
time.”

But there have been reports the 
administration still wants the pact 
ratified by the end of this year and 
may ask that debate resume as early 
as June.

The sources said the Soviets’ posi­
tion, outlined in Geneva, Switzerland, 
on the first day of a new round of 
consultations on strategic arms con­
trol, was that they could discuss set­
ting up machinery for implementing 
the treaty only after it is ratified.

, The machinery would include pro­
cedures fo f dismantling Soviet 
launchers and bombers in a way that 
could be verified.

The (Geneva talks are under the 
auspices of a Soviet-American group 
that meets regularly to discuss com­
pliance with SALT I.

Foreign ships loading cargos 
of groin bound for USSR

NEW ORLEANS (A P ) — Nearly a 
dozen ships a week are arriving at 
Mississippi River ports from New Or­
leans to Baton Rouge and loading the 
grain that President Carter said was 
due to the Soviet Union under an old 
agreement.

The Ĉ oast Guard said the Greek 
ship Nymph C. docked at a grain 
elevator in St. Elmo on Tuesday to 
take on a load of grain bound for 
Russia.

A Spanish ship, Marques Bolarque, 
was due Wednesday at the grain ele­
vator at Ama, and eight’Other ships 
ready to take on Soviet grain were at 
anchor in the Mississippi River near 
New Orleans, waiting a turn at the 
loading docks.

The ships, registered to nations 
other than the Soviet Union,‘ have 
been loading grain undisturbed since 
federal court Judges broke a boycott 
that longshoremen had imposed on 
any cargo bound for Russia.

About 80 percent of the 2.3 million 
tons of grain still due the Soviet Union 
is being shipped through grain eleva­
tors In the New Orleans toiI  area, 
maritime sources said. Tne rest Is 
flowing through Houston, Philadel­
phia, Baltimore and Norfolk, Va.

The 80,000-member International 
Longshoremen’s Association had re­
fused to load Soviet cargo as a protest 
against the Soviet Union invasion of 
Afghanistan.

However, President Carter said an 
agreement negotiated prior to the in­
vasion called for the U.S. to export 8 
millions tons of grain to the Soviet 
Union. About 6.7 million tons has been 
shipped.

Miller feels that owners 
are provoking player strike

NEW YORK (A P ) —  Baseball’s club owners-̂ ’are trying te provoke a 
strike,”  Marvin Miller, executive director of the Players Association, 
said Wednesday reacting to the owners’ change in contract proposals.

On 'Tuesday the owners withdrew their proposal that future contracts 
include a maximum salary scale for players with six years or less in the 
majors. But they also added a proposal altering the method by which an 
arbitrator would decide the salary of a player who chooses arbitration as 
a means of settling a pay dispute.

Miller, in Pompano Beach, Fla., for a meeting with the Texas Rangers, 
said the new proposal would give particular weight to a player’s length of 
service and "make the arbitrator consider that the single most iidportant 
factor ... That’s a bold-faced attempt to make salary arbitration 
meaningless.”

Miller said that, under such a plan, a player with four years in the 
majors vyould be prohibited from comparing his performance and salary 
with that of a player with more seasons of service and a higher salary but 
a poorer record.

“ Any proposal made at the start of negotiations is OK, but to come in at 
this late date with a proposal like that leads to one conclusion; they are 
trying to provoke a strike,”  Miiler said.

The loans of $2»000 each came from quarterback Roger Staubach, 
middie niiebacterBotrBreanlg,listlback"ronyl)D iwtt and safety C liff 
Harris, the players acknowledged Wednesday.

Spencer Kopf, Hegman’s lawyer, said Hegman has obtained the 
remainder of the money from other sources to make restitution to the 
bank. —

Kopf said the actual payment has not been made to the bank, but he 
said the money is now available.

Bill Gall, a senior vice president at the bank, said the bank itself cannot 
dismiss the charge, but he said they would notify prosecutors If the 
money is repaid and-would be “ flexible.”

If convicted, Hegman faces a maximum of 2 to lO years in prison and a 
$5,000 fine.

Staubach said he made the loan to Hegman in an attempt to help a 
friend and teammate out of a ’ ’ serious situation.”

“ He (Hegman) was in a bind. Mike’s a teammate and a friend, easy to 
get along with and a good guy,”  Staubach said Wednesday.

“ You don’t always know what happens when people leave the locker- 
room.

SUtes must control the creation of U.8. dollar 
credits and deposits everywhere! ”

Still, Wright is optimistic about the United Statoa’ 
ability to see its way through.

While it is too late to avoid a recession, he said In 
an interview, a recession "with uneployment rising 
much more than forecasU” he betteTM the country 
can find Its way out ofU.

He sees the Federal Reserve beginning to recog­
nize the need to control foreign as well as domeatic 
dollars, and he hopei it can arrange control agree­
ments with foreign central banks.

He has faith Americans will take whatever strong 
medicine is required if they see that it promotes 
health and that they will soon rebuild a strong 
economy.

But first, he says, the monetary bloodlettlag —  the 
weakening of the economy for futiie reasons and 
without any implemenUtion of long-range correcthre 
measures, has'got to stop.

MERCED, Calif. (A P ) — Barbara 

Mathias wai 8tev»n Stayner*j^*n«>th- 
er*  ̂ for two of the seven years the 
teen-afer iived with an aileged ab­
ductor. When she f in a ily  met 
Stayner's real parents, Mrs. Mathias 
assured them “ he was a good boy."

“ It's been hell for the last seven 
yean ," Kay stayner told her visitor 
during a somber moment In the oth­
erwise cheerful meeting.

“ 1 know,”  Mrs. Mathias said quiet­
ly. “ That's why I wanted to come. 1 
know bow I would have felt if It had 
been my kid."

Mrs. Mathias, first known only as

the “ Barbara" neighbors recalled 
seeing aT a trailer park with Steven,- 
told 'nie Associated Press on Wednes­
day she babysat for Stayner for two 
years.

For about nine months, she says, 
she lived with him and Kenneth Par­
nell, the man charged with the 1*72 
abdoctlon o f Stayffer, now if ,  andthe 
Feb. H kidnapping of S-year-old 
Timmy White.

Both cases ended March 1 in Ukiah 
when .Stayner took White to police 
because be “ didn't like what was 
happening."

Mrs. Mathias' 12-year-old son,

Lloyd, who played with Stayner dur- 
tng those years, toaseda basketfaaU to 
the teen-ager as Mrs. Madiias and 
Kay and Deibert Stayner talked. Ste­
ven had greeted Mrs. Mathias, a 
dark-haired divorcee, with a broad 
grin as she entered the house.

“ I thought that because I babysat 
for him you vroatd w aiif to Know he 
was a good boy all that time,”  Mrs. 
Mathias said. “ He was always a nice 
boy and he called.me 'Mother' like my 
own kids did.”

Mrs. Mathias recalled Steven had 
told her that his mother had died 
when he was an infant, prompting

West Texas minorities sadly 
short of political experience

In Southern New Mexico and most 
of the Texas Plains, Chícanos, blacks 
and maverick whites from indepen­
dently minded urban neighborhoods 
are still struggling to make them 
selves heard In areas so long ruled by 
conservative business establish­
ments.

In Hobbs and Clovia, N.M., which 
have the largest black populations in 
the state, no black has ever been 
elected to a city or county office, 
arith a notable exception at Hobbs, 
where a black has been elected to a 
school board position. A black was 
elected to a city council position in 
Carlsbad, N.M., some years ago. 
Every now and then a Chicano has 
been elected to the city council in 
Clovis and once in Hobbs, but each 
was defeated wheq he ran for re-elec­
tion.

In Odessa, Texas, a black was 
elected In recent years to the city 
council by a combination of black and 
brown votes and since, the black 
has been elected by the same combi­
nation to a position on the county 
commission. In Midland, no black has 
ever been elected to serve on the 
city council, although a black has 
served on the Midland school board.

In Lubbock, Texas, which has one of 
the largest black populations on the 
Plains, no black has ever served on 
the city council. However, a black 
woman waa elected to the school 
board in recent years but was not 
re-elected. When this correspondent 
asked why Lubbock had not given 
blacks representation on the city 
council, a prominent black woman 
replied, “ Bob, It Just seems to be that 
the rank and file  o f us are not 
ready for political responsibility. And 
too, we are auffering from a lack of 
black leadership In Lubbock.”

In the meanamc, Houston, Dallas 
snd San Antonio may well turn out to 
be more coamopolttan and politically 
competitive, more attuned to energy 
conservation, nei^borfKwd and pov­
erty issues tlian m the past. Ana as 
Neal Pelree, noted columniat, points 
out, “ None o f this means Texas wUI 
be transformed overnight into a nigh- 
tax, high-spending mirror o f northern 
metropoliaes.”

But the signs of change or a brea­
kup of the monolithic rule o f big busi­
ness circles are p a r tl^ a r ty  ^ d e n t

in the big cities, Peirce pointed out.

ONE OF THE greatest drawbacks 
against minority representation In 
many areas has been the at-large 
voting prevalent in Southern New 
Mexico and West Texas, one black 
leader pointed out. In 1975 the U.S. 
Department of Justice reviewed elec­
toral districts and annexations with 
the goal of preventing discrimination 
against minorities.

Results were amazing. Houston’s 
council, previously elected all at- 
large, suddenly has geographical dis­
tricts for nine of Its 14 seats and 
Includes for the first time in history, 
three blacks, its first Mexican-Ameri­
can and first two women council per­
sons.

San Antonio, which has also 
dropped its business-controlled at- 
large system in favor of districting, 
now has a council closely balanced 
between affluent conservatives and 
more liberal Chícanos and blacks. It 
is reported that there will be launched 
soon more efforts by black and brown 
leaders in such areas as Midland, 
Odessa, Lubbock, Amarillo, Hobbs, 
Clovis and Roswell to ask the U.S. 
Department of Justice to force divi­
sion of cities Into separate, rather 
than at-large, legislative districts, a 
parallel effort to city council district- 
ing-

A RISING TIDE of Texas RepubU- 
canism seems evident, as witness the 
1978 election of the GOP’s William 
Clements as governor, and black 
leaders are saying that Republicans 
have an opportunity to win uiousands 
of black voters if they will lend their 
efforts to grant more blacks and 
brown representation in Texas, New 
Mexico and other Southwestern states 
by districting rather than the tradi­
tional at-large methods.
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
