Residents from the area proposed
for annexation which ranges from
Holiday Hill Road on the west to
l.amesa Highway on the east
packed into the Council Chambers at
City Hall for the 4 p m public hear
ing Despite the objections and pro
tests over the proposed move, the
council cited a need for orderly devel
opment of Midland's future growth,
which only annexation could give

THE PRESENT MOVE for annexa
tion was brought before the council in
October 1979 Protests from residents
that they would have to give up their
lifestyles if annexed prompted the
council to have the animal and fowl
ordinance studied and changed to fit
the landowners' desires

Those changes were outlined Tues
day by Richard Hennessy. director of
planning and community develop
ment, with the council setting a public
hearing on the item for April 22

Guidelines include requiring a five-
acre tract to be able to have animals.

1974, Midland's population was esti
mated at 61,500 Today, it's put at
75,000 while some optimistic people up
that figure to 80,000

In 1974, the city was developing
slowly Today, that picture has
changed with Loop 250 about to go
under construction In addition, said
Hennessy, Midland Park Mall and
Midkiff Plaza are being constructed
on the north edge of town, and the
general growth of the city is north of
Loop 250

ANNEXATION FIRST was pro
posed in 1976, but the Planning and
Zoning Commission, as well as the

City Council, turned it down. Doris
Howbert, mayor pro-tem, said she
and three other councilmen were on
the planning commission when an-
nexation was proposed.

She said there wasn't enough
growth in that north part of the city to
substantidte annexation, and there
was no animal-fowl ordinance to
allow keeping livestock within city
limits. City staff was instructed to
design an ordinance before pursu-
ing annexation any further, she said.

The planning department had
drawn a line showing the minimum
area that could be annexed ‘‘and is
critical now," said Hennessy. A max-
imum includes 6.5 square miles and
goes north to Green Tree Country
Club Estates, east to North A Street
where it drops down to Mockingbird
L.ane It continues east on that street
to Lamesa Highway

Three reasons for annexation, ac-
cording to Hennessy, are to ensure
adequate area for future city growth,
provide normal city services and
provide for needed review and control
of development.

“There is a trend toward urbaniza-
tion in this area, and its effects can

Buying power shrinking
rapidly, report warns

WASHINGTON (AP) — The buying
power of American wage earners is
shrinking at the fastest rate in at least
16 years because of the high inflation
that has gripped the economy, the
government reports.

The Labor Department said Tues
day that real spendable earnings in
private industry fell 7.3 percent be-
tween February 1979 and last month
because consumer prices have risen
faster than wages

Man rescued after three weeks adrift

GALVESTON, Texas (AP) — For 21 days and
nights after he abandoned a sinking ship, Kenneth
Enoe sat alone in a 12-man lifeboat, ate C-rations,
drank canned water and drifted aimlessly in the Gulf
of Mexico

On the 22nd day, the crew of the Cova Naviga
tor fished Enoe, who was in surprisingly geod con
dition, out of the water about 200 miles south-
west of New Orleans and gave him a hodge-podge
ward-obe

On the 23rd day, Tuesday, Enoe stepped from
a U.S. Coast Guard launch onto a pier and, asked
what he felt when he saw land again, replied: *I
couldn’t believe it.”

“I'm very tired,’’ the native of Grenada, a
small island in the Caribbean near Venezuela,

—tald waiting reporters as he was helped onto the

ier
‘ Enoe look dazed and bewildered as he moved
slowly along the dock, supported on each side
by employees of a local shipping firm

Asked if he always thought he would be re
scued, the bearded seaman whispered, ‘‘Yeah."

Enoe, clad in red-checked slacks, a white sweater
and blue house shoes given to him by the Cova
Navigator’'s crew, was taken to a Galveston hospital
after a brief medical examination at the Coast Guard
base. He remained in the hospital Tuesday night.

““He is in good shape,’” said the doctor who exa-
mined Enoe at the Coast Guard station. The doc-
tor, who asked not to be identified, described
Enoe as partially dehydrated but mentally alert

Enoe’'s ordeal began shortly after 1 a.m. on
March 3 when the Panamanian ship Marvina ra-
dioed that it was sinking about 300 miles south-
west of New Orleans in the Gulf of Mexico

He told Cova Navigator crewmen he was try
ing to lower a lifeboat when he fell overboard,
but he managed to find the lifeboat. It was stocked
with C-rations, canned water and other survival
equipment

ship that towed the Marvina to within 11 miles of the
mouth of the Mississippi River before the crippled
vessel sank

Bob Ford, a Galveston shipping company spokes-
man who met Enoe at the dock, said the seaman was
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“soaking wet”” when he was picked up Monday but
seemed in good condition otherwise.

Coast Guard officials said the amount of food
on the lifeboat would have lasted one man about 21
days, meaning he would have run out of food the day
before he was rescued.

Connally support bouys Reagan

LONGVIEW, Texas (AP) -
Buoyed by new-found support from
former nemesis John Connally, Re-
publican presidential hopeful Ronald
Reagan concluded a whirlwind tour of
Northeast Texas by pooh-poohing his
defeat in the Connecticut primary.

Reagan was edged in Connecticut
by Texan George Bush, who spent his
boyhood years in that Northeastern
state. Reagan he said he hadn't ex-
pected to win in Connecticut anway,
calling it “George Bush’s state.”

Reagan said Tuesday night he was
pleased with the outcome and added
he was happy with returns from New
York, where he soundly defeated
Bush and Republican John Ander-

son.

Making his first appearance before
the May 3 Texas primary, Reagan
courted sure-fire support in this con-
servative region of East Texas after a
brief rally and fund-raiser at Dallas-
Fort Worth Regional Airport.

Shortly after aning from early
morning campaign stops New
York, Reagan was mouJ by 1-

ly, who then announced he was throw-
ing his support to the former Califor-
nia governor, ‘‘the second best man I
can think of.”

The silver-haired Connally, who
served three terms as Democratic
governor of Texas before switching
parties, towered over 69-year-old
Reagan, as the two stood arm in arm,
posing for photographers.

“This country desparately needs a
change,” Connally said amid acco-
lades for his former opponent. “I
want to be part of the effort that set
the course of this change.”

At a Longview Chamber of Com-
merce banquet later Tuesday, he con-
tinued to praise Reagan.

“I've always believed if you can't
whip ‘em, join 'em,"” he told a cheer-
ing crowd of 1,700. “He (Reagan)
penetrated the very roots, the very
core of the feeling of the American
people. 1 saw it tested in Florida ...
New Hampshire, Massachussetts and
Vermont. But | said wait until South
Carolina and South Carolina came
and it went and they spoke and it was
still Reagan.”

paign debts, Connally bailed out of the
Republican race March 9, still sting-
ing from a sound whipping in South
Carolina.

Connally reiterated that he is not
interested in a vice presidential slot
or a position in Reagan’s administra-
tion, should Reagan be elected.

Murders, rapes climb in Texas

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — The Texas Department of
Public Safety says there were 373 more-murders-and
1,101 more rapes in the state last year than in 1978

The DPS said Tuesday law officers cleared 73 percent
of the 2,226 murders by an arrest and 52 percent of the
6,028 rapes in 1979

Col. Jim Adams, DPS Director, said the number of
major criminal offenses committed in Texas last year
rose by 68 140 to 791 304—or by 9.42 percent.

Only 21 percent of the crimes were cleared by an
arrest, Adams said

Texas'annual crime rate rose 6.4 percent in 1979, with
the largest increase in rape and motor vehicle theft, he
said. The crime rate is based on the number of crimes
per 100,000 population

Adams said there were an estimated 72,687 moter
vehicle thefts, a 22.2 percent increase, and a 19 percent
increase in rapes from 1978, He said murders were up
16.9 percent over the previous year

Property valued ata over $610 million was stolen in
1979, and only $216 million worth of property was reco

He placed the number of drug arrests at 47,879, down
19 percent from the previous vear The reason for the
lower number of arrests, he said, was that the DPS
concentrated on major narcotics cases

However, Adams said, all criminal arrests—not in
cluding traffic cases—totaled 763,541, up 2 percent

Partial reports on arson reflect 5347 cases in 1979,
with property damage totaling more than $78 millidn.
These - figures, mandated by Congress in early 1979,
came from reports covering approximately 64 percent
of the state’s population

Adams said 10 police were killed in the line of duty by
criminals last year, two mere than the previous year
Three other officers died in duty-related mishaps. A
total of 3,256 assaultss against police officers were
reported for 1979

The DPS figures were compiled from data submitted
by 709 Texas sheriffs and chiefss of police whose
jurisdictions represent 99.3 percent of the state's total

Judge urged to
disqualify self in
illegal alien trial

HOUSTON (AP) — The Mexican American Legis-
lative Caucus of the Texas House of Representatives
says U.S. Dist. Judge Woodrow Seals should disqual-
ify himself from a suit challenging a Texas law that
excludes illegal aliens from free public educa

tion

The suit, in which the U.S. Justice Department
joined a group of illegal aliens, is scheduled for final
arguments Thursday after testimony ended Tues-

day.

The Caucus, in a statement issued from Austin,
said Seals should have disqualified himself from the
case ‘‘before it was begun--or at least when his bias
became apparent to him. It is not too late now.”

The Caucus charged that Seals had stated the
Spanish language is not worthy of being taught in

Texas schools.

““The judge’s comments cast doubt on his integrity
and the integrity of the process he is supervising,”
the statement said. ‘‘Furthermore, considering the
importance of the Spanish language and Spanish
seakers to the political and economic life of the
state of Texas, the judge’s comments are dan-

gerously ignorant.”

A California educator who said he came to this
country as an illegal alien at age 13, was among the

final witnesses to testify Tuesday.

Meliton Lopez, 46, assistant superintem!ent of the
Chula Vista City, Calif. school district, said Califor-
nia schools are not allowed to check the immigration

status of students.

“We have no right to question any child’s birth
place,”” Lopez said. “If they live in the geogra'phic
limits of the district and can verify a birth-

date, that’s all we need.”

Lopez said he was able to continue his education in

the U.S. as an illegal alien.

“At 13, 1 came here as a wetback from Mexico,”
“I had finished my education in
Mexico. Then we came across. Somehow or other 1
and somehow or other, here I am.”
Lopez said his family later obtained permanent
resident status and he became a citizen in 1960 while

Lopez testified.

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Kennedy finally gets
voting on the issues

NEW YORK (AP) — Week after
week, Democratic primary voters
have agreed with Sen. Edward M

Kennedy on the issues, but voted for

President Carter.

On Tuesday in New York and Con-
necticut, that paradox ended and
Kennedy cashed in, Associated
Press-NBC News polls of Democratic
voters say.

In both states, voters said they
agreed with Kennedy’s policies, not
with Carter’s. And they said. they
trusted Kennedy enough to believe he
would do what he says ~— and thus
they voted for him.

Thus, in one sense, Kennedy finally
got the test he had asked for repea-
tedly in the past weeks — a vote on the
issues.

On the Republican side in Connecti-
cut, George Bush won his third prima-
ry by hitting Ronald Reagan where he
was not thought vulnerable. Bush
split both the conservative voters and
the rock-solid GOP rank-and file with
the former California governor

Throughout the primary-season,
Democratic voters have said- they
agreed with Kennedy, not Carter, on
key issues. Nonetheless, they provid-
ed Carter with a long string of prima
ry vietories.

Tuesday that changed and Kennedy
broke the string

In New York, Democratic voters
favored wage and price controls by a
56-24 margin, the AP-NBC News poll
of 2,189 Democratic_voters showed
And among those who favored con
trols, Kennedy won votes by a 66-32
edge over Carter. Those who opposed
controls split their vote

In. Connecticut, where voters
backed a moratorium on nuclear
power plant construction 55-32. Ken
nedy, who has said he favors an end to
nuclear power plant construction,
won the backers of a building halt by
51-40 and again split the opponents
with the president, according to the
AP-NBC News poll of 1,497 Democrat
ic voters in that state

Another key to the Kennedy victory
backing of Jewish Democrats.

The reason voters pulled the lever
for Kennedy was that —this time —
the Massachusetts senator, not the
president, was the candidate they
trusted.

In Connecticut, 45 percent said they
trusted Kennedy a lot while only 37
percent said the same about Carter,

In New York, the high trust figure
for Kennedy was 41 percent, versus 30
percent for the president.

And those who trusted Kennedy
voted for him overwhelmingly.
~ By contrast, in last week's Illinois
primary, only 32 percent of the Demo-
cratic voters said they trusted Ken-
nedy ‘a lot, while 56 percent had a lot
of faith in Carter.

On the Republican side in Connecti-
cut, Bush defeated Reagan by attack-
ing what has been the tempered steel
of his support — the GOP- rank-and-
file. Among the voters in the GOP
primary who said they were Republi-
cans, Bush got 41 percent to Reagan’s
39 percent

Bush did almost as well among
conservative voters. Reagan took 45
percent.of the vote of those who said
they are conservatives, but Bush got
10 percent

Robert Strauss, chairman of the
Carter-Mondale Presidential Com-
mittee, predicted Carter will win next
Tuesday’'s primaries in Wisconsin
and Kansas. 2

A new fiscal
policy would entail revisions in
government entitlement pro
grams to slow the momentum for
growth in federal spending. It
would permit tax cuts to stimu
late savings and investment. It

— To hear college
editors tell it, campuses aren't as
quiet these days as proclaimed by
pundits and other psyche probers. But
neither are they alive with demon-
strations nor suffering the violence
which often raged across academic
greenswards in the Sixties

Instead of the great numbers of
students gone wild over the Vietnam
War, and any symbol of authority
(sometimes because of peer
pressure), today there are small
knots of True Believers, activists
against nuclear power or the draft, or
on behalf of feminism and gay
rights.

The only issue on which virtually all
students here will muster — and
agree on — is the new state law
forbidding sale or serving of alcoholic
beverages to anyone under 21.

Evidently, like the Prohibition law
of 50 years go, Michigan's effort to
thwart drinking by the under-21 set is
a failure on campuses. My best spies
disclose that any college student can
get what beer, wine or otherwise he or
she wants, and besides, if we're old
enough to fight and die, why can’t we
drink?

Which brings up the draft. “When it
was in the news,”’ says Mike Quinn of
the University of Michigan at Flint,
“people got worked up about it. Now,

nobody takes it seriously.” Femi-
nism, liberal politics, environmenta-
lism, even anti-nuke: protesting, well,
their dedicated organizers lament
that they can’t get the people out.

“It’s so frustrating that we can only
get small elements; interested, like six

When Rep. Pat Schroeder, D-Colo.,
heard that a Selective Service report
existed which contradicted the presi-
dent's claim that draft registration
was needed, she asked the White
House for a copy. Sorry, the Carter
people said, the report had been lost.

Outraged, the congresswoman filed
a Freedom of Information Act re-
quest for all documents relating to
Carter’s controversial draft-registra-
tion decision. More than a month
later, Schroeder was told that White
House lawyers had completed their
review of the documents, and that she
could drop by for a look — at some of
them. The rest were being withheld
because of “‘the sensitive and confi-
dential advice" they‘contained.

Meanwhile, the “‘lost’ Selective
Service report turned up: It had been
leaked to Sen. William Proxmire, R-

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Boeing named missile contractor

. SEATTLE (AP) — After eight
years of development and three years
of head-on competition, the Boeing
Aerospace Co. has been named prime
contractor for the air-launched cruise
missile. The new weapons contract
could be worth $2 billion for the area’s
economy.

“Everyone was very tense this
morning,” project manager Ray Ut-
terstrom said after announcement of
the award to the company that a
decade ago slumped so badly a bill-
board asked, *‘Will the last one leav-
ing Seattle please turn out the
lights?”’

The Air Force announced Tuesday
that Boeing had defeated General Dy-
namics of St. Louis in the battle for
the contract, worth $1 billion to $2

billion depending on how many mis-
siles are built,

Alr Force plans call for 3,400 of the
computer-guided missiles, designed
to be launched from B-52 bombers
and to carry nuclear warheads as far
as 1,500 miles at low altitudes to avoid
radar.

Sen. Henry M. Jackson said the
missile would be “‘a key element of
our national defense posture.’’

In sending her congratulations,
Gov. Dixy Lee Ray said 900 Boeing
employees had been assigned to the
project and that the company planned
to add 600 for the project over the next
year.

“That bodes well for this state’s
economy, not only from the stand-
point of wages, but also in the indirect

benefits that normally accrue in a
major contract of this kind,”’ she
said.

Boeing’s profit was set at 9 percent,
but company officials said they
couldn’t determine the full economic
impact without knowing how many of
the $500,000 missiles Boeing would
build. Air Force Secretary Hans
Mark left open' the possibility that
other bids might be solicited for fur-
ther production of the Boeing-de-
signed weapon.

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Threat of volcanic eruption won't move him

COUGAR, Wash. (AP) — While little earthquakes that may portend a
volcano continue to roll in an almost-endless beat beneath Mount St.
Helens, 83-year-old Harry Truman says he won’t leave his mountain home of 54
years.

“L don’t have any idea whether it will blow,” said Truman. “But I don't
believe it to the point that I'm going to pack up.’

The U.S. Forest Service on Tuesday closed the mountain above the tree
line and advised residents who live on and near the mountain to leave be-
cause of avalanches. Forest Service employees also evacuated.

But Truman, who lives on the mountain -just belnw the .timberline,
said, *‘I've felt earthquakes in the past, but nothing lately.’

The small but lively tremors have kept seismographs at the University
of Washington in Seattle shaking for several days, and the intensity pl(ktd
up Tuesday afternoon and through the night.

““They’re happening so fast that we can’t even count them,” said Dave
Endicott, a University of Washington spokesman.

Scientists have said the quakes may signal a volcanic eruptwn whuh

would be the first in the lower 48 states since one in California in 1914.

The Richter scale is a measure of ground motion—as recorded on seis-
mographs. A quake of 3.5 on the Richter scale can cause slight dam
age, 4 moderate damage and 5 considerable damage, but there have been
no reports of injuries or damage in the sparsely populated forestland
below the dormant volcano.

Jim Unterwegner, a Gifford Pinchot National Forest spokesman, said
the Forest Service asked ‘‘a few'' persons to evacuate Monday night
because the quakes have been triggering avalanches.

The evacuation request did not’ include the closestatown to the moun-
tain, Cougar, which is 12 miles to the southwest. The peak is in southwest

Don Mullineaux of the U.8. Geologic Survey in Denver said residents in the

WASHINGTON (AP) Carter administration officials say Cuba is
helping supply men and weapons to communists and leftists trying to top

“The Hondurans believe, and our intelligence agrees, that their terri
tory-ts-being used-as—a conduit for-men-and-weapons—into-EH-Salvador by-
insurgenis with Cuban suppori,” Depuly Assistani Secrefary of Defense
Franklin D. Kramer told a House subcommittee Tuesday

“The Cubans are using the Honduran Communist Party to assist them
in Infiliration of men and materiel into EI Salvader,” his office said later—
when asked for elaboration

Kramer said the arms and insurgents are being delivered across the
north coast of Honduras and through mountains into El Salvador. He said
there are reports of planes unloading men and weapons at haciendas in
Honduras

In public testimony before the House foreign operations appropria
tions subcommittee, Kramer and Depuly Assistant Secretlary of State
John A..Bushnell refused to give specifics on the Cuban support or the
evidence of it

Bushnell said U.S officials don't know how much of the leftists’
communists’ arms and men are being supplied with Cuba's help®

“The leftist groups in El Salvador run arms on the open market, some
from the black market-and I'm sure some from Cuba," Bushnel said in a
brief interview. 'To know the degree of (Cuban) support is very hard.’

But he estimated thit hundreds of leftists from Central American
groups have been trained in Cuba

The testimony in Washington on Cuban support for leftists came at the
same time a U.S. official in San Salvador raised the possibility that a
rightist Cuban exile might have assassinated Archbishop Oscar Arnulfo
Romero on Monday

U.S. Ambassador Robert White told a news conference the archbishop was
assassinated by an expert marksman. He said Salvadoran officials informed
him several weeks ago that rightist Cuban exile terrorists were operating in
the country

And in Washington, Bushnell told the House subcommittee the current
violence in El Salvador is being caused by both leftist and rightist
groups )

Bushnell said the rightist groups often use assassination. The
groups, he said, generally provoke violent confrontations with officials

““The assumption is that the assassins are hired by the rich, the proper
ty owners,”" he said in the interview

He said a smaller amount of violence is caused by
part of the government.”’ He did not elaborate

Kramer said Cuban President Fidel Castro has personally *‘been in
touch' with some of the leftist groups trying to overthrow governments in
Central America, but did not specify the countries

Hopes increasing for release
of remaining 29 hostages

BOGOTA, Colombia (AP) With more negotiations scheduled today
and three more hostages freed, there were increasing hopes of improved
prospects for the release of the remaining 29 captives in the Dominican
Republic's Embassy. But a Foreign Ministry official said the end of the
siege was not yet in sight

The feeling of optimism was enhanced by the smiles and handshakes
that followed the last negotiating session Monday between representatives
of the government and the guerrillas who took over the embassy four
weeks ago. That atmosphere was in marked contrast to the apparent hos
tility after earlier meetings

The guerrillas waited nearly 24 hours and released three Colombians,
none of them diplomats or officials, Tuesday afternoon. The 29 hostages
still held include U.S. Ambassador Diego Asencio and 18 other foreign
diplomats

The three freed men, smiling but looking tired, had been guests at the
reception that was under way when the terrorists of the M-19 organization
invaded the embassy on Feb. 27.

The guerrillas have now released a total of 26 hostages

The Foreign Ministry source said the masked woman who represents
the guerrillas in the negotiations agreed Monday for the first time to
consider the government's offer of safe passage for the guerrillas to
Cuba or Panama in exchange for the hostages’ freedom. But he said she
repeated the key guerrilla demand that 28 imprisoned leftists be freed

The government did not budge from its position that there are no political
prisoners in Colombia and that releasing any prisoners would be un-
constitutional, the source said.

Eight Afghan soccer players
defect, say they hate Soviets

LONDON (AP) — Most of Afghanistan’s national soccer team defected to
West Germany, citing hatred of the Soviet occupation army in their homeland,
British newspaper and radio reports said-today.

Seven of the team are at a Frankfurt hotel after fleeing their country by
dressing as tribesmen and crossing the border into Pakistan, the British
Broadcasting Corp. reported.

An eighth defector is still in Pakistan, the report said.

The London Guardian newspaper reported that the team members are
seeking political asylum in West Germany.

A sgokesman for the West German Interior Ministry in Bonn said three
members of the team arrived in the country about a week ago but
have not yet formally asked for political asylum.

The British reports said the team arrived in West Germany March 19 and is
being accommodated at the expense of German welfare authorities.

Team members, including Captain Mohammad Saber Rohparwar, were
quoted as saying they left because, like 99 percent of the Afghan pop-
ulation, they dislike the Russians.

U.S., church officials say Cuban exile
have assassinated archbishop

SAN SALVADOR, El Salvador (AP) — U.S. and
church officials say a right-wing Cuban exile may
have been the assassin of the Roman Catholic arch-
bishop of San Salvador, Oscar Arnulfo Romero.

They said the assassin had to be a sharpshooter

» _because he fired a single shot from about 100 feet

away through the open door of the hospital chapel
where the archbishop was preparing the sacraments
on the altar for a Mass Monday night.

“It was no amateur who did. this,”” said U.S.
Ambassador Robert White: ‘‘Our conclusion is that it
was someone who was an expert marksman.”

“It was not done by our local murderers because
they use 25 or 30:bullets from machine guns to kill
their victims,” said a church source.

White also told reporters that a government source
informed him a week ago that ‘‘right-wing Cuban
terrorists’’ were operating in El Salvador. He said
the source told him *“‘some of the bombings here have
been accomplished with a degree of expertise that
was not the kind of expertise found here. The source
speculated and believed the evidence points to Cuban
exiles."” '

First reports said that four gunmen entered the
chapel and opened fire .on the prelate. But church
officials said Tuesday that the killer apparently got
out of a car opposite the doors to the chapel, fired one
shot and then was driven away before anyone got a
close look at him. The officials said it was believed
three other men were also in the car.

El Salvador's military-civilian junta put the
armed forces on full alert Tuesday after a rash of
pre-dawn bombings the morning after the slaying.
No casualties were reported, and no further violence
was reported during the day. ;

The country was in shock because of the murder of
the 62-year-old archbishop, who had been an outspo-
ken advocate of social reform and a critic of govern-
ment repression and the violence by the left and
right that has turned the tiny Central American
country into a battleground.

Romero's body lay in a closed casket before the
main altar of the Basilica of the Sacred Heart. About
3,000 persons jammed the cathedral for a memorial
Mass, many weeping. At least 1,000 more stood
outside because they couldn’t get in

The government, the armed forces and the Chris
tian Democratic Party all placed full-page ads in
local newspapers condemning the murder and ex

There was no immediate indication how the assas-
sination would affect the future of the beleaguered
junta: It has been under fire from rightists who say
its land redistribution and bank nationalization pro-
grams will lead to communism, and from leftists
who say the reforms.do not go far enough.

In his Sunday sermons, Archbishop Romero. re-
peatedly had criticized the political violence that has
killed more than 700 persons so far this year and
often spoke out against military repression of the
peasants and workers.

One informed source discounted any possibility
that the archbishop was killed by the secuyily forces,
the traditional allies of the conservative landed
oligarchy. But he conceded that the government,
although led by two colonels who overthrew an.ultra-
right military regime last October, is not in full
control of the military.

In Washington, Secretary of State Cyrus R. Vance
called the murder “‘saddening and tragic” but said
U.S. military and economic aid to El Salvador would

Study examines lives

GENEVA, Switzerland
(AP) — Yoyng mothers
in Eastern ‘gl‘rope enjoy
better employment pros-
pects than their counter-
parts in the West, but on
the whole there is little
effort by governments to
enable women to carry
out dual responsibilities
at home and at work,
says a report published

"by the International

Labor Organization.

Quoting from recent
ILO studies, the report
says women can work up
to between 70 and 80
hours a week once they
have completed their job
and finished the so-called
‘‘second shift” of looking
after the family.

This amount of time,
the report says, can
bring about ‘‘a cumula-
tive fatigue which can
adversely affect their
health and work perfor-
mance."”’

Although the ILO has
adopted a series of con-
ventions on women work-
ers, including equal pay,
the report says none of
these will be of use “if
large numbers of women
have to give up their jobs
or forego promotion be-
cause of their family re-
sponsibilities.”

The reéport adds that
although child-care ser-
vices have increased in
most countries over the
past 15 years, supply is
still far short of de-
mand.

WASHINGTON — She is married with at least one
child and has an income of about $20,000. She is in her
30s, rarely goes to the movies, watches more than
eight hours of television a week, carries at least one
major credit card and is politically conservative.
There are thousands like her in the Maryland sub-
urbs.

She is a Frederick's of Hollywood woman

“They giggle first, then they buy,"” said Frederick
Mellinger, the purveyor of “‘passion fashions,” the
seller of soft-core seductiveness to suburban hou-
sewives who recently opened his fourth retail outlet
in Maryland.

The company, which earned $25 million last year
selling peek-a-boo undies, see-through peignoir sets
and push-up bras, decided to take a survey of the
average customers. What the survey revealed would
surprise those who thought Frederick's of Hollywood
was an X-rated mail order catalogue in a plain
brown wrapper. '

“We appeal to middle America,’”’ sald Tricia
McBride, sup«-rfwr of the Frederick's store in
Landover, Md. }

OF THE 120 FREDERICK'S of Hollywood outlets
across the country, all but three are located in
suburban shopping centers, The appeal is so strong
in the suburbs of Washington that the firm is opening
one in Forestville, Md., just down the road from
Andrews Air Force Base

‘‘Maybe it's because there are more women than
men in the Washington area,’” he said. “‘Certainly,
we have a lot of customers in Maryland.”

Frederick's opened its first Maryland outlet eight
years ago in Columbia. In 1973, it branched out to the
Landover Mall, then to Rosedale (on the outskirts

of Baltimore) and now to Forestville. It is currently _

looking for the right spot in Northern Virginia

“We have a lot of angry Virginians who have to
drive over here,” sald McBride

Take Mary Dallas, for example. She drove from
Falls Church, Va., to Landover recently to plunk
down $50 in cash for a slinky red disco dress and a
black “push-up' bra. Wearing a fluffy brown wig,
spidery eyelashes and a denim jacket with rhine
stones spelling D-A-L-L-A-S, the 37-year-old said she
stops at Frederick's because, ‘‘They got sexy
clothes.”

The average Frederick’s customer, spends $45 at a
time, the survey showed, and most likely will pur
chase a laced, padded push-up bra ($15) or 2 padded

“Fanny Former’ girdle ($9.50) or .nylon “Baby
Doll”" lingerie ($15). The ‘‘gag items,” like Playboy
Bunny costumes or heart-shaped G-strings, glittery
pasties or “Frederick’s Kissable Bust and Body
Balm,” are big sellers for holidays, like Valentine’s
Day, Christmas and Mother’s Day.

“It's clean sexy,” said saleswoman Barbara Wall.
“rl'l"s”not blatant. It’s titillating, but not pornogra-
phic.

AT THE C()Ll\JMBlA MALL store, manager Diane
Spano sald housewives from Pennsylvania and West
}:lrginia drive to the shop twice a year to stock up on
iems,

“It's more openly accepted now,” she said. “Peo-
ple aren’t embarrassed to buy something sexy like
they were years ago. The image has changed. I think
the demand is here for it.”

She remembers the day a group of senior citizens
wandered into the store. “‘One little white-haired old
lady — she must have been in her 70s — said she had
heard that if you don’t have anything in the back,
Frederick's will put it there,”” Spano said

With her friends giggling, the woman tried on a
padded girdle. “She loved it,” Spano said. “‘She
came out of the dressing room and said how one of
th'(- men at the senior citizen home would fall in love
with her because she had a tush on her. The rest of
the customers applauded.”

Frederick’'s customers also include husbands,
many of whom say the department store lingerie
counters are too tame,

"I suppose it's that “Total Woman’ thing or some
thing,”" said McBride. “They want their wives to be
seductive.”

SALESWOMAN HELEN MILLER recalled a mid
dle-aged woman who frantically rushed into Fre
derick’s one day, saying her marriage was on the
rocks. “‘She bought all kinds of things,”" Miller said
“Pasties, a G-string, you name it, she bought it."

It may have worked, Miller said. The woman never
came back

“Oh God, we've received thousands of letters
telling us how we've saved marriages,” Frederick
Mellinger said. “We feel we're performing a necessi
ty, . keeping the homes together."”

Frederick’'s of Hollywood began in 1946 as
Freddy's Fifth Avenue in New York, selling black
lace underwear. Mellinger then moved to Los An
geles and went into the mail order business. By the
ecarly 1950s he had opened a few. stores in the
Hollywood area, selling mostly to entertainers and
budding starlets. He became famous for lines like,

As for his critics, who claim Frederick's of Holly
wood is demeaning to women, that the “passion
fashions™ he sells are fantasies, that he exploits
women's insecurities’ and encourages them to use
their bodies, not their brains, the 64-year-old Mel
linger just sighs

Frederick’s of Hollywood does not sell sex, he says
“I think we're selling a dream come true.”

Why would AT&T want to support
efforts to change rules that have al-
lowed it to dominate a $50 billion-a-
year industry?

“It’s a matter of self-preserva-
tion,” says a top FCC official, refer-
ring to the trial this fall of a Justice
Department suit aimed at breaking
up the Bell System. “AT&T wants to
tell the judge that everything’s been
taken care of by Congress.”

Abandoned mine tunnels
used for cold storage

By BRIAN TUCKER

GRAND RAPIDS, Mich. (AP) — Bulldozers and
fork lifts have replaced the mules. Tunnels are lined
with cases of exotic seafood instead of mine cars.

But things are just as busy as they were earlier in
the century when men and mules hauled gypsum out
of the Alabastine Mine in Grand Rapids.

Workers make their way through the 6-mile net-
work of tunnels, but they're either clearing more
tunnel space or shuffling some of the thousands of
cases of food stored at Michigan Natural Storage
Co.

Modern technology never made it down the 85 feet
to the tunnels of the Alabastine. The mine owners
simply could not continue to use mules and hand
labor and compete with other mines, so the Alabas-
tine closed in 1943,

Bert Kragt bought the property in 1946 to use the
buildings for warehouses. It wasn't until several
years later that Kragt decided to use the tunnels for
cold storage.

“It was a natural,” said his son, Paul, a vice
president of the company. ‘“The steady temperature
is 50 degrees and in the areas we refrigerate, we only
need to run the units once a week to maintain the
temperature.”’

Arﬁ)pen elevator takes workers and thousands of
touring school children down to the tunnels every
year. Paul Kragt leads them through the tunnels,
marked with the tubular impressions of drill bits and
the cracks opened by dynamite blasts.

Lines of light bulbs extend hundreds of feet down
some of the tunnels that have not been cleared and

paved. The company only uses 5 percent of the mine

space,

p‘.‘We only clear tunnel down here during the light
times after the holidays,” the younger Kragt said.
“And we only clear and lay cement on as much area
as we can use.”

The tunnels tell their tales. A discarded mine cart
sits lame in one entranceway that has not been
cleared of dirt and shale. In another corner, a rusted
old drill lies half-buried.

hope a bill will help them in their
court battle.

* phone receivers and other terminal
equipment would be completely dere-
gulated by law, and the telecommuni-
cations field would be open to much
freer entry by computer companies
such as IBM.

It would appear there's something
for everyone. With its antitrust case
scheduled for trial in September,
however, the Justice Department is
understandably concerned. And
many consumer groups and indepen-
dent communications firms point to
these problems:

—Cross-subsidization. Bell is so

large, they argue, it can use revenue
from its domination of the basic long-
distance network to unfairly subsidize
those areas where it's competing with
other firms. .

—Information flow. The bill would
allow AT&T to retain its existing cor-
porate structure, including the Bell
Labs and Western Electric.

To avoid cross-subsidization, it
would require creation of new subsi-
diaries — with separate directors and
bookkeeping — if Bell wanted to offer
a competitive service or product.
Thus the question of information
flow: to what extent can Bell's exist-
ing and new subsidiaries communi-
cate and work with each other?

“If AT&T's ‘fully separated subsidi-
ary’ is permitted to have preferred
access to information about the (tele-

phone) network, there will be no ef-
fective competition,” says Charles P.
Johnson of the Independent Data
Communications Manufacturers As-
sociation.

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Inmates release guards
after thirteen-hour siege

NEWARK, N.J. (AP) — Five Essex
County Jail guards were released
today  after being held hostage for
more than 13 hours by inmates who
took over two floors of the facility and
threatened to throw hostages out of a
10th floor window.

One guard was taken from the jail
on a stretcher. A sixth hostage, who
authorities said was severely beaten,
was released Tuesday night

Another guard was dangled from
the window during the incident], which
involved about 60 inmates

The siege started at 2: 40 p.m. Tues
day after corrections officer James
Dubose was shot with a handgun
smuggled into the 12-story jail. Offi
cials would not disclose the type of
gun. Guards do not routinely carry
guns in the jail. .

Another corrections officer, John

Belcher, was arrested on charges he
smuggled the gun into the jail, said
Essex County Prosecutor Donald Co-
burn

The captured guards were released
as the inmates were transferred to
detention cells under a settlement
reached by a team of negotiators,
including two New York television
newsmen.

“At approximately 6:10 a.m. we
finally ended the negotiations and had
the last of the hostages brought
down,” Coburn said

Inmates were escorted in groups of

four from lhe scene of the takeover to
the women's floor. The hostages fol-
lowed with one remaining inmate who
carried the gun, Coburn said.

“The last man to come down hand

" ed the gun to a guard,” he added

Coburn said authorities agreed not
to prosecute inmates for taking hos
tages or damaging jail property, but
refused to agree that inmates would
not be charged in the shooting of the
guard.

The county said it would investigate
to determine which prisoners were
responsible for assaults on jail per
sonnel during the takeover and would
prosecute them

It agreed to set up grievance com
mittees and not to restrict visitation
rights of those involved in the su;,n
Coburn said

Coburn said about 60 inmates were
involved in the disturbance, which
was limited to the 10th and 11th floors,
where 110 inmates charged with mur
der, armed robbery or violent crimes
were housed.

County jails, such as the Essex
facility, are used to house suspects
awaiting trial or sentencing

Guards said tension in the 600-in-
mate jail had been brewing for some
time

“They’'re the majority. They rule,
said one guard, asking not to be iden
tified. ‘It was bound to happen.”

Wearing white towels around their
heads, inmates shouted obscenities
through broken windows, taunting

troopers and police who surrounded
the jail and threatening to throw hos-
tages out 10th floor windows.

At one point, the inmates hung a
hostage, identified as Al DeRogatis,
out a window. The guard dangled for
about 10 seconds, then was hauled
back inside

Inmates initially demanded guns,
ammunition and other weapons, said
Sheriff Charles A. Cummings. But
they later modified their demands,
seeking increased visitation, better
food and amnesty, he said

Corrections officer James Dubose
was in fair condition early today after
he was shot with a gun smuggled into
the jail. He escaped by elevator
\hurll\ after the incident hegan

Another guard, Carmine Blasi, was
released by the hostages about six
hours later. Authorities said he had
bheen beaten severely, but his condi
tion could not be determined immedi
ately

A third guard who became ill while
working in the jail was taken from the
facility in an ambulance. Authorities
would not identify him or be specific
about his illness, but said it was not
directly related to the siege

The negotiating team included
Essex County authorities and New

1t was just another day's work when veteran Tony
Perez drilled three straight hits for Boston including
a two-run homer Tuesday — but the performance of
rookie Dave Stapleton was a ‘‘whopping surprise,”
said Red Sox Manager Don Zimmer.

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Old North Bonneville,

NORTH BONNEVILLE, wash.
(AP) — It’s been two years since the
ribbon-cutting at North Bonneville's
new site, and the brand-new $34 mil-
lion town is a washout, local officials
say.

There’s no bank, no restaurant, no
cocktail lounge, no doctor, no dentist,
no drug store, no gas station, no com-
munity center, no barbershop, no
motel, no schools and nearly 200 fewer
residents in the relocated communi-
Ly.

Some new homes line the newly
paved, winding streets, a new fire
station houses two new fire engines,
City Hall is open for business and a

new church holds services.

But the only businesses — a gro-
cery, bait and tackle shop, beauty
salon and liquor store — are in tem-
porary quarters whose leases are up
in July. Y

And there’s no going back to the old
North Bonneville because that is
washed out, literally. A U.S. Army
Corps of Engineers project to build a
new powerhouse for the Bonneville
Dam diverts the Columbia River
through the old town.

As compensation for the residents,
Congress in 1974 ordered the Corps to
finance the relocation of North Bon-
neville two miles downstream. But

the old town of 650 went down before
the new one went up.

Mayor Ernest Skala and planner
Pollard Dickson blame the U.S. Army
Corps of Engineers for North Bonne-
ville's problems. They want to the
Corps to complete the town it pro-
mised to build.

Dave Geiger, special assistant to
the district engineer for the Corps,
blames town officials for not taking
enough responsibility.

Skala and Dickson say the Corps
took so long to turn over business sites
that many merchants dropped plans
to relocate, and soaring construction
costs made it impossible for others to

move in,
“I really personally hold the Corps

" of Engineers in contempt for their

attitude regarding the relocation con-
tract,” Dickson said. :

*“The real question here is, what is
the worth of the word of the United
States and its contracts? I can tell you
calegoricully that it means nothing,”
he said.

With $34 million already spent on
the town, Corps officials say they
won't spend any more. They say it's
time for town officials to assume re-
sponsibility.

““This is a very perplexing situation
to us,” Geiger said. ‘‘Here you've got

a town you've got to move to make
way for a government project, and
our attitude has been, ‘Let's help
these people all we can,’ but some-
where it has gotten out of hand.”

He says the Corps has yet to finish
planning the town, which is ‘‘very
embarrassing to us...but we have had
some problems defining ownership of
some of the property.”

One problem the town doesn’t have
is revenue. Its financial base is a
business and occupation tax expected
to yield about $2 million, mainly from
contractors at the damsite, by the
time the powerhouse is completed in
1982, :

“We’'re solvent now, and we can
continue,” Skala says, “‘but how long
can we hang on?”

Under the Palo Alto
plan, begun in 1974,
builders of developments
larger than 20 units must
sell 10 percent of the
units at below market
rate (BMR) prices. The
BMR price covers only
the builder’'s construc-
tion and financing ex-
penses; it doesn't cover
land costs.

To be eligible, a fami-
ly’s income must fall
within 80 perceént to 120
percent of the median
community income.

Dave Williamson, su-
pervisor of community

development for the
state Housing Depart-
ment, says Palo Alto’s
plan is more effective
than those tried else-
where because it ties the
price of a BMR unit to
the cost of living, limit-
ing the profit. a BMR
owner can make when
reselling.

*“That means 30 years
from now, they're going
to have affordable hous-
ing in Palo Alto,” Wil-
liamson said.

WILLIAMSON hopes
the concept will catch
“We think it's a use-
ful tool for communities
that see ‘the major solu-
tion to their housing
problems in terms of new
construction,”

While the concept has
been tried in Boulder,
Colo., and in Maryland’s
Montgomery County, of-
ficials say the program
is doing well only in Cali-
fornia. Recently, the
planning commission of
posh Marin County north
of San Francisco ap-
proved a law providing
for bargain homes.

Williamson thinks the
concept can succeed in
California because build-
ers ‘‘realize only a cer-
tain market can afford a
$100,000-plus home."’
They want to build as
many units as possible
and know plenty of profit
is still available, he

said.

0Oddly enough, despite
the demand for BMRs,
the city has a low rate for
new construction and is
not an ideal site for the
program. In the last four
years, only 50 units have
been involved in the pro-
gram. That rate gives
BMR candidates ‘‘very
little chance to be opti-
mistic’’ about moving
into a bargain home in
the near future.

Yet BMR candidate
Barbara Ellison said
she’s willing to wait two
or three years to live
where ‘‘the schools are
excellent’” and the city is
safe and orderly.

IN ORANGE County,
building is booming and
builders are eager to
have their developments
approved.

Critics of inclusionary
housing say that market-
rate purchasers are un-
fairly subsidizing their
BMR neighbors.

Consumers frustrated
by auto-repair problems

Dear Dr. Solomon: Are there any
dietary factors to consider in caring
for a patient with fever? Mrs
G.S

Dear Mrs. S0 A patient whe has
fever should be given plenty of fluids
to replace the water the body has lost
through evaporation. These fluids will
also stimulate sweating, which acu
tally helps to cool the body

It used to be said that one should
starve a fever. However, this is no
longer considered good advice, since
extra calories are burned by a fe
verish body. A light but nourishing
diet, guided in part by the appetite of
the patient, is generally the best
course to follow

Dear Dr. Solomon: | am trying to
become better educated about nutri
tion. In reviewing the Department of
Agriculture Daily Food Guide, 1 note
it includes serving sizes, which I as
sume are average portions. How
should these portions be modified for
someone who wants to lose weight?
Ms. G.L

Dear Ms. L.; The servings recom
mended by the Daily Food Guide are
not average, but minimum. They pro
vide about 1,300 calories apgd from 80
to 120 percent of the Ifu mended
Dietary Allowances for nutrients, and
can therefore serve as a good basis
for weight reduction. The Guide may
also prove beneficial for sedentary
people who do not need a larger calor
ic intake

Active individuals, on the other
hand, can adjust their diets by having
larger servings or by using foods,
such as butter or margarine, not spe
cifically mentioned in the Guide
Even gravy and desserts, when used
in moderation, may be incorporated
in a healthy, active person’s diet

You and your physician may want
to alter the Daily Food Guide to take
into account your specific dietary
needs, but it is certainly a good point
from which to start.

Austin postpones sale

Residents wary in quake-prone Peru

By KERNAN TURNER

LIMA, Peru (AP) —
Tidal wave. The dreaded
words passed from house
to house recently in Cal-
lao, the seaport which
serves Lima and other
West Coast communi-
ties.

City pfficials said later
that many residents had
been awakened before
dawn by telephone calls
warning that Callao
would soon be flooded by
the wave. One Catholic
church rang its bells to
sound the alarm.

Hungreds of frightened
persons ran from their
homes in panic, rushing
in the dark toward
higher ground.

The rumor turned out
to be unfounded, but the
reaction revealed the ap-
prehension building up in
this South American cap-
ital over a U.S. scien-
tist’s published theory
that a major earthquake,
perhaps followed by a
tidal wave, could strike
southwestern Peru next
year

Concern over the theo-
ry is being expressed be-
hind closed doors at thg
highest levels of govern-
ment

Civil Defense, the Red
Cross and the National
Geophysical Institute
have proposed new ex-
penditures on measures
aimed at reducing the
loss of life and property
in a major earthquake.

Brian T. Brady, a
physicist and consultant
to the Denver (Colo.)
Mining Research Center
of the U.S. Bureau of
Mines, published his the-
ory in 1975 in the scientif
ic journal *‘Pure and Ap-
plied Geophysics."

The article said there
was evidence to suggest
that an earthquake of at
least 8.2 degrees on the
Richter scale, a “'great”
earthquake, could occur
in Peru in the second half
of 1980. He later revised
the date to July of 1981,

Brady estimated one
epicenter would be some
31 miles offshore
the fishing village of Pu
casana, a popular tourist
spot only 37 miles south
of Lima

The Peruvian Civil De
fense System reported to
the Council of Ministers,
the military regime’s de-
cree-making cabinet,
that Brady's theory “is a
probability which has its
supporters and its de
tractors, bhut there is one
thing no one is debating
Peru is located in a very
active seismological
zone, and sooner or later
an earthquake of a po-
tentially very destruc
tive magnitude will
occur.”

Brady's paper bases
his theory on laboratory
studies of the physical
causes of mine-collapses
as applied to seismic
readings of the after
shocks following the
Lima earthquake of 1974
He said there was evi
dence that tension was
building below the ocean
floor off Peru toward the
release of an immense
amount of energy

“Caretas,’”” a Peruvian

news magazine, inter-
viewed Brady by tele-
phone and guoted him as
saying that the earth-
quake ought to be pre-
ceded by a series of light-
er earth movements to-
ward the end of this
year.

He said if the smaller
quakes did not material-
ize then his theory could
be discarded.

Brady, contacted by

The Associated Press in
Denver, referred report-
ers to Alberto Giesecke,
in Lima, who is the
director of the Regional
Seismological Center for
Latin America and the
Geophysical Institute of
Peru.

Giesecke said in an in-
terview that he had
called the Peruvian gov-
ernment’s attention to
the theory several years

FORT WORTH, Texas (AP) — A
bandit with a drinking problem and
more than his share of bad luck was in
jail today after robbing a bank,
wrecking his getaway pickup and
then taking a hostage who turned out
to be a city marshal

The robber started his day Tuesday
morning by putting a grocery sack
over his head — with holes cut for his
eyes — and robbing the First National
Bank of Terral, Okla., located about
five miles from the Texas border,
near Wichita Falls, of $13,000

Bank President Wayne Ivy said the
bandit, who shouted threats and
pointed a chrome-plated revolver,
herded the bank's employees and cus-
tomers into a vault before fleeing —
but failed to lock the vault. Ivy said he
smelled liquor on the robber’s
breath.

Next, the gunman drove into Texas
in a stolen pickup truck, but lost
control of the vehicle in Wise County
on U.S. Highway 287. It overturned,
but the outlaw escaped serious in-
