C a l i f o r n i a n s  gay  
marriage ban upheld

SA N  FRA N C ISC O  (A P) —  The 
C alifornia Supreme Court upheld a 
voter-approved ban on same-sex mar­
riage Tuesday, but it also decided that 
the estimated 18,000 gay couples who 
tied the knot before the law took effect 

will stay wed.
T he 6-1 decision written by C hief 

Justice R on George rejected an argu­
m ent by gay rights activists that the 
ban revised the California constitu­
tion’s equal protection clause to such a 
dramatic degree that it first needed the 
Legislature’s approval.

T h e court said the people have a 
right, through the ballot box, to change 
their constimtion.

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Students pleased Lubbock no longer dry

T h ere ’s no hiding it, alcohol is 
a staple o f college life.

S o  the recen t passing o f  two 
ballot propositions to  expand a l­
cohol sales in Lubbock C ounty has 
summer school students returning 
w ith  a n tic ip a tio n  o f be in g  able 
to buy alcohol w ithout driving to 
T h e  Strip.

B oth  propositions easily passed 
on  M ay 9 . Proposition 1, w hich 
in te n d e d  to  ex p a n d  p ack ag ed  
alcohol sales in  Lubbock County, 
passed w ith 64 .5  percent in favor, 
w hile Proposition 2, w hich allows 
m ixed-drink sales in  restaurants, 
passed w ith alm ost 70  p ercent in 
favor.

“I ’m glad it passed. Honestly, 
I th ink  it ’s stupid that they were 
keeping Lubbock dry,” said A ustin

Zimmer, a jun ior agricultural com ­
m unications m ajor from  A m arillo . 
“I m ean kids are gonna drive out 
th e re  regard less, so th ey  c a n  be 
plastered drunk and still drive out 
there. A t  least they ’ll be plastered 
drunk and drive five blocks instead 
o f 10 m iles.”

However, T ech  students will have 
to be patient after owners o f P ink ie’s 
and M a jestic  Liquor, w ho operate 
the liquor stores at T h e  Strip , filed 
a lawsuit against the city  o f Lubbock 
and the Texas A lco h o lic  Beverage 
com m ission arguing alcohol zoning 
ord in an ces approved by L u b b ock  
C ity  C o u n cil in  D ecem ber v iolate 
state law.

T h e  city  o f Lubbock and alcohol 
re p re s e n ta t iv e s  e v e n tu a lly  w ere 
granted 9 0  days to  com e to  a se ttle­
m ent, w hich delayed the date that 
L u b b o ck  o ff ic ia ls  and th e  T exas 
A lcoh olic  Beverage Com m ission can

issue licenses for new in-city  alcohol 
businesses.

Ryan Suttles, m arket manager of 
operations for 7 -11 gas stations in 
Lubbock and W ich ita  Falls, said his 
stores have n o t filed any permits and 
is in  a holding pattern, along w ith 
the rest o f the city, until the dispute 
betw een the alcohol representatives 
and the city  o f Lubbock is settled. 
Su ttles  did say in tern a l p lanning, 
such as em ployee certification  and 
preparation, is ongoing.

“If  you would ask me today. I’d say 
I ’d sure like to be in  business by the 
m onth of Septem ber, it could be ear­
lier,” he said. “It’s totally dependent 
on  this litigation th at’s going on .”

W h e n  the litigation is resolved, 
Su ttles said his stores will apply for 
permits as soon as possible and move 
alcohol into every Lubbock store in 
quick fashion.

H o g le  said 5 0  new  s ta f f  w ere h ired  
to  keep  th e  fa c ility  ru nn in g  throu gh ou t 
the summer and the beginning o f th e  fall 
sem ester.

D e v lin  W ill in g h a m , a p sy c h o lo g y  
and sociology senior from  A rtesia , N .M ., 
worked at T e ch ’s indoor swimm ing facility  
before Friday’s opening.

H lN l cases confirmed in Lubbock, health officials not worried

W ith  two cases o f swine flu, or the H lN l  
virus, confirmed in Lubbock last week and Texas 
T ech  students returning from all over the state 
for summer classes today, h e a lth  officials are 
suggesting rigorous hygiene habits to prevent 
catching or spreading the virus.

R on  C ook, C ity  of Lubbock health  authority 
and vice chair o f family m edicine at the Texas 
T ech  H ealth  Scien ces C en ter Sch o o l o f M edi­
cine, said the virus does no t seem as bad as most 
people initially thought and is n o t any worse 
than  other type o f flus. T h e  early “panic and hys­
teria” was a product o f people dying in M exico  
from an unidentifiable strain o f the flu.

“It kind o f initially scared everybody and now 
w ith rapid transit and air flight, it was spreading 
fairly rapidly,” he said. “In  M exico , those cases

were reported out o f  the hospital, and in 
the U nited  States, we were reporting those 
cases out o f the c lin ic , w hich is attacking the 
iceberg from the other side.

“S o  we were just trying to be prepared. 
W e were trying to get ready in case it was a 
really bad one, and it didn’t turn out to be 
near as bad as We thought.”

However, th at does n o t m ean students 
should put hygiene on  the back burner, he 
said.

“A t present, this is no different than  a 
cold or somebody else th at has a contagious 
disease,” he said. “If  somebody is in the class 
w ith you and they’re coughing and hacking, 
and you happen to sit by them . I’d probably 
get up and m ove.”

N a n cy  H aney, e x e c u tiv e  d ire c to r  o f  
health  for the city  o f Lubbock, said a child 
under the age o f five, w hich is no t school age.

was confirmed on M ay 16 as the first swine 
flu case in Lubbock.

T h e  second case o f swine flu in Lubbock 
C ounty was confirmed on  Friday.

“It’s an adult fem ale,” H aney said. “S h e  
actually had symptoms before the child , so 
we w eren’t surprised she had a positive test 
result. W e really suspected th at she was the 
source for the ch ild  and this kind o f co n ­
firmed th at for us.

“N one o f the other family members (were 
infected w ith H lN l) ,  they all tested nega­
tive. T h ey ’ve all been treated w ith Tamiflu, 
w hich should hopefully prevent them  from 
getting ill. T h ey  are socially isolating them ­
selves.”

H aney would n o t go in to  d etail as to 
where the family had been traveling, but she 
did admit it was a city  w ith confirmed cases 
o f H l N l .  C ook said the family had a history

o f traveling in southern Texas.
“T h ere  always is a possibility somebody else 

could be infected  through this fam ily’s case ,” 
H aney said, “but we’re hopeful based on  the 
fact th at they’ve been  treated and most o f the 
family is negative, and they have stayed in for 
the right num ber of days since the start o f the 
symptoms. T h e  probability o f getting to someone 

else is fairly low.”
A s of Monday, the C enter for Disease C ontrol 

W eb site has reported 90 0  confirmed H I N 1 cases 
and 10 deaths from the virus in  the U .S ., w ith 
three com ing from Texas.

C o o k  said , co m p a ra tiv e ly , w ith  3 8 ,0 0 0  
A m ericans dying each  year from the regular flu, 
H IN  1 is getting significantly more atten tion  and 
panic than  it deserves.

A lth o u g h  it  d id  n o t  d ir e c tly  
invo lv e th e  university, P eople for 
th e  E th ica l T reatm en t o f  A nim als, 
or P E T A , is som ew hat fam iliar w ith 
T exas T ech , hav in g  protested  th e  
trea tm en t o f e lephants during T h e  
R ingling Bros, and Bam um  &  Bailey 
C ircu s at the C ity  B ank  C oliseum  
on  A p ril 21.

N ow  th e  an im a l rig h ts group 

is back.
P E T A  has scheduled  a protest 

Thursday from  n o o n  to  1 p.m . at 
th e  co rn er o f  U n iv ersity  A venu e 
and Broadw ay, w here it hopes to  
shed ligh t on  th e  H e alth  Sc ien ces

C e n te r’s use o f live cats in the m edi- 
ca l train ing exercise P ediatric A d ­
vanced  L ife Support, or P A L S.

“Stu d en ts at T exas T e ch  U n i­
versity H e alth  S c ien ces C e n te r  are 
ram m ing tubes dow n th e  th ro ats 
o f  cats and stabb ing  needles in to  
th eir chests in  the course o f  cru el 
and ou tdated  tra in in g  ex e rc ise s ,” 
said Ia n  S m ith , a research  associ­
ate for P E T A . “T h ese  are exercises 
th a t  th e  A m e r ic a n  A ca d em y  o f  
Pediatrics and th e  A m erican  H eart 
A ssociatio n  b o th  endorse th e  use o f 
sim ulators for and n o t anim als.”

H ealth  Sc ie n ce s  C e n te r  officials 
said in  a sta tem en t th e  train ing  in 
question is provided to first respond­
ers and others w ho have specialized

train ing needs —  n o t H e alth  S c i ­
ences C e n te r  m edical students.

“T h e  cats are used by m any stu­
d ents,” S m ith  said. “T h e  procedure 
is so d ram atic . I r r  o n e  procedure 
they  hav e th e  hard p lastic tube re ­
peatedly forced  down th e ir  throat, 
w ith  several stu d ents perform ing 
this procedure, students who are no t 
yet proficien t w ith  these sk ills .”

A c c o r d in g  to  th e  A m e r ic a n  
H eart A sso c ia tio n , th e  program ’s 
sponsor, th e  P A L S program  is de­
signed to  instruct p ed iatric h e a lth  
care providers how  to  m anage c r it i­
cally  ill infants and ch ild ren , and 
the use o f live anim als in  any o f its 
train ing courses is n o t required or 
endorsed. However, if a training site

decides to  use live anim als, it must 
be identified as n o t being a part o f 
the association ’s course.

In  T e ch ’s case, the adm inistered 
training is separate from  the A m eri­
can  H eart A ssociation .

“T h e  T T U H S C  S c h o o l o f M edi­
c in e  te a c h e s  l ife -s a v in g  h e a lth  
care  te ch n iq u e s  using lab o ratory  
anim als,” H e a lth  Sc ie n ce s  C e n te r 
officials said in  a sta tem en t. “A ll 
personnel involved have the highest 
regard for anim al w elfare. In tern a l 
and external policies and procedures 
and oversight assure full com pliance 
w ith Federal, S ta te , and T T U H S C  
regu lations.”

A cco rd in g  to  th e  H e a lth  S c i ­
ences C e n te r ’s sta tem en t, th e  cats

b o u g h t from  A n im a l C o n tro l in  
O dessa already are slated for eu th a­
nasia and sim ulate real-w orld situ­
ations th a t are v ita l for saving the 
lives o f infants and ch ild ren .

“G e n e ra l a n esth esia  is ad m in­
istered  to  th e  cats w h ich  renders 
them  free o f pain  and distress dur­
ing  th e  p ro ced u re , and  th ey  are 
closely attended until given hum ane 
e u th a n a s ia ,” o ffic ia ls  said in  th e  
statem ent.

F u rth erm o re , th e  H e a lth  S c i ­
en ces C e n te r  S c h o o l o f  M ed icin e 
uses b o th  laboratory  anim als and 
sim u lation  (m an n eq u in s), accord ­
ing to  the statem ent.

P E T A  d isco v e re d  th e  s c h o o l 
used six cats in  th e  past year and

adm itted  to  using cats for th e  last 
20  years. S m ith  said, and th e  group 
has tried  to  w ork w ith  T e c h  for 
several m onths but n o  response was 
given, so last w eek th e  protest was 
p lanned  and P E T A  asked th e  U .S . 
D ep artm ent o f  A griculture to  look 
in to  T e c h ’s use o f live cats.

“I th in k  it ’s literally  a m atter o f 
life  and d e a th ,” S m ith  said. “I ’m 
o p tim is tic  th a t  T e x a s  T e c h  w ill 
change course. W e ’ve been  trying 
to  m ake clear to  them  how  out o f 
sync they  are w ith  th e  rest o f  the 
m edical com m unity and how  out o f 
sync they  are w ith  th eir colleagues 
because so few people use anim als 
to  tea ch  these sk ills.”

district attorney for the county, wrote 
in a letter to  Lubbock County C lerk 
Kelly P in ion on M ay 18 that all areas 
o f Lubbock C ounty should now be 
considered “w et.”

G race referred to  a statute that 
says if  a c o n f lic t  be tw een  a loca l 
option electio n  that was held by a 
sm aller ju risd iction , or the city  o f 
Lubbock, w ithin a larger jurisdiction, 
Lubbock county, th at in the event 
o f a conflict, the decision made by 
voters in  the city  succeeds th at o f 
the county.

“W h at 1 determined was, for there 
to  be a conflict, the sm aller jurisdic­
tio n  would have to have voted  to 
prohibit a lcohol in the face o f the 
larger jurisdiction voting to legalize 
a lcohol,” G race said. “T h a t was not

the case, no jurisdiction in Lubbock 
C ounty has ever voted to prohibit 
a lcoh ol.”

G r a c e  said  a p p lic a tio n s  to  se ll 
a lc o h o l  a lre a d y  are  c o m in g  in  
and  th e  T A B C  w ill ta k e  se v e ra l 
w eeks to  ren ew  any  a p p lic a tio n s . 
S o o n  a fte r , p erh ap s by  th e  en d  
o f  s u m m e r , G r a c e  s a id ,  n e w  
b u s in e s s e s  w i l l  b e  o p e n in g 'u p  
an d  se ll in g  a lc o h o l  in  L u b b o c k  
C o u n ty .

Zimmer said its only fair to allow 
alcohol sales w ith in  city lim its after 
T h e  S tr ip  sold a lco h o l at h ig h er 
prices w hile being out o f the way in 

most cases.
“I ’m sure they’re pissed as h e ll,” 

he said. “W hoever founded it, they’re 
just getting filthy rich  off this, and 
now it ’s giving more people a chance 
to  get some m oney from  all those 
alcoh ol sales. 1 th ink  they need to 
suck it up and move in town, start

rolling w ith the tim es.”
K risten Houk, a senior adver­

tising m ajor from Dallas, sees the 
positives and negatives w ith the 
passing o f Proposition 1 and 2. Sh e 
said the idea th at a lcohol retail­
ers near schools and houses will 
negativ ely  im pact th e  L u bbock 
community, particularly children, 
is a sign o f people over reacting 
to change.

B u t from  a co lleg e  students 
perspective, Houk said she expects 
m ore h e a d lin e s  lik e  “S tu d e n t  
brings a lc o h o l on  cam p u s,” in  
police blotters.

“1 th ink  you’re gonna see a lot 
more people bringing it on campus 
and getting in trouble,” she said. “I 
th ink  th at since it ’s easier access, 
a lot o f people are gonna get into 
more trouble. T h e n  again, there’s 
a bar right across the street.”

M erket Center expansion underway

Texas Tech Alumni Association 
broke ground May 12 on a $4 million 
project to expand the Merket Alumni 
Center.

In hopes of improving a sense 
of community, the project will add 
10,694 square feet of meeting space 
onto the center.

Interim dean of College of Engineering named

Filling the role of interim dean at 
the Edward E. W hitacre Jr. College of 
Engineering at Texas Tech, Jon C. Strauss 
will replace current dean Pamela Eibeck 
effective June 15.

Strauss, the former president of Harvey 
Mudd College in Claremont, Calif., will 
serve as the interim dean while a nation 
wide search for a permanent dean is 
conducted.

T he University of the Pacific an­
nounced Feb. 26 that Eibeck would be­
come the 24th president of the university, 
leaving Tech after five years as the dean of 
engineering.

Using Registry for College and Uni­
versity Presidents, a nonprofit organiza­
tion aimed at allowing retired university 
administrators to serve in interim leader­
ship positions. Tech provost Bob Smith 
selected Strauss from the data base.

John Kobza, senior associate dean and

professor for the college of engineering, 
said the registry is an excellent way to pick 
highly qualified candidates.

“They have a . number of people who 
they’ve kind of scouted out,” Kobza said. 
“Retired administrators that are perfectly 
willing to come into, an institution for a 
year or two to fill in certain spots and kind 
of keep their hand in the game. It provides 
high-profile people.”

Kobza said Eibeck has done much to 
improve the quality of programs in the col­
lege by focusing on research and graduate 
programs, and although he is sad to see 
Eibeck leave, he said he looks forward to 
progressing under a new dean.

“I hope we can continue to increase 
the quality of our program and the qual­
ity of our offering,” said Kobza. “W e’re 
working hard. We want to move up like 
everyone else. Tier-one status is something 
that the university as a whole is working 
hard on, and we’re trying to do our part 
over here, as well.”

Justin Brough, a senior electrical
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engineering major from Dallas, expressed 
concern about the changes occurring 

within the college.
Brough said he hoped the extra focus 

on research wouldn’t take away from pro­
fessors’ ability to teach and turnout edu­
cated students, but he said he understands 
the importance of having both researchers 
and educators.

“O n the saíne token, it’s important 
that we focus on research,” Brough said. 
“T h a t’s how we get a lot of funding 
that the school can’t afford. It’s a great 
source of future projects. If we gener­
ate interest in what we’re doing, then 
they are going to be more willing to 
give us money to allow us to continue 
research.”

Kobza said the ultimate goal, despite 
any changes, is to improve the quality of 
engineers coming out of the college.

‘W e want to make sure Tech engineers 
are at the top of the list when employers 
are shopping for engineers,” Kobza said.

classes or anything like that,” he said. 
‘W e just have to play it by ear. All the ap­
propriate people involved in making that 
decision will get together if that scenario 
comes up or it looks like it’s coming up.” 

‘Right now there’s no reason to think 
that, ‘1 shouldn’t go to class, they’ll be can­
celing school,’ That’s just not the case.” 

Haney said the virus is weakening in 
Texas, and the number of reported cases 
has decreased recently, but she advises 
students to take precaution if anything 
feels different.

“There’s less likelihood that someone 
will come back with it, but there’s still 
that possibility and people just need to be 
aware,” she said. “1 would say for students 
especially, if they’re feeling ill, don’t go to 
class and contact the professor and say 
legitimately, ‘I’ve got flu-like symptoms. 1 
think 1 should stay home.’”

Jashmin Patel, a sophomore music 
major from Amarillo, said she believes 
the spread of the H lN l virus is not that 
big of a deal anymore, but would still like 
to see students who are more aware during 
summer school.

“There could be a possibility (a Tech 
student contracts swine flu),” she said. “I’m 
not saying it’s gonna happen, but I guess 
that people should just be more careful of 
what they do.”

Tech organization gives foster care youth hope

This Saturday, Jethro Washington 
will receive his high .school diploma 
from Lubbock Higia School even with 
the odds against him.

Washington has been in foster care 
for six years, and according to O n  T he 
Move National Foster Care Youth statis­
tics, youth in foster care are 44  percent 
less likely to graduate from high school 
than other students.

“I t ’s exciting  to  consider w hat’s 
ahead,” he said. “I’m not anxious, but it 
will be a little weird.”

Washington plans to enroll in classes 
at Texas Tech in the fall and compete in 
football and track, another unlikely feat 
for foster care youth.

Elizabeth Teagan, University A d­
vising Center managing director, said 
approximately 20 high school students 
graduate this May from Lublxck area 
high schools and are forced to leave their 
foster home with very few belongings.

To aid in the transition from foster 
care to freedom, Pegasus, a Tech organi­
zation, sptansors Hope Chest, a project 
Teagan said is important to tlie success of 
post graduation for foster care youth.

Pegasus will provide W ashington 
and his fellow foster care graduates 
with hundreds of dollars worth of basic 
household items, such as bed linens and 
small appliances— sometlaing typically

provided by parents.
“I would have some help without 

Hope Chest,” Washington .said, “but not 
nearly this much.”

Pegasus is a campus organization 
designed to help first generation college 
students adjust to life as a college student. 
T he foster care youth graduating high 
school are, like Pegasus members, the 
first in tlteir families to attend college.

Sixty percent of foster care graduates 
end up incarcerated adults, Teagan said, 
a pattern she hopes can be altered by 
the generosity of die Tech and Lubbock 
community. These communities help 
foster care graduates by donating gift 
cards, money and household items,

Teagan said these items help students 
start a new life outside of foster care.

“W hen they w'alk out of their foster 
care house, which many of them don’t 
call home,” Teagan said, “they leave with 
the clothes on their back and usually 
nothing else.”

T he Hope Chest program provides 
incentive to graduate high school and 
encouragement in pureuits after gradua­
tion, Teagan said.

Shannon Tuttle, a fust generation 
college student and graduate assistant for 
Pegasus, said she feels passionate about 
mentoring any student who is the first of 
their family to attend college, including 
foster care youth.

“I understand the difficulties a first 
generation college smdent faces,” she

said. “This provides a place and a face.”
To fester success, Pegasus offers men­

tors who can offer advice and encourage­
ment to first generation college students, 
Tuttle said.

Pegasus mentors visit local foster 
care facilities, such as Buckner Children 
and Family Services, to present higher 
education infomiation to foster care high 
school graduates.

Tuttle said many foster care youdi 
grow up in an environment where col­
lege is not mentioned as a viable option 
after high school graduation.

“W e want them to not only attend 
college,” .she said, “but we want them 
to meet people, build relationships and 
be successfiil”

Tuttle said there is a good possibil­
ity most foster care youth have never 
considered college, and presentations 
provide insight into the decision to 
pursue higher education.

“Their lives drastically change from 
being in a supervised system to total 
freedom,” she said. “T h e  goal is to ease 
the transition”

For Washington, an interest in col­
lege was bred through, athletic talent, 
not parental support. As a sophomore in 
high school, he realized he was good at 
football and track, he said, and passibly 
had enough talent to compete at a uni­
versity and pursue higher education.

W hile his talent and desire to attend 
college grew, he saw many of his peers

drop out of high school, he said, and he 
is unsure of what to expect.

Kami Jackson, director of aftercare 
services for B uckner C h ild ren  and 
Family Services, said the Hope Chest 
project has provided encouragement 
and motivation for students like Wash­
ington, who are uncertain about life after 
foster care.

“I think it gives them incentive to 
make better choices and decisions,” she 
said, “because they look fonvard to it.”

Jackson said college students typi­
cally overlook how fortunate they are 
to have basic items such as a toaster or a 
.shower curtain.

Students and Lubbock community 
members can gain an appreciation for 
th eir own belongings, she said, by 
donating to  graduates who are less 
fortunate.

“They help in building a home for 
someone else,” she said of the donors, 
“and in turn, get an appreciation for 
what their parents do for them and how 
much it costs.”

Pegasus and the Hope Chest pro­
gram are sponsoring a luncheon on Jmie 
5. T h e luncheon celebrates recent high 
school graduates, wfoo will be present 
with their hope chests and a certificate 
from the governor.

Som e o f the stations were built 40  
years ago w hen T ech  still was nam ed 
T ex a s T e c h n o lo g ic a l  U n iv e rs ity , 
w hich is still printed with faint letter­
ing on  the front o f the kiosk located 
at 15th  S tre et and A kron.

“T h e y  are awTul,” said H eather 
M ed ley , m a rk e tin g  and  tra in in g  
coord inator for U niversity  Parkiitg 
Sendees. “T h ey  are falling apart.”

S o  it’s no surprise the inhabitants 
o f  these  p reh istoric  kio.sks flash a

sm ile w'hen asked about the new de­
luxe editions, comparatively, they’ll 
he m oving into  by summ er’s end.

C h a r le s  L e a th e rw o o d , se n io r  
superintendent o f  grounds m ain te- 
naiice , said all six old-style booths 
on  campus are going to  be replaced 
\ ^ h  the same m odel as the newer 
station th at has served as an experi­
m ent outside the Stu dent W ellness 
C en te r for the past year.

it,” Sellers said.
Before her parking lot and booth  

received the upgrade. Sellers prob­
ably had  th e  m ost u n com fortab le  
w orking cond ition s out o f  h er co - 
w'orkers. S h e  was stationed  in  the 
area two years ago w hen there was 
no booth  available, so she sat in  her 
car as people ignored her.

“1 couldn’t get people to  stop,” she 
said. “T h ey  w'eren’t gonna stop for a 
car. T h ey  told me n o t to stay out o f it 
because it was too cold. T h ey ’d com e 
in pretty heavy during that tim e o f  
year —  a lot o f  traffic.”

S o  Sellers put some cones in  front 
o f  her car to  bring atten tion , but that 
was useless, so she decided to  place 
them  on top o f  her car —  a strip o f 
cones from  the hood to  the trunk. 
A ll that did was e lic it  laughter and 
photo opportunities.

“Som e people cam e and took a 
picture because they said it looked 
like a dinosaur,” she said.

T ech  supplied her w ith a regular 
kiosk station after a couple weeks o f 
her working out o f her car. T h e  booth 
had n o  foundation though and was 
sitting on  the concrete , and it was 
w inter tim e. S o  w ith  no electricity  
being supplied to  the entry station. 
Sellers was “roughing it” for a little  
while.

on  the building brought insulation to 
put around the bottom  o f it: because 
1 was so cold ,” she said. “T h e n  they 
run a wire to  get electricity  to  the 
little  space heater in it.”

Sellers’ dedication paid off as she 
would be th e  first entry b o o th  to 
receive the upgrade in the summer o f 
2 0 0 8 . A fter it was built, o th er work­
ers started asking to swap stations,

but Sellers stood her ground.
“Ol' course when we got it open, 

evetyfoody w anted to  trade w ith m e,” 
she said. “T h ey  didn’t w ant to  trade

w ith me before they got the booth  
fixed so I told them , ‘T liis  is my entry 
station  and my lot and my b o oth .’”

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Even with expanded alcohol sales, The Strip’ not gone yet
As Lubbock will introduce its first 

packaged liquor sales since prohibition, 
alcohol vendors and city officials are at 
odds debating the future locations of 
alcohol venders.

Current venders certainly don’t want 
to give up their market base, and this 
causes teasion with die new vote, where 
Lubbtx;k citizens spoke loudly toward 
an increase in the availability of their 
product.

It is not, however, unre£«onable to 
suggest a compromise.

O n May 9, Lubbock Comity residents 
showed a strong support toward the 
expansion of alcohol sales in the county, 
passing Propositions 1 and 2 by more than 
65 percent, allowing packaged alcohol 
sales throughout the area and mixed 
drinb sales in restaurants.

T he vote ended the nearly 90-year 
ban on alcohol sales in the city and 
surrounding county, expressing the 
frustration o f Lubbock residents who 
continued to drive to the city limits, 
known as “The Strip,” to purchase beer, 
wine and liquor.

Yet, just four days prior to the vote, 
established alcohol retailers filed suit 
against the city in a last ditch effort to 
maintain their market. Pinkie’s, out of

Odessa, and Majestic Liquor Store, out 
o f Fort Wortjh, who, combined, own 
every alcohol business in T h e Strip, 
sued the city for improper zoning laws, 
claiming the ordinances passed in the 
fall in anticipation of the vote violated 
state laws governing where alcohol can 
be sold within a city

T lie vendors claim the current or­
dinance discriminates against currently 
operating liquor stores, allowing more 
freedom for supermarkets and specialty 
stores wishing to obtain permits.

W liile the alcohol vendors claim not 
to be trying to stop the sale of alcohol in 
the city, rather simply where the alcohol 
can be sold, the suit does buy the retail­
ers several more months of their virtual 
monopoly over alcohol sales to Lubbock 
citizens.

However, despite the city’s and alco­
hol vendors’ different inteqjretation of 
local and state law, the alcohol vendors 
should actively be trying to maintain 
their market under the new laws.

Even without the law suit preventing 
city store owners from obtaining state 
liquor licenses, tlae process of actually re­
ceiving those licenses would take several 
months, along with additional time for 
construction and expansion of stores to 
make room for the addition of packaged 
alcohol. Thus, the process of actually 
getting alcohol on the shelves could take 
until August or later.

In the mean time however, alcohol 
retailers like Pinkie’s and Majestic should 
make ase of the space allowed with in the 
city for them to sell alcohol. The May 
vote could potentially be fatal to the

vendors, yet they seem to be forgetting 
they are the only businesses in town that 
actually ow n  state alcohol permits.

W hile local supermarkets and spe­
ciality stores wait to obtain their own 
permits. Strip store owners should be 
capitalizing on their advantage.

For decades, Tl'ie Strip has serviced all 
of Lubbock’s packaged alcohol needs, and 
when the stores eventually decide when, 
where and if to establish their business 
inside city limits, there will certainly be 
some cany' over from consumers who are 
loyal to the Pinkie’s and Majestic brand 
name, making it potentially difficult 
for future liquor store owners to break 
through in the Lubbock market.

W hile the new laws also allow Lub­
bock residents to get their beer and wine 
needs m et at supermarkets, state law

prevents packaged hard liquor to be sold 
outside of exclusive liquor stores.

Even thougla Strip store owners will 
see a significant loss of beer and wine sales, 
they w'ill certainly be the main player in 
hard liquor sales throughout the area.

However despite the dispute between 
alcohol vendors and the city is unsettled, 
the sale of alcohol in Lubbock has a 
long and lasting legacy. W hile Lubbock 
residents will be making fewer and few'er 
trips out to The Strip, don’t say gocxlbye 
to the iconic Lubbock staple for the past 
48 years just yet.

Star Trek film surprisingly well done, should continue success
^XTien I heard a couple of years ago 

that a “Star Trek” prequel was in the works, 
my initial reac tion was a flash of horrible 
memories about “Star Wars: Episode 1” 
follow-ed by a slight gag reflex, WTaen 
1 discovered further that J .J. Abrams 
(creator of the “L O S T ’ television series 
and the mediocre “Cloverfield”) would 
be directing the film, I sighed with regret 
for the franchise.

In interviews leading up to the release, 
Abrams repeatedly remarked that he’d 
“always been more of a Star Wars fan.” 1 
couldn’t help but feel some repugnance 
every time he said this. The initial trailers 
for the film were a blur of action, sex and 
flashy violence. 1 anticipated a laughably 
bad higlr-budget box office disaster that 
w'ould put another nail in the series’ 
coffin right alongside “Insurrection” and 
‘TSIemesis.”

Suffice to say I’m a Trekker through

and through. I have fond memories of 
sneaking out of bed at night as a kid to 
watch reruns of “The Original Series” over 
my parents’ shoulders. I w'atched evety 
movie and every episode of every series, 
all the way through the ill-fated “Enter­
prise,” I owned m<xlels, books and games 
and had die mythology and history of the 
“Star Trek” universe almost completely 
memorized.

As I grew older I came to appreciate 
more and more the core messages of the 
franchise. “Star Trek” was a vision of a 
bright future for humanity a fiiture in

which the world unified against interstellar 
threats, souglit alliances with friendly races 
and blazed a path of discovery into the 
“final frontier.” To me, this re-imaginii^ 
seemed to have preserved none of that 
optimistic romanticism.

Then I saw the film.
I wds sold from die first moments of die 

movie, when a star ship drifts by, pinging 
one of the most recognizable background 
sounds from “T h e O riginal Series.” 
There is action, sex and flashy violence 
aplenty but it is carefully paced and bril­
liantly crafted. Industrial Liglit and Magic’s 
computer graphics work for the film is as 
good or better dian the latest “Star Whrs,” 
perhaps indicating George Lucas is hardly 
the master of h is own t<x>ls.

But beyond the stellar graphics there 
is something oddly out of place in a movie 
that for all intents and purjxises should 
have been a mere popcorn action flick:

a soul. Abrams has somehow distilled 
the essence of “The Original Series” and 
injected it into a new set of young, talented 
actors. He has reached back deep into the 
roots of the franchise, beyond the distor­
tions and updates that came afterward, 
and transplanted those key elements into 
a fresh new vessel.

The design of the ships, uniforms and 
t echnology is a masterful mix of retro and 
contemporary flavors. T he Enterprise 
itself is at its sexiest ever as the infamous 
miniskirts are back, controls and consoles 
just look right and the sets feel bright, 
futuristic and lively, full of glass, chrome 
and an abundance of leas flares.

The characters really make the film 
special. Zachary Quinto (of “Heroes” 
fame) plays a spot-on Spock. Chris Pine 
channels Captain Kirk’s pla f̂fiil, irrever­
ent, commanding personality with per­
fection. Simon Pegg comes in far too late

in the film as Scotty but easily outshines 
everyone. The other actors do quite well 
in their own ways, each channeling the 
character rather than the actor that played 
them before and adding vibrant, entertain­
ing new dimensions.

Abrams also did something with 
the plot that I can only describe as a 
stroke of genius. Early on in the film he 
establishes that a bit of time travelling 
(a staple of the franchise) has resulted 
in the creation of an alternate timeline. 
E^ntially, the characters in the film are 
living a similar but not identical history. 
This frees Abrams from having to adhere 
to canon, giving him license to take this 
new' branch wherever he wishes without 
angering the fan base.

I walked away from the movie with 
a smile on my face. “Star Trek” Is exactly 
what the fianchise needed to rise from ob­
scurity, become relevant to a new' genera­

tion and live long and prosper for another 
decade at least. The spirits of adventure, 
discoveiy and optimism are all tlaere, but 
Abrams has fused them with a bold, excit­
ing new vision of the universe.

The movie has already grossed more 
than any previous “Star Trek” film. It is 
still a trending topic on Tw'itter almost 
a m onth after release. A ll my friends 
and family have seen it, in some cases 
multiple times. T lie film also seems to 
be generating a renewed interest in “T ie  
Original Series.” YouTube recently put 
the entirety of the classic “Star Trek” up 
for commercial-free viewing.

I can liardly wait to see what comes 
next, but if this first film is any indication, 
Abrams w'ill boldly take the franchise 
where it has never gone before.

Athletic teams’ multimedia 
broadcasts find new homes

Tlae Texas Tech A dtletic Depart­
m ent recently signed a contract with 
Learfield Sports, making them  the 
exclusive multimedia rights holder 
for Tech Athletics.

Learfield Sports is a nationwide 
sports marketing firm that owns the 
ath letic media rights to more than 
5 0  colleges, including eight Big 12 
C onference schools. A fter purchas­
ing the rights to  T ech  A th le tics , 
Learfield Sports created Red Raider 
Sports Properties, a local branch of 
its corporation. ■

This branch will control all radio 
broadcasts o f Tech sports.

David Hubbard, general manager 
of Red Raider Sports Properties, said 
establishing a local branch to control 
the media rights of Tech athletics will 
be beneficial to local business owners, 
who wish to advertise during Tech 
athletic competitions.

“N o longer do advertisers have 
to deal with multiple account execu­
tives selling Texas T ech  A th letics ,” 
Hubbard said. “T h is  w ill provide 
better customer ser\uce to our clients 
and a m ore targeted  approach to 
advertising when it com es to  Texas 
T ech  A th letics .”

L e a rf ie ld  S p o rts  a lso  sig n ed  
a fiv e -y ear c o n tra c t  w ith  R am ar 
C om m unications, a Lubbock-based 
broadcasting com pany th a t owns 
four Lubbock radio stations.

Starting in the fall, all Tech athlet­
ic events will be broadcast exclusively 
on stations owned by the company.

F oo tb a ll and m en’s basketb all 
games will be featured on K ST Q -FM , 
K JT V -A M  and L u bbock’s first all 
sports FKi station, KLZK-FM . T h e  
newly created KLZK-FM  station will 
serve as the flagship station for Tech 
A thletics and will feature coaches’ 
show's for four sports, including “T h e 
M ike Leach Show.”

W om en’s basketball games will

be aired by K ST Q -F M , K JT V -A M  
and all Tech baseball games will be 
broadcast on the KLZK-FM.

Brad Moran, president of Ramar 
Comm unications, expres.sed his ex ­
citem ent about the contract in a state­
m ent released after it was signed.

“T his is a historic day for all o f us,” 
he said, “and we are proud to be the 
Flagship of Texas Tech Sports.”

Even though there will be changes 
in the radio stations that will feature 
athletic games, Hubbard said there 
w ill he no m ajor changes in  th e  
format of the broadcasts that miglrt 

upset listeners.
“Fans will have to tune in to  a 

new' set o f radio statiorus to hear the 
Red Raiders but the transition should 
be fairly transparent to the listener,” 
Hubbard said. “Our goal is to always 
provide the best broadcast possible 
and we w ill co n tin u e  to  look for 
ways to improve our broadcasts in 

the future.”

Tech, A&M game still important despite one sidedness
T h is  year’s T exas A & M -T ex a s 

T ech  game not only marks the open­
ing o f  th e  Jo n es A T & T  Stad iu m  
expansion but also may be tire most 
important game o f the 2009  season 
for the T ech  football team.

T h e  T e ch 'A & M  series has been 
one-sided during th e  M ike L each  
era with the Red Raiders going 7-2 
against A & M , including winning the 
last four games against the Aggies by 
an average o f 24  points.

To some it may seem crazy that 
such a one-sided matchup could be 
tagged as the most important game 
of T ech ’s 2009  season, how'ever for 
recruiting purposes it is imperative for 
the Red Raiders to Continue dominat­

ing the hated Aggies.
Sin ce Rivals.com  began ranking

landry

recruiting classes in 2002 , the gap 
in  recruiting  betw een th e  A ggies 
and Red Raiders has been narrowed 
significantly.

In  2006, the Rivals.com  W eb site 
ranked the T ech  recruiting class as 
the N o. 25 class in the nation ahead 
of the Aggies.

"Prior to that. Tech had never been 
ranked in  the top 35 by the W eb 
site or even been within 25 spots of 
A & M . In  2007 , T ech  continued to

narrow the gap when Detron Lewis 
chose to attend Tech  over A & M .

A lthough the gap has been nar­
rowed, it is unlikely that a team  like 
A & M  will be down for long. It has 
support from one of the largest A lum ­
ni bases in the state and top-notch 
facilities, including a stadium w hich 
holds nearly 8 5 ,000  people compared 
to the 60 ,0 0 0  that Jones A T & T  will 
hold after the 6 ,000  seat expansion 
opens for the O ct. 24  matchup.

T hese are all resources that a t­
tract recruits to a football program. 
W liile  T ech ’s resources have clearly 
improved in recent years, A & M  still 
has the upper hand.

T h is  is why A & M ’s recruiting 
has not been affected by the team ’s 
recent struggles on d ie field. A & M

continues to get: blue-chip recruit­
ing classes every February. In  spite 
o f a horrific 4 -8  2008  season by the 
Aggies, Rivals.com  ranked the 2009  
A & M  recruiting class as the N o. 22 
class in the country.

M ost Tech  fans get excited when 
they look at the 2009  schedule and 
see Big 12 South games against highly 
ranked teams such as Texas, O klaho­
ma State  and a season finale at Jones 
A T & T  Stadium against Oklahom a.

However Tech  fans need to realize 
the significance o f the A & k4 game.

It is going to be vert' tough for 
T ech  to pull off an upset in Austin 
where the Red Raiders have never 
won under Reach and im Stillwater, 
O kla., where L each hasn’t won since 
2001 . Even the O klahom a game at

Jones A T & T  Stadium is going to be a 
challenge for a T ech  team  with a new 
quarterback against an  O klahom a 
team  led by H eism an w inner Sam  
Bradford.

Tech fans do not like to use the 
word rebuild, but rebuilding is a part 
o f college football. It is unfair to ex­
pect a team that is replacing G raham  
Harrell and M ichael Crabtree, two o f 
the most successful offensive players 
in school history, to achieve the same 
level o f success as the 11-2 2008  Red 
Raider team.

Losing to Texas, O klahom a State 
or O klahom a in 2009  is understand­
able. However, it is vital for T ech  to 
continue its dom inance over Texas 
A & M  by beating the Aggies.

W itli the recent war o f words be­

tween Leach and A & M  coach  M ike 
Sh erm a n , th is year’s A & M -T e c h  
m atchup prom ises to  be a grudge 
m atch.

T ech  must continue to kick the 
Aggies while they’re down because 
it is hard to believe that the Texas 
A & M  program, w ith all o f the re­
sources it has, is going to  be down for 
m uch longer.

A  loss to  th e  A ggies in  2 0 0 9  
would be a huge step back for Tech 
and would cause it to  lose the one 
clear advantage it has had over the 
T exas A & M  fo o tb a ll program  in 

recent years.
