Obama declares it is 
time to fix health care

critics of his proposed health care over­
haul, asking: “W hat’s the alternative?”

Obama has run into opposition from 
fellow Democrats in Congress and the 
nation’s largest doctors’ association.

Dismissing criticism , O bam a a t­
tempted to sell his proposals directly to 
Americans. He did not directly respond 
to the American Medical Association’s 
president, who remains unconvinced 
of the wisdom of the W hite House’s 
call for a public health plan. Instead, 
Obama broadly described his critics as 
naysayers.

B u t h e re  was T anya B row n, 
a 2 6 -y e a r -o ld  te a m  le a d e r for 
V O R T E X 2  —  th e  largest, m ost 
am bitious in-field tornado study 
ever orchestrated —  standing w ith 
friends at a gas sta tio n  betw een 
stops, shocked a m an was asking 
for her signature.

Brow n was used to  people tak­
ing photos o f all the equipment and 
w hat not, but a legitim ate signing 
session? U p to this point. Brow n’s 
exposure had been a few stints on 
T h e  W eather C hannel.

“H e said his grandson really likes 
w eather and storm chasing,” said 
Brown, a native of Kansas. “I was just 
like, ‘O K, well you can give this to 
your grandson, but I doubt he’s really 
gonna know who I am so whatever.’ 
It was kind of a weird experience.”

T h a t’s one little  weird experience 
inside an exp erience o f a lifetim e. 
Brow n and the T ech  wind science 
and engineering team  are a sliver of
m ore th a n  1 0 0  ---------------------------
s c ie n t i s t s  an d  
s tu d e n t s  w h o  
set ou t in  M ay 
w ith  p la n s  to  
understand to r­
nado form ation, 
m a i n t e n a n c e  
and structure by 
g ath erin g  m as­
sive am ounts o f 
specific w eather 
data.

“ W h y  d o  
s o m e  s e v e r e  
th u n d e rs to rm s

said. “W hy are some tornadoes strong 
and others are weak? W hy do some 
travel long distances and some are 
really short?”

A fte r  fin d in g  th e  answ ers and 
p iecing  them  together, th e  V O R - 
T E X 2  crew hopes to make national 
tornado warnings more effective. A c-

T h e  T T U K a  is the only one 
of its kind.

Pat Skin ner, a T ech  doctoral 
can d id ate  and n av ig ator o f  the 
Doppler, said it uses small wave­
lengths, giving images a h igh er 
resolution despite having a shorter 
range than  other radars.

“It ought to  have one o f the 
highest resolutions available in  the 
world for a m obile radar,” he said.

O f course, the m ain ingredient 
in all o f this is tornadoes, w hich as 
mysterious as they are, seemed to 
go missing across the Midwest as 
soon as V O R T E X 2  launched.

A s the days w ent by, no tor­
n a d o es to u c h e d  d ow n —  ju s t 
c lo se  c a ll  a fter c lo se  ca ll . T h e  
equipm ent was not going to  waste 
though, huge storms were being re­
corded and docum ented regularly. 
H ow ever, w ith o u t th e  torn ad o  
som e grew frustrated , inclu ding 
C hris W eiss, who is an assistant

W ith  a nicknam e like “Sunshine,” 
it  on ly  seem s rig h t to  h o n o r th e  
memory o f Texas T ech  junior Todd 
Edw ards w ith  a g o lf to u rn a m e n t 
under the sun.

“H e loved to play golf,” said R e ­
becca Edwards, his mother. “H e was 
pretty good at it. It was just some­
thing that he could share w ith his dad 
and his brother and his friends.”

Todd Edw ards, 2 1 , was h e a d ­
ing b a ck  to  L u b b o ck  on  M ay 11 
after spending the weekend in  his 
hom etow n o f M idland w hen he was 
k illed  in  a traffic w reck early th a t 
morning.

A fter a flag lowering cerem ony on 
T ech ’s campus June 1, a scholarship 
fund has been set up in his memory. 
T h e  initial fundraiser will be the first 
Todd Edwards “S u n sh in e” M em o­
rial G o lf  C lassic  at 10 a .m ., Aug. 
15 at H ogan Park G o lf  C ourse in 
Midland.

“W e’re gonna try to  do it annu­
ally, an annual fundraiser to fund the 
scholarship and endow m ent fund at 
the school,” R ebecca  Edwards said. 
“W e ju st figured th a t would be at 
least one way that we could help raise 
money ourselves individually to  put 
towards a scholarship fund.”

Todd Edw ards was a m em b er 
o f Sigm a Phi Epsilon at T ech , and 
R ebecca  Edwards said it’s too early 
to tell who the scholarship will go to. 
However, it will process through Tech 
and possibly be given to  a m em ber o f 
his fraternity.

Todd Edwards was the intram ural 
chairm an for the fraternity, and Cody 
Duran, a jun ior history m ajor from 
A rlington , was his big brother w ith 
Sigm a Phi Epsilon. Duran said Todd 
Edwards had all the characteristics o f 
a leader, and he was a natural in  just 
about anything.

“H e was one o f the people that 
was ju s t am azing at e v e ry th in g ,” 
Duran said. “W hatever he tried he 
was good at. H e was just one o f those 
lucky people.”

Duran remembers w hen Edwards 
alm ost did n o t rush the fraternity, 
but once the topic o f intramurals and 
playing softball cam e up, he showed 
more interest. O n ce  he was initiated, 
the rest was history.

“I guess my best memory, one o f 
them , he decided he was gonna win 
the (softball) cham pionship for us, 
and he did it almost single-handedly,” 
D u ran  sa id . “H e was a b e a s t in  
softball. He was our pitcher, and he 
dom inated.”

W h e n  he received the news that 
Edwards died, Duran had a hard tim e 
com ing to grips w ith the reality o f 
losing a dear friend.

“T h a t was definitely the worst day 
o f my life, cried for a long tim e and I 
hadn’t cried in a w hile,” he said. “It 
was pretty hard to take th at news. 
W h e n  we found out, we all w ent to 
his apartm ent and sat there w ith his

professor o f atm ospheric science at 
T ech  and a principal investigator for 
V O R T E X 2 .

“T h e  season has been very strange,” 
he said via email on  Wednesday while 
traveling from W ich ita , Kan. “May 
2 0 0 9  will go down as a significant 
anom aly in  term s o f tornado pro­
d u ction . V ery few tornadoes were 
spaw ned —  w h ich  m ade it  very  
d iff icu lt  to  a c h ie v e  our resea rch  
ob jectives.”

T h a t all changed on  June 5, when 
the preparation and traveling paid 
off. A fte r  2 6  days ch asing  ghosts, 
V O R T E X 2  finally h it the scientific 
jackpot.

It happened in G oshen  C ounty 
near LaGrange, W yo., in  a rural pas­
ture, and it was the perfect setting: a 
good road network, no one in danger 
and a sluggish, mild tornado. It was 
anywhere from a quarter-mile to half- 
m ile wide, classified as an F-1, Brown 
said, and it was slow moving, allowing 
ample tim e to load up on data without 
any equipment getting destroyed.

It ended up being the most docu­
m ented tornado in the history o f any

field pro ject. Brown said.
“T h a t  was kind o f  the po in t o f 

having all these different research 
groups, was to get the com plete data 
set,” she said, “and we nailed it. Every­
body got their instruments deployed, 
all the radars were there.”

A fter nearly a m onth, their jour­
ney w ill be com ing  to  an  end on 
Sunday, but that doesn’t m ean they’re 
slowing down. In  fact, they ’re just 
getting going.

“W e ’re sta rtin g  to  get a l it t le  
desperate and running out o f tim e,” 
Brow n said. “S o  we finally started 
off June w ith several classic looking 
supercells so we’re finally, finally get­
ting cranking here.”

A s o f Wednesday, the crew had 
traveled 9 ,0 0 0  miles across the cen ­
tral plains from N orthw est Missouri 
up into W estern Iowa th en  over to 
Sou thw est So u th  D akota, Eastern 
W yom ing , E astern  C o lo ra d o  and 
down toward Lubbock.

W ith  a caravan o f about 4 0  cars 
reminiscent o f the 1996 film “Twister,” 
and hundreds of people, lodging seems 
to be an obvious issue, especially in 
smaller towns.

“W e stay in hotels,” Brown said. 
“Actually, there’s one lady responsible 
for making hotel reservations for the

entire group, and she makes about 
125 reservations a day. S o  I d on ’t 
envy her.”

As for entertainm ent, Skinner said 
they’re working on  an exciting photo 
catalog o f more than 200  water towers 
from different cities. A nything to stay 
occupied during the long, drawn-out 
road trips helps pass the tim e.

“W e try to  keep each other sane,” 
Brown said. “W e drive a lot o f late 
nights, so we’re a little silly sometimes 
in the late hours o f the day just trying 
to  stay awake and keep going.”

Even w ith long road hours and 
late nights —  the team s norm ally 
don’t reach their hotels until 11 p.m. 
or m idnight —  the sacrifices are well 
worth every bump in the road, every 
missed tornado and every brok en  
piece o f equipment.

T h e  orig inal V O R T E X  p ro ject 
was in 1995, and after V O R T E X 2 , 
there may n o t be another co n cen ­
trated effort o f  this m agnitude in a 
long tim e.

“T h e  whole idea is to make people 
safer and save lives,” Brown said. “N ot 
very many people get the opportunity 
to do som ething like that. S o  we’re 
pretty  fortunate to  be involved in 
such a noble p ro ject.”

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Students multitasking more than ever

Students often find themselves 
reading a newspaper, checking their 
e-mail and listening to a lecture in class 
at the same time. The multitasking 
culture has led Texas Tech’s Teaching, 
Learning and Technology Center to 
wonder if effective learning can be 
achieved while spreading an attention 
span too thin.

Allison Boye, Teacher Education 
Alliance Collaborative for Higher Edu­
cation program director, said multitask­
ing is popular among students, however, 
not an effective way to learn.

“Generally, it’s not really multitask­
ing that’s the problem,” she said, “but 
becoming distracted between multiple 
tasks. You might accomplish some 
things, but the quality of learning is not 
as good as it is when you are thinking 
about one thing at a time.”

Boye, along with Suzanne Tapp, 
another Teaching, Learning and Tech­
nology C en ter employee, will be 
hosting, “The Myth of Multitasking”, 
a workshop to inform faculty, staff and 
students of the dangers of multitask­
ing.

“Multitasking isn’t the best way to 
go about things,” she said. “Recognize 
it’s ineffective, even though it’s fun to

text or be on Facebook.”
The idea for the session came about, 

Boye said, after realizing the quality of 
learning attained by millennial students.

“In college students who came to 
college starting in 2000,” she said, “some 
central tendencies have been identified 
by researchers. Multitasking has come 
up.”

T h e session will help instructors 
in connecting to students who tend to 
iTiultitask in class, she said, and shed light 
on effective ways to get the most out a 
culture who face multiple distractions in 
the classroom.

Stephanie Shippey, reference librarian 
for the The Preston Smith Library at the 
Texas Tech Health Sciences Center, has 
noticed students’ tendency to multitask 
while instructing in the schools of medi­
cine and nursing.

“This generation definitely has a ten­
dency to multitask more than the older 
generations,” she said. “Some of them can 
do more than one thing at a time and still 
catch up to a lecture, but most will realize 
they’re a step behind.”

Shippey said she is attending the 
session to understand more about the 
dangers of multitasking and how to keep 
the attention of students.

“We would listen to music and watch 
T V  while we did homework,” she said of 
her own generation, “now everybody has

more stuff to pay attention to.”
Senior petroleum engineering and 

math major from Houston, Mike Jones, 
admitted to paying attention to several 
other things in his classes.

For example, he looks at his cell phone 
several times during class, he said, but tries 
to make it brief

“If it was dangerous to learning,” he 
said, “then why are so many other people 
doing it?’

Jones would continue to allow distrac­
tions to occupy some of his attention, he 
said, because he feels he has been success­
fully learning so far.

Boye said students often believe some 
common myths concerning multitasking 
without realizing the damage it can do 
to learning.

“A  lot of people believe it helps them 
save time,” she said, “or that they couldn’t 
get everything done without multitasking. 
The learning is not as good as when you 
are able to focus on one thing at a time.”

Both students and instructors have 
something to gain from the event, she 
said.

T he multitasking workshop will be 
held at noon on Thursday, June 18 in 
the Teaching, Learning and Technology 
Center room 153. Staff, faculty and stu­
dents interested in attending can register 
at www.tltc.ttu.edu.

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L isa  W ord en , Edw ards’ au n t, 
said  th e  n ic k n a m e  was p e r fe c t  
for him .

“H e w as su ch  a p re tty  boy, 
like Su n sh in e  in  th a t m ov ie ,” she 
said. “T h e n  h e  turned  ou t to  be 
p re tty  tou gh and rea lly  good at 
a th le tics . T h e n  they  realized th a t 
th ey  had  d one a great jo b  w ith  
th a t n ick n am e because Todd was 
always sm iling.

“Todd was co m fortab le  in  his 
ow n skin . H e was co n fid en t, but 
n o t pushy, n o t arrogant. H e was 
ju st com fortab le  to  be around. He 
was at ease .”

A  Faceb ook  group, “Todd Ed­
wards, you w ill nev er be forg o t­
te n ,” was crea ted  after Edw ards’ 
d eath  and has 59 5  m em bers w ith 
friends and fam ily posting stories 
every day.

So m e o f  Edwards’ ashes w ere 
spread on  a C orpu s C h ris ti  g o lf 
course, one th a t he always w anted 
to  play, o n  T hu rsd ay . T h e  g o lf  
tou rnam ent in  his h o n o r is a four- 
person scram ble and th e  entry fee 
per player is $ 7 5 , w hich  includes 
use o f  a g o lf cart, p ractice  balls, a 
T -sh irt and a gift bag.

T h e  d eadline to  en ter the tour­
nam en t is July  15, and it is lim ited  
to  th e  first 3 6  team s.

“Public can  only com e in if they 
are faculty, staff, student or alum ni 
w ith proof,” she said. “If  no t, you 
have to  be sponsored in by one of 
those. Like, you can bring in a friend 
from somewhere else. I t ’s six bucks 
for adults, and four for kids.”

A lth ou gh  fam ilies only are a l­
lowed at designated tim es, Kaufman 
said. T ech  students are allowed at 
all times.

“W e try to  m ake tim e for only 
college kids,” said Kaufman, a senior 
biology m ajor from  G eorgetow n, “so 
they don’t have to  worry about little  
kids running around everywhere.”

M eghan Sh eeh an , a sophomore 
mass com m u nications m ajor from  
Fort W orth , said she enjoys the pool 
but som etim es feels there  are too 
many people.

“It ’s fun except for Sundays when 
it’s family day,” she said. ‘“Cause I 
w ent this past Sunday, and it was 
so overcrowded and so many little  
kids.

L O S  A N G E L E S  (A P ) —  Miss 
California U S A  Carrie Prejean, who 
stirred up a hornet’s nest o f controversy 
when she said gays shouldn’t be allowed 
to marry, got the word from pageant 
poobah Donald Trump on Wednesday: 
“You’re fired.”

Trump and other pageant leaders 
said Prejean was being sacked not be­
cause o f her controversial remarks but 
because she hadn’t been holding up her 
end o f the agreement she signed when 
she entered the pageant.

“This was a decision based solely 
o n  c o n tra c t v io la tio n s , inclu ding  
Ms. Prejean’s unwillingness to make 
appearances on b eh a lf o f the Miss 
C aliforn ia  U S A  organization,” the 
California pageant’s executive director, 
Keith Lewis, said in a statement.

Lewis had complained at a news 
conference last m onth that Prejean was 
skipping Miss California U S A  events 
while speaking out against gay marriage 
at unsanctioned appearances.

A fte r  th e  co m p la in ts  reach ed  
Trump, w ho owns M iss C aliforn ia  
U SA ’s parent organization, the mogul 
decided to give her a second chance 
and keep her on. O n  Wednesday he 
changed  h is m ind and sided w ith  
Lewis.

“I told Carrie she needed to get 
back to work and honor her contract 
with the Miss California U S A  Organi­
zation and I gave her the opportunity to 
do so,” Trump said in a statement.

“I actually like this atmosphere a 
lot better,” she said, “because all the 
other pools in town, especially like 
at the apartm ents —  there is always 
just a lot of alcohol and just nonsense 
going on, and out here it ’s just really 
regulated, and it’s a lot nicer.”

B en M iller, a lifeguard and senior 
chem istry m ajor from  T h e  W ood ­
lands, said although the leisure pool 
staff have had a few problems w ith 
guests drinking, issues w ith guests are 
generally minor.

W ith  n o  saves by any o f  th e  
lifeguards yet. M iller said there is 
little  drama.

“W e’ve had like assists, but n o th ­
ing dram atic,” M iller said. “W e’ve 
had a couple bee stings. O n e guy 
h it his head on  the bottom  o f the 
pool.”

S o m etim es c le a n in g  th e  p ool 
provides more work than  attending 
to the swimmers, he said.

“W ell, there was a sand storm  
lik e  la st w eek ,” h e  said . “I t  was 
Friday n ig h t and on  Saturday the 
pool was littered. It was really hard 
to  clean  up.”

Receiving more positive feedback 
then  negative, Rhoads said since the 
leisure pool was opened, the staff 
have received few com plaints from 
guests regarding cleanliness or the 
employees.

“I d o n ’t  get very m any m a jo r 
com plaints,” she said, “but nothing 
to  te ll my boss about.”

Apple keynote speech disappointing
I never thought I would see the 

day w hen A p p le and M icroso ft, 
perhaps the two biggest rivals in the 
com puting industry, would disap­
point me so m uch in a single week.

A s I write this, I have just finished 
watching the Apple keynote speech 
from  th e  W orld w id e D ev e lo p er 
C onference (W W D C ), w hich takes 
place this week in sunny San  Fran­
cisco. But if you’re going there, don’t 
plan on putting any flowers in your 
hair for acting C E O  Phil Schiller.

Instead, you m ight just want to 
pack a w hole lot o f N oDoz. S c h il­
ler’s keynote was a two-hour snore 
fest. H is droning, rehearsed style 
and palpable d iscom fort on-stage 
did lit t le  to  spice up th e  dreary 
dribble o f  annou ncem ents A pple 
forward on  Monday.

To make m atters worse, S c h il­
ler was not the sole presenter. T h e  
keynote suffered a classic case o f 
too-m any-cooks syndrome as vice 
presidents, ch ie f executive officers, 
directors and a local rock star played 
m usical chairs w ith the presenta­
tio n , dem onstrating  ap p lications 
and featu res re la ted  to  th e  new  
iPhone O S  3 .0 . Failed demos and 
flubbed lines abounded. A t  tim es it 
was tndy painful to w atch.

T h e  products them selves hardly 
made up for all these gaffes. Aside 
from a slightly faster iPhone with 
tum -by-tum  navigation, copy/paste 
and some other assorted features that 
should’ve been in  the device from 
the beginning, the announcem ents 
largely were underwdtelming.

A p p le  a n n o u n c e d  a n  In te l-  
o p tim iz e d  O S  X  n a m e d  S n o w  
Leopard and an upgraded M acBook 
Pro line alongside the new iPhone 
3 G S . T hese were predictable, safe, 
dull moves. T h e  presenters pulled 
o u t ev ery  a d je c t iv e  th e y  co u ld  
to  gloss over th e  m ediocrity, but 
it  am ounted  to  l it t le  m ore th a n  
strained hyperbole.

I sat there shaking my head in dis­
belief as I realized I had just witnessed 
possibly the most disheartening Ap-

pie keynote in recent memoty. Three 
years ago, Steve Jobs introduced the 
adoption o f  In te l chips in  A pple 
machines, a move that would send its 
market share soaring. A  year later he 
walked up on  stage and announced 
the phone that would change the 
mobile world forever. ,

Apple has no t arinounced a truly 
revolutionary new product or in itia­
tive since then . Jobs is now battling 
cancer and the com pany seems to 
have lost its feverish m otiv ation , 
its passion for groundbreaking in ­
novation, its ta len t for consistently 
leading the world in to  the future o f 
computing.

I t ’s n o t th a t th e  iPhone 3 G S , 
Snow  Leopard, or iPhone O S  3 .0  
are no t logical evolutions o f their 
predecessors, the problem  is th a t’s 
all they are. A pple has fallen into 
th at dangerous rut o f coasting on 
its own success.

T h e  iPhone is huge, no doubt 
abou t it. B u t it w ill n o t rem ain  
huge forever. N okia , G oogle and 
even Palm are playing a m ean game 
o f ca tc h -u p  w h ile  A p p le  seem s 
co n ten t living off the revenue from 
the 1,001 inane iPhone games and 
farting apps available through the 
iTunes Store.

A p p le  is hardly a lo n e  in  th e  
d is a p p o in tin g  a n n o u n c e m e n ts  
departm ent this m onth. M icrosoft 
recently  slapped a new coat o f paint 
on  its MSN/Live Search  W eb site, 
rebranding it as “B ing” w ith a $ 1 0 0  
m illion  m arketing cam paign th at 
inclu d ed  a liv e  la u n ch  e x tra v a ­
ganza on Hulu called “B ingathon .” 
I stopped w atching it after the first 
five m inutes.

C a b le  c e le b r ity  en d orsem en t 
and  c le v e r  T V  ads c a n  h ard ly

m ake up for th e  fact the engine 
s till  is vastly  in ferior to  G oo g le  
w hen it comes to  search results. A  
B lindSearch comparison o f Google, 
Yahoo! and Bing has confirmed that 
users still find G oogle results more 
helpful, even w hen they don’t know 
they’re G oogle’s. M icrosoft is simply 
throw ing cash down the “tubes,” 
as it were.

M icrosoft also is playing it safe 
O S -w ise  w ith  its la te s t  re lease , 
W indow s 7. T h e  m in or upgrade 
is essentially w hat W indow s Vitya 
should’ve been. I ’ve used it on  my 
M ac for m on th s, and I ca n  eas­
ily say it ’s 'th e  best W indow s ever. 
B u t i t ’s too  l it t le , to o  la te . T h e  
V ista stigm a still hangs over the 
co m p u tin g  w orld and th e re  are 
no guarantees yet th a t M icrosoft 
will m ake 7 affordable enough to 
com pensate.

■ M aybe it ’s just the recession, but 
the w hole technology world feels 
like a ship adrift lately. Sure, new 
projects are launching, and some of 
them  are even slightly com pelling. 
I ’m genuinely excited  about Google

W ave and W olfram  A lpha.
In  retrospect though, these are 

small initiatives compared to game- 
changers like the original iPhone.

I s in c e re ly  h o p e  A p p le  and  
M icrosoft are using this downtime 
to  incu bate  som e truly ep ic new  
p rodu cts and serv ices . Leaps o f  
innovation, pushing the envelope, 
taking the status quo and turning it 
on its head —  moves o f th at caliber 
are what truly galvanize the world 
to m ove m ountains.

W e’ve seen far too little  o f that 
lately.

G e t off your laurels, gentlem en. 
You don’t win this race by jogging in 
place or by paying some spectators 
to cheer a little  louder for you. You 
are the icons w e’ve com e to trust, 
the captains to w hich we look for 
inspiration and vision. D o n ’t you 
dare let us down w hen we need you 
the most.

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the golf teams, the Texas Tech men’s 
and women’s golf teams,” he said. “It’s 
the No. 3 university golf course in the 
country and that says a lot. I just think 
it’s still relatively new.

“It’s only six years old. I just think the 
sky is the limit with some of the things 
we can accomplish here. There’s just so 
much opportunity for so much growth 
and development and it’s awesome to be 
involved in something like this.”

Bobby Gleason, Tech deputy athlet­
ics director, said the athletic department 
pays Troon a set fee of $147,000 a year 
for its services, which include profession­
als in everything from course develop­
ment, sales and marketing, membership 
marketing, agronomy, operations, food 
and beverage, procurement, retail, risk 
management, human resources, infor­
mation technology and accounting. 

Troon and KemperSports were the

two frnalists after the request for propos­
als went out.

Troon was the

c h o ic e  ou t o f 
four proposals,”
Gleason said.

T h e  course 
still is owned by 
the university, it 
is just being man­
aged by Troon,
G le a so n  said.

exception of the food and beverage 
supervisor and head professional Robert 
Salazar.

W inter said their departures were 
not Troon’s doing, and it was their deci­
sion to go after other opportunities.

As for the course, the evaluation 
process is still 
ongoing.

Tech baseball sends three to big leagues

Good news really does travel fast in the 
baseball industry, especially for Texas Tech 
first baseman Chris Richburg.

After the second day of the Major 
League Baseball Draft Wednesday, Rich­
burg was one of three Red Raider baseball 
players to be selected. However it wasn’t 
a major league scout or the MLB’s online 
draft tracker that brought Richburg the 
armouncement.

“It was kind of fiinny, I think everyone 
else found out about it before I did,” he 
said. “I was sitting at my computer by 
myself watching the draft tracker and all 
of the sudden my phone started going crazy 
with people telling me congratulations, 
and it was another minute or two before I 
saw my name come up on the screen.”

The First-Team All Big 12 Conference 
first baseman was selected by the Cincin­
nati Reds in the 23rd round of the draft, 
the third Tech player to be selected.

The other Tech players select^ on day 
two were pitcher Nathan KamSj selected 
by the Washington Nationals in round 12, 
and pitcher A.J. Ramos, who was chosen 
by the Florida Marlins in the 21st round.

Ramos was working at a Tech youth 
baseball camp when he received a phone 
call from the Marlins notifying him of his 
selection, and he said his heart skipped a 
few beats when he hung up the phone.

“All day I was waiting for that call so 
it was really nerve-racking,” Ramos said. 
“The first thing I felt was total relief that 
I got the call, and then came the excite­
ment. I have been working my whole life 
for this opportunity and now that it is here 
it really is an amazing feeling.”

Ramos said even though he is nervous 
about playing in the major leagues, he 
believes competing in the Big 12 has pre­
pared him to pitch against the pros.

“I feel like the type of hitters that I 
faced while at Tech will help me in the ma- 
jor leagues,” Ramos said. “Someone once 
told me that Big 12 competition is almost

to pitch against good hitters and learn how 
to deal with bad situations.”

Richburg also believes his time at Tech 
helped prepare him for the next level of 
competition. He said the coaches he was 
under while playing at Tech always pre­
pared him to play professional baseball.

“Tech has changed coaching stafife a 
few times while I was here, and I have 
always liked the coaches that I have had,” 
Richburg said, “and I felt like they pre­
pared me well to get to the next level.” 

Even during the excitement of his 
recent success, Richburg said he appreci­
ates all the work he has done to reach his 
goal of playing professional baseball, and 
he encourages his remaining teamates at 
Tech to follow his example.

“Baseball is a game where you have 
to stick with it to play with the best, and 
it takes a lot of work,” Richburg said. “I 
think all of the players at Tech know that 
it’s something that you have to work at

there working to take your spot, and you 
just have to outwork them.”

Ramos attributes his recent accom­
plishment to his time spent working 
outside of practice and self confidence 
while on the mound.

“It is what happens after practice that 
counts,” Ramos said.
