Proposed balloon release 
ban in Lubbock goes bust

LUBBOCK (AP) —  A  proposed 
ban on mass releases of helium-filled 
balloons in Lubbock has gone bust.

The measure would have barred 
the release of more than 30 gas-filled 
balloons at a time.The measure passed 
on first reading July 8.

But the proposal was withdrawn 
Wednesday from the agenda, after 
Councilman Todd Klein said he changed 
his mind and would oppose the ban.

Critics say council members had bet­
ter things to do than banter over balloons, 
such as dealing with the city budget.

House democrats move 
health care bill to vote

W ASHINGTCN (AP) —  House 
Democrats on Thursday pushed ahead 
with legislation that would remake the 
health care system and cover some 50 
million uninsured, despite concerns 
from conservative democrats and 
republicans that the $1.5 trillion plan 
costs too much.

Congressional Budget Cffice Di­
rector Douglas Elmendorf warned 
lawmakers the legislation he has seen 
so far would raise costs, not lower them. 
Elmendorf explained subsidies to help 
uninsured people would raise federal 
health care spending, which is already 
growing at an unsustainable rate

Black boxes from  Iran’s 
crashed p lane found

TEHRAN, Iran (AP) —  Investiga­
tors have recovered two black boxes 
belongiiig to a Russian-made jetliner 
that crashed shortly after taking off 
from Tehran, Iran’s state radio reported 
Thursday.

All 168 people aboard the Caspian 
Airlines aircraft bound for Yerevan, 
Armenia, on Wednesday were killed.

T he radio’s report quoted chief 
investigator Ahmad Majidi as saying 
one of the two recovered boxes was 
damaged. It said the boxes —  the 
plane’s cockpit voice and flight data 
recorders —  would likely be sent to 
the aircraft’s Russian manufacturers 
for analysis.
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WASHINGTON (AP) —  Re­
publicans cleared the way Thursday 
for a Senate vote next month to 
confirm Supreme Court nominee 
Sonia Sotomayor, placing her firmly 
in line to become the first Hispanic 
justice.

“I look forward to you getting 
that vote before we recess in Au­
gust,” said Alabama Sen. Jeff Ses­
sions, senior Republican at Senate

Judiciary Com mittee confirmation 
hearings.

He spoke as Sotomayor neared 
the end of four grueling days in the 
witness chair, prelude to the Senate 
vote confirming her as the first justice 
appointed by a Democratic president 
in 15 years.

Sessions said he would not support 
any attempt to block a vote on confir­
mation and didn’t believe any other 
Republican would, either.

Sotomayor, 55, has overwhelming 
if not unanimous support among the 
Senate’s 60 Democrats.

In an opening statement delivered 
on Monday, she pledged loyalty to “the 
impartiality of our justice system,” a 
script from which she rarely strayed 
as she sidestepped questions on con­
troversial issues such as abortion and 
gun rights.

She stepped lightly, too, around 
President Barack Obama’s statement 
that he wanted a justice with empathy. 
And sought to neutralize critics who 
asked repeatedly about a 2001 speech 
in which she said the rulings of a wise 
Latina would often be superior to those 
of a white male.

For their part. Republicans picked 
their way carefully through the ques­
tioning, a recognition of the racial 
politics involved. Hispanics are the 
fastest growing demographic group in 
the electorate.

Sotomayor drew praise from Re­
publicans and Democrats alike as she 
was wrapping up her time before the 
committee at the nationally televised 
hearing.

Sen. Lindsey Graham, R-S.C . de­
scribed her judicial record as “generally 
in the mainstream” and said he thought 
she would keep an open mind on gun

rights. Graham, who has said previous­
ly he may vote to confirm Sotomayor, 
said she was “not an activist.”

Another Republican, Sen. John 
Cornyn of Texas, also called Soto- 
mayor’s rulings “pretty much in the 
mainstream,” although he said her 
assertions of impartiality at the hear­
ings were strikingly at odds with her 
past remarks.

“You appear to be a different person 
almost in your speeches and in some 
of the comments that you’ve made” 
before the Judiciary panel, Cornyn 
said.

W est Texas treasures
Lubbock Lake Landmark offers ancient insight, historic findings

Every July since the 1970s, 
university students from across 
the globe have gathered in the 
same area to catch a glimpse of 
human life 12,000 years ago.

The Lubbock Lake Land­
mark is the location of a late 
Paleo-Indian site that con ­
tinuously has been excavated 
since its discovery during the 
Great Depression.

Katherine Ehlers, a gradu­
ate research assistant from 
Midland, has been visiting 
the site each July for six years 
to discover and study pieces 
of history.

“The more we can learn 
about how people live and 
adapt, the better,” said Ehlers, 
the site’s crew chief. “These 
things are relevant to today 
if we can study the trends 
of people thousands of years 
ago.”

Ehlers has spent much of 
her time as an undergraduate 
and graduate student at Texas 
Tech doing regional research 
in the Caprock area and has 
the artifacts to prove it.

Halfway into this year’s 
dig, her group has found Bison 
bone and some stone tools,

clues into what life was like for 
humans thousands of years ago.

“I think it’s neat that people 
have been hanging out in Lub­
bock for that long,” she said, 
“and we’re still here.”

Disa W iberg is an osteol­
ogy masters student from Lund 
University in Sweden, and she 
is spending six weeks of her 
summer in Lubbock to be part 
of Ehlers’ crew.

“It’s a good experience,” she 
said. “You get responsibility, 
and you get to learn about every 
aspect of archeology.”

Wiberg and a handful of other 
students spend each day digging

and studying, and each night 
in tents near the dig site. The 
students work, eat, sleep and 
shower outdoors.

Although she admitted the

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CIT will not 
receive bailout

W A SH IN G TO N  (A P) —  The 
Obama administration drew a line 
in the sand on financial bailouts 
Wednesday by denying emergency 
aid to C IT  Group Inc., a struggling 
commercial lender on the brink of 
bankruptcy.

A fter days of round-the-clock 
talks with regulators about a pos­
sible government bailout, C IT  said 
those negotiations had ceased. The 
company said its management and 
directors were “evaluating alterna­
tives.”

The decision not to save C IT  is a 
defining moment for the Obama ad­
ministration’s financial rescue pro­
gram, headed by Treasury Secretary 
Timothy Geithner. By withholding 
aid, the administration is betting 
that C IT ’s likely failure won’t pose a 
critical risk to an economy weighed 
down by rising unemployment.

CIT, which had earlier received 
$2.3 billion of bailout money, is one 
of the n atio n ’s largest lenders to 
small and mid-size businesses.

Foreclosures rise 15 percent
W A S H IN G T O N  (A P ) —  

T he number of U .S . households 
on the verge of losing their homes 
soared by nearly 15 percent in 
the first half of the year as more 
people lost their jobs and were 
u n able  to  pay th e ir  m on th ly  
mortgage bills.

T h e  m ushroom ing fo re c lo ­
sure crisis affected  more than  
1.5 m illion  hom es in the first 
six months of the year, accord­
ing to a report released Thursday 
by foreclo su re  lis tin g  service 
RealtyTrac Inc.

T h e  data show that, despite 
th e  O b am a a d m in is tra t io n ’s 
plan to encourage the lending 
industry to prevent foreclosures 
by handing out $ 5 0  b illio n  in 
subsidies, the n a tio n ’s housing 
woes continue to spread. Experts 
don’t expect foreclosures to peak 
until the middle of next year.

Foreclosure filings rose more 
than 33 percent in June compared 
with the same m onth last year 
and were up nearly 5 percent from 
May, RealtyTrac said.

“D esp ite  a ll -the efforts to 
date, we clearly havert’t got a 
handle on how to address the 
s itu a tio n ,” said R ic k  Sh arg a , 
RealtyTrac’s senior vice president 
for marketing.

More than 336,000 households 
received at least one foreclosure- 
related notice in June, according 
to the foreclosure listing firm ’s 
report. T h at works out to one in 
every 380 U .S . homes.

It was th e  fo u r th -s tra ig h t 
m o n th  in  w h ich  m ore th a n  
3 0 0 ,000  households receiving a 
foreclosure filing, which includes 
default notices and several other 
legal notices that homeowners 
receive before they finally lose 
their homes. Banks repossessed 
more than 79,000 homes in June, 
up from about 6 5 ,0 0 0  a m onth 
earlier.

O n  a s ta te -b y -s ta te  basis, 
Nevada had the nation’s highest 
foreclosure rate in the first half of 
the year, with more than 6 per­
cent of all households receiving 
a filing. Arizona was No. 2, fol­
lowed by Florida, California and 
U tah. Rounding out the top 10 
were Georgia, Michigan, Illinois, 
Idaho and Colorado.

T h e  O bam a adm inistration 
in M arch launched a $50 billion 
plan to give the lending industry 
fin an cia l incen tives to modify 
mortgages to lower payments, but 
it ’s off to a slow start.

As o f early July, about 130,000 
borrowers were enrolled in three-

m onth trial modifications under 
the plan, and 25 mortgage com ­
panies have signed up to receive 
potential payments of up to $18.6 
billion, according to the Treasury 
D epartm ent. But analysts and 
housing counselors say it isn ’t 
having much of an impact.

“T h e plan isn’t going well, at 
least not yet,” said M ark Zandi, 
chief economist at Moody’s Econ- 
omy.com. “I t ’s a creative plan 
with lots of incentives, but it’s 
very com plex.”

In  testim o n y  prepared for 
d eliv ery  at a S e n a te  h earin g  
on Thursday, Bank of A m erica 
executive A llen  Jones said the 
company has about 80 ,000  loan 
modifications in the works under 
the new government guidelines, 
including some that aren’t in the 
three-m onth trial phase yet.

“W e have achieved this level 
of success by devoting substantial 
resources to this effort,” Jones 
said, noting th at the company 
has more than 7 ,000  employees 
handling calls and working on 
modifications. Industry experts, 
however, say the response from 
m ost mortgage com panies has 
been lackluster.

“T hey’ve been slow to make 
sure they understand it and put 
a ll th e  processes and p eople 
in p lace,” said Jo e l Lewis, vice 
president of financial services at 
Convergys Corp., which runs call 
centers for the financial industry 
and other companies.

Telemedicine grant

rural communities who lack medical 
resources.

Connecting the patient to the doctor 
through cameras and TV monitors, Lef- 
forge said the program will allow patients 

* to receive instant medical attention while 
saving themselves the cost of travel and 
missed work.

‘W e’ll be able to make the same kind 
of determination as if you were standing 
right next to that physician,” he said.

More US troops to Afghanistan
FO R T  D RU M , N.Y. (A P ) —  

T he Pentagon’s chief said Thursday 
he could send more U .S . troops to 
Afghanistan this year than he’d ini­
tially expected and is considering 
increasing the number of soldiers 
in the Army.

Both issues reflect demands on 
increasing ly  stressed A m erican  
forces tasked w ith fighting two 
wars.

Defense Secretary Robert Gates’ 
comments came during a short visit 
to Fort Drum in upstate New York 
—  an Army post that that he said 
has deployed more soldiers to battle 
zones over the last 20 years than 
any other u n it. Two Fort Drum 
brigades are headed to Iraq later 
this year, and a third is currently 
in Afghanistan.

A sked about A fghan istan  by 
one soldier. G ates said, “I th ink 
th ere  w ill n o t be a s ig n ifica n t 
increase in troop levels in  A f­
ghanistan beyond the 6 8 ,000 , at 
least probably through the end of

the year. Maybe some increase, but 
not a lo t.”

So far, the Obama administra­
tion has approved sending 68 ,000  
troops to Afghanistan by the end 
of 2009, including 21,000 that were 
added this spring.

T h e  W hite House has wanted 
to wait until the end o f the year 
before deciding whether to deploy 
more, but a defense official said 
Thursday that Gates does not want 
to discourage his new commander 
in Kabul, G en. Stanley McChrys- 
tal, from taking a frank look at how 
many troops he needs.

M cChrystal, who took over as 
commander for all U .S . and N A TO  
forces in Afghanistan last m onth, 
is expected to advise W ashington 
in the next few weeks on his views 
o f how to end, and win, the 8-year 
war.

McChrystal is nearing the end 
of a 60-day review of troop require­
ments in Afghanistan, and will soon 
provide that report to Gates.

JPM organ, the second big bank 
to report stronger earnings this 
week after Goldman Sachs Group 
Inc., earned $2.72 billion, up from

soared 39  percent to $ 2 5 .6 2  b il­
lion.

Results were driven by record 
investment banking fees and rev­
enue in its bond business, much like 
Goldman Sachs. A t JPM organ’s in ­
vestm ent bank, revenue jumped 33 
percent to $7.3 b illion and profits 
more than tripled to $1.5 billion.

Those gains were partly offset by 
higher losses in consumer lending 
and credit cards. T h e  bank said 
it set aside $9.7 b illion for credit 
losses in the quarter, up from $4 .29  
billion a year earlier but down from 
the first quarter’s $10  billion.

C E O  Jam ie D im on said in  a 
statem ent th at the com pany ex ­
pects credit costs to rem ain high 
“for the foreseeable future.”

T he profit came despite a $1.1 
billion charge, or 27 cents a share, 
as JPM organ repaid $25 b illion in 
loans it received from the govern­
m ent as part of the Troubled Asset 
R elief Program. T he bank was also 
h it  by a 1 0 -cen ts-a -sh are  FD IC  
special assessment penalty.

Earnings per share fe ll to 28 
cents from 53 cents as the company 
had more stock outstanding than a 
year ago.

Video of Jackson 1984 Pepsi bum accident surfaces
N E W  Y O R K  —  U s W eekly  

magazine has obtained video it says' 
shows never-beforê-seen footage'bf 
M ichael JacksbnV  head catching 
on fire during film ing of his 1984 
Pepsi com m ercial.

Jack so n  suffered severe hum s 
a f te r  a p y r o t e c h n ic s  m ish a p  
caused his hair and scalp to ca tch  
afire. S t il l  photos o f the accid en t 
have b een  seen before, but the 
new  video on  U s W eek ly ’s W eb 
site shows th e  m om ent Ja ck so n ’s 
hair caught on  fire and th e top 
o f his head becam e engulfed in 
flam es.

Jackson didn’t realize his hair 
was on fire. In the video, h e ’s still 
dancing as the flames are on his 
head. W hen  he spins, the flames 
go out. People on the set tackle 
him  to extinguish the fire, and his 
brother Jerm aine Jackson , play­
ing the guitar in front of him and

oblivious to the com m otion, turns 
around. W h en  M ich ael Jackson  
emerges from the pile o f people 
trying to help him , the top o f his 
head is bald.

T h e  a c c id e n t, w itnessed  by 
thousands o f stunned fans at the 
Shrine Auditorium in Los Angeles, 
cam e at the heigh t o f Ja ck so n ’s 
fame, about a year after the release 
of his best-selling “Thriller” album. 
It marked what would be the begin­
ning of serious, lifelong pain for 
Jackson, who had been treated for 
painkiller addiction and has been 
described by relatives and friends 
as being hooked on pain m edica­
tion  at the time of his death last 
m onth at age 50.

Jackson, who was photographed 
in an ambulance with a bandage 
on his head and his tradem ark 
sequined white glove on his right 
hand, required several surgeries

and needed skin grafts to treat 
the injury.

In his autobiography, “Moon- 
walk,” he described the cause of 
the accident as “stupidity, pure 
and sim ple.”

As he described the accident, 
he w rote: " ...  bombs w ent o ff 
on either side of my head, and 
the sparks set my hair on fire. 
I was dancing down this ramp 
and turning around, spinning, 
not knowing 1 was on fire. Sud­
denly I felt my hands reflexively 
go to my head in an attem pt to 
smother the flam es.”

As a result o f the accident, 
Pepsi gave Jackson $1.5 m illion, 
w hich  he d onated  to  a burn 
center named after him.

A  re p r e s e n ta t iv e  fo r  Us 
W eekly had no immediate com ­
m ent on where the video came 
from.

McCartney performs where Beatles made US TV debut
NEW YORK —  Paul McCartney 

returned to the Ed Sullivan Tlieater 45 
years after the Beatles made their U.S. 
television debut there.

This time, McCartney put on an 
outdoor show' atop the theater’s marquee 
for daousands of fans Wednesday. The 
performance was shown during the former 
Btatle’s first appearance on CBS’ “Late 
Show Wida David Letterman.”

The Beatles made their American 
television debut on “The Ed Sullivan 
Show” on Feb. 9,1964.

During his appearance with Letter- 
man, McCartney recalled that it was

“kind of scaiy'” the first time the Beatles 
appeared on Sullivan’s show.

However, he didn’t acknowledge it 
when a floor manager asked “you ner­
vous?” when the curtain was about to be 
raised for McCartney to perform ‘Yester­
day” alone without his baridmates.

‘You should be,” McCartney said the 
manager told him. “There’s 73 million 
people watching.”

Letterman said that his impression of 
the Beatles was drat it was four guys on 
a long spring break, having a great time. 
The Beatles went briefly to Miami the first 
time diey came to the United States.

“The British car finn loaned us an 
MG each and, you know, there was a 
beach and sand and girls and, come on!” 
McCartney said.

Letterman and McCartney talked 
about the ex-Beatle’s friendship with 
the late Michael Jackson. The two men 
recorded the duet “The Girl Is Mine” on 
Jackson’s “Thriller” album.

McCartney advised Jackson to think 
about music publishing as an investment. 
Jackson bought rights to many of the 
Beatles’ songs, and McCartney’s hopes of 
getting a better deal with the new owner 
w'ere in vain.

Moon landing 
tapes revamped

W A S H IN G T O N  ( A P )  
N A S A  s t i l l  c a n ’t find  its  lost 
original m oon landing videotapes. 
B ut th a t first m oonw alk nev er 
looked better, thanks to new digi­
tally refurbished copies unveiled 
Thursday.

T h e  o rig in a l liv e  vid eo was 
ghostlike and grainy. N A S A  and 
a Hollywood film restoration com ­
pany took television video copies 
of what Apollo 11 beamed to Earth 
on July 20, 1969 , and made the 
pictures look sharper.

T h e  p ictu res them selves are 
not new. But som e d eta ils  are. 
O riginally, A rm strong’s face v i­
sor was too fuzzy to be seen. T h e  
refurbished video shows his visor 
and a reflection in it.

T h e  original videos beamed to 
earth were stored on giant reels of 
tapes that contained 15 minutes of 
video along with 13 other channels 
of live data from the moon. In the 
1970s and 1980s, N A S A  had a 
shortage o f the tapes and erased 
about 2 0 0 ,0 0 0  of those tapes and 
reused them .

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Harrell will play in Canadian Football League

season after not being picked up by a team in the National Football 
League.

After not being picked up by a 
team in the National Football League, 
former Texas Tech quarterback Graham 
Harrell is headed North to play for 
the Saskatchewan Roughriders of the 
Canadian Football League.

Now that he has the opportunity to 
show what he can do on a professional 
level, Harrell will compete against five 
other quarterbacks for the Roughriders, 
who are 2-0 so far this season

The starter for the Roughriders is 
former North Carolina quarterback 
Darian Durant, who has completed 
36-of-59 passes for 518 yards, three 
touchdowtLS and four interceptions. His 
four picks tie him for first among CFL 
quarterbacks and his 78.2 passer rating 
is third lowest among those with more 
than 50 pass attempts.

Harrell will team up with former 
teammate and receiver Eric Morris. 
The Shallowater product is returning 
kicks and punts for the Roughriders 
while working to earn more reps as a 
receiver behind 2008 Rookie of the Year 
Weston Dressier.

Morris had 149 receptions, 1,538

yards and 18 touchdowns in has last two 
seasons as a Red Raider.

“It’ll be fun,” he said of reuniting 
with Harrell. “It’ll be good to have a 
friend and some­
one I’m comfort­
able with and 
I’ve thrown so 
many balls with 
before in my 
life.”

The6-foot-2,
223-pound Har­
rell finished his 
career at Tech 
w ith  1 5 ,7 9 3  
yards and 134 
touchdowns —  
b o th  N C A A  
records —  and 
led his team to 
a historic No.
2 ranking while 
finishing fourth 
in Heisman Tro­
phy voting last 
season.

In his final _____________
year, he threw
for 5,111 yards and 45 touchdowns, 
earning him the Johnny Unitas Golden

Arm award, which is presented to the 
top senior quarterback.

Despite all that, he was skipped 
over in the 2009 NFL Draft before 

working out at 
ro o k ie  cam p 
with the Cleve­
land Brow ns, 
w ho e v e n tu ­
ally cut ties with 
Harrell because 
of an overload at 
the quarterback 
position.

“I t ’ll be a

im plem ented his spread offense. 
Red Raider quarterbacks from Kliff 
Kingsbury to B.J. Symons to Cody 
Hodges have battled the “system 
quarterback” label that damages their 
credibility when it comes to playing 
in the NFL.

However, Harrell seems to have 
taken the most criticism and is the 
most surprising of Leach’s quarterbacks 
to not receive a legitimate chance in 
the league considering all his accom­
plishments.

But after not being chosen in the 
draft either, Morris can see how Harrell 
was shut out.

“I was shocked (Harrell went un­
drafted) as far as the production that 
he put out at Tech and the numbers and 
how consistent he was there,” Morris 
said. “But kind of after going through 
the process myself, not really. It’s a tough 
business to get into to.”

Morris said Harrell has proved his 
leadership and accuracy during the past 
three years and expects him to show up 
ready to compete and make plays.

The crowd was beginning to grow 

restless at the Tumberry links course in 
Scotland as the legends Jack Nicklaus 
and Tom Watson strolled up the 18 th 
fairway, knowing in the next few mo­
ments the champion of the 1977 British 
Open would be crowned.

In the end Watson sank his putt 
and ended what would become a 
legendary tournament in golf history 
known as the “Duel in the Sun.” That 
was the first year the British Open was 
played at Tumberry and it seems almost 
poetic that now, 32 years later, the 
59-year-old Watson is at the top of the 
leader board again playing for his sixth 
open championship.

Watson has not won a British 
Open since his back-to-back victories 
in 1982 and 1983 and it would be an 
amazing chapter in his long and suc­
cessful career.

The PGA TOUR has featured the 
rise of a young class of golfers in recent 
years to challenge the legends of today. 
Each week the tour’s top players such 
as Tiger Woods, Phil Mickelson and 
Vijay Singh are challenged by young 
newcomers such as Anthony Kim, 
Sean O’Hair and 19-year-old phenom

Rory Mcllroy.
I knew coming into this week two 

generations of golfers would be battling 
for the Claret Jug but never in my wildest 
dreams did I think a golfer who dominated 
the game before 1 was bom would be vying 
for the top spot.

Watson fired a 5-under 65 Thursday 
morning to claim the morning lead while 
younger stars such as Camilo Villegas and 
Sean O’Hair lurk only strokes behind.

Meanwhile, Woods, whq has yet to 
claim a major victory since his return from 
his knee surgery in 2008, snuggled through 
his opening round with a l-over 71 after 
shooting two bogeys in his final four holes. 
But Woods has won two tournaments in 
2009 and has shown vast improvements in 
his game coming into this weekend.

Another player who has his eyes serón 
this year’s championship is Ireland’s Pad-

raig Harrington, who has won the event 
the past two years. He currently resides in 
124th place in the FedExCup standings, 
however, history has proven he always 
plays his best golf at the British Open.

So there is no doubt three distinct gen­
erations of champions will be competing 
in the British Open this weekend, which 
makes the atmosphere that surrounds the 
tournament much more exciting.

Woods most likely will charge toward 
the front of the leaderboard at some point, 
as he commonly does after a mediocre 
first round, and golf fans everywhere will 
watch intently to see if Watson can hold 
his composure and remain at the top of 
the pack to win his first open in 26 years 
—  making him the oldest golfer to ever 
win a major.

Or perhaps a new face will be hold­
ing the Claret Jug on Sunday bringing 
in a new era of dominance from golfers 
under 30, only time will tell. But I can 
assure you that this year’s British Open 
will be one that will be remembered for 
years to come.
