But the Securi­
ties and Exchange C om m ission says 
Bank of A m erica had authorized New 
York-based M errill to pay $ 5 .8  billion

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Iraq since fighting began
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Dozens of Gitmo cases referred to US prosecutors

W A SH IN G TO N  (A P) —  Doz­
ens o f G uantanam o Bay detainee 
cases have been referred to federal 
prosecutors for possible criminal tri­
als in the nation’s capital, Virginia 
and New York City, officials told 
T h e  Associated Press on Monday 
as a second strategy for trying the 
detainees emerged within the Obama 
administration.

T he Justice Department’s strategy 
of holding trials in East Coast cities 
could be a sharp departure from a Pen­
tagon plan to hold all Guantanamo-

related civilian and military trials in the 
Midwest.

T h e  politically volatile decisions 
about where and how to try Guantanamo 
Bay detainees ultimately will rest with 
President Barack Obama as he tries to 
meet his self-imposed January deadline 
for closing the island prison.

O bam a adm inistration officials, 
speaking on condition of anonymity 
because they were not authorized to dis­
cuss internal deliberations, said Attorney 
General Eric Holder met privately last 
week with the chief federal prosecutor 
in each of the East Coast areas to discuss 
the preparations for possible indictments 
and trials in those districts.

Ju stice  D ep artm en t spokesm an 
Matthew Miller said the Guantanamo 
Bay detainee task force “has referred a 
significant number of cases for possible 
prosecution, and those cases have now 
been sent to U .S. Attorney offices who 
are reviewing them  with prosecutors 
from the Office of Military Commis­
sions.” His statement didn’t identify the 
districts involved.

W hite  House spokesman Robert 
Gibbs said no final decisions have been 
made on where in the U .S. to transfer 
Guantanamo detainees.

O ne official said prosecutors and 
military lawyers are now reviewing the 
individual cases. T he work is aimed at

indicting individuals in civilian courts, 
but final decisions have not been made 
on the cases and some of the inmates 
whose cases were referred could still 
end up before military commissions 
instead.

Officials said the districts which have 
been referred Guantanamo cases are: 
Washington, D.C.; the Eastern District 
of Virginia, which has a courthouse in 
Alexandria, Va.; the Southern District 
of New York, which is based in lower 
Manhattan in New York City; and the 
Easterp District o f New York, which 
is based in the New York borough of 
Brooklyn.

Each district has experience prosecut­

ing high-profile terrorism cases, and each 
courthouse has high-security facilities for 
holding particularly dangerous inmates.

Yet the plan to hold terror trials in 
those cities may run afoul of a separate 
initiative being considered to build a ■ 
courtroom-within-a-prison complex in 
the U .S. heartland.

Several senior U .S. officials said the 
administration is eyeing a soon-to-be- 
shuttered state maximum security prison 
in Michigan and the military peniten­
tiary at Fort Leavenw orth, Kan., as 
possible locations for a heavily guarded 
site to hold the suspected 229 al-Qaida, 
Taliban, and foreign fighters now jailed 
at Guantanamo.

Much-deserved upgrade
North side expansion o f Jones AT & T Stadium ‘well under construction’

The Texas Tech planning and facili­
ties construction department still ex­
pects to have 6,000 additional seats on 
the north side of Jones AT&T Stadium 
available by the time Texas A&M rolls 
into town Oct. 24-

“We’re well under construction,” 
said Mike Ellicott, vice chancellor for 
facilities, planning and construction. 
“We had to wait for athletics to clear 
out the Double T shop. So we’re prob­
ably a couple weeks behind there.”

The $6 million expansion project 
will bump Tech up to fifth in the Big 
12 Conference in stadium capacity and 
will be completely concrete seating, 
without the aluminum benches, for the 
North Dakota game Sept. 5. However, 
Ellicott said he wouldn’t expect a sell­
out by the early part of the season.

“The aluminum bench seats don’t 
get here until September,” he said. “So 
we probably won’t have all those in­
stalled until the A&M game. But we’re 
drilling piers, because it’s going to sit 
on piers in the ground. The foundation, 
that’s going well. I think we have all 
the utilities relocated. We would have 
if it hadn’t rained.

“It may be a little not quite finished, 
but they’ll be usable for the A&M 
game.”

Ellicott said the construction will 
not be completely finished until Janu­
ary.

“The way we’re paying for those 
seats, is to sell tickets,” he said. “So if

we can get them done quickly, then 
we can sell hopefully 6,000 more 
seats for the A&M game. So there’s 
one more year of revenue to pay 
for the seats. We’re capitalizing on 
Tech’s good football year last year. 
We figure those seats will be in de­
mand. Hopefully they will be.” 

Ellicott said the north side ex­
pansion will not completely close in

that side because of how the existing 
ticket office is positioned. The build­
ing is small at the base and wider at 
the top, which means the new seats 
can’t reach all the way to the ticket 
office without creating obstructed 
views, Ellicott said.

“It’ll help make the stadium look 
closed in,” he said.

The $25 million east side expan­

sion, which is under construction and 
should have clubs and suites ready to 
use for the 2010 season, has taken about 
three quarters of the closest parking 
area.

“There’s some lost revenue for park­
ing revenue,” Ellicott said. “Again, 
at the end of the project, you’ve got

TTUHSC at El Paso becomes first medical school on the US-Mexico border

D onning w hite robes, 4 0  m edical student 
o f the first inaugural class o f the Texas T ech  
H ealth  Scien ces C en ter El Paso Paul L. Foster 
Sch o o l o f M edicine began their m edical educa­
tion  Saturday.

A  dream 10 years in the making, T T U H S C  
El Paso will bring students together at the only 
four-year m edical school on the U .S .-M ex ico  
border, specializing in  border and H isp anic 
health  and research.

W ith  a cu rricu lu m  focu sed  o n  cu ltu ra l 
sensitivity, the  school hopes to  alleviate the 
third-world diseases that haunt poverty-stricken 
areas o f E l Paso.

Dr. Jose M anuel de la Rosa, founding dean 
and El Paso native, said the school will focus on 
on-the-border infectious disease research and 
Hispanic health  issues. H e said they hope to pro­
duce doctors who are “culturally aware” o f the

diversity w hich exists in the community.
“O n e  o f  th e  th ings th a t you see in  a 

population that is traditionally the m inority 
that is now the majority, is a need for cultural 
sensitivity,” he said. “You need to  be cultur­
ally aware —  different words m ean different 
things, even in  the same language. I t ’s dif­
ferent in different cultures and you have to 
be able to  be aware and to com m unicate in 
those different situations.”

D e la Rosa said they also hope to  produce 
doctors who have a desire to  contin u e to 
practice m edicine in the El Paso region after 
their education is com pleted.

“T h is will give kids an opportunity,” he 
said, referring to education, “and will gener­
ate doctors on the border who will stay on 
the border. If  you train them  on the border, 
th en  you’ll be able to  keep them . My idea 
is to recruit kids on the border, teach  them

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Temperature drop helps island battle fires
L A  P A L M A , C a n a ry  Is lan d s 

—  Lower temperatures on  M onday 
helped firefighters battle  two forest 
fires th at have raged on  La Palm a 
in Sp ain ’s Canary Islands for three 
days.

O ne fire in the west o f the island 
has been  brought under control and 
it was hoped an o th er in  th e  east 
could be contained  later Monday, 
island environm ental director Ju lio  
Cabrera said.

La P alm a is o n e  o f  th e  le a st 
developed and most verdant o f the 
Canary Islands, off W est A frica, and

was celebrated by pop star M adonna 
in her song “La Isla B onita ,” the title 
o f w hich is the island’s local nam e.

Cabrera said overnight efforts to 
extinguish the blazes were helped by 
a temperature drop o f about 20  de­
grees C  (3 6  degrees F) from  the near 
45  C  (113 F) temperatures w hen the 
fires started late Friday. Strong winds 
have also eased, he said.

T h e  change in w eather had even 
brought some brief spells o f rain.

T h e  fires were m ainly affecting 
areas above the towns o f T igalate 
and Tiguerorte on  the southeastern

side of La Palma, the island’s govern­
m ent said.

N o town or village was directly 
threatened by the'fires and no new 
evacuations were planned, Cabrera 
said. A rou n d  4 ,0 0 0  peop le  w ere 
e v acu ated  in  so u th e a s te rn  areas 
Saturday and about 5 0  houses were 
burned. Spanish national television 
said m any residents w ere able to  
return to  their hom es Sunday.

A b o u t-6 0 0  firefighters were in ­
v o lv ed  in  try ing  to  put ou t th e  
fires, aided by n in e water-dropping 
aircraft, Cabrera said.

remote farming town after two people 
died and 10 more were sickened with 
pneum onic plague, a lung infection 
that can kill a human in 24 hours if 
left untreated.

Police set up checkpoints around 
Z iketan  in  northw estern  Q ing h ai

province, where townspeople reached 
by T h e  A ssociated Press by phone 
Monday said the streets were laargely 
deserted and most shops shut.

Authorities urged anyone who had 
visited the town o f 10,000 people since 
mid-July and has developed a cough or 
fever to seek hospital treatment.

C n  Sunday, a 37-year-old  m an 
identified only as Danzin became the 
second reported fatality from the out­
break. He lived next door to the first, 
a 32-year-old herder. T h e  10 sickened, 
mostly relatives o f the herder, were 
undergoing isolated treatment in hos­
pital, the local health bureau said.

EU  probing alleged Balkan organ trafficking
B E L G R A D E , S e r b ia  —  E u ­

rope’s top hum an rights watchdog 
launched a probe M onday into  Serb 
a llegation s th a t e th n ic  A lb a n ia n  
guerrillas kidnapped Serb civilians 
during Kosovo’s war, th en  removed 
their organs and sold the body parts 
on  the black  market.

Leading the probe is D ick Marty, 
a Sw iss sen ator rep resen tin g  th e  
C ouncil o f Europe. H e is expected to 
m eet top Serbian judiciary and war 
crim es officials during his two-day 
visit to Belgrade starting Monday.

M arty also plans to  travel to  A l­
bania on  Wednesday, the C ou n cil of 
Europe said in a statem ent.

A f te r  h is  fa c t- f in d in g  v is its , 
M arty will issue a report on  “inhu­
m an treatm ent o f people and illicit 
trafficking in hum an organs in  K o­
sovo,” the statem ent said.

Serb ian  officials say up to  5 0 0  
K osovo Serbs vanished w ithout a 
trace during the 1998-99  war. T hey  
claim  at least some o f them  may have 
had organs removed.

T h e  Serb war crimes investigators

say they have con cre te  proof th at 
at least 10 people hav e b een  the 
v ictim s o f an  in tern atio n a l organ 
trafficking operation, but th at many 
more may have been operated on  in 
m akeshift hospitals in neighboring 
A lb a n ia  before be in g  dumped in 
mass graves.

“W hatever the truth is, we are 
missing betw een 3 0 0  and 5 0 0  people 
and that is what those seeking justice 
must have in m ind,” Bruno Vekaric, 
spokesm an for Serb ia ’s war crim es 
prosecutors, said.

Georgia: Russia is trying to seize land
T B IL IS I, Georgia (A P) —  Geor­

gia accused Russia on  M onday of 
trying to take more territory outside 
the breakaway province o f South O s­
setia as tensions rose before the first 
anniversary o f the Russian-Georgian 
war last summer.

Georgia said Russian troops en­
tered the village of Kveshi near South 
Ossetia on Sunday and erected posts 
in an attem pt to mark a new bor­
der. Georgia said the posts, several 
hundred meters (yards) outside the 
boundary with South Ossetia, were 
removed Monday.

Russia and South Ossetia, which 
together patrol the region’s de facto 
border with Georgia, countered that 
no forces had entered Kveshi and 
the posts —  a temporary roadblock

—  had been erected w ithin South 
Ossetian territory.

T h e  situation near South Ossetia 
has become increasingly tense as the 
first anniversary o f the war approaches 
on Aug. 7, with Georgia and Russia 
blaming each other for provocations 
and intentions to resume fighting.

“It’s very alarming that as the first 
anniversary of the Russian aggression 
against Georgia comes close, Russia 
and its puppets are deliberately incit­
ing tensions and behave defiantly,” 
the Georgian Foreign Ministry said.

But South Ossetia’s spokeswoman 
Irina Gagloyeva told T h e  Associated 
Press that the border move was legiti­
mate and rejected any land-grabbing 
ambitions.

“Let the Georgians relax about

their territory. W e don’t need a single 
centim eter of their soil,” Gagloyeva 
said.

Russia’s top security agency, which 
patrols the boundary along with local 
troops, also denied any wrongdoing, 
according to a statement run by the 
ITAR-Tass news agency.

“Russian border guards did not 
enter the village of Kveshi,” the Fed­
eral Security Service statement said, 
adding T b ilis i had been  informed 
about the move.

Steve Bird, a spokesman for the 
European U nion ’s observer mission 
in  G eorg ia , said R u ssian  border 
guards had assured them  they had no 
plans to move a checkpoint to the 
area that had been briefly marked by 
the posts.

Two new Mozart works presented in Austria
SA LZ BU RG , Austria —  Techni­

cally demanding and at times furiously 
paced, two newly identified Mozart 
works unveiled Sunday are helping 
scholars complete their assessment of 
the maestro’s very early achievements.

T h e  childhood creations —  an 
extensive concerto movement and a 
fragmentary prelude —  provide yet 
more proof the Salzburg native was 
a true prodigy. A nd maybe a bit o f a 
showoff.

“W e have here the first orchestral 
m ovem ent by the young Mozart —  
ev en  though th e  orch estra l parts 
are missing —  and therefore it’s an 
extremely important missing link in 
our understanding o f Mozart’s develop­
m ent as a young composer,” said U lrich 
Leisinger, head of research at the Inter­
national Mozarteum Foundation after a 
presentation of the pieces.

Mozart, who was bom  in 1756, 
began playing the keyboard at age 3 and 
composing at 5. By the time he died of 
rheumatic fever on Dec. 5 ,1791 , he had 
written more than 600 pieces.

Leisinger said Mozart likely wrote 
the two newly attributed pieces when 
he was 7 or 8 years old, with his father, 
Leopold, transcribing the notes as his 
son played them at the keyboard.

A  series o f  analyses confirm ed 
the writing as Leopold’s; at the time 
Mozart was not yet versed in musical 
notation. But Leopold was mled out 
as the composer of the pieces based on 
stylistic scmtiny, the Mozarteum said 
in a statement.

“There are obvious discrepancies 
between the technical virtuosity and 
a certain lack o f compositional experi­
ence,” it said.

A t Sunday’s presentation at the

Mozart residence, Austrian musician 
F lorian Birsak, an  expert on  early 
keyboard music, played the two pieces 
on the maestro’s own fortepiano for a 
throng of reporters, photographers and
camera crews.

Later, Birsak explained how learn­
ing to play the concerto movement was 
a bit of a challenge because of complex 
aspects such as “large jumps.”

To Robert D. Levin, who provided 
an orchestral accompaniment to the 
concerto, the young Mozart wanted 
to show “everything he could do” in 
the piece.

“W hat the composer expects of the 
player in racing passagework, crossed 
hands and wild leaps is more than a bit 
crazy,” said Levin, a pianist and Harvard 
University professor internationally 
recognized for his completion of Mozart 
fragments.

Jackson children 
custody decided

L O S A N G E LE S (A P) —  M ichael 
Jackson’s m other has gained perma­
nent custody of her late son’s children 
during a hearing Monday that saw a 
last-minute objection by the pop icon’s 
former dermatologist.

Los Angeles Superior Court Judge 
M itchell Beckloff made a series of key 
rulings during the morning portion of 
the Monday hearing. In addition to ap­
proving Katherine Jackson’s guardian­
ship petition, he also granted m onthly 
stipends to  the 79-year-old and the 
three young grandchildren she is now 
charged with raising.

T h e mling came after a few tense 
m om ents in w hich an attorney for 
Beverly Hills Dr. A rnold Klein, M i­
chael Jackson’s longtime dermatologist, 
raised nonspecific objections to the cus­
tody arrangements. T h e attorney, Mark 
V incent Kaplan, said they were based 
on the doctor’s long-term relationship 
with the singer and his children.

“Legally, he is not a presumed par­
ent,” Kaplan said. He said Klein had 
concerns about the children’s educa­
tion and other day-to-day parenting 
issues.

B eck lo ff u ltim ately  determ ined  
K lein  didn’t have legal standing to 
object to the care of Jackson’s children, 
but said he could  raise o b jectio n s 
later.

Klein has repeatedly denied tabloid 
reports that he is the biological father 
of Jackson’s children, saying last m onth 
on “Larry King Live” that “to the best 
of my knowledge” he is not.

Diane Goodman, an attorney for 
Katherine Jackson, told Beckloff that 
Jackson’s youngest son. Prince M ichael 
II, was bom  through a surrogate who 
has no parental rights.

James Stewart starred in the clas­
sic 1950 version of “Harvey,” which 
was based on Mary C hase’s Pulitzer 
Prize-winning play. Novelist Jonathan 
Tropper adapted C h a se ’s play for 
Spielberg’s version, an update set in 
contemporary times.

Casting is just starting, with produc-

tion expected to begin early next year.
T h e  film is a co-production b e ­

tween Spielberg’s DreamWorks Studio 
and 20th  Century Fox. A  release date 
hasn’t been  announced, but a Fox 
spokesman said the studio is looking 
to have the film in theaters late next 
year.

Second Illinois 
trustee resigns

C H I C A G O  ( A P )  —  T h e  
chairm an o f th e  U niversity  o f I l­
lin o is’ Board o f Trustees resigned 
M onday am id an  in v estig a tio n  
in to  the use o f p o litica l clou t to 
get underqualified students in to  
the school.

N iran jan  S h a h  said in a letter 
to  G ov. P at Q u in n  th a t he de­
cided to  step down after m embers 
o f a state com m ission investigat­
ing th e  admissions practices said 
they believed  th e  trustees should 
resign.

S h a h  is the second trustee to  
do so, after form er chairm an Law­
rence Eppley quit last week.

“I am n o t in public service for 
self-aggrandizement and therefore 
have no in terest in  a protracted 
process regarding my ro le ,” Sh ah  
w rote. “M y in terest is solely in 
the vitality  o f  the U niversity  o f 
Illin o is.”
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Tech could profit from alcohol, tailgating
It loob like Texas Tech officials are try- 

ing to crack dovm on excessive tailgating. 
Just last week, the Student Government 
Association announced its proposal to 
help curb student alcohol use before foot­
ball games by controlling tailgating times 
and the use of kegs. O f couree this may be 
unfortunate for many Tech students, but 
it certainly d cw i’t change much.

Universities around the country seem 
to be taking similar steps to control alcohol 
related accidents.

Drinking before and after football 
games is a ritual students have enjoyed for 
years. Within the past diree years, six other 
universities and tw'o National Football 
League teams have placed restrictions on 
tailgating before games.

The most popular changes seem to 
be the same steps Tech plans to impose: 
fewer houre and no kegs. Yet, Tech is in 
a unique position to both limit overall 
alcohol use while capitalizing on recent 
changes in Lubbock.

If Tech really wants to stop alcohol 
use before football games, it could just 
ban alcohol at tailgates altogether, even

though we all know this won’t happen, 
'as it shouldn’t. Alcohol sales is a very' 
profitable industry and college students 
are a primary consumer. Tech could, 
however, limit alcohol from being brought 
onto campus. This wouldn’t deviate from 
current policy outside of football season; 
Tech remains a somewhat dry campus 
(although many on campus residents 
would beg to differ).

New policy allowing the sale of 
packaged alcohol in the city of Lubbock 
pemiits Tech to hold a liquor license of its 
own, possibly limiting the distribution of 
alcohol on campus. Under this plan. Tech 
would limit ail alcohol to be purchased 
tb'ough designated vendors in roped off 
areas on campus. Students and fans would

have to present identification to receive an 
over-21 wfostband to be able to purchase 
alcohol at such locations.

W ith its own liquor license. Tech 
could bring in outside vendors to sell the 
beer and wine in the “alcohol zones” on 
campus. By charging a fortune for such 
spots. Tech could stand to make huge 
money while generating tax revenue 
for the City of Lubbock. Tech could 
support local business and organizations 
and still bring in advertising dollars. It is 
certainly a manageable situation for Tech 
and Lubbock.

Tech could make profits and collect 
taxes while still encouraging less alcohol 
consumption on campus.

Similar tailgating restrictions have

been placed at the University of Ten­
nessee and the University of Florida. 
The evidence from both places seems to 
show that students and fans are willing to 
shell out for their alcohol. Both schools 
reported nearly $3 million in additional 
revenue by forcing people to purchase 
dreir pregame liquor.

Even so, banning the use of kegs 
on campus does little but “encourage” 
students from refraining from alcohol 
use. In fact, kegs provide a legitimate 
source of alcohol, forcing students to use 
cups instead of cans and bottles, keeping 
empty beer containere from being tossed 
around campus. I think Tech students will 
discover that there is very little correlation 
l>etween using kegs before games and the

overall alcohol consumption on campus.
Yet o f course, Tech students will 

always find their ways to get alcohol. 
How the university handles its alco­
hol policies is simply a façade to the 
irrefutable fact that college students 
will always be massive consumers of 
a lcoh ol. T ech  should certa in ly  do 
everything it can to promote alterna­
tives to drinking. However, if students 
are going to drink anyway, the school 
should at least make a little  money 
off it.
