
EPA approves Tech cotton technology for 
use in Deepwater Horizon oil spill cleanup

Fibertect™ , a nonwoven cotton- 
carbon material, created by Seshadri 
Ramkumar, an associate professor of 
nonwoven materials for The Insti­
tute o f Environmental and Human 
H eath, has been approved by the 
Environm ental Protection Agency 
as a sorbent for oil application in the 
cleanup o f the Deepwater Horizon 
oil spill.

The EPA approval came after First 
Line Technologies, a Virginia-based 
company that commercializes Fiber­
tect™ , sent a crew to Grand Isle, La. 
to test the absorption material on oil 
that had washed ashore.

“It was observed that when the 
oil was viscous, and even semi-solid,”

Ramkumar said, “the Fibertect™ was 
able to absorb the oil.”

N ot only is the oil spill contam i­
nating the surface o f the water, but 
recently the N ational Oceanic and 
A tm osp h eric  A d m in istra tio n  —  
N O A A — has reported plumes below 
the surface releasing toxins.

Ramkumar said Fibertect™  will 
prove to be more successful in clean­
ing than other methods that are being 
used, such as dispersants, because it is 
a non-toxic material that eliminates 
harmful vapors released by the oil.

“Recently, there have been some 
reports, which have been endorsed by 
N O A A ,” Ramkumar said, “that even 
at a depth o f 400 meters below the 
surface o f sea there are some plumes, 
the oil is seen as a plume from which 
volatile gases such as benzene and

other volatile forms of the oil are 
emanating, and these volatile gases 
are known to have carcinogenic ef­
fects, and they are also known to 
give some catastrophic damage to the 
marine life, so this is one important 
finding.”

He said these plumes are reducing 
oxygen levels by up to 40%  and that 
Fibertect™  not only absorbs oil, but 
also combats the oxygen depletion.

O riginally, Ram kum ar did not 
develop Fibertect™  for oil absorp­
tion but said although this oil spill is 
a tragedy, it was a perfect fit for his 
research and the advancement o f the 
technology.

“M y orig in a l ap p lica tio n  was 
to develop a wipe, cleaning m ate­
rial for soldiers and fighter planes,” 
Ramkumar said, “just dealing with

toxic vapors.
The use o f Fibertect™ to clean the 

oil spill has led to the EPA approval 
which will lead to the development 
o f new Fibertect™ materials such as 
gloves, face masks that block toxins, 
carpet, industrial and h ousehold  
cleaning materials and more.

Am ber Dean, associate m anag­
ing director o f licensing and busi­
n ess deve lopm en t o f  tech n ology  
com m ercialization  for Tech , said 
the EPA approval o f Fibertect™  is 
bringing notoriety to the university 
and Ramkumar.

“There has been a lot of interest,” 
D ean said, “Texas Tech has been in 
the news quite a bit because o f it.”

Sh e said it is also bringing fund­
ing for the university.

“In addition to a portion com ing

back to Tech,” D ean said, “a portion 
is going to the researcher. T h ere ’s 
also a portion going to Ram kum ar’s 
college and Ramkumar’s department 
for additional research. So, it’s very 
beneficial for us to license a tech­
nology and for there to be revenues 
gen erated  from  the sales o f that 
technology.”

Fibertect™  has licensing agree­
m ents with First Line Technologies 
as well as H obbs Bonded Fibers in 
W aco.

Todd Reno, director o f business 
developm ent at the Reese Technol­
ogy C enter and Tech alumnus, said 
this approval will help bring Tech to 
a new level o f recognition.

“W hen Tech can  get out in front 
and be the spokespeople and be the 
problem  solvers for any kind o f is­

sue that’s a good thing,” R eno said, 
“but w hen it ’s som eth in g o f  this 
m agnitude, obviously it’s going to 
bring additional attention to Tech 
and to the university.”

H e sa id  R am k u m a r an d  h is  
in v e n tio n  w ill h e lp  b rin g  T ech  
to status as a N atio n a l R esearch  
U niversity  because researchers and 
students from all around the world 
w ant to work with him .

“Part o f  the Tier O ne p lot is you 
have to bring in researchers,” R eno 
said. “You have to bring in this top- 
notch  ta len t.”

R am kum ar said  w ith in  a year 
there will be new products on  the 
m arket an d  H igh  P la in s c o tto n  
farm ers w ill see an  in cre ase  in 
revenues.

M ortgage rates continue to sink, reach lowest on record

W A S H I N G T O N  ( A P )  —  
M ortgage rates fell this week to the 
lowest level on  record, giving co n ­
sum ers added incentive to lock in 
low paym ents for hom e purchases 
and refinanced loans.

T h e  average  rate  for 30-year 
fixed loans san k to 4 .69  percent, 
from  4.75 percent last week, m ort­
gage com pan y  Freddie M ac said  
Thursday.

T h a t ’s the low est po in t since  
Freddie M ac began  tracking rates 
in 1971. T h e  previous record o f 
4.71 percent was set in D ecem ber. 
R a te s  for 1 5 -year an d  fiv e-y ear 
m ortgages also h it lows..

M ortgage rates have fallen  over 
the p ast two m on th s as n ervous 
investors h ave  shifted m oney into 
the safety o f  Treasury bonds. T h e

dem and for Treasurys h as caused 
Treasury yields to fall. A n d  m ort­
gage rates tend to track the yields 
on  long-term  Treasurys.

Yet the fallin g rates h ave  yet 
to  sp a rk  a h o m e -b u y in g  b o o m  
—  or energize the econom y. N ew - 
hom e sales collapsed  in M ay after 
hom ebu yin g tax  credits expired . 
T h e  econom y also rem ains under 
pressure from  high  unem ploym ent. 
A n d  m any peop le  d o n ’t qualify  
under tightened lending rules.

“A s long as prospective hom e- 
buyers are still con cern ed  about 
their jobs and financial well-being, 
m any will be reluctant to take the 
plunge, even  though affordability 
has never been  better,” said G reg 
M cBride, sen ior financial analyst 
w ith Bankrate.com .

L o w  r a te s  th r o u g h o u t  th e  
econ om y also  hurt one group o f 
A m ericans: savers. Puny rates are

especially  hard on  people living on 
fixed incom es who are earning next 
to noth in g on 
their savings.

Yet th a t ’s a sm all fraction  o f  the 
n early  15 m illio n  h o m eo w n ers 
who are under water, according to 
M oody ’s Econom y.com , and can ­
n ot refinance. In hard-hit areas in 
N ev ad a  and Florida, for exam ple, 
h om e prices h ave  fa llen  50  per­
c e n t  or m ore from  th e ir  h ig h s. 
Record-low  rates can ’t rescue those 
hom eow ners.

“ It’s n o t the desire to refinance; 
it ’s the ability to  refinance,” C h ris 
Brow n, a loan  officer w ith Trinity 
M ortgage C o . in O rlando, Fla. “A  
lot o f  the people who can  already 
h ave .”

G iv en  the costs o f refinancing, 
som e m ortgage experts say a refi­
n an cin g can  be w orthw hile if you 
can  shave at least 0.75 percentage 
poin t from  an  existin g rate. O thers 
suggest w aiting until you can  lower 
your rate by at least a point.

D espite som e lenders’ ads, re­

financing is never free. A  fee nor­
m ally goes to  the m ortgage broker 
or lender. T h ere  are also  fees for 
title  in su ran ce, a new  appraisa l, 
d o cu m en t p ro cessin g  an d  o th er 
charges. O ften , m ortgage brokers 
or lenders create the appearance o f 
a “no fee” m ortgage by adding the 
costs to a to tal loan  am ount or by 
charging a h igher interest rate.

People considering refinancing 
should  facto r in such  fees. T h ey  
shou ld  also  ca lcu la te  how  m any 
m on ths it w ould take to recover 
them . For those w ho expect to stay 
in their hom e for two years or less, 
the fees m ight outweigh the savings 
from  a lower rate.

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Tech adds to award-winning public art collection

With the recent addition of public 
artwork in front of Horn Residence 
Hall, Texas Tech continues to add to its 
award-winning collection of public art 
on campus.

The artwork in front of the residence 
hall consists of three benches that have 
seed-pod skeletons which act as support 
— both structurally and artistically.

According to project manager for 
Facilities, Planning and Construction 
Rick Richeda, the $15,000 project was 
completed on May 27 by Denver-based 
artist Robert Tully. Tully’s inspiration for 
the artwork stemmed simply from the 
natural environment surrounding the 
residence hall.

“(The inspiration) mostly came from 
the trees in that immediate location,” 
Tully said. “I tried to think of something 
that would work with that landscape. 
(The artwork) doesn’t really stand by 
itself It really makes you look around at 
the trees, too.”

Tully was selected to complete the 
project after he responded to Tech’s 
request for qualifications was sent out, 
according to director of project administra­
tion for Facilities, Planning and Constmc- 
tion Linda Owen.

After the qualifications are submitted 
by numerous artists, the public art commit­
tee then takes the next step in selecting 
the most competent artist.

“A t that point, the artists bring in 
designs and make a presentation,” Owen 
said. “Once an artist is determined, they’re 
contracted through our office.”

Tully, already an established artist

having completed around 25 works in 
the past, also had some experience with 
benches.

“The university specifically requested 
bench artwork,” Tully said. “I’ve done 
some benches in the past as parts of larger 
artworks before. I think that’s why they 
selected me.”

The artwork itself encourages creative 
thinking and its meaning goes much 
deeper than the surface of the structure.

“The artwork changes its nature when 
people sit in it,” Tully said. “People become 
part of the artwork. All of the sudden you 
view the artwork differently. There’s some 
sort of relationship between people and 
their natural setting.”

According to Tully, those residing in 
Horn Residence Hall, smdents, faculty and 
visitors can explore the artwork on many 
different levels.

“It’s perfect for a university,” Tully 
said. “It enlivens the whole environment 
when you have something that deals with 
intellect and other values that aren’t ad­
dressed in your daily working environment 
otherwise.”

During the construction, Tully was 
aided by landscape architect for Facilities, 
Planning and Construction Jason Hodges 
and Richeda.

“They really helped the project hap­
pen,” Tully said. “They helped facilitate 
foundations, locations and installation.”

Richeda was also pleased with the out­
come of the artwork from start to finish.

“(Tully) was thorough,” Richeda said. 
“He provided all the necessary pictures 
and information throughout the process. 
When he came to install it, everything was 
organized and it went together fine.”

OU president says Sooners, Aggies received invites from SEC
A R D M O R E , O k la . (A P )  —  

T h e  president o f the U niversity  o f 
O k lah o m a  sa id  W edn esday  th a t  
his schoo l an d  Texas A & M  both  
rece iv ed  in v ita tio n s  to  jo in  the 
S o u th ea ste rn  C o n feren ce  during 
the last round o f conference realign­
ment.

A lth ough  O klah om a ended up 
rem ain in g in the B ig 12, un iver­
sity president D avid Boren said the 
Soon ers h ad  offers from  both  the 
S E C  and the Pac-10. Boren spoke 
with reporters after a regents meet-

ing for alm ost 40  m inutes about the 
conference realignm ent process.

“ I’ll put it this way —  we were 
well positioned for whatever worked 
out,” Boren said.

S E C  spokesm an C raig Pinkerton 
said  he was “n ot in a position  to 
com m ent” on  what Boren said. B o­
ren declined to say who in the S E C  
issued the invitation, only that that 
person had the authority to do so.

Boren said the Pac-10 offer was 
for five Big 12 schools —  O klahom a,

and Texas Tech —  to jo in  as a group. 
Pac-10 C om m issioner Larry Sco tt 
visited the schools earlier this month 
to extend the invitations.

“T h e invitation  was really to the 
group,” Boren said. “It h ad  to be, 
because you couldn’t have our team s 
all flying to the Pacific coast every 
week to play gam es. There had to be 
an eastern division o f  schools.”

Boren  sa id  the S E C  exten ded  
offera only to O klahom a and Texas 
A & M , both  o f which opted to stay

O klahom a State, Texas, Texas A & M  - in  a slim m ed-dow n  B ig  12 after

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C olorado left for the Pac-10 and N e ­
braska left for the Big Ten. Because 
the S E C  offer didn ’t include two o f 
the Soon ers’ key rivals, O klahom a 
State  and Texas, Boren said he didn’t 
consider it a good option.

“There was a tim e w hen A & M  
thought they were going to the S E C  
and they very m uch w anted us to go 
with them ,” Boren said. “O klahom a, 
in the whole thing, we were posi­
tioned in a way where virtually we 
could not have lost.”

L a st  Friday, O k lah o m a  S ta te  
president Burns H argis confirm ed 
that his school “never had an  o f­
fer” from the S E C , “so it was never 
anything to consider.” Both  he and 
Boren expressed a strong interest in 
sticking together through any future 
conference realignm ent.

“H ad  the P ac-10  th in g  fa llen  
apart, had the Big 12 minus two not 
been put back together, we would 
h av e  p rob ab ly  en ded  up h av in g  
m uch m ore serious con versation s 
w ith the S E C , and (asked) would 
they take O S U  and Texas, for ex ­
am ple,” Boren  said. “ It never got 
to th at.”

Boren characterized the Pac-10 
offer as one that obviously had been 
researched and planned, while the 
S E C ’s offer was “more o f  a  reaction 
to the situation. W hen they saw that 
the Big 12 m ight be no more, that 
all the schools m ight go somewhere 
e lse , they  th e n  sta rte d  th in k in g  
about ‘W ho would we want?” ’

Sco tt said the Pac-10 offer went 
now here b ecau se  T exa s d ec id ed  
against it. Boren said it “basically  
fell apart because o f the difference 
o f opinion in Texas” regarding Texas 
A & M ’s interest in the SE C .

“ O n e  sch o o l d o e sn ’t like the 
other one to tell them  what to do,” 
Boren said, referring to Texas and 
Texas A & M .

Texas A & M  president R . Bowen 
Loftin  was out o f his office W ednes­
day. In a June 14 letter posted on 
the schoo l’s website, he said that by 
rem aining a m ember o f the Big 12, 
“We were able to more than double 
our financial return to the levels be­
ing offered by other conferences.”

Loftin added that another consid­
eration in staying in the conference 
was maintaining Texas A & M ’s “strong 
foothold” in the state and preserving 
longtime rivalries.

Big 12 athletic directors met this 
week in Irving, Texas, to discuss the 
conference’s future. Commissioner Dan 
Beebe said the Big 12 has “no interest 
in expansion” and that it was “not a 
consideration” at the meeting.

“T h e re  is a g reat deal o f  e x ­
c item en t about the future o f  the 
conference,” Beebe said in a state­
m ent. “O u r m em ber in stitu tio n s 
look forward to the continuation  of 
excellent com petition  and provid­
ing outstanding experiences for our 
s tu d e n t-a th le te s . T h e  10-sch oo l 
model is one that is extremely attrac­
tive and provides the opportunity for 
continued long-term  success.”

C en ters for D isease C o n tro l and 
Prevention , lead author o f a new 
study released  Thursday.

H ea lth  officials currently say 
n o  adult should  eat m ore th an  a 
teaspoon  o f sa lt each  day. T h ey  
go on to advise that 70 percent of 
adults —  in clu d ing peop le  w ith 
h igh  b lood pressure, all A frican - 
A m eric an s an d  everyon e over 
40  —  should  actu ally  lim it their 
sa lt in take to  a m ore restrictive 
tw o-thirds o f  a  teaspoon .

S o d iu m  in c re a se s  th e  risk  
o f  h igh  b lo o d  pressure, w hich  
is m ajor cause o f  h eart d isease 
an d  stroke. S a lt  —  or sod ium  
ch loride —  is the m ain  source 
o f  sodium  for m ost peop le.

O v e ra ll ,  o n ly  1 in  10 ad u lts  
m eet the teaspoon  standard , said  
the C D C  study. B ut for those who 
should  be even  stingier, only 1 in 
18 m anage to  do it.

T h e  re se a rc h  re p e a te d  w h at 
others h ave  found, th a t the vast 
m a jo r ity  o f  d ie ta ry  s a l t  c o m e s  
fro m  p r o c e sse d  an d  r e s ta u r a n t  
foods. A n d  it con clu ded  th at salt 
was m ost com m on ly  found in cold  
cuts an d  other m eats, an d  in  baked 
goods and o ther item s co u n ted  as 
grain-based  products.

“ It ’s n o t a m atter o f  A m erican s 
tak in g  a sa lt  sh ak er an d  ad d in g  
sa lt  to  their fo o d ,” said  L in d a V an 
H orn , a N orth w estern  U n iversity  
m edical school professor who chairs 
the A m erican  H eart A sso c ia tio n ’s 
N u tritio n  C om m ittee .

S a lt  re d u c tio n  h as b eco m e  a 
recen t focus o f  pub lic  h ealth  cam ­
paigns. N ew  York C ity, the heart 
assoc iation  and nearly three dozen 
other groups h ave  been  trying to

persuade food  m anufacturers and 
c h a in  re stau ran ts  to  redu ce  sa lt  
con ten t by m ore th an  50  percen t 
over the n ex t 10 years. T h e  C D C  
an d  fed era l h ea lth  ag en cie s a lso  
h ave  h ad  sod ium -reduction  talks 
w ith food  com pan ies.

T h e  C D C  study is based  on  a 
n a t io n a l su rvey  o f  n early  4 ,0 0 0  
ad u lts  ages 20  an d  o ld er in  the 
years 2005  an d  2 0 0 6 . T h e y  h ad  
th e ir  b lo o d  p re ssu re  ta k e n  an d  
an sw ered  q u e st io n s  a b o u t w h at 
they ate.

T h e  p a r t ic ip a n t s  te n d e d  to  
co n su m e  ro u gh ly  IV z te a sp o o n s  
o f  sa lt  e a c h  day. P e o p le  in  th e  
m ore re s tr ic tiv e  grou p  —  th ose  
a t in c re a se d  risk  o f  h ig h  b lo o d  
pressure —  were ea tin g  tw ice as 
m u ch  as th ey  sh o u ld  h av e , th e  
study found.

O n e  in three U .S .  ad u lts h as 
h igh  b lood  pressure, an d  the go v ­
ernm ent estim ates th at n ine in 10 
w ill develop  it in their lifetim e.

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Human Genome Project promises insight

This Saturday, June 26, marks the 10th 
anniversary of interpreting the human 
genome. Interestingly, there is not much 
mainstream public excitement for the 
Human Genome Project, which, regardless 
of how much press it gets, will undoubtedly 
forever change the way humans view them­
selves and the world around them.

The HGP modestly states its goals as 
identifying the roughly 20,000 to 25,000 
genes and the 3 billion chemical base pairs 
that comprise human DN A, and then stor­
ing this information in digital databases.

This monumental task, figuratively and 
literally, will identify and interpret these 
chemical bases that have evolved over 
the roughly 3.8 billion years that life has 
existed on earth. If you do the math, that 
averages the rate of evolution at roughly a 
new chemical base pair every 9.5 months in 
order to get to where humans— taxonomi- 
cally referred to as Homo Sapiens —  exist 
today.

It’s hard to underestimate the impact 
of the results of this study. In retrospect, 
it could be seen as a turning point in the 
self-awareness of the human species. To 
put things into perspective, humans and 
mice contain roughly the same range of 
genes, 20,000 to 25,000. But, look at how 
just minor chemical changes in the same

amount of genes constitutes an entirely 
different animal altogether.

A  more complete understanding of 
our genetic structure will help us to better 
piece together the puzzle of evolution, 
linking us with our ancestors and helping 
us to understand what it is about humans 
that sets us so markedly apart from the rest 
of namre.

Applications of the mapping of the 
human genome will bring new, ground­
breaking and innovative approaches to 
medicine. We will be better at identifying 
genetic predispositions to diseases, and 
consequently finding more advanced 
medicines, treatments and methods of 
gene therapy.

There will be commercial applications 
of genomic knowledge beyond just health 
care, as we could see improvements in the 
manufacturing of material and organic 
chemical compounds and possibly even 
increased efficiencies in crop yields and 
other methods of food production.

However, the deep-seated changes 
will be in the ripple effects of how societ­
ies interact and view themselves. The 
revelations that come from the studies 
of genomic knowledge threaten to come 
down with the mighty force of a hammer 
on the anthropocentric values that people 
and greater societies currently hold as 
fundamental.

But what if we were to find tangible 
genetic variations within the population; 
differences in race, culture, intelligence 
and personality?

If it only takes less than a year to develop 
a new base pair then the past few thousand 
years of society could prove to be very 
divisive. Racialists, hate groups arid clas­
sicists could be given some sort of courage 
in their ways, though the differences could 
very well be hardly distinguishable enough 
to constitute a reason for discrimination. 
Also, fear of the unknown is hardly a reason 
to live in ignorance.

It will also be interesting to see how 
the religions of the world have to adapt the 
possible revelatory insights that come about. 
Religions and other metaphysical dogmas 
have been around for thousands of years, and 
while exponential advancements in science 
have begun to limit their role somewhat in 
the logical functions of the human psyche, 
I doubt humans will lose their religions 
altogether anytime in the near future.

Overall the outcomes of the Human 
Genome Project promise to be extremely 
insightful, to say the least. We’re living in a 
very exciting time in human history, and we 
may soon be able to answer questions that 
philosophers, scientists and religious leaders 
have posited and debated upon since the 
beginntag of conscious thought.

G en era l S tan ley  M cC h rystal 
re s ig n e d  W ed n esd ay  from  h is 
p o s it io n  as com m an d er in  A f ­
gh an istan .
