Testimony was scheduled to resume 

Monday.

Aldawsari came to the U .S . in O c '
tober 2008 from __________.
R iy ad h , Sau d i 
Arabia, to study 
ch em ical en gi­
neering at Texas 
Tech University 
in Lubbock. He 
tra n sfe rre d  in  
ea rly  2 0 1 1  to  
n e a rb y  S o u th  
Plains C ollege, 
w here h e  was 
studying b u si­
ness. A  Sau d i 
industrial com ­
pany, which was 
n o t id e n tifie d

ments, paid his 
tuition and living expenses.

In his opening statem ent earlier 
Friday, Cogdell called his client a fail­
ure who never presented a tme threat.

“Was he a lone wolf or was he a 
loser alone?” Cogdell asked. “I think 
the evidence will show he was a loser 
alone who failed.”

Cogdell said one word cam e to 
mind in describing his client: Failure.

“H e’s a failure academically,” Cog­
dell said. “H e’s a failure at relation­
ships.”

Prosecutor Jeffrey Haag described 
“10 blocks o f evidence” he would 
present to the jury, including emails, 
'writings and recordings o f phone 
conversations in which Aldawsari de­
scribed his desire to attack Americans.

“Maybe they deserved 9/11 and 
maybe it should happen again and 
again because these people actually 
deserve it,” Aldawsari allegedly said, 
according to Haag.

Aldawsari sat quietly in the court­
room during Friday’s testimony, look­

ing up occasionally as photos o f his 
apartment were shown. A t one point, 
he wrote for several minutes on a legal 
pad, though he never passed anything 
to his defense team.

Authorities say they were tipped to 
Aldawsari’s online purchases by chemi­
cal company Carolina Biological Sup-

to  th e  supply com pany w hen his 
order was held up. “They keep ask­
ing me why I’m using this product,” 
Aldawsari is heard telling a customer 
service employee. T h e employee told 
Aldawsari that the company couldn’t 
ship hazardous materials on a personal * 
credit card.

Aldawsari became a familiar caller 
as he grew angrier. One-worker is heard 
telligig another, “I have Khalid. H e’s 
hotter than a firecracker.” Workers 
were eventually instructed to  always 
transfer Aldawsari’s calls directly to a 
supervisor’s voicemail.

Court documents say Aldawsari 
wrote in A rabic m his journal that he 
had been planning a terror attack in 
the U .S . even before he came to the 
country on a scholarship, and that it 
was “time for jihad,” or holy war. He 
bemoaned the plight of Muslims and 
said he was influenced by Osama bin 
Laden’s speeches.

FBI bomb experts have said they 
believe Aldawsari had sufficient com ­
ponents to produce almost 15 pounds 
of explosive— about the same amount 
used per bomb in the London subway 
attacks that killed scores of people in 
July 2005.

(AP) — Just days before Jerry San­
dusky was convicted on multiple counts 
of child sex abuse, an email was sent to 
thousands of Penn State alumni with a 
simple message:

“We are ONE TEAM. Join us.”
Inside was a link to a website for 

purchasing tickets to football games.
After seven wrenching months of 

utter turmoil, shock and sadness, Penn 
State is looking toward the fumre and 
trying to change the subject.

The Nittany Lions open their sea­
son on Sept. 1 at 107,000-seat Beaver 
Stadium against Ohio University. For 
legions of PSU fans, it can’t come fast 
enough.

“Time is going to have to heal the 
image and perception,” former Penn 
State quarterback Todd Blackledge said. 
“That’s going to happen sooner for some, 
later for others. It’s going to take time for 
people to think about Penn State and 
Penn State football without thinking 
about the Jerry Sandusky scandal.”

How much time will be in large part 
determined by new coach Bill O ’Brien 
and his team.

O ’Brien spent three weeks on the 
road in May trying to dmm up support 
among alumni and fans still stinging 
from the loss of Joe Patemo, who was 
fired in November and died in January.

O ’Brien made a name for himself as 
a New England Patriots assistant coach 
working with quarterback Tom Brady, 
but his new job will require far more than 
the ability to dissea defenses.

“He can play a prominent role in the 
healing of Penn State,” said Lou Holtz, 
who coached at Notre Dame, Arkansas 
and South Carolina during a hall of 
fame career.

In sports, winning and repairing a 
reputation often go hand in hand.

“A  lot of it is getting back to basics 
and focusing on what you do well,” said 
Jeremy Robinson-Leon of the Gordon 
Group, a New York-based public rela­
tions firm that handles crisis manage­

ment. “Focus on games. Focus on win­
ning. That will help them get past this.

“But it’s going to take time. This 
isn’t over.”

Far ftom it.

The 68-year-old Sandusky, Patemo’s 
former longtime defensive coordinator, 
was convicted Friday of sexually abusing 
10 boys over a 15 -year period. He will be 
sentenced in the next three months and 
likely will spend the rest of his life in jail.

Two former Penn State administra­
tors, including athletic director Tim Cur­
ley, are awaiting trial on charges of lying 
to the grand jury investigating Sandusky 
and not complying with a state law about 
reporting suspected child abuse.

Still ongoing is a university trustees’ 
investigation spearheaded by former 
FBI director Louis Freeh. The findings 
of that investigation could be released 
in August and will be shared with the 
N C A A  and Big Ten. Both want to 
determine whether Penn State violated 
any of their rules.

The investigations and legal pro­
ceedings could take years to play out, and 
because the scandal involves one of the 
most famous college football programs in 
the country, it is almost guaranteed to do 
so in the spotlight.

“There is great reputational risk 
in athletics,” said Southern California 
athletic director Pat Haden, who was 
hired shortly after the Trojans’ football 
and basketball programs were peppered 
by N C A A  sanctions in 2010.

“Inistitutions like U SC  spend more 
than 100 years building, a positive 
reputation and gaining respect in the 
community, then athletic shenanigans 
can impact that perception for a long 
time. If the chemistry department makes 
a mistake, it’s not going to end up on the 
ftont page of the newspaper.”

The hiring of O ’Brien was at first 
greeted with skepticism and-criticism 
by some former Penn State players, 
who wanted someone familiar, someone 
with ties to the school and Patemo, to

guide the program through some very 
dark days.

Robinson-Leon, however, said it 
was wise for Penn State to go outside 
the “family.”

“They needed to bring in somebody 
who could not be perceived as an in­
sider,” he said.

By hiring a first-time head coach, 
Penn State could be signaling that the 
football program— and its coach— will 
no longer be an isolated and powerful 
entity that seems to operate separately 
from the university, Robinson-Leon said.

“Penn State was criticized publicly 
for fostering a culture that ultimately 
allowed these heinous crimes to go 
unpunished,” he said. “The perception 
was a football program operating with 
impunity. The football program needs 
to regain the trust of the community 
and the public.

“Penn State needs to communicate 
what they are doing moving forward to 
make sure these things don’t happen 
again; demonstrate the football program 
will be held accountable.”

O ’Brien was clearly trying to do just 
that during Penn State’s 18-city coaches’ 
caravan that stretched from Buffalo, 
N.Y., to Richmond, Va., and Cleveland 
to Boston.

“W e’re one team,” O ’Brien told The 
Associated Press in an interview last 
month before a tour stop in New York 
City. “This athletic department is a part 
of this university. This football program 
is a big part, but just a part of this athletic 
department.

“W e’ve got a new era of Penn State 
athletics. A  new era of Penn State foot­
ball. We’ve got to respect the past. We’ve 
got to learn from the past. But we’ve got 
to move forward.”

That message does seem to be getting 
through to recruits, said C B S Sports 
Network recruiting analyst Tom Lem­
ming, who visits with hundreds of highly 
touted high school football players and 
their parents.

Recent study on children raised by gay parents disingenuous

I was raised by a gay, single father. 
A  recent study by U. Texas sociology 
professor Mark Regnems found that 
children raised by gay parents are at 
a disadvantage. One of. the many re­
sponses to the study was the assertion 
by a conservative, Christian group on 
campus that scientific studies are less 
important than ‘the moral question 
of homosexuality’ when considering 
same-sex parenting. W hile I think the 
group’s claim is disingenuous, taken at 
face value, the assertion is useful.

I find the assertion disingenuous 
because it tries to dismiss the scientific 
consensus of the last decade by shifting 
the debate from a scientific paradigm to 
a religious one seemingly more favorable

for conservative Christians.
T he assertion, however, deserves 

attention because we can reflect on the 
fact that, as conservatives point out, 
many times smdies have been used to 
shut out moral questions, close debates 
and diminish personal experience with 
the old adage, “The numbers don’t lie.” 
The problem for conservative Christians 
who make this argument is that propo­
nents of gay rights are not the ones who 
have pushed dated sociological concepts 
regarding ‘the child’s best interest.’ for 
years. T he other side has, through its 
claim of gay parenting’s ‘detriment to the 
child.’ My experience causes me to agree 
that studies are not the final say but has 
also caused me to ask a different moral 
question: W hat value does individual 
sacrifice have in this debate?

I grew up in a small upper-middle
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class neighborhood in Dallas and at­
tended the Ridgewood Park United 
Methodist Church there. A t church, 
close friends would all gush with praise 
about the dedication o f ‘my single 
father,’ his forbearance of my impul­
siveness (A D H D ), his generosity, his 
teaching me to be available to those at 
the church who needed help cooking 
luncheons or cleaning up afterward and 
his insistence that we give our share 
of prayers, presence and service to the 
youth group.

The praise would turn less resound­
ing after our friends in the congregation 
learned that my father was gay.

Notwithstanding all of his generosity 
and their previous praise of his parent­
ing skills, my father could never again 
meet their parenting standards. T he 
sometimes explicit, but mostly unstated, 
question— “H e’s amazing, but what 
would Travis be if he had been raised in 
a normal family?”—  qualified my father’s 
long list of parental accomplishments, 
which include raising me in every stage 
of my educational development, from 
special education in elementaiy school 
to the University of Texas, where I am 
a two-time U T  Presidential Scholar.

This ‘but’ was all the more unjust, 
because along that road it was my 
father that paid th« costs for physical 
and psychological testing of a child for 
whom the system had advised ‘limited

expectations.’ My father searched out 
and found trusted childcare for the 
times he taught night classes. My father 
paid for the piano lessons that led me 
to attend Booker T. Washington High 
School for the Performing and Visual 
Arts, a fine arts magnet in Dallas. My 
father went to the aforementioned 
Methodist church because of its strong 
community and youth group when 
he could have been more at peace at 
the Cathedral of Hope or the United 
Church of Christ, both either gay or 
gay-affirming churches. My father wrote 
to me every day of my first trip abroad 
in Argentina and was waiting with hugs 
upon my return. My father was there to 
teach me ethics, critical thinking and, 
yes, religious principles.

My father and I have never insisted 
that single parenting is always the best, 
nor is growing up with gay parents always 
easy due to societal pressures, but we 
should be given a chance.

As for the concept of ‘normal fami­
lies,’ the man who is the very inspiration 
for those Christians who condemn 
‘alternative family forms,’ was techni­
cally conceived out of wedlock, raising 
suspicion in his community (M ark 
6:3), and, according to Matthew, had 
a genealogy full of heroic ‘disreputable’ 
women who sacrificed for their families 
(Tamar, Rahab, Bathsheba, and Ruth, 

the foreigner of the group).
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
