Ron Damron, who just retired 
from Tech Athletics, said he used 
to fly one of the types of helicopters 
during his time in Vietnam. Damron 
said seeing the helicopter in such good 
condition brings back memories.

“It’s incredible,” he said. “It’s good 
seeing these things because there’s just 
not many left around.”

Other than the helicopters, there 
were several other galleries on display 
inside the museum, including a gallery 
of images ftom the Associated Press 
archives.

Laurel Myers said the displays 
offered a different perspective than 
her own.

“My dad was not in the service; 
he was a mechanic for an aircraft 
company,” Myers said. “This is very 
insightful to see the uniforms and all 
the history.”

Myers said she thinks it is great to 
see so much effort put into honoring 
veterans.

“I think it’s really wonderful,” she 
said.

“I thought, ‘T h is  is ju st a n ­

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Tech researchers assist in efforts to discover Higgs boson

Scientists made the announce' 
m ent July 4 at C E R N , in G eneva, 
Switzerland, that they found evi­
dence o f what could be the Higgs 
boson particle.

A t Texas Tech University, four 
faculty members, five post-doctor­
al members, one adjunct professor 
and several graduate students have 
made contributions to the project.

“T h e  e x p e r im e n t is c a lle d  
com pact muon solenoid, due to 
its m agnetic field and the way the 
m agnetic field is generated,” said 
Nural A kchurin, a professor in the

department o f physics.
C o m p a ct m uon so len o id  is 

one o f the experim ents dealing 
with the discovery of the Higgs ;  
particle. T h is experim ent is done 
underground in the Large Hadron 
Collider at C E R N . T h e  purpose 
of com pact muon solenoid is to 
d etect a wide range of particles 
produced in th e  Large H adron 
Collider.

T h e  roots of the com pact muon 
solenoid design date back to 1992 . 
It  to o k  16 years to  cre a te  the 
15-m eter in diam eter by 29-m eter 
long detector. T h is is just one of 
the detectors that has been trying 
to detect the Higgs boson particle.

“W e found  a p a r t ic le  th a t  
seems to be co jis is ten t, i t ’s too 
early so say that it is the Higgs 
boson,” A kchurin said.

T h e  exp erim en t con sists  of" 
200 institutions with about 3 ,000  
people working together.

“T his is a huge international 
s c ie n t if ic  c o l la b o r a t io n ,” said 
Sung-W on Lee, an assistant pro­
fessor in the department of phys­
ics.

Tech members working on the 
experiment built a device that can 
measure the energy.

“W e play a strong role in build­
ing and m aintaining the devices,” 
Lee said.

T h e  Higgs boson particle is the 
key of unlocking why certain m at­
ter has mass and researchers have 
been  trying to  find the answer 
to this problem ever since Peter 
Higgs proposed his theory in 1964.

“If we find the final piece in 
the theory, w hich is Higgs —  that 
explains the basic nature of our 
universe,” Lee said.

T h e  particle has been dubbed 
the “G od ” particle because it tries 
to answer the question o f where 
th e  m a tter gets its mass. T h e  
particle has a mass around 125- 
126 GeV, w hich stands for Giga 
electron volt.

“T h e  mass o f the p artic le  is

around 130 times the mass o f a 
proton,” Lee said.

Conducting the research at the 
Large Hadron Collider consists of 
scientists acceleratin g  opposing 
beams o f protons at around the 
speed of light. As the protons are 
accelerated , the com pact muon 
solenoid captures what is created 
when the protons crash together.

“W e have to measure co lle c ­
tion  o f particles. I t ’s im portant 
to do that because the energies 
com ing out o f the interaction is 
essential,” A kchurin said.

A  stu d en t re fle c te d  on th e  
p o ten tia l discovery o f this new 
particle and what it means for the

future o f physics.
“It’s an amazing breakthrough 

for the future o f the study of phys­
ics and it’s vital to the existence 
of life in the universe,” said David 
Beames, a senior corporate retail 
m anagem ent m ajor from  S h a l- 
lowater.

T h e  researchers at Tech have 
made co n trib u tio n s  w ith  th eir 
time, by going out to C E R N , and 
developing devices used in the 
experim ent.

“W e are happy that we are part 
of this discovery because it’s a h is­
toric mom ent in particle physics,” 
said Lee.

Surgeon arrested in Texas doctoras death
L U B B O C K  (A P ) —  A W est 

Texas plastic surgeon paid someone 
$9,000 —  in the form of three silver 
bars —  to kill another doctor who 
was dating his ex-girlfriend, police 
alleged Monday.

Dr. Thomas Michael Dixon and 
David Neal Shepard were arrested 
by police in Amarillo shortly after 
midnight, authorities announced. 
They are suspected of being involved 
in the death of Lubbock doctor Dr. 
Joseph Sonnier III.

An arrest warrant affidavit sug­
gests a love triangle between Dixon, 
Shepard and a woman who was not 
identified by police. The affidavit 
alleges Dixon offered Shepard the 
three bars, each with an estimated 
value of $3,000, to kill Sonnier, who 
was chief pathologist for Covenant 
Health System in Lubbock.

S o n n ier was found shot and 
stabbed Wednesday inside his home 
in Lubbock, about 120 miles south

of the Texas Panhandle city  of 
Amarillo.

Sonnier’s girlfriend told an Ama­
rillo police detective that Dixon 
was her ex-boyfriend and that he 
“insisted on seeing her, even though 
she was dating Dr. Sonnier,” accord­
ing to the affidavit, posted online by 
the Lubbock Avalanche-Journal.

A lso, a co-worker of Sonnier 
told the detective that Sonnier had 
said that his girlfriend’s ex-boyfriend 
“would not leave her alone,” the af­
fidavit says.

Meanwhile, Shepard was found to 
have sold a 100-ounce bar of silver at 
an Amarillo pawn shop for $2,750, 
the affidavit says. His roommate told 
authorities that Shepard had been 
watching Sonnier for weeks and 
texting Dixon.

Shepard told his roommate that 
he broke into Sonnier’s home and 
shot him several times with a gun 
Dixon had given him, the affidavit

said. He knew several details that 
investigators had kept private, it said.

Shepard tried to commit suicide 
in the days after the murder by 
cutting his wrists, the roommate 
allegedly told authorities. The room­
mate said Dixon closed the wounds 
and “suggested that David Shepard 
leave for a couple of weeks,” the af­
fidavit said.

Lubbock Police Capt. Jon Caspell 
said Monday that he didn’t know 
when Dixon and the woman broke 
up. Dixon and Sonnier appeared to 
have known each other aside from 
the woman, Caspell said.

Dixon is a well-known plastic sur- 
geori in Amarillo. No one answered 
the phone Monday at his practice. 
High Plains Plastic and Reconstruc­
tive Surgery. No phone number was 
listed for Shepard.

Both men are being held in Ran­
dall County Jail pending extradition 
to Lubbock, Caspell said.

Clinton broaches Syria, Iran during Israel visit
JE R U SA L E M  (A P ) —  U .S . 

Secretary of State Hillary Rodham 
Clinton and Israel’s president spoke 
Monday about the need to halt Syria’s 
violence and Iran’s potential produc­
tion of nuclear weapons, underscoring 
American support for an ally in a 
difficult neighborhood.

Clinton met President Shimon 
Peres for about an hour as part of 
what is perhaps her final visit to Israel 
as secretary of state, bringing a mes­
sage of solidarity to the Jewish state 
after three-and-a-half years of only 
stunted progress toward a Palestinian 
peace deal.

After their visit, they each issued 
a statement to reporters without tak­
ing questions. Peres spoke about the 
importance of maintaining Israel’s 
three-decade peace with Egypt, and 
decried the violence in neighboring 
Syria.

He also voiced support for the 
Obama administration’s pressure on

Iran to halt its nuclear activities —  
which has sometimes been a point 
of contention between a cautious 
U.S. keen to give negotiations and 
sanctions time to work and an Israeli 
government that has threatened mili­
tary action.

Clinton said she spoke with Peres 
about “Egypt and Syria, peace efforts, 
Iran and other regional and global is­
sues.” She said she’d speak in greater 
detail later Monday, after meetings 
with Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin 
Netanyahu and Palestinian Prime 
Minister Salam Fayyad.

She returns to Washington early 
Tuesday, ending a 12-day, nine- 
country trip that included stops in 
Europe and Asia.

Her visit to Israel follows a week­
end visit by President Barack Obama’s 
N ational Security Adviser Tom 
Donilon. Defense Secretary Leon Pa- 
netta is expected to visit Israel soon.

Although Monday’s agenda is

designed to cover the breadth of U.S.- 
Israeli relations, the lack of action on 
peace talks between Israel and the 
Palestinians will be in the spotlight.

Negotiations have almost been 
nonexistent for the duration of 
Obama’s term in office. They resumed 
briefly two years ago before stumbling 
over the same set of problems, namely 
Palestinian demands for a freeze on 
Jewish settlements in lands they seek 
for their future state and an Israeli 
insistence on no preconditions for 
talks.

i. Asked in an interview Sunday 
with WJLA-TV, a Washington D.C. 
station, what he believed he failed 
at, Obama cited Arab-Israeli peace 
efforts.

“I have not been able to move the 
peace process forward in the Middle 
East the way I wanted,” he said. “It’s 
something w'e focused on very early. 
But the truth of the matter is that the 
parties, they’ve got to want it as well.”

Heathrow handles record numbers for Olympics
LONDON (A P) —  A thletes, 

officials and media from all over the 
world poured into Heathrow Airport 
on Monday for the London Olympics, 
the first wave of a record number of 
passengers expected to pass through 
Europe’s largest airport for the games 
that begin July 27.

Heathrow says athletes from 50 
nations will touch down in what is 
being described as Britain’s biggest 
peacetime transport challenge. In 
all, the airport will handle some 
236,955 passengers, breaking the

previous daily record of 233,562 set 
in July 2011.

To cope with the deluge, Heath­
row has enlisted some 1,000 volun­
teers to greet arrivals —  500 were 
working on Monday alone —■ and 
created special teams to deal with 
oversize items like Olympic javelins, 
bikes and other sports equipment. All 
wore bright pink to easily stand out.

Hundreds of immigration agents 
were also on the job to ease the long 
lines that have plagued the airport 
and there was an increased police

presence, including sniffer dogs.
Rows of Olympic VIP buses then 

whisked teams and coaches to the 
Athletes Village in east London. -

At least one athlete, two-time 
world 400-meter hurdles champion 
Kerron Clement, was less than com­
plimentary in a tweet after the bus 
taking the American to the village 
had a hard time finding its destina­
tion.

Clement tweeted: “Um, so we’ve 
been lost on the road for 4hrs. Not a 
gc)od first impression London.”

Clement, who won the world title 
in 2007 and 2009 before losing it to 
Britain’s Dai Greene in Daegu last 
year, is the defending Olympic silver 
medalist.

Heathrow usually handles 100,000 
to 110,000 arrivals a day, but that was 
expected to swell to 121,23 9 on Mon­
day, many of them Olympic VIPs, just 
1,710 short of a previous incoming 
record on Sept. 4, 2011.

Another big arrival day will be 
July 25, two days before the opening 
ceremony.

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Antibiotic-resistant gonorrhea spurs international concerns

S ex u a lly  a c tiv e  ind iv id u als 
need to be aware o f growing co n ­
cerns in th e  m edical field . T h e  
W orld  H ealth  O rganization  and 
C en ters  for D isease C o n tro l and 
P rev en tio n  have issued an alert 
warning the public o f increasing 
s tra in s  o f  a n t ib io t ic - r e s is ta n t  
gonorrhea.

A ccord in g  to  th e  W H O  w eb­
s ite , an  e stim a te d  6 2  m illio n  
p eo p le  arou nd  th e  w orld  are 
in fected  w ith  gon orrhea every 
year. A  vast m ajority  o f those

infected  individuals do not show 
sym p tom s, cau sin g  th e  in fe c ­
tio n  to  spread easily am ong the 
worldwide population.

H e a lth  o f f ic ia ls  a re  c o n ­
cerned  th at gonorrhea could  be 
added to the list o f “in cu rab le” 
in fectio n s to jo in  diseases such 
as herpes and H IV / A ID S. B e ­
tw een 2 0 0 6  and 2 0 1 1 , th e  C D C  
saw a 1 7 -fo ld  in crea se  in  th e  
gonorrhea sam ples resistan t to 
cep halosporins, w hich  are cur­
rently  th e  last lin e  o f  defense 
against th e  sexually transm itted  
infectiori.

“A  m ajor com p o n en t o f the 
th reat is th a t there really is no 
backup  p lan  if  —  m ost lik e ly  
w hen —  th ese  m ore res is ta n t 
organism s becom e m ore preva­
le n t ,” Fife said.

A n tib io t ic -re s is ta n t  g o n o r­
rhea cases have b een  reported 
in  Ja p a n , U n i te d  K in g d o m , 
A ustralia , France, Sw eden and 
N orw ay, acco rd in g  to  th e  A s ­
so c ia te d  P ress; h ow ev er, it  is 
likely  th at there  are u ndetected  
cases in o th er cou ntries. W h ile  
th e  U n ite d  S ta te s  has n o t re-

ported  cases o f  d ru g -resis ta n t 
gonorrhea, the C D C  has set up 
a surveillance system.

Ju s t b eca u se  th e re  are n o t 
any reported cases in the U n ited  
S ta tes  so far. Dr. R e b e cca  Frit- 
zsche o f T h ie le n  S tu d ent H ealth  
C e n te r  said th a t is no reason  
to triv ialize the severity o f thè 
situ ation . S h e  says th a t low or 
no reported sta tistics  o f gonor­
rhea should n o t lure people in to  
a false sense o f security.

“If  [a n tib io tic -resista n t gon­
orrheal happens to  you, i t ’s 100 
p e r c e n t ,” F ritz sch e  said . “W e 
d o n ’t w ant to go backwards and 
have more and more untreatable 
S T l ’s .”

Fritzshe w ent on  to  say th at 
the purpose o f spreading aware-

ness is n o t to  cause p and em o­
nium  but to inform  th e  public 
so p eop le  ca n  m ake inform ed  
decisions.

Sym ptom s o f gon orrhea in ­
clude burning or painful urin a­
tion , frequent urin ation , redness 
or sw elling o f th e  gen itals, d is­
charge and sore th ro at. M others 
can  transm it th e  disease to  th eir 
ch ild ren , causing eye in fectio n s 
or even  blindness in new borns. 
I f  in fectio n  spreads to the b lood ­
stream , fever, rash or a rth ritis ­
like symptom s may o ccu r or it 
can  even  be fatal.

P r e v e n t io n  m e a s u re s  fo r  
drug-resistant gonorrhea include 
a b stin en ce  or using p ro tec tio n  
every tim e during in tercou rse , 
lim itin g  th e num ber o f sexual

p a r tn e r s  and  fu lly  c o m p le t ­
in g  a n t i b i o t i c  t r e a tm e n ts  if  
diagnosed w ith  gonorrhea. It  is 
im portant to  seek re-ev alu atio n  
if sym ptom s persist a fter co m ­
p letin g  th e a n tib io tic  regim en. 
C o m m u n ic a t in g  w ith  se x u a l 
p artners a fter b ein g  diagnosed 
w ith  g o n o rrh e a  is a b so lu te ly  
c r it ic a l  so th ey  ca n  be tested  
and treated  and p revent further 
con tag io n .

T h e  C D C  first issued w arn­
ings about d ru g -resistan t g o n ­
orrhea in 2 0 1 0 . But w ith  an in ­
creased num ber o f cases and the 
W H O  issuing th e  same w arning 
tw o years la ter, F ritzsch e  said 
now is th e  tim e to  act.

“W e n eed  to  w ake up and 
p ro tect ourselves,” Fritzshe said.

Ridiculous U.S. government voting rules

In  N o rth  C a ro lin a , fracking

rocks to fu rth er open them  in 
order to  allow  more o il and gas 
to flow out — ju st becam e a rea l­
ity because o f a m istake.

S ta te  R ep. B ecky C arney  for 
N o rth  C a ro lin a  was th e  d ecid ­
ing 72nd  vote for a b ill settin g  
ou t th e  ru les for fra c k in g  by 
p u sh ing  th e  in c o r re c t  b u tto n  
and could be heard on the House 
floor saying as she did: “O h , my 
G od  —  it w on’t le t me change 
my v o te ,” accord ing  to a story 
on A B C N ew s.co m .

Ig n o re  w h e th e r fra ck in g  is 
“good” or n o t, and look at this 
only  as an argum ent o f in te n ­
tio n . C arney  had voted  against 
th e  b ill  b e fo re , and based on 
h er words, we can  assume she 
was s t i l l  a g a in s t th e  b i l l .  S o  
why could  she n o t chang e her 
vote  as long as it was reasonably 
d em onstrated  to be a m istake?

N o r th  C a r o l in a  s ta te  law 
says lawmakers can  change th eir 
v ote if they make a m istake only 
if th e  v ote does n o t change the 
result.

W h a t the h ell?  W h a t is the

p o in t?  W h e re  is th e  fa il safe? 
E v e n  I n t e r n e t  w e b s ite s  and  
com puter programs have a b ack ­
up measure asking if you w ant to 
proceed. W hy d on’t governm ent 
o f f ic ia ls  h a v e  said  fa il  sa fes , 
bein g  as how  they are m aking 
d e c is io n s  far m ore im p o rta n t 
th an  if you w ant to  d elete  a file  
or in sta ll a program?

H ow  m any o th e r  d ec isio n s  
have b een  voted  for or against 
because o f rid iculous rules laid 
out th a t allow  for m istakes or 
la ck  o f  in fo rm a tio n  to  d efin e  
c itiz en s’ futures?

Som e state lawmakers in T en ­
nessee o ften  cast more th an  one 
v ote on leg isla tio n  by using the 
v otes o f absen t rep resentatives 
around them , a process know n 
as ghost votin g , accord ing  to a 
N ew sC h an n el 5 in v estigatio n .

W h e n  ask e d  a b o u t  g h o s t  
v o tin g . S ta te  R ep . D ale  Ford, 
R -Jonesborou g h , for T ennessee 
said: “N o, th is is n e ith e r  illegal 
or im m o ra l. T h e r e ’s n o th in g  
wrong w ith  it. I t ’s done a ll o f 
th e  tim e .”

D one a ll th e  tim e. B etw een 
no fail safes and le ttin g  others 
cast votes for those n o t present, 
why th e h ell do we have e lected  
rep resentatives?

W h y  n o t ju s t  le t  I n te r n e t  
users c lic k  “lik e ” for b ills  and 
w h atn ot as they do w hen v o t­
ing 100 tim es a day for th e  best 
fo o tb a ll  m ascot?  It is n ’t as if

folks v ote for th e ir  rep resen ta­
tiv e s  w ith  th e  u n d ersta n d in g  
th a t those people are deciding 
im p ortan t th ings.

But th e n , how o ften  are rep ­
resen ta tiv es  actu ally  inform ed 
enough to be m aking d ecisions 
th a t we th e  peop le would ap ­
p ro v e  o f, d e c is io n s  t h a t  are  
shaping our and future gen era­
t io n s ’ lives? A  fair num ber o f 
rep resen ta tiv es have said they 
were unfam iliar w ith m ost o f the 
c o n te n t for O bam acare .

For exam ple, in  a C N SN ew s. 
com  interview , U .S . Sen . T h o m ­
as Carper, D -D el., said: “1 d o n ’t 
e x p e c t  to  a c tu a l ly  read  th e  
le g is la t iv e  la n g u a g e  b e ca u se  
reading th e leg isla tiv e  language 
is am ong th e  m ore co n fu sin g  
things I ’ve ever read in my life .”

R e p re s e n ta tiv e s  fre q u en tly  
h av e a ss is ta n ce  b ecau se  th e ir  
s ch e d u le s  are busy and  th e y  
have a lo t to do, but it is a litt le  
frigh ten in g  to understand th at 
som etim es th e  rep resen ta tiv es 
we have put our trust in  d o n ’t 
know what is going on or are not 
allow ed to  m ake co rrectio n s  to 
obvious errors.

M ayb e it  is a d esire  fo r a 
governm ent th a t is w orking in 
our best in terests w ith inform ed 
d ecisions, m aybe it is ju st m y­
s e l f  and  o th e r s  b e in g  n a iv e  
en o u g h  to  th in k  g o v e rn m e n t 
re p re se n ta tiv e s  are w orthy o f 
hold ing  th e ir  o ffice , but these

instan ces th a t crop up more and 
m ore o ften  in sm all news stories 
disgust me.

T h e re  are dozens o f in s ta n c ­
es, cov ered  by new s and n o t, 
w here c itiz en s’ in terests are n o t 
being represented  in a m anner 
co n siste n t w ith  how  the system 

■“should” run.
L ook for yourself. F ind  out 

how screwed up our governm ent 
is, and if you are are annoyed as 
1 am, con sid er doing m ore th an  
bein g  a passive v o ter and try to 
in stig ate  change.
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
