
Tech alum nus’ 
designs featured in 
Playboy Magazine

Texas Tech alumnus and founder of 
Etiquette Vintage Design, Richard Eric 
Renteria was recently featured in the 
October 2012 issue of Playboy Magazine.

Renteria said his vintage with a 
modem twist clothing line has received 
statewide attention.

He said he also recently made it 
to the third round in the interviewing 
process for N B C ’S Fashion Star.

Renteria said when he graduated 
high school he was interested in fashion 
design, but did not see the money in it. 
He majored in exercise and sports sci­
ences while attending Tech and was in 
his second semester when fashion design 
began to enter the picture.

He said what really started his inter­
est in design was the people on campus 
who went to class in their pajamas while 
he wore ties.

“People would stop me on campus 
and say ‘1 like your style,”’ Renteria said.

“I think you should dress up going to 
class like you would to your job.”

In 2010 he made his first letterman 
sweater.

“I found an old vintage letterman 
sweater from the 1940s and bought 30 
authentic patches,” Renteria said. “I 
started wearing it around campus and 
that’s how it all essentially started.”

During school all his work was 
hand-seuTi. It was not until he graduated 
that he started using a sewing machine. 
While going to school, he said people 
thought he had a studio, but he worked 
out of his room on 28th Street and 
Boston Avenue.

Renteria did some of his research in 
fashion design by studying yearbooks in 
the library from the 1920s-50s.

“I didn’t want to go off what 1 saw in 
the movies,” he said. “I looked (in the 
yearbooks) at how they dressed, how 
they combed their hair, how they wore 
their pants, what shoes they wore.”

Author J.K. Rowling relinquishes 
Harry Potter, releases adult novel

The world of Harry Potter came 
to an end in Sum m er 2011, but J.K . 
Rowling’s career as an author con­
tinues with her newest book, “Casual 
Vacancy,” released Thursday.- 

“The people w ho’ve read it, they 
either like it because they like noir, 
and that’s the kind of —  they like 
that dark underbelly stuff that goes 
on  w ith hum an  n atu re ,” D on ell 
C allender, associate  librarian  for 
humanities, said. “T h e people that 
didn’t like it were looking more for 
what she wrote with the Harry Potter 
series, which this is not that at all.” 

Originally, the book was going 
to be called “R esponsibility ,” she 
said. Specific individuals, no m atter 
where they stand in the community, 
have certain responsibilities. Rowl­
ing changed the name after reading 
council rules for small towns. W hen 
a council member dies, it is called a 
casual vacancy.

“ It’s kind of long, but really de­

tailed,” said Cara Lauber, a chemical 
engineering major from Fort Collins, 
C o., “and I find it interesting how 
there is kind o f a lack of a protago­
nist. There’s not a clear one, and I 
think that’s interesting for what the 
book is kind o f about. It’s all about 
greediness and corruption, fighting 
am ong people.”

Rowling may have written this 
book for youth that grew up with the 
Harry Potter series and are grown up 
now, Callender said.

“I don’t think she’s going to hit 
everybody, because the Harry Pot­
ter books were dark, but they were 
fantasy dark,” she said. “You were 
reading it knowing this is som ething 
out o f som eone’s mind, it’s not real­
ity, it’s magic-based, it’s fantasy. T he 
things that she talks about in Casual 
V acancy— they’re real life darkness, 
and that m ight not appeal to the 
same people that enjoyed fantasy.”

C asual Vacancy is intended for 
an adult audience, Lauber said.

C h arles Crew s, assistan t professor in the 
C ollege o f Education, received the honor o f 
being nam ed one o f Texas Tech ’s top faculty 
members, which is voted on  by the student body.

“ (T h e  aw ard) was som eth in g totally  u n ­
expected —  just for me being how I norm ally 
am ,” he said.

Crew s received his bachelor’s degree from 
Texas Lutheran University in Seguin, m ajoring 
in psychology and m inoring in theology. Crews

then went on to receive his m aster’s degree in 
edu cation al psychology and special services 
from T h e  U niversity  o f Texas at El Paso.

^  H e received his Ph.D. in counselor education 
and supervision from Texas A & M  Com m erce.

Crew s’ teaching experience includes,teach- 
ing psycho logy  at R ad ford  S c h o o l, a  K -12 
school, in El Paso.

“ I had seven students from seven different 
countries,” he said.

W hile at UTEP, Crew s gave lectures on  the 
subject o f child abuse in professors’ classroom s. 
O nce Crews com pleted his doctorate degree, he

m oved to Burnet and becam e a school counselor 
for the district.

“C ounseling and teaching go hand-in-hand. 
It is part o f  our job  to teach  people new coping 
skills,” Crews said.

Before coming to Tech, Crews was an adjunct 
professor at Texas S ta te  U n iversity ’s R ound 
R ock campus where he taught for h alf a year.

“ (T ech ) sounded like a good, supportive 
place for a first-time professor,” he said.

Tech alumna creates business, swimwear line

In a Texas Tech business management course Rachel 
Rose Ward took in 2008, she had to develop a business 
idea for a group lab project.

Ward developed a plan and presented it to her group 
members and then later to her class, receiving positive 
feedback and later an ‘A.’

Little did she know she would take this idea outside 
the classroom three years later to develop her own small 
business.

“As I thought about it more and more, I knew I 
wanted to pursue this idea through my father,” she said, 
“who really pushed entrepreneurship my whole life.” 

Ward’s idea was to create no ordinary swimsuit. She 
wanted to make sure the suit had something extra to offer, 
so she decided the swimsuit tops would be sequined. She

said at the time, she had never seen that done before.
However, that did not last long. Ward said it broke 

her heart to see so many companies release sequined 
swimsuits this year.

“That was my idea four years ago, but I didn’t have 
money back then and I was still in school,” she said. “As 
far as I knew at the time, this was just a school project.”

“C asu a l V acan cy ” is d ifferent 
th an  w hat the J .K . R ow lin g  audi- 
en ce  is used to  reading, said  R ob  
W einer, a ssociate  librarian  and li- 
aison  for the C o llege  o f V isual and 
Perform ing A rts/  Film  S tu d ies.

“ P e o p le  w a n t  m o re  o f  th e  
sam e ,” he said . “T h ey  w ant w hat 
they ’re fam iliar w ith. Som etim es 
i t ’s very  d if fic u lt  fo r an  a r t is t , 
w hether it ’s m usical, w hether i t ’s

S h e  d o e sn ’t h ave to satisfy  
an  au d ien ce  at th is po in t. S h e ’s 
done her seven  books. S h e ’s f in ­
ished the H arry P o tter series, so 
she w ants to go on  to  som eth in g  
d ifferent. S h e ’s m ade her money. 
S h e  d o esn ’t ever h ave  to go back 
to Potter. M aybe she w ill. M aybe 
she w on ’t .”

American says installation job caused seat snafu
D A L L A S  (A P ) —  A m erican  

A irlin es said  that im properly in­
stalled clam ps caused seats to pop 
loose on two planes during flights 
and an inspection turned up four 
others with the same problem.

T h e airline said Tuesday that it 
inspected and fixed the seats on 36 
of its Boeing 757 jets and planned 
to check 11 other planes.

In the past week, rows of seats 
have com e loose on three separate 
flights, two o f which m ade em er­
gency landings. Federal officials are 
looking into the matter, which safety 
advocates consider to be serious.

David L. Cam pbell, the airline’s 
vice president o f safety, said in an 
interview  that the clam ps m ight

have been installed incorrectly dur­
ing maintenance work by Am erican 
crews and an outside contractor, 
Tim co A viation  Services. H e could 
not recall a similar problem with any 
other Am erican planes.

Th e first sign of trouble showed 
up last W ednesday, w hen crew s 
noticed loose seats on a plane that 
had flown from Dallas-Fort W orth 
International Airport to Vail, C olo. 
The seats were tightened again that 
day in Boston. Th e same plane had 
to  m ake an  em ergen cy  lan d in g  
M onday  w hen seats  cam e loose 
shortly after takeoff on a New  York- 
to-M iam i flight.

A nother plane flying from Bos­
ton to M iam i on Saturday diverted

to N ew  York after seats loosened in 
mid-flight.

Separately, an A m erican  flight 
on Tuesday from Chicago to London 
was diverted to Shannon  Airport in 
Ireland after a report of smoke in the 
cabin, which the airline attributed 
to a faulty fan in an entertainm ent 
system.

T h e reports o f smoky cabins and 
seats com ing loose during flights 
raised  qu estion s about safety  on 
the n ation ’s third biggest airline. 
A viation  industry experts said bad 
publicity could lead passengers to 
avoid Am erican.

M att Ziemkiewicz, president of 
the safety-advocacy group N ational 
A ir Disaster A lliance, said passen­
gers could be hurt or killed in an 
otherwise survivable crash if seats 
break loose from their moorings.

“W hat if it’s a little kid or an old 
person in the row behind them?” he 
said. “T h at seat becomes a projectile 
with people on it.”

Th e planes in the Saturday and

M onday in ciden ts were serv iced  
in the past two m onths and seats 
had been removed and reinstalled, 
Am erican said.

Cam pbell, the safety executive, 
said new seats on som e o f A m eri­
can ’s 757s have a different fastening 
system —  instead o f four bolts that 
are w rench-tightened, they are held 
in place by two bolts in back that are 
tightened with wrenches and two in 
front that are hand-tightened. T h e 
seats must be positioned precisely so 
that they lock into place.

“It’s a very tem peram ental job ,” 
he said.

Am erican said work was done at 
an Am erican Airlines base in Tulsa, 
Okla., and a Tim co facility in N orth 
C arolina. In both cases, Am erican 
em ployees were the last to touch 
the seats, said airline spokeswoman 
A n d re a  H uguely  —  a com m en t 
that drew a fierce response from the 
Transport W orkers U n ion , which 
represents A m erican ’s m aintenance 
employees.

program .
“ I w ant to do the th ings that 

my teachers did n o t d o ,” he said 
” I w anted to be m ore engaged  and 
availab le  to students.”

Crew s also teaches an  introduc­
tion  course in schoo l counseling, 
a  c o u rse  w h ich  h e  sa id  h a s  its 
draw backs.

“I h ate  teach in g online because 
I can n ot in teract w ith students,” 
C rew s said. “ I try through video, 
phone calls and through anything I 
possibly can  to m ake th at personal 
con n ection .”

S o m e  o f  C re w s’ re search  in ­
cludes pub lication s on  h elp ing get 
away from  technology addiction , 
cy ber b u lly in g  an d  u sin g  so c ia l 
m e d ia  in  sc h o o l d istr ic ts . C u r­
rently, C rew s said  he is w orking 
on  the appropriateness o f  schoo l 
counselor w ebsites.

“ It is my go al in research  to  
increase the tech n o lo g ica l co m ­
petence o f  the people th at are in 
my c lass,” he said.

Crew s is currently up for tenure, 
w hich he said  is a  review  process 
that the university does after being 
at Tech  for five years. H e said  that 
peers look at w hat a can didate has 
done, look  at research, presen ta­
t io n s , h o n o rs  an d  aw ards, an d  
teach in g evalu ations.

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Ward said her product still has a 
unique aspect, though. The swimsuit 
bottoms she designed have a diamond 
shape cutout, allowing the emblem to 
become tanned onto customers’ skin. She 
named her sporty bikini line (developed 
specifically for wakeboarding) Diamond 
Swimwear because of the diamond trade­
mark. She said the age demographic for 
her bikinis is about ages 16-25.

“When you wear it you get a reverse 
tanning bed effect, where in a tanning 
bed you wear a sticker and when you 
take it off and you have a heart, in mine 
when you take your swimsuit off you have 
a little diamond tanned on,” she said. “I 
knew that would set me apart from every­
one else and make an unique product.”

Because of a motorcycle accident 
Ward had in June 2009, she graduated 
from Tech in May of 2010 with a finance 
degree. She is employed as a member of 
the tax and business strategy team at 
Weaver, but knew deep down that is 
not what she wanted to do for the rest 
of her life.

She wanted to pursue other dreams 
as well.

Her father, who is an entrepreneur,* 
always told her if a person doesn’t own 
his or her own business, then someone 
else is profiting from another’s intellectual 
property'. Ward agreed with her father.

“It has always been very important 
to me that eventually I have my own 
business and my own product,” she said. 
“Something that makes me different.”

Ward said she began to conduct 
research, even contacting Tech T-shirt 
companies for advice. She said it was dif­
ficult finding a manufacturer for her small 
business, but finally she found a company 
in Huntington Beach, Calif., Choices 
Apparels, which agreed to manufacture 
her products.

That was not the only extensive 
searching she had to do, though. Ward 
said she discovered sequins are a night­
mare to sew, and had to undergo many 
trials and errors during a four-month 
period to find fabric in New York efficient 
enough for the job.

She said the diamond cutouts became 
problematic as well because her manufac­
turer had never done such a design before. 
Ward found a woman to sew her a model 
of her swimsuit bottom design, and her 
manufacturer researched until finding 
an embroiderer who could handle the 
stretch fabric.

“I just had those samples that cost me

$300 per bottom to make,” she said. “It 
was such a slow process.”

While working through this exten­
sive process. Ward also was working 
full-time and taking classes toward her 
master’s degree at the University of 
Texas of the Permian Basin. This is what 
encouraged her to hire Susan Quain as a 
business partner.

“It’s definitely a blessing because I 
have someone to share the cost with,” 
Ward said. “It’s so helpful having some­
one to run errands and take phone calls 
during the day.”

Quain said Ward is a friend of her 
sister-in-law, and had once told her about 
her business. Quain became interested 
from the start.

“It just kind of happened,” she said. 
“We both believed the swimsuits were 
going to be a great idea and they would do 
well, so we just joined together.”

Quain said they have worked together 
since March, and she handles the market­
ing, advertising and sales. She described 
working with Ward as awesome.

“(Ward) is a 100 percent go-getter,” 
she said. “She’s on top of her stuff and 
knows the business. She’s a great friend, 
business partner and a hard worker.”

In Order to gain publicity. Ward also 
hired professionals to create a website 
and new logo for Diamond Swimwear.

The logo o f his business -  a tie, 
a ruler and a pencil -  reflects his 
time going to school and designing, 
Renteria said. He said he managed 
to balance school and designing with 
the help o f the technique center to 
which he credits much of his success.

O ne o f his m ain tutors at the 
technique center, Brandi Schreiber 
said  she and R en teria  m et on  a 
weekly basis to talk about his long­
term goals as a designer, how to pro­
mote his art to the public and how 
to balance that with his schoolwork.^

“I got to see the evolution of him 
.starting these sweaters-, and then it 
eventually blowing up through some 
different fashion week events and 
opportunities, and then by C hrist­
m as h aving a very large order o f 
sweaters. People all over the country

wanted one,” Schreiber sa id .. .
Schreiber ¿aid she is excited to 

see where R enteria’s career goes and 
believes she has had an investment 
in that.

“He just had a spread in Playboy 
Magazine showcasing his work, and 
I think that’s just going to be the 
tip o f the iceberg (to his career),” 
Schreiber said.

R e n te ria ’s pu b lic ist, B randyn 
Balm os, who graduated from Tech 
w ith a bach elo r’s in English  and 
also works in real estate, has been 
in business with the designer since 
2010.

Balm os is Renteria’s only team ­
mate in Etiquette' Vintage Design. 
He said he drafts news releases to 
send out to magazines, emails any­
one he needs to, sets up meetings 
with photographers and models, and 
handles business regarding fashion 
events.

“W ith  n eith er o f us h av in g a 
fa sh io n  b ack gro u n d , w e’ve ac-

com plished so m uch,” Balmos said. 
“W e’re learning more and more ev­
ery day and are making some influen­
tial connections. W e’ve already been 
talking about expanding the line and 
improving our sales structure as well 
as being able to mass-produce pieces. 
I know it’s only going to grow here 
in the next couple years.”

Renteria said his ultim ate goal 
in his fashion design career is to be 
invited to fashion week in New  York 
City or Paris and to walk into a high- 
end store and see his clothing line.

Financially, he said he would like 
to be able to support his family and 
friends and pay decent salaries to a 
team that could work for him.

“ I was a kid who cam e out o f 
A m arillo  w ith no fash ion  design  
experience and now my clothing line 
is featured in Playboy,” Renteria said. 
“I w ant to be able to share my story 
with kids who might think they can’t 
do certain things.”

Items from Charley Pride’s life set for museum
D A L L A S (A P) —  Growing up 

the son of sharecroppers in M issis­
sippi, Charley Pride developed a love 
of country music that propelled him 
into a legendary career as one of its 
biggest stars.

Now, item s don ated  by Pride 
from throughout his life will become 
part o f the Sm ithson ian ’s upcom ­
ing N ation al M useum  o f A frican  
Am erican History and Culture, set 
to open in 2015. A  gala reception 
will be held W ednesday in Pride’s 
hometown of Dallas to celebrate the 
museum gift, which includes a pair of 
Pride’s boots, one of his guitars and 
his Country Music Association male 
vocalist ofth e year award from 1971.

“Obviously, the one thing that 
stands out to people is that Charley 
Pride was country music’s first black 
superstar. But what he was trying to 
do was play the music that he liked 
and entertain his audiences,” said 
Dwan Reece, the museum’s curator of 
music and performing arts. “His links 
to country music are just as natural as 
Loretta Lynn’s. This is his childhood. 
This is the music that he knows.”

Pride said that while it was dif­
ficult to part with some o f the items, 
it’s nice to know that they will be in 
the museum where he can  always 
go visit.

A s the museum began acquiring 
its collection of items docum enting 
African-A m erican life, art, history 
and culture, R eece said there was 
“no question” that Pride’s was an 
important story to tell.

“One of the things we want to 
express irTthe exhibit is that African- 
Am ericans have a history in all kinds 
o f music,” Reece said. “Pm not sure 
everybody would expect lis to have a 
section on country music.”

Once the museum opens, items 
from Pride’s life will join a collection 
that also will represent music artists 
including Louis Arm strong, Jam es 
Brown, Ella Fitzgerald, Lena H om e 
and Michael Jackson.

Reece said Pride’s rise to fame 
during the civil rights movement of 
the 1960s is am ong many interesting 
threads to his story.

“H e’s a great example o f a man 
transcending the barriers of race who

was accepted by audiences because he 
was a good country singer,” she said.

Pride, who at 78 is still touring 
and heads to Ireland this month and 
the U nited Kingdom  next month, 
said he never had trouble from audi­
ences over his race. “I never had one 
iota o f hoot calls from the audience,” 
Pride said.

However, he did recall a 1966 
performance when a crowd of 10,000 
at Detroit’s Olympia Stadium  —  the 
biggest audience of his career at that 
point —  grew quiet upon seeing that 
the fledgling country singer was black.

“I said, ‘You know, I realize it’s 
a little unique me com ing out here 
on a country music show wearing 
this perm anent tan .’ W hen I said 
that there was this big old applause 
—  saying exactly  what they were 
thinking,” Pride said.

He told the crowd he would play 
his three singles and maybe a hit 
frorh another singei, but that “ I ain ’t 
got time to talk about pigm entation 
all night.”

A fter the show, farts lined up to 
get his autograph. “T h at’s the way 
it’s been for the last 40 some years,” 
he said.

Pride, who grew up in a family of

11 childreri in Sledge, Miss., first had 
his sights set on a career in M ajor 
League Baseball. He played in the 
N egro A m erican  League and Pio­
neer League before country singers 
Red Sovine and Red Foley heard him 
perform ing in M ontana —  where 
Pride was w orking at a sm elting 
plant and playing for the plant ball 
team —  and told him he needed to 
go to N ashville, Tenn.

He eventually made it to N ash ­
ville and recorded a demo that R C A  
Records liked. “They decided to sign 
me and there’s history looking at you 
right now,” Pride said.

“I’ve been singing all my life. I 
heard a song I’d like, I’d just sing 

, it, not realizing that I was preparing 
myself for this, but here I am ,” he 
said. “People liked my singing and 
once they got me on record, a whole 
bunch o f people liked m e.” .

Pride, who has won three G ram ­
my Awards and had dozens o f N o. 1 
hits, also is donating albums, cas­
settes and C D s o f his music to the 
m useum  collection . O ther item s, 
including a baseball bat and Texas 
Rangers uniform, are tied to his love 
o f the sport. Pride is a part owner of 
the Rangers.

They gave her tips on how to make her 
products easier to trademark, such as her 
new board shorts she released in August.

“The board short is very unique also, 
and we spent a lot of time putting it 
together,” she said. “It has a microfiber 
spandex brief with a wicking finish that 
doesn’t retain water. It’s built into a hybrid 
wet/dry wear short. It’s a big deal. It’s my 
baby because it’s original to us.”

Ward has a history with wakeboard­
ing, and said when boys wore their 
underwear beneath their board shorts, it 
drove her crazy because of how it looked 
and how uncomfortable it seemed. That 
is what inspired her to create board shorts 
with built in briefs.

Her web designers recommended 
changing the name of the shorts to 
Tantmm, which she said is a wakeboard­
ing term. They said the temt was more 
marketable than the original name. 
Hydro-spark.

“Tantmm is a crazy word,” she said, 
“but, hopefully, when people hear the 
word tantmm attached to apparel, they’ll 
think of my board shorts. That’s my goal.”

Now, Ward and Quain travel to 
wakeboarding tournaments and market 
shows across the country promoting Dia­
mond Swimwear. Ward recently attended 
the Riptank Boardshop wakeboarding 
tournament in Lubbock, and plaits to visit

other places soon, including Waco; Las 
Vegas, Nevada; Miami, Florida; Orlando, 
Horida; Huntington Beach, California; 
and Dallas market shows.

“Spreading the brand is really impor­
tant at this point,” she said, “because we 
have the idea and the suits, now it’s just 
a matter of presenting them.”

Michael Thomas, president and owner 
of Choices Apparel, said Rachel is one of 
his smartest, most articulate customers.

He said her swimwear line is unique 
because of the fabric and fit, and is very 
nice.

“She is one of the brighter lights in 
the chandelier, so to speak,” he said. “I 
wish more customers were like Rachel. 
She is so bright and so pleasant to deal 
with. She does her homework and works 
very hard to make success.”

Thomas said many of his customers 
want to have a finished product without 
paying the price to get there.

“Rachel is not that way,” he said., 
“When I say pay the price, I don’t mean 
by money. I’m talking about blood, sweat 
and tears —  doing her research and the 
necessary steps that are important to 
make a successful business, and she’s ac­
complishing that.”

Thomas also said (Aiain and Ward are 
a good match because they work as one. 

“They are a very good team,” he said.

“and because of their relationship, I think 
it will make an easier opportunity for 
them to be successful.”

One devoted customer of Diamond 
Swimwear is Jessica Stroud, who has 
known Ward since their freshman year 
of high school. She said she was not 
surprised when Ward created this business 
because she has always been a go-getter.

“I think her swimsuits are awesome 
and not just because we’re friends,” 
she said. “It’s just really good quality 
swimsuits, both the board shorts and the 
swimsuits. My boyfriend and my brother 
both got a pair of board shorts, and they 
both love them and said they’re every­
thing they ever wanted in a trunk. The 
bikinis are just beautiful. The design and 
the sparkle on them is gorgeous, and they 
seem really durable and not cheap, where 
they would fall apart.”

Ward’s advice to any business majors 
striving to develop their own business is 
to “plan, plan) plan.“

‘Write everything down,” she said. 
“I’m creative, so I’m constantly thinking 
about good ideas I should try, then the 
next day I don’t remember anything I 
was thinking about. Be very diligent and 
keep a notepad with you. You never know 
when something will spark. The littlest 
things can be a big deal.”

Low voter turnout in 
election could help

W hichever candidate takes office 
in January will have plenty of people 
to thank, most notably the A m eri­
cans who voted him into office. But 
more than a third of us won’t have 
participated. Less than 60 percent 
o f registered voters have shown up 
to cast ballots in recent presidential 
elections, and attendance at m id­
term and local elections ranges from 
five to 40 percent —  certainly not 
encouraging figures for those who 
value democratic participation.

Low  v o ter tu rn ou t h as been  
a poin t o f com plaint for spirited 
citizens for decades. Civil-m inded 
types will point to dism al returns 
from the ballot box as a failure to 
perform basic civil duties. T h is is 
especially true at crucial local and 
state elections where a single vote 
carries much more weight than one 
vote in large national elections.

But reg istered  voters stayin g 
home may be a sign of an improving 
and established dem ocracy rather 
than a failing one.

O n Nov. 6, millions o f Am eri­
cans will perform their “duties” and 
walk out o f a polling place proudly 
displaying art “1 Voted” sticker, prov­
ing to their communities that they 
care about their country. The G et 
Out the Vote and voter registration 
drives sprout up across the country 
in e lection  years to preach  that 
regardless who you cast a ballot for, 
showing up to the polls is positive.

It ’s not negative to feel good 
about participating in government 
or influencing others to do so, but 
isn’t strange that a major motivation 
for influencing elections is personal 
pride?

M ore im portantly, we should 
question whether pushing citizens to 
the polls at all costs is truly beneficial 
to our democracy.

Ever>' vote casted should be made 
by an educated and informed citizen 
who has a stake in the effect of their

selection . T h e m ost inconsistent 
voters, those who show up to one 
election but not another, are also 
the most likely to be less educated 
voters.

There are two reasons why low 
voter turnout can actually benefit 
governm ent and even representa­
tion.

First, those who aren’t motivated 
to show up to the polls are unlikely 
to be educated on or have an opinion 
about the issues and candidates on 
the ballot. Sure, apathy is never a 
good thing, but is ignorantly casting 
votes any better? Just the opposite: 
it’s worse.

Second, voting on any and every 
issue as a matter of civic duty means 
that voters will inevitably select be­
tween options on policy or platforms 
that don’t affect their lives, diluting 
the weight o f every vote cast by an 
affected citizen.

In some cases, this is okay; an 
educated voter can choose an op­
tion likely to benefit the whole of 
society. However, in most instances, 
an unaffected voter will find it hard 
to understand the reach of their vote 
and how they are changing other 
citizen’s lives.

V oting is a citizen’s right, not 
a duty. Those who choose to vote, 
however, ought to understand the 
c iv ic  duty o f bein g an inform ed 
voter. There are no points for bub­
b lin g  in  b a llo t  ch o ice s w ithout 
researching their meaning.

Sooners, show up to the polls this 
November. Being involved can, and 
should, be absolutely positive. Show 
up prepared and for the right reasons 
and you will be part o f the most 
im portant part o f our dem ocratic 
system.

But, afterward, understand that 
the “ I Voted” sticker on your chest 

-doesn’t* tell the whole story. Maybe 
that sticker should include a m odi­
fier in the form of an asterisk:

“I voted*
*responsibly.”

All information pointed to a terrorist attack in Libya

Maybe, despite killing of Osama bin 
Laden, the Obama team is actually a 
bunch of “soft” warriors who want the 
United States to be liked, especially in 
the Middle East.

I, for one, called it right when the 
attack took place on the U.S. consulate 
in Benghazi, Libya, on Sept. 11, which 
left four Americans dead, including U.S.

Why did I get it right on Sept. 
19? Because being a great intelligence 
analyst does not include having “politi­
cal waffling shields” that slow me down. 
I screened all the possible information 
that came out on the days after dae attack. 
From news media, from officials in Libya, 
from European and Latin American news 
sources. All of the information pointed 
to a terrorist attack.

It was an “elegant” attack. It involved 
very precise powerful weapons. It was fol­
lowed by a superb intelligence operation 
in which the attackers found the “safe 
house” to which the dying U.S. ambas­

sador was taken, and they finished him 
off at this venue.

Reaching a quick and accurate as­
sessment on what this event might have 
been would have been easy.

“Spontaneous” dem onstrations 
caused by anger at an obscure video 
insulting the Prophet Muhammad 
caused the Tripoli attack? Not on your 
life. Maybe Hitler’s invasion of the Su- 
detenland on March 16,1939, was also 
a “spontaneous attack.”

That’s not how the real world rolls.
U.N. Ambassador Susan Rice, who 

spun the spontaneous attack notion until 
a few days ago, should be able to make a 
quick judgment on what is a demonstra­
tion “gone bad” and what’s a coordinated, 
sophisticated attack.

The Republicans are now launch­
ing a concerted attack on the Obama 
administration, claiming a cover up and 
calling it “Libya-gate” (after the infa­
mous Watergate break in that brought

down the NLxon administration). Are 
the Republicans right? Was it a massive 
intelligence failure not to know who’s 
who in Libya? Was it sloppy security 
work to have a virtually-unprotected 

.consulate in Benghazi? Was it an act 
of extreme political correctness for the 
United States to virtually apologize for 
the anti-Muhammad video that was 
thought to have triggered the demon­
strations in Cairo and other parts of 
the Islamic world? Will all of this have 
an impact on the Obama reelection 
campaign?

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2-2 Cowboys heading into 
bye week and brutal stretch

IR V IN G  (A P ) —  T h e  D allas 
Cowboys certainly picked a had time 
for an awful game, one that will stick 
with them for an extended period.

This is going to be a long brutal 
stretch in a season that is already hav­
ing an all'too'fam iliar feeling.

A nd that’s not good.
Dallas (2-2) goes into its bye week 

after Tony Rom o’s five interceptions 
in a 3 4 T 8  loss to Chicago.

Then comes a challenging stretch 
with four of five games on the road, in­
cluding three current division leaders.

“W hen you have a game like last 
night you want to be playing right 
now, but that’s not how it works in 
this league,” coach  Jason  G arrett 
said Tuesday.

Even without a game this week, 
there won’t be a lot of times to make 
a lot of corrections.

Cowboys players had their normal 
day ofifTuesday, a day before their only 
practice o f the week precedes their 
four-day break mandated by the col­
lective bargaining agreement.

T h eir next game is O ct. 14 at 
Baltimore, and their only home game 
before the second half of November is 
Oct. 28 against the New York Giants.

The defending Super Bowl cham­
pions are 3-0 at Cowboys Stadium and 
will be looking to avenge a season­
opening home loss to Dallas.

W hen the team landed in Califor­
nia for training camp in late July, one 
of the first things seven-time Pro Bowl 
tight end Jason W itten said was that 
2012 “can’t be the same old story.”

But one-fourth through the regu­
lar season, things don’t really seem to 
have changed for a team that has been 
distinctly average for so long.

The Cowboys were 8-8 last season. 
After alternating wins and losses so 
far this season, they are 122-122 in 
regular-season games since the start 
of 1997 with only one playoff victory.

After Monday night’s loss, Witten 
said it “has to be a wakeup call” with 
another up-and-down start.

“We have regroup, get healthy, 
evaluate it and stick together,” Witten 
said. “There’s no finger-pointing. We 
have great guys that are working hard. 
Ultimately, it comes down to results.”

They were also 2-2 going into 
their bye last year after a home loss 
when two interceptions thrown by 
Romo were returned by Detroit for 
touchdow ns, sim ilar to w hat the

Bears did.
The Lions wiped out a 24-point 

deficit in the second half last year. 
Lance Briggs’ 74-yard return in the 
third quarter Monday night, on a ball 
that was poked out o f Rom o’s hands 
and could have easily been ruled a 
fumble, put Chicago up 24-7.

O n its 11 possessions against the 
Bears, Dallas scored two touchdowns
—  one in the gam e’s final minute 
with backup quarterback Kyle Orton
—  and a field goal. There were the 
five picks after punting the first three 
times they had the ball.

Even with a season-low two penal­
ties, correcting something that had 
been a big problem, there was no way 
to overcome five turnovers.

The Cowboys had only one take­
away, a fumble by Jay Cutler on De- 
Marcus Ware’s fifth sack of the season. 
But Briggs’ interception came on the 
very next play.

Jacksonville is the only N FL team 
that has played four games and scored 
fewer than the 65 points by Dallas. 
The Cowboys are averaging 364 total 
yards per game, 296 passing and only 
68 fushing.

“W hat you have to do is keep 
banging away at it,” Garrett said.

Even though R om o has com ­
pleted two-thirds o f his passes (101 
of 151) and is on pace for a career- 
high 4,592 yards passing, he has five 
touchdowns with eight interceptions
—  only two fewer picks that he had 
in 522 attempts last season. He has 
been sacked eight times after being 
taken down a career-high 36 times 
last season.

Running back DeMarco Murray, 
who ran 20 times for 131 yards in the 
victory at the Giants, has 41 carries 
for 106 yards in the three games since 
with two 11-yard runs.

Garrett on Tuesday was calm and 
collected, as usual, when discussing 
the latest loss. W hile some things 
need to change, the coach said his 
demeanor won’t.

“One of the things I’ve learned 
a long time ago, really in life, as a 
player and certainly as a coach, is 
you have to be who you are,” Garrett 
said. “I think anybody who knows me, 
coaches and players on our football 
team, knows the passion and intensity 
I have for this game, and for coach­
ing and teaching, trying to get this 
team right.”

PSU grad Mike McQueary 
sues school for defamation

H A R R IS B U R G , Pa. (A P ) 
—  A  former Penn State graduate 
assistant who complained he saw 
former assistant football coach Jerry 
Sandusky showering with a young 
boy on campus and testified at his 
sex abuse trial sued the university 
on Tuesday for what he calls defa­
mation and misrepresentation.

M ike M cQ u eary ’s w h istle ­
blower lawsuit claims his treatment 
by the university since Sandusky 
was arrested in N ovem ber has 
caused him distress, anxiety, hu­
miliation and embarrassment. The 
complaint, filed in county court 
near S tate  C ollege , where the 
university is based, seeks millions 
of dollars in damages.

Penn State spokesman Dave 
La Torre declined to comment on 
Tuesday, and McQueary’s lawyer 
Elliot Strokoff did not return a 
phone message.

The lawsuit discloses that short­
ly after Sandusky was charged, 
the university’s then-president, 
Graham  Spanier, met with ath­
letic department staff inside the 
university’s football stadium and 
expressed his support for athletic 
director Tim Curley and vice presi­
dent Gary Schultz, who had been 
charged with perjury and failure 
to properly report suspected child

abuse in the Sandusky case. Spanier 
also issued a public statement with the 
same message.

Curley, now on leave, and Schultz, 
who has retired, have repeatedly 
denied the charges against them and 
await trial.

McQueary said Spanier’s support 
of the two administrators was designed 
to preserve the university’s reputation 
and make McQueary a scapegoat.

McQueary, whose contract with 
Penn State  wasn’t renewed, testi­
fied this summer that he came upon 
Sandusky and the boy in a sexually 
suggestive position in a team shower 
in early 2001.

He told jurors at Sandusky’s trial he 
saw that the boy’s hands were against 
a wall and Sandusky was behind him, 
with his midsectiqn moving subtly, 
and he heard a “skin-on-skin smack­
ing sound.’-’

McQueary reported the episode 
to then-head football coach Joe Pa- 
temo, who in turn alerted Curley and 
Schultz. Paterno was fired after the 
three men were charged, and he died 
of complications from lung cancer in 
January.

McQueary claims that the N o ­
vember meeting with Spanier “clearly 
suggest(ed) that (M cCreary) was lying 
in his reports and testimonies that he 
had reported the sexual misconduct.”

T e c h  q u a r te rb a c k  S e t h  D o e g e  
is s t a r t in g  to  e n jo y  h is  sh o r t  
m em ory.

L a st  year, D o e g e ’s in te rc e p ­
tion s w ould lin ger an d  affect h is 
play. N o t  anym ore. Ju st  last w eek, 
he b ou n ced  b ack  after throw ing 
a p ick  th at Iow a S ta te  lin eb ack er 
A .J .  K le in  to o k  87 yard s fo r a 
touchdow n .

D o e ge  an d  th e  R e d  R a id e rs  
(4 -0 ,1 -0 )  p revailed  24-13 despite  
giv in g up two in terception s to the 
C y clo n es.

“ It ’s ju st te llin g  y ou rse lf th a t 
every th in g ’s go in g  to  be fine and 
th at you ’ve prepared  w ell en ough  
th at if  so m eth in g  like th a t h a p ­
pen s, you can  get righ t b ack  on  
track  w ith in  the n ex t serie s,” said  
D oege, a secon d-year sta rter w ho 
is av erag in g  297 yards p assin g  per 
gam e. “ It ’s ju st a w hole m in dset 
th in g  th at I’ve b ecom e stron ger 
in th at a re a .”

T exas T ech  w ill try to  rem ain  
u n b e a te n  S a tu r d a y  w h en  th ey  
h ost N o . 17 C k lah o m a. T h e  gam e 
ag a in st the S o o n e rs  (2 -1 , 0 -1 ) is 
th e  first o f  five stra ig h t ag a in st  
ran ked  o p p o n en ts for T exas T ech  
and its surprisingly stingy defense, 
b e st  in  th e  n a t io n .  A f t e r  a l l ,  
defense  h as o ften  b een  an  after­
th ou gh t to  the h igh-fly ing T exas 
T ech  o ffen ses over the years.

T h is  h as a lso  h e lp ed  D oege , 
w h o  d o e s n ’t h a v e  to  p r e ss  to  
m ake th in gs h ap p en . If the team  
h a s  to  p u n t, D o e g e  k n o w s h is  
team m ates c an  get the b a ll b ack  
to  the offen se  m ore read ily  th an , 
say, la st  year. T h e  R ed  R a id e rs  
fin ish ed  last season  at N o . 117 in 
to ta l defense and dead  last again st 
the run.

“ H e  kn ew  if  we w ere g o in g  
to  w in  gam es, h e  w as go in g  to  
h a v e  to  w in  i t , ” T e x a s  T e c h  
c o a c h  T o m m y  T u b e rv ille  sa id . 
“W e c o u ld n ’t sto p  anybody. W e 
c o u ld n ’t run the b all becau se  we 
lo st ou r ru n n in g  b ack s, an d  he 
was go in g  to  h av e  to h av e  a 400- 
or 500- yard gam e to  g ive  us an  
opp ortu n ity .”

D oege  h as co m p le ted  105 o f 
147 p a s se s  fo r 15 to u c h d o w n s 
an d  1 ,189  yards th is season . H e 
also  h as three in tercep tion s, two 
m ore th an  he h ad  throu gh  four 
g a m e s a y ear ag o . A n d  so  far, 
th a t ’s been  C K .

“ It ’s ju st th e  fac t th a t we c an  
lean  on  those gu ys,” D oege said  o f  
h is defense . “ If w e’re n ot c lick in g  
on  all cy linders early in the gam e, 
i t ’s n o t  g o in g  to  b e  an  u p h ill  
c lim b . W e ’re s t ill  in  th e  gam e. 
A s  soon  as we start ro llin g , w e’ll 
take  the lead  and take  the gam e. 
S o  it h elp s a lo t .”

D oege a lso  realizes th a t a fast

start o ffen sively  for the R ed  R a id ­
ers takes pressure o ff the defense.

“T h e y  c a n  go  ou t th ere  an d  
p lay  how  they  n eed  to  p lay  an d  
n o t  w orry ab o u t c re a tin g  tu rn ­
overs or an y th in g ,” he said. “T h ey  
can  ju st go  p lay .”

T h e  seaso n  fe ll ap art for the 
R ed  R aid ers last year after they 
b e a t th en -N o . 3 O k lah o m a 41- 
38  to  sn ap  the S o o n e rs ’ 39-gam e 
w in  streak  in N o rm an . In ju ries 
to  ru n n in g  b ack s an d  defen sive  
p layers led to  at least 16 surgeries 
an d  left the p assin g  a ttack  as the 
sole m eans T exas T ech  h ad  to  stay 
in gam es.

T h is  year, there are three ru n ­
n in g  b ack s for D oege  to  use to 
se t up the p assin g  a ttack . K en n y  
W ill ia m s ,  E r ic  S t e p h e n s  a n d  
S a D a le  Foster h av e  a com b in ed  
753 yards on  122 carries. A n d  the 
defense h as allow ed ju st 67 0  yards 
in four gam es.

O k lah o m a c o ac h  B ob  S to o p s, 
w hose team  h as lost three straight 
gam es in L ubbock , know s D oege ’s 
now  go t a co m b in atio n  o f  facto rs 
w ork ing in favor o f  h im  im prov­
ing h is m en ta l tough n ess.

“H e ’s e x c e lle n t ,” he sa id . “O f  
course, we know  that from  w atch ­
ing how  w ell he threw  the b all a 
year ago. You see all these gam es, 
h e ’s h av in g  a great year, executin g 
really  w ell, throw s a great b a ll .”

A c c o rd in g  to  th e  ag reem en t, 
H u rd  a sk e d  C h a v fu l  la s t  y ear 
to  f in d  h im  10  k i lo g r a m s  o f  
c o c a in e ,  o r  a b o u t  22  p o u n d s . 
C h a v f u l  th e n  a l le g e d ly  t r ie d  
to  a r ra n g e  a  d e a l  w ith  p e o p le  
w h o  tu rn e d  o u t  to  he fe d e ra l  
in fo rm an ts. H e  w as reco rd ed  in 
N o v e m b e r  te llin g  an  in fo rm an t 
“n o t to  w orry ab ou t the paym en t 
for th e  d ru gs b e ca u se  H u rd  h ad  
m on ey ,” th e  ag re e m e n t sa id .

o f  c o c a in e  an d  2 0 0  p o u n d s  o f  
m a r i ju a n a  from  so m e o n e  w ho 
tu rn ed  ou t to  be an o th e r  in fo r­
m an t. H e  sa id  h e  c a lle d  H urd  —

liste d  in  h is  c e llp h o n e  c o n ta c ts  
as “ B ig  S a m ” —  to  le t h im  kn ow  
th e  d e a l h ad  b een  arran ged .

H u rd  h as  p re v io u s ly  p le a d ­
ed  n o t  gu ilty . P ro se c u to rs  la s t  
m o n th  f iled  a gu ilty  p le a  ag re e ­
m e n t  s i g n e d  b y  H u r d .  B u t  
E th in g to n  sa id  th e  d o c u m e n t  
w as a d raft an d  n o  p le a  ag re e ­
m e n t h a d  b e e n  re a c h e d . T h e  
U .S .  a t to r n e y ’s o ff ic e  h a s  n o t  
w ith draw n  th e  p le a  d o cu m e n ts , 
an d  H u rd  is e x p e c te d  to  ap p e ar  
in cou rt W edn esday.
