A FTER  TH E HOLIDAY 
FAMILY REUNION -  “ Ev­
en a long-awaited holiday 
family reunion can leave you 
feeling down,” says Dorthy 
Taylor, a family life specia­
list with the Texas A&M 
University Agricultural Ex­
tension Service home eco­
nomics program. She points 
out that family gatherings 
may require travel which 
leaves some family members 
tired and irritable. Even the 
most wonderful family re- 
imion disrupts mealtime and 
bedtime routines and can 
overwhelm us with more 
people than we’re used to 
being with at the same time. 
‘ ‘ Sometimes unresolved
em otions among family 
members surface under the 
pressures of holiday tension, 
and lead to depression for 
those involved,” explains 
the specialist. She advises 
trying to settle back into your 
usual routine as soon as 
possible. “ Practice tolerance 
and forgiveness,” she says, 
“ since people say and do 
things imder pressure that 
are not typical.”

The 1986-87 fall hunting 
season on deer and turkey 
will end on Sunday, Jan . 4. 
It’s been a boomer in most 
Texas counties including 
Coke. Although both species 
have not been as visible as in 
the past, due to heavy grow­
th of vegetation after re­
markable rains, most steady 
hunters were able to tag out. 
Deer have sported good ant­
lers which caused many li­
cense holders to hold out for 
a trophy buck. Whitetails 
were in excellent condition 
for the season and an unus­
ual number of small bucks 
with spikes and 4-point 
horns were seen in the field, 
leading officials to predict a 
good buck crop next year.

Quail hunting has general­
ly been a disappointment in 
this area. Good bird harvest 
was spotty with quail not 
making the good comeback 
expected from drought and 
fireeze damage of recent 
seasons. However, the sea­
son will remain open through 
Feb. 22 with a daily bag limit 
of 12. Legal shooting hours 
are V2 hour before sunrise to 
V2 hour after sunset.

Javalina hunting will also 
be open through Feb. 22 
with 2 hogs allowed.

Upcoming is the Mourning 
Dove, 10 day winter season. 
It will be open in the Central 
Zone, including Coke Coun­
ty, from Jan. 3, 1987 until 
Jan . 12, 1987. A good num­
ber of doves have migrated 
to feed and water in our area 
and are good large birds. 
Bag limits and hours are the 
same as for the fall season — 
12 birds per day from Y2 
hour before sunrise to sun­
set.

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‘ ‘BUYER’S REMORSE’ ’ 
A COMMON AILMENT

As the bills for holiday 
expenses come rolling in this 
month, many consumers will 
be feeling a good case of 
“buyer’s remorse” .

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District directors name 
conservationist of the year

The directors of the Coke 
County Soil & Water Con­
servation District selected 
Gerald Sandusky of Bronte 
as the 1986 Conservationist 
of the year. Sandusky is the 
retired head football coach of 
Bronte High School. Bom 
and raised in Coke Comity, 
Sandusky was a star fullback 
at Bronte H.S. who went on 
to play for Texas A&M 
University and Abilene 
Christian University. Own­
ership of the land which he 
operates is jointly held by 
Gerald; his brother Judge, a 
Hondo veterinarian; and his 
mother Ruth, of Bronte.

Sandusky has operated 
this stockfarm of 881 acres 
since 1968 and has consis- 
tantly maintained an excel­
lent grass cover on his 519 
acres of rangeland while 
applying good conservation 
farming techniques to over 
300 acres of cropland. Crops 
raised on the Sandusky farm 
were milo, small grains, 
forage sorghums and hay. 
The cropland is all of a very

sandy texture, highly inclin­
ed to blow - as any Coke 
County resident can readily 
believe. Therefore, Gerald 
has followed approved con­
servation farming and tillage 
methods to conserve the soil.

Approximately 150 acres 
has been rootplowed, about 
400 acres seeded to grasses 
and about eight miles of 
terraces constructed and 
maintained. Pasture defer­
ment and proper stocking 
has maintained in good con­
dition several fields seeded 
to improved grasses during 
the 1950’s - which is no 
easy feat in West Texas! 
Proper Grazing Use has been 
maintained, even through 
the last drought, by pasture 
rotation, use of forage crops, 
and the addition of needed 
watering locations.

Sandusky will be honored 
at a regional awards banquet 
in San Angelo on March 5, 
1987 at Angelo State Univer­
sity, where he will be award­
ed a plaque by the District.
