Senator Sims was in Ro­
bert Lee as part of the tour 
he began Sept. 1 with the 
purpose of visiting each 
county seat in the 35 coun­
ties of his district. The 25th 
senatorial district he repre­
sents is the largest such 
district in existence any­
where. The sparsely popula­
ted area of West Texas had 
to include the 35 counties to 
reach the required 500,000 
population for each senato­
rial district. Because of the 
vast region, he felt that his 
constituents were isolated 
from Austin and therefore 
Sims wanted to hold the 
get-acquainted public meet­
ings.

Patti Ivey, Coke County 
Democratic Chairman, in­
troduced the senator to a 
group of about 30 people. 
Sims is in his 5th year in the 
Texas Senate and has deve­
loped a basic, common sense 
understanding of the intri­
cate workings of state gov­
ernment. He spoke at length 
on a variety of subjects— 
sketching an overview of his 
district, the recently-passed 
tax bundle and short explan­
ations of the upcoming pro­
positions and referendums 
for the Nov. 3 special elec­
tion. Sims explained that his 
constituents vary greatly in 
their needs and interests. 
Many are family units but in 
the Comal County area of his 
district 33% or more resi­
dents are retired. He re­
marked with dry humor that 
he hears from these retirees 
often ‘ ‘and they don’t always 
write to tell me how cute and 
smart I am either” .

Senator Sims explained he 
voted for the tax biUs becau­
se with as much as 50% 
reduction in tax revenues 
from oil and gas, the budget 
was cut drastically. A neces­
sary large bite o f taxes goes 
to prisons at about $30 per 
day, per prisoner; Mental 
Health and Retardation 
takes $36 per resident; ed­
ucation costs range from 
Coke County, for instance, 
$3,500 per year to $6,000 per 
year in Iraan.

He is presently on 3 
committees— Natural Re­
sources, Economic Deve­
lopment, and Inter-govem- 
ment Relations.

GET LAWN IN SHAPE 
FOR SPRING

Hom eowners can take 
steps now to get their lawns 
in shape for next spring.

W eed, disease and insect 
control along with fall fertili­
zation can help get lawns off 
to a fast start next year.

Chinch bugs, white grûbs 
and armyworms must be 
controlled during last sum­
mer and fall. Insect damage 
weakens turf and allows 
weeds to invade the lawn. 
Timely applications of insec­
ticides such as diazinon or 
chlorpyrifos (Dursban) will 
control most lawn insect 
problems.

Fall fertilization maintains 
the lawn's green color and 
promotes early spring green- 
up. A dense, vigorous turf 
produced by proper fertiliza­
tion also keeps winter weeds 
from invading lawns.

It is reconunended to ap­
ply a complete fertilizer with 
a 3-1-2, 4-1-2 or similar ratio 
of nitrogen per 1,000. square 
feet.

If winter weeds have been 
a problem in past years, 
apply a preemergence herbi­
cide (chemical weed killer) 
for additional protection 
against weeds. Products con­
taining atrazine, benefin, 
bensulide, dacthal or similar 
materials provide preemerge 
control of many winter an­
nual weeds. Some preemer­
gence herbicides are avail­
able in formulations with 
fertilizers, which simplifies 
application.

Homeowneres are cau­
tioned to follow label instruc­
tions in regard to grass 
species and rates of applica­
tion when using herbicides. 
Materials containing atra­
zine should not be used 
around trees and shrubs.

As far as disease control is 
concerned, apply a fungicide 
on St. Augustine lawns to 
prevent damage firom brown 
patch. Not only is brown 
patch unsightly, but weeds 
will invade the lawn in 
disease-w eakened areas. 
Also, spring recovery is de­
layed in areas damaged by 
brown patch.

Fungicides containing 
PCNB (Terraclor, Ortho 
Lawn Fungicide), benomyl 
(Benlate, Tersan 1991) or 
chlorothalonil (Daconil) con­
trol brown patch when ap­
plied according to label in­
structions.

It is reconunended to raise 
the mowing height in Octo­
ber to or 3 inches for St. 
Augustine and 1 Vi or 2 
inches for Bermuda lawns. 
The taller grass provides 
more cover and insulation for 
the growing points of the 
grass and reduces the 
chance for winterkill.

Another fall task for home- 
owners is to remove excess 
accumulations of grass clip­
pings of tree leaves fi*om the 
lawn. The excess debris from 
these sources increases 
thatch accum ulation and 
creates a favorable habitat 
for insects and disease orga­
nisms.

WTU refund totals $4.6 million
West Texas Utilities Co. 

customers will receive ano­
ther fuel cost refund this 
month.

The refund, requested by 
the Company, was approved 
by the Public Utility Com­
mission of Texas and will 
total about $4.6 million. This 
includes actual over-collec­
tions of fuel costs firom 
December 1986 through July 
1987, plus interest.

The refunds will be credit­
ed to customer bills. A 
typical residential customer 
will receive a little more than 
$7. This is the sixth refund 
made to WTU retail custo­
mers since the summer of

1986.

The fuel rates charged to 
customers have been adjust­
ed with every refund, but the 
price of natural gas, WTU's 
main power plant boiler fuel 
during the period, has con­
tinued to decline.

Meanwhile, WTU is ex­
pecting a decision by the 
PUC in November regarding 
the Company’s request to 
increase its base rates. A 
hearing in the case ended 
September 16 and a final 
order from the three-mem­
ber PUC is expected in time 
to apply any rate change on 
December bills.

The Company had reques­
ted an increased to add $50.3 
million in annual revenues, 
which would bring the new 
coal-fired Oklaunion Power 
Station into the rate base.

Making Funeral 
Arrangements

The task of arranging a funeral 
for a loved one is not a typical con­
sumer transaction, but it is an area 
in which consumers need protection. 
A  grieving widow or child is often 
pushed into buying services the 
deceased would not have wanted and 
the survivors can ill afford. For this 
reason, both the Federal TVade Com­
mission (FTC) and the Tfexas legis­
lature have enacted laws to protect 
consumers buying funeral services.

Charges M ust Be 
Itemized

materials like heavy cardboard or 
com position materials (with or 
without an outside covering) or 
pouches of canvas.”

In many instances, funeral 
homes have sold “package deals” to 
consumers without explaining the 
cost of each item. Under FTC regula­
tions funeral providers must disclose 
the specific price for each of these ser­
vices: embalming, transportation of 
remains, use of facilities, caskets, 
outer burial containers, immediate 
burials and direct cremations. State 
law requires many of the same 
disclosures. Funeral directors must 
present consumers inquiring about 
funeral costs with an itemized retail 
price list for most services.

D isclosures Required 
By Law

In some cases, funeral homes 
have failed to dislose to consumers 
that embalming is not generally re­
quired by state law. My consumer 
protection attorneys have sued 
funeral homes failing to make this 
disclosure, and failing to inform con­
sumers about lower-priced caskets.

Federal law requires disclosure of 
retail prices of all outer burial con­
tainers offered. In addition, funeral 
directors must make the following 
disclosure concerning cremations; ‘If 
you want to arrange a direct crema­
tion, you can use an unfinished wood 
box or an alternative container. Alter­
native containers can be made of

Sealer caskets, which are design­
ed, when used properly, to prevent 
rapid deterioration of the body, pre­
sent another area of concern. Tfexas 
consumers have complained that 
they were sold sealer caskets but not 
informed that the particular 
cemetery or mausoleum would not 
provide an opportunity for sealing. It 
is a deceptive trade practice for the 
funeral provider to fail to disclose 
that the sealer will not be used, if he 
knows that fact, before the sale.

DON’T Go A lone

One of my employees who has in­
vestigated the funeral home industry 
has this advice for those faced with 
arranging a funeral: “Don’t go alone. 
Thke along a friend who is not so 
emotionally involved with your 
deceased loved one. He or she will be 
able to help you make decisions. If 
you know that a loved one is ter­
minally ill, ask him what type of 
funeral he would like to have Chances 
are, he won’t want you to spend a lot 
of money on the funeral.”
