Wind research at Texas Tech may be picking 
up speed next year with the help of $3.8 million 
from the federal government.

With the support of U.S. Rep. Larry Combest, 
a bill directing the U.S. Commerce Department 
to fund Tech’s Wind Engineering Research Cen­
ter has sailed through the House and Senate and 
is awaiting the president’s signature.

The center studies the damage caused by hur­
ricanes and tornadoes in an effort to reduce their 
toll on human lives and property damage, said 
Kishor Mehta, director of the center.

The center itself began out of a tragedy, said 
Mehta, a Horn professor of civil engineering. One 
of the worst tornadoes this area has ever seen hit 
Lubbock May 11,1970, carving a swathe of de­
struction through the downtown area. Several 
Tech professors examined and documented the 
damage, and the idea of an institute devoted to 
the study of severe winds was bom.

The center is a cooperative venture between 
Tech’s civil engineering, meteorology, architec­
ture and economics departments, Mehta said. It 
studies wind conditions, documents damages 
from major storms across the country and tries 
to devise ways to limit the damages to people 
and property.

One of the center’s on-going projects is study­
ing the ability of doppler radar to detect where 
tornadoes will appear and how intense they will 
be, he said. Another is developing ways to retro­
fit old homes so they will be more resistant to 
storms without rebuilding the entire home.

With the help of federal funding, Mehta hopes 
to expand several of the center’s programs, he 
said. Researchers are hoping to expand their re­
search into the construction of storm shelters in­
side buildings.

Engineers often call the center with questions 
about designing wind-resistant structures, and 
part of the federal money would go to a wind 
science and engineering information center to 
handle calls and requests for information, he said.

The money also would fund research into the 
economic impact of wind storms on communi­
ties and the state, Mehta said.

Keith Williams, press secretary for Combest, 
said the center is important to West Texas with 
its history of severe wind problems, and it brings 
recognition to the area.

“Tech is just about world renowned in the area 
of wind research," Williams said.

The combination of the program's recognition, 
its track record of success and the community 
interest in severe wind research makes a power­
ful case in favor of the funding, Williams said.

The funding measure is pan of the bill which 
funds the Commerce Department, Justice Depart­
ment and State Department. Although the presi­
dent is not expected to veto the bill, certain pro­
visions still could be struck with the line-item 
veto.

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
Strengthening his hand in the 
standoff with Iraq, President 
Clinton ordered a fresh buildup 
of U.S. firepower in the Persian 
Gulf Tuesday even as signs 
emerged of an accelerated push 
for a diplomatic solution.

Clinton told the Air Force to 
dispatch six of its F-117 stealth 
fighters, six B-52 long-range 
bombers and four refueling 
planes. Pentagon officials said 
the decision was based in part 
on a heightened state of alert by 
Iraq's air defenses.

orders planes to Gulf
A U-2 surveillance plane 

flew over Iraq without incident
— despite Iraqi threats — and 
the Pentagon said at least one 
more mission would be flown 
this week.

The fresh warplanes are to 
arrive in the region by the end 
of the week, officials said.

Pentagon spokesman Ken­
neth Bacon said the president 
also authorized Gen. Anthony 
Zinni, commander of U.S. 
forces in the Middle East, to 
send up to 30 other warplanes
— including F-15 and F-16

fighters and B-l bombers — if 
he deemed it necessary.

The president’s national se­
curity adviser, Sandy Berger, 
said the addition of U.S. air­
craft, pushing the total to more 
than 300 in the Gulf region, was 
a precautionary step — not a 
signal that Clinton had con­
cluded a military clash was in­
evitable.

“This is part of our effort to 
be prepared in a prudent way for 
any contingency that may arise 
in the region," Berger said at the 
White House.

The United States had about 
1,700 combat aircraft in the 
Gulf during the 1991 war 
against Iraq.

Berger said the buildup was 
not related to a U-2 surveillance 
flight over Iraq Tuesday morn­
ing. The spy plane, operating in 
support of U.N. efforts to moni­
tor Iraq's weapons program, 
completed its mission without 
incident, he said.

Iraq had threatened to shoot 
down the U-2, but U.S. officials 
said it did not try.

Bacon said the U-2 flew for

about one hour just west of 
Baghdad, and he added that at 
least one more surveillance mis­
sion would be flown by the end 
of the week.

Berger confirmed that the 
Clinton administration was pre­
pared to consider altering a 
U.N. “oil-for-food” program 
under which Iraq currently is 
allowed to buy $4 billion a year 
in food and medicine from 
U.N.-supervised Iraqi oil export 
revenue. One possibility is that 
Iraq would be allowed to buy 
more goods.

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Food bank gives area more than meals

The 40,000-square-foot 
warehouse is hidden on the east 
side of Lubbock past shopping 
centers and grocery stores, but 
inside anyone can find a sea of 
boxes filled to the brim with 
food.

Daily shipments of bread, 
fresh produce, meat, dairy prod­
ucts and just about anything you 
can imagine is inside, usually 
being sorted through by volun­
teers who put the food into 
boxes. The food boxes are pre­
pared by people who care and 
then given to people in need.

Sometimes pumpkins, 
Christmas trees and even poin- 
settias are donated to make 
people’s holidays a little 
brighter. The South Plains Food 
Bank, 4610 Locust Ave., not 
only provides food for the body, 
but also food for the soul.

Since its beginning in 1983, 
the South Plains Food Bank has 
grown enormously. Each year 
the organization provides

enough food to feed 16,000 
people per day. It serves a 40- 
county area and provides food 
to 270 different agencies such 
as churches or social agencies.

“There are a lot of hungry 
people in Lubbock," said David 
Weaver, executive director of 
the food bank. "There are a lot 
of people who receive help from 
the food bank; it makes all the 
difference in the world in those 
people’s lives."

The food bank has three 
types of agencies that serve the 
needy and homeless in Lubbock 
and the surrounding area. One 
agency that is unique to any of 
the other 185 food banks in the 
country is the voucher program, 
which allows people to come 
and receive prepared boxes of 
food.

The other two programs are 
the pantry agency, which pro­
vides food in bulk, and the on­
site feeding agency, which pro­
vides food to different shelters 
around the area such as 
churches and Women's Protec-

Militants claim liability for Egyptian massacre
■  Tourists 
quickly 
fleeing 
country

LUXOR, Egypt (AP) — 
Militants blamed for most of the 
violence in Egypt's five-year 
Islamic rebellion claimed re­
sponsibility Tuesday for the 
revolt's deadliest attack: the 
massacre of 62 people at an an­
cient temple crowded with tour­
ists.

The al-Gamaa al-Islamiya, 
or the Islamic Group, said in a 
faxed statement that Monday's 
attack was a failed attempt to

take hostages to trade for the 
freedom of their spiritual leader, 
a blind Egyptian cleric jailed in 
the United States for plotting to 
bomb New York landmarks.

The sandstone terraces of the 
Temple of Hatshepsut were 
bloodstained Tuesday, but doz­
ens of tourists warily returned. 
Many others were fleeing the 
country, however, and agencies 
were scrapping tours — spell­
ing trouble for Egypt's impor­

tant tourism industry.
President Hosni Mubarak 

visited the temple on the Nile 
River’s West Bank across from 
Luxur to reassure tourists and 
replaced his interior minister, 
blaming him for lax security.

Thirty-one of the dead were 
Swiss, police said.

The others included eight 
Japanese, five Germans, four 
Britons — including a child — 
a Bulgarian, a Colombian and a

French citizen.
Seven of the dead were still 

unidentified.
There were 24 people 

wounded.
Police shot the six attackers 

as they tried to escape.
Authorities said one was a 

member of al-Gamaa, the group 
that claimed responsibility for 
the attack.

Al-Gamaa has been a main 
target of police battling a vio­

lent campaign aimed at over­
throwing Mubarak's secular 
government and turning Egypt 
into a strict Islamic state.

The government has arrested 
and jailed thousands of sus­
pected radicals, put hundreds on 
trial and executed 63 people in 
the past five years.

But al-Gamaa and similar 
radical groups are difficult to 
fight because of their small, 
loosely connected cells.

Five Texas Tech faculty 
members will be recognized to­
day for outstanding teaching 
abilities.

A committee of Texas Tech’s 
Omicron Delta Kappa and Mor­
tar Board members selected the 
five student-nominated faculty 
members, who will learn of 
their recognition upon arriving 
at school today when they find 
their office doors decorated.

The esteemed faculty mem­

bers also will receive a plaque 
at a reception Friday and will 
be honored at the Tech football 
game Saturday.

ODK and M ortar Board 
members distributed nomina­
tion forms to Tech student or­
ganizations in October giving 
students the opportunity to 
nominate a favorite instructor.

Students submitted nomina­
tions explaining how a specific 
faculty member positively im­
pacted the educational lives of 
students.

Last week, committee mem-

bers reviewed about 35 nomi­
nations and selected the faculty 
honorées based on the students' 
descriptions, said Jarrett 
Andrews, president of Mortar 
Board and a senior political sci­
ence major from Cameron.

"In the first years of a 
student's career, whether or not 
they get interested in school 
depends largely on the teachers 
they have," Andrews said.

"We select teachers who help 
students to develop a passion to 
acquire knowledge."

The two organizations have

hosted Faculty Recognition 
Week for about 20 years, said 
Ben Trotter, faculty adviser for 
Mortar Board.

“It's been a long-standing 
project of Mortar Board and 
ODK," Trotter said.

“It gives the students the op­
portunity to recognize faculty 
that they believe made signifi­
cant contributions. It’s different 
from other things that (are) uni­
versity recognized. This is stu­
dent recognized"

In recent years, members of 
Mortar Board and ODK hon-

ored each of the five faculty 
members on a different day of 
the week.

For efficiency purposes, this 
year is the first year for all of 
the faculty honorees to be rec­
ognized on the same day, said 
Tim McCavit, faculty recogni­
tion chair for Mortar Board.

“ I just think that faculty 
don’t get positive responses 
from students enough,’’ 
McCavit said. "That’s why I 
think this is a worthwhile thing. 
It’s a good honor because it is 
totally student-nominated."

HOUSTON (AP) — Gov. 
George W. Bush gathered with 
industry officials at the Port of 
Houston Tuesday to announce 
an effort to reduce pollution 
from older plants while Bush’s 
new Democratic opponent criti­
cized the plan.

"We can have both clean air 
and jobs in the state of Texas," 
Bush said while standing in a 
warehouse at the port, which 
includes the largest petrochemi­
cal complex in the world.

Ten companies, including 
Valero Energy Corp., Houston 
Lighting & Power Co. and 
Marathon Oil Co., have pledged 
to reduce emissions from 
"grandfathered” facilities — 
plants that either were in exist­
ence or under construction 
when Texas adopted the Clean 
Air Act in 1971. The plants were 
exempted from having to get 
permits because it was believed 
they either would be modern­
ized or closed over time.

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School bus falls in to  river, 
at least 30 ch ild ren  k illed

NEW DELHI, India (AP) — 
Divers and fishermen used nets to pull 
children dressed in blue-and-white 
school uniforms from a New Delhi 
river Tuesday after an overcrowded 
bus plunged into the shallow, murky 
water.

At least 30 children died and about 
20 were missing.

Witnesses said the driver was rac­
ing another bus when his vehicle skid­
ded off a bridge, plunging 50 feet into 
the Yamuna River.

Some students told a local TV net­
work they had asked the driver to slow 
down, but he did not.

More than 60 people were injured.
Sahib Singh Verma, New Delhi's 

chief minister, said 28 children were 
confirmed dead and at least 20 were 
missing hours after the morning ac­
cident.

Later, Press Trust o f India news 
agency said two more bodies had 
been recovered, raising the death 
loll to 30.

The bus had a capacity of 60, 
Verma said, but was carrying 112 
children from primary- to high- 
school age, a driver, a custodian and 
three teachers.

Divers, police and volunteers in 
boats searched the slow-moving river 
to retrieve the dead and injured — 
girls in their white tunics and blue

sweaters, boys in white pants and 
shirts.

Rescuers draped the children over 
their shoulders and ran to waiting 
ambulances.

School officials checked homes 
to see whether some children may 
have swum to shore and walked 
home.

Most of the injured were treated 
for minor injuries and released.

Four, including the driver, re­
mained hospitaliz.ed Tuesday after­
noon.

The narrow hospital corridors 
were crowded with wailing parents 
trying to find copies of the casualty 
list.

The school had no list of the stu­
dents traveling on the bus.

Outside, about 100 children gath­
ered, yelling out criticisms of the 
principal for allowing the bus to be 
overcrowded.

“ We have complained a lot of 
times (about overloading), but noth­
ing was done,” Ravi Kumar, who lost 
his daughter, told the Press Trust of 
India.

The accident was under investi­
gation, and Verma ordered the sus­
pension of the principal and the po­
lice officer in charge of traffic in the
area.

“ If negligence is proven, strict 
action will be taken against those in­
volved," the chief minister said.

He also announced a two-day 
mourning period and said the gov­
ernment would pay about $2,800 to 
the families of the dead and $280 to 
the families of the injured.

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Galleries undergo renovations, name change

This past year, the Forum on the 
Visual Arts Galleries has undergone 
many renovations to advance its qual­
ity and accessibility to further serve 
Tech students and the Lubbock com­
munity.

The latest of these renovations 
came when the FOVA Galleries name 
was changed to Landmark Arts: The 
Galleries of Texas Tech University.

“One of the reasons we changed 
the name was that the old name did 
not give a good description of what 
we wanted to get through to the com­

munity,” said Ken Bloom, gallery di­
rector.

The name, however, is not the only 
aspect of the 
galleries that 
has changed.
With the new 
name came a 
new program 
that “empha­
sizes contem­
porary fine 
arts exhibi­
tions and education and plans to 
project fine arts programming into the 
forefront of university and Lubbock 
community interests,” Bloom said.

Bloom said there are four galler­
ies which will be represented at the 
Landmark Arts. The main gallery. 

L a n d m a r k  
Gallery, will 
be used spe­
cifically for 
high-quality 
art and exhibi­
tions.

“The Land­
mark Gallery 
gives us a 

place to show professional art and 
expose students to high-quality con­
temporary art,” Bloom said.

Any student who pursues a

master’s degree in fine arts is required 
to have a show exhibiting his or her 
artwork. At Landmark Arts, the Stu­
dio Gallery is specifically set aside for 
students who are fulfilling their re­
quirements.

The Photo Gallery and the Sculp­
ture Alternative Gallery will be used 
for professional and amateur artists 
to display their artwork.

Bloom said not only do the galler­
ies offer a chance for the artist to be 
seen, but also they open a cultural ex­
perience to those who attend any part 
of the galleries.

“All four of the new galleries are 
part of a larger plan to present a di­

versity of programs to demonstrate a 
wide variety of many different forms 
of art,” Bloom said.

With the new galleries. Bloom said 
exhibitions, symposia and workshops, 
publications and hands-on experience 
with professional artists will be of­
fered at Landmark Arts. Through 
these programs, Landmark Arts hopes 
to reach out to Lubbock residents, as 
well as Tech students, and involve 
them in the art department at Tech.

Linda Billings, a third-year master 
of fine arts student from Brownfield 
and a part-time worker with the gal­
leries, finds these new programs to be 
a great asset to the changes the art gal­

leries are undergoing.
“The programs will include a wide 

diversity of art for the students to en­
joy," Billings said. “We will have 
something for everyone, and the new 
galleries are user-friendly."

The official unveiling of the new 
name will be Dec. 5 when the Land­
mark Galleries presents “ New 
Works.”

Throughout all the changes that 
FOVA/Landmark Arts is going 
through, Billings said the purpose is 
still the same.

"We hope to make it more accessible 
to those who want to come and view 
high-quality artwork,” Billings said.

Food bank offers students 
chance to volunteer services

The South Plains Food Bank of­
fers a plethora of services and vol­
unteer opportunities under its huge 
umbrella of programs.

Because 90 percent of the 
work force at the food bank are 
volunteers, the agency relies 
heavily upon volunteer work­
ers from the community and 
Texas Tech.

Everything from sorting 
food, answering phones or 
loading trucks are some of 
the many volunteer op­
portunities the founda 
tion offers. \ __

“It is rewarding to 
volunteer here,” said volunteer 
Dorine Harbin.

Harbin has volunteered at the 
food bank since its opening in 1983.

“We used to have a little room 
where we used to sit on the floorand 
sort things out," she said. “Now it 
has grown into a huge operation."

Harbin, a retired school teacher 
and a Tech graduate, volunteers her 
time by answering phones each 
Tuesday morning and then helps sort 
food in the aftermxtns. She goes to 
home-bound clients and takes food 
boxes to those who cannot drive to

pick up the boxes themselves. She 
is called the “Angel of Mercy” 
around the bank.

“1 think we (volunteers) defi­
nitely make a difference," Harbin 
said. “It’s rewarding to see so 

many people who need 
help and offer it to 
them.”

Each holiday season, 
the food bank provides 
about 5,000 families 

with holiday food boxes. 
The boxes contain 150 

pounds of food, which 
includes a turkey. 

Last Saturday, 
about 100 Tech stu­
dents volunteered 

their time to help 
prepare the Christmas food boxes. 
Tech students can volunteer 
through the Community Action 
Network on campus

Scllie Shine, director of exter­
nal relations, said the food bank 
relies heavily on volunteers from 
Tech.

“Tech plays a large role in what 
we do," Shine said. “We couldn’t 
serve the agencies or we couldn't 
function period without the help of 
the volunteers.”

tive Services.
“Our mission at the food bank 

is to feed the needy with food that 
would normally be wasted," said 
Sellie Shine, director of external 
relations.

Recycling and reusing is a big

part the food bank’s mission and is 
the way it is able to provide and ob­
tain food. The food bank receives no 
government funding and is supported 
locally only through donations.

The food bank has 22 community 
gardens, an apple orchard and even a 
herd of emu. Each day the food bank 
goes on bread runs to local bakeries 
and receives bread donations. Other

ways the bank receives food are 
through donations or buying whole­
sale products.

Shine said contaminated or spoiled 
food is put into the “pig box.” Area 
pig farmers then can come get the 
food, and in return, they donate a 
whole pork, which is distributed to the 
needy, every three months.

"We recycle everything out here,"

Shine said. “Nothing goes to 
waste."

Shine said she feels good about 
the job she does.

"There is always something go­
ing on out here," Shine said. “It’s 
a very exciting job. I go home ev­
ery night completely exhausted, 
but I feel good knowing I’ve 
helped somebody out."

SGA supports university improvements for retention

The Texas Tech Board of Regents 
recently proposed a significant in­
crease in admissions standards. This 
proposal would drastically change 
admissions standards at Texas Tech 
University.

The Student Government Associa­
tion presented a response to the Board 
of Regents' proposal on admission 
standards at the Nov. 7 board meet­

ing. The SGA’s response addressed 
several ideas listed in the regents' pro­
posal. According to the statistics com­
piled by the regents, Texas Tech 
graduates only 35 percent of all en­
tering freshman within five years. 
Also, Tech ranks dead last among 
other Big 12 Universities in retention 
and graduation rates.

Retention of students is the driv­
ing theme throughout the regents’ 
proposal, and the solution for solv­
ing the retention problem is question­
able.

In order to increase retention rates, 
the regents suggest that the university 
focus on admitting students with 
higher SAT scores and better high 
school class rankings.

This proposal does not address the 
issue of how we bridge the gap be­

tween entering freshman and gradu­
ating students. Increasing the quality 
of students is admirable so long as 
Tech has the facilities in place and the 
guidance necessary to graduate these 
students.

There are many areas on this cam­
pus that need improvement. I hear stu­
dents constantly complaining about 
problems they experience with differ­
ent departments on campus.

Of course you cannot expect ev­
ery department to be perfect, but if 
we intend to be competitive, there arc 
many things we should do to ensure 
that every student at Tech is receiv­
ing the highest caliber of service.

An example of a problem area on 
campus is registration. I think it’s a 
shame that students, after waiting in 
line for sometimes two hours, find

themselves in front of a computer 
with someone telling them, “I’m sorry 
you will have to get your card signed 
again by our adviser, or I’m sorry the 
classes are full.” Then the student 
stands in another line to see an ad­
viser, and the frustrating cycle con­
tinues.

The process needs to be reorga­
nized so students arc not continuously 
left running in circles. The university 
should use whatever means necessary 
to bring required services to the stu­
dent. Among other areas, academic- 
advising needs improvement. Some 
of the advisers at this university are 
not equipped with the knowledge and 
skills necessary to advise students. We 
must focus on personalizing service 
so students can make reasonable 
choices. In the discussion of retention

rates, the question is asked, “Why do 
students become frustrated and some­
times leave Texas Tech?”

They leave because they refuse to 
accept the inadequacies found on the 
Tech campus. We can recruit great 
students and limit admission to only 
the scholarly, but until we begin to 
improve the services offered on cam­
pus, scholarly and not so scholarly 
students will seek an education else­
where.

Our academic standards have 
steadily increased throughout the last 
10 years, and it seems appropriate to 
place emphasis on improving the 
campus structure for facilitating the 
educational process. I would encour­
age the Board of Regents to consider 
these suggestions. Retention rates will 
increase when Texas Tech begins to

cater to the needs of individuals and 
when Tech begins to cultivate a more 
learning environment. This is an ob­
jective that will require the full sup­
port of students, staff and faculty.

Let me not forget to mention we 
have a great university and great 
people working for the students. If 
the regents believe there are improve­
ments needed, then we must focus 
on making improvements that truly 
will have an impact.

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Switzer says Blake 
should launch option

TULSA, Okla. (AP) — Okla­
homa coach John Blake should 
have launched the option offense 
he wanted from the start instead 
of catering to a highly-recruited 
quarterback, Dallas Cowboys 
coach Barry Switzer said.

The former Sooners coach said 
he supports Blake as solidly as he 
did two years ago when he recom­
mended him for the job. But 
Switzer said Blake should have 
decided immediately on the op­
tion, even at the risk of losing quar­
terback Justin Fuente.

“John got caught in a situation 
like a lot of young coaches do,” 
Switzer told the Tulsa World for a 
story Tuesday. “They had a quar­
terback there who was highly-re­
cruited. Well, John was told, ‘He's 
going to leave. He's going to trans­
fer if they change (offenses).’

“ He should’ve said, ‘I’m going 
to run what I want. Those who 
want to stay, stay. Those who want 
to go, go.’ ”

Fuente, a former Union High 
School quarterback, was a unani­

mous pick for Offensive Player of 
the Year in Oklahoma. He set the 
state season record for 2,934 pass­
ing yards, threw 6,119 carrier yards 
and 68 touchdowns while operat­
ing out of a no-huddle attack.

Fuente continues to be 
Oklahoma’s best passer, but he is 
its worst runner. Fuente and Eric 
Moore have alternated as starter the 
past two seasons. But in recent 
games, Blake has started option 
quarterback Brandon Daniels.

Switzer said the Sooners are 
two years behind because Blake 
didn’t make the decision to go with 
the option until midway through 
his second season.

"John should’ve done it the first 
day he was there and hired those 
people who can do it," he said. "He 
should’ve told the personnel, too, 
instead of placating everybody."

The Sooners are 3-8 this year 
with one more game to play at Big 
12 South Division co-leader Texas 
Tech. Oklahoma finished 3-8 last 
season, the worst record in school 
history.

Lethridge prepared for end

When the scoreboard runs out of 
time Saturday in the Texas Tech- 
Oklahoma football game, it will mark 
more than just the end of the football 
season for both teams. It will mark 
the end of senior quarterback Zebbie 
Lethridge’s career.

Lethridge is the winningest quar­
terback in Tech history, leading the 
Red Raiders to 
28 victories, one 
c o n f e r e n c e  
cham pionship  
and three bowl 
games in his 
four-year starting 
career. Yet he re­
mains unappreci­
ated by many 
Tech fans.

“I don’t guess 
Zebbie will ever 
get the respect he 
deserves,” Tech coach Spike Dykes 
said. "Maybe several years from now 
people will see that Zebbie wasn't bad 
at all."

On the contrary.
This season, Lethridge is among 

the Big 12 leaders in passing. The 
senior from Lubbock’s Estacado High 
School will miss leading Tech (6-4 
overall, 5-2 Big 12) to a fourth-con­
secutive bowl game only because 
school administrators removed the 
team from eligibility for postseason 
consideration.

Otherwise, Tech would be headed 
for a showdow n with No. 3 Nebraska 
in the Big 12 Championship with a 
win over the Sooners.

Lethridge said he is disappointed 
about not being able to participate.

“Bowl games are a lot of fun to go 
to," Lethridge said.

“They are kind of like a reward for 
a long season of work. It’s disappoint­
ing to know we have a capable team, 
but we’re going to be left out."

Lethridge said playing for the Big 
12 South title is motivation enough.

What baffles most observers is the 
seeming lack of respect for Lethridge 
among Tech fans.

Despite being the only quarterback

in school history to lead Tech to four 
consecutive winning seasons, 
Lethridge is constantly heckled at 
home games. Second-string quarter­
back Rob Peters seems to be the fan 
favorite.

"You have to take criticism if you 
are going to be the quarterback,” 
Lethridge said.

"Fans are either totally behind you 
or totally against you. I know my 
teammates are always believing in 

me. That’s what 
matters the 
most."

L e t h r i d g e  
likely will go 
down, sta tisti­
cally speaking, 
as the best quar­
terback in school 
history.

He is second 
in school history 
with 42 touch­
downs and 508 

completions going into Saturday's 
game. He joins Robert Hall and Billy 
Joe Tolliver in the top three of all 
major passing categories, including 
pass completions, touchdowns, at­
tempts and yards.

Lethridge credits some of the lack 
of respect to the surrounding talent. 
For three years. All-American I-back 
Byron Hanspard was the focal point 
of Tech’s offense. Hanspard left after 
his junior season to enter the NFL 
draft, and suddenly Lethridge was the 
lone offensive leader.

After Hanspard left, many critics 
picked Tech as a four- or five-win 
team.

"Most everybody underestimated 
us." Lethridge said. "We were picked 
behind almost everyone. I don't re­
member seeing anyone pick us to win 
this many games"

For Dykes’ part, he refers to 
Lethridge as "the most fierce competi­
tor I have ever been around."

"He is also a difficult player to pre­
pare for,” Dykes said. “You ask the 
coaches of the teams we play, and 
they'll tell you how dangerous Zebbie 
is."

Dykes said Lethridge’s style of 
play is smart, safe and effective.

"A lot of times, fans get to booing 
when they see one of his passes hit in 
front of a receiver," Dykes said. "But 
he plays a great game every week. 
He’s only thrown a couple of inter­
ceptions all season. That’s because he 
only throws the ball where our guys 
can catch it."

Entering the Oklahoma game. 
Lethridge is 28-18 as a starter.

Perhaps the best barometer of his

respect is to ask players like line­
backer Eric Butler, who has been with 
Lethridge all four years.

"Man. Zebbie is a great quarter- 
hack." Butler said.

“We’ve had a really good offense 
the whole time he has been here. He’s 
led us to winning seasons and bowl 
games every season.

"You can’t say anything more than 
that."

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Rockets giving their best 
to halt early season limp

HOUSTON (AP)— The Hous­
ton Rockets have lost to the worst 
and to the best.

The Philadelphia 76ers earned 
their first victory against the Rock­
ets last Wednesday and the Los 
Angeles Lakers extended their 
winning streak to seven in a row 
Friday night.

The Rockets have feuded 
openly and made up privately. And 
while trying to search for the right 
mix. Charles Barkley is on the in­
jury list. Again.

What’s wrong here?
“We’ve forgotten how to win,” 

guard Mario Elie said. “ We've 
been in all the games except Se­
attle. In my five years here we used 
to win those close games and this 
year we're not. It’s a matter of ex­
ecution here and there and we win 
the games.”

The Rockets have been accused 
of being an old team with 30- 
something super stars Hakeem 
Olajuwon, Clyde Drexler and 
Barkley. Now they're playing like 
they’re old. but coach Rudy 
Tomjanovich sees only a lack of 
execution.

November is usually kinder to 
the Rockets. They have a 50-8 
record for November from 1993 
through last season. They started 
last season 15-1 and had a 14-0

November in 1993.
The Rockets started Tuesday 

night’s game against the New York 
Knicks 3-5.

“ You can’t get spoiled," 
Tomjanovich said. “What we did 
(in previous Novembers) was the 
result of hard work not just be­
cause it was November. We 
haven’t put the ball in the basket 
and we haven’t stopped it from 
going in on the other end.

"That's what it’s all about, not 
because it’s the lllh month, or I’m 
a Sagittarius, that makes it work."

Olajuwon, Barkley and Drexler 
quarreled after a one-point loss to 
the Portland Trail Blazers Nov. 7 
when Olajuwon complained he 
wasn’t a part of the game plan.

Then, with the Rockets rally­
ing in the fourth quarter against the 
Lakers, Olajuwon didn’t want to 
return to the game because he felt 
the chemistry was working better 
with Kevin Willis teaming with 
Barkley.

But Tomjanovich assures 
there’s no problem with Olajuwon.

“ He’s had a couple of down 
games when he hasn't scored but 
we’ve also had situations where 
somebody else had a big game," 
Tomjanovich said. “But I have tre­
mendous confidence in him. Ev­
erybody has periods like that.”

Plans under way for Tech tennis facility

During the Texas Tech’s Board of 
Regents Nov. 7 meeting, the regents 
approved plans to construct a new 
Athletic Tennis Complex for Tech’s 
tennis program.

Tech Director of Tennis Tim Siegel 
said the Red Raiders are in serious 
need of a facility they can use for play, 
practice and recruitment of tennis 
players.

“Every coach would love to up­
grade their facilities,” Siegel said. "1 
came here in the spring of 1993, and 
besides trying to build the tennis pro­
gram, my immediate concern was to

bring Texas Tech a quality tennis fa­
cility that is appealing to any school 
in the conference, region or nation.”

To help with funding, Siegel said 
he formed a committee three years 
ago in Lubbock to help raise money 
and awareness of the goal.

“This approval could not have hap­
pened without the help of the local 
community, (Athletic Director) 
Gerald Myers, Chancellor (John) 
Montford, and Dub Rushing,” Siegel 
said. “These strides I think will im­
prove our program in many ways, but 
to be a Top 20 team and to bring in 
top recruits, we have to provide a 
quality facility.”

Siegel said the quality of the ten­

nis teams also have helped gain a ten­
nis facility.

“The men’s team has done very 
well by going to the NCAA Tourna­
ment three out of four times (in the 
last four years) and has been in the 
Top 30,” he said. “The women’s team 
has also improved drastically.”

To make room for the new facil­
ity, current tennis courts at Eighth 
Street and Akron Avenue would be 
demolished along with part of a Z-1 
Residence Hall parking lot.

The building of the complex also 
would force the permanent closing of 
Eighth Street.

The plans for the new facility con­
sist of 12 tennis courts, which include

two stadium competition courts, ath­
lete dressing rooms, restrooms and 
concessions.

Parking will be moved south of the 
facility and would provide closer 
parking for students living in the Gor- 
don/Bledsoe Residence Hall Com­
plex.

Funding for the new facility is en­
tirely from private donations, 
Montford said.

“1 want to stress that this project 
cannot surpass any other academic 
projects on campus," Montford said. 
“I do feel that for Tech to compete in 
the Big 12, it is important that we have 
a quality tennis facility here at Texas 
Tech.”

Cavan leads SMU to first winning season since death penalty
DALLAS (AP) — Ever since the 

hatchet fell on Southern Methodist 
football a decade ago, the Mustangs 
have been trying to overcome the 
stigma of being the only program shut 
down by the NCAA.

This year— with a winning record 
secured, a bowl berth likely and a 
conference title possible — first-year 
coach Mike Cavan may have finally 
done it.

“ I think we’ve hit some milestones 
in that direction,” athletic director Jim 
Copeland said Tuesday.

SMU has won five straight games 
for the first time since 1984 and 
clinched its first winning season since 
'86. A victory Thursday night over

winless Texas Christian coupled with 
a Tulsa victory over New Mexico 
Saturday would give the Mustangs the 
Western Athletic Conference’s Moun­
tain Division title and a spot in (he 
league’s championship game.

Regardless of what happens this 
weekend, SMU (6-4, 5-2) has a good 
chance of receiving a bowl bid.

“There’s a lot of things out there, 
but nothing means anything unless we 
win (Thursday),’’ Cavan said. “ Let’s 
win this game, if at all possible, then 
we can all sit around and have fun 
speculating about what's next.”

The Mustangs have been trying to 
move forward since Feb. 25, 1987, 
when the NCAA issued its first and 
only death penalty, forcing SMU to 
give up football for a year because of 
repeated rules violations.

The once-proud program that pro­
duced Doak Walker, Don Meredith 
and Eric Dickerson was banned from

1987 and chose to skip 1988. The 
Mustangs then won only 18 games 
from 1989-96.

Tom Rossley, who coached all but 
the first two years, was fired last No­
vember and replaced a month later by 
Cavan, who had kick-started mori­
bund programs at Division II Valdosta 
State and, more, recently. Division I- 
AA East Tennessee State.
