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Board drops complaint by Tech professor

A Texas Tech professor’s com-
plaint filed against Tech adminis-
tration was dismissed earlier this
week by state officials.

The Texas State Board of Pub-
lic Accountancy dismissed the
complaint filed by Kathleen
Hennessey, International Center
for Information Research director,
against Tech’s Office of Internal
Audit and Frances Grogan, inter-
nal auditor.

Hennessey said she was not sur-
prised by the decision the board

Circle

“They are political appointees,’
she said. “We expected that (deci-
sion).”

Hennessey filed the complaint
August 17, almost a year ago. It
stated that an audit of the infor-
mation research center had not
been performed using professional
standards.

“I’ve worked with auditors for
more than 40 years,” Hennessey
said.

“I'have never seen anything like
this audit report. It was an attempt
at harassment.”

Hennessey filed the complaint

’

last year when an audit was per-
formed on the research center.

She said the audit was per-
formed due to her unpopular views
regarding the golf course that will
be built on Tech grassland cur-
rently used for research and teach-
ing.

“I was just trying to bring it to
the Board of Regents’ attention
that we don’t need a golf course,”
she said.

“There is no academic core to
their concerns and interests, and
that’s the problem.”

She said just wants to be left
alone do her work.

“I want to do research,”
Hennessey said. “I want to teach.
I want to make a contribution to
knowledge for the next genera-
tion.”

William Treacy, accountancy
board executive director, said the
review committee found no vio-
lations in the audit.

*“The committee met twice in the
last six months,” he said. “The
committee had looked at it twice
and came to the same conclusion
both times.”

John Opperman, vice chancel-
lor for finance and administration,
said the office was pleased about

the dismissal.

“We feel like the board made the
correct decision, the one that we
expected.” he said. “We're satis-
fied with the outcome, obviously.”

In a separate complaint filed by
the Texas Faculty Association on
Hennessey’s behalf against
Grogan and other Tech adminis-
trators, mediation sessions have
been recommended.

The sessions will be non-bind-
ing because the mediator can only
make suggestions or recommen-
dations.

No mediator has yet been
agreed upon by both parties.

Part of apartments destroyed by fire

A section of the Jefferson Com-
mons apartment complex was set
aflame Tuesday night when an air-
conditioning construction worker
left hot solder which later ignited
flammable materials in the attic.

The fire occurred within a com-
plex which was still under con-
struction and did not pose a threat
to tenants currently living at
Jefferson Commons, said Janet
Shriner, a representative of the
apartment complex.

The apartment complex is lo-
cated at 1002 Franford Ave.

Shriner said the problem
stemmed from a worker who was
soldering copper piping.

After the worker left the build-
ing, the hot solder ignited flam-
mable materials within the attic of
the complex.

The fire department was con-
tacted at 9:38 p.m. and firefighters
arrived on the scene about four
minutes later.

They continued to control the
fire throughout the night, and by
morning investigators had discov-
ered the cause.

Mark Ethridge, a spokesman for
the Lubbock Fire Department, said
the estimated cost of the damages
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Cleaning Up: A fire in an attic Tuesday in one part of the Jefferson Commons apartment
complex at 1002 Frankford Ave. caused around $700,000 worth of damage. The com-
plex will be composed of 80 percent Tech students in the fall.

to the complex will cost around
$700,000.

“The fire walls designed to pro-
tect the actual building worked in
restraining the damage to only the
roof,” said Ethridge. *But the
water and smoke damage to the
entire building will require even
more money.”

Even though the fire did not af-
fect the first two floors, Shriner
says the entire building will prob-
ably have to be rebuilt.

The complex’s residents this fall
will be 80 percent Texas Tech stu-
dents, Shriner said. And although
the apartments have only been
open for less than five months and

are still under construction, the fire
damage will not affect those who
were scheduled to move in this
fall.

“We have already called the
residents who were to be living in
those apartments and assigned
them to different buildings,”
Shriner said.

Times Square
shuts down
after accident

NEW YORK (AP) The
Crossroads of the World are closed
for repairs.

Hundreds of businesses in
world-famous Times Square
including theaters, hotels, restau-
rants and other mainstays of the
tourist trade — have been shut
down along with many of the
streets since Tuesday, when a con-
struction scaffold collapsed just
off Broadway.

“New York is so much nicer this
way,” Kimilee Washburn, a teen-
ager visiting from Little Rock,
Ark., said as she ventured out into
the empty traffic lanes.

Try telling that to the businesses
losing money or the commuters
who must walk blocks out of their
way to get to their jobs in the heart
of the city.

At the 627-room Millennium
Hotel, 303 rooms were closed and
parts of the first floor were cor-
doned off with crime-scene tape.
General manager Michael Littler
said he had lost half a million dol-
lars and sent home 150 workers
Even rooms that were open were
vacant because people were afraid

“Rightly so, they are staying
away,” he said.

Mayor Rudolph Giuliani la-
mented the ““millions and mil-
lions™ in lost tourist dollars but
reminded everyone that only four
theaters are closed. Putting a posi
tive spin on the situation, he de-
scribed Times Square as a “pedes-
trian mall™ and said some people
have asked him to keep it traffic-
free for good. (‘1 don’t think I can
do that,” he said.)

“It’s the uniqueness of being
able to stand in the middle of
Times Square — when it’s not
New Year’s Eve,” Bret Wilson of
Scarsdale said.
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Depot District avenues change to two-way

Two-way traffic will soon be
allowed on Texas Avenue and
Buddy Holly Avenue after a unani-
mous vote Tuesday by the
Citizen’s Traffic Commission.

After a survey was conducted
among businesses in the Depot
District in November and then
again earlier this month, a public
hearing was called in order to re-
ceive public input.

The surveys revealed 49 prop-
erty owners were in favor of the
change, while 11 were against the
proposal.

Tuesday’s hearing brought
about an even more enthusiastic
response, with no opposed votes.

“This is yet another example of
the city working pro-actively with
the businesses to try and make the
downtown area more user
friendly,” said City Traffic Engi-
neer Jere Hart.

Hart said the commission will
try to make the change this fall as
part of the street beautification

project in the downtown Depot
District.

The change would only effect
Texas Avenue and Buddy Holly
Avenue between 19th Street and
Broadway Avenue, with the north
sections of the streets remaining
one way.

Because the streets were origi-
nally two-way nearly 20 years
ago, the cost of changing them
back should be minimal, Hart said.

“The roads will need to be
restriped and some of the traffic
signals will need to be moved
around,” said Hart.

“But the foundations and poles
are still in place from 20 years ago

when the \lruls were originally
two-way.”

The change should cost less than
$5,000 and will also benefit eco-
nomically from being added as
part of the beautification project,
Hart said.

Kurt McMillan,
Bleacher’s Sports Cafe, said the
change would not only benefit
traffic, but would also benefit the
local businesses in the district.

“Changing the traffic to both
ways would make driving easier,
and as a result, commerce in the
Depot District would improve,”
McMillan said.

The original intent of the change
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to one-way traffic 20 years ago
was to make accidents less likely
during heavy traffic hours.

But because a lot of the other
streets surrounding the Depot Dis-
trict aren’t one way, the streets
actually confuse drivers and in-
crease the risk of accidents,

McMillan said.

“On any given night you’ll no-
tice a number of cars turning the
wrong way onto Buddy Holly (Av-
enue),” McMillan said of the cur-
rent traffic situation.

“This should actually increasc
the safety even more.”

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Flighty ‘Ally McBeal’ charms Emmy voters

LOS ANGELES (AP) — “Ally
McBeal,” the hit Fox series about
a flighty, mini-skirted lawyer that
has stirred water-cooler debate
over whether it has set feminism
back, received 10 Emmy nomina-
tions Thursday, including best
comedy and best actress for star
Calista Flockhart.

The show, still in its first sea-
son, was topped in the comedy
category only by NBC’s
“Frasier,” which got 11 nomina-
tions.

“From the Earth to the Moon,”
HBO’s 12-part, Tom Hanks-pro-
duced story of the space program,
received 17 nominations to be-
come the most-nominated entry
overall this year. Its success only
confirms the big networks’ fears
of cable’s growing competitive
power.

Other top competitors included
NBC’s “ER” and Fox’s “The X-
Files,” with 16 bids nominations
each, and the NBC miniseries
“Merlin” with 15.

“Ally McBeal” creator-pro-
ducer David E. Kelley gambled
that his hourlong series about
oddball lawyers and their oddball
love lives would fare better in the
comedy category than in the
drama category. The comedy cat-
egory is usually limited to half-
hour sitcoms, but producers can
enter shows almost any way they
want.

“Ally McBeal” has generated
water-cooler buzz and good rat-
ings, with some complaining that
its image of a man-hungry lawyer
who plays on her sexuality is a
blow to modern womanhood.

Kelley also scored a coup with

a best drama nomination for his
other legal show, ABC’s “The
Practice,” and with writing nomi-
nations for both series. Never be-
fore has a producer had two series
nominated as best comedy and
drama in one year.

““He could end up winning both
sides and be the spoiler at
‘Frasier’s’ party this time,” said
Thomas O’Neil, author of the
book “The Emmys.” The NBC
sitcom will set a record if it wins
its fifth best-comedy Emmy.

The 50th anniversary Emmy
ceremony will be on NBC on Sept.
13.

NBC was the most-honored net-
work Thursday, with 86 nomina-
tions, followed by HBO with 72,
ABC with 54 and CBS with 36.
Fox received 35, while Turner
Network Television got 18.

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Coaches in pressure cooker say it’s no big deal

DALLAS (AP) — In a profes-
sion where pressure and scrutiny
are as much facts of life as grav-
ity, Colorado coach Rick
Neuheisel and lowa State’s Dan
McCarney face more than their
share of both in 1998.

But neither would say so Thurs-
day as Big 12 Conference coaches
and players gathered to talk about
their teams’ chances this season.

There also was plenty of talk
about forgetting last season from
Neuheisel, McCarney,
Oklahoma’s John Blake and Texas
Tech coach Spike Dykes, whose
team remains under the dark cloud

of a pending NCAA decision on
sanctions for rules violations.

“We went through a whole year
of turmoil,” Dykes said. *Nobody
ever asked about our players. Ev-
erybody wanted to know about the
NCAA. ... It was just a nightmare
season. You're glad when it’s over
with.”

Neuheisel, whose team went 5-
6 last season after going 20-4 his
first two years, knows the feeling.
The Buffs were technically re-
duced to winless after they re-
ported having used an ineligible
player.

“When you have a season like

we had it takes awhile to get that
taste out of your mouth,” he said.

Despite Colorado’s 1997 flop,
Neuheisel said he doesn’t feel any
additional pressure to win.

“It seems to me that every year
has been a pivotal year in my ca-
reer,” he said. *'1 went from two
years of ‘please stay’ to one year
of ‘please go.” So I'm somewhere
in the middle of that, and hope-
fully I' ve learned to gain perspec-
tive. I’'m never going to be as good
as everybody thought I was and
I'm never going to be as bad as
everybody thought [ was. I'm just
going to do the very best I can, and

I can live with that.”

Blake, 7-16 in his third year with
the Sooners, is hoping for his first
winning season.

derstand the situation,” he said.
