Families who host for RLE. are 
also eligible to claim a $50.00 
per month charitable contribu­
tion deduction on their itemized 
tax returns for each month they 
host a sponsored student.

For the upcoming programs, 
RLE. has students from 
Germany, the Former Soviet 
Union, Venezuela, Argentina, 
Brazil, Macedonia, Hungary, 
Korea, Mexico, Australia, 
Yugoslavia, China, and many 
other countries. RLE. is also par­
ticipating in two special 
government-funded programs to 
bring scholarship students from 
the Newly Independent States of 
the former Soviet Union as well 
as predominantly Islamic coun­
tries such as Yemen, Syria, 
Jordan, Morocco, Kuwait, Iraq

and Qatar to the United States. 
RLE. is a non-profit educational 
organization that has sponsored 
more than 25,000 students from 
45 countries since its founding 
in 1975. The organization is des­
ignated by the United States 
Department of State and is listed 
by the Council on Standards for 
International Educational Travel 
(CSIET), certifying that the 
organization complies with the 
standards set forth in CSIET’s 
Standards for International 
Educational Travel Programs» 

Doty encourages families to 
contact the program immedi­
ately, as it will allow the proper 
time for the students and hosts to 
get to know one another before 
they actually meet for the first 
time.

From observations made 
th roughou t the Concho 
Valley, it appears that con­
tro l sp rays shou ld  be 
applied May 13th through 
May 17th.

The adult pecan nut 
casebearer is a gray moth 
about 1/3 inch long. These 
moths fly at n ight and 
spend the day in conceal­
m ent. The casebearer 
moth deposits from 50 to 
150 eggs on the tips of 
developing nutlets. These 
eggs are barely visible by 
the naked eye and are 
greenish white when first 
laid.

The first generation lar­
vae hatch in four to five 
days and migrate below to 
feed on buds. Nut penetra­
tion follows a day or two 
after this outside activity. 
This is the critical state of 
co n tro l. When young 
worms are working over a 
c luster o f pecans, they 
deposit waste m aterial in 
pellets around the entra^nce 
holes. When this frass is 
observed, control becomes 
difficult. Chemical sprays 
will not penetrate the nut 
to k ill the bu rrow ing  
worms. Complete clusters 
can be destroyed by one 
d ev e lo p in g  c a se b e a re r  
larva. All indications are 
that a light to m oderate 
population of casebearers 
are present this year.

Many pecan trees have 
large nut sets following last 
year’s freeze and dry weather. 
These trees might best spend 
their energy on developing a 
healthy canopy of leaves. 
Therefore; spraying these 
trees for pecan nut case­
bearer and saving all the

pecans might be counter­
productive to the overall 
tree health. If water for 
irrigation is limited, losing 
some nuts may benefit 
overall tree health.

Nitrogen fertilizer is the 
key to good leaf produc­
tio n  and f il le d  nu ts . 
Vegetative shoots on bear­
ing trees should grow 6 to 
12 inches annually. Ones 
m aking m ore than 12 
inches of shoot growth are 
receiving too much n itro ­
gen. Apply nitrogen fertil­
izer beginning in early 
spring before pecan buds 
begin to break. Two or 
three applications may be 
necessary  to obtain the 
needed growth, especially 
if you are limited on water 
availability.

For hom eow ners the 
suggested pecan nut case­
b eare r con tro l can be 
a c h ie v e d  by u s in g  
M ala th io n  50% liq u id  
mixed at 2 1/2 tablespoons 
per gallon of water. The 
trees need to be wet thor­
oughly for good control.

To control zinc rossette 
problems which is charac­
terized by small light col­
ored leaves, the addition 
of zinc sulfate or other 
approved zinc solutions 
can be applied with most 
all pecan sprays. The 
amount to use is 2 te a ­
spoons per gallon of water or 2 
pounds per 100 gallons of water.

Be careful not to get the 
zinc spray on peach or 
ap rico t trees  to avoid 
severe burning of leaves.

Bright outlook 
for graduates

Those donning caps and 
gowns this year may have more 
to celebrate than their college 
diplomas. Forty-one percent of 
executives surveyed said their 
firms are more active in recruit­
ing university granduates now 
than they were five years ago. 
Only 13 percent reported slow­
ing their college recruting 
efforts.

The national survey includes

responses from 150 senior 
executives-including those from 
human resources, finance and 
marketing departments-with the 
nation’s 1,000 largest compa­
nies. It was conducted by 'an 
independent research firm and 
developed by Accountemps, the 
world’s first and largest special­
ized staffing service for tempo­
rary accounting, finance and 
bookkeeping professionals.

Executives were asked, “Is 
your firm more or less active in 
recruiting entry-level candidates 
from colleges now than it was 
five years ago?” Their 
responses: Significantly more- 
14%; somewhat more-27%; 
about the same-37%; somewhat 
less-9%; significantly less-4%; 
do not recruit from colleges-3%; 
don’t know-6%.

“As the hiring environment 
has become increasingly com­
petitive, demand for recent 
graduates also has risen,” said 
Max Messmer, chairman of 
Accountemps and author of 
Managing Your Career For 
Dummies (John Wiley & Sons, 
Inc.). “Yet, the best positions 
still go to the most resourceful 
job seekers. An active employ­
ment search that includes exten­
sive networking can help candi­
dates learn about unadvertised 
job openings and .determine 
which organizations have the 
most to offer them.”

Messmer recommends new 
graduates look beyond compen­
sation and job title when evalu­
ating employment offers. “Ed­
ucation doesn’t end with gradua­
tion. The first position out of 
college should provide learning 
opportunities that will serve as 
building blocks for the future 
career success,” he said. He 
suggests considering the follow­
ing questions:

*Will I have a mentor? Will 
your direct supervisor be suppor­
tive of your professional 
growth? Will this person be

Ill advised job 
interview tactics

While most job seekers strive 
to make a positive impression 
when meeting with hiring man­
agers, a recent survey suggests 
others seem to go out of their 
way to remove themselves from 
consideration. Executives were 
asked to describe the most inap­
propriate comments candidates 
have made during employment 
interviews. The responses 
ranged from the applicant who 
declared she didn’t want to work 
hard to the person who argued 
the job requirements were 
wrong-she then fell asleep.

The national survey includes 
responses from 150 senior 
executives-including those from 
human resources, finance and 
marketing departments-with the 
nation’s 1,000 largest compa­
nies. It was conducted by an 
independent research firm and 
developed by Accountemps, the 
world’s first and largest special­
ized staffing service for tempo­
rary accounting, finance and 
bookkeeping professionals.

Executives were asked, “What is 
the most inappropriate thing a can­
didate has said during a job inter­
view?” Here are some of their 
responses:

*One candidate cursed during 
the interview.

*An applicant stated that there 
was nothing I could tell him he 
didn’t already know; he said he 
knew everything about our 
business.

*A person argued that the 
requirements for hiring were 
wrong-and then fell asleep.

“Job seekers should take a 
moment to compose their thoughts 
before they speak and focus their 
comments on the specific knowl­
edge and experience they can bring 
to the position,” said Max 
Messmer, ch a irm an  of 
Accountemps and author of 
Managing Your Career For 
Dummies (John Wiley & Sons, 
Inc.). “Interviews provide an 
opportunity for employers to 
become more acquainted with ̂ li-  
cants. Hiring managers are look­
ing for candor, professionalism 
and a glimpse into the candidate’s 
personality.”

These applicants may have been 
too candid:

*The candidate told me that she 
didn’t want to work hard.

*One prospect told me all of the 
reasons he shouldn’t be hired.

*An individual applied for a cus­
tomer service job, and when asked 
what he might not like about the 
job, he said, ‘dealing with people.

*The applicant told me he 
really was not interested in 
the position , but he liked 
that we allowed for a lot of 
time off.

*The candidate said she would 
really prefer a job offer from our 
competitor.

In checkout lines all across 
Texas, consumers watch as 
items are scanned, knowing 
they will have to pay the 
price the store charges plus 
state sales tax on the total. 
Until recently, the federal 
government even taxed you 
on the part of your income 
you had already used to pay 
state sales tax, but that 
changed after a victory in 
Congress for the people of 
Texas.

State governments have 
various options for raising 
revenue. Some levy income 
taxes, some use sales taxes 
and others use a combination 
of the two. But until 
Congress passed tax cuts in 
2004, Texas was effectively 
penalized for exercising its 
independence in choosing not 
to assess an income tax. 
(When I was state treasurer, I 
fought efforts to pass a state 
income tax in Texas and we 
won.)

Citizens of other states who 
pay state income taxes have 
long been able to offset some 
of what they pay by deduct­
ing their state income tax on 
their federal tax returns. But 
those paying only a sales tax, 
like Texans, could not deduct 
their state taxes. This law 
was grossly unfair to Texans, 
and was costing Texas tax­
payers almost $1 billion a 
year.

So, Texans had their pur­
chases taxed by the state 
government, and then they 
were taxed by the federal 
government on the income 
they had just used to pay the 
sales tax.

with me to have Texans pay­
ing additional taxes on the 
very money they used to pay 
their state tax.

All Americans should be 
treated equally when it comes 
to deducting their state taxes, 
whether they pay state 
income taxes or sales taxes. 
I worked with fellow Texan, 
Congressman Kevin Brady, 
to include this deduction in 
the tax relief bill of 2004. 
This deduction can make a 
difference. A family of four 
in Texas that itemizes and 
uses the sales tax deduction 
saves about $408 a year in 
federal income taxes. Until 
last year, Texas taxpayers did 
not have the ability to deduct 
their sales taxes. Now they 
do.

This deduction was set to 
expire this year, but I am 
working to change that. I 
pushed for the inclusion of a 
two-year state and local sales tax 
deduction extension in the 2005 tax 
bill, and I am happy to report 
to you that the U.S. Senate 
responded by passing the Tax 
Relief Extension Act last 
year. Now we need to get the 
full Congress to pass the extension 
so that Texas will continue to have 
the same tax relief opportunities as 
the rest of the nation.

This extension is a good 
start, but I am far from fin­
ished pursuing fairness for 
Texans. This deduction must be 
made permanent, and I will continue 
to fight for this in the Senate.

Sales tax deductibility is 
not only an issue of funda­

mental tax fairness, but is 
also an economic stimulus 
that creates jobs and 
improves the lives of the 55 
million Americans living in 
the seven states which do not 
levy income taxes, but do levy 
sales taxes (Alaska, Florida, 
Nevada, South Dakota, Washington 
and Wyoming).

Texans have the right to 
choose their own method of 
assessing state taxes. Taxing 
on income tends to discour­
age people from trying to 
earn more because the gov­
ernment takes more money 
for each extra dollar earned. 
On the other hand, collecting 
money through a sales tax 
tends to encourage people to 
save money because you are not 
taxed on money you do not spend. 
This, in turn, motivates people to 
plan for the future, setting money 
aside for retirement, college 
and health care expenses.

We do not tell other states 
to tax our way, and we 
should not be penalized for 
not following their way 
either. When the federal gov­
ernment fails to put our method of 
taxing on equal footing with other 
methods, it interferes with our right 
to govern ourselves as we see fit.

You work hard for your 
money, and I do not want the 
federal government reaching 
into your pockets to take 
money that it is not entitled 
to. There are too many taxes 
already, and double-taxing 
Texans because we choose 
not to have a state income tax 
is unacceptable.

Producers may 
lease their CRP out for graz­
ing but only for the amount 
that their CRP Payment is to 
be reduced by.

Producers who wish to hay or 
graze must visit the county ofl&ce 
and make a request and outline m^s 
of the fields to be hayed or grazed 
before any haying or grazing can 
take place. Producers must also sign 
and date a‘ register for haying or 
grazing at this same time. This will 
authorize the reduction of the CRP ' 
payment by 25%.

Waters
Today’s s u p e r m a r k e t  

shelves offer bottled waters, 
some flavored, others plain, 
but what do the terms mean? 
According to the FDA:

♦Artesian water is a certain 
type of well water, collected 
without mechanical pumping. 
The well must tap a confined 
aquifer that has water stand­
ing much higher than the 
rock, gravel, or sand. An 
aquifer is an underground 
layer of rock or sand with 
water.

♦Well water is collected 
from an underground aquifer, 
too, but with a mechanical 
pump.

♦Drinking water is bottled 
water from an approved 
source. It must meet state and 
federal standards and go 
through minimal filtration 
and disinfection.

♦Mineral water contains 
minerals at a standard level, 
no less than 250 parts per 
million of total dissolved sol­
ids, or minerals. These min­
erals must be naturally pre­
sent, not added. If the level is 
less than 500 ppm, it will be 
labeled “low mineral con­
tent” if higher than, 1500 
ppm, “high mineral content.”

♦Purified water has been 
processed to remove minerals 
and other solids. The process 
may be distillation, deioniza­
tion, reverse osmosis, or 
another suitable process. Tip: 
“Purified” doesn’t mean that 
purified water is any more 
pure or better' for you than 
tap.

♦Distilled water, which is 
one type of purified water

has been evaporated to 
steam, then recondensed to 
remove minerals.

♦Sparkling water is water 
with a fizz. Either carbon 
dioxide is added, or water is 
naturally carbonated. If car­
bon dioxide is added, it can 
not have any more than its 
naturally carbonated level. It 
can be labeled as natural 
sparkling water only if there 
is no added carbonation. 
Seltzer, tonic water, and club 
soda are considered soft 
drinks, not sparkling water, 
and may contain sugar and 
calories.

♦Spring water comes from 
an underground source and 
naturally flows to the sur­
face. It must be collected at 
the spring or through a bored 
hole that taps an underground 
source of the spring. If it is 
collected by an external (not 
natural force) it must have 
the same composition and 
physical qualities (perhaps 
carbonated) as the naturally 
flowing spring water.

Lawn & Garden  
Check l i s t

Vegetables & Herbs: May 
is one of our peak harvest 
seasons in the vegetable gar­
den. Many of the warm sea­
son crops such as squash, 
beans, and tomatoes are rip­
ening now. Pick vegetables 
while at their peak of quality. 
Green beans, for example, 
are their best while still 
young and tender. Left too 
long they tend to get tough 
and lose quality. Learn how 
to harvest each of the vegeta­
bles you grow at their peak 
of quality.

With the weather warming 
up most of our cool season 
vegetables are done. Pull out 
any that remain and work a 
couple of inches of compost 
into the soil to prepare for 
the next planting. Unless the 
next planting is a legume 
such as beans or peas, work 8 
to 10 cups of organic or 4 to 
5 cups of synthetic fertilizer 
per 100 square feet into the 
soil and mix it in about 3 to 4

inches deep.
Keep young growing vege­

tables moving along with 
light feedings with a soluble 
fertilizer such as one of the 
liquid feed products or a fish 
emulsion and seaweed solu­
tion. When they have a few 
true leaves and are well on 
their way, lightly work some 
fertilizer into the soil along­
side the row of plants. If you 
are using a low concentration 
organic product with a nitro­
gen content from 5 to 9 per­
cent, apply 2 cups per 10 feet 
of row. If using a synthetic 
product with 15 to 20 percent 
nitrogen, lower the rate to 1/2 
to 1 cup per 10 feet to avoid 
burning plants. Then mulch 
the soil surface well to help 
hold in moisture and deter 
weeds.

Trees, Shrubs & Vines: 
Any spring blooming shrubs 
that have not been pruned but 
which are in need of some 
shaping should be trimmed 
now. This gives them plenty 
of time to grow and set buds 
for next spring’s bloom 
season.

Roses are winding up their 
peak spring bloom, but more 
flushes of bloom are yet to 
come. Keep the plants vigor­
ous by adequate watering and 
fertilizing. Apply 2 table­
spoons of fertilizer in a cir­
cular area extending 2 feet 
out from each bust in all 
directions. Then lightly work 
this into the upper inch of 
soil surface and water in 
well. Repeat this feeding 
every month or so. Trim off 
spent blooms and maintain a 
good cover of mulch all 
summer.
Consider planting some vines for a 

break from the summer heat or to 
add vertical interest to the 
landscape. Arbors need a

good flowering vine to bring 
some graceful beauty to their 
otherwise barren right angled 
form. Fences also can be 
turned from boring to beauti­
ful with an appropriate vine. 
The sooner you start, the 
sooner your arbor, fence or 
porch post will be adorned 
with a beautiful woody, per­
ennial or annual vine.

New trees are now begin­
ning to become established 
and will benefit from some 
feeding. We want to get 
these trees up and going fast 
so we can enjoy lounging 
beneath their shade as soon 
as possible, right? Apply one 
or two cups of a 3-1-2 or 4-2- 
2 ratio fertilizer product per 
inch of trunk diameter. 
Sprinkle the fertilizer evenly 
throughout a large circular 
area extending out about 1 
1/2 times the branch spread 
of the tree. Then scratch it 
lightly into the surface inch 
or two of soil and water it in 
well. Repeat this again in 
early to mid summer. With 
mulch and moderate soil 
moisture such periodic feed­
ing each late winter, spring 
and summer can double the 
growth rate on your new 
shade tree, cutting the DTH 
(days to hammock) in half!

Lawns & Groundcovers: 
Our warm season turfgrasses 
love hot weather if provided 
with adequate moisture. The 
best watering regimen is a 
good soaking on an infre­
quent basis. We tend to 
water our lawns too little, too 
often which promotes dis­
eases and shallow rooting. In 
the absence of rainfall an 
inch of irrigation every 7 to 
14 days is adequate for sunny 
areas of the lawn.

If you did not fertilize in 
spring and the turf lacks good

color or vigor, a light appli­
cation of high nitrogen fertil­
izer can still be applied. One 
half to one pound of nitrogen 
per 1000 square feet is about 
right. Take the first number 
on the fertilizer bag and 
divide it into 100. That gives 
the number of pounds of fer­
tilizer needed to provide a 
pound of nitrogen. For 
example, with an 8-2-4 prod­
uct: 100 divided by 8 equals 
about 12. So it takes 6 to 12 
pounds of that fertilizer to 
get one half to one pound of 
nitrogen.

Over fertilizing the lawn 
results in extra mowing, shal­
low rooting, extra need for 
water, and greater suscepti­
bility to problems such as 
grubs, chinch bugs, and 
brown patch. Over the 
course of a growing season 
the clippings produced by 
your mower provide more 
nutrition to the soil than the 
fertilizer put out by your fer­
tilizer spreader.

Timely Tips: Houseplants 
struggling with low light lev­
els indoors can get a good 
boost if gradually moved to a 
very shady outdoor location. 
The light levels in a shady 
outdoor spot are much higher 
than most indoor locations.
Remember to fertilize your 

houseplants and keep them 
well watered as their water needs 
will increase significantly after the 
move outdoors.

Weeds can quickly invade 
flower and garden beds. Two 
insidious exam ples are 
Bermuda-grass and nutsedge. Give 
them an inch and they will indeed 
take over the entire bed.

Regular digging and spray­
ing are usually needed to shut 
down an invasion. If you 
wait to take action your task 
will increase several fold.
