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Come Together
Texas Monthly’s John Nova Lomax once wrote 

that a new generation was primed to revive the 
small tovra and that “a new crop of Texans has 
ditched the big city to foster a rural renaissance 
across the state.”

He talked about a couple who loved the Austin 
nightlife but got tired of paying rising rent as it 
climbed higher and higher. As they got older, spent 
more and more time working, had kids and more 
responsibilities, they saw the appeal of a more 
“ independent” life in the country. It would be less 
expensive, and the pace could slow down a bit. 
There was opportunity.

New pizzerias, coffee shops, bakeries, brewer­
ies and other small businesses have shown up on 
lots of historic town squares over the last decade, 
and many have been successful. Lomax described 
a “once placid and puritanical” Brenham, Texas, 
“now merry with wine, beer, and song.”

That may not be everyone’s idea of success, but 
there’s no denying that we have to have people 
living in our towns in order to have businesses. 
People want a reason to be part of a town’s culture, 
and they must have access to the things they need, 
or they won’t stay. The phrase “bread and circuses” 
does come to mind, but brain drain and lack of 
the necessities make us vulnerable to more than 
fleeting political agendas.

In an Agweek article by Jenny Schlecht from 
2019, a woman who grew up near Braddock, North 
Dakota, is quoted, joking that the population there 
was minus three. The woman was struggling to 
keep the local grocery store open. Another small­
town store owner stated, “ It isn’t just a matter of 
keeping stores alive. It’s a matter of keeping towns 
alive.”

The article goes on to discuss the ways small

town businesses have been working to find coop­
erative approaches to ordering and shipping so 
they can manage thin profit margins, while offering 
competitive prices. Another idea was creating a 
system of lockers that allows regional items to be 
purchased online from the nearest mom-and-pop 
store and delivered: like Amazon, but local.

Unfortunately, the trend toward growing (and 
saving) rural communities in Texas and through­
out other states swung back and forth a bit after 
2020 due to Covid. I still hear families talk. I see 
young families gasp at the city traffic, the insur­
ance, the housing market. More can be done to 
value and keep skill and talent here. We can turn 
our own attention to what we have and support 
our native and transplanted small businesses, 
musicians, plumbers, artists, mechanics, craft- 
ers, builders, and grocers. That requires not a loss 
of identity, but a commitment to survive through 
collaboration.

Arthur Morgan, a civil engineer who was 
recruited by President Franklin Roosevelt in the 
1930s to serve as the first chief of the newly created 
Tennessee Valley Authority had some experience 
in community planning and some ideas about the 
value of small towns. A pre-Covid 2017 article in the 
Atlantic by Brian Alexander mentioned his views.

In an essay, Morgan argued that to erode small­
town culture was to erode the culture of a nation.

“While many big city residents may not worry 
about the fate of small towns, Morgan believed 
they should because the ‘controlling factors of 
civilization are not art, business, science, govern­
ment. These are its fmits. The roots of civilization 
are elemental traits- goodwill, neighborliness, fair 
play, courage, tolerance, open-minded inquiry, 
patience.”

Absent lawmakers stymie spedai session
TEXAS PRESS ASSOCIATION

AUSTIN—Nearly 60 Texas 
House Democrats left the state 
last Monday for Washington, 
D.C. in an effort to stop passage 
of a Republican-led elections 
bill. This in effect blocks all leg­
islation since the House doesn’t 
have a quorum present. As the 
Austin Am erican-Statesm an 
and other media outlets re­
ported, Gov. Greg Abbott has 
threatened to arrest the absent 
lawmakers upon their return. 
While in Washington, the legis­
lators have met with Vice Presi­
dent Kamala Harris and several 
Democratic senators to push 
passage of a federal elections 
bill that is currently stalemated.

The House Democrats have 
vowed to stay in Washington 
imtil the special session ends on 
Aug. 7. They are using private 
funds as well as campaign ac­
counts to finance their decamp­
ment to the nation’s capital and 
are moimting fundraising cam­
paigns. San Antonio lawmaker 
Trey Martinez Fischer, one of the 
leaders of breaking the quorum, 
said Democrats are spending 
$10,000 a day for hotel rooms 
and meals.

Abbott has blasted the Dem­
ocrats’ absences as a “taxpayer- 
funded junket.”

ABBOTT ORDERS IHVESTIOATION 
OF JUVENILE JUSTICE DEPARTMENT.
Abbott last week directed the 
Texas Rangers to investigate 
“ multiple allegations” of po­
tentially illegal behavior among 
certain ^taff members of the 
Texas Juvenile Justice Depart­
ment. The department oper­
ates five secure facilities and 
six halfway houses across the 
state for youthful offenders. 
The move comes after numer­
ous complaints that children 
in state lockups are subject to 
widespread sexual assault and 
other violations.

In late 2020, Texas Appleseed 
and Disability Rights Texas filed 
a complaint with the Civil Rights 
Division of the U.S. Department 
of Justice, claiming “grievous 
violations of children’s consti­
tutional rights.”  TJJD has been 
under criticism for more than 
a decade for what critics term 
chronic understaffing, abuse 
and scandal, according to previ-

ous published reports.

INVASIVE SILVER CARP FOUND 
IN TEXAS WATERS. Invasive silver 
carp has been found in Texas 
waters, according to the Texas 
Parks and Wildlife Department. 
The invasive species was found 
in last month in Choctaw Creek, 
a tributary o f the Red River, 
about 15 miles downstream from 
Lake Texoma.

“ These are the first reports of 
silver carp from Texas waters, 
although they have previously 
been foimd in other areas of the 
Red River including just down­
stream from Lake Texoma in 
Oklahoma waters in 2019,” said 
Dan Bennett, TPWD fisheries 
management biologist. “ Inva­
sive carp pose a significant risk 
to Lake Texoma’s ecosystem and 
boaters and there is adequate 
flow and upstream river area 
for them to become established 
and reproduce in the lake if 
introduced.”

The carp are not native to the 
United States but have become 
prolific primarily in the Missis­
sippi River Basin. They compete 
with other species, such as shad 
and buffalo, and can even pose 
a risk to hum ans. They can 
jump up to 10 feet out of water 
when startled by boat engines, 
sometimes injuring boaters. 
Some can reach more than 4 
feet in length and weigh nearly 
90 pounds.

Anyone who catches either 
silver or bighead carp in Texas 
waters is asked to report the 
sighting with location informa­
tion and photos to Aquaticln- 
vasives(S)tpwd.texas.gov. Silver 
and bighead carp are prohibited 
exotic species in Texas and must 
be killed upon possession by 
beheading, gutting, gill-cutting 
or other means or placed on 
ice. Neither species can be pos­
sessed live.

FEDERAL FUNDING FOR BEHAV­
IORAL HEALTH SERVICES. The Texas 
Health and Human Services 
Commission is receiving more 
than $210  million in federal 
emergency funding for mental 
health and substance abuse 
prevention services in response 
to the Covid-19 pandemic.

“ The pandemic has created 
much higher demand for men­
tal health and substance use

disorder services across Texas,” 
said Sonja Gaines, HHS deputy 
executive com m issioner for 
Intellectual and Developmen­
tal Disability and Behavioral 
Health Services. “ The federal 
emergency funding will allow 
us to address challenges associ­
ated with the impact of Covid-19 
and help get Texans who need 
behavioral support on the road 
to recovery.”

The Centers for Disease Con­
trol and Prevention reported 
that drug overdose deaths set a 
record in 2020, driven primarily 
by opioids. HHSC is using the 
emergency funding to create 
and implement a number of 
initiatives, including expanded 
access to treatment and recov­
ery programs and diversion 
services that keep folks with 
m ental health or substance 
abuse issues out of jails and 
emergency rooms.

NEW COVID-19 CASES RISING 
SHARPLY. Largely because of the 
delta variant of Covid-19 and 
a large percentage of unvac­
cinated Texans, the number of 
new Covid-19 cases in Texas 
rose sharply in the past week, 
with 22,773 new cases reported 
by the Coronavirus Resource 
Center at Johns Hopkins Uni­
versity. That’s close to double 
the number of cases the week 
before, and deaths reported also 
increased to 192. The Centers 
for Disease Control reports that 
99% of deaths attributed to the 
virus are people who have not 
been vaccinated.

Hospitalizations of lab-con- 
firmed Covid-19 patients also 
rose sharply, to 2,834 currently 
in Texas hospitals as of Sunday. 
That’s up nearly 50% firom the 
previous week. The number of 
Texans who are fully vaccinated 
rose slightly to 12.353 million 
— 42.3% of all the total state 
population.

Ita lian  Cream Cake 
perfect fo r special events

Summer birthdays are fun—and I love to celebrate outdoors. 
When the calendar turns over to July, I like to start planning some­
thing special for my mom. She had a momentous birthday last year, 
so we only got to have a tiny-size celebration during the pandemic.

Italian Cream Cake is a bit of a tradition for my family. It typically 
signifies a special event for us. It’s nice for birthdays, and holidays, 
and I recall making it when my son was baptized.

There are various ways to make this decadent treat. We seem to 
enjoy it loaded with coconut and pecans, and with a cream cheese 
frosting. But I bet we wouldn’t turn down any version!

Thank goodness the situation with the pandemic is slowly chang­
ing and we can celebrate in large numbers this year.

Enjoy your summer events, and treat yourself to a slice of cake. 
Enjoy food made fresh!

Italian Cream Cake
cup (i stick) butter, softened 
cup vegetable shortening 

2 cups granulated sugar
5 eggs, room temperature 
2 cups all-purpose flour
1 teaspoon baking soda 
1 cup butter milk 
1 teaspoon vanilla extract 
1V2 cups sweetened flaked coconut 
1 cup chopped pecans

FROSTING
8 ounces cream cheese, softened 
V2 cup (1 stick) butter, softened
6 cups powdered sugar
1 teaspoon vanilla extract
2 to 3 tablespoons milk 
Pecans to decorated, if desired
Preheat oven to 350° F. Grease and flour three 8-inch, round cake 

pans. Tap out excess flour.
Whip the cream cheese and butter in a mixing bowl on medium 

speed until fluffy and well incorporated. Add sugar and continue 
beating on medium speed until blended. Add eggs, one at a time, 
while beating on medium speed.

Combine flour and baking soda and set aside. Add vanilla to but-

termilk. Add to egg mixture, alternating half the flour mixture, then 
half of the buttermilk mixture with mixer on low. Add remaining 
flour mixture, then remaining buttermilk mixture. Increase speed 
to medium, just until batter is smooth.

With mixer on low, add coconut and pecans.
Evenly distribute the batter between the 3 prepared pans. Bake 

in preheated oven for approximately 20 minutes or until a toothpick 
inserted into the center of the cakes comes out clean.

Let cool, and remove from pans.
To make the frosting, whip the cream cheese and butter together 

in a large.mixing bowl, with an electric mixer on medium. Reduce 
mixer speed to low and begin adding powdered sugar, one cup at 
a time. Add vanilla, then milk, one tablespoon at a time, until you 
Teach the right spreading consistency.

Brush the cake layers with a small silicone or other kitchen brush 
to remove excess crumbs. Place a small dollop of firosting on the 
center of a cake plate. This will help secure the cake and keep it from 
sliding. Place first layer on plate and frost the top surface. Continue 
with remaining layers. Use remaining frosting to frost the sides of 
the cake. Decorate with chopped or whole pecan halves for a pretty 
presentation and extra texture. Makes 12 servings.

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Griddles are w hafs hot
Griddles are back. Maybe pressure cookers 

will be next.
But wait. Don’t get nostalgic. It’s not your 

(grand)father’s griddle. I just saw one on Face- 
book.

“Joined the cult, currently seasoning” was the 
caption. (The shiny new surface was just begin­
ning to acquire a trusty patina.)

The snazzy device looked like a rich cousin to 
my Daddy’s old griddle. Was it even a griddle? 
I had to ask.

“ It is a griddle,” my Facebook friend said.
Griddles seem to be the hot new item in culi­

nary equipment. It’s always something.
To personally gauge the phenom enon, I 

dropped into Lowe’s, where griddles are selling 
like hotcakes. They had just one fancy new one in 
stock. The young but surprisingly griddle-sawy 
clerk said it would be gone in a day.

I couldn’t help but grill him a little. He told me 
his “Mim-mim” cooks on an old-style griddle at 
her house. Good for her.

Griddles may be griddles, but I myself think 
of Daddy’s and Mim-Mim’s as prototypical and 
all the newer ones as derivatives.

But let’s back up a little.
My first stop at Lowe’s was the customer ser­

vice desk. The person in charge was rather young. 
Her name was Sadie. Yes, “ ie” names, much like 
griddles, have enjoyed some fi:esh popularity in 
recent years.

My grandmother, Dessie, bom in 1884, had 
sisters Sadie and Hallie.

Old family anecdote from that era:
A schoolteacher cousin asked a little boy 

which of his big sisters was the older.
“Callie’s the oldest, but Effie’s legs is the big­

gest,” he explained.
If you’re counting, that’s five “ ie” names.
History repeats itself. Maybe “ie” names came 

and went even when people lived in caves. Can 
we count Barney and Betty Rubble? I guess not.

Back to Daddy’s griddle. I have griddle an­
ecdotes.

The griddle was key to the kitchen in our 1950s 
home-built camp trailer with its chuckwagon- 
esque (my spelling) rear kitchen (except the flap 
opened upward).

Could there be a fad down the road? Will 
luxury camping be defined not by amperage 
requirements (50 for those big rigs) but rather in 
terms of retinues and griddle cooks?

Probably not.
But it’s a safe bet the name “Belle” will make 

a comeback. It’s time.

USDA to provide pandemic assistance 
to livestock producers for anim al losses
Farm Service Agency w ill begin taking applications 
for indem nity program July 20
USDA I SPECIAL TO THE HESPERIAN-BEACON

WASHINGTON, July 13,2021 —  Livestock and poultry producers who suffered losses during the pandemic 
due to insufficient access to processing can apply for assistance for those losses and the cost of depopula­
tion and disposal of the animals. The U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) Secretary Vilsack announced the  
Pandemic Livestock Indemnity Program (PUP) in [recorded] remarks at the National Pork Industry Conference 
in Wisconsin Dells, Wl. The announcement is part of USDA's Pandemic Assistance for Producers initiative. 
Livestock and poultry producers can apply for assistance through USDA's Farm Service Agency (FSA) July 20 
through Sept. 17,2021.

The Consolidated Appropriations Act, 2021, authorized payments to producers for losses of livestock or 
poultry depopulated from March 1,2020 through December 26,2020, due to insufficient processing access 
as a result of the pandemic. PLiP payments will be based on 80% of the fair market value of the livestock and 
poultry and for the cost of depopulation and disposal of the animal. Eligible livestock and poultry include 
swine, chickens and turkeys, but pork producers are expected to be the primary recipients of the assistance.

"Throughout the pandemic, we learned very quickly the importance and vulnerability of the supply chain 
to our food supply,"said Agriculture Secretary Vilsack. "Many livestock producers had to make the unfortunate 
decision to depopulate their livestock inventory when there simply was no other option. This targeted as­
sistance will help livestock and poultry producers that were among the hardest hit by the pandemic alleviate 
some financial burden from these losses."

ADDITIONAL ASSISTANCE PLANNED
The previous administration proposed pandemic assistance using flat rates across the industry, which 

does not take into account the different levels of harm felt by different producers. Pork industry supported 
analysis projected that disruptions in processing capacity in the pork supply chain create a situation with small 
hog producers and especially those that sell on the spot market or negotiate prices, bear a disproportionate 
share of losses. USDA has examined the difference between the negotiated prices for hogs and the 5-year 
average and documented a significant drop during April through September of 2020 due to the pandemic. 
USDA has set aside up to $50 million in pandemic assistance funds to provide additional assistance for small 
hog producers that use the spot market or negotiate prices. Details on the additional targeted assistance are 
expected to be available this summer.

PLIP PROGRAM DETAILS
Eligible livestock must have been depopulated from March 1,2020 through December 26,2020, due to 

insufficient processing access as a result of the pandemic. Livestock must have been physically located in the  
U.S. or a territory of the U.S. at the time of depopulation.

Eligible livestock owners include persons or legal entities who, as of the day the eligible livestock was 
depopulated, had legal ownership of the livestock. Packers, live poultry dealers and contract growers are not 
eligible for PLIP.

PLIP payments compensate participants for 80% of both the loss of the eligible livestock or poultry and 
for the cost of depopulation and disposal based on a single payment rate per head. PLIP payments will be 
calculated by multiplying the number of head of eligible livestock or poultry by the payment rate per head, 
and then subtracting the amount of any payments the eligible livestock or poultry owner has received for 
disposal of the livestock or poultry under the Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS) Environmental 
Quality Incentives Program (EQIP) or a state program.The payments will also be reduced by any Coronavirus 
Food Assistance Program (CFAP1 and 2) payments paid on the same inventory of swine that were depopulated.

There is no per person or legal entity payment limitation on PLIP payments.To be eligible for payments, a 
person or legal entity must have an average adjusted gross income (AGI) of less than $900,000 for tax years 
2016,2017 and 2018.

APPLYING FOR ASSISTANCE ' ’ " ■ , . .
Eligible livestock and poultry producers can apply for PLIP starting July 20,2021, by completing the FSA-620, 

Pandemic Livestock Indemnity Program application, and submitting it to any FSA county office. Additional 
documentation may be required. Visit farmers.gov/plip for a copy of the Notice of Funding Availability and 
more information on how to apply.

Applications can be submitted to the FSA office at any USDA Service Center nationwide by mail, fax, hand 
delivery or via electronic means. To find your local FSA office, visit farmers.gov/service-locator. Livestock and 
poultry producers can also call 877-508-8364 to speakdirectly with a USDA employee ready to offer assistance.

As USDA looks to long-term solutions to build back a better food system, the Department is committed 
to delivering financial assistance to farmers, ranchers, and agricultural producers and businesses who have 
been impacted by COVID-19 market disruptions. Since USDA rolled out the Pandemic Assistance initiative 
in March, the Department has announced over $7 billion in assistance to producers and agriculture entities.

Lockney Hospital board: Mangold interviewing for new Œ 0
COMPILED FROM MINUTES

In the regular monthly meeting of the W.G. 
Mangold Hospital Board on June 30 Chief Execu­
tive Office Vince DiFranco presented a contract 
w ith Brenda Pallas for Respiratory Therapy 
Consulting services.

This service replaces the employment of a 
full-time staff member in this role. The hospital 
has been unsuccessful in recruiting a respiratory 
therapist for a full-time position so this arrange­
ment will allow the hospital to have a qualified 
respiratory therapist overseeing the service. A 
motion was made by Andy Ford to approve the 
contract. The motion was seconded by D'Lyn 
Morris and approved.

DiFranco presented an analysis by CHC Sup- 
plyTrust comparing the price the hospital pays 
for supplies between tw o group purchasingj i 
organizations (GPO). The analysis showed an 
average savings of more than 20 percent on 
direct match items. The Board discussed the  
additional purchase arrangements that may 
provide further savings. Andy Ford moved that 
LGHD enter into a GPO contract with CHC Sup­
ply Trust. The motion was seconded by Brent 
Barker and approved. DeFranco indicated that 
it may take 90-120 days to fully convert to the  
new GPO.

From the CFO's report DeFranco discussed 
the following for the May Financials:

The board reviewed the STATS report. Vol­
umes in May were much below those in April 
2021 in most categories.

Clinic volume for the providers was the low­
est since February. ER volume continued to be 
good. Five procedures were performed in May. 
Outpatient volume and revenue was strong in 
physical therapy. COVID related volume was low. 
Home Health had four additional admissions 
during the month.

Total cash increased for the month due to 
receipt of the 2020 cost report settlement. To­
tal cash is $2,775,326. This is over 90 days cash 
on hand. Gross patient revenue was $236,898 
below budget. The net loss for the month was 
$248,149 bringing the overall loss for the year 
to $512,586.

DiFranco said there will be another Inter­
governmental Transfer (IGT) in July as part of 
the State Medicaid program with will bring in 
additional cash to the hospital. Stimulus money 
in the amount of $100,000 for each rural health 
clinic was received for promotion of the CO- 
VID-19 vaccine. Brent Barker moved to accept 
the financial report. Andy Ford seconded the 
motion and it carried.

,,, ;| .The Board reviewed and accepted the Mecji-- 
, Csil Staff Report from May 27,2021 following a 
motion by D'Lyn Morris and a second by Andy 
Ford. DiFranco directed the Board members to 
page 20 of their packet to review the survey 
of the Radiology Department. He indicated 
that the follow-up information had been sent 
to Texas Department Health and the changes 
were accepted.

The Board reviewed the CEO report and 
took the following action: Following a motion 
by Andy Ford and a second by Brent Barker, 
trustees approved a contract with the new  
consulting dietician, Mitzi Miller.

in the CEO report DiFranco updated the  
board on COVID-19. He said, as of June 21st, 
Mangold had tested 2,196 patients. 1,754 have 
tested negative and 396 have tested positive. 0 
results are pending. The clinic in Silverton has 
begun collecting its own samples for COVID-19 
testing and has tested 5 patients with one posi­
tive result. Based on CDC recommendations, all 
visitors and staff in public areas of hospital are

required to wear a mask.
DiFranco said that marketing for the month 

included articles for the new cardiac monitoring 
service and ads for the Emergency Department.

He also said that the Hospital will partici­
pate with the City of Lockney, Lockney ISD and 
Lockney Economic Development on funding a 
one-year grant strategy with Azimuth Grants.

In other action DiFranco said he is beginning 
to schedule CFO candidate interviews in July, 
and the Early Business Office (EBO) service will 
begin on July 5th. This service begins working 
self-pay patient accounts within 30 days of the 
patient visit hoping to improve collections.
