Lockney Co-Op Gin under new management

Lockney C o -O p  G in  is 
under new  m anagem ent w ith 
the addition o f Clay Low - 
rance as G eneral M anager. 
Lowrance officially began his 
duties on A pril 16,2018.

“I t ’s fun!” stated  Low rance 
w hen asked how  he is adapt­
ing to  the C o -O p  organiza­
tion  verses the independent 
gin he was m anaging. “W h a t 
I ’m realizing is th a t this is a 
big family. They w an t you to 
be at your best, and they give 
you the tools you need to  be 
successful.”

W h e n  asked the  m ain d if­
ference betw een his earlier 
w ork and the  C o -O p  posi­
tion , Low rance explained, 
“A t M cCoy, I was in  the  gin 
all the tim e. H ere  at the C o ­
op, I find m yself needing to 
be in  the  office m ore.” As he 
spoke, one o f  the  employers

stopped at the  door and gave 
a b rie f report on a current 
m aintenance project. L ow ­
rance chipped in, “C harge 
on!” L ooking back at m e he 
added w ith  a smile, “There is 
always som ething going on .”

The G in  processed around 
39,000 bales, up from  the 
year before. “W e ju s t had  a 
lo t o f  sticks and cleaning is­
sues th is year. The trash  was 
choking up the m achines.” 
The prim ary  reason causing 
the gins to  run  in to  February 
and M arch.

W h ile  discussing the 
farm ing industry, Low rance 
po in ted  out, “T echnology is 
changing things. A  few years 
ago, it w ould take seven gal­
lons o f  w ater for an acre o f  
cottorL N ow  th a t drip  ir­
rigation  systems are being 
utilized, we can take care 
o f  th a t same acre w ith  only 
three gallons.” B u t w ith  the 
efficiency, the  cost o f  those

systems increases. “A ll those 
one-bu tton  tractors, com ­
b in e s ...th ey  cost $600,00, 
even $700,000 so today’s 
farm ers have to  have m ore 
ground to  farm  to make 
ends m eet.”

T hat is the prim ary  diffi­
culty in  farm ing today, b e ­
lieves Lowrance. “I t ’s hard 
to  get started. L and  is hard  
to  com e by and is expen­
sive, especially land in  the 
same general area. E qu ip ­
m en t costs so m uch, b u t you 
have to  have it to take care 
o f the  farm .” A lthough  to ­
day’s farm ers do have some 
tracts side-by-side, m any are 
getting  spread ou t across the 
county. “Fuel is killing us.”

W h e n  asked w hat his 
goals are for the  gin, L ow ­
rance glanced up at the 
ceiling as he though t. “O f  
course, I w an t to  build  the 
business—we all w an t to  gin 
m ore co tton .” H e added, “I

USDA to assist producers for livestock, 
honeybee, farm-raised fish losses
Special to the Hesperian-Beacon

U SD A  win issue $34 mil- 
hon to help agricultural pro­
ducers recover from  2017 
natural disasters through 
the Emergency Assistance 
for Livestock, Honeybees 
and Farm-raised Fish Pro­
gram (ELA P), which covers 
losses not covered by certain 
other U SD A  disaster assis­
tance programs. These pay­
ments are being made avail­
able today, and they are part 
o f a broader U SD A  effort to 
help producers recover from  
hurricanes Harvey, Irm a and 
M aria, wildfires and drought.

A  large portion o f this as­
sistance wUl be made available 
in federally designated disas­
ter areas.

EL A P aims to help efigible 
producers o f  livestock, honey­
bees, and farm-raised fish for 
losses due to disease, certain 
adverse w eather events or loss 
conditions,includingblizzards 
and wildfires, as determ ined 
by the Secretary. ELAP. as­
sistance is provided for losses 
not covered by other disaster 
assistance programs such as 
the Livestock Forage Disaster 
Program (LFP) and Livestock 
Indem nity Program (LIP).

The increased am ount o f 
assistance through ELA P 
was made possible by the Bi­
partisan Budget A ct o f 2018 
signed earlier this year. The 
A ct am ended the 2014 Farm 
Bin to enable USDA’s Farm 
Service Agency (FSA) to 
provide assistance to produc- 

' ers w ithout an annual fund­
ing cap and immediately for 
2017. I t  also enabled FSA  
to pay E L A P  applications as 
they are filed for 2018 and 
subsequent program years.

O ther U SD A  Disaster A s­
sistance Programs

The A ct removed program 
year paym ent lim itations and

increased the acreage cap 
for the Tree Assistance P ro­
gram (TAP), a nationwide 
program that provides own­
ers o f orchards, vineyards 
and nurseries w ith cost share 
assistance to replant eligible 
trees, bushes, and vines fol­
lowing a natural disaster. For 
example, the program will 
help owners o f citrus groves 
in Florida, avocado trees in 
California, coffee plantations 
in Puerto Rico and vineyards 
reduce the cost o f replant­
ing, and speed recovery from  
the loss o f fru it and nut trees, 
bushes, and vines.

Prior to  the Act, there was a 
com bined program year pay­
m ent lim itation o f $125,000 
for ELAP, L IP  and LFP per 
person or legal entity. The 
Triee Assistance Program 
(TAP) had its own $125,000 
paym ent hm itation. The A ct 
removed the program year 
per person and legal entity 
paym ent lim itation for L IP  
and TAP. As a result o f the 
Act, a $125,000 per person 
and legal entity single pay­
m ent hm itation appHes to the 
total am ount o f program year 
payments received under both 
E L A P  and the Livestock For­
age Disaster Program  (LFP)

and program payments under 
L IP  and TA P no longer have 
paym ent Hmits.

U nder the updated program 
as am ended by the Act, grow­
ers are efigible to be partly re­
imbursed for losses on up to 
1,000 acres per program year, 
double the previous acreage 
lim it o f 500 acres.

In  total, it is estimated that 
the A ct will enable U SD A  
to provide more than $3 bil­
lion in disaster assistance, 
including the $2.36 biUion 
announced last week to be 
made available through FSA’s 
new  2017 W ildfires and H u r­
ricanes Indem nity Program. 
This includes $400 milfion 
made available for the Em er­
gency Conservation Program, 
which helps farmers and 
ranchers repair damage to 
farmlands caused by natural 
disasters. As signups across 
the country are completed, 
additional applications will be 
funded.
