Local Boxes In Postoffice 

Replace Mail Room Activity
Unit mail rooms were closing this week and Reese people were 

trying out combinations to new post office lock boxes as the shift 
to the new postal system of the base gathered steam.

Some mail rooms in squadrons closed early this week and 
personnel were assigned new boxes in the base post office. Other 
mail rooms are closing this weekend and all will be eliminated

early next week.
The post office renovation was 

completed last week and effec­
tive changes will all be in opera­
tion by the middle of next week.

With the changes are coming 
a drastic revision in distribution 
of pay to the troops. Effective 
immediately pay checks formerly 
distributed through first ser­
geants or others in the squadron 
day rooms will be placed in indi­
vidual post offices boxes. Per­
sons living in the government 
housing area, trailer park of else­
where who do not have Reese 
post office boxes will get their 
pay checks at the general deliv­
ery window.

Persons who have directed that 
their pay checks be mailed to an 
off-base address or to a bank will 
receive the same service as be­
fore and will not be required to 
go to the Reese post office to 
pick up their checks. The pay 
will be mailed to indicated ad­
dresses, as before.

Pay checks distributed through 
the base post office will be ready 
for pickup at 7 a.m. on each pay 
day, starting Feb. 15.

In the post office renovation, 
1,580 boxes with combinations 
were installed and assigned to 
military people at Reese. The 
lobby was made smaller and the 
box area greatly enlarged in the 
move.

Reese ’Money’ 
Flans Receive
USAF Notice

Five management improvement programs used in “Project 
Money Tree” at Reese have been recognized by United States Air 
Force headquarters. None of the 25 other bases in Air Training Com­
mand received this many mentions in the 1961 report.

“Project Money Tree” is in use throughout the Air Force and 
is aimed at stressing all forms of management improvement and 
economies. The report citing Reese was from the Air Force Materiel 
office in Washington and was sent as general news to all com­
manders. Each base, in the project, is expected to originate and put 
into practice as many proposals as possible and to propose “acorns” 
from which “Money Trees” may grow at numerous bases.

Reese received mention for 
evaluating methods of shipping 
household goods and for in­
sistence on use of proper size car­
tons to save time, space and man­
hours.

It also was mentioned for sim­
plifying records of household 
shipments and for use of better 
records to expedite shipments 
and trace movements.

Reese’s methods in using obso­
lete cards to keep warehouse 
records of supplies in files and 
warehouse space was cited for 
use at other bases.

The base also was cited for use 
of buses in movement of air­
craft and Hi-Valu parts for short 
distances. The base was men­
tioned for using a system which 
required less handling of shipped 
parts, less possibility of loss, and 
more movements at hours of min­
imum use of transportation fa­
cilities.

Reese's fifth method of econ­
omizing in “Project Money Tree,” 
the system to cut costs and im­
provement working operations, 
came through use of new forms 
which eliminated errors an d  
brought more speed in traffic 
management.

In addition to being cited by 
USAF, Reese also received 
special mention from Air Train­
ing Command for its “Money 
Tree” activities.
ATC, in its report for the last 

quarter of 1961, mentioned the 
base as making three other moves 
which were worthy of considera­
tion.

One citation was that Reese, 
through useage surveys, had de­
leted 16 non-powered and 5 
powered items from its supplies, 
thereby adding $28,316 to savings.

Another said the base had ex­
panded its local repair program 
12 items and had reduced repair 
shipments off-base, thus extend­
ing its self-sufficiency.

Reese also was mentioned for 
its foreign object savings work 
in that its people already had 
acted to insure an effective pro­
gram in this field for the new T- 
38 Talon supersonic jet trainers 
due to start arriving next fall.

Tabernacle Talk

Smoking Rule 

Being Revised
Base directives prohibiting 

smoking in bed are being revised 
at Reese in line with moves being 
made throughout the Air Force, 
Truett S. Canford, fire chief, said 
this week.

The chief cited that careless­
ness with matches and smoking 
caused 925 fires in the Air Force 
during the last fiscal year, as 
compared with 642 the year be­
fore. He also pointed out that 
fires in family housing jumped 
from 259 to 431 during the same 
period.

“Smoking in bed appears all too 
frequently in the report of fires,” 
said Cranford. “While the total 
monetary effect of such fires gen­
erally may be relatively small, 
each incident represents one or 
more potential fatality.”

The chief said his organization 
will continue its no-notice daily 
inspection of dormitories and 
that disciplinary action will be 
sought against persons found 
smoking in bed. He added that an 
educational program will be 
aimed at seeing that Reese people 
continue caution in u se  o f  
matches and in eliminating fire 
hazards in their homes.

During the first 131 days of 
Fiscal Year 1962, Air Training 
Command had an average of a 
fire a day. Of the 135 fires, 85, or 
63 per cent, were caused by care­
less smoking habits,

Set Obligations, 

Condemn Gossip

Two of God’s Commandments 
are concerned with our duties 
towards two possessions of our 
neighbor — his material goods 
and his good reputation. Because 
human beings are inclined to be 
selfish and neglectful of the 
rights of others, God considered 
it necessary to lay down the ex­
plicit commands: “Thou shalt not 
steal’’ and “Thou shalt not bear 
false witness against they neigh­
bor.’’

Like the other Commandments, 
these two actually prescribe more 
obligations than those which they 
explicitly assert. The seventh 
Commandment forbids every type 
of dishonest dealing, not only 
stealing; the eighth forbids not 
only falsehood, but also many 
other sins of the tongue, such as 
gossiping and unlawful revela­
tion of secrets.

Club Activities
The primary goal of our representative democrary was set on 

July 4, 1776. On that day the Continental Congress adopted the 
Declaration of Independence as drafted by Thomas Jefferson and 
amended by the Congress. That goal is: to guard the .rights of the 
individual, to insure his development, and to enlarge his opportunity.

The Constitution for the United States of America came into 
being on Sept. 17, 1787, at the Constitutional Convention in Phila­
delphia. To safeguard the rights of the individual and of the states, 
the Bill of Rights (the first ten Amendments to the Constitution) 
after ratification by the states became a part of the Constitution on 
Dec. 15, 1791.

While the last of these acts took place some 170 years ago, 
Americans ought never to view them as “ancient’’ history. The 
status of the individual was of prime concern to our Founding 
Fathers; it must be of prime concern today, tomorrow and in all 
future years that the United States remains a nation.

All other institutions — government, social, economic and 
religious — are designed to enhance and insure the dignity of the 
individual. The intelligent citizen understands this. He understands, 
too, that every right that he possesses is balanced by an concurrent 
duty. Thus, if he has the right to free speech — he has the duty 
to use the gift of language for the common good of his neighbor 
and his nation. If he has the right to worship God in his own way — 
he has the duty to recognize that right in his fellow citizens.

While opinions may differ, as indeed they must among intelli­
gent people, Americans can still glory in their unity of purpose. That 
unity of purpose is to preserve freedom and individuality and to 
extend the example of freedom to all the world.

But this wall is only part of an enormous system of Communist bar­
ricades through which more than 10 million people have escaped 
since 1945.

ANDREWS AFB, Md. (AFNS) 
—The unprecedented “Officer
Career Motivation Congress” has 
adjourned after pushing through 
a long list of immediate actions, 
largely in the assignments area, 
to make the Air Force more at­
tractive to young lieutenants 
with five or less years of service.

Support to off-duty education, 
formation of junior officer coun­
cils, and an earlier crack at a 
below - the - zone promotion to 
captain were other actions the 
“Congress” felt it had a clear 
USAF mandate to attack immedi­
ately.

An equally long list of other 
recommendations, including more 
AFIT education, more welfare 
funds for recreational facilities 
and more medals were earmarked 
for additional air staff review.

The “pay and promotion” 
to rated status and its benefits, 
and dental care for dependents 
obviously require action by the 
U. S. Congress.
Accordingly, these recommen­

dations were sent to USAF head­
quarters not only for air staff 
review but also for possible inter­
service coordination, the first 
step in the process to become part 
of the Department of Defense 
Legislative program.

Recognized as a great source of 
career dissatisfaction, assign­
ments were tackled on a broad 
front.

First, the Congress said junior 
officers on their first tour of duty 
should be assigned only to larger 
bases. This would permit a wider- 
range of jobs to be offered.

Second, the Congress ruled that 
junior officers on their first tour 
of duty should not be assigned 
to large headquarters such as 
numbered Air Forces and major 
aid commands. This action would 
put the younger officer at a 
lower level where he could get a 
job with great responsibility.

Third, consecutive remote duty 
tours were ruled out for obvious 
reasons.

Fourth, formation of junior of­
ficer councils at base and wing 
level were authorized. The idea 
here was to get the word out, to 
correct matters on-the-spot. It 
has been found, for example, that 
well over half the junior officers 
who are leaving the Air Force 
never had anyone talk over the 
career the service has to offer.

The Congress wanted to con­
sider lieutenants as early as 
possible for below - the - zone 
consideration to captain.
With the length of major tech­

nical training and flying schools 
taking nearly three and a half 
years, it was considered that four 
and one half years would be the 
earliest possible time to get a 
reading on just more than school 
grades. A proposal to make the 
promotion point of first lieuten­
ant come after 12 months, instead 
of the current 18, was referred 
to the Air Staff for further study.

The government already au­
thorizes the payment of 75 per 
cent of tuition and books for off- 
duty educational programs at the 
college level.

(AFNS) — The Air Force has 
been given the go-ahead by De­
partment of Defense to develop a 
new, second generation missile 
for shorter range “theater” mis­
sions.

Its name — Mobile Mid-Range 
Ballistic Missile (MMRBM) — 
suggests refinements of the roles 
currently filled by some “air- 
breathing” missiles and first gen­
eration liquid fuel rockets that 
have gone by the name, Interme­
diate Range Ballistic Missile 
(IRBM).

The shift in names indicates a 
refinement of the missile art 
more than anything else. The 
MMRBM is expected to exceed 
the IRBM in range but is de­
signed by definition for lesser dis­
tances than Intercontinental Bal­
listic Missiles (ICBM).

While Air Force thinking is 
not definitely set, experts believe 
the bird will be a solid-fuel, two

stage missile that can be carted 
around on the highway in one 
package firing control and the 
missile combination.

Plans call for the MMRBM to 
have a further flexibility, to be 
pre-aimed.
