Why A War-Winning Strategy?
W ASHINGTON (A F N S )—Considering its im portance to  every 

A m erican concerned w ith  p revention  of a genera l w ar — or the  
w inning of one if d e te rrence  should fail — a policy sta tem en t last 
Ju n e  by S ec re ta ry  of D efense R obert S. M cN am ara a t Ann A rbor, 
Mich., got very  little ' a tten tion . Today, how ever, his announcem ent 
of a new basic U. 5. m ilita ry  s tra teg y  is being discussed m ore widely.

“The U nited S ta tes has come to the  conclusion,” said S ecre ta ry  
M cN am ara, “th a t  to  th e  ex ten t feasible, basic m ilita ry  s tra teg y  in 
a possible genera l n uc lea r w a r should be approached in m uch the  
sam e w ay th a t  m ore conventional m ilita ry  operations have been 
regarded  in th e  past. T h a t is to say, principal m ilita ry  objectives, in 
th e  even t of a  n u c lea r w ar stem m ing  from  a m ajo r a tta c k  on the  
A lliance, should be th e  destruction  of the  enem y’s m ilitary forces, 
not of his civilian population.” He em phasized la te r  th a t  we m usi 
have th e  capability  to  support a  flexible s tra tegy , p e rm itting  us to 
choose ap p ro p ria te  responses to an  a ttack .

G eneral LeM ay has strongly  endorsed Mr. M cN am ara’s s ta te ­
m ent. “E very  A m erican,” said th e  A ir Force Chief of S taff, “should 
be. know ledgeable abou t th is policy of d e te rrin g  w ar by m ain ta in ing  
a c learly  recognized superio rity  in w ar-figh ting  and w ar-w inning  
capability  — being able to  use force to destroy force.”

Surprisingly , perhaps, such an  approach  to m ilita ry  s tra teg y  is 
opposed by a considerable num ber of a r tic u la te  w rite rs . T heir m ain  
a rgum en ts  against the  stra tegy , and th e  fa lsity  of th e ir  a rgum ents, 
a re  p resen ted  c learly  in a  sign ifican t ed ito ria l by Jo h n  F. Loosbrock 
in th e  S ep tem ber “A ir F orce M agazine/Space D igest.”

In th e  sam e issue is an a rtic le  by th e  Chief of S ta ff about the  
A ir F o rce ’s fu tu re  environm ent. It, too, contains a discussion of 
reasons fo r a flexible s tra teg y , perm ittin g  choice of ap p rop ria te  
responses to  any  kind of a ttack .

To pa rap h rase  G eneral LeM ay, “every  Air Force member should 
be know ledgeable abou t th is policy.”

T here a re  m any  A ir Force subscribers to “A ir F orce/S pace  
D igest.” I t also is available in A ir Force libraries. This issue is 
especially im portan t. T ry  to read  it.

Think, Then Act
Call it “crea tive  loafing,” “purposeful pausing,” “productive 

re s tin g ” — w h a tev e r we te rm  it, i t ’s good for all of us to  sit or lie 
back from  tim e to  tim e and enjoy sim ple m ed ita tion  o r con tem pla­
tion. W e don’t have to  be busy all th e  tim e. A F renchm an  w rote  of 
us A m ericans, “You a re  so busy getting  th ings done th a t  you reach  
th e  end of y ou r lives w ithou t hav ing  lived.”

Is it tru e  th a t  we should “never p u t off till tom orrow  w h at we 
can do to d ay ?” N ot necessarily. W e have all experienced d isappoin t­
m en t w ith  a rush  job, a job half-done. In m any  cases it would be 
w iser to  p u t off a  given task  u n til it is properly  p lanned and th o u g h t 
out.

The sto ry  is told of a boss w ho pu t up in th e  office a  sign th a t 
read, “DO IT  N O W !” H e w as m ore th an  a little  surprised  w hen tw o 
secre ta ries quit, th e  tre a su re r  took off w ith  th e  m oney from  the  
safe, and the  office boy punched him  in the  eye. A little  purposeful 
pausing on th e  p a rt of his s ta ff would have saved th e  boss consider­
able grief.

O ur sp iritua l progress will depend upon our ab ility  to  m editate, 
to d raw  back from  th e  h u rly -bu rly  of daily  life and to analyze our 
decisions. An u n fo rtu n a te  national figure, in troub le  w ith  th e  law, 
said in an in terview , “All m y life I have been in a h u rry . I have had 
no tim e to  study  th e  signposts dividing honesty  from  dishonesty .”

The n ex t tim e you a re  lean ing  back con tem plating  th e  beau ty  of 
clouds, sky and the  breeze-blow n tree tops and som eone tr ie s  to  ja r  
you into action, w ave him  aw ay w ith  these words, “I ’m doing some 
crea tive  pausing in the  m idst of the  tu rm oil of life.” He will go 
aw ay and leave you alone — or he m ay  join you.
