The Air Force will celebrate its 13th anniversary as an
independent service this Sunday, September 18th. During this
short period of time the USAF has been this country’s main
deterrent to all-out general war.

Only thirteen years ago the first production model of
the B-36 was just coming off the assembly line. The proto-
type of the F-86 Sabrejet flew for the first time. Fantastic
progress has been made in the few short years.

During eleven of the 13 years Reese has been producing
pilots for this great force. Since entry of the first basic pilot
training class here in November, 1949, almost 7,000 graduates
from Reese have taken their place in what has become known
as the Aerospace Force. In addition we have trained almost
300 pilots from 27 different foreign countries.

Our mission of training pilots for the Aerospace Force is
a most important one. Missiles will no doubt play an ever
increasing role, both offensively and defensively, but for the
foreseeable future there is no question that there will also be
a need for the manned aircraft. The pilots we train will take

their place toward this end in the future as in the past.

At times a man feels that he is
not getting as much strength and
consolation out of his religion as
he might get and wonders also
how he can remedy the situation,
He feels vaguely that he would
really appreciate an opportunity
to learn a little more about him-
self and to discover the reason
why his faith affords him some-
thing less than joy. What he
wants without knowing it is a
chance to attend a mission and
there to discover the barriers
that stand like a wall between
himself and the happiness which
is his birthright in God.
