SOUTH PLAINS HOBBY CLUB NEWS

Did you know that you can 
clean most of your jewelry 
with a toothbrush and with 
just about any kind of 
toothpaste? We didn’t until 
we met with three of “The 4 
Gems” on Wednesday April 
13, 2011 at the South Plains 
Baptist Church.

Virginia Taylor introduced 
Elaine McNeill, Anita 
Whitfill and Martha Galloway 
who gave a presentation 
on how to make costume 
jewelry, mainly necklace 
and earring sets. Before the 
presentation, Elaine said 
that she was “hooked after 
attending one class.” She 
said that since that time she 
has made 700 pieces. Anita 
said that they make “one of 
a kind jewelry,” and that she 
really doesn’t remember how 
to make exactly the same 
piece twice. Martha said that 
she started making jewelry 
when Anita did and that “The 
4 Gems” have been getting 
together for about three years 
in conjunction with local 
celebrations. Elaine said 
that they usually don’t show 
and sell their jewelry at craft 
shows that are far enough 
away to require an overnight 
stay. They want their sales to 
be big enough to pay for any 
out of the area trips. “The 
4 Gems” also teach classes

on how to make jewelry to 
groups such as the Hobby 
Club. When teaching jewelry 
making, Elaine said that the 
cost to students who make 
their own jewelry and buy the 
gems from “The 4 Gems” is 
about 1/3 what the cost of the 
gems would be if purchased 
elsewhere.

The ladies had displayed 
dozens of beautiful necklace 
and earring sets throughout 
the fellowship hall on five or 
six tables. On one table they 
had set up a display of their 
tools of the trade and invited 
us to gather around that table 
while Martha explained the 
use of each tool and how to 
make jewelry. Martha said 
that she uses a plastic bead 
palette to layout her gems, 
but that a yard stick could 
be used as well. The palette 
consisted of two nested 
U-shaped channels, each 
channel wide enough for the 
gems. These channels were 
what she used to lay out 
her beads. The palette also 
included slots for tools, wire 
and gems. Martha told us that 
the tools could be purchased 
at most craft stores like 
Hobby Lobby. She said that 
she used several different 
sizes of cutting and crimping 
tools. Martha used wire to 
string her gems together and 
said that most of the stones

“The 4 Gems” used were best 
quality gemstones, but that 
they also used some acrylic 
and wooden beads.

One popular piece that 
“The 4 Gems” make is a 
Jerusalem necklace which 
includes the jewels mentioned 
in Revelations 18-21 and 
include jasper, sapphire, 
chalcedony, emerald,
sardonyx, chrysolite, beryl, 
topaz, jacinth, amethyst, 
pearl, clear glass and gold. 
They had one such necklace 
on display. Mary Lou Zinck 
said that she had purchased 
one of these necklaces 
from “The 4 Gems” but her 
necklace was quite different 
although it consisted of the 
same jewels as cited in the 
Bible.

Janis Julian and Virginia 
Taylor thanked Elaine, 
Anita and Martha for their 
presentation and then said 
that it was time to eat and go 
shopping. There were plenty 
of jewelry sets to choose 
from and lots of delicious 
food to eat. Margie Young, 
hostess, had prepared several 
dips, sandwich swirls, a 
lemon frosted Bundt cake, 
tropical punch and served 
chips, fancy crackers and 
coffee as well.

A terrific explosion heard 
all over Floydada and sur­
rounding area Thursday 
night resulted in complete 
loss of the W. J. Wilkes Day 
and Night Washateria and did 
heavy damage in homes in a 
four block area east, west and

north of the establishment.
Cause of the explosion 

has not been definitely deter­
mined.
. There was no fire.

There was no boiler in the 
building but there was a big 
hot water heater, used to fur­
nish water to the automatic 
washers. A thermostat gov­
erning the heater, as well as 
a safety valve both failed to 
function, according to one in­
vestigator.

Review by the Appraisal Review Board
If you can’t revive your problem informally with the county appraisal district 
(CAD) .staff, you may have your case heard by tlie appraisal review board (ARB).

The ARB is an independent board of citizens that reviews problems with apprais­
als or other concerns li.sted above. It lias the power to order the C.AD to make the 
necessary changes to solve problems. If you file a written request fex an ARB 
hearing (called a notice of protest) before the deadline, llte ARB will set your 
case for a hearing. You’ll receive w'ritten notice of the time, date and place of the 
hearing. If necessaiy, you may request a hearing in the evening or on a Saturday or 
Sunday. Prior to your hearing, youmay ask to review' the evidence the CAD plans 
to intnxluce at the hearing to establish any matter at issue. The CAD might ask 
you fix a copy of the evidence you plan to present. The law provides that before 
a hearing on a protest or immediately after the hearing begins, you or your agent 
and the CAD shall each provide tlie other witli a copy of any written material 
intended to be offered or submitted to the ARB at the hearing. To the greatest extent 
practicable, the hearing will be informal. You or a designated agent may appear in 
person to present evidence or you may send notarized evidence for the ARB to 
review at your hearing. The CAD representative will present evidence about your 
case. You may cross-examine the CAD representative. The ARB will make its 
I'lecision based on the evidence presented. In most cases, the CAD has tlie burden 
of estaHishing tlie property’s value by a preponderance of the evidence presented.

In certain protests where the owner has submitted an independent appraisal before 
the hearing, the chief appraiser has the burden of proving the property’s value 
by clear and convincing evidence.

A Voluntarily Balanced Budget

Efforts are underway in the U.S. Senate to introduce a 
balanced budget amendment. If adopted, the federal budget 
would be constitutionally required to be balanced, and the 
politicians in D.C. would have no choice but to make sure 
that they pay for all of the nation’s yearly fiscal obligations in 
the year that they make the expenditures.

The amendment would also limit spending to 18 percent of 
the Gross Domestic Product, preventing Congress from sim­
ply raising taxes to balance the budget.

While this seems like a move in the direction towards fis­
cal responsibility, why are the politicians that support such an 
amendment waiting to be forced to balance the budget?

This is not to say that they should stop their efforts on pass­
ing a balanced budget amendment, but they should also start 
acting as if it is the law already. So how about they volun­
tarily, without the coercion of a Constitutional amendment, 
introduce a balanced budget for 2012?

After all, they want support such action to be constitution­
ally mandated, why not start getting the nation’s fiscal house 
in order now instead of years from now when the amendment 
is adopted — If it ever even is!

Proposed budgets that have been introduced for 2012 so far 
are lackluster. The best budget to date that was brought forth 
by the Republiean Study Committee, but was killed in a bi­
partisan effort on the House floor. The RSC plan would have 
balanced the budget within 10 years.

The budget that Obama proposed, and similarly, the budget 
proposed by Rep. Paul Ryan are such poor attempts at getting 
the deficit under control that it is amazing thqt folks are seri­
ously attempting to criticize one plan while supporting anoth­
er. The budget plan from Rep. Ryan does take serious stabs 
at starting to implement budgetary reforms, but does not go 
nearly far enough to honestly begin putting the nation’s fiscal 
house in order. The Obama budget is more of the same, with 
tax increases and no realistic plan to fix the out-of-control 
deficits.

But Senate and House Republicans have a chance to start 
doing something now that would go much further than any­
one has suggested thus far. And taking the action of balancing 
the budget would be the responsible step to take.

If Washington politicians want to have some action to back 
up their rhetoric about being fiscally responsible and good 
stewards of the taxpayer’s dollar, introducing a balanced 
budget for 2012 would be a good start. Simply proposing a 
balanced budget for 2012 would start the budgetary debate 
off on the right foot, and achieve a budget that puts America 
much closer to the right track than the one the nation is cur­
rently on.

Proposing a balanced budget in 2012 is a good first step 
in bringing about lasting change to the budgetary process. If 
Senate and House Republicans want to get the nation’s fiscal 
house in order, they can start in 2012, and not even bother to 
sit on their haunches waiting for a day when the voters force 
them to balance the budget.

Fool Me Once, Fool Me Twice

The GAO came out with a study late last week in response 
to a request by a handful-of congressional Democrats to de­
termine among other things, why participation in individu­
al 401(k) plans has been limited to about 50 percent of the 
workforce.

In findings somewhat akin to discovering that fish can 
swim, the GAO found that the people who contributed at or 
above the statutory limits in 2007 made more than $126,000 
a year.

No kidding? Really? Taxpayers paid the GAO to determine 
that the people who could afford to put $15,000 a year away 
for retirement in a single year were people who made the 
most money? /

Yeah, and if they spend another million bucks to study it, 
they might discover that most birds fly, and squirrels break 
into bird feeders.

Of course, the purpose behind the Democrat requested 
study is to try to create a series of studies that justify setting 
up another government-controlled defined benefit pension 
system in addition to Social Security.

Significantly, one member of the Creneral Accounting Of­
fice’s Retirement Policy Advisory Panel is Theresa Ghilar- 
ducci, who is best known for her proposal urging the govern­
ment to eliminate 401(k) tax deferred savings accounts, and 
set up government managed retirement accounts instead.

Here is how Ghilarducci describes her idea in a 2008 New

York Tirnes opinion piece, “Each person would contribute 5 
percent of his or her pay. And the government would provide 
an annual deposit of, say, $600, and also guarantee a 3 percent 
return, added to the inflation rate. (In a year with 4 percent 
inflation, for example, the guarantee would be 7 percent.)”

Read Ghilarducci’s words carefully, when she says each 
person would “contribute 5 percent of his or her pay”, she 
means, the government would take a mandatory 5 percent ad­
ditional money from each person’s paycheck to create anoth­
er government pension program. Of course, once that worker 
dies, unlike the 401(k), the underlying 5 percent “contribu­
tion” stays behind with the government.

To provide some magnitude on how large this annual “con­
tribution” would be, U.S. workers currently earn about $5.6 
trillion a year in wage income, a function of average house­
hold wages ($49,777) multiplied by total households (113.5 
million). A 5 percent mandatory “contribution” would total 
just more than $280 billion a year. Ghilarducci would have 
the government hold that money for workers to collect upon 
their retirement. She’d probably even put it into a “lock box” 
with all those Social Security and Medicare dollars that don’t 
exist anymore.

The reason that Ghilarducci is important to this debate is 
that no matter how Democrats want to try to spin it, her idea, 
that tax incentives to save for retirement are unfair because 
only those who actually pay taxes will benefit, is at the core 
of the most recent GAO study.

Rather than allowing individuals to save or not, as they

choose. Democrats want to put another government program 
in place to force that decision upon each and every worker.

Rather than allowing individuals to make investment deci­
sions with their retirement savings. Democrats want to have 
the government do it for you, because they know best.

Rather than allow individuals to take their entire retirement 
nest egg and spend it when and how they please. Democrats 
want to dole it out like a child’s allowance keeping whatever 
is left over after the death of the retiree.

And Democrats with the aid of official sounding Govern­
ment Accounting Office reports written with the advice of 
Theresa Ghilarducci, are trying to create the illusion of an 
official, non-partisan sounding approach to grab another slice 
of every wage earners dollar. Doing it all for our own good.

Ironically, these are the exact kind of government-con­
trolled defined benefit pensions that are going broke under 
the name of social security. They are the same kind of pension 
systems that are failing as public employee pensions. And 
they are the same kind of defined benefit pension systems that 
are underwater for many union members.

Now, Democrats hope to repackage this failed idea in the 
hopes that American’s will be convinced that this time the 
government means it when they say, trust us, we’re from 
Washington and we’re here to help.

To quote my Dad, “Fool me once, shame on you. Fool me 
twice, shame on me.”

Lifting Obama’s Oil Embargo

This week. House Republicans will be making moves to 
ramp up U.S. oil production, specifically by voting to lift Ba­
rack Obama’s de facto moratorium on drilling in the Gulf of 
Mexico. HR 1229 and 1230, being presented by House Natu­
ral Resources Committee Chairman Doc Hastings.

According to the Committee, “Despite officially lifting the 
moratorium in October 2010, the Obama Administration con­
tinues to slow-walk the permitting process — imposing a de 
facto moratorium.” HR 1229 would require Secretary of In­
terior Ken Salazar to act on oil permitting applications within 
30 days.

The legislation is attempting to restore production of oil in 
the Gulf that is being severely hampered by the Administra­
tion.

In fact, according to the Energy Information Agency (ElA), 
Gulf oil production will decrease over the next two years by 
380,000 barrels a dav from its 2010 level of 1.64 million to

1.26 million. That’s a 23 percent drop. Although partially 
offset by increases in on-land oil production, the decrease in 
Gulf drilling will result in a net decrease of U.S. oil produc­
tion by 150,000 barrels a day over the next two years.

Which is what Obama wants. Even after District Court 
Judge Martin Feldman enjoined the enforcement of the origi­
nal moratorium as arbitrary and capricious. Interior Depart­
ment Secretary Ken Salazar simply resubmitted almost the 
same exact moratorium with a few minor changes.

Making matters worse, despite the fact that the 2010 oil 
spill has pretty much been dispersed and cleaned, and the of­
ficial moratorium “lifted,” Obama has not saw fit to get Gulf 
drilling back up to its 2010 capacity as he sits on new per­
mits.

House Republicans are warning that the de facto morato­
rium is costing Americans their jobs as well, citing a study by 
Dr. Joseph Mason from Louisiana State University predicting 
“that if the de facto ban on deepwater drilling were sustained 
for 18 months, there could be a loss of 36,137 jobs nation­

wide, with 24,532 jobs lost in the Gulf Coast region alone.”
Dubbed the “American Energy Initiative,” Republicans are 

promising that their legislation will “create American jobs, 
lower gasoline prices and reduce our dependency on unstable 
foreign energy.”

Which, with gasoline marching at lightning speed to $4 a 
gallon, and soon perhaps to $5, the American people sorely 
need some reassurance that their leaders are enacting policies 
that can at least ease some of the pressure on prices. Some ac­
tion to strengthen the weak dollar as well, the primary cause 
of the current price spikes, is certainly warranted as well.

And with unemployment persistently high, there should 
be a preference for removing government hurdles to job cre­
ation, and cease policies that are actively killing jobs.

How long will Obama hold out? That’s anyone’s guess. But 
House Republicans deserve credit for calling him out on his 
de facto moratorium. We need to get the Gulf back to work.

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Lockney City Council discusses fire 
safety and high weed violations

During their recent 
monthly meeting, members of 
Lockney’s City Council met to 
discuss a few significant items 
on April’s agenda; these items 
would include; fire safety, the 
Howco resolution, and the 
future of Lockney’s citizen’s 
collection site.

Starting off" the meeting, 
council members entered a 
brief executive session to 
discuss personnel; after the 
session was over, the council 
chambers were re-opened to 
the public.

During the time allotted for 
reports from council members, 
advisory boards, and other 
city-related sources; council 
members discussed the 
possibility of re-releasing the 
city’s overall fire emergency 
plan to the public. Brought 
up by Councilmember, Tina 
Graves, the fire emergency 
plan would inform the 
citizens of Lockney on the 
proper actions to take in case 
a wildfire was threatening 
the city; the emergency plan 
would' include evacuation 
plans for the citizens, as well 
as the evacuation plans for 
the schools and the hospitals. 
Once the City Council has 
updated and has reviewed 
the emergency plan; the 
council will re-release the fire 
emergency plan in the Floyd 
County Hesperian-Beacon; 
copies of the plan will also be 
available at City Hall.

Lockney’s City Council 
and the Texas Forest Service 
would like to remind everyone 
to obey current bum bans; 
some of the most common 
causes of wildfires are careless 
debris burning, unattended 
campfires, dumping hot 
charcoal or hot ashes, driving 
on a flat tire, parking or 
driving in dry grass, dragging 
chains on the road, welding 
or cutting, farm equipment.

discarded cigarettes of cigars, 
escaped prescribed burning, 
and arsonists. Pamphlets and 
more information about fire 
safety can be found at City 
Hall.

The City would also like 
to announce that their new 
emergency notification system 
is up and running. The new 
system will now be able to 
notify citizens of emergencies 
through e-mail, text, or phone; 
to sign up for the new service 
or for more information, 
citizens can contact City Hall.

Closing out the reports 
section of the meeting, 
Dickey McCarty updated the 
council on the progress of 
the sidewalk constmction and 
Councilmember Anderson 
informed the council that 
the LEDC had not yet held 
a meeting for the month; no 
other reports where given.

After the passing of the 
consent agenda, the Council 
gave the floor to Rosie 
Rendon to discuss housing in 
Lockney and consider passing 
the Howco Resolution. A. 
& J. Howco Services, as 
described by Mrs. Rendon, is 
a grant writing company that 
has been helping other small 
communities like Floydada, 
Littlefield, and Petersburg 
receive grant money from 
the Department of Housing^ 
and Community Affairs to 
restructure run down homes 
in the community. The 
Howco Resolution would 
allow Lockney homeowners 
who qualified a chance to 
take advantage of the grant 
money; some qualifications 
that must be met include 
that the owners are caught 
up on their taxes and that 
the owners fall into a certain 
income bracket. If the 
owner qualifies, the grant 
money would go to knocking 
down the existing home and 
replacing it with a new one.

Rendon told the Council that 
passing the resolution would 
cost the city nothing except a 
$8,000 reserve for a project 
match and the city would be 
responsible for removing the 
knocked down homes. As 
of right now, grant money 
for the city could total up to 
$435,000, but funding for 
the grant will depend on the 
funding of the Department 
of Housing and Community 
Affairs. The City Council 
would unanimously vote to 
pass the Howco resolution.

Following the passing of 
the resolution, the Council 
chose to deny International 
Sales a solicitation permit 
to go door to door selling 
cleaning products, but would 
extend a solicitation permit 
for insurance salesman, Greg 
Hallett with Platinum Services, 
for another 30 days. After that 
decision, the Council would 
unanimously vote to appoint 
Ed Marks to the Mackenzie 
Municipal Water Authority 
Board for a two year term 
effective on April 1,2011.

Moving along, the Council 
would also pass adding Dental 
and \tision t j^ th e  health 
insurance of their employees 
at no cost to the city, and 
would also ofiicially cancel 
the May 2011 election because 
of unopposed candidates.

Also discussed in this 
month’s meeting, the Council 
announced that it would be 
watching out for and enforcing 
high weed violations. The 
Council stated that un-kept 
lawns and lots could result in 
fines for the owners if they 
didn’t clean the property 10- 
days after a warning had been 
issued; if the City was forced 
to maintain the lawn or lot, the 
City warned that the owners 
would be charged the cost of 
labor.

Closing out the meeting, 
the Council discussed and
