If the young man ayoids his old
bad associates and behaves himself
his case probably will never be rall-
ed for trial. Many a young man—
and girl also, has come to grief and
shame as the direct result of evil as-
sociations, who, if they had been left
to their own inclinations and tenden-
cies, would have escaped the down-
ward road.

A bicycle attachment designed for
indicating on a chart the difference in
the level of the road over which the
machine 18 propelled has already
passed Into the regular equipment of
the surveyor. The rider of the bicycle
traverses the rondway which (t {5 re-
quired to “plot"” on a machine equipped
with a continuous tape. The length of
the tape Indicates the distance trav-
ersed, and the direction is Indicated at
fntervals by a needle pointing to the
magnetic north, which is stamped on
the tape. A pendulum gives periodic
records of the grade of the road. In
this way a fairly accurate idea of the
roadway and the contour of the coun-
try is obtained. The Inventor expects
to reduce the errors to about 1 per
cent, but with more expensive |nstru-
ments be is sanguine of securing even
better results. The oacillations due to
bad roads will without doubt be ome
of the greateat troubles lu working this
device. The instrument is probably of
somewhat too dellcate and compli-
eated character to be in demand by the
ordinary bicyclist, who will find the
cyclometer more to his purpose: but
as a sclentific inatrument for all kinds
of road surveys it ls expected to prove
of conslderable value,

In every quarter the plan for the es-
tabllshment of interpaflonal trade
courts meets with the approval It de-
serves.

Having proved deflelent In arithme-
tie in his early youth, he afterwards
made a special study of mathematics,
and for some time amused himself by
constructing all sorts of magical
squares and cireles, with rows of fig- |
ures that would add up allke which-
ever way they were ecunted.
“Poor Richard" made merry over
the “many witty men whose bralns
cannot fill thelr bellies,” and of those
who "would live by thelr wits, but
break for want of stoek.” “A learned
blockhead Is a greater blockhead than
an ignorant one,” he asserted, and
clalmed that “of learned fools I have
seen ten (imes ten; of unlearned wise
men 1 have seen a hundred.”
Yet Franklin was far frum showing
the usual contempt of the self-tmught
man for an academie eduvcation. On
his settling in Philadelphia, he found
“two things which I regretted,” and
one of these was “there being no pro-
vislon for the cqmplets education of
youth, I therefore In 1743 drew up a
proposal for establishing an academy.”

‘The Admiral Takes His Departure From the

Harbor Where He

Was So Prominent

in Naval Warfare.

Manila, May 22.—The crulser Olym
pla, with Admiral Dewey on board, left
here on her homeward journey to the
United States at 4 o'clock Saturday af-
tarmoon. As she steamed away the
Oregon, Baltimore and Concord fired
an admiral's salute. At the first shot
the band on the flagship's afterdeck
played a lively alr and her white-clad
mallors crowded the decks and gave o
tremendous cheer,

As the Olympla passed the Oregon
ths crew of that ship gave cheers for
the Olymplans, who responded by
throwing thelr caps so high that doz-
ena of them were left bobbing in the
wake of the crulser. Then followed the
nolsest noise ever known in the har-
bor since the bLattle which linked its
name with that of Dewey. The din of
guna and brass bands echoed through
the smoke, a fleet of launches blew
their whistles, ths musicians of the
Baltimore played “Home, Bwest
Home,” her fings slgnaled "“Good-bye"
and those of the Oregon sald, “Pleas-
ant voyage.”

The merchant vessels In these
waters dipped thelr fings, tho ladies
on the decks of the vessels of the flect
waved handkerchiefs and the great
black British cruiser Powerful, which
lay the furtherest out, saluted the
Olympia. The latter's band played
*“God Bave the Queen,” and to this the
crew of the Powerful responded with
hearty cheers for the Olympia.

The last musle heard from Admiral
Dewey's ship was “Auld Lang Syne"
while the guns from the forts at Ca-
vite and from the Monterey, on guard
off Paranque, too far to be audible,
puffed clouds of smoke.

This packing
house has two benches runningfrom
end to end, and on the outer side of
both benchos stand the graders.

Ip the middle of this
Lench there Is a canvas trough running
trom end to end. Each peach Is ex-
smined separately, and, if over-ripe,

| fruit is made into two grades. The
packers stand on the inside of these
long benches and pack the frult from
the canvas troughs I have just men-
tioned. The grader removes the tag
from the basket where the plcker has
placed it and turns in these tags. The
pumber of tags shows how many bas-
kets they have graded during the day.
Each packer is supplled with number-
ed tags, one of which |s attached to
every crate he packs. This tag Is re-
moved by the inspector, and If the
fruit be properly packed, the tag Is
turned 1o to the credit of the packer;
If the frult is not properly packed it
{8 returned to be repacked. In this
way it |s possible each morning 1o
tel. exactly how much work every r-
son has performed, and, although they
are pald by the day, the amount of
work performed and the manner in
which It Is doue i3 what determines
the wages,

The Hale orchard this year put in an
evaporating plant which has been
quite a source of revenue., Very often
mucli of the very finest fruit will be
a trifle specked or over-ripe. About
600 pushels of this 18 evaporated In 24
hours, and 1t I8 worth on the market
about 9 or 10 cents per pound, and Is
equal if not preferable to the best
grade of California evaporated peaches,
Probably 80 per cent of the peaches
planted in Georgia bave been Elber-
tas, The Elberta I8 pre-eminently the
Georgla peach,

Variation In Cow Welghts,

From Farmers' Review: At the
beginning of each month for the past
two months the dalry herd of the
Kanias State Agricultural College has
been wedghed for three consecutive
days, and the welght of each animal
determined by averaging the results
of the three days’ welghing During
tha Erst weigh period the herd did not
bave access Lo water until after they
were wolghed, but during the second
periad they were allowed to run to the
watering trough in the yard before
welghlog. To one unaccustomed to
fluctuations in animal welghts the fol-
lowlug results may appear astonish-
ing:

Cows Glving Milk: The average
welght of thirteen head was 1,048 and
1,060 pounds, respectively, for the first
and second welgh periods. During the
first period the minimum variation of
any one individual was 4 pounds, and
the maximum variation 65 pounds,
with an average for the lot of 12
pounds, During the second period,
where the herd had access to water,
the minimum variation was § pounds
and the maximum 90 pounds; but dur-
ing this period certaln (ndividusls
gained st the same time that others
| lost, so that the average variation for
the Jot was only [ pounds, the same
as the minimum variation of any one
Individual. In both perlods the great-
est variation took place with animals
that welghed 900 to 960 pounds,

Dry Cows—The average weight of
twelve head was 1,113 and 1,125 pounds,
respectively, for the first and second
weigh periods. During the first periog
the minlmum varistion of any single
individual was 7 pounds, and the maz-
imum variation’ 32 pounds, with an
average variation of 7 ds,

tion wasg 7 and the maximum M
pounds, with an average for the lot of
23 pounds. During the second period
the minimum variation among the ln-
dividuals g0 balanced each other that

only 2 pounds,

Calves—In four calves welghing from
85 to 166 pounds the varlation was
from 2 to § pounds, the average for
the lot for both periods being about
215 pounds. The greatest variation,
however, was with the smallest calf,

Bull=Thig pure-blood Quernsey had
&N average welght in the first period
of 1,242 pounds, with a difference be-
tween hia highest and lowest welght
of 12 pounds. In the second welgh
period his average welght was 1,356
pounds, with a variation of 19 pounds,

The nbove notes ghow that a con-
siderable variation may take place In
consecutive dally welghts of the same
animal without any mpparent cause.
When a person Is particular about get-
ting an acrurate welght of an animal
it should be done by averaging at least
three dally welghings.

Selection of Booil Corn by Crosn Hreeding

It will pay the farmers of Kansas
to test the walue of the following
methods of gelecting seed corn: Two
or three rows are planted in the mid-
dle of the fleld, using seed of a differ- |
ont variety from that used in the re- |
malnder of the fleld, The tassels of |
the corn in these rows are pulled out |
and before they develop pollen, lol
that the ears will be fertllized with |
pollen from the remainder of the fleld. |
The geed from these rows is selected
for next year's planting, and It Is
claimed that the yleld has been In-
creased by at least ten bushels per
acre. Colonel Dudley of Topeka has
done a great deal In this line, and re-
ports excellent result, 1t the yield of
the Kansng corn crop could be in-
creased ten bushels per ncre It would
mean several million dollars added to
the value of the crop, and obtained
by only a very little increase of labor
expended., About fifteen farmers In
the vicinity of Manhattan have agreed
to co-operate with the Kansas Experl-
ment Station in testing the methods
this year, but why should not five hun-
dred or a thousand farmers all over
Kansas join In the work? It will re-
qQuire very little labor., Any farmer
can find a different variety of corn
from his own by going three miles, or
less, away from his home; and the
work of pulling out the tassels will be
lttle more than the work necessary
to cut the weeds out of the same num-
ber of rows. Farmers, give this mat-
ter your careful attention, and then
plan to take up the work, The mem-
bers of the station counci! will gladly
correspond with you In regard to any
further Information you may need.—
R, W. Clothier, Kansas State Agri-
cultural College.

Toa Well-DMpped Fowla

The following appears in Farm
Poultry: A correspondent writes: “My
old and young fowls became very lousy,
and I ordered them wiped with the
kerosene and naphthaline solution. It
was done too thoroughly and careless-
ly. Result—six breeders, :-two cocks,
twenty-seven pullets and cockerels all
dead next day. The remaining one
hundred and forty were blistered, and
some unable to walk for a week; but
not & louse can be found, Combs of
flock shriveled up., Burvivors are come-
ing out all right.”

This is the first case that has come
to our notice where birds were glven
a bath in the naphthaline and kero-
sene solution. It was the lamentable
result of carelessness and Ignorance.
An experience llke the above will per-

Plain kerosene would have produced a
like result, used In such a manner, One
experience of this sort, though costly,
is liable to leave a lasting impression.

Animal Nitrogen Best—"Experi-

| mal food in addition to skim-milk or

which has been the life of our trade

and has been a great outlet for our
horse markets, has at the same time

fixed a specific type and defined the
different clasees that are In demand.
for export horses, and as the Ameri-
can demand has so changed through
the evolutions of the last teh years, or
since the carly $0's, the same classes
that are In demand for export are the
only kinds that are profitable to raise
for Amerigan as well as export mar-
kets, Thus the great evolution ef
last ten years has changed the wh
horse-breeding problem, and although
a costly object lesson to farmers apnd
breeders of horses, It has mot been
altogether without ita benefits—it Liks
taught us a lesgon. While in former
times bLreeding was done promiscus
ously, without proper consideration or
forethought of the kinds of horses the
market demanded, and in this way al}
kinds of horses were produced, froms
the best down to the most worthless,
the small and ordinary horses com-
prised the larger per cent of the num-
bers produced. 'The American horse
breeders have had a severe lesson, It
has taught them that every horsze
should be bred for a certain purpose
and of a certain type and of a specific
class, with all the size, shape and
quality that the market demands, The
small horse 15 a thing of the past, It
has proven a fallure and an unsatis-
factory Investment, The grade has
been ralsed every year durlng the last
few years, and each successive year
requires a larger horse and ond of bet-
ter quality to meet the demands of the
market, and he must be a horse of his
own class and be an up-to-date market
horse,

Too Much Oleo.—ecently the writer
made a shipment of butter to Tampa,
Fla,, to & rellable commisalon mer-
chant. While the butter netted a falr
price, the merchant wrote as follows:
“There |8 so much oleo here, and it is go
low, that it's & hard matter to sell good
butter,” What ls true of Tampa is
true of almast every large tcwn in the
South, There are no effective laws to
keep the stuff out of our markets, or
to compel the sellers to dispose of it
under its true name.

It has a dlaplacement
of 400 tons and thirty horse power en-
gines, which can develop a ten-knot
apeed If necessary, Captain Gerlache
wia ably fitted for the work he had
in hand and which he seems to have
well performed. He studled engineer-
ing at the University of Brussels, He
