This week’s reviews are fiction titles, they are
also available on Libby.

Samantha Casey is a school librarian who loves
her job, the kids, and her school family with pas-
sion and joy for living, in “What You Wish For”
(F CEN K) by Katherine Center. But she wasn’t
always that way. Duncan Carpenter is the new
school principal who lives by rules and regula-
tions, guided by the knowledge that bad things can
happen. But he wasn’t always that way. And Sam
knows it. Because she knew him before, at anoth-
er school, in a different life. Back then, she loved

him, but she was invisible. To him. To everyone.
Even to herself. She escaped to a new school, a new
job, a new chance at living. But when Duncan, of
all people, gets hired as the new principal there, it
feels like the best thing that could possibly happen
to the school, and the worst thing that could pos-
sibly happen to Sam. Until the opposite turns out
to be true. The lovable Duncan she’d known is now
a suit-and-tie wearing, rule-enforcing tough guy so
hell-bent on protecting the school that he’s willing
to destroy it. As the school community spirals into
chaos, and danger from all corners looms large,
Sam and Duncan must find their way to who they
really are, what it means to be brave, and how to
take a chance on love, which is the riskiest move
of all.

A deeply personal work about hope and identity
in a nation coming apart at the seams, “Homeland
Elegies” (F AKH A) by Ayad Akhtar blends fact and
fiction to tell a story of belonging and dispossession
in the world that 9/11 made.

Part family drama, part social essay, part pica-
resque adventure, at its heart, it is the story of a
father, a son, and the country they both call home.
AKkhtar forges a new narrative voice to capture a
country in which debt has ruined countless lives
and our ideals have been sacrificed to the gods of
finance, immigrants live in fear, and where the na-
tion's unhealed wounds of 9/11 wreak havoc around
the world. Akhtar attempts to make sense of it all
through the lens of a story about one family, from
a heartland town in America to palatial suites in
Central Europe to guerilla lookouts in the moun-
tains of Afghanistan, and spares no one, least of all
himself, in the process.

The iconic Olive struggles to understand not only
herself and her own life but also the lives of those
around her in the town of Crosby, Maine in “Olive,
Again.” (F STR E) by Elizabeth Strout. Whether
with a teenager coming to terms with the loss of her
father, a young woman about to give birth during a
hilariously inopportune moment, a nurse who con-
fesses a secret high school crush, or a lawyer who
struggles with an inheritance she does not want
to accept, the unforgettable Olive will continue to
startle us, to move us, and to inspire moments of

transcendent grace.

The morning of January 12, 1888, was unusually
mild, following a long cold spell, warm enough for
the homesteaders of the Dakota territory to ven-
ture out again, and for their children to return to
school without their heavy coats, leaving them un-
prepared when disaster struck in “The Children’s
Blizzard” (LP F BEN M) by Melanie Benjamin. At
just the hour when most prairie schools were let-
ting out for the day, a terrifying, fast-moving bliz-
zard struck without warning. Schoolteachers as
young as sixteen were suddenly faced with life
and death decisions: keep the children inside, and
risk freezing to death when fuel ran out, or send
them home, praying they wouldn't get lost in the
storm? Based on actual oral histories of survivors,
the novel follows the stories of Raina and Gerda Ol-
sen, two sisters, both schoolteachers, one who be-
comes a hero of the storm, and one who finds her-
self ostracized in the aftermath. It's also the story of
Anette Pedersen, a servant girl whose miraculous
survival serves as a turning point in her life and
touches the heart of Gavin Woodson, a newspaper-
man seeking redemption. It is Woodson and others
like him who wrote the embellished news stories
that lured immigrants across the sea to settle a piti-
less land. Boosters needed immigrants to settle ter-
ritories into states, and they didn't care what lies
they told them to get them there, or whose land it
originally was.

At its heart, this is a story of courage, of children
forced to grow up too soon, tied to the land because
of their parents' choices. It is a story of love taking
root in the hard prairie ground, and of families be-
ing torn asunder by a ferocious storm that is little
remembered today because so many of its victims
were immigrants to this country.

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had.... Howard College was the 22nd Ju-
nior College in the state of Texas. There
are 50 today.”

Sparks attributed much of the credit for
getting Howard College off the ground in
the 1940s to Dr. P.W. Malone.

“When you go back and look at the his-
tory of this county, you see Dr. Malone
everywhere,” she said. “He was visit-
ing with other community leaders in the
'30s: the Chamber, the school district...
and then we know that the war kind of de-
railed things for a while.”

The end of World War II marked new
hope for a community college in Howard
College.

“The country and the area was think-
ing about, 'What can we do to help these
young people as they come back to their
communities and they begin to serve and
we revitalize this country?'"” she said.

Sparks said many communities includ-
ing Big Spring were interested in the pos-
sibility of hosting Texas Tech University
as it was being formed at the time, but
Lubbock ultimately won that prize.

“We would get something that I person-
ally think serves a broader range of people,
and it's called a community college,” she
said. “Community college is for all people.
It's for students that are going to get their
first or second year, a few courses, maybe
get their associate's degree, transfer on,
get a bachelor's degree, master's, doctor-
ate, whatever. But it's also the place that
we're going to produce those individuals
for the workforce in short order.”

Sparks noted that students can also take

individual courses, such as jewelry mak-
ing, adult literacy classes or continuing
education courses.

“Then, we may be the place that a parent
brings their child to Howard Cottage, and
they begin to learn about, 'Oh, college...I
could go here.' Or, Kids' College...exposure
to all kinds of different fields. The per-
son who is learning another language...
ESL, ABE - Adult Basic Education, AEL
— Adult Education Literacy...and they're
pursuing their GED and they're going to
continue on and prepare themselves for
other opportunities as well. If you get the
picture, Howard College, a community
college, can serve everybody.”

Sparks noted that Howard County vot-
ers were remarkably united in 1945 when
they voted to create Howard College.

“I think that we were the winner when
the Howard County taxpayers, the voters,
decided, 'We want one of these,' and 87 per-
cent — I've been saying that all day long,
because that is huge - 87 percent of the vot-
ers of Howard County said, 'We want one
of these places called a junior college, and
we're going to tax ourselves, and - we're
going to up the ante a little more, we want
to construct a new place."”

The first classes were held in a spare han-
gar at what had been the Webb Air Force
Base and what is now the McMahon-Wrin-
kle Airpark less than a year later. At ori-
entation, 170 prospective students showed
up to consider attending the new college,
while 148 decided to take the plunge and
become the first Howard College Hawks.

“Fall enrollment, we've gone from 170 in
1946 to, this fall, 3,953. So we've grown a
little bit,” Sparks said.

She noted that Howard's first graduating
class in 1948 matriculated eight students.

“Now, 75 years later, our highest grad-
uating number has been 740,” she said.
“Over all those years, we estimate there
have been about 18,000 graduates of How-
ard College.”

Sparks welcomed representatives from
the “Big Spring Refinery” now owned by
Delek U.S. Holdings, which has eagerly
supported Howard College throughout
the decades, presenting them with a reso-
lution of the Howard County Junior Col-
lege Board of Trustees.

Sparks recognized U.S. Congressman
Jodie Arrington, Texas State Senator Kel
Seliger, Texas State Rep. Drew Darby,
Howard County Judge Kathryn Wise-
man, Big Spring Mayor Shannon Thoma-
son, each of whom spoke in person or by
remote video link.

Darby presented Sparks with a resolu-
tion signed by the Texas House of Repre-
sentatives.

“It is my honor and privilege to repre-
sent not only Howard College but How-
ard County,” Darby said. “To think that
citizens of this county approved by 87
percent to tax themselves to provide an
opportunity for the children of this com-
munity, that's remarkable.”

Thomason also presented with a resolu-
tion, and offered congratulations to the
school.

“Happy birthday, Howard College!” He
said. “Celebrating 75 years of Howard Col-
lege in Howard County and very closely
affiliated with the city of Big Spring is an
absolute honor and pleasure.”

Sparks also showed brief video clips
from several past and present Howard Col-
lege students, teachers and staff members,
congratulating the college on its landmark
anniversary.

Column: Rays’ sister-city plan a really, really dumb idea

There have been plenty of hare-
brained ideas down through the
years.

New Coke. Hair in a Can. "The God-
father Part III." Auto-Tune. The Ford
Pinto.

Well, it's time to add another one to
the Hall of Shame:

The Tampa Bay Rays' nonsensical
scheme to play half their home games
in one city, the other half in another
city some 1,500 miles away.

In two different countries, for that
matter.

Strangely, a franchise that does
pretty much everything right on the
field — the low-budget team made it
to the World Series last season and is
heading back to the playoffs with the
best record in the American League
— Kkeeps messing things up away
from the diamond.

Plagued by dismal attendance de-
spite their success, the Rays have
been trying for years to come up with
a replacement for Tropicana Field,
a monstrosity of a domed stadium
located in sleepy St. Petersburg, far
away from much of their potential
fan base.

Having been thwarted at every turn,
the Rays came up with a plan that
you'd swear was a joke if they didn't
keep saying it with a straight face.

Taking a page from the old Kansas
City-Omaha Kings — look it up, kids
— the Rays are pushing to play spring
training and roughly the first half of
the season in Tampa, then shift north
to Montreal to play the rest of their
home games.

Oh, Canada, what are they think-
ing?

Atlanta Braves first baseman Fred-
die Freeman gave an incredulous
look when asked about Tampa Bay's

so-called "Sister City" proposition.

"Having two homes, people with
families, people with kids in school,
I think that's quite a bit to ask," Free-
man said. "There's no other way to
put it. That would be a lot."

Los Angeles Dodgers manager Dave
Roberts expressed a similar senti-
ment.

"The season is hard enough as it is,"
he said. "If that's what the Rays think
is the best for them, then that's great,
but it's certainly something that is
not ideal."

Let's see if we can grasp what the
Rays are supposedly hoping to do by
the time their Tropicana Field lease
runs out in 2027, if not sooner.

Clearly, this boondoggle hinges on
the Rays somehow persuading both
cities to build new open-air stadiums,
which they presume will be more via-
ble economically since neither locale
has shown much interest in subsidiz-
ing a domed or retractable-roof facil-
ity that would be optimal for a full
season in either spot.

The Rays would hold spring train-
ing on the Gulf Coast and the first
part of the season in Tampa. Then,
just as the stifling Florida heat is re-
ally setting in and Montreal has final-
ly thawed out from winter, the Rays
would shift north to play the remain-
der of the regular season, hopefully
completing their home schedule be-
fore the thermometer plunges again.

Of course, if the Rays made the play-
offs, they would either have to play
outdoors in Montreal in October —
not ideal, to say the least — or shift
back to Tampa — better weather, but
a jarring change heading into the
postseason.

San Francisco pitcher Kevin Gaus-
man pointed to more practical con-
cerns, which would surely raise the
ire of the powerful players' associa-

tion.

"You think about taxes, too," he said.
"You're playing in Florida, where
there's no state income tax, and all of
a sudden you're playing in Montreal?
I don't know what the taxes are there,
but it's probably pretty high."

And what to call such a team?

The Rays nickname does not work
in Montreal, which is eager to bring
back the beloved Expos moniker from
its previous big league team, which
moved to Washington in 2005. Maybe
they could borrow a a page the NFL in
its fledgling days.

Struggling to stay afloat during
World War II, the Philadelphia Eagles
and Pittsburgh Steelers merged for
the 1943 season, played home games
in both cities, and became known as
the "Steagles."

Anyone up for the Exrays?

The Steagles, of course, were mere-
ly a temporary solution to deal with
extraordinary circumstances, not
unlike more recent two-city adapta-
tions.

— The Expos, in an interesting
twist, played 22 home games in Puer-
to Rico during each of their last two
seasons in Montreal in an attempt to
boost the bottom line of a lame-duck,
MLB-owned franchise that wound up
becoming the Nationals.

— In 2005, the NFL's New Orleans
Saints split their home games be-
tween San Antonio and Baton Rouge
after Hurricane Katrina devastated
the Big Easy.

— This season, baseball's Toronto
Blue Jays actually played in three
different home stadiums because of
COVID-19 restrictions, starting out at
their spring training facility in Dune-
din, Florida, before moving north to
Buffalo for about two dozen home
games and and finally back to Toron-
to at the end of July.

"Extremely difficult," Roberts mar-
veled. "I give (Toronto manager)
Charlie Montoya and the Blue Jays a
lot of credit for what they've had to go
through this year."

There have been attempts to play in
multiple home cities, though nothing
on the scale that Tampa Bay is pro-
posing.

In the old American Basketball As-
sociation, for instance, several teams
tried a regionalized approach within
a single state. The Carolina Cougars
held home games in Greensboro,
Charlotte, Raleigh and Winston-Sa-
lem. The Floridians played in Miami,
Tampa, Jacksonville and West Palm
Beach.

Most notable were the Kansas City-
Omaha Kings, who considered both
cities home during their first three
seasons in the NBA. Admittedly, they
are much closer to each other than
Tampa Bay and Montreal — about 185
miles apart — which made it more
feasible to play 26 home games in
Kansas City and 15 in Omaha.

Even then, the unique arrangement
didn't last. The Kings dropped Omaha
from their name after three seasons,
eventually shifted all home games to
Kansas City and wound up moving to
Sacramento in 1985.

Clearly, two-city teams do not work
long term. But the Rays keep insist-
ing that it's the only way for baseball
to survive in the Tampa Bay area —
even if it's only for a half-season a
year.

The Rays were going to put up a sign
at Tropicana Field touting the Sister
City plan during the playoffs, only to
change course when they were right-
fully called out for angering what few
fans they have and causing an unnec-
essary distraction for their players.

When a disaster strikes, it is wise to have a plan for
transporting and eventually treating large animals.

BRYAN-COLLEGE STATION, Sept. 29, 2021 -
Preparation is always key in any type of emergen-
cy response, but this is especially true when taking
care of large animals in a disaster situation.

Unlike household pets, which can usually be
quickly and easily transported, moving large ani-
mals can take time, which is usually in short sup-
ply during a disaster.

According to Dr. Wesley Bissett, director of the
Texas A&M University College of Veterinary Medi-
cine & Biomedical Sciences’ Veterinary Emergen-
cy Team, there are several things to prepare and
practice when it comes to show animals and horses.

“A simple one is just making sure your animal is
trained to load into a trailer,” Bissett said. “Time is
going to be the major factor in getting you and your
animals to safety, and you don’t want the first time
you’re loading an animal to be in that situation.”

Another tip from Bissett is to create a “go Kkit”
inside waterproof containers that includes three
to five days’ worth of food and water and at least
two weeks’ worth of medications, as well as first aid
supplies, cleaning supplies, and extra lead ropes,
halters and blankets.

“Resources could be scarce immediately follow-
ing a disaster, so making sure you have at least sev-
eral days’ worth of supplies ready to go can make a
huge difference,” he said.

It’s also important to have copies of your animal’s
medical records (and Coggins papers for horses)
and a way to identify the animal, such as having
them freeze-branded or microchipped, in case
you’re separated.

“If you have to temporarily house your animal
in an emergency shelter, having those medical re-
cords and identification methods will make the pro-
cess significantly smoother,” Bissett said.

For livestock herds, preparation is even more im-
portant because of the number of animals that can
be involved.

“A big key for preparing a livestock herd is just
being aware of what parts of the property will usu-
ally flood first,” Bissett said. “Where are the low-
lying areas? What parts of the property get cut off
from others? Every disaster is different, but this
will at least help you determine potential evacua-
tion routes and where to place food and equipment

so that you aren’t trying to make those decisions in
the moment.”

Evacuating a herd and positioning food and
equipment will take a significant amount of time,
so Bissett recommends having a formal written
evacuation timeline and sticking to it if it looks
like a disaster could be approaching.

“One of our natural tendencies in disaster situ-
ations is to wait as long as we can in the hope that
we don’t have to do anything,” he said. “But when
you’re talking about a large number of large ani-
mals, food, and equipment, if you wait too long, it
could be too late. You need to have an idea of how
long the process is going to take.”

A disaster situation for a large animal herd could
mean more than just natural disasters, though, and
Bissett said the VET can help ranchers make conti-
nuity of operations plans.

“Having a good biosecurity plan in case of an in-
fectious disease outbreak can make a huge differ-
ence in how impacted your operation is,” he said.
“A good biosecurity plan can not only help mini-
mize infections to the herd but even allow you to
continue operations during an outbreak.”

Finally, for all kinds of disasters and whether you
have one show animal of several thousand head,
Bissett said to be familiar with the local emergency
management offices and plans.

“Getting to know your local animal control of-
fices, veterinarians and emergency veterinarians,
county AgriLife agents, and other people in your
local emergency management will help not only
prepare you for disaster but could also allow you to
help others,” he said. “In times of disaster, people
will come together and help, but you need a plan
on how you’re going to communicate and coordi-
nate resources or you could create even more prob-
lems.”

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The Pet Connection: On the Road Again

As vacation plans are in the works,
car rentals are being made, hotels are
being booked, it's also time to think
about plans for that four-legged mem-
ber of the family.

Decisions need to be made with the
family on bringing Fido or Miss Kitty
with you on vacation, finding a repu-
table pet sitter or boarding facility for
that fluffy fur member.

Things to think about when decid-
ing to travel with the fur baby, first
and foremost is, “Do they like to ride
in the car?” Nothing can take the joy
out of traveling like when you have a
dog throwing up in the back seat or
slobbering and shaking uncontrolla-
bly, or a cat that meows the full eight
hours to Grandma's place.

If you're not sure if your pet likes
to ride, just a few short trips around

town will let you know soon enough.
Remember, always restrain your pet
while in the car. A hard-sided crate
is the safest; a seat belt harness or
tethering with a leash will keep both
them and you safe while driving.
One of my tricks when picking up a
stray: I'll use any leash that I have
available, put a large knot toward the
end of the leash, with the other end
securely around the dog's head and
leaving enough wiggle room, slam
the leash in the car door. This gives
the dog a way to move around, yet
controlling them from ending up in
the front seat with you while you're
driving. When traveling with a kitty
cat, I most always recommend hav-
ing them secured in a cat crate large
enough that you can put in a small lit-
ter box. Most cats do not like being in
a vehicle and will have a tendency to
cry out or slobber at the mouth. Hope-
fully yours will settle right in and en-

joy the ride.

Idon't recommend feeding or water-
ing them right before you are about
to travel; nerves do funny things to
them and us.

I would not feed or water after mid-
night if you're leaving out early in the
morning.

Carrying along ice cubes or ice
chips when traveling and placing
them in their travel bowl works great
for me; it eliminates water spills in
the back of my car. Feeding my dog
a smaller portion of their food when
stopping for the night works best
and don't be alarmed if they don't eat
much while traveling.

If your pet does show signs of car
sickness, contact your family vet and
they have some medication that will
help. You can also look for a Thun-
der Jacket/Shirt that will hug your
dog and help relieve anxiety. This
is a wearable, snug jacket or shirt

that makes your pet feel secure as if
you were holding and hugging them.
You can find these online and some-
times I've found them at Sam's Club
or WalMart. You can also look online
for homeopathic remedies and even
talk to your vet about using Benadryl
to relieve the anxiety.

Remember that you will probably
have to use one medication for your
dog and a different one for your cat;
always consult your veterinarian.
Make sure that before leaving, your
dog or cat is current on their vacci-
nations and it might be best to have a
health certificate to carry along with
you. Knowing what your vacation
plans hold when you reach your final
destination, if staying at a friend's or
relative's or at a pet-friendly hotel, or
even at a boarding facility, find out
what requirements they have.

Master the
art of making
grilled cheese

A grilled cheese
sandwich is a simple
pleasure enjoyed by
children and adults
alike. Knowing how
to create a delicious
grilled cheese sandwich
is a handy skill.

Even though the
sandwich may seem
simple, there are some
tricks to the trade to
achieve a golden,
crispy-on-the-outside,
gooey-on-the-inside
finished product.

Start with homemade
bread

Fresh, homemade
bread can be custom-
ized so that you get
the desired results in
each slice. A bread
that is sturdy enough
to slice and close-
grained enough that
the cheese doesn’t
leak through should be
the goal. While there
are many homemade
recipes available, this
“Honey-Oat Pain de
Mie,” courtesy of King
Arthur Baking, yields
an ultra-thin crust and
slices easily.

There are many ways a declarer
can try to ferret out information that
is critical to the success of his con-
tract. Most of these are standard
operating procedure on every deal,
such as referring to the opposing bid-
ding or drawing the proper inference
from the opening lead. Once in a
while, though, a declarer has to exer-
cise a bit of ingenuity to find out
what he needs to know.

Consider this case where South
was in four hearts and West led the
K-A and another club. After ruffing
the third club, East exited with the
queen of spades, taken by declarer

with the ace. South then cashed the
ace of hearts and, after everyone fol-
lowed low, had to decide what to do
next.

There were two choices: He could
continue with the king of hearts, hop-
ing that East had originally held any
three hearts — in which case the
queen would now fall — or he could
cross to dummy and take a heart
finesse, in effect assuming that East
had started with the Q-9-6-3.

Percentage-wise, this was a very
close proposition, but South found a
way to resolve the issue without
resorting to guesswork. At trick six,
he led a diamond o the king and then
played the jack of clubs!

Without giving the matter much
thought, East ruffed to prevent a dis-
card and thus solved declarer’s prob-
lem. But even if East had not ruffed,
South could discard the diamond ace
and then lead a trump. After East fol-
lowed with the nine, it would not
have been difficult to diagnose why
East had refused to ruff the previous
trick.

Purists might argue that an alert
East who started with the 9-6-3 of
hearts could lure South into going
wrong by refusing to ruff the jack of
clubs with the singleton nine of
hearts. But since most defenders
would probably not make this play,
the recommended approach is supe-
rior fo subjecting oneself to an out-
right guess.

Place
the log in a lightly
greased 9-inch pain
de mie (pullman) pan,
pressing it gently to
flatten.

4. Place the lid on
the pan (or cover with
plastic wrap, for a
better view), and let

the pan’s lid completely
closed, and bake the
bread for 30 minutes.

6. Remove the lid,
and bake for an addi-
tional 5 minutes, or unti
an instant-read ther-
mometer inserted into
the center registers at
least 190 F.

7. Remove the bread
from the oven, and turn
it out of the pan onto a
rack.

Run a stick of butter
over the top, if desired;
this will yield a soft,
buttery crust.

wrap airtight and store
for several days at
room temperature.

Test your cheese

Check to see how
well your cheese melts
by putting a piece of it
in the microwave for 10
seconds.

Cheese that melts
quickly will need to be
cooked on medium to
high heat for grilled
cheese so the bread
toasts and cheese
melts.

A cheese that is slow
to melt will need to be
cooked on low and
longer for the perfect
results. American
cheese often is a pop-
ular choice because of
the way it melts.

Switch up your
spread

wButter is often the
go-to to get that crispy
outer bite on grilled
cheese.

Planning ahead for your trip out of town will help protect your pet's wellbe- [ :.
ing. While at your vet's, if your pet isn't previously microchipped, now would

be the best time to get it done, and remember to
REGISTER YOUR MICROCHIP.

While traveling, be very aware of stopping at
just any old place where pets frequent. If traveling
with a puppy, you must be very aware of picking
up deadly diseases at a truck stop or roadside park.
If traveling with a young pup, I recommend NO
PAWS ON GROUND! Waiting 'til your destination
to let your puppy out might be the best lifesaving
measure that you do. Carry along extra pee pads
for your car or crate. As a responsible pet owner,
always carry poop bags and clean up after your pet
wherever you may stop.

When you finally stop to take that driving break
and you have a dog that is current on their vaccina-
tions, before opening the car door, make sure that
their collar is firmly secure around their neck; or, if
using a harness, that they haven't chewed it in two,
that you have their microchip registration avail-
able and that they have a current identification tag
on them. Also, carrying a current photo of your pet
is a must in case of a car accident, so that you'll be
able to identify your pet.

You don't want to be that pet owner that just
opened up their car door and away their family
member runs! Having a secure collar or harness
with a name tag and current phone number and a
sturdy leash will make your travels much easier
and safer. Knowing what your dog does on a leash
will determine if you choose a heavier six-foot leash
or if you are thinking of a sturdy retractable leash.

There is a lot of controversy going on about us-
ing a retractable leash, so do your research and see
what works best for you and your dog. If traveling
with a cat in a carrier, make sure that, before you
open your doors, that the cat is still contained in
their pet taxi or pet carrier and that one of the kids
hasn't opened their door so they could look out bet-
ter!

Traveling with your pets can be a lot of fun for
both you and them. It's a great way to bond with
your dog. I travel a lot and, when we go, we've been
known to take four or five dogs at a time. Know the
laws in the states you are traveling through and to,
and choose a time to travel where you don't have
have to worry about extreme weather, cold or hot.

If a new series has you thinking it's 2000

When creator and executive producer
Anthony E. Zuiker’s Las Vegas-set “CSI:
Crime Scene Investigation” launched 21
years ago, it quickly became a bigger hit
than many anticipated ... establishing a
long-running franchise that also came to
encompass the spinoffs “CSI: Miami,”
“CSL: NY” and “CSI: Cyber.” Now, whats
old truly is new again as CBS revisits the
initial location and welcomes back some
of the original cast members with the
premiere of “CSI: Vegas” Wednesday, Oct.
6.

A sequel to the first show, the latest
iteration reunites William Petersen (also
an executive producer again) and Jorja Fox
as romantically linked — in fact, formerly
married — forensic detectives Gil Grissom
and Sara Sidle. Other returnees who'll
be familiar to the “CSI” faithful include
Wallace Langham as David Hodges and
(in multiple episodes) Paul Guilfoyle as
Jim Brass. Paula Newsome also stars as
the crime lab’s current leader, and Matt
Lauria, Mel Rodriguez (“The Last Man on
Earth”) and Mandeep Dhillon are among

additional cast newcomers.

"New York’ and ‘Cyber,” we did hit a sort
of audience exhaustion,” Zuiker allows. “It
was always in the back of our minds that

again instead of 2021, you can be forgiven.

“I think that between Las Vegas, ‘Miami,

this would probably come back, because
‘CST was such an iconic show and it was
mystery-based, it would make perfect
sense at some point. I believe we made the
crime genre white-hot, and it still pretty
hot to this day, and I think the timing is
interesting because the world has changed.”

Indeed, then-cutting-edge forensic
techniques were a big part of “CSI’s” appeal
... and they still appeal to Petersen, who's
an executive producer as well as a star of
the new show, as he was the first time. “I
sort of jumped at it,” he says, “because of
the idea of revisiting Grissom and Sara, to
see who we are now. Plus, it”s a different
world than it was 20 years ago. The idea
of being able to come back into the land
of science, I thought, was really a great
opportunity.”

While allowing that “we had to diversify
the cast, based on the times,” Zuiker feels
“CSI: Vegas” has a strong suit in presenting
principal actors from the original run again.

“It wasn’t that difficult” to get them back,
he maintains. “It was really just sitting
down with Billy (Petersen) first at a diner
in downtown Los Angeles, much like when
we sat down at a cafe in 1999. I expected
much more of a struggle, but I think he
saw enough familiar faces who had been

Rose Mclver contends with
‘Ghosts’ in new CBS sitcom

After several years playing a member of the
undead, Rose Mclver now has poltergeists to
deal with.

The former “iZombie” star injected humor
into that role, but more-overt laughs rule as the
CBS comedy “Ghosts” gets a Halloween-month
premiere Thursday, Oct. 7. In the adaptation of
a BBC series, Mclver and Utkarsh Ambudkar
play heirs to a mansion in New York's Hudson
Valley, where the spirits of previous residents still
inhabit the place. Samantha (Mclver) can see
them but others can't, complicating the couple’s
efforts to turn the site into a bed and breakfast ...
and their daily lives in general.

“I'm starting to wonder if 'm ever going to

et a regular job not playing somebofy at least

alf-dead again,” Mclver muses. “I guess I found
my niche. (In ‘Ghosts), its hopefully grounded
and is this species that we can all relate to. One
of the things I get most excited about —and
was so fortunate with ‘iZombie’ to have — is
to see people dressing up and getting lost in
another world. I think some of the fans of this
kind of theme are the most dedicated, creative,
imaginable people out there, and I feel really
lucky that this world would take me back again.”

Among those playing the diverse array of
ghosts — representing different eras and lifestyles,
from a Viking to a hippie — are Sheila Carrasco,
Asher Grodman, Brandon Scott Jones, Devan
Chandler Long, Richie Moriarty, Danielle
Pinnock, Rebecca Wisocky and Roman
Zaragoza.

Fellow star Ambudkar reasons that “Ghosts” is
a different kind of effort for its network: “I think
it's a new energy and something that CBS hasnt
really had, for them to take a big swing with a
comedy like this, which is supernatural. It's a
lictle edgy at times. It’s certainly as diverse as any

other show, and they've been super-open to our
input ... myself, Roman, Danielle, Sheila, and
what we have to say about our characters. I think

“Ghosts” is being filmed in Montreal, but
Joe Wiseman — one of its executive producers,
along with his longtime creative partner Joe
Port — explains, “We liked upstate New York. It
seemed to be sort of rich in American history.
We wanted a Viking character, so we did some
research. They were in Canada, but there is
evidence and actually journals that we found of
them describing coming down the coast. They
would go inland and explore. As soon as we
figured that out, we were like, ‘OK. We may as
well set it here. That seems like a fun character
to have running around.””

Before she became one of television’s ultimate
icons, Lucille Ball had a sizable foothold in feature
films. TCM celebrates the actress (and, in later
years, powerful TV producer) as its Star of the
Month every Thursday night into the adjacent
Friday morning during October ... and also by
devoting its third “The Plot Thickens” behind-
the-scenes podcast, debuting Oct. 12, to her. Ben
Mankiewicz hosts both tributes.

“It’s really valuable to hear her in her own words,”
Mankiewicz says of the wealth of archival recordings
of Ball that the podcast uses. “It’s really a remarkable
story. She became mainstream because she was
on a network sitcom in the 1950s, but this was a
bold and really innovative artist who was eager to
break through and did not go about things in a
conventional way.”

Each week of the televised Ball salute showcases
a different aspect of her movie career. The Oct. 7-8
opener, “Farly Lucy,” concentrates on her 1930s
films. Expectedly, comedies are included, such as her
teaming with the Marx Brothers in “Room Service”
and her appearance with Fred Astaire and Ginger
Rogers in “Follow the Fleet.” However, drama also is
represented by “Stage Door” (also starring Katharine
Hepburn and, again, Ginger Rogers) and the jungle-
plane-crash saga “Five Came Back.”

Oct. 14-15 offers the three feature films Ball
made with first husband (and, of course, fellow “T
Love Lucy” star) Desi Arnaz ... including the project
that initially brought them together, “Too Many
Girls,” plus “The Long, Long Trailer” and “Forever,
Darling.” Oct. 21-22 is devoted to other pictures
Ball filmed before she and Arnaz established the TV-

production-revolutionizing Desilu studio, such as

A trek through 2 human hody is a
‘Fantastic Voyage’

No matter how far science-fiction movies have come in the past 55 years, there’s never been another quite
like “Fantastic Voyage.”

Offered by Turner Classic Movies to start a tribute to director Richard Fleischer on Saturday, Oct. 9, the
1966 fantasy takes a miniaturized submarine crew on a trip through a defecting scientist’s (Jean Del Val) body
to repair a critical injury from within. Bear in mind that this was made before the era of commonly used
computer-generated special effects, so what the film achieves with its visuals — which earned two Oscars — is
that much more amazing.

The story starts on a very realistic note as the scientist in question is delivered, supposedly safely, to his
destination by an intelligence agent played by Stephen Boyd. Soon afterward, though, he’s the target of an
attack committed by automobile ...and it’s determined that the only way to repair the damage to his brain is to
deploy a team to enter his body, injected via a hypodermic needle, and stage the needed procedure.

That would seem impossible, if not for a top-secret process that can shrink anything — or anyone — down to
the size of a microbe. The Boyd character is enlisted to go along on the sub to provide security for a surgeon
and his assistant (Arthur Kennedy, Raquel Welch), a rather tightly wound medical consultant (Donald
Pleasence) and the vessel’s driver (William Redfield). And they have only an hour to get in, accomplish their
mission and get out before they start growing back to normal size.

It's a terrific sci-fi concept, and though a remake has been discussed for many years (with such filmmakers
as James Cameron and Guillermo del Toro involved at various stages), the original holds up quite durably. For
all of its scientific intrigue, it wasn't hurt by the presence of then-relative-newcomer Welch, who made a major
splash in the movie industry between this and “One Million Years B.C.” the following year.

Not all of the action in “Fantastic Voyage” takes
place inside a body, and the picture also provides
good roles on the “outside” for reliable screen veterans
Edmond O’Brien and Arthur O’Connell as military
officials overseeing the situation. Though it’s hard to
recognize him with a medical mask over his face, James
Brolin — then a contract player at 20th Century Fox —
also is present.

“Fantastic Voyage” is one of those films that likely
sounded great in the pitch, but also must have
generated questions about whether it actually could be
done. As it turned out, it could, and the result remains
fascinating and hugely entertaining.

of records for the Detroit Lions. And after 12 seasons of
mostly losing football in the Motor City, the 33-year-old
quarterback wants what every NFL player wants: a Super
Bowl ring.

This past offseason, he requested and got a trade, to the
Los Angeles Rams for two future first round picks, a third
round pick in the most recent draft and quarterback Jared
Gof. It was a steep price to pay for the Rams, who took a
first round exit in the 2020 Divisional playoff, but it might
also be the final piece of what could be a championship
team.

The Rams and their fans certainly got a taste of that
in their Week 1 game against the Chicago Bears, when
Stafford completed 20 of 26 passes for 321 yards with
three touchdowns and no interceptions in a 34-14 victory
over his former NFC North rivals. The uber-efficient
/ performance also drew raves from teammates and head

coach Sean McVay, who commented afterward, “You're not
limited in anything you can do in the pass game.”

Stafford brings an impressive resume to L.A., holding Lions all-time records for passing yards (45,109),
touchdowns (282), completions (3,898) and wins (74). Given the talent that now surrounds him, Stafford
and the Rams hope his move west will bring more milestones to what may be a Hall of Fame career.

Stafford and the Rams can be seen in action Thursday, Oct. 7, when they pay a visit to the NFC West
rival Seattle Seahawks in a prime-time game airing on Fox.
