‘Integrity’ pegged as national ‘concern

Integrity has recently been a subject of national
concern, and on Oct. 26 all Reese personnel heard the
official Air Force position on the topic. t

In several afternoon sessions overflow audiences
in the Reese theater heard 64th Flying Training Wing
Commander Col. Walter H. Baxter III expound on the
subject.

Colonel Baxter briefed messages on integrity re-
cently received from Air Force Chief of Staff Gen.
John D. Ryan, and ATC Commander Lt. Gen. William
V. McBride. He then added his own thoughts on the
matter.

Calling integrity “the most important responsibility
of command,” General Ryan emphasized that, “Any
order to compromise integrity is not a lawful order.”
Terming integrity the ‘“binding force” and ‘keystone

of military service,” he explained that, “A commander
cannot have confidence in his forces unless he is posi-
tive of the integrity of his people.”

The Chief of Staff called for leaders to develop in-
tegrity by encouragement and example, then in his
message amplified this by saying that the Air Force
has no room for any individual who falsifies reports,
conceals the truth or resorts to deception.

He cautioned against what he termed ‘“The Look-

_ Good Syndrome” as a ‘“subtle, dangerous trap” and

one that must be avoided. He called for all reports
to be completely accurate and factual else they be
useless as management devices. “Integrity,” con-
cluded General McBride, “is our lifeline—let’s nour-
ish it and protect it . . .”

Colonel Baxter reminded those listening that, “We

have little to sell except safe airplanes for our stu-
dents to fly,” and that lives are risked when “we don’t
do what we say we’ve done.” He felt that not following
tech orders properly, signing off undone work and not
writing up an aircraft with a known discrepancy all
fall into the same category of self-deception.

He continued that, “. . . Nothing short of complete
honesty and integrity can suffice in the work in which
we're engaged. I think we have the best base in Air
Training Command, but let’s not stop looking for ways
to improve.”

Concluding, he asked that the audience take with them
another thought learned from General McBride: “It
is far more important for you to know your weakness
than your strengths.”

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The voting polls for the 1972 general
election will open at 7 a.m. Tuesday
in Lubbock for all registered voters.

There will not be voting booths at
Reese and personnel have been urged to
vote, either before or after work. Polls
will remain open until 7 p.m. The Reese
Elementary School will serve as the
voting center for persons living on base
and in Reese Village.

In state elections two years ago, voting
rates within the military were low. Re-
sults of a survey revealed that only
36.8 per cent of enlisted personnel and
56.1 per cent of officer personnel were
provided with Federal Post Card Ap-
plications (FPCA) for absentee ballot.
According to the poll, of that total, only
23.4 per cent enlisted and 42.4 per cent
officers actually took advantage of the
program and voted in their states’ elec-
tions.

For the general election this year,
unit voting officers were appointed and
a voting counselor was appointed for
every 25 people. The object of this
plan was to have each counselor con-
tact each one of his assigned person-
nel, hand deliver the FPCA and pro-
vide any necessary counseling that an
individual might require. The eventual
goal of this procedure was to insure

This was the quiet remark of Col. Wal-
ter H. Baxter III, wing commander, as
he learned of the gigantic strides Reese
was making in the Combined Federal
Campaign (CFC).

But the colonel expressed confidence
from the very beginning as he told
Capt. Tom McCay, base project officer
for the CFC, “Take this campaign to
the people of Reese—they’ll not let you
down.”

And Colonel Baxter’s calm determi-
=~ation became contagious. “We confi-

ntly raised our goal to $40,000 from
“la.s year’s $27,500 knowing the people

McCay.

Within one week the base had collect-
ed more than $26,000—almost matching
last year’s total goal. Two weeks into
the drive—almost $37,000—well beyond
last year’s goal.

“Three weeks of determined, low
pressure campaigning got the job done
—proving Reese is a mature communi-
ty,” the captain remarked. More than

$47,000 was in the till, with today’s

total showing $50,100. One office on
base, the Deputy Commander for Op-
erations, had actually surpassed last
year’s total for the entire base.

“I'm conviced that the leadership
provided and the personal acceptance
of responsibility by each individual
were the two key factors leading to
our overwhelming success in this worth-
while endeavor,” said Captain McCay.

Noting that the campaign will not of-
ficially end until Wednesday, the cap-
tain reminded, ‘“What remains to be
done is to insure everyone has an op-
portunity to contribute.”

“I’'ve learned a lot more from this
campaign that just how to raise mon-
ey,” the captain reminisced, ‘“When
I was introduced as project officer

that no one on base denied the oppor-
tunity to register and vote.

According to Capt. Allan N. Breden-
berg, wing voting officer, the program
has been highly successful this year.
Reports from unit voting officers indi-
cate that 99.6 per cent of all military
pesonnel on base have been counseled
and provided with an FPCA.

Various organizations have been rec-
ognized for their efforts in promoting
the voting program. Publications have
been provided by the Information Divi-
sion and the Judge Advocate’s office
has provided the legal advice and an-
swers to technical questions about state
voting regulations. The program was
also supported by voter registration
booths which were set up at the Mathis
Recreation Center, base commissary,
base exchange and at the Reese USAF
Hospital. Approximately 600 military,
civilian and dependent personnel were
registered at the booths.

Election day is Tuesday and Captain
Bredenberg has urged all Reese per-
sonnel to exercise their voting privi-
lege. Any final information concerning
instructions on the absentee ballot or
state deadlines may be obtained from
unit voting officers or through the
voting action line at ext. 2329.

The day will also mark the end of a massive
compaign throughout the Air Force to make
absolutely sure that each of its members, in-
cluding dependents, has the opportunity to be
heard at the ballot box either through absentee
ballot or by actually appearing at his respec-
tive precinct to vote.

Ser-
vicemen, especially, should have a special
interest in voting. They are called on to
fight the wars and keep the peace. It follows

Whether you vote by absentee ballot or
locally in your voting precinct, make a deter-
mined effort to cast your ballot this election
day. If you are voting by absentee ballot be
sure to follow carefully the instructions on
your absentee ballot, insuring that the oath is
administered by the proper authority.

If you are voting locally, the polls will
open at 7 a.m. and close at 7 p.m. Be sure
you bring along your registration certificate
and vote in the correct precinct, which is
shown on your registration certificate.
