Who knows but that the recent
failures in crops in this country will
prove a blessing to the people in the
future? As [ believe they will, if the
people will but think and,put to use
the information gained by them. We
sce and hear of many new experi-
ments, some of which, mo doubt, will
prove successes and become a bless-
ing to the country. Oneof these is
the gathering of the late cotton that
has not opened sufficiently to be
picked from the bolls. Some of our
neighbors have been gathening this
cotton in the bolls, most ol the bolls
being only cracked a little, and haul-
ing it to the gin at Munday where it
is first run through a thresher and
then ginned and sold for a very good
price. And it seems that the seed
and hulls together are proving to be
a good feed for cattle,

And we all know that the fall
planting of feed stuff proved a suc-
cess and gives us assurance that we
can raise a forage and grain crop—
especially the dwarf milo maize—
after we harvest our small grain, or
after it hias gone far enough to show
that it will be a failure, should such
be the case.

So we have it demonstrated
that we can raise two crops on the
same land in one year. We believe
that rotation and diversification will
meet any emergency or demand we
may have tomeetif intelligently and
systematically carried on,
Now. I will say to my brother far-
mers, it will be a long time before we
can get any money out of another
cotton crop and before that time
buckle and tongue will separate and
we will all have to
labor under many disadvantages, so
let every farmer sow some oats, even
if only five or ten acres, and plant
any thing else that will come in ready
for market at an early date, for a
little from every farmer will amount
to a great deal in the county at large.

The
yleld was In the nalghborhood cf 68
bushels, while the auality would aver-
age 85 to %0, taking 100 as the stand-
ard, Bheep have (done well to dato
both in shearing and In lambing, The
fleeces average % to 7 pounde, but
progpects from now on for both sheep
and cattle depending on range feed
are poor, With a mild winter no great
loases may be looked for, but If we
have severe weather the loss will be
heavy. A great many cattle have
been shipped to market on account of
shortness of range feed. Sheep ship-
ments also increased. The Increased
cattle shipments are 26 to 40 per cent,
sheep 60 to 756 per cent. The quality
of cattle as compared with other years
is about 90, taking 100 as the stand-
ard. Sheep are nearly up to the avers
age. Horses have bLeen Iu demand
and have brought good prices, The
colt crop Is large, there having been
no late snows or eold rains, Owing to
the short crop hay is In demand and
brings good prices, all the way from
$6 to §8 per ton in stack. Wheat and
onts where water held out for irrigat-
ing were big crops both in yield and
quality. Taking the state through I
would estimate the yleld at 90 per
cent and the quality at 95, Little or
no corn was raised in the southern
part of Wyoming. Our weather to
date Is very fine with only .06 of an
lnch of melted snow this  month,
which I8 not molsture enough.

Latah County, Idaho.—

This has been one of the most
prosperous seasons that the farmers
and stockmen have experienced In sey-
eral years.

More money can
be made in ralsing beef and pork per
haps than In making butter, but this
is a conditlon that belongs to pros
perity. When the gloomy days come,
and the pig and the steer cease to re-
turn a profit, is the time whon the cow
Is found to be a standby. The profit
ghe roturns In prosperity and in ad-
versity I8 not a large one, but it i= n
profit neverthelesa and not to be de
gplsed. It is very noticeable at a time
when other things are returning

losses, So at this time the eow should
not be forgotten, Many a man wlll:
have to fall back on her yet. During |
the hard times of a few Yyears Aago |
thousands of men went to milking
cows that had never done so before.
But they discovercd then that they
had not been preparing their herds
for that possibility, and consequently
had to milk cows that gave them very
little profit. They had been In the
past breeding to beef bulls and had
ealves of mixed blood. They then
wished they had saved thelr best
calves for milkers. Yet after the
clouds had passed away they forgot
all about their former experiences and
went to selling thelr good cows and
good calves and breeding dalry cows
to beef bulls. They are llkely to re
peat their old mistake and experience
the old regrets. What should be done
at this time ia to keep the best dalry
cows and breed them to the best dalry
bulls, retaining thelr calves if they
show signs of developing into good
milkers. In this way a falrly geod
lot of cows will be ready for work
when needed. It I8 sad to relate that
at this time even good cows are be-
Ing sent to the butcher, the owner
having become fixed In the idea that
prosperity Is henceforth to be per
petual.—Farmers' Review.

How to Qet Good Butter.

The all important question of the
day with creamery and dalry men is
how to obtaln a uniform and fine fla-
vored butter. Nearly all Investigators
agree that the secrot lies In the proper
ripening of the cream; and when we
read of the tons of low grade butter
brought into the markets dally, all
owing to the fact that the negligence
or ignorance as to the proper treat-
ment of the eream lles at the root of
this great fault, it appears to be a
polnt worthy of consideration.

To state the subject of starters
plainly and intelligently, it is neces-
sary to take the fundamental princi-
ples of the ripening of cream into
conslderation, The ripening of cream
includes two features upon which the
quality of the butter largely depends,
These are flavor and texture., The
offccts of ripening with starters are
far more marked upon the flavor of
butter than upon the texture, for it
{s during this process that the char-
acteristic flavors are developed. Cream
ripening Is merely a fermentation
process caused by bacterial growth.
This growth Is controlled by tempera:
ture, in which a rise (from 60 degrees
F., and not to exceed 100 degrees F.)
induces growth and develops immense
numbers of bacteria; while lowering
the temperature retards growth. The
nction of these germs In cream re-
sults in the conversion of a part of the
milk sugar into lactle acld, and a
slight formation of carbonic ncld gas
and a few other volatile constituents
not definitely kunown.—Oscar Erf, Le-
fore Indiana dairymen.

Asiatic Butter Trade,

At a convention of dairymen in
Wisconsin Major Alvord of the Dairy
Divigion Department of Agriculture
vas asked concerning the sale of
american butter in Asia. He replied
that an agent was there, but that
there was no probabllity of doing any-
thing, as the price the forelgners
were willing to pay for butter was
below what Americans would pay for
it. He was then asked what use
there was of keeping an agent there,
and replied that it was casting bread
on the waters. We fail to see the ad-
vantage of trylng to bulld up a for-
elgn trade under such conditions. Of
course It makes a positlon for some
man to fill at & good salary, but that
is all. In & recent report the agent
in guestion says that the American
butter he finds In Eastern Asia is as
good as the Danish article, with the
exception that the American butter
does not stand up ns well as does the
Dauish Putter, Some declare that this
difference {8 due to the Danes feed-
ing large amounts of bran and the
Americans feeding large amounts of
corn and cornmenl, Butter to sell In
a hot climate must have & good body
and be able to stand up.

German Butter Trade.

The trade in German butter with
the United Kingdom, the principal
market, has (the British consul re-
ports) had to contend with the sharp
competition of other butter exporting
countries, particularly Denmark, Rus-
sla and Canada, and has decreased of
late years to a considerable extenmt,
says London Grocer. On the other
band, the Import of forelgn butter
into Germany has Increased during
the Iast elght years from 18,000,000
to 26,000,000 marks. To a statement

Loss in Unstandardized Cream.

Nearly every. cream separator has
some contrivance by which the rich-
ness of the cream can be regulated,
but theee regulations are far from
accurate. A fairly uniform cream de-
livered by the separator In daily op
eration may have a range of varin
tions of 6 per cent above or below the
per cent desired, These variations
even in a minlmum case would result
In gréat profit or loas, as the case may
be, too mieat for a healthy, legitimate
businesy, To (llustrate: Take ffty
gallons of cream contalning 20 per
cent of hutterfat and as a variation,
let there be 6 per cent more butter
fat than the standard requires, As
sume that the cream is sold at an av-
erage price of 80e a gallon, The loss
to the party selling the cream wounld
amount to $10 on the ffty gallors,

which could have been saved by
standardization. Even though each
soparator has a regulating con-

trivance there are always some con-
ditfons In practical oporations which
influence separation and cause varla
tlon In the richness of the cream.
These conditions can be controNed,
to a certain extent, but In order to
secure as little variation as by stand-
ardizing the operation will require
such vigilance and close supervision
that it would become Impracticable
for the creamery man as well as for
the dalryman,

The first and probably the most im-
portant cause of these variations Is
due to the speed of the bowl In the
crenm separator, for anything that
tenc to change the speed must neces:
sarily influence the per cent of fat in
the cream. Second, the temperature
of the milk has conslderable influ-
ence on the per cent of fat in the
eream. A difference of ten or more
degrees In the temperature of the
milk will cause a decided variation
in the per cent of butterfat In the
cream. If milk is warm the cream
will be thicker, If cold it will be
thinner, other conditions belng equal.
Third, the per cent of fat changes
with the amount separated per hour.
It milk Is fed into a separator at an
uneven rate or if the flow of milk s
stopped, the thickness of the cream
will be greatly influenced. Although
cream separators are nearly all pro-
vided with floats to regulate the In
flow of the milk Into the machine, yet
o slight variation of pressure as that
due to the differcnce in the helght
of milk in the recelving can or tem:
pering vat Influences the per cent of
fat in the cream. Fourth, the amount
of water or skim milk used to flush
out the bowl at the end of separa
tion will naturally tend to affect the
cream test., Fifth, the condition of
the milk changes the per cent by
having small clots obstruct the cream
or skim milk passage in the bowl of
the separator.

Saving Seed Corn.

From Farmerg' Review: In  your
{ssue of the 12th inst. an article on
seed corn saving in the cellar by A
T. Evans, leads me to say that seed
corn saving can be much simplified
by making a flat box Ilarge enough te
hold the seed required, with doors
along one side and covered all over
with sereen wire similar to that used
for window screens. Suspend this
from the floor joists, This prevents al}
loks from mice or rats, which Is some.

Keep Up the Feeding.

A force pulllng in the direction of
large and economical milk-giving, s
persistent dry milking and persistent
high feeding. The trouble with most
of us ls that, as the cows get farther
along In the period of lactation, we
drop off the feed prematurely. We
follow the false doctrine that we
ghould measure the supply of nutrl
ents by the yleld of milk, and when-
over the cow drops In yleld we punish
her, and, through her, ourselves, by
making a corresponding reduction In
the food supply. We forget the drafts
upon the feed other than for the pro-
duction of milk, and we forget that
these drafts Increase as the time for
the birth of the next calf approaches
Remember, on the other side, the
danger of milk fever, and guarding
ourselves against It as best we may"
during the last three weeks prior to
the birth of the calf, we want to con-
tinue & good full ration of roughage
and grain well through the entire
perfod of lactation.—Clinton D.

Rate of Seeding Wheat.

Unless some unusual condition ex-
Ists, the Oklahoma Experiment Sta-
tlon seeds wheat at the rate of one
and one-half bushels per nere. Cover
Ing a period of several years at this
station different amounts varying
from three to eight pecks per acre
were seeded on different plats to fur
nish data on this question, saye a bul-
letin of the Oklahoma station. The
average of these results show a few
bushels in favor of the five and sl
peck rates, but there were cases In
which there was practically no dif
ference In yields from the lightest tc
the heaviest seeding. On the othe
hand there were times when such un.
usual rates as three pecks and elght
peoks gave much poorer results thar
& medium amount, Similar experi
ments have been carried on by many
of the stations over the United States
and the results agree very closely with
those given above and all recommends
& good liberal seedifig as being the
safest rule to follow. Conditions have
been found to Influence the results
very much at times, so that any fixed
rule cannot be lald down, and the farm
er should give each individual case
due conslderation as many poor ylelds
have been the result of not using the
proper quantity of seed wheat per
acre. The following factors are to be
considered In declding the rate ol
seeding, time of seeding, characte:
and condition of soll; location, char
acter of seed (quality, size of berry
purity, method of seeding and variety
characteristics, Before considering
these it Is well to recall to mind thai
wheat, llke other small grains, has
the characteristic of throwing ouw
from each seed, stalks varying in num
ber from two to several dozen, in ex
tremo cases, The number usually
runs as high as half a dozen at least
This is the tillering or stooling of the
plant. Due to this habit of growth the]
number of seed stalks per foot may
not vary much even {f different
amounts of seed are used per acre
and consequently the yleld per aore
may not differ materially. But muck
will depend upon the factors clitec
above whether we get the proper num
ber of sead stalks per foot or whethes
they produce the maximum amount of
good grain, If any condition exists
that stimulates or allows an abnormal
amouwut of tillering, It is usually det
rimental to the yield and quality o1
the grain, but the injury is sel
dom due to there belng too many
#'alks produced per foot as the tend
ency s to produce about so many seed
stalks per foot and then the tillering
ceases,

Colda In the Fall.

Bome poultry ralsers eomplain thai
thelr fowls catch cold in the fall when
they are shut up In close coops al
night. There are several causes for
this. One of them I8 that the coop
fs 80 warm that the birds become toc
warm, and when turned eut of doors
ure allecled by the cold winds. An
other s that In the warm coop o
house there are drafts that come from
adjacent cracks. There is no trouble
of this kind with a properly ventilated
house. There the constantly chang
ing alir keeps the fowls from bhecoming
uncomfortably warm, and the eracks
are wanting. We need to pay more

attentlon to poultry house arehitesd
ure.

The Herdsman.

@s, the herdsman has played no unim-
portant part, for it must be acknowl-
edged that good feeding has been and
is the necessary accompaniment of
Buccessful breeding and showing, and
that unless these go hand in hand, im-
provement will be slow and unsatis
factory. Types have been evolved and
fixed largely by means of generous
feeding and treatment In concert, with
intelligent selectlon and mating, and
there is niore than a Httle truth in the
saylng that a deal of the breeding
goes In at the mouth and good ground
for the falith of Old Country herdsmen
In "neeps and cake” and for the confl
dence of American cattlemen ln the
“corn-erib cross.”

The general arrangement of Vene-
guelan honses s allke, The front
doorv opens into an outer vestibule,
its length being the width of the
front door, or rooms. At Its end a
second door opens into the patio, Ev-
erything goes in and out this door—
eallers, grocers, servants and often
even the burres. Some of the finest
have back gates and doors, but the
ordinary house has no alleyways, An
American cannot but be astonished,
a8 she sits in the drawing room visit-
ing, to hear the feet of a burro clatter
along the patio, down the few steps,
posibly through the kitchen, into the
back patlo or Into the corral, its quar-
ters. She does not object though,
for next to the sweet-tempered chil-
dren and pretty women, she likes the
burro best of anything in Venezuola.
He I8 so grave, so graceful, so Indus-
trious and so sell-respecting.

The patio s usually oblong or
square, The centre may be a real
garden, with shrubs, trees, vines and
flowers, or It may be cemented or
tiled, having its “lants in pots. In
oither of these casos there are usually
fountains, gold flsh, orchids, birds
and sometimes monkeys. The roof
projects over part of the patio, mak-
Ing a porch and here the family really
lives.

The drawlng #oom or parlor runs
the full length of the house, exclusive
of the vestibule, The windows have
iron bars outside and wooden blinds
inslde. They need no glass windows

Generally speaking, the houses In
Venezuela have but one story and no

filled with cement, Other housce have
walls of cement or cement stone.
These walls are made by filling
wooden molds with cement until it
sufficlently hardens to hold its welght
The molds are then removed and plac-
ed on top, refilled with cement, and
80 on to completion.

Small houses, especially those In

the comntry, are constructed by erect-
Ing two rows of poles, some #8ix to

eighteen inches apart, the space be-
tween being filled with stones or
clay, Outside the poles, weot natural

clay is plastered on and smoothed
with a board. The sun dries this to
hardnoess, but in wet weather It often
becomes spongy.

The houses of the poor and many
fences are made of large bricks of wet
clay, dried in the sun, but not burned.
Small cabing In the country are built
by sticking poles Into the ground and
nalling to these clapboards roughly
made from the outer wood of the
royal palm tree. This class of houses
i* too cheap and poor to warrant an
expenslve roof, and they are generally
thatehed, In the wooded part of the
country the leaves of the palm are
tled In bunches and bound on the
roof frame in Jayers. These bunches
are about two feet thick and lap each
other just as our shingles do.
