Policy change tightens weight program

WASHINGTON (AFNf) Air
Force is tightening the belt on
overweight officers. A recent policy
change says that failure to meet set
standards of dress, personal
appearance, < r military deportment
may constitite substandard duty
performance and warrant
involuntary s« paration.

The result of this change is that
when an officer iails to comply with

established standards — involving
dress, appearance, weight, decorum,
etc., discharge action may be
appropriate.

For some time, commanders have
expressed a need for a more direct
separation authority to discharge
officers who fail to attain or
maintain the required weight
standards. Separation action is

normally invoked only after other
administrative sanctions such as
supervised diet, mandatory
physical conditioning and weigh-
ins, control roster and performance
report remarks have been
unsuccessful in getting an
individual within weight limits.

the Consolidated Base Personnel

Office, Finance, Commissary,
Engineers, etc., are part of our
compensation, our pay that we have
earned. We should not accept poor
quality service at these facilities.
These are basic entitlements and
being ‘“short changed” in them is
similar to being short changed at the
pay window. It is no more reasonable
to expect a person to ignore being
short changed at the pay window
than to overlook the fact that other
basic entitlements are .not being
provided.

Reese shares a wunique
responsibility with all other Air
Training Command bases in the fact
that a large percentage of our newly
assigned personnel are first ferm
enlistees and junior officers. We can
all recall our own early experiences
and understand how first
impressions often form enduring
attitudes towards the military
service.

Don’t go 10-7 before
you are 10-8; 10-4?

Operation of citizen band (CB)
radios has become the hobby of
millions during the past few years.
Sales of mobile and base units have
climbed into the millions.

In order to get range for
broadcasting and receiving, CB
radios must be hooked to vertical
antennaes — roof, bumper, or side-
mounted antennaes on vehicles for
mobile units and rooftop antennaes
for the base stations.

Installation of an antenna on a
vehicle does not pose any particular
dangers, except for possibly a few
scraped knuckles, but installing a
base station antenna yourself does
require some thoughts about safety.

In February, two Air Force
personnel were electrocuted in
separate incidents while installing

CB antennaes at their residences.
The antennaes (usually 17 to 19 feet
iong) touched high voltage electrical
lines overhead.

If planning, a first-time do-it-
yourself installation of a CB
antenna on your residence, the
following advice might help to keep
you 10-8 (in service, subject to call):

Before you take the antenna out of
the box, read the instructions a few
times very carefully.

Try to get someone experienced in
installing base station antennaes to
help.

Check the area in which you will
be working. Any high voltage lines
overhead or near by? Any
obstructions? Although the antenna
is light, when held upright it may

sway and could accidentally touch a
high tension line.

Once the antenna is up, try using
nylon or a similar non-metallic cord
to guy it.

Also put a good ground on it. This

League of Families wants

of Prisoners and Missing in
Southeast Asia is lobbying hard to
have the Select Committee on MIAs
given additional time to complete its
work.

Both the League of Families and
the Select Committee have urged
that diplomatic talks to normalize
‘relations with Vietnam be opened if
they will make a full accounting for
U.S. service men still missing in
action.

Squadron gets name change
to preserve unit’s history

As of July 1, there’s a new
squadron at Reese. The 2053rd
Communications Squadron (AFCS)
has been redesignated as the 1958th
Comm Sq.

This action preserves the history
and continuity of a unit that traces
its lineage to the latter months of
World War II. Activiated in the
spring of 1944 as the 147th Army
Airways Communications System
Squadron at Harmon Field, Guam,
the - unit supported the Allies’
westward push, including the B-29
bombardment of the Japanese
islands.

Several post-war administrative
changes, including the creation of
the U.S. Air Force as a separate

service, resulted in the renaming of
the unit as the 1958th Airways and
Air Communications Service
Squadron, part of the Military Air
Transport Service.

The formation of the Air Force
Communications Service (AFCS) on
July 1, 1961, brought another new
name to the unit: the 1958th
Communications Squadron.

America’s increased involvement
in the Vietnam conflict in the early
’60’s brought new responsibilities to
the 1958th. The unit was now tasked
to provide communications support
for many U.S. operations in
Southeast Asia. Guam based B-52’s
flew the final large scale American
air operation of the war. Linebacker
II, with the assistance of AFCS
controllers and NAVAIDs.

Although the unit’s name has
changed, its mission remains the
same — to provide communications
electronics (CE) support to Air
Training Command (ATC), Reese
AFB, and AFCS.

To do this, the 108 member
squadron 1is divided into six
branches: CE Operations, CE
Maintenance, Air Traffic Control

Operations, CE Programs,
Administration, and Ground
Safety.

Administration/Ground Safety

The Administration and Ground
Safety branches do largely the same
important work as similiar sections
in other squadrons. However, their
job is made more difficult by the
need to coordinate many of their
activities through the parent
(AFCS) and host (ACT) commands.

Programs

Programs is responsible for
forecasting, planning, and
budgeting future communications
needs for Reese AFB. This branch
also monitors the unit’s $1.2 million

annual budget for personnel,

equipment, and supplies.
Operations

Operations runs the base

telecommunications center, base
switchboard, cryptographic section,
and MARS station. On an average
duty day this section processes 3,265
incoming and out going messages,
phone calls, and radio contacts.

Maintenance

Maintenance keeps $5 million
worth of sophisticated electronic
equipment on the line. Included are
the ground radios and NAVAIDs
used by Air Traffic Control
Operations to assure the safe
completion of 8,000 local and
transient air craft operations each
month. The controllers operate the
Reese control tower and ground
controlled approach (GCA) unit and
the Terry County GCA facility.

Emergency service misuses
causes Hospital problems

Hospital Commander
A common problem in the civilian
as well as the military medical
facility is the misuse of the
emergency room.

Any inspector of medical facilities
_will-verify that people are coming to
emergency rooms all over thenation
for .treatment of problems that
appropriately
handled in a physician’s office. In
short, “Let’s go to the emergency
" room,” is all too often said by some
people.

The attempt to solve this problem
in the Air Force has taken two
approaches The first is 'to make
appomtments available on a daily
basls to. people and the second is
‘séek ¢ every patient’s cooperation to
appropriately use.their facility.

Masslve changes in hospital

; appomtment eystems over the past
two-three years have resulted in a

" much more favorable appointment
~ gystem for the patient. Prior to these
" ‘changes; waiting periods of 7-14
days to see a doctor were common
which in essence forced patients
with acute or sudden illnesses to go
to the “emergency room.” The
mentioned changes have altered the
situation to where many Air Force
medical facilities now offer
appointments on the same day or
within 24 hours of the individual’s
call. In face of a decreasing
physician population, this

, days

operation has indeed required
innovative management
techniques. USAF Hospital Reese is
one of those fortunate facilities able
to offer appointmentsg on this basis.
In early April 1976 for example,
many open or unused appointments
were actually present. Even if faced
with heavy patient demands
episodes, as for example a flu
season, it is anticipated that tl.is
philosophy of patient care can
persist.
Even if appointments are
_available during normal duty hours,
why should a person not come to the
emergency room anyway? There are
a variety of reasons but certainly
 two seem to be the most important.
During the normal duty times all the
hospital facilities and personnel are
functioning and  available. If a
patient needs a procedure or
consulation with a specialist, it can
probably be done very promptly. In
short, the patient will receive the
best care during the normal duty
times and that is why all patients
are given  instructions from the
emergency room personnel to return
to the clinic for follow-up. The
second reason is a matter of
consideration. The health care
provider that handles your case and
accepts your responsibility is a
person who will be on duty for
approximately 34-36 hours andis on
that schedule about every five-six
including = weekends and
holidays. His next day’s duties will
be enhanced if his night was
reasonable.

BX warns cart users

Dallas - In the haste of looking for
bargains, or even while browsing,
parents should keep an eye on
children riding in shopping carts.

That warning comes from the
Army and Air_Force Exchange
Service (AAFES). Noting that freak
accidents can cause as much
damage as common mishaps,
Safety and Security director or
AAFES headquarters, Col. Ran E.
Nichols, USAF, said the main thing
for parents to remember is “never
leave children unattended in
shopping carts.” He pointed out that
a child left alone could easily try to
stand in the cart, thus upsetting the
balance and making the vehicle
topple over, possible causing serious

The colonel went on to remind
parents that the carts should be
pushed slowly. He said shoppers
should be particularly cautious near
corners so as not to collide with
another shopper or shopping cart.

Carelessness with shopping carts
can be just as dangerous outside the
store, according the Colonel
Nichols, because often the carts are
taken to the parking lot with
children aboard. Children left
unattended can cause the carts to

start rolling, possibly into the path
of moving automobiles. The same
holds true for empty carts left on the
parking lot. Customers are asked to
return them to the store to help avoid
mishaps.

AAFES saves money

by reprocessing paper

DALLAS — With 148 wastepaper
baling machines in operation

worldwide, the Army and Air Force .

Exchange Service (AAFES) is
making 900 tons of paper available
for reuse every month.

In the United States, 133 paper
baling machines are in operation at
retail outlets and regional
warehouses, with 15 more in Europe
and the Pacific contributing to this
large-scale conservation and cost
reduction program.

Wastepaper and corrugated boxes
that formerly were wasted are now
being reprocessed for sale in the
local economies, yielding monetary
benefits to AAFES and aiding the
ecology. Retail facilities that have
paper balers but no local market for
reclaimed paper and cardboard are
now using AAFES organic
transportation that would otherwise
carry only one-way cargo, to

backhaul the salvaged material to
areas where wastepaper markets
exist.

TUESDAY’S FLYING STATUS (Days)
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Last year AAFES realized
$120,000 from the sale of wastepaper
that formerly cost money to dispose
of and $370,000 in reduced expenses
accrued from employees freed from
preparing paper and cartons for
deposit in trash containers. Savings
from these sources are expected to
increase approximately ten percent
this year over 1975.

Corollary benefits: of this
conservation effort include cleaner,
neater, more efficient stockrooms
and a significant number of
employees no longer required to
handle thousands of empty boxes.
AAFES is also experiencing less
loss from pilferage as a result of
these tidier stockrooms, work areas
and loading platforms.

Using U.S. Department of
Agriculture statistics as a guide,
AAFES efforts conserve harvesting
several thousand trees each month
that would otherwise be required to
produce an equivalent amount of
paper and corrugated material.

Command’s 323rd Flying Training.

Interservice navigation training
will raise the Mather AFB yearly
navigator output to 869, compared
to 854 students graduating this
year.

“Displaying excellent judgment
and outstanding coordination,
Captain Helt accomplished an air
refueling rendezvous and completed
a different diversion and single
engine landing at an alternate
base.”

Captain Helt, a 34-year-old native
of Columbus, Ind., is presently an
SR-71 instructor pilot and has been
admitted to the University of
Southern California for a doctoral
degree in administration and
management. He is assigned to the
9th Strategic Reconnaissance Wing
at Beale AFB, Calif.

‘Questions on freshness

answered by open dating

WASHINGTON (AFNS) - In this
age of consumer advocacy, food
shoppers want to know what they
are buying and how fresh it is. The
question of freshness can be
answered by “open dating” used in
commercial supermarkets — and in
commissaries worldwide.

In the past, manufacturers dated
most of their products in codes the
average consumer could not
interpret — a “closed dating system.

“Open dating” is a method of
stating in plain terms either when
the product was manufactured — or
how long it can be expected to
remain fresh.

However, manufacturers,
processors, and retailers may use
different dating methods. A
processing date doesn’t necessarily
give a good indication of how long a
product will stay fresh.

“Pull” date

Use of a “pull” date may answer
this problem. That is the last date
the manufacturer recommends an
item should remain on sale before it
is pulled from the shelf. The product

may remain usable after the posted
“pull” date — but the period is hard
to fix.

Perhaps the most definite date is
one that identifies the last date the
product is to be used by the
customer. But even that date may be
indefinite since manufacturers tend
to add a “fudge factor” to be on the
safe side. Usually, if the product
looks and smells okay, then the
inclination is to use it.

Date marking of food is voluntary,
done as a service to the consumer.
Unless Legislation is passed to
standardize the dating system and
terminology, consumers will be
called upon to make judgments
based on limited information.

Airmen overseas are presented
with a special problem. Most
manufacturers date their items for
sale in the continental U.S. where
the turnover is greater and supply
lines are not as long.

Perishable commissary items
shipped overseas often are frozen
during shipment making the date
stamp no longer accurate. To know
how fresh the item is, commissary
shoppers would have to know how
long a product was frozen.

Safeguards

However, the Air Force
commissary system has safeguards
to assure freshness of perishable
items. All food items shipped
overseas are inspected at various
stages by Air Force veterinarians.
Items are sold only when certified by
these inspectors to be wholesome.

Items may be out of date by a
continental U.S. dating system but
still be wholesome and safe to eat. In
some instances, the price may be
reduced so the item will be sold
quickly.

It’s important — until some
standard dates are agreed upon —
for the military shopper to

understand what the date on the
items means. For instance, the date
on most egg cartons is the date they
were packed. That date could easily
be confused as an expiration date.

Local veterinary officers
continually monitor all commissary
products for quality and freshness,
say officials. This is part of their
program to insure quality food
products for commissary shoppers.

Dates of rank for temporary
major change from 75 to 76

WASHINGTON (AFNS)
Officers selected for promotion to
temporary major last September
will have their projected dates of
rank changed from calendar year
1975 to calendar year 1976.

The change is being made for two
reasons. First, as in many actions
being taken in personnel today, the
Air Force is aligning the promtion
system with the provisions of the
Defense Officer Personnel
Management Act (DOPMA) in

anticipation of DOPMA passage.
Second, the promotion point to
major has moved from 11 to 12 years
service. This has lengthened the
time between the projected date of
rank of major and the effective date
of promotion. The change will more
closely align dates of rank with the
actual dates of promotion. Affected
officers are expected to be promoted
between July 1976 and June 1977.
