CAPE CANAVERAL, Ha — Space 
shuttle Challenger exploded Into a 
gigantic fireball moments after lift 
off today, apparently killing all sev 
en crew members, including school 
teacher Christa McAullffe 

There was no announcement of 
the fate of the crew but It appeared 
there was no way they could survive 

The II 2 billion spacecraft ap 
peared to be destroyed 

It was the first In-the-alr disaster 
In 50 UJ5. man-ln-space missions, al 
though three astronauts were killed 
In a 1967 launch pad explosion dur 
Ing the Apollo program 

After a series of weather and tech 
nlcal delays, the shuttle rose spectac 
ularly off the launch pad at 1138 
a m EST and was climbing smoothly 
trailing a TOOgeyser of fire when 
suddenly it erupted In a huge fire­
ball and shot out of control 

A voice at Mission Control said, 
"We are checking with recovery 
forces to see what can be done at 
this point ..Contingency procedures 
are in effect"

The voice said. "Vehicle has ex 
ploded We are awaiting word 
from any recovery  forces 
downrange **

The explosion was a devastating 
setback for the .NatSooal AerosutiF 
tics and Space Admlnlstratloa after 
successfully carrying out 24 space 
shuttle miaslons In slightly leas than 
five years

There were seven crew members 
aboard. Including Mrs McAullffe. a 
37 year-old New Hampshire teacher 
selected as America's first citizen In 
space

MiasloD Control said debris from 
tbe shuttle fell several miles out In 
the Atlantic and that reovery forces 
were speeding In that direction 

The other crew members were 
commander Francis R Scobee, 46. pi 
lot Michael J Smith 40. Judith Res

Today's Challenger 
space disaster came just 

one day after the anniver­
sary of another U.S. space 
exploratian tragedy. On

For the first time in nearly two 
weeks prices for crude oil and re 
fined products have made strong 
gains

Word of weekend delays in Soviet 
oil shipments to Europe, reports of 
oil production cutbacks by Iran and 
Egypt and technical factors in tbe 
market all helped tbe turnaround 
Monday analysts said

Over seven trading days ending

Friday crude prices plunged by 
about 23 percent panKking world 
markets

But at tbe close of trading on tbe 
New York Mercantile Exchange on 
Monday March contracts for West 
Texas intermediate the benchmark 
L'S crude stood at t2l>83 a barrel 
up from Friday • 116 50 In other 
trading. Brent North Sea oil sold at 
116 45 a barrel for delivery in Febru 
ary. up from 118 06

Futures prices of West Texa.s In 
termedlate also closed between tAi

and C21 a barrel on the New Nork 
Mercantile Exchange and gasoline 
and beating oil prices were up 
sharply

Monday's closing prices were still 
significantly lower than late Novem 
her however when a barrel of West 
Texas Intermediate sold for nearly 
832

In early December, the Organlza 
lion of Petroleum Exporting Coun 
tries announced It would stop trying 
to control production to support

prices amid a growing world glut of 
oil

By Jan 15 a barrel of W est Texas 
Intermedute. which sold for 831 70 
00 Nov 20. stood at 825 15 It plunged 
to 116 50. an overall drop of 36 per 
cent After Monday s trading, the 
price was still down 34 percent from 
November

On Monday. Brent North S«a oil 
opened higher in London after re 
ports that deliveries to Europe from 
the Soviet Union had been sporadic 
analvfts said l>ast week, the Soviet

Union reportedly was holding back 
oU

Monday's early trading alto was 
bolstered by reports that Iran had 
said over tbe weekend it would cut 
crude production by half to help 
prop up oil prices 

Under a 1983 OPEC mandate. 
Iran's production quota was 24 mil 
lion barrels a day Iran never pub­
lishes production figures, but unoffl 
clal estimates put lu current exports 
at about 16 million barrels a day 

Also on Monday Egyptian Oil Min

Istry sources said Egypt would cut Its 
production — about 870.000 barrels 
— in two suge*. to 770.000 barrelB 
this week and to 720.000 next week, 
and would cut prices retroactively 
by up to 83 a barrel

Analysts estimate OPECs current 
combined dally production has been 
17.5 million to 18 million baireto — 
about 2 million more than OPECs 
quota, aggravating the glut

For economic development to be a 
success. It must come from within s 
city, said the new director of Mid 
land's Eastside Economic Develop­
ment Task Force 

'The more that we can Improve on 
tbe buslnesf community that is 
there, the more successful we well 
be," said Nancy Vickrey, who was 
appointed director of tbe task force 
this month

The task force was set up by the 
Hispanic Chamber of Commerce last 
spring to Improve the economicslly 
depressed eamide of the city 

About 160,000 In Community De­
velopment Block Grant funds from 
tbe dty are being used by tbe task

force to develop an area roughly 
bounded by Lamesa Road on the 
west. East Highway 80 on tbe south. 
Fairgrounds Road on tbe east and 
Wadley Avenue on tbe north About 
815,000 Is being used to conduct a 
study on tbe programs and grants 
available for developing tbe area 
Tbe remaining 836,000 Is used for op 
eratlon of tbe task force, said Chair­
man Manuel Carraaco

Federal granU wrlll be solicited 
and outside businesses will be en 
couraged to locate on Midland's east 
side, but the federal money won't be 
relied on. Ms Vickrey said.

“We would like to aee local Invest­
ment. participation and Involvement 
before we apply for federal grants,’’

said the 36-year-old planner from 
Dallas

"We have to get community lead 
ers to look at that area as an opportu 
nity — not as a problem." she saM

The Libyan leader, wearing a 
neon Jumpault over a plainly viable 
MiBot-faroof veat, flalmed Monday In 
the apeech at People'a Hall In Tripoli 
that the Reagan admlntotratlon was 
plotting to aaaaalnate him, and that 
the United States w u  “trying to take 
away our freedom as they tried in 
Vietnam, Palestine, Lebanon, Syria 
and Ntcaragua.”

He offered no evidence for either 
claim.

Drawing cheers from the 3,000 Lib­
yans and East Europeans, Khadafy 
said Reagan la “filthy...maddened 
with power and nuclear weapons ”

“All people In all countries are 
supporting Libya against the Imperi­
alists. The Libyan pMple are stron­
ger than the Sixth Fleet," be said to 
the wild applause of the audience.

Units of the U.S. Sixth Fleet, led 
by the aircraft carriers Coral Sea

and Saratoga, began conducting ma­
neuvers last weak In the Mediterra­
nean Sea off the Libyan coast

Khadafy frequently Interrupted 
his speech to l e ^  the crowd In antl- 
Amatlcan chants.

“Down, down, U,8JLr he shouted, 
brandishing hla fiat over hla head at 
every word. “Down, down, Reagan!”

The United Statea has been at odds' 
with Khadafy’s Libya for years, but 
the dMpute has worsened since the 
Dec. 27 terrorist attacks at airports 
In Rome and Vienna.

Twenty people. Including five 
Americans and four terrorists, died 
In the attacks, which Reagan said 
were conducted by Palestinians 
trained In Libya terrorist camps and 
financed by the Libyan government.

Reagan ordered the estimated 
liSOO Americans in Libya, most of 
whom work for oil companies and 
their subsidiaries, to leave by Feb 1.

Only a few Western Eiunpeans 
and Americans were seen at Khada­
fy’s rally on Monday.

Several Americans refused to give 
their names to a reporter and said 
they came out of curiosity. One oil

field worker who said be was from 
Oallfomla was aaked If he would 
leave Libya by Feb. 1 as ordered by 
Reagan.

The man be replied, “Ith Illegal to 
stay, Im t ItT"

In an interview on French televi­
sion late Monday, Khadafy again de­
nied any link with the airport at­
tacks and said, “I challenge the 
United States to prove that those 
who carried them out started from 
Lilm  or were trained in Libya."

‘ih e re  are no training camps In 
our country, the camps that you call 
terrorist camps," he replied. “Pales­
tinian camps are not terrorist camps 
because It’s a people which defends 
Its freedom."

“But If the Palestinian people 
asked Libya to open training camps, 
we would say yes, because the cause 
Is legitimate,” he said.

Earlier, Foreign Minister All Ab- 
dussalam Trelkl told a news confer­
ence in Tripoli that Khadafy’s gov­
ernment wants a direct dialogue 
with the United States to resolve the 
dispute.

Monday, Trelkl sent a letter to

UN. Secretary-General Javier Pares 
de Cuellar asking that measures be 
taken against UJS. “provocations" 
near the Libyan coast

The letter, dated Jan. M and re­
leased Monday at the United Na­
tions, said the VS.  Navy maneuvers 
were “merely a new link In the chain 
of American provocations and 
aggression" a g a l^  Libya and constl- 
tutad “state terrorism.^

In Washington, Deputy Secretary 
of State John C. Whitehead said U.S. 
econmnlc pressure might make Kha­
dafy nervoua enough about his econ- 
oD» to turn away from terrorism.

IQiadafy is “crasy like a fox, and 
he will do what he needs to do to 
keep himself In power. If he sees his 
country's economy crumbling, hla 
country’s position being Isolated, he 
will then take action to to change his 
conduct"

Whitehead recently made a tour 
of American allies seeking, with lit­
tle success, support for the adminis­
tration’s sanctions against Libya, 
which included f r e e s t  about 912 
billion in Libyan government assets 
In American banks and overseas 
branches.

'Killer freeze' threatens several crops
Records broken N A TIO N —

MIAMI (AP> — The Icy fist of arctic 
air that swept through the Sunshine 
State today shattered at least three 
record-low temperatures but appar 
ently d idn’t deliver the feared 
knockout blow to citrus farmers still 
struggling from killer freezes the 
past two winters.

"We've been praying that we don’t 
get the freeze.” said Billy Baas, a 
state extension agent in Blades 
County on the western edge of Lake 
Okeechobee

Prayers were answered In most of 
the citrus belt, which spans the state 
from Ocala to the fringes of the Ev­
erglades. Ernie Neff, spokesman for 
the Lakeland-based Florida Citrus 
Mutual, said today

"We did not have what we consid­
er a major freeze.” he said "We did 
have a freeze that probably did some 
fruit damage In many areas of the 
citrus belt. But we don't think we 
had any significant tree damage ”

The state's 91 bllllon-a-year whole­
sale citrus crop would be dearoyed 
if temperatures stayed below 28 de­
grees for four to six hours, said Doug 
Boumlque. head of the Indian River 
Citrus League In central Florida 
"Every degree and every hour is cri­
tical.’’ he said

Temperatures in the central part 
of the citrus belt hovered around 28 
degrees this morning for about four 
hours — flirting with the threshhold 
of damage. Neff said

At 7 a m . the arctic air mass 
plunged temperatures to 37 in Mi 
ami. 91 In West Palm Beach — tying 
a low record set In IMl — and below 
28 degrees In many Central Florida 
cities

Orlando reported 26 degrees at 7 
a m., breaking a 1971 record low of 
33 degrees In North Florida. Jack 
sonvllle's low of 17 broke its IMO re­
cord of 21 degrees

Throughout the state, growers had 
flooded citrus groves in hopes the 
standing water would capture  
enough beat to protect the trees 
Others piled on hay for insulation or 
planted oll-bumlng beaters between 
citrus trees Plies of earth were 
stacked against the trunks of vulner 
able young trees and Neff said It 
paid off

”1 even gjt out there with some 
old newspapers, weaving it between 
the plants." said grower Fred Spear 
in Pompano Beach "It may only 
change the temperature by one de 
gree, but that can make all the 
difference "

Forecasters had painted a glcx)my 
picture, saying the freeze could be as 
damaging as the killer freezes of De 
cember 1963 and January 1965 Most 
citrus growers in the northern parts 
of the belt were wiped out by those 
freezes, which caused some 93 billion 
in damages to crops and trees. Neff 
said

Miami did not experience Its cold 
ea  day In 45 years, as forecasters 
bad feared, which would have 
ruined South Florida s tomato crop 
had temperatures hit the low side of 
Tuesday predictions for the upper 
20s to 30^egree mark About one-

Reagan 'stunned' 
by shuttle blast

WASHINGTON (AP) — Prealdent Reegan today stood In “stunned 
silence” u  he watched a television replay of the space shuttle exploaion

Presidential spokesman Larry Speakes said vice President George 
Bush and his national security adviser, Adm. John Poindexter, Interrupt­
ed a meeting of Reagan and senior aides to tell him of the exploaloa

“The president Is cooceraed. he Is saddened; be Is anxknu to have 
more tnformatton," Speakes told reporters at a briefing

The spokesman add^  that ““quite frankly, the president stood there in 
almost stunned silence u  be watched the televlatoo "

Told of the blast. Reagan had gone Inunedlatciy to his small study to 
watch devetopmenu on television

Speakes said be did not anticipate any change in Reagan’s plan to 
deliver his State of the Union speech to Congreu tonight.

"I’m sure the president will feel compelled to mention this." Speakes 
added

Asked If the president said anything about Christa McAuUffe. the 
teacher on board the flight. Speakes u id . "It w u something that w u on 
all of our minds, that it bad the first teacher In space, the first rivUlan” 
on board

As for the Impact of the explosion on the future of the spoce program. 
Including future civilian participation In flights. Speakes said such ques­
tions were "premature "

'Tm sure It will not affect the United Sutes' detenninatloo to contln 
ue the exploration of space." he added

The United Sutes h u  met adversity many times before In the space 
program." the spokesman said

President to make traditional address

WASHINGTON — President Rea 
gan goes before Congreu and a na 
tional television audience tonight to 
deliver his fifth addreu on the State 
of the Union and. in the words of 
one aide, “to redefine the role of the 
government for the next decade and 
into the next century ”

The tradltonal speech to a joint 
seuion of the House and Senate will 
be broadcast live by the major radio 
and television networks beginning at 
9 pm EST.

The addreu. fulfilling the Constl- 
tution’t mandate that the president 
"shall from time to time give to the 
Congreu information of the state of 
the union.” will be shorter and more 
visionary than Reagan’s previous 
four. White House officials say 

But It will be followed by three

days of campaign-style speech mak­
ing to preu his theme that the feder 
al budget must bow to the family 
budget

Because It Is aimed more at the 
televlsioD audience than the officials 
who will hear him in person. Reagan 
will keep It short and simple, u id  a 
source who uked not to be Identl- 
fled by name

As drafted, the speech u k u  about 
20 mlnutu to read and officials are 
allowing an additional 10 m lnutu 
for applause, hoping it will take only 
about a half-hour from the evening's 
prime-time television schedule.

Doctors 'shocked' 
mauled boy alive

DALLAS — Wounds covered 
his bodv and transfusions have 
replaced his blood seven times 
over. But Stephen Flengo's eyes 
are clear and active, glvug hope 
to his family and the doctors la­
boring to save his life.

“We're shocked that he's survi­
ved.” said Dr. Michael Foreman, a 
surgeon at Parkland Memorial 
HoqittaL where the 8-year-old boy 
eras rushed after beliu mauled by 
dogs near his East Texas borne 
Wednesday olgbL 

Doctors sav they still cannot be 
sure the slight, brown-halrod boy 
erlU live, but MoiMlay the talk In 
the pediatric trauma ward eras of 
his remarkable stamina and the 
exhausting ordeal he has 
endured.

“He's a tough httle guy.” said 
his father, Stephen FI«igo Sr., a 
ballbondsman from Longview. 
“He keeps hanging In there ” 

Sw ath^ 1a bandages from his 
cheat to his feet, Stephen has un­
dergone four extenMve surgical 
p ro c u re s  that have taken 130 
ptntt of blood and plasma 

In the next days and months, 
he faces oMre operatloos to try to 
save his mauled legs and right

arm. Already, his doctors say, he 
has rallied three times after his 
vital signs became perilously 
ereak.

The boy suffered more than 100 
bites In the attack, which oc­
curred while he was playing 
alone In a field on the outskirts of
Longview. 

Whmi hihe arrived at Parkland, 
the boy was not breathing and his 
pulee eras faint. Foreman said. 
For four hours, doctors labored to 
revive him. and then began emer­
gency surgery.

Over the weekend, the boy un­
derwent a sarlas of operations to 
stop the hemorrhaglag. Including 
7H hours of surgery Sunday.

“Nobody has seen wounds like 
that since the war,” Foreman

JOHANNESBURG, South Africa 
(AP) — Police reportod finding the 
bodies of seven bWka killed In eth­
nic disputes and political unrest, and 
witnesses said police who broke up a
student debate on a boycott of black 
schools shot and killed a black girl.

The new school year begins today 
In South Africa’s black schools. Orga­
nisers of sporadic boycotts during 
the past two years have called on the 
youths to go back to school and work 
for change from within.

However, th ere  were doubts 
whether the attendance would re­
turn to normal.

Witnesses In a black township 
west of Johannesburg said Monday 
that a police riot squad moved in to 
break up a meeting on whether the 
students should return to classes, 
and that the police shot and killed a 
l&-yaar-old black girl. Police did not 
confirm the report.

Authorities said they had found 
the bodies of six men who had been 
burned to death In Amahlongwa 
township, near Port Shepstone on 
the Indian Ocean south of Diirban 

They said the men apparently had 
been killed In fighting between the 
Zulu and Pondo ethnic groups 

A land-rlghu dispute between the 
two groups has taken about 110 lives 
since November, including SO last 
week The 6 million Zulus, black 
South Africa's largest ethnic group.

All American, a Goodyear subsid­
iary, wants to build a 36-lncb heated 
pipeline to carry Alaskan crude 
from Callfomla to Houaton-area re- 
flneiiea. Concerned Cttlsena to Pro­
tect the Edwards Aquifer claims the 
pipeline could be an environmental 
thraat to the aquifer, a major under 
pound source of water for Central 
Texas

Commission offlclala and attor­

Court upholds Tribe's veto of 
reservation oil and gas project

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) -  The 
Blackfeet Tribe's veto of a private 
company's oil and gat development 
p ro )^  on the trlbe'i reeervatlon in 
kontsns was upheld last week by s 
federaJ appesls court.

A three-member panel of the 9lh 
UX. Circuit Court of Appeals ruled 
unanimously that an Indian tribe has 
the light under federal law to with­
draw Iti prior approval of a mineral 
development project at any time be­
fore the project gains final approval 
from the secretary of the Interior.

Quantum Exploration Inc. bad 
proposed expiorauon and drilling 
for oil and gas on about 40,000 acres 
of the Blackfeet reservation near 
Glacier NaOoaal Park In northwest­
ern Montana

The court said the Blackfeet Tribal 
Business Council approved the pro-

ect tn 1983 under a federal law al- 
wing Indian tribes to sign con­
tracts with deveiopen, subject to 

Interior Department approval, for 
Joint ventures to develop minerals 
on Indian land

The tribal council again approved 
the project In March 1984 and sub­
mitted It to the Interior Department 
But after consulting with the U.S.

Bureau of Indian Affairs, the tribal 
council withdrew Its approval In Au­
gust 1961 while the project w u still 
pending before then-interior Secre­
tary William Clark.

Quantum sued, contending that 
the tribe had no power to withdraw 
its approval aftar submitting the pro­

to Clark and that the Bureau of 
Affatn had no authority to 

advise the tribe on the matter. Both 
arguments were rejected by the ap­
peals court, which upheld a lower- 
court rullnf rttomtortng the suit.

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Midlander has beautiful memories 'Out of Africa'

"I once had a farm in Africa,” 
wrote Karen BUxen aa the opening 
line in the recentiy releaaed movie, 
•Out of Africa.”

Deborah Dannelley of Midiand 
could write, "I once lived in Africa” 
not far from the area where the 
movie w u  filmed in Kenya. She 
worked there at an American achool 
from 1879-81 and returned at Chriat- 
maa to vlalt her mother and brother.

Aa Ma. BUxen, uring the pen name 
of laak Dlneaen, wrote of her love 
for Africa and the people long after 
ahe had left, to can Mt. DanneUey 
Identify with thoae feelings.

For the past four years lit. Dan­
neUey has worked as special educa­
tion coordinator with R ^ o n  18 Edu­
cation Service Center, a )ob she 
found after coming back to the Unit­
ed States. But those memories of Ke­
nya have never faded. The release of 
"Out of Africa" starring Meryl

Streep and Robert Redford recalled 
for Ms. DanneUey the country’s wide 
expanses, varied geography, bright 
cofors, exotic ■nim sis and its tribal 
people.

THE MOVIE also showed the ear­
ly 1800s when English colonialism 
was the way at life. Even though the 
country now is independent and is 
coming into the modem world, it 
hasn't reached the 1860s yet It stlU is 
spUt between the centuries-old tradi- 
tioDS of the tribes and efforts to for­
get the past and become part of the 
high-tech world of today.

”I felt Uke I was in a time warp, 
going back to the 1860s,” she said. In 
addltlOD to ' wringer washers and 
clotheslines, the people had in their 
homes the same pictures that could 
have been seen In the United States 
SO years ago.

“It is a beautiful country to tra­
vel,” she said of Kenya, which is 
about the slxe of Texas. Kenya’s 
coastline with Us beautiful beaches 
is considered the Bahamas of the Eu­

ropean set Nairobi Is located in the 
south-central part of the country 
where vegetanon Is lush. North of 
that Is the desert. And there is an 
area that used to be an active volca­
no; today it’s covered with black 
lava.

Nairobi is a modem city, said Ms. 
Dannelley, with tourist shops, a 
Woolworth’s and the western style 
of dreas. But outside Nairobi is a dif­
ferent story u  many tribal people 
cling to their customs, despite the 
governm en t’s e ffo rts  to force 
change.

The movie shows three of the 
tribes: Masai, Klkhyu and Turkana. 
The Turkana tribe lives in the desert 
area. "They look the way they’ve 
looked forever. Nothing has changed 
in their traditions,” she said.

The Kikuyu, which lived and 
worked on Karen Bllxen's farm, are 
the agriculture people of Kenya. “If 
there's a spot beside the road, they’U 
plant something. They’re a very In­
dustrious people,’’ said Ms.

Dannelley.
THE MASAI TRIBE is a warring 

people. They are refusing to change 
their traditional customs and “peo­
ple are afraid of them.” Still holding 
to the philosophy that they should 
be the only ones to have cattle, they 
fight other people for theirs. In the 
movie, it was a Masai tribe which ran 
past Miss Streep (playing Karen 
BUxen) and the Kikuyu assistants on 
their trek to take suppUes to the En­
glishmen during World War 1.

And many tribes stUl subscribe to 
the theory that men should have 
more than one wife and many chil­
dren because they need people to 
work the farm. “Most men work in 
the city but own land in the coun­
try” where the wives and children 
Uve.

The tall man that served as Red- 
ford's assistant in the early part of 
the movie was a Masai, she said. 
These people also have a distinctive 
trait of msking large holes in their 
ear with corks, and the hole enlarges

over the years. “Some of the men 
will loop the hole over the top of 
their ear,” Ma. DanneUey said with a 
laugh.

In “Out of Africa,” a SonuU wom­
an had bem Uving with Redford’s 
assistant untU his death. According 
to Ms. DanneUey, this woman was a 
typical Somalian. “All Somali women 
are beautiful. They’re aU taU and 
graceful and look Uke they have had 
baUet training.”

The movie was filmed about 15 
mUes outside Nairobi in a place 
caUed Ngong Hills and also at the 
community of Karen, named after 
Karen BUxen and the site of her 
farm.

Ms. DanneUey said her brother Jay 
has adopted two Turkana girls and 
the famUy often went out to watch 
the filming. He never saw Redford, 
but Miss Streep one day spent some 
tim e ta lk ing  with one of bis 
daughters.

Into effect, compliance in nine major 
and smaller cttlss has fallen far short 
of the 86 percent prediction upon 
which recent auto rau  reductions 
were based.” said Charles Wtrth. 
chairman of the Texas Automobile 
Insurance Service Office (TAISOJ 

OKS Is an Independent, non-profit, 
research and communications orgs- 
nlsatlon that identifies and devek^

wa>-s to reduce motor vehicle crash 
losM The firm used observational 
surveys of front seat driven and pas- 
sengen made in December.

Wlrth was referring to a S I per­
cent average statewide rate reduc­
tion for automobile Insurance which 
was approved by the State Board of 
Insurance (October 1 Rates, which 
were to have reflected the predicted 
86 percent comptiance rate are effec­
tive February 1

“Since this was the first year of 
the new taw, the board had to make 
an educated guess about how much 
effect it would have on reducing 
deaths and injuries.” said Wlrth 
"From now on. however, the statls- 
tlci derived from experience will be 
incorporated into the rate-making 
process”

According to the survey, which 
monitored subjects in July prior to 
the new taw and in Decemb^ short­
ly after the taw went into effect.

Midland ranks fairly high In the 
number of seat belt wearers, but still 
falls short of the expected rate

In July, said the survey, 18 percent 
of Mldlanders (drivers and front seat 
passengen in vehicles up to 4a-ton 
trucks) were buckling up. In Decem­
ber, 62 percent of the targeted popu­
lation were doing the same — an 
Increase of 34 percent.

Other cities surveyed Included 
Dallas (18 to 84 percent). Houston (18

to S7 percent). San Antonio (11 to 30 
percenu. Amarillo (8 to 4” percent). 
Lubbock (11 to 48 pervv»itl and El 
Paso (6 to 42 percent.)

Among the smaller cities surveyed 
(including Midland) were San Angelo 
(14 to 47 percent) and Victoria (15 to 
52 percent)

A survey of intercity travelers also 
was taken which showed an Increase 
from 28 to 86 percent

Commissioners OK funds for Culver
Round‘the<lock supervision to be provided for youth home

Midland County will invest some 
825.000 per year to provide around- 
the-clock supervision at Culver 
Youth Home, a minimum security 
detentloo facility for Juvenllea

Midland County Commissioners 
voted Monday to hire an additional 
full-dme Intake officer to supervise 
programs and other acthritlea at the 
faclbty tat response to a federal taw 
which prohibits the Incarceration of 
Juvenlleo in city and county Jails 
without a court order.

According to Chief Juvenile Pro­
bation Officer Lorraine Miles, the ac-

Uon could a r e  the county "thou­
sands of dollars'' in part-time wages 
formerly spent to hire off-duty taw 
enforcement officers to provide sim­
ilar sendees

The home, which opened In De­
cember 1888. Is aqulpp^ to bouse 10 
children in its taro dormitory wings 
But residents often were transferred 
to the Midland City Jail to alleviate 
overcrowded conditions

Under the new taw — effective 
Dec. 8. 1806 — local police depart­
ments may not bouse Juveniles in 
city Jails srithout a court order and 
“court orders are not easy to get on 
the spur of the moment." Ms Miles 
said.

Without the additional space pro­
vided by the city, the county arould 
have to hire arouiid-the-clock super­
vision at the home, she added

According to Ms Miles, the center 
serves as home for Juvenile run­
aways and others who have prob­
lems with the taw. Funding for the 
facility Is provided totally by the 
county and operates under the direc­
tion of the county's chief Juvenile 
probation officer.

She added that the county srill 
consider expanding the home, there­
fore, providing further accommoda­
tions to Juveniles. In addition, the 
county hopes to contract with other 
counties that do not have Juvenile 
detention facUitieo once the new ex­

pansion project Is complete
“If you foresee a problem and you 

head It off before it arises, you save 
the county a whole lot of money,” 
Ms Mile said

“We have the facilities, but not the 
people,” ahe added “Minimum secu­
rity does not provide maximum se­
curity for those who need maximum 
security.”

“It’s been my experience that peo­
ple with good, tough mental outlooks 
nave a better quality of life, and in 
terms of length too," he said, adding 
that he dou  believe a puitive out­
look can have an effect on the body’s 
Immune system.

But King remains unconvinced 
about Busby’s choice of treatment.

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Iw’s tumor has not spread apprecia­
bly, and unlike  most people who ex­
perience excruciating pain with 
such tumors. King notes that Busby 
has no pain.

When he returned from Houston 
that day In 1060, the first thing he 
did was empty his kitchen shwves 
and fill them with enough vitamins 
and supplements to make his house 
look like a health store. He also be­
gan reading every book he could 
find on nutritional therapy and 
cancer.

It was Busby’s way of launching 
his own very personal fight to pre­
serve his own very personal life. If 
he was going to die, he’d die his own 
way, Le. with hla dignity intact.

’Then again, I nuy outlive every­
body," he says, expressing the opti­

mism he consldaa esaentlal to his 
success. ‘Tve met a lot of cancer pa­
tients who have been cured by natu­
ral means, by changing their diets.

Once a year since 1060 local physi­
cians, either King or W. R. Sibley, 
have ordowd brsln scan testa. Each 
year the same tumor shows up. Same 
malignancy. Same Inoperable loca­
tion. It Just seems to sit there like an 
uninvited guest

"According to the doctors 1 should 
have been gone by now,” he says. 
“They told me It was a small tumor 
mass that would develop and get 
larger, that It would spread much 
faster and farther than It has. I’m 
alive and I still have the original tu­
mor. It has remained stable In a to­
tally inaccessible area.”

Busby realizes some will criticize

him for encouraging o thm , who 
might be saved with more orthodox 
m ^ o d s , to choose hla unproven 
s tra te^  Instead. But Busby v  a 81- 
year-old health crusader, a man who 
defines life In terms of quality, and 
who offers himself as testament to 
that quality.

The black patch which covers his 
right eye Is the only physical evi­
dence of hla condition. Because of 
the tumor the eye had no motility 
and gradually closed when muscles 
atro^iled.

Otherwise, he presents the Image 
of a man in remarkable physical con­
dition. His heart rate is W beats a 
minute. His overall body fat mea­
sures less than 10 percent ’That’s 
roughly the same as I ^ e r  Staubach 
carried in the years he w u  taking

the Dallu Cowboys to Super Bowls.
He works out regularly, bench 

pressing 280i>ounds. That’s a lot for 
someone who Is Meet-1 and weighs 
only 180 pounds. Except for his arms 
which are more muscular, he kwks 
similar to a marathon ruimer.

“Studies have shown the average 
person could live to be 120 years ^  
if he had the knowledge of how to 
take care of his body,” he uys, refer­
ring to research compiled In a book 

John A. Mann on the “Secrets of 
life  Extension.”

Since that day In Houston he h u  
forgone all beef products. No chick­
en or fish h u  been consumed, ei­
ther. Pork, he claims. Is unfit for hu­
man consum ption. Even dairy 
products have been discarded.

Wirth added that Dallu’ high com­
pliance rate “may be the ruu lt of its 
aggressive enforcement of the new 
law which includu pulling people 
over solely for seat belt vlolatioiu.”

Loodly, a Midland Police Depart­
ment spokesman stated that while 
officers are not “pulling people over 
specifically for seat belt violations,” 
be still expected the usage rate to be 
higher.

“I would have said It would be 
higher,” u ld  Lt. Dale Carlton. “I 
would have thought it w u  more like 
70 percent.”

Culton said that BUdland police 
had not been stopping people specifi­
cally for seat belt violations.

“U we stop them for something 
else — speeding, for example — then 
we may give them a verbal war­
ning,” he said. "A lot of times the 
officer may pull up to an Intersec­
tion and notice a car next to them

where the driver Isn’t buckled up. 
Usually the officer will just point at 
the driver and he hurriu  to put his 
belt on.”

Both the MPD and the Department 
of Public Safety have isoued seatbelt 
vlolatioiu (MPD had given 20 tlckeu 
In December; DPS, 00) but both Indi­
cate they prefer that drivers and 
paaaengers comply voluntarily.

"We’re striving for voluntary com­
pliance,” said DPS Sgt. Andy Eu- 
lunks in a recent interview. Eu­
banks estimated that 75 percent of 
local drivers were obeying the law.

Similarly, Capt. Jim C ^ u r a  stat­
ed that the MPD had “good volun 
tary compliance” and estlnuted that 
thrM out of four drivers were wear­
ing their belu.

Although In all cases, the Increase 
w u  substantial, Wirth bellevu the 
flguru u e  mlaluding.

“The period of grutest compli­
ance with s u t  belt laws is Imm^l- 
ately after the effective date,” be

said. “What we have seen In other 
sta tu  Is that the more time passu, 
the lower those compliance ra tu  
become.”

An earlier survey conducted by 
the miA In New York — the first 
state to pau the s u t  belt law — re­
vealed a similar rupoiuc.

’’During the first month. New 
York’s s u t  belt law w u enforced, 
compliance ranged from 43 to 81 per­
cent In tbe 10 cltiu  observed,” said 
Wirth. “However, nine months later, 
belt use In these same cltiu  had de­
clined to a range betwun 30 and 47 
percent compliance. Likewise, on In­
tercity throughways, belt use fell 
from 76 to 68 percent over the nine 
month period. ’

’’Regrettably, we may have al­
ready seen the highest compUance 
rate In Texu s u t  belt use,” be said.

Wirth added that future liuurance 
rate adjustmenu could reflect the 
low compliance level.

“Since this w u the first year of

the new law, the Board had to make 
an educated gueu about bow much 
effect it would have on reducing 
deaths and in ju rln . From now 
on...the su tlstlu  derived from expe­
rience will be Incorporated Into the 
ratenuikliig proceu," he said.

While compliance with the new 
law may not be what the insurance 
Industry expected, a reduction In 
traffic fatalltlu h u  been reported 
by the DPS.

DPS Director Colonel Jim Adams 
recently reported at an Austin meet­
ing held by the Texu Coalition for 
Safety BeHs In December, that the 
sute had s u n  “a 27 percent reduc­
tion overall In fatalltlu In passenger 
cars and light trucks In September 
(the first month of the lawi.

‘This means that 62 percent fewer 
Uvu were lost. And when we looked 
at front s u t  occupants of cars ai>d 
light trucks, we found there w u  a 32 
percent reduction in fatalltlu for 
the month ”

Through use of a socalled E-me­
ter, somewhat like a lie detector, 
church members undergo exercises 
and counseling to eliminate negative 
mental Images and achieve a "clear 
sute.”

"It's mental technology to Improve 
communication, Intelligence, and

eve people the ability to be happy 
imsn b e ii^ ,” Ken Hoden, presi­
dent of the Church of Scientology of 

Los Angeles, said lu t year.
The group h u  claimed up to 6 mil­

lion membm worldwide since the 
height of the movement in the 1970s. 
Defectors, however, have put the 
numbCT at closer to 2 million. At its 
peak. It reportedly earned 1100 mil­
lion a year.

H ubt^d. who w u born in Tllden. 
Neb., and was raised in Helena,

Mont., and Bremerton, Wash., did 
not control the organlatlon and lu 
corporations for the past few years, 
said Jentssch.

Scientology literature boasted that 
Hubbard w u, ”at various dm u, top 
sergeant In the Marines, radio croon­
er, newspaper reporter, gold miner 
In the West Indlu and a movie direc­
tor-explorer, having led a motion 
picture expiedltion into the South 
Seas aboard an ancien t 
windjammer.”

DeWolf, who had changed bis 
name from L. Ron Hubbard Jr., de­
rided those claims in 1982, uylng "99 
percent of what my father wrote 
about his p u t life w u false.”

From 1968 to 1975, Hubbard re­
portedly lived chiefly aboard a huge 
yacht, the Apollo, drifting around 
the Mediterranean with a crew made 
up of members of the church's elite 
corps, "Sea Org.”

He also lived in Dunedin, FU., and 
in California, on ranches near La 
Quinta and Hemet and at the resort 
of Gilman Hot Springs, according to 
court papers filed by DeWolf.

Jentzsch said Hubbard bad been a 
"very healthy man” in his final

years, writing and composing music 
and pursuing photography.

Court documents in a civil suit 
against the church revealed that the 
organlutlon secretly teaches that 
Earth w u called Teegeeach 75 mil­
lion years ago and w u  among 90 
planets ruled by Xemu, who spread 
nls evil by thermonuclear bombs.

Xemu, attempting to solve over­
population, destroyed selected In- 
lubttants of the planets and implant­
ed seeds of aberrant behavior to 
a ffec t fu tu re  genera tions of 
mankind.

Jentzsch said in November, when 
the documents were revealed, that 
news accounts of them  were 
distorted.
. The organization generated con­
troversy u  far back u  the early 
1980s by criticizing psychiatric tech- 
niquM, Hoden uid. It contended 
that "lobotomies, electroshock and 
exceuive druggings” turned “people 
into mindleu robots.”

In 1973, a criminal court in France 
sentenced Hubbard in absentia to 
four years in prison for fraudulent 
business practices.

or her allies.”

After seven minutes on the sub­
ject, which w u much longer than 
any item on the "CBS Evening 
News” Monday, Hughes conducted a 
live, five-mlnute, follow-up Interview 
with Juliana Pilon of the Herluge 
Foundation, a consei^-ative research 
organlutlon She reiterated the dan­
gers of the sales

The “CBS Evening News” covered 
more stories, taking a harder, more 
pointed edge in several of them Mi­
chael Robinson, a media analyst 
from George Washington Universi­
ty, said in a recent interview that the

major network newscuts are "re­
markably fair and balanced.”

'The agenda for network evening 
news is not Ideological, it's senutlon- 
al,” Robinson said.

Hughu, explaining the CBN ap­
proach in his unusual lead-in promo­
tion. said “CBN News Tonight” w u 
not competing per se with the major 
networks; it w u bringing truth, u  
CBN sees it, to CBN's regular view­
ers who are partial to ^bertaon's 
”700 Club” and CBN's wholesome 
family entertainment CBN is avail­
able in 28 million homes, one-third 
the reach of the major networks.

James R Whelan, executive direc­
tor of "CBN News Tonight.” h u  said 
that ABC, CBS and NBC give a liber­
al slant to the news. CBN would not 
do that. He said CBN “would strive 
for a kind of falmeu:” if CBN did a 
special on abortion, it would begin 
with a sutement that abortion is 
morally wrong.
