High court turns 
to emotion-laden 
issue of English 
official language

WASHINGTO.N — Stepping into a 
politically charged dispute, the Supreme 
Court agreed Monday to review whether 
states can make English their official 
language and require its use for most 
government actions

The justices said they will examine a 
lower court ruling that said Arizona's 
official English constitutional amend 
ment violates state employees' right of 
free sj)eech

Offic ial English laws have been grow 
ing in popularity along with pro|)osals to 
limit immigration and restrict govern 
ment benefits to immigrants

Twenty two other states and at least 40 
cities have enacted .some type of official- 
English law. and Congre.ss is considering 
legislation similar to the amendment 
Arizona voters adopted in 1988

Bob Dole, the prospective Republican 
presidential nominee, supports the fed 
eral legislation, saying, "We need the 
glue of ianguage to hold us together. "

But President Clinton has criticized the 
idea, saying English is "of cour.se" the 
language of the I'nited States but that 
people should value the culture, the tra­
ditions of everybody ."

FDA OKs nicotine 
nasal mist to ease 
cigarette cravings

WASHINGTON (AP) — Hard core 
smokers are about to get new help in 
kicking the habit: a nasal spray that 
gives them a shot of nicotine from a bot­
tle instead of a cigarette.

Nicotrol NS is a pump bottle that 
holds 100 milligrams of pure nicotine that 
smokers can inhale to ward off cigarette 
cravings. It is to be sold by prescription 
only to adult smokers trying to quit, the 
Food and Drug Administration 
announced Monday.

But the FDA warned that smokers 
could become as dependent on the nasal 
spray's nicotine as they are on ciga­
rettes. Scientists already discovered 
one desperate woman who plotted ways 
to get the nasal .spray for a year when she 
ran out of a three-month supply received 
during a research study.

Smokers should try to use the spray for 
just three months — and never longer 
than six months, the FDA said.

Despite the risk, Nicotrol NS "will be 
a very big help to smokerk in general, but 
specifically to the heavier smokers." 
said Dr. RJchard Hurt, director of the 
nicotine dependency center at Mayo 
Clinic.

If voters rally behind plans 
for a new airport terminal 
building, they will get a 
modem, user-friendly facility 

that will be expandable and 
bring Midland into the next 
century, city officials said.

If the measure passes, con­
struction is slated to begin in 
October with the new building 
expected to be finished and in 
use two years later.

“It will be built on the exist­
ing parking lot due west of the 
existing terminal building and 
centered between the existing 
access roads,” said Kyle Wom­
ack, office manager for 
Parkhill, Smith <i Cooper Inc., 
the lead firm on the terminal 
design project.

The site will allow access to 
existing infrastructure and

minimize construction costs 
due to location, officials said

Covered parking will be 
pushed back to where close-in 
parking is located and close-in 
and remote parking respec­
tively pushed back, officials 
said. During construction, the 
city will provide continuous 
shuttle service to and from 
parking lots and the present 
terminal building

Airfield ramps will be con­
structed along with the new 
building so the south three 
boarding gates will be accessi­
ble by jets before the old build­
ing is demolished, officials 
said

The proposed building will be 
about 1.55.000 square feet (not 
including about 9,000 square 
feet in the ba.sement for 
mechanical use), officials said. 
That equates to about 15 per­
cent larger in usable space 
than the present building, offi­
cials said.

A new building will have four 
gates — the same as the cur­
rent stmcture — and possibly a 
commuter gate that would 
allow passengers to board tur­
boprops without walking out-

LOS ANGELES (AP) — ‘Braveheart. ” the 
epic about a 13th-century Scottish patriot, won 
five Oscars Monday night, including best pic­
ture and best director for its star Mel Gibson 

Like Gibson, Emma Thompson also won an 
Oscar in another area of her craft, adapting the 
Jane Austen novel ‘Sense and Sensibility” for 
the screen,

Susan Sarandon, who played a nun trying to 
redeem a condemned killer in “Dead Man 
Walking,” took best actress honors and Nico­
las Cage was named best actor for his role as 
a suicidal alcoholic in “Leaving Las Vegas”  

Gibson, a plaid vest flashing from between 
the lapels of his tuxedo, thanked writer Ran 
dall Wallace and producer Alan Ladd Jr for 
bringing the script of the early Scottish epic to 
a “fiscal imbecile, ”

“Like most directors, what I really want to 
do is act, ” said Gibson He granted his own 
wish, casting himself as the wild-haired war­
rior who drove the English from Scotland 

‘“Braveheart " was Gibson’s second outing as 
a director, the first being “The Man Without a 
Face” in 1993 He follows a line of actors-tumed 
director who have won Oscars: Robert Red- 
ford, Warren Beatty, Woody Allen, Kevin 
Costner,

Thompson, who won the best actress award 
for “Howard’s End ” in 1992, collected her sec­
ond Oscar

The English actress told of visiting author 
Austen’s grave at Winchester Cathedral “to 
pay my respects and tell her about the gross­
es,”

She concluded by dedicating her award to 
Ang Lee, who directed the film but was over­
looked for an Oscar nomination though the film 
was up for best picture.

Supporting actor awards went to Kevin 
Spacey, the verbal con man in “The Usual Sus­
pects,” and Mira Sorvino, who played a hook­
er in “ Mighty Aphrodite, ” won the Academy 
Awards for supporting actor and actress Mon­
day night.

Spacey thanked his mother for driving him 
to acting classes when he was 16: “I told you 
it would pay off, and here’s the pudding.”

Sorvino thanked her father as the veteran 
actor openly sobbed in the audience.

’’When you give me this award you honor my 
father, Paul Sorvino, who taught me everythinjg 
I know about acting,” she said. 'I he elder Sorvi­
no, a character actor, has appeared in TV’s 
’ Law Si Order, ” and the movie “Goodfellas,” 
among others.

This year’s biggest controversy surfaced 
immediately Host Whoopi Goldberg used her 
opening monologue to defuse the Rev. Jesse 
Jackson’s call to protest the show because there 
was only one black out of 166 nominees

Goldberg, who like the show’s producer 
Quincy Jones is black, ridiculed Jackson’s call 
for participants to wear multicolored ribbons. 
She reeled off a list of imaginary ribbons in her 
collection, including the traditional red ribbon 
for AIDS awareness a “milky white ribbon for 
mad cow disease,” and a “fake fur ribbon for 
animal rights. ”

Her message for Jackson: “You don’t ask a

black woman to buy an expensive dress and 
then cover it with ribbons.”

Jackson led about 75 marchers outside the 
Hollywood offices of KABC-TV across town 
from the award ceremonies. He called for sim­
ilar demonstrations at other ABC stations 
across the country as the network broadcast the 
awards show.

The academy passed over black filmmaker 
Dianne Houston's “Tuesday Morning Ride” in 
the live action short film category, choosing 
“Lieberman in Love,” from Jana Sue Memel 
and actress Christine Lahti of television’s 
“Chicago Hope.”

In other awards, “Braveheart” was honored 
for makeup, sound effects and cinematogra­
phy. “Restoration” won for costume and art 
direction, and “Apollo 13” for film editing and 
sound, “Babe” took the visual effects Oscar.

“Antonia’s Line,” the story of a Dutch 
woman and her multi-generational family, 
scored honors as the best foreign language pic­
ture

The award was claimed by director Marleen 
Gorris, who declared: “Some people have 
called Antonia’s Line’ a fairy tale. Perhaps it 
is. And that is should win an Oscar is a fairy 
tale come true for all of us involved in its mak­
ing”

Two films about the Holocaust won in their 
respective categories of documentary, docu­

“Making English our official 
language recognizes the unique 
role of a common language in 
society,’’ said Daphne Magnuson 
of U.S English, an advocacy 
group supporting the Arizona 
amendment

But Stephen Montoya, lawyer for 
Arizonans Against Constitutional 
Tampering, which opposes the 
amendment, said, “If the First 
Amendment protects anything it 
protects someone’s right to choose 
the words in which they speak”

“English-only is about. I thin), 
prejudice. ” particularly against 
Hispanics and Asians, Montoya

said. His group noted in court 
papers that the nation’s motto, ‘e 
pluribus unum” — out of many, 
one — is in Latin, not English 

The Arizona amendment says 
English is “the language of the bal­
lot, the public schools and all gov­
ernment functions and actions. ” 

The amendment, which applies 
to all government officials and 
employees when they are on gov­
ernment business, says the state 
“shall act in English and no other 

language," with some exceptions.
Other languages can be used to 

help students learn English, teach 
foreign languages, comply with

federal laws, protect public health 
or safety, or protect the rights of 
criminal defendants or crime vic­
tims.

The amendment was challenged 
in federal court in 1988 by Maria- 
Kelly F Yniguez, then a state 
employee who dealt with residents 
who filed medical malpractice 
claims against the state.

She said that while working she 
spoke English with English-speak­
ing people and Spanish with Span­
ish-speaking people.

A federal judge threw out the 
amendment as a violation of the 
Constitution’s First Amendment.

McNeil Consumer Products of Fort Wash 
ington, Pa . will begin selling the spray later 
this year, but would not reveal an exact date 
or price

Smoking cessation is a multimillion-dollar 
industry. Nicorette gum goes on sale next 
month without a prescription Also next month, 
the makers of two nicotine patches, now sold 
by prescription to some 3 million would be quit 
ters, will seek FDA permission to sell over the 
counter Some 20 percent to 25 percent of gum 
and patch users quit smoking

The nicotine nasal spray, developed by 
Pharmacia & Upjohn Inc , hits the bloodstream 
faster than the gum or patch, offering the poten­
tial of almost immediate relief of cigarette 
cravings

No one has compared Nicotrol NS directly to

nicotine gum or patches But studies of 730 
patients found 25 percent given the nasal 
spray stopped smoking for at least a year, com­
pared with 13 percent of smokers who tried to 
quit without help

A squirt up each nostril gives the smoker 1 
milligram of nicotine. Smokers aren’t supposed 
to inhale it more than five times a day Over­
dosing is dangerous — 40 milligrams of nico­
tine at once can be lethal

A milligram dose may seem large, particu­
larly when low-nicotine cigarettes advertise 
that smokers’ blood absorbs a tenth that 
amount

But smokers brains absorb less nicotine 
from the spray than from cigarettes, Hurt said 
The lungs send cigarette smoke-home nicotine 
straight to the heart, where it is pumped to the 
brain in five heartbeats Nicotrol NS is 
absorbed through the lining of the nose, where 
it goes into the bloodstream and circulates 
through the body before reaching the heart and

then the brain, Hurt explained.
It’s the same reason snorted cocaine is less 

potent than smoked crack cocaine, he said
Addiction is a fairly remote risk, largely 

becau.se the spray’s sting can make it unpleas­
ant to use, the FDA acknowledged. Among 369 
spray users Pharmacia studied, only 26 used 
Nicotrol NS for a year, including the woman 
who plotted to get unused bottles from other 
study participants and watered them down to 
make them last

But Pharmacia must track Nicotrol NS to 
prove to the FDA that smokers don’t abuse it 
— and that the spray doesn’t circulate among 
teen-agers, who are not supposed to use it.

And the manufacturer must figure out how 
smokers can wean themselves from the nico­
tine spray with the least chance of relapsing to 
smoking Many doctors now recommend 
behavioral therapy to supplement nicotine gum 
or patches, where the risk of relapse also is 
great

and the $80,000 cost of issuing the

Cemetery work includes $75,000 
for building a stone-and-iron fence 
and a sidewalk fronting A Street

The $2 9 million Culver Youth 
Home expansion and renovation is 
to begin this summer and o be 
completed by spring 1997

The 24-bed expansion, a $2.36 
million project, is'to be a free­
standing pod adjacent to the Span- 
ish-style Culver facility off Lame- 
sa Road in northeast Midland. 
The expansion will increase the 
facility’s capacity to 44 youths 
ages 10 to 17.

Additional funding includes 
$190,000 for a smoke-evacuation 
system in the existing building, 
and $390,000 for expanding the 
Juvenile Probation Office Building 
and making the sally port more 
secure and versatile. Adolfo Sal­
cido is the county’s director of 
juvenile probation, and Tommy 
Morris is Culver Youth Home 
director.

Sale of the $3.4 million in cer­
tificates in the municipal-bond

market is being arranged through 
Jerry Robinson, the county’s 
financial adviser, who is a senior 
vice president of NationsBanc 
Capital Markets Inc of Dallas 

The 5 38 percent interest, which 
the county will pay over a 15-year 
period until 2010 is a “very good 
rate ”that i s “advantageous to the 
county,” Robinson said 

Midland County is “very strong” 
financially. Robinson said, noting 
that the county’s guarantee to pay 
of the debt is based on “full faith 
and credit.”

In 1994, Robinson helped the 
county secure a record-low 4 29 
percent interest rate in refinancing 
a $2 9 million county debt at a sub­
stantial savings to the county 
The previous rate was more than 
7 percent

“That was the lowest point on 
record for (municipal) bond 
yields,” Robinson said of the 4 29 
percent financing 

Members of the Commissioners’ 
Court have “done a very fine job” 
of managing the county’s debt, 
Robinson said, “and I commend 
them for it.’

The county’s current indebted­
ness of $7,634 million is to be paid 
off by 2005. Interest based on the 
1996 principal is $2.9 million. The

impending $3 4 million additional 
indebtedness will require $2,376 
million in interest to retire. 
Together, the two blocks of debt 
total $16 314 million in principal 
and interest

“Historically,” said Commis­
sioner Guy McCrary, “the county 
has very conservative members on 
the Commissioners' Court And we 
have been very guarded about 
incurring new debt, except for 
necessities, ” which have included 
the building of a new jail and the 
expansion-renovation of the cour­
thouse and library And the 19% 
expansion of Culver Youth Home 
“clearly is a necessity”

In recognizing that uvenile 
crime is increasing. Midland 
County Judge Jeff Norwood said 
that “expansion of Culver Youth 
Home is a giant step toward 
impacting that problem.

“Taking another 24 kids off of the 
streets, who are breaking the law, 
will have a positive impact on the 
safety of our community. We will 
be able to keep more kids locked up 
for longer periods of time, and that 
can’t help but make our streets 
safer.”

Culver Youth Home initially 
was constructed in 1968 at a 
$125,000 cost. In 1988, following a

period of dramatic inflation, the 
facility was expanded to a 20-hed 
detention center for about $830,000, 
which was part of a $3 million bond 
issue for renovation of the old 
county jail and the youth home.

“When the facility was first con­
structed. ” Norwood said, “it was a 
place to put runaways and turants, 
and disturbed kids who had com­
mitted crimes such as that They 
even had house parents living out 
there with the children

“But times have changed,” Nor­
wood said, “and the type of child 
we are putting out there now real­
ly requires a maximum-security 
lockup.”

Increasingly, youths — appar­
ently angry, vengeful, and des­
perate — are “committing dan­
gerous, violent, vicious acts,” Nor­
wood said. ‘And we need a place to 
put those offenders.

“Drive-by shooting are on the 
increase,” Norwood said. “Drug­
dealing is on the increase. Bur­
glaries are on the increase for the 
juvenile offender. And we need to 
respond to juvenile crime. This 
(expansion) is a giant step for the 
county to. take in meeting the 
needs of the community.*
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First lady says thanks to U.S. soldiers in^osnia
MARKOVICI, Bosnia-Herze- 

govina (AP) — Protected by 
sharpshooters, first lady Hillary 
Rodham Clinton arrived by Black 
Hawk helicopter in a military zone 
Monday to deliver a personal 
“thank you’’ to U.S. soldiers.

“They’re making a difference,’’ 
she said of the 18,500 Americans 
working as peacekeepers in 
Bosnia.

Mrs. Clinton became the first 
presidential spouse since Eleanor 
Roosevelt to make an extensive

trip into what can be considered a 
hostile area, though others have 
visited hot spots.

She was proud of the distinction: 
“To be here on the ground is 

something I wanted to do so that 
maybe people back home would 
see it — not through the eyes of the 
secretary of the Army or someone 
in a position in the military — but 
like Eleanor Roosevelt, who has 
always done everything first, to 
visit the troops to say thank you”  

Accompanied by her teen-age

daughter Chelsea, the first lady 
plunged into a grueling goodwill 
tour designed to boost troop 
morale in Bosnia and highlight 
efforts by Bosnians, Croats and 
Muslims to resolve deeply held dif­
ferences.

Standing on a dusty, makeshift 
boardwalk near an out-of-the-way 
military hospital, Mrs Clinton 
said, “For the first time, children 
are playing again. Farmers are in 
their fields. People are moving into 
their homes”
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The first lady acknowledged 
several “bumps in the road,” a 
point underscored just three days 
ago when a U.S. soldier was killed 
in a vehicle accident Mrs. Clinton 
visited the soldier s driving com­
panion in the military hospital.

“It’s not going to be easy,” she 
said, pointing to the flight of Serbs 
from areas of Sarajevo they held 
as the city came under Bosnian 
control. "Feelings are very deep. 
There is a lot of pain. There is a lot 
to get over — a lot to forgive if 
there's going to be reconstruction 
and reconciliation”

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Lubbock, Midland airports have 
similar draw, but don’t compete

espite the sometimes-touted notion 
that Lubbock and Midland airports 
compete, each has its own service 
area and they slightly overlap. That 
means Midland International Air­
port will likely remain the regional 
airport for West Texas for many 
years to come.

Historically, some people have 
viewed Lubbock and Midland air­
ports as vying for some of the same 
customers. And some people have 
thought the same about the Lubbock 
and Amarillo airports.

“Contrary to popular belief, we do 
not compete with each other,” said 
Mark Earle, director of aviation for 
Lubbock International Airport.

Only 2 percent of enplanements 
are in competition between Lubbock 
and Midland, and about the same 
percentage for Lubbock and Amar­
illo, he said.

Furthermore, both Midland and 
Lubbock are both served by South­
west Airlines, American Eagle and 
United Express. The list will soon 
include Continental Airlines, when 
that carrier begins to service Lub­
bock in June.

Airlines serve both airports 
because of separate business at 
each, Earle said. “That’s all the evi­
dence you need for anyone who 
doubts” that separate, non-compet­
ing service areas exis„ he said.

There are some common links 
between the two airports though, 
Earle said.

Both are located in cities that are 
the traditional centers of govern­
ment, education and transportation 
for surrounding areas.

And both have endured declining 
jet service in recent years. That’s 
not due to any change within the 
cities but rather the airline indus­
try, Earle said. As fuel and labor 
costs have increased in recent 
years, turboprops have replaced 
some jets in small to medium mar­
kets, he said.

Nevertheless, enplanements in 
Lubbock are “growing slowly but 
steadily,” Earle said. And the same 
appears to be true in Midland fol­
lowing a dip in enplanements in the 
early 1990s. A 7.25 percent drop in 
enplanements in both Lubbock and 
Midland in 1991 was a widespread 
effect of Desert Storm (due to 
heightened security and public 
wariness), Earle said.

Another similarity is both facili­
ties serve as regional airports.

Lubbock has a population of about 
190,000 but the airport has a service 
area in excess of 800,000, Earle said. 
Because of Midland’s airport to the 
south and Amarillo’s to the north, 
Lubbock’s service area generally 
stretches east-west, he said.

The Midland-Odessa metropolitan 
area has a population of about a

quarter-million but the airport has a 
service area of about half a million 
or more, city officials said. Mid­
land’s service area generally spans 
east-west but also dips as far south 
as Alpine.

Midland International Airport 
customers are evenly divided — 
into thirds — between Midland, 
Odessa and the surrounding area. 
Mayor Bobby Burns said. “Without 
a doubt, it clearly serves the region 
and Midlanders need to take a 
regional approach to it.”

Bill Hubbs, former Pecos mayor 
and member of the Permian Basin 
Airport Board, said the people of 
Pecos — and residents across much 
of West Texas — depend on Midland 
airport for airline service. The clos­
est alternative to catch a jet from 
Pecos is El Paso or Lubbock, both 
about 200 miles away — or twice as 
far as Midland, he said.

Don Bethel, former Lamesa may­
or and Permian Basin Airport 
Board member, said he flies out of 
the Midland airport three to four 
times a month to serve on his gover­
nor-appointed position on the Texas 
Department of Housing and Com­
munity Affairs board.

“You can go to Lubbock or Mid­
land just as easy,” he said. “I like to 
go out of Midland because they have 
a better flight schedule, but the 
Lubbock terminal seems more effi­
cient because it’s newer,” he said.

The ultimate measure of 
supporters and opponents — 
among those who vote, any­
way — of the new terminal 
building proposal will be 
revealed by the May 4 elec­
tion.

Among the few thousand 
people who signed a petition 
putting the issue on the bal­
lot, some oppose the project, 
others favor it.

Three mayors and several 
city councils and airport 
boards have strongly voiced 
their support for a new termi­
nal building.

Council member Jim Webb 
— appointed in November 
1994 and not seeking election 
this spring — said he was 
“very skeptical and asked a 
lot of questions” about the 
project. “It’s  a good, sound 
business decision,” he con­
cluded.

And city officials have 
expressed confidence the 
public at-large wants a new 
building.

Conversely, opponent Tom 
Dollahite said he has com e 
across an overwhelm ing 
number of people who are 
against the project.

Since the referendum was 
called, both supporters and 
opponents have attempted to 
influence voters.

That has included the for­
mation of Citizens for a New 
Airport Term inal, made up of 
private citizens and influen­
tial residents. *1 think it (a 
new term inal buildingl Is 
extrem ely important for Mid­
land’s  future. I think it is ^  
m ost important thing on Mid­
land’s horizon,” said  Boley 
Em brey. chairm an of the 
group’s steering com m ittee. .

Although they don’t have 
any votia f power, many resi­

dents and officials of outlying 
areas — including Odessa 
Mayor Lorraine Perryman — 
have expressed support for a 
new terminal. But, as a ter­
minal opponent pointed out, 
non-Midlanders are not oblig­
ated to pay for the project if 
funding fails and taxes are 
used.

Members of the Permian 
Basin Airport Board — an 
advisory board for Midland 
International Airport that has 
no decision-making powers — 
have voiced support.

“I fully support it,” said Bill 
Hubbs, former Pecos mayor 
and m em ber of the Perm ian 
Basin Airport Board. And 
“the people outside Midland, 
at least in Pecos and other 
areas I’d think, are for it .”

Don Bethel, former Lam esa 
m ayor and also a m ember of 
the airport board, said he 
also favors a new term inal 
building. “And the people I’m 
around would support it ,” he 
said.

Both men said they support 
the project because no tax 
dollars are to be used. The 
financing plan calls for a new 
term inal building to be fund­
ed with a local surcharge on 
airline tickets. Federal Avia- 

' tion Administration grants 
and airport revenues.

An FAA official said fund­
ing approval is evidence that 
the agency supports (dans for 
a new term inal building.

M eanwhile, the three major 
carriers with service at Mid­
land International Airport 
either support or take a neu­
tral stand on plans for a new  
term inal building. At the 
sam e tim e, airline officials 
generally expressed satisfac- 
timi with the existing term i- 
nid bnikling. *

Edward Shelswell-White, 
Dallas-based manager of 
properties for Southwest Air­
lines. “As long as our costs 
remain competitive then it’s 
a project we would be in 
favor of.”

Southwest Airlines — the 
leading carrier in Midland — 
recently signed a 10-year 
rental-space contract with 
the city to ensure competitive 
rates. The contract calls for 
the rent to stay flat for four 
years then allow increases, in 
the following six years, only 
in proportion to any increase 
in the consumer price index.

“That’s a pretty strong 
statem ent by the city that 
they’re keeping their costs 
down,” Shelswell-W hite said.

City officials said those 
term s — valid whether a new 
building is constructed or not 
— have been extended to all 
carriers at the airport.

“We’ve been assured the 
cost of operating from the 
new term inal w ill not exceed 
the cost of the existing term i­
nal. so we support i t , s a i d  
Tim Kincaid, Fort Worth- 
based spokesman for Ameri­
can Eagle.

While t te  city has shown 
carriers that rates won’t 
increase because of construc­
tion of a new term inal build­
ing, local officials have also 
kept airlines informed of 
plans.

“’The airlines as a group 
have woriied with the city on 
this project to make an effi­
cient term inal,” said Karla 
Villalon, Houston-based man­
ager of public relations for 
C<Hitinental Airlines.

ly possible, to eliminate going 
outside to board some turbo­
props, officials said.

The proposed terminal will 
include a main floor with a 
lobby, baggage area and air­
line operations; a concourse 
with boarding gates and 
restaurants; a smaller third 
floor for administration, 
security and U.S. Customs; 
and a basement for mechani­
cal equipment, officials said. 
More boarding gates could 
easily be a d d ^  in the future; 
that’s not an option with the 
current building, officials 
said.

A new terminal will be 
more energy-efficient and a 
maintenance savings, offi­
cials said.

The $290,000 annual utility 
bill on the current building 
would be about 5 percent less 
on a new building, officials 
said. “You’ve got less utility 
cost and about 15 percent 
more space,” City Manager 
Mike McGregor said.

As for maintenance, the air­
port spends about $261,000 a 
year currently, officials said. 
That would decrease on a 
new building because the con­
stant patch work would be 
reduced greatly, officials 
said. “I think you can easily 
take $40,000 a year off that. I 
think you can take $50,000 
actually,” McGregor said.

Aspects noticeable to users 
will include a more aestheti­
cally pleasing and user- 
friendly facility, officials 
said. “It’s going to be a lot

more efficient and better 
designed for the traveler,” 
Mayor Bobby Bum s said.

Architecture will mirror the 
progressive business environ­
ment of Midland and the exte­
rior curves of the building 
will evoke a sense of flight, 
Womack said. The colors and 
finishes used will reflect West 
Texas and local heritage, he 
said.

Airport officials have 
worked with local museums 
and private individuals to dis­
play art at a new terminal 
building.

There will be more room in 
the ticket, baggage claim and 
restaurant areas, officials 
said. And outside, the traffic 
situation will improve consid­
erably, officials said.

Waiting passengers can 
relax in a iood court area 
with a curving glass wall pre­
senting a panoramic view of 
the airfield, officials said. 
Among the food services 
anticipated will be a popular 
fast-food restaurant with 
prices comparable to non-air- 
port locations, officials said.

After the design work was 
completed, Ed Jones, chair­
man of the Airport Advisory 
Board, describied the pro­
posed terminal as a “modem  
state-of-art” facility. And 
Womack said the terminal 
would be “head and shoul­
ders” better than the current 
building.

Whatever the plan of action, 
the project will likely be 
extensive. “Basically the sys­
tems are 40 years old in the 
core of that building. It was a 
constant patch,” McGregor 
said.

Engineers have advised city 
officials that renovation will 
only be temporary and addi­
tional renovation will be nec­
essary within 10 years.

“When you renovate you still 
have some basic problems 
with the structure,” said City 
Council representative Pat 
Schneider.

Nevertheless, the city would 
be forced to renovate, officials 
said. “It would be a bad busi­
ness decision but we would do 
that,” Burns said.

The council would need to 
make immediate plans for 
renovation, he said. Work 
would likely include renova­
tion of the lobby area, ticket 

“counter area, kitchen and din­
ing areas, baggage claim, the 
concourse and parking and 
entrance roadways.

The job would also include 
installation of a fire protection 
system.

And part of any renovation 
project will be to meet , 
requirements of the Ameri­
cans with Disabilities Act 
(ADA). That will include rec­
tifying dozens of problems 
from restroom paper towel

Among those opposed to a 
new terminal building, some 
will be critical of renovation 
work. “I don’t want renova­
tion. I want maintenance,” 
said Edna Walger, president 
of Citizens Against Taxpayer 
Abuse and opposed to con­
structing a new terminal.

But city officials have sug­
gested that if the need calls 
for renovation, the work 
should be thorough. Renova­
tion estimates in 1990 ranged 
from $13 million to almost 
$14.8 million. Today that work 
would cost a few million more, 
officials said.

City officials have 
expressed reluctance to reno­
vate — in addition to having to 
deal with future problems — 
because of the cost.

“My fear is if we do not

Projected Population for

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Taiwan’s policies may 
clear up this summer

A lthough the elec­
tion Saturday of 
Lee Teng-hui as 
president of Taiwan has 

been called “a plebiscite 
without the label of a 
plebiscite." it has given 
mainland China another 
chance to reassess its Tai­
wanese policies.

The election had been 
marred by military 
exercises carried out by 
the People's Liberation 
Army, heightened ten­
sions with the mainland 
including Beijing’s so- 
called missile diploma­
cy, and the stationing of 
two U S. Navy battle 
groups in the water near 
Taiwan to deter aggres­
sion by China.

While the Chinese 
Communist Party Polit­
buro may take comfort 
in the apparent drop in 
popularity of the pro­
independence Democrat­
ic Progressive Party, 
the task facing it now is 
to thrash out its policy 
on Taiwan. That will not

be easy.
Lee’s critics have 

already pointed out that 
his resounding election 
victory, coupled with the 
apparent success of the 
U.S. Navy in forcing the 
PLA to stop their 
maneuvers, may make 
the new president even 
less willing to make con­
cessions to Beijing.

After Lee’s adminis­
tration takes over May 
20, the world will get a 
better look at how he 
plans to approach rela­
tions with mainland Chi­
na, and that will largely 
determine w hether rela­
tions between China and 
Taiwan begin to improve 
or begin to escalate 
toward an even greater 
rift.

If the latter occurs, it 
will be up to the United 
States to support the 
free enterprise-loving 
Taiwanese who have 
patterned their own gov­
ernment and society 
after that in the United 
States.

National anthem issue not 
worthy of our attention

People across the nation 
reacted strongly when a 
National'Basketball Asso­
ciation player was sus­
pended after he refused to 
stand for the national 
anthem played before a 
game.

Is this a hot button issue 
with the same significance 
as flag burning and school 
prayer? Probably not.

More likely it is an issue 
between a league and its 
player, and does not affect 
all Americans, just one.

The player, Denver 
Nugget guard Mahmoud 
Abdul-Rauf, formerly 
Chris Jackson, a standout 
at Louisiana State Univer­
sity who played there with 
Shaquille O’Neal, is a con­
verted Muslim who said 
his religious views did not 
allow him to stand for the 
anthem.

Other Muslim players in 
the NBA such as Houston 
Rocket center Hakeem

U.S. Fifth Circuit Court of Appeals said the oth­
er day. A three-judge panel of the court ruled 
unconstitutional the University of Texas Law 
School’s policy of favoring black and Hispan­
ic applicants over better-qualified whites.

The court said; ‘‘A broad program that 
sweeps in all minorities with a remedy that is 
in no way related to past harms cannot survive 
constitutional scrutiny."

Who made this decision? A court appointed 
during the Reagan-Bush era. Appointed for the 
high and specific purpose of making judges stop 
reading their ideology into the Constitution.

On racial questions, the 14th Amendment 
commands neutrality. The racial favoritism 
that became national policy in the '60s, as 
judges and bureaucrats sought to compensate 
for past segregation, doesn’t wash with the 
Fifth Circuit.

Up to our highest tribunal, the U.S. Supreme 
Court, this case heads for resolution. But on 
that court, as on the Fifth Circuit, sit other Rea­
gan-Bush judges. These (with the possible 
exception of the inscrutable David Souter) will 
listen with interest and respect to the Fifth Cir­
cuit's argument that if you can’t discriminate 
constitutionally in favor of one race, then you 
can’t discriminate constitutionally in favor of 
other races. That will be something. Twenty 
years ago, the federal courts thought it just fine 
to allocate children to specific schools and 
classrooms not despite, but on account of. race.

Some judges still think it’s fine.
The University of Texas decision is a land­

mark on account of the federal court system’s 
growing realism and sobriety regarding racial 
matters. That realism, that sobriety, were 
implanted through judicious judicial appoint­
ments. They could be undone by injudicious 
appointments -  by the seating, that is, of judges 
who first decide what they want done and then 
find some excuse for doing it.

The whole notion of racial preferences, as 
practiced by the University of Texas, is absurd. 
Come on; This student gets in because of race 
and that one doesn’t? It’s the old days all over 
again: segregation triumphant, skin color 
paramount. Is that what the affirmative auc­
tioneers want? It is what they seek, never paus­
ing to consider that the only principle they 
assert is that of power politics: When you’ve 
got power, break the other guy’s arm.

And if, having enjoyed that power, you lose 
it -  as the whites lost &eirs, at least in the judi­
cial sphere -  what then? Doesn’t somebody else 
just take charge? And doesn’t the cycle start 
afresh? And isn’t it time to establish other cri-

and merit?
The affirmative auctioneers obviously don’t 

think so. What do we do about them? Among 
other things, keep the judicial pressure on ~ 
which means, seat on the federal courts more 
commonsensible judges such as adorn the Fifth 
Circuit bench. Which is one reason all this third- 
party talk galls.

Perot isn’t going to win the election. Nor is 
Pat Buchanan if he runs. What the two could 
do “  Perot by himself might suffice -  is throw 
the election to Clinton, enabling him, among 
many other things, to appoint more liberals to 
the courts and make affirmative action a 
national institution, like lines at the Washing­
ton Monument.

Run, Ross, run -- for the border. Shoo. Go, 
away. America needs a third-party ticket the 
way the Titanic needed more holes.

A fetching slogan comes to mind: Can’t Get 
Enough Affirmative Action? Vote Ross for 
Boss.

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European Union bans British 
beef over mad cow disease

LONDON (NYT)- The Euro­
pean Union moved on Monday to 
ban Britiah beef as unsafe, even as 
the British government was telling 
consumers at home that no further 
steps were necessary to protect 
them from exposure to so-called 
mad cow disease.

The latest developments in a 
worldwide consumer scare that is 
destroying Britain’s f6.5-billion 
beef industry amounted to an 
unprecedented standoff between 
the European Union and its most 
recalcitrant member, at a time 
when the 15-country alliance’s 
moves toward greater economic 
and political unity were already 
under heavy strain.

The new stance of toughing it out 
aud insisting that the risk of con­
tracting a fatal brain disease 
through eating beef is “extremely 
small’’ — after raising the alarm 
itself only five days ago — puts the 
Conservative government of 
Prime Minister John Major in an 
unenviable position.

It is clear that many, if not 
most, Britons simply do not 
believe the government’s assur­
ances. On Sunday, families by the 
hundreds of thousands gave up the 
traditional Sunday roast beef, and 
on Monday major outlets such as 
Burger King, Wimpy’s, and 
Wendy’s joined McDonalds, which 
announce over the weekend that 
it would no longer serve British 
beef.

British consumers are voting 
with their pocketbooks. Meat lies 
unsold in supermarkets, livestock 
markets across the country are 
deserted, and the wholesale price 
of beef plummeted again on Mon­
day.

On Sunday, conceding that dras­
tic action might be required to 
restore consumer confidence. 
Agriculture Minister Douglas 
Hogg said it might be necessary to 
slaughter all dairy and beef cattle 
over 30 months of age, a move that

would mean destroying soipe 4.5 
million of the country’s 11 million 
cattle, and might bring farmers 
around |9 billion in compensation.

Yet on Monday, the government 
shifted ground. There was no talk 
of selective daughter as Hogg told 
the House of Commons that bans 
imposed by other European coun­
tries were unjustified. While he 
pledged to undertake further mea­
sures if necessary, he said the 
“most important task is to rebuild 
consumer and market confi­
dence.’’ Measures now in place 
were sufficient, he insisted.

Older cows are more likely to 
harbor bovine spongiform
encephalopathy, the degenerative 
brain disease that the government 
said last week was “ the most like­
ly explanation” for 10 recent cas­
es of a similar human ailment, 
Creutzfeldt-Jakob disease. 
Creutzfeldt-Jakob is rare and 
occurs around the world, tending 
to strike older people. But scien­
tists here, closely monitoring the 
disease after a 1990 scare from the 
cattle disorder, have reported 
what they fear is a new variant 
that alsft) attacks younger people. 
Of the 10 victims, the average age 
is 27.

Most experts believe that the dis­
ease lept the “species barrier” 
from sheep to cattle because cat­
tle were fed ground-up sheep offal 
as a protein supplement. Those 
who fear it may now have crossed 
to humans think it comes from eat­
ing infected portions of cattle car­
casses. The government, which 
ordered slaughterhouses to 
destroy these portions beginning in 
1989, says that beef should now be 
safe and asserts that the 10 new 
victims got the disease before 
1989.

The argument has not washed in 
the re^t of Europe, where all but 
two European Union countries — 
Ireland and Denmark — slapped 
bans on British beef and cattle over 
the past four days.

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With Republican nomination clenched, Dole goes home as a winner
: RUSSELL, Kan. (AP) -  It is the 
^lace where he delivered the news-

Sapers, braved the dust bowl and 
rew strength from neighbors 

when he thought he would never 
walk again. He has always been a 
iero  here, but Bob Dole came 
home to Russell on Monday as 
^mething else: a winner. Finally.

“I have come here to celebrate 
dreams that have come true,” the 
certain Republican presidential 
nominee told a homecoming rally 
ht Russell High. “There are still 
more to realize, not just for me — 
but for America.”

Barely two sentences into his 
remarks. Dole’s eyes swelled with 
tears and his voice faltered as he 
tried to thank the people of Russell 
for supporting him when he came 
home from World War II severely 
wounded, nearly paralyzed.

“Some debts can never be 
repaid,” Dole said. “But I have 
come to Russell to acknowledge 
mine. I will never forget your 
kindness and your care. I will 
never forget your sacrifice and 
your prayers.”
; For Dole, it was an emotional

homecoming to celebrate victory 
in his third try for the Republican 
presidential nomination.

And for his campaign, it was an 
opportunity to introduce America 
to the other Bob Dole. Not the blue- 
suited Senate majority leader 
from the Sunday talk shows, but 
the hardscrabble son of the heart­
land who lived in a basement 
apartment, worked the soda foun­
tain at Dawson’s Drug, went off to 
war and fought his way back from 
near death.

“I know sometimes that life can 
be unfair, sometimes it can be 
painful, sometimes it is difficult,” 
Dole said. “These lessons left their 
mark on me. I am a plain-spoken 
Kansan but I found my philosophy 
in the poetry of America. I cer­
tainly have limitations, but I will 
never apologize for who I am — 
because I am one of you.”

Dole’s visit included a stop at his 
childhood home and a walk 
through town, past the storefront 
that used to be the drug store 
where he worked as a soda jerk.

Along the way, he encountered 
96-year-old Alice Mills, one of his

childhood teachers. Dole also 
stopped in at the local GOP head­
quarters where he was greeted by 
three of the original “Dolls for 
Dole,” women who wore red skirts 
and sang in Dole’s first congres­
sional campaign in 1960.

As he delivered his speech. Dole 
choked back tears several times, 
staring down at one point to collect 
himself after telling the packed 
high school gym, “It was here I 
learned not to wear my heart on 
my sleeve. But I also learned to 
feel deeply for my country and my 
family — that some things are 
worth living for, and some are 
worth sacrificing for.”

As he campaigns, the 72-year-old 
son of the Depression is hounded 
by questions about whether he is 
the right man to lead the nation 
into the next century. In Russell,. 
Dole looked to the past to try to 
make his case.

“It is my deepest belief that the 
coming generation deserves an 
America like the nation I have 
known,” Dole said. “And it is my 
deepest fear that this administra­

tion is squandering an inheritance 
it does not value — undermining 
values it does not understand.”

Speaking to reporters on the 
flight to Kansas, Dole was asked 
what message he hoped his home­
coming would bring to the Ameri­
can people.

“I guess that I haven’t forgotten 
where I am from and what I am 
about and who I am,” he said. “I 
think you are a product of where 
you are born — where you grow 
up.”

Nostalgically retracing his 
childhood. Dole recalled stuffing 
wet towels along the windowsills 
during the dust bowl, playing bas­
ketball — and getting visits from 
both the local Democratic and 
Republican chairmen after recov­
ering from his wounds. In the end, 
he chose the GOP because Kansan 
Dwight Eisenhower “was sort of 
our hero,” Dole said.

After the war, the people of Rus­
sell stuffed a cigar box with $l,80C 
to help the young second lieu­
tenant pay his medical bills.

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MISD may crack down on truancy

Students who skip school and parents 
who dilly dally about calling in excused 
absences may suffer serious conse­
quences if MISD school board trustees 
approve changes in the district’s atten­
dance policy today.

“The board asked administrators to put 
more teeth and more meaning into the 
consequences of missing school,” said 
Ricardo Torres, MISD executive director 
of secondary education.

Trustees are set to vote on tougher 
penalties on the policy’s first reading at

today’s board meeting. The item is 
scheduled on the agenda to come up for 
action between 4 and 6 p.m.

Torres said a significant change in the 
proposed policy is that teachers would be 
allowed to take off points for makeup 
work. Teachers could deduct up to 30 
points for a truancy and up to 10 points 
on an unexcused absence.

“That means the penalty for a truancy 
could not exceed 30 points,” Torres said, 
citing an example: “If a kid earned 100 
points on a makeup paper, the teacher 
could still deduct 30 points.” Torres said 
imposing the point penalties (deemed 
“scholastic penalties”) will be left to the 
discretion of the teacher. “Teachers can

choose the penalties, but (they must be 
consistent) and cannot pick and choose 
the students to get the penalties,” the sec­
ondary administrator said.

“Historically, we have not had scholas­
tic penalties imposed on makeup work for 
absences,” Torres safd.

He said an example of an unexcused 
absence “where we know where the 
student is, and the parent knows where 
they are but the student is not excused 
from being in school” — could be if a par­
ent takes a student out for lunch but gets 
back late. The point deduction on make­
up work for such an absence would be up 
to 10 points.

When students are absent legitimate­

ly (medical or dental appointments, 
family emergencies or unforeseen cir­
cumstances) , parents also would have 
three days to get an excuse to the school. 
The proposed policy reads: “Any unex­
cused absence that is not cleared by the 
student’s parents within three days of the 
student’s return to school becomes a tru­
ancy, and no exceptions are allowed.” 
School attendance offices will be 
required to document all calls. Students 
won’t be penalized for school attendance 
office mistakes.

“The board wants to ensure that if a kid 
is out of school, parents tell us why they

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Police anticipate 
murder suspect’s 
apprehension

Police have located the vehicle of a man want­
ed in connection with the recent murder of his wife 
in Midland — but the suspect remains at large.

Juan Bautista Madrid, also known as Johnny 
Madrid, was believed to 
have been driving a blue,
Chevrolet pickup truck, 
and police have been 
searching for the vehicle 
since the brutal slaying of 
Jill Yvonne Madrid on 
March 18.

Ms. Madrid was found 
stabbed to death in her 
apartment near Wadley 
Avenue and Tarleton 
Street. After police gained 
information from family 
and friends, the investiga­
tion began settling on 
Madrid as a suspect and a 
warrant was issued for his 
arrest about two days after 
the body was found.

On Monday, law-enforce­
ment officers located the 
vehicle Madrid is believed 
to have been driving about 66 miles south of Alpine 
on Texas Highway 118, said Sgt. David Garcia of 
the Midland Police Department.

The vehicle was found abandoned, leading offi­
cers to search the area for Madrid, but the suspect 
was not located.

Madrid is described as a 37-year-old Hispanic 
male, six-foot-foui^ and weighing 230 pounds. He 
has been missing since the time of the murder and 
police believe he is on the run.

It is believe that he will turn up shortly, after he 
realizes that it is only a matter of time until he 
must be arrested and face the charges.

“He can get away for a while, but it’s not going 
to do him any good,” Garcia said.

Madrid was 
stabbed five times — twice in the back and three 
times in the chest.

No murder weapon was found at the site of the 
attack, according to police reports.

Her two children from a former marriage had 
been staying with their grandparents for the week­
end at the time of the murder.

are out of school," Torres said, not­
ing parents have tended to put off 
calling schools in the past. He 
said it has varied from campus to 
campus when an unexcused 
absence is formally changed to a 
truancy.

“This policy will remove the 
decision-making from the princi­
pal," Torres said. He said the pol­
icy will be firm in allowing no 
exceptions. “A family could be 
called out of town for a medical 
emergency or a death. But if they 
don’t notify the school within three 
days of the student’s return to 
school, this policy theoretically 
says: ’We’re sorry.’ And it doesn’t 
give the principal authority to con­
sider any extenuating circum­
stances,” the secondary adminis­
trator said.

Another change is that students 
with three or more truancies, who 
attend school less than 90 percent 
in one semester, will lose credit for 
that course, no exceptions allowed.

“We don’t condone kids making 
poor choices about not coming to 
school every period of the day," 
Torres said. “All kinds of kids 
make poor (attendance) choices, 
all levels and socioeconomic back­
grounds. But the state says stu­
dents must be in attendance 90 per­
cent of the time. Unfortunately, 
that tells kids: ‘I can get away with 
some time off here.’ ’

The administrator said students 
figure out, in a 90-day semester 
(half of the 180-day school year), 
they could be absent 9 days and 
still retain credit. “But, (if the new

Eolicy is passed) students who 
ave three truancies and go over 

the nine, have lost a chance to 
invoke extenuating circum­
stances," he said.

A final change in the policy will 
require students to make up one 
hour for every hour m iss^  of 
school. In the past, students could 
earn a full (6-hour school day) 
credit by making up three hours.

Torres said weekday noon and 
Saturday detentions are already in

place for high school students to 
make up missed time.

The administrator noted that 
students who miss a class cannot 
regain the lost instruction since the 
missed class is not repeated dur­
ing detention. “This is a punitive 
measure," he said.

Although some teachers and 
principals have said the proposed

Kolicy is harsh, board trustees 
ave said they don’t want it to be 

easy for students to miss school.
‘The bottom line is the student is 

accountable with this policy," Tor­
res said. “If a student makes a poor 
choice, the consequences can have 
serious impact on whether he or 
she graduates."

He noted students will have an 
option to appeal to the school 
board. *I preset, with a policy this 
strict, there will be many 
appeals," Torres said. Trustees 
have not fully agreed on the poli­
cy in the past and tabled it before.

Students meet with Morales,; 
discuss affirmitive action ban

AUSTIN (AP) — Hundreds of 
students marched on the Capitol 
and met with Attorney General 
Dan Morales Monday to protest a 
federal appeals court decision 
overturning affirmative action 
programs at the University of 
Texas School of Law.

The 5th U.S. Circuit Court of 
Appeals ruled last week that the 
UT law school’s race-based admis­
sions policies were unconstitu­
tional. Minority students are 

-demanding further appeals of that 
decision.

Chanting, “We won’t go back,’’ 
the crowd gathered on campus and 
marched several blocks to the 
Capitol’s north steps. From there, 
they moved to Morales’ office, 
where five students met with the 
attorney general in a closed, 11/2- 
hour meeting.

About 300 other students waited 
outside*Morales’ office in the cold 
weather, waiting for word from 
him.

“As good attorneys, they said, 
they need to weigh their options,” 
said Kevin Michael Foster, a grad­
uate student who was among those 
who met with the attorney gener­
al and his staff. “They said they 
stand for the same principles as we 
do.”

Students booed the lack of deci­
sion, but promised to remain 
focused and to return to Morales’ 
office if he opts against further 
appeals.

Before the meeting, Foster said 
students objected to eliminating

race as a component of admis{ 
sions. •

“The decision said race can no( 
be a part of the (admissions) deci< 
sion,” he said. “We want it to be 
one of many factors. What we are 
arguing is that there is a need for 
diversity.” J

Ron Dusek, a spokesman for 
Morales, said the attorney generj 
al could reach a conclusion about 
an appeal within days. Morale^ 
could seek a review by the full 5tb 
Circuit or could go to the U.S: 
Supreme Court. ‘

Earlier Monday, Morales told 
reporters that the case is likely t<i 
end up before the country’s high­
est court, but he warned that an 
appeal has not been decided.

“ I think it would be irresponsi­
ble for us to attempt to deal with 
this case on the assumption that it 
was only going to impact upon the 
University of 'Texas or only impact 
upon the states in the 5th Circuit,” 
he said. “There are some in the 
national civil rights community for 
example who ... are not comfort­
able that this is one of the stronger 
cases with which to present the 
U.S. Supreme Court with the issue 
of affirmative action in higher 
education.”

The 5th Circuit’s ruling reversed 
a decision by an Austin federal 
judge who had upheld in 1994 the 
law school’s policy of letting some 
minority applicants enter law 
school under lower standards than 
whites.

Read on and decide 
where the fault lies.

East’s three-spade opening is typ­
ical of dimlicate at favorable vulner­
ability. ^u th 'a  four hearts ended 
the auction. West led the ace of 
spades and continued the suit to
declarer’s king.

A rubber-bridge player, would 
draw trumps, then lead the ace and 
jack of clubs. West wins and must 
shift to a diamond. Declarer plays 
low from dummv. East wins and is 
endplayed. A black-suit return 
allows declarer to discard a dia­
mond from hand while ruffing in 
dummy, and a diamond solves 
declarer’s problems in that suit.

The tournament players handled 
the hand difTerently. After drawing 
trumps, all the dedarers ran a dia­
mond to East’s (^ueen. East 
returned a club, taken in the closed 
hand with the ace. Now declarer 
repeated Uie diamond finesse, and 
the defenders scored a second dia­
mond and a dub for down one.

WASHINGTON (AP) — As the 
April 15 deadline for filing ’95 
income tax returns approaches, tax 
preparation experts offer the fol­
lowing tips;

■ Use the right tax form: Those 
eligible for certain deductions and 
credits should file Fornri 1040, 
instead of 1040A or 1040EZ.

■ Itemize deductions: Expenses 
such as real estate and personal 
property, interest on home loans, 
home mortgage interest and 
points, and state and local taxes are 
deductible.

■ Check expenses sometimes 
overlooked: Bad debts, casualty

and theft losses, job-related edu­
cational expenses, medical insur­
ance premiums and unreimbursed 
medical bills, job search expenses.

■ Chances of IRS audit: Less 
than 1 percent of tax returns are 
audited. Chances increase with 
very high income, self-employed 
taxpayers or unusually large 
deductions or losses.

Mercantile Exchange amid growing 
fears millions of Americans hitting the 
roads during the summer driving sea­
son will drain reduced stockpiles.

Home sales continue to climb

■  Analysts credit improved 
weather and relatively low 
mortgage rates for increase.

WASHINGTON -  Sales of previously 
owned homes rose in February for the 
first time in five months as the winter 
weather moderated and consumer fears 
of higher mortgage rates mounted.

Sales shot up 6.5 percent to a season­
ally adjusted annual rate of 3.96 million 
homes, the National Association of Real­
tors said Monday. It was the first gain 
since a 1 percent advance last Septem­
ber.

“The increase resulted from a combi­
nation of a bounce back from weather- 
induced weakness in January, relative­
ly low mortgage interest rates and fear 
that mortgage interest rates were going

to increase," said Elliott Platt, an econ­
omist with Donaldson, Lufkin & Jenrette 
Securities Corp. in New York.

The East Coast blizzard and severe 
weather in other areas helped drive 
existing home sales down 3.9 percent in 
January, to a 3.72 million rate, lowest 
since a 3.62 million rate last May.

Before that, sales had been curbed by 
slow job and income growth and heavy 
consumer debt that offset the attrac­
tiveness of falling mortgage rates, ana­
lysts had said.

But after dropping to an average of 7.03 
percent in January, rates edged up to 7.17 
percent in February and reached 7.83 
percent earlier this month, according to 
surveys by the Federal Home Loan 
Mortgage Corp.

Still, the February average was well 
below the 8.77 percent average a year 
earlier and represented a considerable 
saving for home buyers.

The monthly payment on a $100,000

mortgage with a 7 percent interest rate 
is $665, while the payment on the same 
loan with a 9 percent rate is $805 — a dif­
ference of $140.

John A. T^ccillo, a Realtors economist, 
said the recent increase will be tempo­
rary and looks for a gradual decline to 6.8 
percent by summer.

The median price of an existing home 
in February was $113,900, down from 
$114,800 in January. The median price 
was $107,100 a year earlier. The median 
is the midpoint, meaning half of the 
homes cost more and half less.

Regionally, sales surged 11 percent in 
the West, to a 910,000 annual rate. The 
median price there was $146,500.

Sales jumped 9.4 percent, to 1.51 mil­
lion, in the South, where the median price 
was $98,300. They were up 3.6 percent, to 
580,000, in the Northeast, where the 
median was $138,600.

In the Midwest, sales rose 1.1 percent, 
to a 960,000 rate. The median price was 
$96,100.

Discovery Zone 
overexpands 
into bankruptcy
■  Fate of Midland store as yet 
unknown.

FORT LAUDERDALE, Fla. — Dis­
covery Zone Inc. tumbled into bank­
ruptcy court Monday after overexpand­
ing its chain of indoor playgrounds.

The company will stay open while it 
reorganizes under Chapter 11 bankrupt­
cy. It already has closed 10 stores in tne 
past week and plans to shut down or 
negotiate cheaper leases at some of its 
337 other locations nationwide.

Discovery Zone — or DZ, as the kids 
call it — charges about $6 for hours of 
romping through a maze of tunnels and 
slides and tumbling into an area filled 
with plastic bails. For a few more dol­
lars, Kids can have a birthday party com­
plete with pizza and cake.

DZ has seen its growth slow after 
vaulting to the top of the indoor-play­
ground industry through rapid expansion 
m the early 1990s. It reported a loss of 
$10.1 million in 1994.

In its bankruptcy filing in Wilmington, 
Del., Discovery Zone listed $164.4 million 
in assets and $366.2 million in debts.

“Discovery Zone is a viable concept, 
and we have an opportunity to revitalize 
our operations with new marketing pro­
grams and entertainment concepts,” 
said Donna Moore, Discovery Zone's 
chief executive. The chain’s previous 
chief executive, Steven R. Berrard, 
resigned last week.

Robert Mead, a company spokesman, 
said it is too early to say how many stores 
will be closed or how many employees 
will be affected.

Already a DZ in the Jacksonville sub­
urb of Mandarin was closed, just two 
days after Cameron Tucker celebrated 
his fourth birthday there. His mother, 
Wilma Tucker, saw no indications that 
the store was in trouble.

“The kids love it. They have a blast,” 
Mrs. Tucker said. “ I would definitely do 
it again."

Two other DZ stores in Jacksonville 
remained open.

Part of Discovery Zone’s problem 
may be that it caters almost exclusive­
ly to children. Children depend on adults 
to gel them to the store and spend mon­
ey, family entertainment consultant 
William Haralson noted. And while Dis­
covery Zones might be jammed on the 
weekends, business can be slow during 
the week.

“ It’s a lot of fun, but it’s more fun for 
the kid than the guy trying to make a liv­
ing running the thing," said Haralson, of 
William Haralson & Associates Inc. in 
Dallas.

Discovery Zone, the leading operator 
of children’s indoor playgrounds, runs 
318 of its locations and franchises 29 oth­
er stores.

The company is 49 percent owned by 
Viacom Inc., which acquired it through

Wireless telephone industry has banner year
DALLAS (AP) — It was a banner year 

in 1995 for the wireless telephone indus­
try with 9.6 million new custoniers sign­
ing up for service.

According to the Cellular Telecom­
munications Industry Association, which 
is holding its annual convention in Dal­
las, the total number of wireless cus­
tomers in the United States grew 40 per­
cent to 33.8 million at the end of 1995.

“Just think, in one year we added as 
many customers as we did the first nine 
years of this industry. That’s the equiv­

alent of adding 1,278 new customers 
every hour,” said CTIA President 
Thomas E. Wheeler.

Wireless revenues for 1995 topped $19 
billion, an increase of 34 percent from 
1994’s total of $14.2 billion.

“The revenue figure for the last six 
months alone was higher than the annu­
al rate for each of the first nine years of 
the industry," Wheeler said.

Charges to cellular subscribers who 
use their phones while away from home 
also increased to $2.54 billion in 1996, com­

pared to $1.83 billion in 1994.
CTIA also said that while revenues 

rose, the monthly prices for wireless ser­
vice continued to decline. The average 
monthly customer bill dropped to 
compared to the 1994 average of $56.21 
per month.

CTIA also released that the number of 
new cell sites increased by 2,819 during 
the second half of 1995. Cell sites, a build­
ing block of the wireless system that 
relays calls, increased nationwide by 
4,743 to a total of 22,663 in 1995.

Dallas area to get host of new cellular services
DALLAS (AP) — The Dallas region 

will be the first major cellular market to 
get a host of new cellular services as 
Southwestern Bell and AT&T Wireless 
race to be the first to offer the new tech­
nology.

The technologies, which could be 
called enhanced digital service for sim- 
ilicity, combine a pager and a cell phone

Southwestern Bell and AT&T hope to 
have the product availaUe in Dallas with­
in a few months. They want to pre-empt 
providers of so-called personal commu­
nications services, or PC ,̂ which has 
been touted as the new generation <A cel­
lular service, carrying new features and 
values.

Most people do better with steady 
investment programs they build slowly 
and gradually over the years.

BOSTON (AP) — Other comets 

have come closer to Earth. Others 
have shone brighter. But as 
comets go, Hyakutake, the little 
greenish fuzzball in the sky, is a 
heavenly reward for skygazers.

“All of the sudden, all of your 
neighbors who thought you were a 
little odd hunting for dim, little, dis­
tant galaxies in a telescope in 
your backyard in the middle of the 
night suddenly can step outside 
their door and there it is,” said 
Alan MacRobert, an associate edi­
tor at Sky & Telescope magazine 
in Cambridge. “ For amateur 
astronomers, these are wonderful 
times.”

Hyakutake, making its first 
appearance in about 9,000 years, 
has been drawing countless eye$ to 
the night sky.

Internet sites are crowded with 
enthusiastic observations.

“Boy is this fun,” began one 
message. “Dang, what a sight! ” 
read another. “You simply can’t 
miss this comet. It just jumps out 
at you.”

“WOW! WOW! WOW! WOW! 
WOW! ” opened still another.

Not bad for a big chunk of dirty 
ice that’s been drifting above since 
the solar system formed.

“There’s something about the 
appearance of a comet,” said Bri­
an Marsden, associate director 
for planetary sciences at the 
Smithsonian-Harvard Center for 
Astrophysics. “ I suppose it’s the 
fact that you can have this thing ... 
just for a little while and know it’s 
come from a great distance.”

Perot d ism isses 
D o le ’s  rem arks

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Ross 
Perot brushed off Sen. Bob Dole’s 
appeal to stay out of the general 
election on Monday and called his 
efforts at fielding a major new U.S. 
party "an idea whose time has 
come.”

Making the rounds of morning 
television talk shows, the Dallas 
billionaire had harsh words for 
both existing parties. .

He criticized Republicans for not 
completing their “Contract With 
America” and Democrats for not 
fulfilling President Clinton’s 
promise to balance the budget.

”1 think both parties are very 
serious about not wanting anybody 
to disturb the status quo,” he told 
NBC’s “Today” show.

And, he told “CBS This Morn­
ing,” both parties are “addicted to 
spending, to try to give us free can­
dy for our vote. And we pay for the 
free candy. We’ve got to cut that 
out.”

He said he “absolutely” intend­
ed for his Reform Party to be on 
the ballot in all 50 states in Novem­
ber and to field a presidential can­
didate and mako endorsements in 
House and Senate races.

Dole, the certain GOP nominee, 
urged both onetime GOP rival Pat 
Buchanan and Perot to stay out of 
the general election and not siphon 
votes away from him to help Clin­
ton.

“ I would say to Ross Perot: 
Ross, we are the reform party,” 
Dole said on Sunday in Yorba Lin­
da, Calif.

Asked about that on ABC’s 
“Good Morning America,” Perot 
said, “1 hadn’t herd of it until now, 
but the thing that drives this whole 
issue is the fact that we have a crit­
ical financial situation in our coun­
try (and) we have a narrow win­
dow of opportunity to solve it.”

Perot disputed the notion that he 
would draw more votes away from 
Dole, noting that some surveys 
suggested the opposite might be 
true.

“But facts don’t matter in poli­
tics. Everybody has stories. 
Everybody has myths. Everybody 
has propaganda. That’s the reason 
the country’s in such a mess,” he

astronomer who discovered it in 
January, is the brightest burning 
comet since Comet West in 1976. It 
is visible throughout the Northern 
Hemisphere.

Observers say there have been 
few more watchable comets this 
century, though the much larger 
Hale-Bopp due to pass near Earth 
next year could top Hyakutake’s 
show.

At Hyakutake’s nearest point to 
Earth — about 9.5 million miles 
away Sunday and Monday — sky- 
watchers said it had the brightness 
of Sirius, the brightest star in the 
northern sky. Its tail of glowing 
gases is an estimated 62,000 miles 
long.

A comet came closer to Earth as 
recently as 1983, but it was 
nowhere near as bright.

Experts say the comet will start 
to fade after Monday until the first 
week in April as it drifts farther 
.from the Earth, but may brighten 
again as it gets closer to the sun. 
It should become visible to people 
in the Southern Hemisphere in 
mid-May, MacRobert said.

Traveling 198,000 mph as it 
rounds the sun, Hyakutake’s orbit 
and the gravitational effects of the 
planets should bring it back this 
way in about 17,000 years. Halley’s 
Comet returns every 76 years.

“Things like this spur people to 
look up beyond the surface of our 
tiny little planet here, where we 
live our tiny little lives running 
around in tiny little circles,” Mac­
Robert said, “and see something of 
the bigger, wider universe that is 
out there for us waiting to see if we 
only look up.”

On all three shows, Perot 
declined to discuss his own plans, 
saying his main priority is getting 
his party on the ballot and prepar­
ing for its convention, to be held 
around Labor Day.

Saying some surveys suggest a 
majority of Americans want a 
new party, Perot told NBC, “This 
is an idea whose time has come.”

His back-to-back TV appear­
ances were part of a blitz of 
speeches and TV appearances that 
began when he told a San Antonio, 
Texas, radio station a week ago 
that he would run if drafted by the 
party and “would give it every­
thing I’ve got.”

Meanwhile, Perot’s followers 
were making a second attempt to 
qualify for the Ohio ballot.

Reform Party organizers in 
Ohio turned in more than enough 
signatures to qualify for the 33,463 
needed to get on the November bal­
lot, Ohio Reform Party spokes­
woman Sandra Reckseit said Mon­
day.

“We expect a decision next 
month. We’re giving the boards of 
election the time they need to 
comply with the law,” said Ms. 
Reckseit.

Perot’s Ohio volunteers earlier 
fell short by about 2,400 valid sig­
natures.

So far, the party is on the ballot 
only in five states.

Illegal C F C s  enter U.S.
NEW DELHI, India (Af>) -  

Smuggled CFC'gas from India 
has been seeping into the United 
States by the ton, allowing Amer­
ican motorists to stay cool for less 
this summer but prolonging the 
threat to the Earth’s ozone shield.

The U.S. Customs Service says 
the contraband chlorofluorocar­
bon-12, the air-conditioning gas 
commonly called Freon, has sud­
denly become its No. 2 problem, 
behind illegal drugs.

“It’s like Prohibition all over 
again,” Thomas W atts-Fit^er- 
ald, a federal prosecutor in Miami, 
said of the gas-smuggling cen­
tered on south Florida.

Here in India, where CFC-12 
production is still legal, a compa­
ny identified as a source of black- 
market gas denied any knowledge 
of it.

Whoever is shipping it, plenty is 
available: India’s manufacturers 
are being squeezed out of other 
remaining legal CFC markets by 
big Western companies.

Stakes are high on all sides.
One schem e broken up in Flori­

da — vrith an Indian connection — 
involved CFC-12 worth $S2 million. 
The U.S. government, meanwhile, 
has lost possibly hundreds of mil­
lions in tax revenues because of 
oodant sm uggling. And big busi­
ness has an investm ent of billions 
riding on weaning the world from 
CFCs and getting it hooked on new 
chem icals.

A 1987 treaty, the Montreal Pro­
tocol, phases out CFCs because of 
evidence that the compounds dam­
age the upper atmosphere’s ozone 
layer, which shields Earth from 
most of the sun’s ultraviolet radi­
ation and prevents skin cancer and 
other illnesses.

Since Jan. 1, CFC imports and 
production for domestic use have 
been banned in the United States. 
They were banned in Western 
Europe a year earlier.

In recent years, to encourage 
conversion to equipment using the 
new chemicals, the U.S. govern­
ment imposed huge taxes and 
import duties on CFCs, more than 
tripling the price of a 36-pound 
cylinder to about $250. Domestic 
production, meanwhile, was 
sharply reduced.

The gas, long the most widely 
used coolant, is still in demand, 
particularly for air conditioners in 
more than 100 million older U.S. 
automobiles. Motorists now must 
spend up to |I00 to replenish leaky 
air conditioners with a few pounds 
of legally taxed CFCs, or $200 or 
more to reequip for the new 
coolants.

Unscrupulous traders spotted 
an opportunity in a m ^ o r 
exemption in the Montreal Pro­
tocol, by which India and oth­
er poorer countries can con­
tinue producing CFC-12 until 
2010, to give them more time to 
finance equipment conversion.
