Parmer Medical Center and Friona Rural Health
Clinic are excited to be offering a Flu Shot Clinic
this year. To be in compliance with the COVID-19
guidelines, the flu shot clinic will once again be a
drive-thru clinic located at Parmer Medical Center
on Saturday, October 2nd from 9:00 a.m. until 12:00
p.m.

Last year was our first year to offer a drive-thru
clinic and it was very successful. We plan to follow
the same procedures and will have signs showing
where to enter and exit. There will be staff present
to assist if you have questions. The shots will be
given under the canopy at the main entrance to the
hospital and shot recipients should never need to
exit their vehicles.

Two different types of vaccinations are being of-
fered this year. The Quadrivalent vaccine protects
against four types of influenza - the same three
strains as the standard flu shot, plus an additional
B-strain virus.This is the same vaccine we have of-
fered the last three years. We are also offering the
Fluzone-HD which is more commonly referred to
as the “High Dose” flu vaccine.Information from
the CDC website regarding the Fluzone-HD vac-
cine will be available.This may assist individuals
in determining which vaccination they want to re-
ceive.

The charge for the vaccinations will be totally
covered if the recipient is a subscriber to tradition-
al Medicare.You will need to present your Medicare
card and driver’s license at the time of the injec-
tion.For all other vaccination recipients, the cost
for the Quadrivalent injection is $29.00 and the
Fluzone-HD is $75.00.

Due to additional requirements for Medicaid flu
shot recipients, they will need to receive their flu
shots at Friona Rural Health Clinic. For more in-
formation, please call Veronica Gafford at 806-250-
2781 or Rhonda Wilkins at 806-250-2754.

Commissioners adopt budget and tax rate

The Parmer County
Commissioners Court
met in regular session
on Monday, September
27, 2021 at 10 a.m. in
the County Courtroom
of the Parmer County
Courthouse in Farwell,
Texas. The meeting be-
gan with prayer and the
Pledge of Allegiance to
the American Flag and

Texas Flag.
There were no public
comments regarding

the proposed budget
and tax rate at the pub-
lic hearing held at 9:30
a.m.

The 2022 Parm-
er County budget of
$6,373,354.86 was ap-
proved by an unani-
mous (5-0)  vote.
Commissioners  also
unanimously (5-0) ap-
proved the tax rate of
$0.5334 per $100 for tax
year 2021. The break-
down of the 2021 tax
rate is: County M&O0 at
$0.3982; County I&S at
$0.0252; and County
FM at $0.1100, for the

total rate of $0.5334 per
$100 for tax year 2021.
Since the adopted tax
rate is greater than the
no-new-revenue tax
rate, there will be a
property tax increase
for tax year 2021.

Commissioners ap-
proved a 1l-year inter-
local agreement with
City of Friona to rent
office space for the Pre-
cinct 1 Justice of the
Peace. The $500 per
month fee will cover
rent, utilities, and oth-
er office expenses. The
new office will be lo-
cated in the former Fri-
ona EMS office and will
also include new office
space for the Friona
Municipal Judge. These
offices are adjacent to
the Friona City Council
Chambers. The agree-
ment would not go into
effect until a new Pre-
cinct 1 JP is elected or
appointed.

Minutes from the
September 13th meet-
ing were read and

approved. = Commis-
sioners approved the
payment of the ac-
counts payables as pre-
sented by County Trea-
surer Sharon May. The
Treasurer’s Report was
also approved.
Commissioners ap-
proved the outside au-
dit for Parmer County.
The county is in excel-
lent financial health
and has a 10-11 month
emergency operational
reserve.
Commissioners ap-
proved a motion to pro-
vide all county employ-
ees with free flu shots.
Family members of
county employees can
get their flu shots at the
same time but they will
have to reimburse the
county for the cost.
Sheriff Randy Geries
reported that he was
currently housing 34
inmates in the Parmer
County Law Enforce-
ment Center. Parmer
County is currently
housing one of its in-

mates in the Lubbock
County jail.

Due to the Columbus
Day holiday, Commis-
sioners Court for Octo-
ber 11th was resched-
uled for Wednesday,
October 20th at 1:30
p.m. The Court will dis-
cuss redistricting for
Parmer County. Also,
the October 25th ses-
sion has been moved to
Tuesday, October 26th
at 10:00 a.m. There is
also a possibility of a
public hearing at 9:30
a.m. concerning pro-
posed redistricting.

All meetings are open
to the public. The Com-
missioner’s Court re-
serves the right to go
into Executive Session
at any time. The agen-
da may be found on the
Parmer County web-
site.

Gas Prices Remain Steady

By Gas Buddy

Texas gas prices rose
0.6 cents in the past
week, averaging $2.83
per gallon, according to
GasBuddy’s daily sur-
vey of 13,114 stations in
Texas. Gas prices in Tex-
as are 2.9 cents per gal-
lon higher than a month
ago and stand 97.0 cents
per gallon higher than a
year ago.

According to Gas-
Buddy price reports,
the cheapest station in
Texas is priced at $2.49
while the most expen-
sive is $3.69 per gallon.

The national aver-
age price of gasoline
has fallen 0.7 cents in
the last week, averag-
ing $3.17 per gallon.
The national average is
up 3.8 cents per gallon
from a month ago and
stands $1.00 per gallon
higher than a year ago.

“Average gas prices
saw little change from
a week ago, declining
slightly. But overall,
prices remained near
2021’s peak price set in
early August due to Co-

vid-19 supply and de-
mand imbalances,” said
Patrick De Haan, head
of petroleum analysis
for GasBuddy.

sonal decline. While I
am optimistic that we
eventually will see a
decline in price, the
drop is not likely to be
as noticeable as I had
anticipated due to the
above average hurri-
cane season and as de-
mand remains season-
ally strong.”

When I drive High-
way 55 from here to Uvalde, it is not
unusual to see five to eight law peo-
ple on the road. There is one inter-
section on Highway 55, and you can
always count on at least one DPS
officer and/or a border patrolman
being there. I don’t remember ever
feeling so safe, and I have heard oth-
er people say the same thing.

The Bible says that the law points
out our sins; it makes us aware of
what we are supposed, or not sup-
posed to be doing, and I was re-
minded of that last week.

You probably heard that all the
DPS and Border Patrol officers were
ordered to go to Del Rio to help
handle the overflow of Haitian im-
migrants last week. What a differ-
ence that made!!! While it may have
helped things in Del Rio, it opened
up the roads to unlimited human
smuggling and trafficking.

I went to Uvalde last Thursday
morning. I wanted to get my gro-
cery shopping done before my ap-
pointment to get my hair cut. I got
off later than I wanted, but I decided
to go on to Wal-Mart and see how
much of my list I could take care of.
I knew there was no law on Highway
55, so I sped to get to Uvalde and
shop. There wasn’t even anyone at
the Highway 55 intersection.

What I noticed was how I took ad-
vantage of the lawmen not being
on Highway 55 to do what I want-
ed to do, for my convenience, even
though getting off late was entirely
my fault and responsibility. I knew
there would be no lawmen out, and I
took advantage of it. Did I feel safer?
No. I knew there was no one to help
or protect me if I had trouble, or if I
ran into a high-speed chase. It was
all about me. Isn’t that the way it is
with sin?

However, now the lawmen have
gone back to their stations. They
are back to catching smugglers and
traffickers. We were just at church
and heard about a high-speed chase
from Camp Wood to Leakey this af-
ternoon. A suburban crossed BUSY
Highway 83 going 80 mph in down-
town Leakey. They caught the driver
and his nine passengers, but that
wouldn’t have happened last week
when everyone was in Del Rio.

Scripture tells us we will be held
accountable for what we say and do
when we meet Jesus. Will I be held
accountable for speeding? I don’t
know, but I did break the law. Will
I be held accountable for taking ad-
vantage of the lawmen and women
being sent away from their posts?

Again, I don’t know, but I certainly
took advantage of their being gone.

My story may seem silly, but what
I do know is that God knows.

He already knows what I will
be held accountable for. We never
know the day or time we will take
our last breath; we never know what
situations we will find ourselves in
in the future and how we will handle
them.

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Secretary of state announces elec-
tion audits

In a two-sentence press release,
the secretary of state’s office an-
nounced an audit of four Texas
counties — Dallas, Harris, Tarrant
and Collin — for the 2020 election.

The announcement came hours
after former President Donald
Trump called on Gov. Greg Abbott
to add an election audit bill to the
current special session of the Tex-
as Legislature. Abbott has not re-
sponded thus far. A similar audit in
Arizona’s Maricopa County recent-
ly ended and concluded Biden won
that state’s most populous county,
which provided him the winning
margin there.

Trump won Texas by 5.6 percent-
age points in the 2020 election, al-
though three of the four counties to
be audited — Dallas, Tarrant and
Harris — went for Biden. Officials
from those counties told the Tex-
as Tribune that “the development
is an unnecessary partisan move
aimed at sowing doubt in the re-
sults.”

The position of secretary of state
has been vacant since the end of
May, when Ruth Hughs resigned
after the Texas Senate declined to
take up her nomination.

Abbott adds items to third special
session

Abbott last week added two agen-
da items to the special legislative
session which began Sept. 20. Leg-
islators will consider additional
property tax relief, as well as a con-
stitutional amendment that would

allow courts to deny bail to people
accused of violent or sexual crimes.

The bail bill has failed in previous
sessions. Because it would calls for
a constitutional amendment elec-
tion, the bill requires two-thirds
approval from both chambers to go
forward.

In the current special session,
legislators already are considering
redrawing the state’s political maps
as required every decade. Also un-
der consideration is legislation
restricting participation by trans-
gender students in school athlet-
ics, plus legislation outlining how
to spend $16 billion in federal CO-
VID-19 pandemic funding.

Additionally, legislators are con-
sidering a bill that protects dogs
from being chained without ad-
equate shelter or space. Abbott ve-
toed a similar bill during the regu-
lar session.

Search firm named for ERCOT
board

The Public Utility Commission
has hired Heidrick & Struggles to
conduct a statewide search for
eight new directors of the Electric
Reliability Council of Texas, whose
board was decimated after the mid-
February winter storm knocked out
power across the state and nearly
took down the electric grid, which
ERCOT oversees. More than half of
ERCOT’s board, as well as its CEO,
resigned after the storm.

The PUC oversees ERCOT. During
the regular legislative session, Sen-
ate Bill 2 was passed. It established
a selection committee to fill the va-

McConaughey mulls bid for gov-
ernor

Actor Matthew McConaughey
said in a podcast recently that he
is “measuring” a bid to unseat Ab-
bott in next year’s governor’s race,
though he has not indicated if he
would run as a Republican, Demo-
crat or independent.

The Houston Chronicle reported
the Oscar-winning actor made the
comments on the “Set it Straight:
Myths and Legends” podcast, which
is hosted by a band called Midland.

A recent poll by The Dallas Morn-
ing News and the University of Tex-
as at Tyler showed McConaughey
leading Abbott by 9 percentage
points. Former congressman and
U.S. Senate candidate Beto O’
Rourke is also considering a run.

TPWD launches new hunting,
fishing initiative

A new campaign by the Texas
Parks and Wildlife Department
aims to attract more Texans into the
outdoors.

Hunters and anglers fund the bulk
of the state’s wildlife management
programs through buying hunting
and fishing licenses and through
sales taxes paid on hunting and
fishing equipment, boat fuel, fire-
arms and ammunition.

The Texas Recruitment, Retention
and Reactivation (R3) Plan hopes
to connect more Texans to outdoor

recreation in order to continue
funding of conservation programs
and “create a better-informed pub-
lic with more interest in conserving
wild things and wild places in Texas
and beyond.”

COVID-19 cases drop in state, but
deaths increase

The number of new COVID-19
cases in Texas dropped again last
week to 83,098, down 34% from the
previous week. New deaths report-
ed in the same time frame rose to
2,073, according to the Coronavirus
Resource Center at Johns Hopkins
University, up 15% from the previ-
ous week. At 280 deaths a day, the
state has one of the nation’s worst
COVID-19 death rates, the Hous-
ton Chronicle reported. In the past
month, more than 5,000 Texans
have died of the virus.

Hospitalizations of lab-confirmed
COVID-19 patients continue to
drop, with 10,349 reported state-
wide by the Texas Department of
State Health Services on Sunday.
That’s a decrease of 15.4% from
the previous week. The number of
staffed pediatric intensive-care unit
beds continues to drop, however,
with just 77 available statewide, ac-
cording to DSHS.

The number of Texans who are
fully vaccinated hit 14.72 million on
Sunday, which is 50.5% of the state’s
population. The Chronicle reported
last week that the state has the low-
est vaccination rate of the country’s
four most populous states — New
York, California, Florida and Texas.

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High wheat prices could push Texas, U.S. acres upward

Wheat acres are ex-
pected to increase in
Texas, but dry, warm
conditions are delaying
many plantings for now,
according to a Texas
A&M Agrilife Extension
Service expert.

Texas producers are
expected to follow na-
tional projections and
plant more wheat this
season, said Fernando
Guillen, Ph.D., Agril-
ife Extension statewide
wheat specialist, Bryan-
College Station. The lat-
est U.S. Department of
Agriculture national es-
timate forecasts wheat
acres rising more than
5% to 35.5 million acres,
compared to 33.7 mil-
lion acres last year.

Decent prices for
wheat are driving the ex-
pectation of more plant-
ed acres, he said. Guillen
reported prices reached
$6.76 per bushel in mid-
September.

Planning for success
with wheat

Due to higher input
costs this season, Guillen
said producers should
make strategic decisions
that help maximize pro-
duction and minimize
expenses.

Soil analyses are rec-
ommended for fields
with suspect nutrient
availability, especially
nitrogen and phospho-
rous. Phosphorous can
be especially important
for producers hoping to

lishment and maximum
output for fall grazing,
Guillen said.

“Prices bring an in-
centive to expand wheat
acreage, but there are
a number of consider-
ations that will be criti-
cal to producers’ success
this season,” he said. “We
want producers to maxi-
mize their profit poten-
tial and reduce risks, and
there are several ways
they can be planning
now that could pay divi-
dends later”

Guillen said choosing
the correct wheat variety
for localized conditions
and producer goals is the
most important first step
for maximizing produc-
tion potential. There is
no single recommenda-
tion that fits every farm,
but AgriLife Extension

Research experts across
the state provide the
wheat “Picks” list each
year to steer producers
toward the most appro-
priate varieties for spe-
cific wheat-growing re-
gions.

A wheat variety’s wa-
ter requirements, grain
yield potential, disease
and pest resistance, mill-
ing and baking attributes
are all notable qualities
to look at when choos-
ing a variety, Guillen
said. He added that an-
other important criteria
to be considered is how
consistent a wheat vari-
ety’s performance is over
multiple years.

Guillen said AgriLife
Research and AgriLife
Extension uniform va-
riety trials in various re-
gions of the state provide

son data that helps guide
the agency’s recommen-
dations for each region.
“Growing conditions
in Texas are highly vari-
able with climactic
fluctuations that make
predicting production
conditions and out-
comes difficult, he said.
“So placing an emphasis
on plant performance
over years can give you
a better idea how they
might perform this sea-

son.
Weather and wheat
plantings

Drier, hotter weather
has been the norm in
many wheat-producing
parts of the state after
good spring and early
summer rains, so Guil-
len said there has been
very little wheat planting
activity so far, at least in
dryland fields.

And these conditions
could continue because
there is a high likelihood
Texas will experience an
El Nifio weather pattern,
Guillen said. El Nifio sys-
tems historically deliver
warmer, drier conditions
through the winter for
most of the state.

These weather expec-
tations could discourage
or delay wheat plantings.
Some producers may
plant wheat in dry soil if
forecasts call for decent
chances of rainfall, while
others may wait for rain-
fall to plant.

“I's hard to predict

conditions,” he said. “So,
we are trying to inform
farmers on how to make
wise and timely deci-
sions for their opera-
tions. The price is attrac-
tive, but farmers need to
plan according to their
situation and location.”

Grazing, grain and/or
dual-purpose wheat

How the producer
plans to utilize wheat
will play into what va-
riety they choose and
when they plant, Guillen
said. A number of man-
agement practices differ
if farmers plant for grain
production compared to
planting dual-purpose
crops for grazing and
grain or grazing alone.

Producers looking for
grazing going into winter
typically begin planting
as early as possible. But
the lack of rainfall could
delay those plans, he
said.

Planting early comes
with tradeoffs, especially
in years when soils are
warmer and drier, Guil-
len said. Early planting
provides more time for
diseases and pests to im-
pact wheat stands.

It can allow insect
pests like Hessian fly in
volunteer wheat and dis-
eases like wheat streak
mosaic virus in newly
planted fields, he said.
For that reason, Farm-
ers should rid fields of
volunteer wheat and any
green plant material that

and wheat curl mites,
the host insect of wheat
streak mosaic virus.

Guillen said produc-
ers hoping for grazing
should look for variet-
ies with increased early
vigor and tillering abil-
ity so that good stands
are established. They
should also look to get
the most out of their fer-
tilizer regimen. Overall
soil condition, base fer-
tilizer applications and
factors like soil moisture
and rainfall should loom
large for each producer’s
decision.

Some recommenda-
tions call to apply 100%
top dressing twice -
about one-third of the
nitrogen before or at
planting followed by
two-thirds of the ap-
plication of nitrogen
around the joint stage for
the wheat field.

“There are several
considerations when it
comes to how much and
when to apply nitrogen,
but being more efficient
with our fertilizers can
translate into improved
yields and lower in-
put costs,” he said. “The
wheat market is difficult
to predict because global
factors can come into
play. Careful planning
is important to give pro-
ducers the best chance
to take advantage of op-
portune conditions and
prices.”

A Relatable Read

My firstborn, Julie, is my guid-
ing star in several ways. Her knack
for finding a good book for her
mother is one of those, and the
one I just finished deserves to be
passed along to others.

Kristin Hannah’s The Four Winds
was published this year. Not long
after I told my family about my
decision to move to Fisher County
to write about my grandmother,
Julie was adamant I read this nov-
el. After closing the final page, I
am moved by Julie’s appreciation
for this story, primarily set in the
1930s in the Texas Panhandle and
California. She gets it. My daugh-
ter knows why this project mat-
ters at this particular time in my
life, and if that isn’t affirmation, I
don’t know what is.

The relationships between
mothers and daughters--a run-
ning theme in The Four Winds—
are undeniably impactful. Unfor-
tunately for Elsa and her mother,
there was no reconciliation be-
cause there had never been arela-
tionship. To her mother, Elsa was
weak. Elsa was ugly. Elsa was go-
ing to live at home forever, unlike
her beautiful sister. As the book

plows through the difficult Dust
Bowl era, Elsa (who does marry
under trying circumstances) and
her firstborn Loreda have the
more typical bond of doting love,
affection, adolescent resentment,
and a path back to understanding
that is paved with unthinkable ex-
periences in 1930s America.

My mother was born as this
decade started, on a dusty farm
plowed by mules and worked by
my grandparents. Mother was the
youngest of six and was raised
solely by her mother after Grand-
father died unexpectedly--Mom
was only three months old. As in
the novel, the fierce fatigue and
loneliness my grandmother ex-
perienced affected her parenting
with a baby, a toddler, and an ad-
olescent.

In the 50s and 60s our mother
had three daughters. In the 80s
and 90s, my sisters and had four
daughters among us. Throughout
our own difficult moments, blown
by winds unlike those of the 1930s
but just as debilitating, we have
discovered that spirit of which
Elsa wrote in her journal when
she is finally, finally affirmed by
her friend Jack and then by her

daughter.

Love. In the best of times, it is a
dream. In the worst of times, a sal-
vation.

And this—love—gives me cour-
age I need for today.

A warrior believes in an end she
can’t see and fights for it. A warrior
never gives up. A warrior fights for
those weaker than herself.

It sounds like motherhood to me.

The Four Winds is historical fic-
tion, but Elsa and women such
as her abound in my family and
probably yours, too. And if we
continue to weave with strong
threads, our daughters will be
warriors, too.

P.S. You will feel the dust
coming off the pages as you
read. Hannah’s descriptions
of the plight of Texans and
“Okies” during these years is
palpable, even after families
arrive in California, where
they had hoped for better
days. They come to realize
that the worst kind of dirt is
that which resides inside the
hearts of the uncaring and
the greedy. --sjs
